OPPOSITION FALSEHOODS

SHATTERED LAST NIGHT |

Chief Commissioner of Public Works and Previncial Secretary Cheered to
the Echo As They Drew Striking Contrast Between the Methods of the
Hazen Government and the Administration It Succeeded——Mr. Morrissy
as a Liberal, Gives His Reason Why Mr. Mosher SheuldBe Elected-—
Meeting at Crouchville One of the Best Ever Held in St. John County.

The Wyandotte Club house =at
Crouchville was packed te the doers
and the spacious veranda in fromt
contained an additionel number of
the electers when Mr, John MecDon-
ald, Jr., last night called to order: the
meeting In the imterests of the local
Government. The Hon. Johh Morrissy,
M. P. P.,, Chief Commissioner of Pub-
lic Werks and the Hon, J. K, Flem-
ming, Provincial Secretary gave rous-
ing speeches in the interests of Mr.
J. P. Mosher.

Mr. McDonald, who had been elect-
ed chairman, called upon Mr. Morrissy
as the first speaker.

Mr. Morrissy was accorded an en-
thusiastic reception and gave one of
the best addresses ever delivered in
the Parish of Simonds. The speaker
outlined his positien in the politics of
the province and claimed that al-
though he was a Liberal yét he was a
good enough Liberal to support the
present local Government. (Applause)

In scathing terms he dealt with Mr.
A. B .Copp and said that that grand
old man Senator John V. BHilis was
fighting the battles of the party when
Mr, Copp was calmly sleeping in the
cradle. (Applause.)

Mr. Morrissy said that Senator El-
lis was not a man to violate the in-
dependence of parliament act like that
grafter, Copp. (Applause.)

Why He "Opposed Opposition.

The speaker claimed he was op-
posed to the present Opposition on
account of the famous Northumber-
land deal. (Applause.)

Speaking about the stumpage Mr.
Merrissy said that there is no oppor-
tunity for graft in that field as there
was when the Robinson gang centrol-
led the ship of state in thi# province.
(Applause.)

The speaker went fully into the ov-
erdraft from the Crown Land Depart-
ment and compared the record of that
department to the present method of
dealing with the stumpage. His re-
marks were greeted with applause.

Mr. Pugsley’s Resolution,

In 1903, continued the Chief Com-
missioner, the Attorney General,
now Minister of Public Works, Mr,
Pugsley moved a resolution to expel
him because HE TOLD THE TRUTH

(Applause). The statements made
then by me, saild Mr. Morrissy, have
since been PROVED TO BE TRUE.

‘The Moncton Cenvention.

Mr. Morrissy declared that at the
time of the famous Moncton conven-
tion, when the Conservatives declared
for party lines, Blair told the speaker
that he thought it a great blunder.
Mitchell, Emmerson and Tweedle
followed in the footsteps of that great
man, and yet today Robinson and
Copp have been endeavoring to foist
the blunders of the Oppesition on the
great Liberal party (Applause).

Mr. Morrissy said that the late Dr.
Stockten was an honorable man, who
had led a coalition party, and Mr.
Hazen continued to follow in the foot-
steps of that leader (Prolonged ap-
plause).

Issues A Challenge.

The speaker sald that HE CHAL-
LENGED THE OPPOSITION TO

PLAIN THIS MATTER (Great ap-
plause). Mr. Morrissy challenged
Copp to detail the comversation he
had with Mr. Emmerson in the latter’s
private car in 1904, when Emmerson
sald that $20,000 WOULD BE SENT
NTO NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY
IF LOGGIE GOT THE NOMINATION,
BUT NOT ONE CENT IF MORRISSY
WAS THE CANDIDATE. The speak-
er appealed to the people TO SUP-

RECORD.

The speaker said no wonder his
sight dimmed when he found the cha-
otic state of his department when the

present Government came into power.

It was
the strongest point scored to far by
the state in its fight to keep Thaw
in the asylum for the criminal insane
at Matteawan. He demands his re
lease through habeas corpus proceed
ure on the ground that he is a sanc
man. When today's session was con
c¢inded, adjournment was taken until
July 26.

“Did Harry Thaw threaten to take
vour life?” Evelyn Thaw was asked
direct by Deputy Attorney General
Clarke. “Did he at any time say this
to you or this in substance: ‘1 shall
have to kill you when I get out of
here? "

The courtroom was hushed and Eve-
lyn Thaw turned appealingly to Jus
tice Mills. She begged to be allowed
not to answer because she sald she
knew she would incur his everlasting
animosity and her attitude Indieated
she belleved he might carry out his
alleged threit. She also alleged, with
some show of feeling, that she was
still Thaw's wife and no matter how
he had treated her, she did not waut
to testify against him.

But the court ruled that the onl
possible ground upon which she could
decline to answer was that it would
tend to incriminate her and added he
did not see how tha® would be appli
cable to her situation.

Then Evelyn answered the ques
tion.

“Yes, he did,” she said in a low
voice.

“What were his exact words?" de-
manded Mr. Clarke.

He said, ‘When I get out of here |
suppose I will have to kill you.' ”
“Why did he say that?”

“We were discussing his mental
condition. I asked him what he mcant
when he said: ‘You know I was not
arazy on the night that I shot White
I asked him again and he said: 'You
know that I missed White by two
minutes on the day before.’

Analysis of
this nature are difficult at all times,
and the work in the instamce is com-
plicated from the fact that the body
was found so many days after death.

Coroner Harburger sald yesterday
that the fact that poison was found in
the body would not convince him that
the girl had not been strangled. Indi-
cations, he admitted, pointed to the
fact that the girl had either taken
poison or had had a drug administered
to her before her death, but the tight-
ly knotted cord which the Coroner
found about her neck convinced him
that she nevertheless had been strang-
led.

Quan Yick Nam, the Chinese inter-
preter who has been investigating the
Sigel murder mystery, said he believ- |
ed that poison had been administered
to the girl from the detailed state-
ment made by Chong Sing, Leon’s
roommate, who is still in the House of
Detention.

HOLY MEN
PROCLAIM WAR
. IN PERSIA

London, July 156.—A despatoh from
Teheran to the Daily Standacd says a
fight reported yesterday betweon the
rebels under Sipahdar and Bavdaras-
sed and a royal force of 1,200 wen and
eight guns under command of four
Russian officers, ended in a panic and
the fiight of the 8hah's tragps.

The insurgents with a solitary gun
silenced four of the royalist guns.
Then the rebels made a sortie from
their position and the royalists bolt-
ed. The British and Ruesian represen-
tatives took advantage of a temporary
lull in hostiifties to again attempt
mediation between the Government
and the rebels. The effort however,
was without resuit.

The shme correspondent states that
the Shilte religious hierarchy at Ne-
jed, Mesopotanila, has decided to in-
tervene .rmt the Shah. The muj-
tahids or holy men of Nejed and Ker-
belafi, forming the Shiite sacred col
lege, hold a position similar to that
of Sheik-ullslam at Constantinople.
They denounced the Bhah a year ago
for breaking an oath taken on the
Koran and for maltreating mujtahids
at Teheran, but took no further ac-
tion at that time|. They have now sent
mollahs across the fromtier to pro-
clalm a holy war agalust the Shah
and his adherents.

A holy war against Moslems is un-
recedented, but in order to legalize
t the hierarchy has excommunicated
the Shab and his supporters and de-
clared them no longer Moslems. The
country adjoining the frontier is al-
ready raising to arms,

The outcome\ cannot be predicted,
but the movement seems to render
it impossible for the present Shah to
retain the throme.

The correspondent of the Times
telegraphing from Shahabad, the
headquarters of the Persian Cossacks,
eleven miles west of Teheran, makes
no reference to & panis among the
royalist trogps in the recent fight with
the rebels. #e intimates that the ac-
tion of the royalist troops was merely
a demonstration to relieve the loy-
alist Bakhtiarl, who were threatened
by the Nationalist Bakhylarl, with
whom they are at war.

There has been much skirmishing
between these rival sections of the
Bakhtiari, the royalist section of
which Inflicted considerable damage

Owing
to the bieeding, however, he could not
examine the wound. Later in the
evening Dr. W. F. Roberte, the family
physiclan, was called in because of
further bleeding, but he did not re-
move the- bandages.

Dr. Roberts regarded the girl's es-
cape as one of the most wonderful
he had cver had te do with, owing to
the nearness of the wound to the spin-
al column.
