On Board Str. Trent. Oct. 18.—The 
crew of the airship America, in ab­
andoning their craft, lowered them­
selves Into the lifeboat which swung 
beneath it. Thèÿ then cast the life­
boat off and were afloat on the sea. 
The airship released of the weight 
of the lifeboat, shot up high into the 
air and was ra 
transfer of the 
the lifeboat to the Trent was effect­
ed with much difficulty.

At 4.30 p. m. today the steamship 
Trent sighted the airship America and 
wireless communication was immedi­
ately established. Irwin, the operator 
on the airship, informed Ginsburg, 
the operator on the Trent, that the 
airship America’s crew wished to ab­
andon the balloon. Wireless communi­
cation was kept up fronf this time on 
between the airship and steamer. Day­
light was rapidly approaching, and the 
Trent was requested to follow the 
America, which was then drifting at 
the rate of 12 miles an hour.

The Lifeboat.
After a council held on the airship 

it was decided that the best means 
of rescue was to launch the lifeboat. 
But this was such a hazardous under­
taking that much time elapsed before 
the manoeuvre was executed as the 
tlla of the airship consisting of tanks 
of gasoline and wooden blocks threa­
tened to capsize the lifeboat as It 
was dropped from the balloon into the 
water. This danger was at last 
come and the operation was carried 
cut with success. In the operation 
the trailer struck wireless operator, 
Jack Irwin and Louis Loud, the en­
gineer, and also knocked a small hole 
In the side of the lifeboat. The air­
ship immediately on being relieved of 
its weight of the crew and boat, shot 
skyward as the boat shot down. A

Triumph for Wireless.
All the members of the crew are 

well after a thrilling experience.

The Morse lamp signalling also 
took a great part in the communica­
tion between Jack Irwin and officers 
of the steamer Trent, and gave the 
signals leading to the rescue The 
crew was picked up In lat. 35.43 north, 
long. 62.18 west, where the America 
was abandoned.

possible in Britain. What New Bruns
