Many of the treasures of the Peking 
and Mukden palaces are being offered 
for sale, Thbir value amounts to sev­
eral millions of dollars. A number ofi 
American and European agents are 
here negotiating for their acquisition. 
The minor palaces and also the For* 
bidden City are being depleted in a 
similar way and art works from their 
collections are being disposed of.

Mukden was the former Manchu 
capital and the palace there is a mu­
seum of historic and sentimental rel­
ict of the intrinsic value of many mil­
lion dollars.

Many arrests have been made today 
of persons suspected of complicity in 
the attempted assassination of Prem­
ier Yuan Shi Kal. This has caused 
the foreign office, in which the officials 
are generally queueleus lo protest to 
Premier Yuan Shi Kai who has order- 
ed discrimination to be used In mak­
ing these arrests.

of immigration which we are turning 
towards Canada. Among those at 
present iu the Old Country engaged 
in this department of the army’s work 
Is Staff Captain Jennings, who for a 
number of years was stationed at 
Halifax In charge of the immigration 
work there, and who is recognised as 
one of the most capable officers con­
nected with the Immigration work of 
the army. This year, however, In­
stead of remaining in Halifax (’apt. 
Jennings has been sent to England 
to represent the eastern provinces, 
to Interest proposed Immigrants in 
these provinces and to carry on a pro- 
paganda In the Interest of this sec­
tion of the Dominion. He has been 
in England for the past few weeks 
pressing the claims of the east and 
during the ten weeks of his stay w ill 
devote his efforts to representing 
this section so that the east will be 
Well looked after in securing settlers.

"Already we have begun the real 
work of arranging for settlers. The 
first party of new settlers which we 
propose to bring out this winter will 
be here not later than early next 
month, probably the first week of 
February, while another party will 
follow shortly after. Both these par­
ties will consist of young girls and 
women who will go Into service as do 
mestlca. For these places will have 
been found when they arrive. As 
there are few opportunities for plac­
ing the men et this season of the 
year, Inasmuch as there Is no farming 
being carried on, the immigration offi­
cers of the army are bringing out the 
women first and settling thorn."

"Do you keep In touch with those 
whom you bring out after they have 
been placed " the commissioner was 
asked. " We keep In, personal touch 
with all those for whom we have 
cured places," he replied, "and to this 
may we attribute the secret of our 
success and the results are most grat 
ifylng, many of them coming to the 
homes for counsel and help in their 
difficulties. In one of the centres, as 
an illustration of this, may be men­
tioned the fact that last Christmas 
a re-union was arranged for Uiose 
whom we had placed In* the neighbor­
hood, and over one hundred of them 
came back to spend the day.

"As regards the immigration 
scheme as a whole the work Is going 
along this year on mtore extensive 
scales and we expect to bring a large 
number of the most desirable settlers 
to the Dominion.”

Asked for a word relative to the 
workings of the Juvenile court scheme

City and County Members Lined Up in Opposition 
on Several Bills—List of Parish Appointments

After some discussion as to how 
the committees should be appointed, 
etc., the meeting adjourned at 1.15 o’-

At the adjourned meeting of the 
County Council yesterday morning 
there was a lively wrangle between 
the city and county members over sev­
eral bills. At one point the city mem­
bers threatened to withdraw, but when 
It was agreed to let the bills He over 
till next meeting, they remained, and 
appointed the officers for the year.

The reading of the report of the com­
mittee on bills was resumed. The sec­
tion favoring the passing of an act 
whereby pedlars In the county will 
have to pay a license of $1 If the pro­
posed licensee Is a resident of the city 
or county of St. John, 120 Is he is not 
a resident of the city and county, but 
has paid taxes in the province for ten 
years; and $40 to nil others, was dis­
cussed by several of those present.

Councillor J. B. Jones could not see 
any reason why a citizen paying tuxes 
in the city should have to pay another 
tax to do business in the county.

Councillor bean stated that every 
merchant in the county, no matter who 
he is, has to pay a tax of some kind 
before he can dispose of any of his 
goods In the city, and he thought it 
only fair that county merchants should 
receive the same protection. The 
councillors from the parishes only ask­
ed for fair treatment. The aldermen 
of the city, he said, had held them up 
yesterday afternoon and made this 
morning’s meeting necessary, adding 
$100 to the county’s expenses.

Conn. J. B. Jones said It was news to 
him that persons from the county do­
ing business in the city had to pay an 
extra tax.

Councillor Dean stated he had to 
pay market tolls and he couldn’t sell 
goods In the city, except in the market, 
without making himself liable to pay n 
heavy fine.

The section Imposing the $1 license 
was then passed.

The next section, authorizing the 
exacting of a $1 license from manufac­
turers, etc., the same as pedlars, doing 
business in the county, brought forth 
considerable discussion.

Conn. J. B. Jones thought It was go­
ing a little too far to impose a tax 
on ever)' city merchant who did bus­
iness In the county. It would mean

” Conn. C. T. Jones thought it was 
an outrage. "I will support any enact­
ment,” he said, "th&r will enable us 
to tax such people as T. Eaton and 
Co., and others who are doing big mail 
order business in the city and county 
and don’t pay a cent of taxes here. But 

er- for heaven’s sake, let the people of St. 
John alone."’

It was then contended that pack­
ages sent from city stores ruined the 
business of small merchants in Lan­
caster and other places, and It was 
for their protection that the bill 

id rafted.
Coun. Potts moved that the section 

be stricken from the report. The vote 
8-11 City Market, resulted In a tie and Warden Carson 

declared the section stricken -from 
the report. The councillors from the 
parishes, with the

VIOLINS, MANDOLINES, and all who did not vote, favored the section
providing for the license, while the 
city councillors all opposed it.

An amendment to the section auth­
orizing the collecting of a $40 license 
from non-resident junk dealers doing 
ing business in the cotinty, was car­
ried, making the license fee $25 In­
stead" of $40.

Councillor Potts thought the license 
should be only $5 and Coun. Elkin, 
who thought $5 too low and $50 too 
high.

The last section of the report was 
one which authorized that no public 
billiard rooms, pool rooms, bowling 
alleys, should be conducted In any 
places of public amusement In the 
county unless a license be procured 
from the county secretary for $20. The

bill made a number of regulations 
directing the manner In which such 
places should be conducted.

Caun. Hayes thought It was a too 
lengthy document to spring upon those 
present, without their having seen It 
before or having hud any opportunity 
to consider It. lie moved that the 
discussion be deferred until the next 
meeting.

The motion was lost.
Coun. Potts complained of the slip­

shod method of doing business, not 
giving the councillors copies of the 
proposals.

The county eecretary stated that as 
a courtesy he had reports typewrit­
ten at his own expense, and as ho 
made only $900 out of the office last 
year, he could nipt afford to ha 
ports written for 
the council.

Coun. Hayes thought that it was the 
county secretary’s duty to do this 
and he should not tty to get out of 
it. If the remuneration was not suffi­
cient, it was a question for the finance 
committee, but It was no reason why 
the business of the council should 
be conducted In a slipshod manner.

Coun. Hayes said his experience 
has always been, that there has been 
no lining up of the city against the 
county; there has always be 
mony and agreement, but It 
If the new council wanted a different 
arrangement. He moved that the 
council adjourn for one month and 
have these matters placed before 
them properly.

Aid. Potts seconded the motion. 
Some xxf the councillors, he said, got 
up and voted when they were told to 
against their own Intelligence. He 
said If necessary he would move to­
day that the county affairs be run 
hereafter by a commission, with one 
commissioner from each parish. The 
affairs are being run as they were 
never run before.

The* city councillors began to file 
out of the room and one of those 
present rose to ask how many con­
stituted a quorum. The city men re­
fused to stay any longer unless it 
was agreed to defer all bills until the 
next meeting, and finally after much 
discussion a motion was made by 
Coun. H/jyes that all bills passed to­
day should be reconsidered and vot­
ed" upon, and discussion deferred un­
til next meeting.

The county secretary asked that the 
business of the meeting be not block- 

Municipal bonds, he said, were not 
saleable at a figure as high as was de­
sired and It was expedient that legisla­
tion should be enacted that would tend 
to remedy this.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE IN BRITAIN.

The present position of the Woman Suffrage move­
ment in Great Britain is highly interesting. The general 
franchise measure to be introduced by the Government at 
the coming session of Parliament will contain no pro­
vision for the extension of the franchise to women. It is 
a question on which itie Cabinet, is divided. The Premier) 
is strongly opposed to votes for women 
received last month a deputation from the National 
League Opposing Woman Suffrage, and told the delegates 
that he believed the extension of the parliamentary fran­
chise to women would be a disastrous mistake. He said 
that he had this opinion when he entered public life and 
had never seen any reason to alter it. On the other hand 
a majority of the Cabinet Ministers—Mr. Asquith admits 
that it is “a very considerable majority"—are in favor of 
woman suffrage. Two days after the P>emier had de­
fined his own position Sir Edward Grey and Mr. Lloyd- 
George addressed a mass meeting organized by the Wo­
man's Liberal Federation to inaugurate a new campaign 
for Woman Suffrage. They were equally emphatic in 
advocating the rights of women to the parliamentary vote.

But Ministers on both sides of this question are 
agreed not to allow the issue to break up the Cabinet. 
ThSh Foreign Minister and the Chancellor declare that 
they and all their colleagues are loyal to the Premier. 
They point out that the only result of pressing the views 
of the majority of the Cabinet on the Premier and de­
manding the inclusion of a Woman Suffrage in the Gov­
ernment bill would be destruction of the Administration. 
Those who did not agree with the Premier could resign, 
which might make it impossible for Mr. Asquith to con­
tinue in office. Such a disruption would bring the Con­
servatives back to power, and that would not help t|^ 
Woman Suffrage cause.

This is the justification given by Mr. Asquith and Sir 
Edward Grey for the conclusion that has been reached. 
The measure will go to the committee stage as introduced 
and then it will be open for any member of Parliament to 
propose the addition of a clause giving votes to women. 
On this clause the vote will be taken without Cabinet in­
fluence. Ministers and private members will divide on 
the question, and~the decision of the House of Commons 
will be accepted by the Government as effective. If the 
Woman Suffrage clause is accepted it will thenceforth 
be a part of the Government bill and the measure so 
amended will have the weight of ministerial support and 
Influence behind it. We understand this to mean that if 
the amended measure should be rejected it would be a 
defeat of the Government.

Discussing the outlook the News-Advertiser thinks it 
probable that a majority of the English Liberal members 
will follow the majority of the Cabinet. We may expect 
the Nationalists lo oppose votes for women, and would 
not expect Scotland to give it enthusiastic support. As 
the matter is left the Conservatives will have nearly as 

control of the outcome as the Liberals. Mr.
P Asquith is likely to get more support on this issue from 

his opponents than from his own party.
The League Opposing Woman Suffrage is largely 

composed of women. One of the most active of these to 
Mrs. Humphrey Ward, who Is known in England through 
her association with many public movements as well a§ 
by her book*. Mr». Ward wrote a long letter to the 
Times Immediately after the addresses of Sir Edward 
Grey and Mr. Lloyd-George. She continues to protest

bute the apparent respectability of 
the business as you see it in St. John? 
Certainly not to the dens that are hid­
den away from public gaze. The 
term “respectable" would hardly ap­
ply to the saloon as we have It in 
some parts of Kent county, and other 
places where the license system is In 
vogue. In order to justly crticlse the 
methods employed by earnest tem­
perance workers, it is essential to 
thoroughly familiarize oneself with 
every side of the question. In fact I 
have a strongly defined conviction 
that the remarks made by Mr. Gaels 
are based on a very superficial knowl­
edge of the liquor question as a 
whole.

That the velocity of the wind makes a material differ­

ence in the speed of his car is realized by every motorist, 
but just what this resistance amounts to is not a matter 
of common knowledge. The increase in resistance is 
not in direct proportion to the increase in the vejpcity of 
the wind, but is double the amount that would ordinarily 
be expected. For example, a wind of fifty miles an hour 
exerts a pressure of ten pounds against each square foot 
of surface directly in its path, while a body moving 
through the air at a speed of one hundred miles an hour 
meets with resistance of forty pounds a square foot. To 
travel at fifty miles an hour, then, against a head wind of 
equal velocity, sets up a resistance to the movement of 
the car of about one thousand pounds, or half a ton, and 
it is small wonder that the occupants gasp for breath. 
At this speed the total pressure exerted against a man of 
ordinary size would be equal to a two hundred pound 
weight distributed over the upper half of his body, and it 
may be imagined that lung action under such conditions 
Vs rather difficult.

Meeting of West End Tax-Payers, Yesterday Afternoon, 
. Protested Against Increase in Ferriage Tolls - Delega­

tion to Attend Special Council Meeting on Friday After­
noon.

An Indication of the feeling of the 
people of the West End in relation 

the Increased ferry tolls was fur­
nished yesterday afternoon when 100 
taxpayers assembled in the Carletou 
Cornet Band room In answer to a 
call for an Informal meeting to dis­
cuss the whole matter and decide on 
a line of action. The meeting decided 
to send n delegation to a special meet­
ing of the city council which tho ma­
yor will be requested to call on Fri­
day afternoon and the spirit of the 
West End will Tj® expressed by this 
delegation.

Yesterday's meeting was enlivened 
by some rather warm debate, but It 
was unmistakably unanimous in the 
opinion that the Increased ferry tolls 
laid an unreasonable and unjust bur­
den on the people? of the West End 
and others who patronize the ferry.

When the meeting opened Rev. W. 
H. Sampson was called to the chair, 
aud J. Firth Brittain was elected sec­
retary.

A. E. McGInley explained that the 
meeting had been culled to give the 
residents of the West End a chance 
to decide upon n line of action to be 
taken In opposition to the Increase 
which they all felt was unjust.

Aid. W. E. Scully, Aid. Smith and 
Aid. Mcl^eod then told of the action 
of the council. The West End alder­
men had all opposed the Increase and 
were supported by one or two on the 
East Side, but they were outvoted at 
the council.

C. B. Lockhnt-t characterized the in­
crease ns most unjust. It was difficult 
to view it in a calm dispassionate 
mind as the people of the west end 
had been shamefully 
was right, that they should express 
their strong opposition to any such 
Imposition. The calling of the indig­
nation meeting was a step in the 
right direction. Under the union act 
It had been plainly understood that 
(here should be a bridge between the 
city and Carleton and until such a 
bridge Is provided, it was only reason­
able that the petople of the west end 
should not be called upon to bear any 
heavier burden in the form of In­
creased ferriage. It would not cost 
any more to keep the ferry up than 
to keep in repair 
of street between 
west ends of the city. He thought 
the whole city should be taxed for 
the upkeep of the ferry. Anything in 
the direction of raising the tolls he 
regarded ns a retrogade step and one 
to be fought.

W. t>. Baskin said there were times 
it was right that the people 
stand up for their rights and

meeting should be held before any ac­
tion was taken. He moved that an 
Indignation meeting be held In the 
west end city building on Friday 
night. That the meeting should be 
called by the West end aldermen aud 
then given over to the charge of the 
public.

Ald.ScuIly moved in amendment 
that a committee be appointed to wait 
upon the mayor and city council at a 
special meeting to be vailed when the 
case in opposition to the increase in 
the ferry rates could be placed be* 
for them.

A question arose as to whether the 
mayor would call auch a meetibg. but 
Alderman Smith informed the meet­
ing that it would be called on the re­
quest of five aldermen and he thought 
there would be no difficulty In secur­
ing the Mcessary requisition. Per­
sonally he favored deferring any ac­
tion until the next meeting of the 
council when the matter could be 
brought up again and might be res­
cinded.

C. B. Lockhart said lie had talked 
with some of the aldermen and had 
heard that they did not realize that 
the people of the west end would be 
opposed to the Increase.

Aid. Kierstead was prqaeijt and it 
was suggested that as he had support­
ed the motion to Increase, the ferry 
tolls he should be given an opportun­
ity to tell the voters of the West 
Side Just why he had done so.

Aid. Kierstead responded to the in­
vitation. He said he had voted with­
out fear and favor and in what he 
believed to be his dutv to the whole 
city. The recommendation to Increase 
the ferry tolls had come as what he 
understood was the unanimous recom­
mendation of the treasury board. The 
department was short of money and 
he did not see any other way of rals-

Rev. H. E. Thomas agreed with the 
impression that the Increase was un­
warranted but he thought there should 
be an evening meeting in a larger 
hall when workingmen would be given 
an opportunity to exprès» their opin­
ion on the matter.

Mr. Mctiinley explained that the 
meeting was not called as an Indigna­
tion meeting, but merely as a prelim­
inary to that or any other end which 
might be thought advisable.

Trades and Labor Council will 
Discuss Matter Tonight — 
Will also Discuss fhe Wom­
an’s Suffrage Movement.

Provincial Immigration Super­
intendent ha; Secured In­
formation About it from 
Centres where it is in Force

One of the matters which will come 
up before the meeting of tho trades 
and labor council this evening will be 
the action of the common council in 
raising the ferry tolls. The decision 
to raise the tolls has caused consid­
erable indignation among the work­
ingmen. and especially among the 
longshoremen who are obliged to use 
the ferry so frequently.

Another matter which will bo-t^en 
up is the question of whether the trade 
unions will give any active support 
to the women's suffrage movement. 
All trade unions are committed to the 
idea that women should receive the 
same wages as men for equal 
and all labor parties the world over 
favor votes for women: and it is like­
ly the local labor council will pledge 
its support to the women’s movement.

In regard to the ferry 
fleial of the ship laborers' 
yesterday the longshoremen spent 
much money on ferry trips at a time 
when they were not earning anything 
—that is when the were crossing 
back and forth on the lookout for a 
job.

Since the board of trade at the sug­
gestion of Premier Flemming, agreed 
to subscribe a fund of $5000 for the 
purpose of assisting settlers in the 
province to bring out their wives and 
families the superintendent of immi­
gration and the secretary of the board 
of trade have been collecting inform­
ation regarding the work of the Im­
perial Home Reunion Association in 
other parts of Canada. Mr. Wilmot 
has received along with other Inform­
ation the first annual report of the 
Winnipeg association which adminis­
ters a fund of $20.000. This association 
which has been at work one year has 
approved the applications of 180 im­
migrants and brought out members 
of their families to the number of 677, 
made up of 176 wives and $52 chil­
dren over 12 years of age and 349 
children under 12 years.

The'association’s method of assist­
ance is very simple.

The applicant fills out a printed 
form, with his name, his address, the 
name of his employer, the nature of 
hla work and weekly wages, the nam< 
of his wife and children. He must cer­
tify that the persons whom he wishes 
to bring to Canada are not affected 
with apoplexy or epileptic fits. That 
they have not been confined in an in­
sane asylum within five years, or 
that they have no other physical dis- 
abilities which would prevent their 
entrance Into Canada. He also states 
what sum he Is prepared to pay down, 
and the monthly repayments be will 
be prepared to make.

As soon as there are 16 or 20 appli­
cations on file the board of directors 
of the association meet, and the ap-*5 « 
plicants are summoned to appear be- 
fore them. If deemed advisable .furth­
er Investigation Is conducted by the 
manager of the fund.
