TOWN AND COUNTRY.

News from Various Quarters Ga­
thered for the Gleaner.

Kingsclear, Bathurst, Camp- 
bellton, Rockland, &c.

The Adam and Eve of a Beoagul- 
mlc Settlement.

Rockland, C. Co., Oot 21.—As a notice of 
1 our vicinity has not been found among 
the items in your valuable paper, a con­
densed histoiy might not prove uninter­
esting to quite $ number of your read­
ers. Some seventy years ago a solitary 
man and his wife wended their way 
through the forest up the Beoaguimio 
River, in search of a place to locate and 
make a farm. The man’s name was Ab­
raham Stockford. He was the father of 
Mr. John Stockford, who now resides in 
Windsor Settlement and the pioneer of 
the Settlement, and of Mrs. William 
Crandlemire, whose respected husband 
died only a few days ago. They were 
among the pi meere of the settlement on 
the Coldstream, But to return, Mr. and 
Mrs. Stockford came up the Becaguimic 
about four miles and came to a place on 
which they resolved to locate. After 
they had eaten a lunch, Mr. Stockford 
reclined against a tree and fell asleep. 
Mrs. Stockford took the axe they had 
with them, and commenced cutting 
down the bushes. When Mr. Stockford 
awoke from his nap he found that he 
had a farm underway. We nre informed 
that this was the first attempt of any 
person iu Carleton County to go out of 
sight of the St. John rivei on the eastern 
side of the river to make a farm. From 
this small beginning this vicinity has 
grown to its present state, and the set­
tlements of Ashland, Pole Hill, Wind­
sor, Carlisle, Knowleeville, Coldstream 
and Glaseville are only extensions of 
this place. The first outlet of all these 
settlements was through Rockland, and 
it is the principal outlet yet. Mr. Stock­
ford persevered and started bis farm ; 
other settlers came in soon afterward, 
some of whom became permanent set­
tlers; others became discouraged and 
left. The hardships which the fathers 
of this community underwent the pre­
sent generation know but little of. There 
was no road from what is now Hartland 
to the new settlement, and no permanent 

ply of provisions above Fredericton.
_the summer time two of the settlers
would take a canoe from the mouth of 
the Becaguimic, now Hartland, and go 
down the river to Fredericton, get their 
supplies, and pole their craft and its 
freight back, and then carry it on their 
backs home. For a number ot years the 
settlements made slow progress, if pro­
gress it could be called, when Mr. Dickin­
son came to the rescue and built both 
saw and grist mills at the mouth of the 
Coldstream. TKs enabled the settlers 
to get lumber to build with, as well as 
grind their grain. The land on the Beca-

Kipaio, at this time, from its mouth to 
source, excepting the small area 

cleared, was covered with a splendid 
growth of pine and spruce timber. In­
deed good judges of lumber lands say 
that had it not been for forest fires the 
annual growth would have exceeded, or 
fully met, the annual slaughter which 
has been from one and a half millions to 
ten millions for ever sêventy years. 
This would seem to look like a source 
of. wealth, but the new settlers did not 
find it so. About all of them became 
lumbermen in the winter time, and some 
of them soon found out what the result 
would be, and would not enter into 
operations themselves, but would hiie 
with their neighbor and sell their pro­
duce at the highest prices and then 
laugh in their sleeve when the mortgage 
had to be given, not on their farm, but 
on their neighbor’s, who bad bought 
their grain and given them twice as 
much for wages as, they could have 
earned for themselves. The lumber 
operators were the best men of the com­
munity and martyrs for the benefit of 
their neighbors. But while the lumber 
operators were getting into trouble, their 
neighbors were getting better off and 
their suppliers were rising rapidly to af­
fluence. But I must stop or the history 
Win not be very condensed. The place 
baa borne all its trials fairly well. Our 
people are, as a whole, living comfort­
ably. We have two churches, Baptist 
and F. C. Baptist ; two Sunday Schools. 
One has a history unbroken for twenty- 
six years. The last eight years it has 
been evergreen. Wo have a lodge of I. 
0. G. Templars but no rum short of Hart' 
land and don’t want it there. We near 
ly all belong to the churches, that is 
adults. The Baptist church has no pas­
tor, our late and esteemed pastor having 
removed to King’s Co. Rev. J. Perry is 
pastor of the F. C. B. church; he is a plain 
but loud preacher. I will atop abort hav­
ing written enough for the first effort as 
a correspondent

H1SOSCLEAR.

Kinusclkar, Oct 24.—The Kingsclear 
fair was held on Thursday, 20th inst, 
and had one of the finest days of the 
season, and large numbers were present 
from different parishes in the county.

The returns from the cpro factory 
ahow the yield of the sweet corn to 
be considerably better than the previous 
year. Mr. Alfred McKay delivered to 
the factory 5,326 lbs. from 1J acres of 
ground, which was worth $106.52.

Some of the Indians have commenced 
ploughing this fall. It is about the first 
time they were ever known to look so 
far ahead in the line of farming.

The weather has been very fine for 
gathering in the roots and everything is 
taken out ot the ground excepting 
turnips, and some parties have com­
menced pulling them, which, they eay, 
will be a little above the average crop- 
Turnips is ope of the chief products of 
this’place and are extensively raised by 
nearly all of our farmers for beef pur­
poses. Every farmer who does not raise 
from 500 to 1,000 bis, thinks that he has 
a small crop. 250 bis. from one acre ot 
upland is counted a very good yield and 
350 from interval ground. Carrots have 
turned out a very good crop, but the 
potatoes are very light.

Yesterday was one of the finest days 
of the season and to-day it is one of the 
wettest.

HOUSEHOLD.

Bsbf Tea—Cut one pound of beef in­
to dice, put into a glass jar and set in 
boiling water twelve hours. Add boiling 
water till of the required strength and 
season with pepper and salt.

Coffee Jelly__One quart of strong hot
coffee, one-half box of gelatine dissolved 
in water; sweeten to taste, strain through 
a muslin bag and put into a mould 
Serve with whipped cream.

Peach Tapioca__Soak some tapioco
over night and in the morning boil until 
it is perfectly clear, adding more water 
from time to time as needed; slice five 
nice peaches with a silver knife and 
sprinkle liberally with sugar; when you 
take the tapioca from the stove, stir the 
peaches into it. Eat cold with sugar and

Sweet Pickles__Eight pounds of fruit,
four pounds of best brown sugar, one 
quart of vinegar and one cup of mixed 
whole spices, stick cinnamon, cassia 
buds, allspice and cloves—less of the 
latter than of the former. Tie the spices 
in a bag and boil them with the vinegar 
and sugar. Skim well, then add the 
fruit. Cook ten minutes, or till scalded 
and tender. Skim out the fruit and put 
into atone stars. Boil the syrup five 
tpinutes longer and pour over the fruit. 
The next day pour off the syrup and boil 
down again, und do this for three morn­
ings. Keep the bag of spicee in the 
syrup.

To wash doubtful calicoes, put a tea­
spoonful of sugar of lead in a pailful of 
oold water, and soak the article one hour 
before washing.

To mend small holes in plastering, use 
one part plaster of paris and three parts 
fine sand, mix with cold water and apply 
with a case knife.

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MR. MoLSOD AND A JUDGESHIP.

The persistency with which Mr. 
Esekisl McLeod, of St. John, has been 
pressing his alleged claims for an ap­
pointment to the bench of the supreme 
court of this province, and the encourage­
ment he is, apparently at least, receiving, 
is not calculated to bring the position he 
is striving for into anything like a 
recognition of honor and distinction. 
Positions of honor may be sought by and 
awarded to those fitted for them in the 
proper way, but when one undertakes 
by political influence and intrigue and 
other questionable means, to practically 
force a resignation for one’s own appoint­
ment, such positions degenerate into 
political refugee. If there be any honor 
now attached to the position which Mr. 
McLeod's ambition would lead him to, his 
appointment, under the circumstances, 
would soon deprive it of it. Mr. McLeod 
is comparatively an unknown man. He 
has neither distinction as a lawyer nor 
prominence as a politician. He is known 
to our people chiefly as the adviser of 
the renowned Dunn in the Queens 
County outrage. Let his name rest in 
such notoriety until he has accomplished 
something worthy of more honorable

If the bench of the supreme court of 
this province is to enjoy that confidence 
and respect which should be due it, 
very widely different course in the filling 
of vacancies must be adopted in the 
future from that practiced in the past. 
If sound law and principle are to guide 
our judges in their deliberations and de­
cisions, appointments must not be made 
from the ranks of rejected politicians, 
whose election campaigns have been one 
long tale of law breaking. Every good 
citisen wishes to respect our courts, 
is his desire to have implicit confidence 
in the judges of the land. But our courts 
must first merit the respect and confi­
dence of the public before they can enjoy 
respect and confidence. Appointments 
from among able and honorable men is 
the only guarantee that the dignity and 
high favor of such institutions can be 
maintained.

In the future we trust that the domin­
ion government will consult the public’s 
best interests in such appointments. It 
is bad enough to pamper, feed and en­
courage the unworthy in the more irre­
sponsible positions of trust, but to turn 
our courts into a refuge tor rejected poli­
ticians is a proceeding which our people 
should not tolerate.

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

OOLDWIN SMITH AND CHAMBER- 
LAIN-8 SPEECH.

Professor Goldwin Smith has written a 
letter m which he deals with Mr. Cham­
berlain’s Belfast speech, or that portion 
of it at least which refers to Canada and 
the question of commercial union. Mr. 
Smith shows, as the Guunbb pointed out 
In a recent issue, that Chamberlain is 
clearly ignorant of Canadian affairs. 
Mr. Smith believes however that Cham, 
berlain has not been properly reported 
because the latter in a letter written to 
a friend quite recently, said that he was 
Imperfectly informed as to the internal 
pblicy of the Dominion, and stated that 
he had followed with some interest the 
inadequate accounts of the movement 
for commercial union. It is scarcely 
conceivable that a man who had acknowl­
edged ignorance of Canadian affairs 
should give so decided an opinion on a 
question when his knowledge of it was 
so defective.

Mr. Smith further points out that 
Chamberlain betrayed ignorance of the 
fact in his Belfast speech, that the pro­
tective tariff against Britain was almost 
as great as against the United States. 
If Chamberlain, therefore, has really 
been correctly reported he has shown 
himself to be a man incapable of dealing 
With matters of great national concern 
and one in whose hands the interests of 
Canada are very liable to suffer. The 
British representative on the fisheries 
commission should be a man thorough­
ly conversant with Canadian affairs, and 
above all a man who does not attempt 
to express an opinion upon a subject be­
fore he knows the facte connected with 
it.

Mr. Smith shows that a moral is to be 
drawn from Mr. Chamberlain’s remarks, 
vis.: that Canadian interests should be 
entrusted only to the hands of Canadians.

TOBIQUE VALLEY RAILWAY.

An lujauction Served on the 
President and Contractor,

Forbidding Them to Proceed 
With the Work.

FOR THE STATES.
We have from time to time chronicled 

the departure of many of our young men 
who had left to seek employment in the 
neighboring republic. Recently the ex­
odus has been growing greater and accord­
ing to Ontario journals the exodus from 
that province is also sadly on the in­
crease. The United States customs 
representative at London, Ontario, states 
that on the 15th imt. he examined the 
baggage of thirty-five persons who were 
going from Strathroy to California, and 
the same officer also states that at the 
time of the Chicago excursion he passed 
the luggage of one hundred and fifty 
persona who were leaving Ontario with a 
view of settling in the United States. 
According to the same official's estimate, 
as published in the Toronto Globe, one 
family every day on the average, or about 
two thousand persons every year leave 
the counties of Middlesex, Huron and 
Bruce to take up their abode in the 
States.

Fredericton Men Said to be Mem- 
berH of the Syndicate.

Special to Gleaner.
Woodstock Oct, 24th.—An injunctiou has 

been served on John E. Stewart, president 
of the Tobique Valley Railway, and H. A. 
Connell, contractor, forbidding them to pro­
ceed with the construction of the road. Ap­
plication for the injunction was made at 
Fredericton, on Eriday last to the chief 
justice by S. B. Appclby and G. F. Gregory, 
solicitors Ior the plantiffa. The chief has 
granted tbe injonctions and tbe men have 
been served with the papers.
2 The plaintiffs in the case are Wm. L. 
Drysdale, one of the directors of the com­
pany, and Randolph G. Ketchum, stock­
holders.

The injunction restraints the 
company from entering into any 
contract with Henry A. Connell, pursuant 
to an offer made by him and accepted by the 
directors on the ground that the stockhold­
ers bad not authorised tbe directors to make 
a contract, and had refused to give such au 
thority on being atked for it; also, that the 
contract proposed would be a wasteful and 
improvident administration of the company’s 
affairs; also, that Adam J. Beveridge had 
acted as director and voted for the accept­
ance of Connell's offer after he had become 
disqualified to act as a director by reason of 
his having parted with all his stock since 
being elected director, and a repurchase 
since would not reinstate him.

Tbe injunction also restrains Beveridge 
from acting further as director.

It understood that Connell represents a 
eymtiarte of which some of the directors 
voting for the acceptance of his offer were 
members.

A number of the leading members of the 
syndicate, who are endeavoring to get con­
trol of the road, are residents of Fredericton.

INTER-PROVINCIAL CONFERENCE.
Tin* Proceedings as far as Can 

be Ascertained.

A Delegation From the Mon­
treal Board of Trade

Considering the Insolvency Laws 
of the Provinces.

Perhaps not one person in a hundred 
knows why a point 32 degrees below the 
freezing point on Fahrenheit’s thermom­
eter is called zero. For that matter, no­
body knows. The Fahrenheit scale was 
introduced in 1720. Like other ther­
mometric scales, it has two fixed points 
- the freezing point, or rather the melt­
ing point of ice, and the boiling point of 
water. The center-grade and Reamur 
call the freezing point zero, and measure 
therefrom in both directions. This is a 
very natural arrangement. Fahrenheit 
kept the principal on which he graduat­
ed his thermometer’s secret, and no one 
has ever discovered it. It is supposed,
however, that he considered his zero_
32 degrees below freezing—the point of 
absolute cold or absence of all heat, 
either because being about the temper­
ature of melting salt and snow, it was 
the greatest degree of cold he could pro­
duce artificially, or because it was the 
lowest natural temperature of which he 
could find any record. The grounds on 
which Fahrenheit put 180 degrees be­
tween the freeziog points are likewise 
unknown.

Quebec Chronicle, Saturday.
It was all work and no play both morn­

ing and afternoon yesterday, with the 
members of the Interprovincial con­
ference. The afternoon was to have 
been devoted to a visit to Montmorenci 
Falls, but the weather turned out so un­
favorably that the trip was postponed.

There were two sittings at the parlia 
ment house yesterday, one at 11 a. m., 
and the other at 2.30 p. m. At one 
o'clock, the delegates were again enter­
tained by the Hon. Mr. Mercier at lun­
cheon, together with several friends, 
including Alderman Beausoleil, M. P., 
of Montreal.

Nothing further has transpired as to the 
nature of the proceedings, the rule of 
sitting with closed doors being strictly 
adhered to. Nor has the list of questions 
to be submitted to the conference of tbe 
Quebec government been given public­
ity. In the absence of reliable informa­
tion there is always of course consider­
able room for speculation, and those who 
made it their special business to en 
deavor to learn what the ministers de­
cided to keep secret, report that Mr. 
Mowat arose after the reading of Mr 
Mercier's speech and expressed himself 
very favorably upon all the suggestions 
made by the Quebec premier, excepting, 
of course, that relative to his own elec­
tion as president of the conference which 
he combatted until compelled to yield.

Another report is to the effect that 
after Hon. Mr. Mowatt had been chosen 
President of the Conference, Hon. Mr. 
Norquay, Premier of Manitoba, arose and 
delivered a short but exceedingly clear 
speech in which he mentioned the awk­
ward position Sir John A. Macdonald 
had placed him in with regard to the 
Red River Railway dispute. One of the 
delegates is said to be authority for the 
statement that he made use of the bit­
terest terms when he referred to the 
Federal authorities. Ho did not doubt 
that great good would result to the 
whole country from the Conference and 
informed the delegates that although he 
was a conservative, they might rely up­
on him to endorse any measure that 
might tend to benefit the provinces in 
particular and the whole Dominion.

When one of the local ministers was 
seen on the subject he said, according to 
the same authority :

“That was a great speech of Norquay’s. 
He is with us entirely. His utterances 
made a great impression upon the other 
delegates who had no reason to expect 
so much from him.”

Mr. Norquay is quite indignant at the 
circulation of the above story, after it 
had been distinctly understood that all 
proceedings of the congress should be 
private. Moreover the report in ques­
tion is incorrect. He made no bitter at­
tack upon the Dominion government, 
but simply said that confederation had 
been spoken of at the time as a com­
promise, and that if the constitution 
granted by the B N A Act was liberallyin- 
terpreted, it would be found broad 
enough to answer every want and to 
serve all desirable purposes.

It is generally believed that the boun­
dary question will come up, and provin­
cial subsidies will be an important topic. 
Disallowance will be one of the questions, 
and uniform distribution of provincial 
subsidies every ten years, according to 
population.

Special apartments have been set 
apart in the parliament house for the 
use of the delegates, and those of each 
province will probably constitute thei 
selves into separate committees to agree 
together upon the principal subjects 
submitted, before they are discussed in 
general meeting.

The lion Mr. Mowat and his col­
leagues occupy the old room of Mr 
Chapleau on the ground floor of the 
building. The three delegates from 
Nova Scotia have the private office of Mr 
Paul DeCazes, in the department of 
public instruction. The Hon Messrs 
Blair and McLellan of New Brunswick, 
have been invited to take possession of 
the private office of the Hon. Mr. Tur­
cotte, Crown Lands Department. The 
representatives of Manitoba have con­
venient quarters in the vicinity of the 
Legislative Council.

Chronicle, Monday.
The Inter-provincial Congress sat 

again on Saturday as usual. The prin­
cipal business of the meeting was the 
reception of a joint Quebec and Montreal 
deputation on the question of the in­
solvency laws of the different provinces 

The Montreal Board of Trade was* 
represented by Messrs. Thomas Darling, 
Alderman Grenier, Robert Archer and J 
X Perrault. The Quebec Board was 
represented by its president, T LeDroit, 
Esq., its secretary, Mr F A Andrews, and 
U M Price, Esq.

The deputation waited upon the mem­
bers of the conference in accordance 
with previous appointments, and Mr 
Darling who had been requested to act 
as spokesman, set forth the objects of 
the interview which were to urge on be­
half of the mercantile communities re­
presented by the Montreal and Quebec 
Board of trade, the desirability of having 
the laws respecting insolvency amended 
is some instances, and assimilated in the 
various provinces.

A telegram from the Belleville Board 
of Trade objecting to the changes asked 
by the Quebec and Montreal merchants, 
was submitted by Mr. Mowat, but its re­
commendations were not apparently fav­
ored either by Mr. Mowat or by the other 
members of the conference.

The lion. Mr. Mercier also thanked 
the spokesman of the deputation for the 
explicit manner of his remarks, and 
showed by the programme of the con­
ference which he held in his hands, that 
the question now under discussion was 
one of those which he had laid before it 
in his inaugural speech.

In the afternoon, the members of the 
conference were taken by the lion Mr 
Mercier and bis colleagues on an excur­
sion around the harbor on board the 
Vega, and to the Falls on Montmorency. 
Warm admiration was expressed on all 
hands at the beautiful scenery of the 
surroundings and the magnificent im­
provements in the harbor.

ELECTRIC LIGHT.

Freaks of «bn Weal tier.
Yesterday was remarkable for its variety 

of weather. In the early morning snow fell 
to the depth of half an inch and remained 
on the ground until a downpour of rain 
about nine o'clock wasted it away. The 
rain was followed by beautiful sunshine dur­
ing mid-day, which however was only the 
precursor of a violent squall of wind, rain, 
bail, thunder and lightning which prevailed 
in the city and vicinity in the middle of the 
afternoon. The storm clouds which gath­
ered in the Afternoon were the heaviest and 
blankest that have been witnessed here for 
many a year. The lightning was quite vivid 
and there were several heavy peals of thund­
er. The tempest however lasted but a 
short time when the sun again came out. 
To mm up the weather of yesterday, we 
had what we do not have every day, enow, 
rain, wind, bail, thunder, lightning and eun- 
iblnt-ail in ott> day.

To the Editor of Tub Gliahzb,
Sin,—As there seems to be a great deal of 
isapprehension in the community in refer­

ence to the electric light in connection with 
the gas company's proceedings, I propose to 

some explanation based upon facts 
which cannot be denied. In the session of 
1880, legislative authority was asked, and 
obtained, by the directors of the gas com­
pany to enable them to connect the electric 
lighting with their gas works.

The then president of the company pre­
pared the bill, one section of which pro­
vided that it was requisite, before the act 
would come into force, to secure the ap­
proval of two-thirds of the amount of the 
capital stock then held. It was, therefore, 
tedious uphill work, involving much corres­
pondence. ns many of the stockholders re­
sided at a distance, and from some of whom 
answers were not obtained by merely writ­
ing once. This took up time, but the direc­
tors meant business from the start, and in­
tended to have the light in so soon as the 
terras of the act would be esniplied with.

At last, about the 5th of August, the re­
quisite two-thirds of Ihe stock held was ob­
tained, which was the first step in the direc­
tion wished, and the directors now felt 
that they could go to work in a practical 
way. But then other things were required. In 
order to raise funds for the purpose, new 
stock subscriptions were required, and a 
canvass among oar citizens was set on foot, 
and among those solicited were gentlemen 
who had some time ago talked strongly in 
favor of electric light, bnt declined to join 
us, nor did they intimate that a distinct elec­
tric light company was or would be formed 
for the purpose. In the months of July 
and August, two gentlemen from abroad, re­
presenting separate electric light manufac­
turing companies,called at the gas company 
office for the purpose of recommending their 
respective systems. Oue of them visited al­
most every store In the city and obtained 
upwards of forty subscribers to take the 
electric light as soon as it was introduced, 
and it was said that it was for the gas com­
pany he was soliciting names, although the 
directors had not so directed. The object with 
him no doubt was t> ascertain if the 
people were in favor of the system, 
and thus he tried them, expecting, of course, 
to contract for introducing the light. This 
was only a few weeks ago, when no other 
company was talked about as a reality, for 
had there been it certainly then would have 
been mooted, or some one in the community 
would have known something about it. 
The gas company alone were in the field, 
and they got into It as soon as they possibly 
could. Moreover, I make bold to say, that 
although a company was talked of over a 
year ago, and some parties may have put 
down their names, there was nothing real 
or substantial about it, and one of the lead­
ing members in tho company now formed so 
expressed himself only a few days sine#, or' 
rather he said he had been under the im­
pression that that company had dropped 
proceedings. The first intimation the direc­
tors had of an opposition company was 
sprung upon l lit in suddenly at the meeting 
of the city council held in September, when 
an alderman in his place at the board read a 
petition signed by several citizens, asking 
permission to erect electric light poles in 
the streets of Fredericton. The legal adviser 
of the board was absent. The council agreed 
to the proposition. Why this haste? How is it 
that the intention was kept a close secret, 
so much so, that even those mostly interest­
ed, the gas directors, had not the most dis­
tant hint of it? It has been remarked that 
the gas company had been too tardy in their 
movements, and it was unknown that they 
intended to introduce the electric light at 
all. I have already explained what caused 
the delay, and as regards the second reason, 
it has been no secret as to what the 
intention of the directors was, for several of 
our members had been canvassing for sub­
scribers for some time, and explained as 
they went along what we were doing. It 
was well understood that the gas company 
would have the light in by November. But 
the excuse by those who raise it against the 
directors of the gas company is mere sub­
terfuge, and my intention in writing this 
letter is to explain to our subscribers and 
our citizens generally the position we oc­
cupy and our whole course.

During the howling storm of Friday night 
last, a terrible catastrophe took place on the 
Miramichi portage about 35 miles from

The Widow Oreer, upwards of fifty years 
of age, her son William, aged about 24, and 
an adopted daughter, nine or ten years old, 
were burned to death in their house at an 
early hour on Saturday morning. Situated 
la a remote district, and at a distance from 
any telegraph station, it was late in the 
evening before the news of the horrible 
disaster reached town.

Mrs. Greer lived in a log house with her 
two sons, John and William, on the Portage 
about eight miles this side of Boieetown. 
The particulars ot the sad affair are as fol­
lows : Before daybreak on the morning of 
Saturday, Wm. Oteer arose and put on the 
fire in the kitchen stove and then went back 
to bed again. Half an hour afterwards bis 
brother John, who slept in the same bed 
with him, awoke and found hie bedroom 
and the house full of smoke. He called 
William and they both made quickly to­
wards the kitchen apartments, which they 
found In a mass of flames. The high wind, 
it is thought, blew the fire from the stove 
which closed the rapid conflagration. They 
made an effort to awaken and rescue their 
mother from the flames. Driven almost to 
despair by the raging fire and smoke John 
made his escape through a small window. 
When outside he looked and called for his 
brother but received no answer. Their 
mother and the liltle girl occupied the room 
adjoining the young men, but so dente was 
the smoke and fire that their efforts even to 
awaken them, seemed to have proved un­
availing. He supposes that bis brother went 
back to make another effort to save hie 
mother, and himself perished in the flames.

John ran over to the neighbor’s house, 
James Duncan’a, some distance away for 
help, having only his shirt and drawers 
on. He was greatly excited and Duncan 
hurried to the scene, but had scarcely got 
there when the roof of the bouse fell in, 
The woman and child and William perished 
in the flames. The few scattering farmers 
who reside in the vicinity gathered about 
the burning wreck. James Cook, of the 
Barker House livery stable, who brought 
the news to town, stopped the night before 
at Mr. Robert Orris, whose farm is leas than 
a mile away from the Greer's. He visited 
the burning building on his way to town in 
company with Richard Beasley. The other 
persons who were present at the fire when 
be got there was John Anderson, James 
Duncan and John Craig. With a shovel 
and hoe tbs men set .to work to dig out the 
remains from the burning debris. The 
sight, says Cook, was a terrible one, aad he 
left as quickly as possible. As soon as the 
fire had died away sufficient for the men to 
work in the ashes, the remains of the burnt 
bodies were gathered together. On Sunday 
no traces of the girl's body had been found. 
I'he charred and bUckeued remains of Mrs. 
Greer and hereon were recovered immediate­
ly after the fire.

Rev. Mr. Mullen, of Stanley, who arrived 
in town yesterday elates that John Greer in 
climbing out of the window cut himself 
quite badly and lay on the ground nnconci- 
ous for a little time. When be recovered 
consciousness he went to hia mother’s win­
dow. He saw her struggling in the flames 
and emoke bnt was unable to help her.

Coroner Dr. Moore, M. P. P., of Stanley, 
wae summoned on Saturday, and held an 
inqeest. The jury returned a verdict of 
“accidental death."

A later report states that the remains of 
but two bodies hay* been recovered from the 
rains, hot that the misting remains are those 
ot Mrs. Greer. The bones recovered were 
interred on Sunday. The dreadful calamity 
exceeds in horror anything that has ever be­
fore happened in the northern part of the 
county, and little else is talked of.

BY THE CAMP FIRE.
York County Men In the Quebec 

Lumber Woods.

Some of the Inner Work of 
Lodging Preparation».

Impressions of the French Prov­
ince—The Sunday Ox.

St. Pampoili, Que. Oct. 17th. From Gib- 
sonic St. Jean, Que., by rail, we transfer 
our baggage on wagons and carts and 
start for the lumber woods, 35 miles 
away from the station. Having arrived 
at the edge of the bush, we 
pitched tente in an open field, while the 
rain kept falling in a steady downpour. 
Some were sent to procure wood for fire 
while others went to clearing a road to the 
site of the first camp, a distance of about a 
mile. We remained under canvass for about 
a week and it rained most of the time; but 
the work went steadily on and a camp fin­
ished aad occupied by the whole crew, while 
still another was being built. The most of 
the supplies are hauled to camp by the set-- 
tiers, some using a horse and some an ox 
with a cart. When using an ox it is har­
nessed the same as a horse and driven with 
reins and bit. Along the road, we frequent­
ly saw an ox and a horse hitched together 
and attached to some kind of vehicle or a 
plow; and at church on Sundays we 
see oxen la carte and backboard wagons 
loaded with men, women and children. The 
roads are hilly, rough and stony. The 
water is very bad, and taken altogether it 
Is a hard piece of country for Canning, bnt 
excellent for lumber. The stock through 
Quebec, as a role, is inferior to that of New 
Brunswick, especially the pigs.

Quite an argument was had on the train 
coming up regarding some animals in field 
near the track, some maintaining that they 
were of the pig family, while others felt 
sure they were goats. It is still an onset- 
tied question in my mind. But to return 
to our present surroundings the weather 
has cleared, after two weeks of cloudy wet 
weather (with an occasional squall of 
snow) and we’re enjoying fine weather 
agaia with comfortable buildings and good 
cooks. Everything goes smooth. The first 
establishment consista of a log build­
ing one hundred feet long by forty 
(100x40) wide divided as follows : The 
first forty-five feet is occupied by the men 
and cooks as coooking, eating and sleeping 
rooms; the next apartment is twenty-five 
feet and is used for storing oats, hay and 
other things; the remaining thirty feet is 
used for a stable. The building is covered 
with Ur paper stretched over the rafters 
and is entirely waterproof; so far it makes a 
cheap tight roof.

The next samp is situated three miles far­
ther np the river had is larger than the first. 
The others will be at about equal disUncee 
in different directions. The woods abound 
in games of most all kinds and the river is 
teeming with hib. Two varieties of deer 
have been seen up to date, one the ordinary 
red deer that frequent the woods at all times; 
the others are Quebec deers that generally 
frequent the clearings. They are extremely 
fine looking with pretty sharp eyes. One of 
our cooks is on a chase to-day, but his 
chance is thought to be poor for they are 
very fleet of foot and extremely shy. More 
again soon.

There preached in the Methodist church 
on Sunday rooming, a native of Japan, Rev. 
Yoshiyasn Hiraiwa, the fiisl ordained minis­
ter in that country. A very large congre­
gation was present, representing all denom­
inations in the city. There have come to the 
city from time to time, converted natives of 
heathen countries who have addressed the" 
people in their own aid the English tongue 
on the Christian religion, but probably on 
no occasion before have the minds of a people 
been more thoroughly aroused and impressed 
with the significant importance ot Christian 
mission teaching than were those who sat on 
Sunday last iu the Methodist churcn and 
listened to the Japan native tell the story 
of the cross in English. The effect produced 
and likely lobe produced in every Canadian 
pulpit, is due largely to tho tact that it was 
but a few years ago that chrislitn mission­
aries dared even to enter Japan, in that 
country where that terrible edict weut forth 
which bad every Christian in the country put 
to death, buried in one grave, and over the 
tomb the inscription raised, “If the God of 
the Christians himself dare to enter this 
country he shall pay for it with his head.

The Japan Preacher 
was listened to with peculiar interest. He 
is a young man, short, thick set, possessing 
no ordinary degree of intelligence and can 
speak English fairly well—exceptionally 
well when it is kuown that it has scarcely 
been three weeks since his first attempt to 
deliver an address in English. After asking 
the indulgence and Christian sympathy 
of bis hearers, he chose for bis 
subject the story of the cross, 
taking for his text John 14 chap. 6 v. He 
related a very pathetic story, revealing the 
power of a mother’s love, of an occurrence 
that once took place in the interior of Japan, 
applying it with equal force to the love of 
our Saviour. He told of what the wondrous 
love of Christ had done for him and what it 
was doing for bit own country. The story 
did not move him at first, for it was difficult 
to persuade a Japanese that he is in the 
wrong and to drive out his anti-Christain 
SDirit. He studied English and read 
English books, which he obtained 
from the Canadian missionaries. He 
attended their missions for six months 
notas a convert but as a spy; but at last he 
became convinced and imptessed with the 
power and truths of the gospel. He rejoiced 
in the light of the gospel and that he had 
been rescued from the darkness and misery 
of heathendom. He told of the progress 
they were making in the spread of Chris­
tianity in his country.

Three llnadred Years Ago 
Greek and Spaniard missionaries entered 
the country and began missionary work. 
They were allowed to preach on the streets 
anywhere and everywhere, and extended 
every privilege. It was estimated that be­
tween six and eight million of people em­
braced their doctrine and became 
converts to the Christian faith. 
But troubles arose amongst 
themselves and distrust among the natives, 
it was then that every Christian in that 
country was put to death. In 
1864, twenty three years ago, there was bat 
one protestant minister among the thirty- 
eight millions of people in Japan, and the 
work that has been accomplished there for 
Christ has all been done in the last 15 or 20 
yeari. Christians, he continued had now the 
confidence of the people in bis country, and 
there were about 15,000 professed 
Christians, which number was steadily 
growing.

In the evening
Bov. Dr. 8ntberland, 

secretary-treasurer of the Methodist board 
of mission, occupied the pulpit, speaking on 
mission work in general as carried on by the 
Methodist ehnrch of Canada. The large 
church was crowded to the doors. Dr. 
Sutherland is a very fluent and forcible 
speaker, and bis remarks were followed with 
intense interest by the large congregation, 
and although hie discourse occupied up­
wards of an hour in its delivery, not one of 
his numerous auditors manifested the least 
signs of weariness at the close. He t<
Bible text stud spoke without the aid of 
notes. Beginning with the mission work of 
Paul and hie band in Macedonia, he briefly 
traced the steady growth and expansion of 
the mission work of the church in recent 
times. As messengers in apostolic time? 
brought the news of the doings of the 
Christian workers at that time, he came to 
them on a like errand to-night to tell them 
of what was being done in the same line 
at the present time. He thought it 
was not out of place to review the 
Lord's work on the Lord’s day. There was 
not a gospel-destitute land of the present 
day that was not crying out for help and 
light. Something analogous to the Mace* 
dondian mission work, was the missionary 
work that was being carried on at the 
present time. If he did not speak of the 
work do’ e in this direction by the other 
denominations than his own, it was not be­
cause his sympathies wert not with them,but 
that the time at his disposal was limited. 50 
years ago the Methodist church of Canada

Had bnt One Mlaalonary 
in the field with an annual income of $140. 
To-day they bad 600 workers iu the mission 
fields and the income for missions last year 
amounted to $202,000. There was a large 
increase during the year in every depart­
ment of missionary work. Upwards of $70,- 
000 was appropriated for the present year for 
domestic mission and the remainder 

Foreign, French Indian and 
their latest effort, their mis­

sion work in the empire of Japan But 
only a little bad been done compared with 
what should have been done. He claimed 
that the expenditure of such a large sum of 
money for the spread of the gospel among 
the heathen was not amiss as some were con­
tending, but that the expenditure was the 
beat payiag investment that could be made. 
This was not a

Mere Play Upon Werde.
In defence of the statement be evidenced a 
few facts. To colonize New Zealand it bad 
cost England—in the Maori war—25 mil­
lions of pounds sterling and many 
precious lives. For the colonization of the 
Fiji Islands, occupied by a similar tribe of 
semi-savages, it bad not cost England one 
dollar of money or one life. In tho case of 
the latter, Christian missionaries had pre­
ceded the emigrants and soldiers. In the 
case of New Zealand the emigrants and sol­
diers preceded the missionaries. Other 
proofs could be furnished a little nearer 
home, in the question of

Dealing with IU* Indiana 
in our own country. A'few years ago one of 
our missionaries among the Indians in the 
Northwest, in conversation with an Ameri­
can official, regarding the best method of 
dealing with the Indian tribes, was told 
that the Indian ware had cost the United 
Sûtes twenty-five million dollars, and that 
for every Indian they shot it had cost then 
$100,000. The missionary replied that if 
the Indians had been placed in the hands of 
missionaries, this enormous expenditure and 
revolt of the Indians could have 
been avoided, so thoroughly convinced 
was he In hie labors among the Indians of the 
grand achievements that could be attained 
to this end. Dr. Sutherland went on to 
speak of the Methodist mission work among 
the Indians in Western Ontario and the 
Northwest, and of the great results that had 
been obtained, and, continued the speaker, 
no matter how nnpalateble it may be for 
you, it is nevertheless an incontro- 
vertibe fact, that if the government 
had left the Indians In the handl

of the missionaries to go on ac­
complishing the good results they were 
nehievinp1, Instead of placing them in the

Itruxaml anil Broken Down Pollllraua
the bloody rebellion of a year or two ago, 
with all the misery and horror that follow­
ed in its train, would never have taken place. 
The bad policy in dealing with the Indians 
was the whole cause of the insurrection. It 
was a difficult matter to determine just what 
it did cost the country to suppress 
the icvolt. It had been placed all the 
way from six to twenty million 
dollars. Had the missionaries not 
gone out among the Indians first, these 
greedy politicians would have left their 
scalps on the spot where they made their 
unfulfilled treaties. There are some who 
contend that an Indian is an Indian no mat­
ter what is done with them. So a white 
man is a white man. Aud it would be bet­
ter for some white men if they were con­
verted into a savage Indian than to be what 
they are. Some of tho best types of man­
hood had been developed among the Indians 
in Western Ontario through the influence of 
a Christian education and training. They 
were not wasting money in spending for the 
missions. He had mentioned only some of 
the material results which were nothing lobe 
compared to the spiritual power. The most 
encouraging and satisfactory results were 
being accomplished in all parte of their mis­
sion field. Dr. Sutherland concluded his 
remarks with a brief description of their last 
great undertaking, their work in Japan, and 
appealed to the people for aid In the great 
work at home and abroad.

Al Marysville.
Rev. Dr. Sutherland spoke in the Marys­

ville Methodist church on Sunday morning, 
and Rev. Yoshiyasn Hiraiwa in the evening. 
Large congregations were present at both 
the services. Dr. Sutherland's eloquent ad­
dress in behalf of missions was very much 
appreciated by the congregation.

The following statistics gathered from re­
liable sources aie both interesting and in­
structive and may be turned into mouey, so 
to speak, by farmers aud poultry raisers. 
The number of fowl has greatly increased in 
the United States during the last five years 
but this increase has been larger iu the New 
England and Middle Sûtes than in any 
other. Twenty-seven Sûtes report over one 
million each. Seventeen Sûtes report over 
two million each. Thirteen Sûtes report 
over three millions each while the Sûtes of 
Illinois, Iowa, New York, Ohio and Pennsyl­
vania report over five millions each. In 
eighteen of the Sûtes the annual average 
product of eggs per hen is as follows :

It will be noticed that the average number 
of eggs laid per hen per year ranges from 
three dozen to over seven dozen and that 
those Sûtes which reported the largest num­
ber of hens did not make the most money 
because, as the figures show, they only got 
an average of four to five dozen eggs per hen 
per year while the New England Sûtes 
showed an average of from six to over seven 
dozen. The question arises then why do, 
hens in the New England Sûtes average 
more than seven dozen eggs per year per 
ben, while ii^ Louisiana they only average 
three dozen? The reason must be found in 
the fact that in the New England Sûtes, 
Sheridan's Powder to make Bens lay is al­
most universally used, while in the West 
snd South, it is not used much.
