How to Fatten Chickens.

It is hopeless to attempt to fatten
chickens while they arg at liharty.

To fatten twelve fowls, a coop must
be three feet long, eighteen igches
bigh, and eighteen inches deep, made
entirely of bars. No part of it solid

Indeed, the quality of the bread,
with few exceptions, may be looked
on 2s an index to the good or bad
management; and indastey; or the ab.
sence ‘of it; in the ‘houseliold,

" 'With good flodir, "a’'good ‘oven, and
8 good, sensible, interested cook, we
can be pretty/sure of good, wholesome
bread. Yeast bread is considered the
standard broad, and is, perbaps, more
generally found on ievery table than
any other kind. Henee it is import-

wholesome yeast bread. Good flour
is the first indispensable; then good,
lively yeast, either yeast cakes or bots
tled; the formor is perferable in all
respects, Then of course, there must
be the proper materials to work with.
A bread bowl-or pan—the pan is
easiest kept clean ; a stune or earthen
jar for setting the sponge; a sieve—
flour sbould always be sifted be-
fore making bread of any kind—
first, to be sure that it is perfectly
clean—eecondly, sifting enlivens and
aerates the flour, and makes both mix-
ing and raising easier and quicker ;
a clean, white cloth' to cover tho
dough, and a woolen blanket to keop
the dough of an even tewmperatmie
while raising ; bakiag pans, large and
shallow, & large, strong spoon for
stirring, and”a'little melted suei or
frosh butter for oiling tha pans ; never
use poor batter. If'you want shorting,
rich milk or, cream scalded and caolod ;
