THE VICE

Of American Divorce and 1ts Root.

Chieago Living Church (Anglican).
Attention is being drawn to the alarm-
ing laxity of public opinion, and to the
laws in reference to divorce. It isalso re-
garded as especially significant, that the
evil is so prominent in New England—
that portion of the country once regarded
as being, before all the rest, pre-eminent
for the rigor of its religion, and the ex-
actness of its virtue. A writer of high
standing—and himself a New Englander
—in treating of the subject, shows that
the state of things is such, that it even
amounts to a practical reproduction of
Mormon polygamy. There would seem
to be grounds on which he might have
gone further, and pronounced it even
worse than legalized polygamy. Certain.
ly, when it comes to this, that the choice
is between three, five or seven wives,
taken and kept,with some sort of fixed re-
lation and support ; and a similar number
taken one at a time, kept while passion or
convenience may last, and then, under a
mere form of law, discarded, turned adrift,
to be nowhere—neither maid, wife, nor
widow, or to repeat the process of wed-
lock and divorce with the added element
of adultery ; the choice—bad as the alter-
native is—must be with the former. If
one may have doubts as to the compara-
tive bestializing influence of the two, he
must admit that there is something more
impious in legalized adultery, than in le-
galized covcubinage. Theoneis the vice
of civilization, the other of barbarism,
Jut the vices of barbarism are only brutal ;
those of civilization are devilish,

Our object, however, was not to insti-
tute a comparizon between Mormon Poly-
gamy and New England Multiplicity of
wives through latitude of divorce. We
wish rather to call attention to what seems
to us to be the real root of the latter evil,
as opposed to some of the alleged causes,
For example, we find recently put prom-
inently among the latter, the influerce of
John Milton and his theory of divorce,
upon the New England mind. Now,
there is no doubt that the {vr\-wut licenti-
ous system of divorce would be a natural
and necessary outcome of any such tzach-
ing, if it were prevalent, But it may be
doubted whm{u-r Milton’s writings have
had any such wide-spread hold upon the
people of New England, as to produce
any such result. His prose works, among
which his fulminations on the subject
divorce appear, have been more complete
ly unknown to the mass of readers, than
those of any other writer of like celebrity.

Nor is this a strained assumption ; for,
if “Private Judgment,” which is only in-
dividual preference or self-will, may deter-
miune what is the necessary truth of Holy
Scripture concerning salvation—which in-
volves both temporal and eternal interests
—why may it not much more exercise
that liberty in relation to its teachings
concerning marriage, which exists only
for time. 1f a man may judge anything
to be a Church, which he chooses; any-
thing to be Seripture, which he fancies to
be reasonable; anything to be worship,
which gratifies his greed for excitement;
why may he not judge anything to be
marriage, which he chooses; anything to
be proper rule for divorce, whichsuits his
preference or his passion; and anything to
be due reverence for the purity of the do-
mestic relation, which, under the subter-
fuges ot a divorce law, escapes the brand
of common prostitution and of, Mormon
Polygamy 1

We are aware, that, in pointing out
this Independency, Individualism, and
Private Judgment, as being the cause of
the evil deplored, we are practically im-
peaching the prevailing religious systems
about us, It is not pleasant to do that ;
the more especially as they are intrenched
in the national traditions, the popular pre-
judices, and the native pride of man’s
heart. DBut we must do it, others must

Cardinal Manning’s Address.

At the reopening of the famous Hospi-
tal of St. John’s of Northampton, Eng-
land, Benediction of the Blessed Sacra.
ment was given and the sermon preached
by Cardinal Manning, who took for his
text 1 Corinthians xiii. 13: “And now
there remain faith, hope,and charity, these
three; but the greater of these is charity.”
In the course of his address his Eminence
said: Perhaps it might seem strange that
they shuulll see 80 much importance in
the restoration and reopening of that sanc-
tuary, and yet he thought he should be
able to justify even those who did net
unite altogether with them in seeing that
in what they did that day was an almost
unequalled  example of the stability of
their faith in the land. What were they
doing? They were restoring to the Catho-
lic Church, to Catholic worship, a sanctu-
ary which was created some teven hundred
years ago. An archdeacon of Northamp-
ton, whose name had been so carelessly
regarded that some chroniclers called him
William and some Walter, laid the foun-
dations of that hospital and sanctuary.
Seven hundred years and more had rolled
away. For four hundred years it was in
the community of the Catholic Church,
For three hundred years it was expelled.
Now at last, by the wonderful aid of
Providence, it had come back once more.
The world might see nothingin this, but
they saw much in it. First of all, it was
a good deed well done to lay the founda-
tion of that charity; and another reason

dom, he had no hesitation in saying that
of all Englishmen he had known there was
no name around which could gather and
unite such glories as around that of
Thomas the martyr of Canterbury. It was
he who signed the charter by which St.
John’s Hospital was founded, and there-
fore its restoration could not be of little
moment or interest to them, It was the
foundation of a master, two priests, and
eight poor folk, who, though being poor
in this world, lived in that home in charity
and prudence. These were works of char-
ity which the great world might regard as
to» minute for its observation ; but to
those who knew what charity was, such a
work would be regarded as precious in the
sight of God. Such was the work of St.
John’s Hospital. For more than four
hundred years the Holy Sacrifice had gone
up to the mercy-seat, but in 1567 or 1571
these things ceased, and up to that day
the holy Mass had never been offered. A
change had been effected, and yet the
world did not see it. Yet those who had
the light of faith would understand him
when he said that place had not only passed
into human hands that day, but that it was
the incarnate, the divine Head of the Un-
iversal Church who that day took possess-
ion of that edifice. When this work of

SEPARATED FROM THE CATHOLIC CHURCH
and the charity that dwelt in it, what did
it become ! What was its history, what
was its declension, what was its end, how
was it protected, how did it come back
egain?

Installation of the Rt. Rev. J. F.
Jamot, D.D., Bishop of Peterhoro.

AN IMPRESSIVE CEREMONY AT 8T, PETER'S
CHURCH—A WELCOME TO OUR NEW PRE-
LATE—PRESENTATION OF ADDRESSES,

Peterboro Revilew.

The installation on Thursday, 21st inst.,
of the Right Rev. Dr. Jamot, as the first
Bishop of the new Roman Catholic See of
]’eterhorough. is an important and grati-
fying event in the history of our town,
and was duly celebrated.

His Lordship arrived at the Midland
Station by the noon train, which unfor-
tunately Knd been delayed for more than
an hour. The Bishop was accompanied
by Archbichop Lynch, of Toronto, and
other prelates. At the station they were
enthusiastically welcomed and thence,pre-
ceded by the band, they took their way
to the Parish House. Here they robed
and after an interval proceeded in pro-
cession to St. Peter’s Church for the cere
mony of the installation, The church
was {cnutimlly decorated for the occasion,
At the gateway had been erected an arch
of evergreens surrounded by a cross and
bearing an inscription of welcome. ‘I'he
chureh itself, which was crowded to its ut-
most capacity, was adorned with arches
and wreathes of evergreens arranged with

reat taste. The altar was profusely
ecked with flowers and with a multitude
of lighted tapers. Within the rails had
been crected a canopy of crimson velvet
and gold, over the episcopal chair of the

The procession entered the church pre-
ceded by the choiristers chanting with the
srelates in their gorgeous robes, there

eing the newly appointed Bishop of
Peterborough, Archbishop Lynch of Tor-
onto, Bishop Cleary of Kingston, Bishop

relly, Monsigneur Bruyere, Vicar General
Rooney, Vicar General Vincent, Vicar
General Laurent, Dean Mulligan, Chan-
cellor McCann, Father Grimme, Su-
serior of Redemptorist Order, Toronto,
father Lynch, Parish Priest of Peterbor-
ough, and about forty other priests.

After the prelates and priests had taken
their places about the altar, the Te Deum
was sung.

The Archbishop then proceeded with
the installation ceremony, beginning with
the presentation of the Bull of the Holy
Father, erecting Peterborough into a See,
and the Bull appointing the Right Rev.
Dr. Jamotits first Bishop.

Bishop Cleary, of Kingston, before re-
signing the crozier of Peterborough, ad-
dressed the congregation, dwelling upon
the importance of the event. He elo-
quently depicted the great field of the
chureh and of the high duty and privil-
eges of those who were called to bear rule
init. It was a tolemn moment for him
when the charge that he he d in Peter-
borough and the surrounding counties
was transferred to Bishop Jamot, who
would worthily fill the post. He ex-
pressed his regret at thus seyering his con-
nection with priest and people with whom
his relations }imd been so grateful. In
transferring the clergy of the new diocese
to the charge of his successor, he spoke of
them as being unsurpassed by those of any
diocese in the country.

Having concluded his address Bishop
Cleary resigned the crozier to Bishop
Jamot, placing it in his hand with a few
words of congratulation and hope.

The Bull of Appointment was then

read.

The Archbishop then conducted the new
Bishop to the episcopal chair of Peter-
borough and seated him in it.

The priests of the diocese of Peter-
borough then approached the bishop in
turn and kissed the episcopal ring upon
his hand, while the choir sang a chant.

Bishop Jamot thanked the Archbishop
and Bishop Cleary for their kind words,
and though he felt that he did not deserve
them, he accepted with humility the
burden laid urun him, He acknowledged
the congratulations of his priests, and
hoped for their assistance. He thanked
them and the people for the cordiality of
his reception.

Dublin Freeman’s Journal, Sept. 9.

On Tuesday the Right Hon. the Lord
Mayor entertained the Hon. the Mayor of
Chicago, and about one hundred guests,
at dinner in the Oak Room of the Mansion
House. When Mr, Davitt and Mr, Dillon
visited Chicago on June 23rd, 1881, the
Mayor was present among these who wel-
comed them on the platform,

‘Ihe Lord Mayor proposed “The Queen,”
In England the people enjoyed all the
blessings of Republican institutions under
a monarchy, and the will of the people
was the law. The only regret that could
possibly dull the fair disc of that constitu-
tion would be the fact that it was our lot
to live in_a part of the empire where un-
fortunately when called on to exercise her
high and great privilege, the Qneen of
these realms did not gratify the will of the
majority.

be Lord Mayor next proposed “The
Health of the Mayor of Chicago,” and in
eloquent terms referred to the sympathy
which America had shown for Ireland, as
instanced more particularly by the assist
ance sent in the recent famine,

The toast was drunk with the greatest
enthusiasm,

The Mayor of Chicago, who spoke in
a loud voice and with great deliberation,
said—In being the recipient of this splen-
did hospitality, if I did not acknowledge a
feeling almost of depression at my in-
ability to express my real thankfulness, it
wuul\{shuw that I were ecither more or
less than & man.  Unexpectedly called to
Dublin, with no anticipation of such hos-
pitality as this, expecting only that I
would eat my meal at mine inn and pay
my bills, to be here entertained by the
Chief Magistrate of this great and queen
city of Dublin, requires more of good
English than my education has fitted me
to give (mo, no.) I was invited by a
number of gentlemen to accept the hos-
pitality of Ireland; they said it was be-
cause I had shown my sympathy for
Ireland in her distresses and in her strug-
gles to maintain, or rather to gain inde-
vendence (hear, hear, and applause,) 1
}elt, however, that it 'was not to me, the
individual, that this hospitality was ex-
tended, but to the queen city of the West,
Chicago, that sits \ike a gem upon the
brow of our great inland sea, the product
of only half a century, for when my
friend said that in 1830 she had but 4,000
inhabitants he made a mistake of only one
decade. It was in 1840 that she had but
4,000; in 1830 the musk rat and the mink
were the inhabitants of her harbour and
the red man’s paddle alone disturbed the
quietness of that river (applause). To-day,
though pheenix-like she has partaken of
the ashes, she has risen to a population of
600,000 people. Six hundred thousand
people drawn from every quarter of the
globe—drawn thither not simply to gain
a material independence, a material pros-
perity, but gone to that land in the West
of freedom for the privilege of worship-
ping God according to the dictates of
their own consciences and to stand erect
before the eternal Jehovah in his own
image, acknowledging no man better than
he (applause)—drawn from every locality
and every clime, attracted only by the
hand of the genius of liberty that beckoned
them westward; lh(‘y feel for those who
are U[P]lltrrl‘(l in every lmul, and weep
with the wailings of those who are dis-
tressed in every clime (hear, hear).  One
hundred and sixty thousand Ciermans,
forty thousand Scandinavians,

thousand French, fifteen to twenty thou-
sand Poles, eight thousand Spaniards and
Italiang, a hundred and ten thousand of
the descendants of the Emerald Isle (loud
applause)—all of those people congregated
there in the pursuit of happiness and the
right to enjoy liberty.

love of frecdom which on English soil
hated slavery, and told America that it
was a blot upon her escutcheon (hear,
hear.) Happening on that as my exam-
ples, my friends— Englishmen or Itishmen
—permit me to say that in America we
feel that there is a slavery in the Green
Isle, that Downing street ought to soon
break from the limbs of the Irish people
(loud and continued applause). It is not
theslavery that enables a man to command
another to say to him “my master,” but
it is the slavery of necessity.,  For seven
hundred years old Ireland has been at-
tached to the English Government. Eng-
land is wise, her statesmanship has been
the grandest the world has ever known; it
has been so grand that it has erected a
little isle to be the queen of the seas and
the arbiter of the fate of nations; yet with
all of their wisdom 700 years she has held
Ireland, and Ireland is mot yet a part of
her (applause.) France has conquered
provinces, and lhesufpmvmcus are to-day
an integral part of France, Germany
twelve years ago wrested by force of arms
Alsace and Lorraine from the French
Empire and to-day Alsace and Lorraine are
a peaceful integral part of the Germanic
Empire, America conquered—the North
conquered the South, For ceveral years
she attempted to rule them instead of to
govern them, and there was no peace from
the North to the South, Why is it that
there is no peace in Ireland ¥ There must
be something wrong, something rotten in
Denmark (applause). For 700 years after
England first met Ireland she has had her
finger upon the Irish purse, and has been
giving her nostrums and purgatives, lotions
and emetics ; she has been giving her ano-
dynes and excitants; yet Ireland is mnot
happy. WLy is it? Is there not some-
thing wrong ! We Amer cans sprung from
all nationalities—aye, from England’s old
soil itself—say to KEngland, “There is
something rotten ; you don’t understand
the disease, you cannot understand your
atient.” They sometimes feel you should
{:0 treated as a friend of mine was treated,
who lay dying, burning with yellow fever;
he pleaded with his physician for a drop of
iced water. His doctor said—“A single
gill will kill yon.” That night, when his
nurse was leaving the room, the nurse,
who felt it was about as bad to burn in the
flesh on earth as it was to burn in the spirit
in Hades, placed a pitcher of iced water by
his bedside, he gu}]n-r] it all off, and to-
morrow was well, We in America say to
England—*“(iive to Ireland the right to
drink the ice water she wants (applause) ;
withdraw your doctors and let them drink
this and try the expeiiment ; you cannot
do worse than you have done for 700
years; give them a chance.” (applause).
“Oh, but,” says the Englishman, “the Irish-
man is idle, he won’t work, he is lazy.”
Ah, go to America, where every act in
Congress, every sermon in the pulpit,
every grand pleading at the Bar, has some-
thing of Irish brain; and every wall, every
rail that spans that vast continent, has
Irish sweat in it (applause). They are
not idle there ; they come from your most
ignorant classes, your most down-trodden,
poor,oppressed, and uneducated; yet in the
first generation they work, and in the sec-
ond generation they are among our best
citizens (applause). We say to England,
“Give them a chance here in Ireland, and
may be they will do as well here as they
have done in America” (applause). A few
nights ago I landed here at the North
Wall, 1 was going out to get a carman to
take my trunk. A manwith some bands
around his hat—I don’t understand it in
these regal countries—I don’t understand
all these pretty things (laughter)—we
don’t have anything of thatsort where we
are—he said to me “to be very careful ;it
is dangerous times ; all the police resigned
this evening.” “Why, my fiiend, I am
not afraid of an Irishman.” I can assure
you there was no rowing, the Lord Lieu-
tenant had got rid of all his policemen,
and yet the people of Dublin did not cut
each other’s throats (hear, hear). He called
out his red-coats, but his redeoats only
caused King William’s monument to be
stoned (laughter). He called upon the
people to protect themselves, and it re-
minded me of a new fable of JEsop that has
been lately resurrected at Herculaneum.
I will give it to you. There was a shep-
herd who had a fine flock of sheep. He
had fattened a large number of wethers,
and he wanted to carry them to market.
He did not like to pay toll in the usual
way on the Ligh road; 5o he deterini
to ]m« through a wild valley. On his way
as his wethers were going ahead he saw
some robbers coming up, and he said to
them (he understood sheep talk, this
shepherd did)—“Now, my good sheep, I
have been fattening you for a long while.
[ am taking you down to the castle for my
lord and the ladies to eat. Do you see
those fellows yonder ? TIH'_\‘ are the rob-
bers ; they will eat you if they get hold of
you. Now I am going to run around here,
and get ahead. When you get to those
robbers, you put your heads together and

old Ireland was struggling for freedom,
when the news came that there was a
dawn breaking in the far east, and there
was a chance for Irish liberty, there was
one wild feeling of hurrah in Chicago in
the hope that Ireland would at last be free

friends, in speaking to you to-night,
speak not as an Irishman—not one drop
of Irish blood flows through my veins,
with exception of one small strain drawn
from Huguenot blood a century and a
half ago, all of my blood was from the
British Isle. Every prejudice that I could
have should belong over there, not here,
My ancestor who handed down his name
to me led Charles 1. to the block ; that
terrible deed which taught kings that
heads were supported upon the shoulders
by a slender neck, and taught the people
tgat that neck was easily severed (hear,
hear),  All my sympathies were there by
inheritance, but, thank Giod, owing to the

inheritance that I fot from my revolu-
tionary forefathers, I love liberty and hate

selves.” But he ran, and the sheep ran,
too, to the mountain. That was a little
the way with the Dublin people here,
The Lord Lieutenaut called upon the peo-
ple to be special policemen for themselves;

1Ishall go back to my
city and tell them what the Irish people
have done not for me but for the city I
represent (applause), that Dublin feels
kindly towards Chicago (loud and enthus-
iastic applause), that the same sentiment
which sent thousands to our assistance
when we were laid down in ashes and had
not where to lay our heads, that senti-
ment exists yet, and I will say to them
what they know well exist, that as long as
Ireland shall exist as a green spot in the
bosom of the seas, Chicago and America
will have but one sentiment, and that is
that Irishmen may have the same rights in
Ireland that Englishmen have in England
(loud applause). &

TOWNSHIP OF PROTON.

Sunday, the 10th inst., wasa day long
to be remembered by the Roman Catho-
lics of Proton, for on that day their beau-
tiful new church was opened and sol-
emnly blessed for divine service.

rounding township, and in such numbers
that the church could not contain them;
however, the strangers were accom-
modated inside while many of the cou-
gregation of the church assisted outside.

At the appointed hour His Lordship the
Jishop of Hamilton, accompanied by
Rev. Father Lillis of Hamilton, and the
pastor of the church, Rev. Father O’Con-
nell, arrived from Mount Forest, and pro-
ceeded immediately to open and bless the
lu\\'ing the ceres

monies laid down in the Roman Ritual.
Tmmediately after blessing High Mass was
sung by the Rev. Father Lillis, assisted by
the choir of St. Mary’s church, Mount
Forest. After Mass his Lordship ascended
the platform of the altar and congratu-
lated the Cathelics of Proton on the great
advancement made since his last visit; then
only a log school house, now a new frame
school as well as this beautiful new brick
church, suflicient proof of the advance-
ment of religion together with that of the
country. He then preached the opening
sermon, which was indeed a clear, lngicnri
and truly eloquent discourse, bringing
&\e truths laid down to the

new edifice, strictly fol

conviction of t
minds of his hearers.

A collection, in aid of the building fuud,
was then taken up, and amounted to the
handsome sum of 2125, Afterwards His
Lordship procceded to administer the Sac-
rament of Confirmation to 40 candidates
already prepared by their pastor, and un-
der the immediate surveillance of the

teacher.

The little girls dressed in white, em-
blematical of the purity of their young
hearts, with their veils and wreaths, pre-

sented a very pretty picture.

The church, a neat gothic structure,
built of white brick with free stone trim-
mings, is 56x33ft. with vestibule 8x10 and
surmounted by a belfry and small steeple
on which stands what is said to be the
highest cross in Ontario, owing to the fact
of Proton being the highest township.
Mr. Robert Clonhecy, of Hamilton, was
the architect, and Mr. John Moore, of
Proton, the sole contractor of the work.
