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CONSTITUTION
OF THE

CANADA SUNDAY-SCHOOL UNION.

ESTABLISHEL IN MONTREAL, 1836.

1. This Society shall be called the CaNapa SunNpay
Scroor Union,

II. The objects of this association shall be to promote the
establishment of Sabbath Schools wherever it is deemed
practicable, and to encourage and strengthen those already
in existence. The means to be chiefly relied upon to effect
these objects, will be by maintaining a correspondence with
the various Schools throughout the country, by the means
of an Agent or Agents, whenever practicable, and by the
cheap and gratuitous distribution of Library and other
Books, suitable for Sabbath School Instruction.

III. Tt is intended that this Society shall embrace mem=
bers of various kvangelical denominations, and the Books
put in circulation by it will not interfere with the pecu-
liarities of those denominations. :

IV. The government of this Society shall be vested in a
President, Vice Presidents, Treasurer, Corresponding and
Recurding Secretaries, Depositary, and a’Committee com-
l)osed of the resident Ministers of the Gospel, and twelve

aymen, selected from the various congregations; whose
duty it will be to enact By-Laws, and form Rules for the
more minute details of the operations of this Society, and
to devise and execute all such measures as they may deem
expedient, for promoting the objects contemplated in its or-
ganization ; five of whom will form a quorum for the trans-
action of business.

V. The annual payment of a sum not less than 5s. will
entitle to membership ; and the payment of £2 10s. at any
one time, to life membership.

VI. The Annual Meeting of this Society shall be held
at such time and slace as the Committee may direct, when i
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will be submitted the Treasurer’s Report for the past year,
and a detailed statement of all the operations of this Society,
and any other intelligence of interest relating to the cause
of Sabbath Schools at large.

VII. No alteration, or amendment, to be made to the
foregoing articles of Constitution, without the concurrence
of two-thirds of the Members present at a general lntix,
notice of the proposed alteration having been given to the
General Committee at least one month previous,

ANNUAL REPORT.

In presenting the eleventh Annual Report of the
Canada Sunday School Union, we are called to the
exercise of devout thanksgiving to God, for the mea-
sure of stability and success which this institution has
attained.  Restricting our efforts to the one specific
object of promoting and encouraging Sabbath Schools,
we have enjoyed the confidence of all denominations
of Christians, and been privileged to note a general
and growing appreciation of this important branch of
evangelical enterprise. Scrupulously abstaining from
any interference with the internal management of
particular schools, we have sought to foster those
already in operation ; to encourage their establishment
wherever opportunity offers ; and to supply those books
and tracts best fitted to promote their full efficiency.
Throughout its silent, humble career, the Canada
Sunday School Union has kept exclusively in view
the definite object specified in its original constitution ;
and, very partially as its capabilities of usefulness have
been developed hitherto, sufficient progress has been
made, and sufficient information from all distriets of
the country been received, to demonstrate, with re.
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doubled force, the necessity of yet more vigorous
sustained and extended efforts for the establishment
and improvement of Sabbath Schools.

In reviewing our history during the year which is
past, it is requisite at the outset to remark, that the
efforts of the Union have been crippled, and its acti-
vity impaired, by the want of one of its most necessary
means of usefulness—a travelling agent. One of the
resolutions passed at last annual meeting, made spe.
cial reference to the employment of an agent; but
every exertion on the part of the committee has failed
to secure the services of a suitable representative. It
is sufficiently manifest that, under the blessing of God,
the efficiency of an institution like this must depend
very much on the employment of at least one compe-
tent agent, who should be “constantly in the field
stirring up those schools already formed, and seeking
out openings for planting new ones; organising dis.
trict unions, and attending their meeting ; infusing, by
his presence and advice, activity and energy into the
whole.” Without such an instrument of effective
communication with all parts of the extensive field
before us, we cannot from one point maintain that
enlarged influence and lively interest to which it is
our duty to aspire. Though nominally connected with
us, the schools are apt to become isolated in feeling
and careless in organisation. It is, therefore, ear.
nestly to be hoped, that the man and the needful funds
for this agency will be found in the year on which we
are entering, and that this leading branch of our ope-
rations will no longer continue lame and ineffizient.

Meantime, we have to notice a deficiency in the
number of schools reported to us, as compared with
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the reports of previous years. We are persuaded that
the reason of this is to be found, not in any diminution
of interest in the cause, but in the want of lively
communication with the many schools scattered over
the province. Our friends in the country, unless
reminded by the visit of an agent in behalf of the
Union, are too ready to forget that copious returns to
the circulars annually distributed, are essential to the
vigor and success of our exertions.

The efforts of the committee to circulate intelligence
and acquaint themselves with the condition of Sabbath
schools in remote districts, are also seriously impeded
by the stringent regulations of the Post Office depart-
ment. The heavy cost of communication precludes
the return of our circulars from many of the poorer
settlements ; and we look anxiously for a reform of
the present system, and the establishment of a cheap
and uniform rate of postage.

Reports have been received from 103 schools, 11 of
which have been established during the year 1847.
In these schools we find 892 teachers, and an average
attendance of scholars numbering 5902, of whom only
4748 are able to read. We further notice that no
more than 72 of these schools are open throughout the
year.

Interesting extracts from the reports received, are
subjoined in form of an appendix.

From a perusal of the whole, we are satisfied that
through the large extent of Canada, the system of
Sabbath School instruction is steadily, though not very
rapidly advancing. And yet there are many com-
plaints of apathy on the part of parents and guardians
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of the young. Indifference in this matter is to
found not merely among worldly men, but among tho oow
who profess for themselves the faith of the gospe
From some quarters, marked by great religious dest

tution, we receive the sad announcement, that thoug
multitudes of children are growing up in neglect an
ignorance, there appear to be no competent teacher
willing to enter on the work of instructing them in th
things of God. We can only deplore a position s
dark and helpless, while we pray for the removal o
every obstacle to the successful operation and exten

as it is, to supply the want of that spiritual training for
the young which parents so rarely provide, and without
which the prospects of the coming generation in Ca.
" nada, both for time and for eternity, were gloomy and
alarming indeed.

An interesting feature in many reports from country
schools, is the practical union among religious men
which they exemplify. In districts not a few, where
the population is divided into different denominations,
Christian men and women interested in the young,
and mindful to “ work while it is called to.day,” have
co-operated in this cause with the happiest effect, de-
spite their sectional peculiarities. These * Union
Schools” are the only efforts practicable at present in
many settlements ; and the spirit in which they are
established and sustained is one which it is our sincere
desire to perpetuate and extend. It is the spirit of
love which ought to subsist between the children of
one family—the subjects of one King. i is that spirit
which, when doctrinal uniformity is not to be attained,
rejoices in the union of Christians for practical ends ;

We find that of the 103 schools reported to us, 89
e supplied with libraries, and numerous testimonies
given to the beneficial influence of the Sabbath
hool books, not only on the children, but in the fami-
es with which they are connected. 'We have reason
Bowever, to know that great destitution in this respect
till exists among the country schools; and vigorous
xertions will be requisite on the part of the Union to
upply this most needful appendage to every Sabbath
chool.

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In this city, the cause of Sabbath instruction continues
to receive active attention and support. The schools
generally seem to have sustained their former ground

during the bygone year, and a few of them have made
marked and encouraging progress.

The Missionary and Sabbath School Record main-
tains an extensive circulation, amounting at present to
2500 copies monthly. From many quarters we receive
cordial testimonies to the continued usefulness and
popularity of this juvenile periodical.

‘We now come to speak of the most prosperous de-
partment of our work. During the past year, unusual
success has attended the efforts of the Union to supply
Sabbath schools with religious publications, instructive
and interesting to the young. The issues from the
depository are as follows: Library books, 13799 ;
elementary books, 3029 ; Bibles and Testaments, 104 ;
hymn books, 447 ; tracts, 1956. Total for the year,
19335. Total since the commencement of the society,
172948. We have issued 90 libraries for Sabbath
schools—a number far exceeding the issues of any pre-
vious year.  Of these, 70 are libraries of the London
Tract Society, sold at one-half or two.thirds value ; and
20 of the American Sunday School Union, at the rate
of $10 each.

Gathering experience and
encouragement from the past, we must now seek not
merely to sustain, but to advance the efforts of our
scciety ; to widen its influence, and, by the blessing of
God, invest it with a character of increased prominence

and stability. The catholic constitution and eminently
practical object of the Uuion, entitle it to a high degree
of confidence and support. Tuaere appears to be a good
deal of misapprehension abroad in reference to its posi-
tion and design. In some cases, indeed, contributions
to its funds have been withheld on the ground that the
individual applied to, assisted the school in connection
with his own church., We beg it to be understood that
our object is us general in its character as that of the
Bible Society itself. The Union possesses no schools of
its own ; it is connected with no one denomination of
Christians.  Its aim is wide and comprehensive ; seeking
to assist and encourage Sabbath Schools in every dis-
trict of the country, and in every section of evangelical

hristianity. We take pleasure in acknowledging the
continued liberality of the friends of this cause in Mont-
real, by whom, indeed, the sole means of the Union are
supplied. If we are to go forward in the work, we
must call for yet more abundant assistance at their hands ;
and we must appeal to those towns and country districts
which have experienced the benefits of our society, to
take a share in its support.

The time has happily passed away when the insti-
tution of Sabbath Schools was thought to require some
vindication. We have no wish to exalt this agency
above the position it is entitled to receive. We regard
it as entirely auxiliary and supplementary to the sacred
and primary relations of the family. ~We recognise the
parental authority and influence as the first and highest
human agency for the religious training of the young.
But we are compelled to say, that in the case of multi-
tudes, the influence and example of parents and relatives
are not merely careless, but directly pernicious, in what
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ree concerns the immortal soul—hostile to the spirit and
requirements of cur most holy faith. In many settle-
ments, the young enjoy no stated pastoral superintendence
to supply in any degree the want of family instruction ;
and even in towns, where this privllege is most abun-
dantly enjoyed, it is found necessary to institute the
Sabbath School as an auxiliary to the church, specially
devoted to the training of those who are approaching the
threshold of active life, but whose minds are yet pliant,
whose characters in general yet remain to be formed—
either hardened in impiety and sin, or moulded, by the
grace of God, into the image of Jesus Christ.

It is our conviction, that Christians cannot over-rate
the importance of leavening thoroughly with the princi-
ples of the Bible the minds, memories, and consciences
of childhood and of youth. Heavenly wisdom is the
foundation on which alone the highest order of intellec-
tual and moral elevation can be built. There is no
sound or thorough education which does not rest upon
the acknowledgement of Divine truth as that which is
essentially supreme, A people growing up in ignorance
of God, or daring disregard of his authority—whatever
their merely intelligent attainments, social comforts, or
mechanical superiority may be—are yet a moral spec-
tacle, dark and ominous enough. The Christian phi-
lanthropist recognises in the Sabbath School an engine
of influence reaching to the very foundations of indi-
vidual happiness and national progression—striking at
the first buddings of ungodliness, and pointing the soul,
almost from its birth, to “ those things which concern
its everlasting peace.” Its prétensions are humble, but
its aim is high. It seeks, under the effectual blessing of
the Spirit of grace, to “ turn from darkness unto light ;”
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to shield our country from future unbelief, and anarchy,
and wrath ; to write the truth of God “ upon the fore-
head of the age to come.”

For the encouragement of this system, our Union has
been organised ; and in continuing to prosecute the work,
we entreat the people of Christ to strengthen our hands,
alike by active, cheerful liberality, and by their prayers
for a yet greater measure of union and success.
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APPENDIX.

GENERAL INTELLIGENCE.

Lochiel.—1 have much pleasure in stating that this year has
been fraught with unusual blessings to our Sabbath School. Al
though it has been established for thirteen years, we never had a
regular Bible Class till this year. This class, for many months
past, has met not only on the Lord's Day, but regularly upon
Friday evenings ; and the result has often constrained some of the
teachers, as well as those of the class, to say, * Master, it is good

i for us to be here.” I trust I can with safety say that God has
smiled upon our labours. Our S. 8. continues generally open all
winter. It numbers from 40 to 50 scholars with 5 teachers. Miss
Ann Dixon’s 8. 8. (three miles from here, in Kenyon) also con.
tinues open during winter, and numbers from 50 to 60. During
the past year she has had very little assistance, and the whole
burthen falls principally upon herself. There is no library, neither
are they able in that locality to buy one. The schools both here
and there, as also all the others throughout this county, except
one, are connected with Presbyterians. There are several locali.
ties in the county, and even in this vicinity, where there are no
S. Schools, nor do I consider it practicable at present to establish
any in such places for want of pious teachers. We have not, a

yet, made our annual collection, but have not lost sight of it.—

The Committee of the Canapa Sunpay Scuoon Union, be
leave to intimate to the Superintendents and Teachers of Sabbat
Schools, that in addition to the former stock of WORKS, suited
for “abbath School Libraries, they have received from the Religious
Tract Society, Sunda§ School Union of London, and Sunda
School Union of New York, an additional supply, among whicg
are some of the latest publications of these excellent institutions, all
of which will be sold at cost and charges. They have also re.
ceived a further supply of LIBRARIES suitable for Sabbath
Schools, which, for the present, will be furnished under the usual
regulations to poor schools, for £3 10s currency, although valued
at £6 15s sterling, and consisting of 101 volumes ; also Libraries
at £2 and £2 10s, of 100 volumes each, all well bound.

As uncertainty and confusion have arisen when books have
been given on condition of being paid for, if the amount could be
collected ; to prevent this, and enable them to know at once the
real state of the accounts, the Committee have resolved to dispose
of the stock only by distinct sale or donations. In the former case,
therefore, orders will require to be accompanied with the money,
or guarantce of payment. With respect o donations, schools will
be supplied either in part or to the whole extent of their wants,
on proper representations being made. The Committee trust,
however, that considering the expense of carrying on the opera.
tions of the society, and of supporting the Depository, schools will
make it a matter of conscience not to solicit aid, until they have
used every exertion in their respective neighbourhoods to procure
the means of purchase; and that if afterwards able, they will
make a donation, according to their ability, in aid of the funds of
the Society.

The further conditions on which schools are supplied with books
at the Society’s low prices, or gratuitously, are as follows: that
application be signed by at least three responeible individuals,
pledging themselves that proper instructions will be given in the
schools for which the books are required ; that the books will be
carefully preserved ; that at the end of each year, a report of the
schoo! will be transmitted to the Corresponding Secretary of this
Society, embracing the number of teachers and echolars enro led,
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with their average attendance, the state of the Librar{, and any
interesting facts relative to the religious condition of the school.

The Canada Sunday 8chool Union holds no supervision over
those schools communicating with them, further than that a re-
port from such schools is required annually. Instructions of the

character of such report are annually communicated to our cor-
respondents.
