HISTORICAL SKETCH

oF

HATLIFAX CITY.

HALIFAX IN 1876.

Ir has been deemed advisable instead of presenting the Historical
Sketch of the city as en former editions, the imrrovements of the past
year should be specially enumerated, as Historica Sketohes of the city
are now o common an Annual Register of passing events would be deem-
ed more acceptable to the numerous patrons of the Directory.

Isr. ITS PUBLIC BUILDINGS—Errcten 1x 1875-6.

The Halifax Dispensary erected in 1876. This building is situate on
the corner of South Brunswick and Prince Streets. Tt cost with equip-
ments nearly $18,000. It is a handsome brick structure, with granite
facings. Its basement is devoted to the urpose of a Morgue, with an
entrance on Prince Street. The grouus floor for the purpose of dis-
pensing medicine, reception room and places for consulting with the
medical men. Then the second flat has been fitted up wholly for the Eye
and Ear Department. The whole accommodation ma be used for patent
boarders, who are not proper subjects for the Hospitaﬁ

The early history and inception of this branch of benevolent enterprise
is due to the late %r. Morris, who for many years dispensed medicine
and attended on the poor gratuitously, first in” the old uilding on Bar-
rington Street, nearly opposite Fraser & Sons piano-forte warehouse.
The Dispensary was afterwards removed to Argyle 8t., and thence to
Duke Street, where it was on the death of Dr. Morris, physician, in 1867.
In 1867 it was reorganized under more favourable circumstances by the
co-operation of the ]&:dioal Faculty generally, and far superior premises
engaged for it, which in a few years were also found too small, when it
was deemed advisable to remove to Albermarle Street, under more
favourable circumstances, yet the place was found too small and incon-
venient. Some years 4go a movement was inaugurated for a building to
be erected for the purpose, with all the conveniences necessary for such

an institution. The Churches of the city agreed to give an Hospitable
Sunday collection, which wa8 duly attended on the last Sabbath of J uly,
1875. Two thousand seven hundred and seventy-six dollars and four
cents was realized, and another repetition of the same on another Sabbath
this year will place the building in an independent position out of debt
except the mortgage. The interest on whicEeit is expected will be met
by the City Council or County as rent for Morgue. While we remember
with gratitude the late Dr. Morris, who introduced the institution o the
citizens of Halifax, we must congratulate the venerable Canon Cochran.
whose work for the past twenty years has been crowned with such signal
suceess. The ordinary eurrent expenses of the institution are now depayed
by subseriptions of not less than Kour Dollars, which gives the subscriber
a right to vote or speak at annual or other meetings of the members of
the institution.

+'rom the report of the year ending 30th November, 1875, we have the
following :

The number of patients who have been treated by the Dispensary
physicians during the year, 2281. The number of applications or visits
made by the patients to the Dispensary, 7937, 1362 have been treated
at the %inpensnry by the attending physician, 819 bave been seen at
their houses by the visiting physician. Thc number of dental cases for
the year is 569,

Tue Masonic Havr.—The next public building of importanee erect-
ed during the last year was the Masonic Hall on Gh .oville street,- ~this
is also a fine brick building with cupola. Covering the whole of the
lot, part of which was occupied by the back or eastern wing of the old
Mason Hall which still stands on “Barrington street, and is the centre
around which thing so many recollections of Halifax in its past political
and social history.

We are not here called upon to repeat any of the early history of the
Masonic body, the order claims an antiquity eontemporaneously with
Solomon. The old building on Granville street had its foundation stone
laid by H. R. H. the Duke of Kent, about the year 1812, and from
that time till about the year 1842 was only place for public meetings of
the citizens, and there the great projects of the day were discussed by
the citizens, statesmen and philanthropists. Howe and Johnston diseussed
¢ Responsible Government.” Goorge R. Young, the Halifax and Que-
bec Railway, or National Education, S. Cunar(f on Atlantic Steam Nav-
igation, as well as inferior proposals such as for a Bridge of Boats to

rtmouth,—with all the modifications and degrees of temperance and
benevolent lectures.

Subsequently the Politieal Meetings were removed to the Harmonic
Hall, now Moir & Co.’s stables, on Albermarle street. After which the
Temperance Hall Company was organized about the year 1849, which
continued to hold the citizens for every public discussion of consequence
till the present day.

The new Masonic HawnL isa bailding beld by .the Masonic body them-
selves for their own particular meetlnﬁs. am{ it vertainly reflects great
credit upon its projectors and those who have brought it to such a suc-
cessfol termination.

Tae Music Harr.—About the close of the last year, a joint-stock com-
pany was organized for the purjiose of erecting a new Hall capable of
accommodating two or three thousand persons. The Directors selected the
property at the enterance of Spring Garden Road, opposite the Glebe
House, the workmen are now actively engaged in excavating the founda-
tion, the contractors expect to have it fit for oceupation by 1877. I will
add another to the many fine buildings which are clustered near that
neghbourhood.

Tur IntorcoroNran Raruway Depor, now under ccnstruction on
the jib formed by North Lockman and Water streets is another edifice
deserving notice.  For a great number of years the owners of property

north of West’s wharf on Water and Lockman strests have been kept in
continued suspence, afraid to do any thing to repair their buildings be-
cause of the constant railway surveys which, it was asserted would terminate
in enriching them by taking their Property at their own price for the
Railway Terminus.

At last it was finally agreed to locate the establishment on the jib, so
called, to the disappointment of a great wany. One large Freight Shed
of brick with grauite facing, eight hundred feet long, has already been
erccted, and the erection of two other buildings of the same dimensions
is being rapidly proceeded with. The contract for the erection of the two
now being %uilt 18 something over eighty thousand dollars while the cut-
tings through rock and grading the line from the !d Railway Depot at
Richmond must be an equal if not a greater sum.  Consequent upon this
Depot and the recent opening of the Intercolonial Railway to River De
Loup and thence to Quebec,—speculation is now high in the expeectation
of making Halifax a ﬁn port connecting with Chicago on the West
and Liverpool on the East, and we trust that another years Directory
will be in a position to ehronicle rapid progress, from the increased facill-
ties in transportation, storage and a seaboard opeu to the A tlantic at all
seasons of the year, which gew harbours can present,

No other public nor few private buildings of any consequence have
been erected during the past year, or are now in the courseof construction,

Tue CommercraL AND Frvanciar Positrox of the city is pretty
much ivhat it was in the last year’s re rt, and hence we repeat the last
year’s city liabilities, which have not been much altered since 1872, the
year when the last official statement was prepared. Though some
special Logislation was obtained to raise funds for the following among
other purposes :

City fire alarm, 1878, $8000, which was loaned on debentures at
6 per cent., and a similar sum for the extension of Queen Street, in 1874,
and for the purchase of the lease hold rights of Horticultural Gardens in

1875, about $18,000, by which eight acres of valuable land has been
added to the city property, and several other smaller sums as the City
Library, for which the Halifax Library was purchased, 1876. The
following is the official statement of 1873 :

The city assessment for 1878 was $191,274.47.

The new portions of the Horticultural Gardens are now open to
the public, and is a great boon to the public, The ocity free library is
also augmented by the :addition of five ttouaaud volumes, making it ‘the
largest fibrary in the city,

Investments Por Caprran.—The high expectations once entertained
by many relative to the advantages that would accrue from to this com-
munity from an abolition of the usuary laws, have turned out to be a
falicy. Loans have been, for a long period, negociated at five and six
per cent., and the sudden raising to seven compelled the raising of rents
to meet difference—rents were higher in Halifax than in any other cit
on this continent, and consequent derangement was the result whic{
culminated in too many instances in foreclosure of mortgage and Sheriff’s
sale. Seven per cent is the interest yet demanded on mortgage security
on all new loans, but reasonable investors did not raise the amount on
old mortgages ; many remain yet at six.

The Bank rate of interest allowed on special deposit is five per cent.
Discounts are from ten to seven per cent. according, or even less accord-
ing to the kind of paper presented. Money is becoming plentiful at the
Banks, and intimations are given to large depositors that the rate five per
cent. will be lessened.

Srocks.—Provincial and City Debentures still fined a ready sale at
a considerable premium, which is increased according to the nearness
to the time of drawing the interest, sometimes as high as seven per cent.

Bank Srocks.—All the Halifax Banking Companies stocks sell at a
premium, and are always looked upon as safe investments. But at the
prices they usually sell they do not realize six per cent: to the purchaser.

The Stock Exchange Board have not published an annual special
report of the transactions during the past year. The times have been
such that comparatively few transactions have taken place. The Stock
Exchange and Farquhar, Forrest & Co. publish tri-weekly the state of
the markets, and from that investors or sellers may, on any day, know
the iute of the market, and nearly approximate to the value of their
stocks.

Ormer Srocks.—With the exception of the Halifax Gas Company
other stocks in the City of Halifax are never looked u n with favor,
much beyond par. Some local insurance, such as the J::Zdian, is also
an exception, as it has been particularly fortupate. But keeping in
remembrance the Halifax fires of Granville and Hollis Street, cautious
investors are generally shy of them.

We publish a copy of one of the offieial reports, published in the
month of July after the interest on the debentures had been drawn,
and the dividend had been declared, and is, therefare, a fair statement
of what they may now be purchased for, but far below the average of
sales during the past six months from the time of this writing, 1st
August, 1876 :—
