The work of rearranging
the fields has now been practically completed,
however, and the following systematic rotation fa-
cil tated.”  This rotation calls for two years of
hay, two years of grain and one of hoe crop, the
latter of corn, roots and rape. Bighteen aocres
are in alfalfa, but this is outside the rotation al-
together, Thus does Mr. Groh follow in practice
what he has so long contended for on the Institute
platform, lots of corn and lots of alfalfa for the
dairy herd.

The silo accommodation on the various farms
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consists of a cement silo, 12 1.2 x 30 feet insid
measurement or the home farm, one 12 1.2 x 35
feet on the 200-acre farm and a smaller silo «n the
farm purchased three years ago. These silos
allow of ample provision for winter feeding. Sum-

mer feeding is more of a problem on this some-
what light soil. It takes a heavy soil or lots of
rainfall to ensure good pastures and in the aver-
age year the Groh pastures must be supplemented
for a couple of months at least. This year pro-
vision was made for pasture shortage with 10
acres of the Zavite pasture mixture. Better still,
when the cows went out to grass, there were a few
feet of silage left in each of the three silos. Be-
tween the two the cattle would not have sufferod
oven had the summer been a dry one.

The Groh farms are primarily devoted to

The size of the barns that Mr. Groh erected al-
most a quarter of a century age would lead one
to suspect that even then he had covetous eyes on
the ‘and of his neighbors. This barn is 84 x 54
feeu, surely very commodious for a farm with only
5C acres of workable land. An unusual feature of
its construction, to me at least, was the covered
manure pit occupying a space in the basement, 54
feet long and 40 feet wide. This manure shed,
however, serves a double purpose. It makes a
well sheltered exercising ground for the ecows
and the constant tramping back and fourth of
stock beats the manure down solid and preserves a
maximum quantity of the fertilising ingredients.

The feed room is so nged that the silo and
root. cellar empty into i The granary is just
above and the chaff is thrown through a chute
into the same room.

Feeding Value of Spreuted Wheat

O reiable r'atistios have yet been made of the

amount of wheat damaged by sprouting this
year. Trade estimates have varied all the way
from 10 per cent. to 25 per cent. of the Ontario
Wheat crop. Probably the truth is somewhere be-
tween the two. Even if the lower estimate isthe
correct one, there will be an immense amount of
inferior wheat to be disposed of this fall and win-
ter. The question that has to be decided is, can
the wheat be disposed of to best advantage by
marketing as grain or by feeding to stock and
marketing on the hoof or in the milk can? Al
ready grain dealers have established a lower price
for smutty or sprouted wheat. Last week, for
instance, good Ontario wheat was quoted at $1

latter quotation making the profitable feeding of
wheat easily possible, Certainly it looks like
“feed” to many farmers.

Wheat damaged by frost has practically the
same feeding value as marketable wheat. Wheat
that has sprouted, however, loses in feeding value
in proportion to the amount of growth, the pro-
teins being changed to the amide form which is
inferior for flesh production, and the starches be-
ing changed into sugar. The average loss from
germination is probably between five and fifteen
per cent., but very seldom reach the higher figure.

Its Feeding Value

The average value of wheat is best indicated by
its analysis. In 100 Ibs. of average wheat thed)
are the following quantities of digestible nutri
ents: Protein, 10.2 lbs.; carbohydrates, 69.9 Ibs. ;

This incident, and
all others like it, bring foreibly to our attention
the value of the graduated insurance plan, Had
Mr. Braner been following this system, he would
have had his insurance policy so arranged that it
would oover both crops and buildings, the insur-
ance being at a maximum in the fall when the
erops are all in the barn and gradually decreasing
from month to month s the crops are sold off or
fod off, until in June the insurance policy would
be at its minimum, This systom gives a maxi-
mum of insurance at & minimum of cost and it is
particularly well adapted to the farm.

Money for Machine Guns
URING the past fow weeks it has become
quite the oustom to pass the hat at rural

picnics, garden parties and other gatherings of a
social nature, the proceeds to be devoted to the
purchase of machine guns for the Canadian over-

sous foroes. Private individuals and firms have
made similar donations and gun cheques have been
acoumulating at Ottawa at such a rate that they
are now in excess of the actual need for guns.

As an example of patriotio fervor, this is fine.
The advisability of encouraging this method of
\equiping our forces is questionable. If the sup-
plying of a sufficient number of machine guns is
merely a matter of money, then let our federal
government use part of the $150,000,000 appro-
priated for war purposes to purchase the guns. 1f
the amount already voted is insufficient, let more
be voted.  But let us not follow the policy of de-
pending on public generosity for the furnishing
of necessary military equipment. This war is too

serious a project to be conducted in such a hit and

miss fashion. There are many ways in which citi-
wens can show their generosity besides subseribing
for machine guns. Agents of the Red Cross and
patriotic funds of one kind and another are al-
ways ready to receive money subscriptions. And
let ns not forget to lend a helping hand to those
indirect sufferers of the war whe because of un-
employment find it dificult to keep the soul and
body together,

Oppertunity
VEN those of us who take no active interest
in yachting, followed with interest the dra-
matic efforts made by Sir Thomas Lipton a few
years ago, to vapture for Britain the Amerioan
yachting trophy. For years the best ship archi-
tects of Britein schemed to produce faster and
faster sailing craft, but always the United States
boat proved e faster, and for some years mow
the ownership of the cup has been undisputed.

A Sled Corn Cutter

HIS sled does the work of four

men for it cuts the corn, catches

it and throws it down in a pile
which is easily bundled. All the driver
hus to do is to drive his horse, and
when he reaches the shock stop the
horse, -pick up the fodder and set it
up. The bottom ol the sled is made
of inch boards 38 inches wide and 7
foct long fastenod to a 2x4 iy front

and & 2x8 at the rear, which is 3 foet
10 inches long. To the outer edge of
the rear piece is bolted a 2x4 which is
6 feet long,

The curved iron rod @, which stands
about 2 feet high is fastened to the
front end of this piece and to the rear
end of the sled, as shown in the cut,
while another curved rod, b, is strong-
ly bolted in the middle of the sled.
These rods should be so adjusted as to
bold up the corn until it is cut by
the knife which is bolted on at an an-

The lows Plaak Frame

of the lumber in the structure and
more economical forms of construction
than in the old timber frames are de-
sirable.

The diagram shown herewith is of a
plank frame designed by the lowa
Exmrnnnant Station. - This barn is de-

to be built at the least possible
cost, commensurate with greatest ef-
ﬂmoncv There are no heavy or long
timbers in this design. The rafters
are of 2x6 material, the wall studding

same, The joists are 2x12, separ-
ated by heavy built timbers asshown
in the dingram. The whole is well
braced to overcome every possible
pressure, Rafters, nndding and joist
are placed two feet apart, centro to
centre, throughout the length of the
barn.

built under this plan would cost about
$1 per square foot of floor space.

ARNYARD manure of itself is not
B a complete fertilizer. An analysis
shows that it is rich in nitrogen
but somewhat deficient in both phos-
phoric acid and potash. This is a
serious deficiency. Phosphoric acid
and potash are the two fertilizing
elements which mature the crop and
form the fruit or seed. A garden
liberally fertilized with manure goes
too strongly to stall and foliage. Par-
ticularly is this a detriment where
early frosts are to be feared.

Selecting the Layers

Guelph, Oyt
HAT is the best breed of poy
try? My answor to this ques
tion always is that it is not g

much a question of breed as of straip,

There is no best breed. Belect )y
breed that appeals to you and they
get a laying strain of that bres
and “‘go to it.” T would not select 5
breed because someone else had done
well with it. One cannot make the

best success with any breed unless the
type and color appeal.

It is vitally important to gt 4
strain bred for winter egg production
Tf we have a strain that will produce
win'‘er eggs, we need not worry wheth.
er tiey will ISy at other seasons o
not. To get winter oggs we must have
a hird that will mature quickly. I 4
bird is nut matured by cold wea ther,
its development from them on will be
slow and it may be many months be
fore we will get an egg from it. |
would suggest, too, that heavier hreeds
must be hatched earlier in the spring
than light breeds. The laying stock
should all be hatohed in April, o
early in May, and then given good
care right to maturity.  Leghoms
may be hatched three weeks later they
most other breeds and then start to
lay at the same time.

In breeding for egg production, it
is always well to remember that it is
the male that imparts ege producing
ability to his offspring, rather than
the female. I would always aim to
secure the male birds from flocks that
are known to be heavy winter layers

Constitutional vigor is a very impor-
tant point in heavy winter egy pro-
duction. Without it the system of the
bird will break down. In our work
at Guelph, 25 to 30 pullets collapw
every fall due to the strain of heary
egg production. Generally, I may sy,
that a bird with a broad head deve.

stitution always has a broad, dep
body, breed comsidered, with room for
the vital organs.

Red Mites and Lice
Geo. W. Pearl, Wellington Co., Ont.
E read a lot at this time of
year in poultry journals and
papes giving advice on
how best to get ria of mites and lice,
which infest breeding drn and young
stook alike, Thousands of dollars are
lost annually by farmers with small
flocks, as vermin not only curtails the

fo-
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g supply to a great extemt, but kills
many, many young chicks; and people
nd the cause of their
doath. Here is the best recipe I know
for getting rid of these pests, and one
that has worked to our entire satis-
faction. s

First, we do not allow these pests
on the farm, and, of course, do not
wed to employ drastic measures to
gt rid of them. Our breeding pens
are all equipped with drop boards,
which are cleaned off every morning
without fail and plenty of fine slacked
Jime spread around on this and on the
roosts.

Spraying the Pens

Every two woeks the litter is chang-
ol and the pen sprayed from roof to
floar in every erack and crevice with
a solution of wenolenm and water, This
is applied by a spray pump on a bar-
rel and mounted on two, hicycle wheels,
with handle attached. - This is easy to
operate, easily moved from place to
place, and with twelve feet of hose
and different nozales we have no
trouble to force the solution into the
farthest corners. This is not a lengthy
job, and can be dope thoroughly for
little expense. Orange boxes are used
fur nests and Inxrlf-l with cedar
shingle shavings.

Every Saturday afternoon we take
the ane-horse trusk equipped with the
sprayer, & box of lime, a soraper, a
wide shovel, and visit the colony
houses, not forgetting to ocut straw
for bodding. At this season of the
year theso buildings are equipped
with roosts, brooders having been re-
moved,

First everything is cleaned ont and
wraped, then ‘with the hose through
the door, is sprayed from top to bot-
tom, after which lime is applied
everywhere. This not only gives a
healthy odor, but guarantees you en-
tirely against the inroads of the red

HE road to cooperative success is
T often a thorny one, and the
Clib at Hillsburg, Wellington
Co., Ont., has had experience of the
stony turns in the road, This club
started out with 12 members and end-
ed its first season with nine, the three
retiring members having first taken
ample opportunity to prove that they
were absolutely devoid of the coopera-
tive spirit. The new year was begun
with 16 members. So far the club has
bardled eight car loads of potatces,
4,900 bags, at a cost of $87, netdog
8132 profit, or $16.60 a car. From
this profit the money paid for a share
in the United Farmers' Cooperative
Company, Limited, was held in re-
serve and the $107 divided -amongst
the shippers in proportion to the
business done. This dividend was
divided after paying the local mar-
ket price for potatoes, sometimes two
or three cents more, and on one occa-
sion 10 cents extra, to the club mem-
bers
The secretary, R, D, Nodwell,
says: “On the whole, the season has
been a howling success. Of course
that's my view. On the other side,
there are plenty men who say,
‘Wait, oh wait, till you make a bad
sale and then who will stand for the
loss?” Fven our local bank manager
talks that way. T think that the wish
is father to the thought. Time alone
will prove whether our board has en-

ough business judgment to steer clear

of unreliable buyers. Anyway, who
stands for the loss of our business
men in any case’ In the long run,
We, Us and Company, of course.”

plant of the Canadi Linseed Oil Mills
at West Toronto.

Saskatchewan, Alberta and Mani-
toba are the greatest flax producing
sections of Canada. Practically all
the seed used in the mills comes
from the West. It is larger, plumper
and heavier than the Ontario grown,
the latter being pulled for the fibre
before the seed is fully mature.

The flax as taken from the car tw
the elevator, carries about one per
cent of dirt, chaff; etc. The cleaning
process consists in being passed near
a revolving fan which licks off all the
dust, light ¢haff, etc. A screen then.
removes the coarser particles not tak-
en up by the fan. second one
takes out the corn, oats, wheat, grit,
etc., that may be mixed with it.

The Next Step in the Process

From tae cleaners it is transferred
through conveyers “and fed into the
grinders or crushers, These consist
of alternating, smooth and corrugated
rollers. The flax is thus crushed
three times in the process and comes
out as the pure linseed meal. It
thus has all the oil in it and is the
richest feed the dairymaa can buy
