Port Said, Aug. 20.—Just before sun-
set last night the gunboat Falcon went
out apparently to reconnoitre Fort Ghe-
mel, and anchored off the tort. Two
French gunboats, said to be bound for
Ismailia, entered the Canal yesterday.
To the astonishment of the Egyptians
during the night, the British fleet and
transports appeared and took possel sion
of the canal. At about three o'clock
this morning the English troops occu-
pied this port. Seventeen transports
with troops and five men-of-war, accom-
panied by Siv Garnet Wolseley and Ad-
miral Seymour, arrived in the harbour.
