WASHINGTON, Aug. 22—The 

significance of the policy of the 
United States towards the situa­
tion in the Far East as expressed 
in a formal communication from 
the American Government to 
Japan was readily adjusted by 
diplomats here to-day.

The declaration that the United 
States would remain absolutely 
neutral in any eventuality was not 
unexpected^ but the extent . to 
which the present administration 
would reaffirm the policy of John 
Hay for the preservation of the 
territorial integrity of China and 
the principle of the “open door’ 
for the commerce of all nations 
had not been generally known.

In its latest communication with 
Japan the United States has care­
fully refrained from expressing 
any opinion on the merits of the 
ultimatum presented by Japan to 
Germany, but has noted with sat­
isfaction the following points:

That Japan seeks no territory 
restore to China the territory of 
Kiao-Chow if she should obtain 
possession of it from Germany.

That Japan seeks no territory 
in China.

That Japan would naturally 
communicate with the United 
States before taking any steps 
outside of the boundaries of Kiao- 
Chow in the event the revolution­
ary outbreaks or disturbances in 
the interior of China threatened 
the, lives and interests of foreign­
ers.

to a $5 wage, become a better worker 
or does the lift go to his head and 
spoil him?

You remember how, when Henry 
Ford announced his big division of 
profits, hundreds said it would simply 
make his men reckless and extrava­
gant.

Those who said that were mostly 
employers, fearful that their otvn 
workers would become discontented. 
Yet some may have said it in good 
faith, not knowing much about psy­
chology.

Well, here’s the answer:
John R. Lee, production manager 

of the Ford plant, says that already 
the efficiency of the Ford working 
force has increased 44 per cent, since 
the new deal went into effect.

Getting more, the men try to do 
more; their heart as well as their brain 
is in their work.

This may not come true in every 
instance, for human nature can falL 
pretty low. But the Ford experiment 
has gone on long enough to draw an 
average. Lee’s testimony would seem 
to be conclusive.

Highly-paid labor, when well direct- 
eded, is the cheapest labor because it 
does the best and most work.

On the War It is a case of the blind leading the

A Very Great“War, with its supposed pomp and 
heroism, is inaugurated by the -Aus­
trian royalty to divert the people’s 
attention from their own ills and their 
honest, intelligent course to remedy 
these ills,” declared President Samuel 
Gompers, /of the American Federation 
of Labor, in an interview on European 
affairs, published last week in a Wash­
ington newspaper, which says:

“Mr. Gompers five years ago spent 
five months in European countries in­
vestigating labor conditions, and per­
sonal observation of Austria-Hungary 
conditions form the foundation for his 
indictment to-day of Austria.

“Congress is criticized by the labor 
leader for its failure to second the 
proposal of the British Government in 
declaring for a ‘naval holiday,’ and he 
expresses doubt as to the course the 
niasses of people in Europe will pur­
sue in regard to ‘this unnatural, un­
justified and unholy war.’

“Discussing labor conditions in 
Austria, Mr. Gompers said that wo­
men were employed there as hod-car­
riers, and in, numerous other menial 
tasks at a wage ranging from 30 to 40 
cents a day. He said their home life 
was a kennel-like existence, numerous 
families being huddled together in 
small houses.

“ ‘War under any circumstances is 
to be deplored,’ said Mr. Gompers. ‘A 
war begun by Austria for the sup­
posed causes ought to be condemned 
—condemned by every liberty-loving 
and humanitarian people the world 
over.

These buildings will be sold to the 
workers on the instalment plan, at ac­
tual cost, plus the interest incurred by 
the city in raising the necessary funds 
to build and equip them, and will thus 
enable the industrial masses to even­
tually own their own homes at a less 
cost than they now pay out in rent.
The civic authorities claim that these 

houses can be sold far more rapidly 
.than it will be possible to build them. 
It will add to the beauty of the big 
municipality, increase the value of 
land, provide employment for the 
workless and give an inducement to 
rise in the social scale. Then thous­
and of these model houses will be 
started immediately, and as soon as 
completed will be followed by others.

The Kings, Emperors and Czars of 
the world wôuïd no more give over 
to Jesus their power and rule and 
government than would the clergy 
give over the spiritual control. The 
Divine Program seems to be to al­
low human institutions to wreck 
themselves In showing their own in- 
cotiipetency and opposition to the 
Divine arrangement.

Thank God for the better Day be­
yond—when the Sun of Righteous­
ness shall arise with healing in His 
beams for the blessing of all the 
families of the 'earth! Thank God 
that the Redeemer, full of sympathy. 
Will be wise to know how deeply the 
plowshare of sorrow and trbuble may 
go to properly prepare the hearts of 
rnen for the rich blessings His Mil­
lennial Kingdom will have to be­
stow! Thank God for the assurance 
that Messiah’s Kingdom will prove 
to be “the desire of all nations.”

How unreasonable, how unscrip- 
tural, we now see were the theories 
respecting the Second Coming of 
Christ handed down from a darker 
time!

We overlooked the fact that 
the Scriptures assure us that flesh 
and blood cannot inherit the King­
dom of God, and that consequently 
the elect Church, before entering the 
Kingdom condition, must be changed 
by the power of the First Resurrec­
tion—made Heavenly, or spirit be­
ings, like our glorified Redeemer.

The object of the 
Drama is declared 
to be the re­
establishment of 
fàith. in the Bi­
ble. Manifestly, 
it is splendidly 
adapted to this 
end. ■ None can 
witness it with­

out experiencing a deeper reverence 
for God and a stronger desire for 
righteousness. It tells the simple 
Bible story.from first to last, and it 
illustrates it all with most beautiful 
pictures. Excepting the first part, 
nearly all the films are richly hand- 
colored, and in this respect superior 
to anything ordinarily shown.

In the morning address, the Pastor 
spoke on “The Second Coming of 
Christ,” from the text, “When 
Christ, who is our life, shall appeàr, 
then shall ye also appear with Him 
in glory.”—Colossians 3:4.

Sympathy was expressed for the 
long-held view that Jesus, at His 
Second Coming, would be a man in 
the flesh to reign as an earthly 
monarch; nevertheless, the speaker 
styled this view absurd. Christ had 
accomplished the work for which He 
Was made flesh. He was glorified and 
ascended up to Heaven—“where He 
was before”—on the spirit plane. 
The One who is to come again is the 
Lord of Glory, and not the man of 
sorrows, and He is to come in power 
and great glory.

The Pastor explained that Jesus 
at His Second Coming in glory would ■ 
not be visible to human eyes—even 
as angels of glory are invisible to 
men. Nor would it be advantageous 
to the world that their physical eyes 
should be opened as were those of 
Saul of Tarsus. The effect might be 
the same. The promise of the Bible, 
that “§tll the blind eyes shall be 
opened,” and that “Every eye shall 
see Him” relates not to the natural 
eye, but to the eyes of understand­
ing, so long darkened, confused, be­
wildered, by eïror. The True Light 
will shine; the True Knowledge of 
the Lord will fill the earth and all 
will receive a blessing thereby.

Careful Bible study reveals the 
fact that different Greek words are 
used in respect to Christ’s Second 
Coming. One word, parousia, signi­
fies presence—not coming in our 
ordinary use of the word. Over and 
over again the Scriptures tell of the 
Presence of the Son of Man in the 
end of this Age, and relate that dur­
ing His Parousia, the world will be 
unaware of it, and attending to the 
ordinary affairs of life. The only 
ones who will know will be the most 
saintly people of God. And these 
will know, not by Some outward 
sign, but by the Light Of the Lamp 
of God’s Word. “Ye, brethren, are 
not in darkness, that that day should 
overtake you as a thief”—though it 
shall come as a thief and as a snare 
on all the world.—1 Thessalonians 
5:4.

Result is I am set­
tled for ten months. Thank Heaven, I 
don't have to go hack to Dnnnemorn. I 
owe them fifteen months yet and it's 
always humiliating to a crook to return 
to a prison within a few weeks of his 
liberation.
