Suggestions on Spraying,

The following paragraph from a cir-
cular just issued by Prof, John Craig, of
the Central Experimental Farm, Ottawa,
may be of profit to our fruit growers,
We regret that our space will not per-
mit a publication of the whole circular :—
HOW TO EPRAY,

As the treatment is entirely prevent-
ive, in order to make spraying effective,
it mustadk commenaed early, “All parts
of trees or plants must Le reached with
the preventive agent, Drenching is not
necessary and is expensive, A thin film
or coating of the tungicide ‘deposited |
upon the foliage will prevent the devel-
opment of the epores ss well asa com-
plete soaking ; but it is important that
all the leafy surface should be we tted, at
least on the upper side. TFor orchard
work a good force pump, which may be
fitted into a barrel—side or end—will
give satisfaction. It must be of suflic-
fent strength, and fitted with a nezzle
which will project the epray in a fine
state of division, yet with suflicient force
to enter the deeper recesses of the ful
More expensive pumps, drawn and oper-
ated by borse power, may be ]‘uru!.mul’
but are seldom necessary except for
large orchards. The Vermorel nozzle is
a very satisfactory instrument for dis,
tributing the liquid,

CO-OPERATIVE BPRAYING,
Some factors which act as deterrents
to the progress of spraying may be cnam-
erated as follows. This work, like the
introduction of spraying for the preven
tion of insect enemies, on account of
involving uew lines of thought and
aclion, is eometimes regarded by the
farmer as impracticablie on a large scale.
It must be done at certain periods of the
year—otherwise it is ineffectual, It in,
volves the purchase of implements and
materials which are sometimes diffienlt
to obtain just when rcquired. The
success of the work depends also on
intelligent adaptation of the treaument
to the climatic conditions existing durlng
the spraying period.
To obviate some of these difficultics T
would suggest the adoption of a ¢o oper-
ative plan of spraying,
Firet, where orchordd are not large, a
few farmers might combine and pur-
chose a spraying outfit, which would
serve the community, and if it were pos-
gible to have it continuously opnmlu{ by
the same individual, whom practice
would Jend superior facility in using it,
an additional advantage wounld be gained.
Another arrangement could be made as
follows :—
A complete spraying outfit, Including
chewicals, might be purchased by w per-
son who would be preparcd to spray
under contract, by the acre, or at a stated
figure per tree. If this system of com-
bating fangous and _insect enemies was
introduced, it wounld obviate much of
the prejudice and inconvenfence now
connected with the work, and spraying
would probavly in a few ycars, to, the
great benefit of orchardists become the!
general practice.
