A 
strong breeze off the lake all day yes­
terday cleared the air of the humid­
ity which has characterize ; the past 
few days of the low lying cloud of 
smoke, which to most transient vis­
itors, is the synonym for Chicago, a inf 
a marked coolness and dryness of at­
mosphere all the afternoon and night 
refreshed the crowd of delegates and 
visitors and awakened them this 
morning eager for the momentous 
gathering at noon in the great col­
iseum on Wabash avenue.

The addition of Flag Day yesterdav 
to the more than ordinarily spon­
taneous co-operation of Chicago people 
regardless of party, in displace of dec­
orations for the convention, augmented 
an already generous display of na­
tional colors and the sun rose out of 
the great blue lake it seemed upon a 
'cene of fullering bunting and early 
gathering of good natured c*- > vdi upon 
the streets. It seemed trs if nature 
herself had determined to join in the 
perfection of physical arrangement for 
an auspicious beginning of a presi­
dential campaign.

l.arly in the day the crovds began 
to move toward the Coliseum, al-. 
though chairman's gavel was not to 
fall until noon.

California led a parade from the audi­
torium to the convention hall this 
morning followed by Colorado. Ne­
vada. Washington. Idaho and Hai- 
waii Marching clubs playing bands 
and steadily increasing crowds made 
a gay and picturesque Scene as the 
day wore on and the hour of meeting 
approached.

INSTALLATION 
OF ARCHBISHOP.
Imposing Ceremony Will Take Place 

To-morrow Morning.

Bishop Dowling of This City Will 
Officiate.

About 20 Will be Present Frem 
Hamilton.

Right Rev. F. P. McEvay. D. D., will 
be installed as Bishop of Toronto to­
morrow morning in St. Michael's Cathe­
dral with impressive ceermony. Bishop 
Dowling of Hamilton, the senior Bishop 
of Ontario, will conduct the induction 
ceremony, which will begin shortly 
alter 10 o'clock, ' and Pontifical High 
Mass will be said by his Excellency 
Most Rev. Donatus 'Sbarretti. D. D., 
Archbishop of Ephesus and Apostolic 
Delega/s to Canada. An address of 
welcome from the clergy will be read. 
Mr. Justice,Anglin will read an address 
of welcome on behalf of the Catholic 
people of the diocese.

In addition to His Lordship, Hamil­
ton will be represented «..by Rev. Dean 
Mahoney and Rev. Fathers' Coty and 
Brady. The number of tickets available 
for aftt one place is necessarily limited', 
but there will b» about 15 or 20 Hamil­
ton people present, in addition to the 
priests named.

A feature of the services will be a 
welcome to the Papal Delegate by Very 
Rev. J. J. McCann, on behalf of the 
clergy and people. A number of pro­
minent ecclesiastics and about two 
hundred priest*» will be in attendance. 
Admission to jthe cathedral will be by 
ticket. The centre of the church will 
be reserved for the clergy, members of 
Parliament.

ORDER TO DEPORT 
THE FOREIGNERS.

EIGHTY-FIVE ARRIVED AT BEAMS- 
VILLE YESTERDAY.

Got Away From Niagara Falls Before 
the Order for Deportation Arrived 
From Ottawa.

Beamsville, June 16.--(Special)— 
Eighty-five l’olovks, destined for the 
Beamex ille Preserving Co., coming from 
Buffalo yesterday morning, were held up 
by the ( a Haitian Customs authorities al 
Niagara Falls until word came from Ot­
tawa a** to what should lie done with 
them. They arrived, however, bag and 
baggage, on the ti o'clock accommodation 
last evening. Just after the train left 
Niagara Falls, the Ottawa authorities 
instructed the officials at the Falls to 
deport thorn, but the telegram came too 
late. Further developments are expect-

than in Toronto or cities or towns west 
of Hamilton instead of ten per cent, low­
er thin the commission would etipply 
the power here.

On complaint made to the Police Mag 
istrate. or any Justice of the Peace hav­
ing jurisdiction, that any dog within 
the city has become a common nuisance 
by barking, biting or howling, or chas­
ing and barking at any horse or vehicle 
on the pubflic streets, the Police Magis 
trate or Justice shall cause the owner or 
person or persons keeping such dog to 
appear and show why such dog should 
not be destroyed or the nuisance abated, 
and if it appears that there was just 
cause for complaint the owner or keeper 
of such dog shall be subject to the pen­
alties contained in by-law No. 68 of re 
vised by-laws of the said municipality.

The body was soon identified 
as that of Genery s new assistant, but 
no one knew his name, he having but re­
cently arrived here to take up h«s new 
position.

Ofifcers were nt once dispatched to 
the Grand Island light. They found it 
abandoned. 'I lie provisions were found 
in the boat house near the light, but 
both of the keeper’s boats were missing.

The lighthouse is located on the 
extreme north point of Grand Island, 
seven miles from the nearest habitation, 
the home of the keeper of the Vleevland 
Cliff game preorve. It is 10 miles from 
Munising, upon on isolated rocky coast. 
There is a report here that the light was 
not lighted on Thursday night, but this 
has not been definitely confirmed.

Intense excitement prevails here ami 
at Grand Marais, and officers and 
searching parties ore making every ef­
fort to find Genery. although little hope 
is entertained that the keeper will he 
found alive.

Clews* Report.

Butter Prices.
The firm conviction of country dealers 

that butter prices are due for a good ad­
vance Is causing some perturbation 
among wholeeale buyers. Dealers started 
out to-day by asking a cent per pound 
more than they were ready to sell, at 
last week, and are refusing to lower 
their prices. The wholesalers contend 
that prices are already higher than is 
consistent with reason, and point out 
that although butter prices advanced 
considerably last fall and winter, condi­
tions were then abnormal owing to the 
drying up of the pastures. This year 
they say the grass is in splendid shape, 
and while many farmers sold their milch 
cows during the winter, the make of 
butter should be little short of an aver­
age one. Meanwhile, although protest­
ing. the buyers are generally meeting the 
advances asked.

".It. would hsrdly have been wise or 
reasonable to expect the City Council 
to undertake to interpret with the ne­
cessary care and deal with the Cataract 
Power Company's offer of electric ser­
vice to the city Inst night, when the doc­
ument had been only a few hours in the 
possession of the scity clerk, and had 
hardly time to be more than read over 
by the aldermen. No interest can suf­
fer by the delay required to enable the 
council to become fully seized of its 
import and to give it the careful study 
necessary to the avoidànce of errors in 
dealing with it.

Plainly, thé judges are made 8o many 
automata, and are made subordinate and 
subject to the partisan Registration 
Clerk. The Free Press thus illustrates:

If a dishonest registration clerk, not 
watched as sharply as he should be by 
the Liberals, puts on fifty bogus names 
and at the Court of Revision it trans­
pires that these fifty names have been 
fraudulently registered, the jxyige has 
not "plenary power,” as pretended by 
Mr. Rogers, to strike them off. This 
has been proved in actual practice. If 
a name appears on the list of the reg­
istration clerks, whether placed there 
regularly or not, it goes on the list of 
electors, unless it is appealed against, 
apd the formalities of an appeal regard­
ed. The Liberals have thus to watch 
the registration clerks; scrutinize the 
lists; file notices of protests, and pro­
duce evidence before the judge estab­
lishing the qualification of the per­
sons proceeded against. In many con­
stituencies no adequate time is afforded 
for a scrutiny of the list preparatory to 
making appeals.

A judge may know, of his own per­
sonal knowledge, that names are on 
the list. that, should be struck off; but 
he is powerless to deal with them. The 
Liberals must protest the name; go 
through a certain procedure; and pro­
duce the evidence—then the judge can 
deal with the matter. Thus, the Mani­
toba judges do not make the lists at 
all. The Manitoba lists are made by 
registration clerks, appointed by the 
Roblin Government, and, therefore, al­
most invariably strong partisans. As 
they make the list it stands, subject to 
the ability of the Liberals to clear it at 
much expense of time and money.

As showing how the Registration 
Clerks, appointed by the Roblin Gov­
ernment are placed by the law in a posi­
tion to pad the lists, the following ex­
tracts nre presented, from the Act it­
self ;

All the names for which applications 
have been made to the registration clerk 
to be registered as electors, and appear­
ing in the registration register, shall be 
added to the said lists by the revising 
judge or barrister .without investigation 
as to. qualifications, except the names of 
persons complained against, on the 
ground of disqualification, in the manner 
hereinafter provided, in which event the 
revising judge or barrister shall first | 
hear and determine such applications, i 
according to the principles, but subject 
to the same restrictions. a« provided in 
cases of applications to strike off names 
from said list.

Sub-section 9" contains this important 
proviso:

No complaints or appeal* shall be 
heard by a revising officer to strike 
names off the- list of electors, unless ap­
plication* therefor have ben filed with 
the registration clerk as hereinbefore by 
this Act provided.

The reader will observe that the terms 
of the Act require the judges to confirm, 
absolutely without any investigation— 
no option, or right of judgment is left to 
them—ell the names added to the lista 
by.. these Registration Clerks appointed 
by the Roblin Government, save in cases 
wher the shortness of the time allowed 
renders revision impossible.

In view of this section of the Act 
which ties 1 lie Judges* hands and com­
pels them to put on the list# all the 
names which the Registration Clerks 
present. Is it not somewhat remarkable 
to hear Mr. Rogers stating at Ottawa: 
.‘‘Let it be clearly understood there is 
not one name on the Manitoba lists to­
day, nor can one name be placed on the 
lists at the coming revision, that has 
not. or will not. be placed there by the. , 
county court judges of the Province. No 
appointee of the Manitoba Government 
ha* power to add or strike off one sin­
gle,solitary name. The only individuals 
that have power to do this, under our 
law. are the county court judges.” Fur­
ther evidence is not lacking of an in­
creased desire to utilize the system for 
party advantage. In 1906. 448 booths 
were provided with a total of 10,772 
hours for revision; this year. 393 booths, 
with a total of 3,303 hours for revision. 
Th:s means that the power of the Regis­
tration Clerks will be inreeased. and 
there will be more opportunity for pad­
ding by the Registration Clerks, and less 
opportunity for purification by the

Sir Wilfrid laurier'* proposal was to 
make the judges the real reusers of the 
lists.

DETROIT RIVER TUNNEL
A great work, of which comparatively 

little is heard, is the building of the 
Detroit River tunnel, which is now be­
ing pushed forward. The subaqueous 
section of the tunnel consists of two par­
allel steel tube*. 23 ft. 4 in. in diameter, 
lined with concrete, and enclosed in a 
mass of concrete, making each of the 
ten sections of a little over 262 feet 
long a mass measuring 56 feet wide and 
31 feet high, which is to be deposited in 
a dredged trench in the bottom of the 
river. A study of the figures will give 
some idea of the character of the work 
to he done. The shore work is done by 
a special adaptation of shield tunnelling.

The first section of the great double 
tube, about 262 feet long, was sunk on 
October 1st, 1907. It^was built on shore, 
launched, towed to its position, and 
lowered into the trench under perfect 
control, by an ingenious system of air 
chambers, and connected in its position 
by divers. The handling of these sec­
tions. weighing over 800 tons each, re­
quired the exercise of great skill. The 
second tube was sunk on November 
29th, 1907, and the connection with the 
other was made without difficulty, one

A New Empire.
(Chicago Sunday Tribune.)

The new world of the twentieth cen­
tury is Canada's fertile northland on 
the Arctic slope. The Canadian urairie 
Provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Alberta have nearly reached the 
100,000,000 bushel mark of annual wheat 
production, and there is also being pro­
duced nearly a million bushels of other 
grains annually.

1i0 
miles north of Edmonton, a prospect 
hole looking for natural gas. The gas 
came in such force as to stop the opera­
tions, and this gas well, the largest 
known In the world, has been burning 
continuously ever since. Up and down 
the Athabaska. above and below this 
point, are remarkable deposits of tar

World’s Deepest Bore Hole.
The deepest bore hole in existence 

we are told by Prof. Louis, of London, 
is at Paruschowitz. in Upper Silesia, 
and is 6,573 feet deep; it began with 
a diameter of 12.6 inches and finished 
at 2.7 inches. It is easy to imagine 
the difficulty of boring so small a hole 
to the depth of one and a quarter 
miles. The engineers could not have 
reached the depth, so it is stated, 
without using Mannesmann weldless 
steel tubes for boring rods, which 
shows ths dependence of mining upon 
the allied arts. The writer goes on :

"Bore holes such as these are now 
always made by means o' the well 
known diamond drill, which brings up 
a core of the rocks passed through, 
and thus affords positive information 
respecting them. Unfortunately, the 
only kind of diamonds suitable for 
this purpose, the dark opaque atones, 
show'ing no distinct cleavage, known 
in the trade as ‘carbons,’ are scarce 
and proportionately dear, so that 
diamond drilling ia now a costly oper­
ation ; I have, however, good grounds 
for saying that we are within meas­
urable distance of seeing such ‘car­
bons,’ or at any rate ‘boot,’ produced 
artificially. For rocks of moderate 
hardness these diamonds have of late 
years been replaced to some extent 
by shot made of specially hard chill­
ed iron, but these are of little uae in 
the harder rocks. One of our great­
est needs at the present moment ia 
a metal that shall be strong, tough,

ready to face their constituencies and 
defer aucli a change in the rules.

Worth Knowing.
Even when the oven ia quite right and

It is produced by egg wash. An egg is 
beaten np with a little sugar and a small 
quantity of milk is added.

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BANQUET TO 
SHAUGHNESSY.

C. P. R. President Honored by 
Toronto Board of Trade.

He Tells of the Men Who Were 
Behind the C. P. R.

Proposes Trade Commission—How 
to Join East and West.

Toronto, June 16^—With enthusiasm 
two hundred representative commercial 
men of the city, members of the Board 
of Trade and invited guests, gave honor 
last night at a banquet at the King 
Edward to a great captain of industry, 
Sir Thos. G. Shaughneasy, president of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway.

The banquet was tendered by the 
Board of Trade, and was intended to 
mark the occasion of the opening of 
the new line to Sudbury, which pro­
vides a shorter route to Winnipeg and 
the west, and places Toronto practi­
cally on the main line of the V. P. R.

The president, in proposing the 
■health of Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, 
said" that their guest usually avoided 
functions of that kind, but he, like 
them, recognized that the opening of the 
Toronto to Sudbury line was an event 
in the history of this portion of On­
tario. It was a significant feature of 
the construction of that line that it 
had been carried out without any sub­
sidy from the Dominion Government, 
but every dollar had been paid by the 
company. The fact that it was to be 
operated by the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way was a sufficient guarantee that it 
would be operated in a manner to sat 
isfy the people. Those .who doubted 
that had only to travel from coast to 
coast, and even to China and Japan, to 

1 be convinced.
A Master Mind.

They were apt not to give credit 
where credit was due, and to think 
that, like Topsy, the roadbed had ‘"just- 
growed,'* hut behind it had been master 
minds. For the last twenty years the 
master mind had been their guest. Ili« 
integrity was beyond question, and 
there was not one of the 70.000 em­
ployees of the road who knew him that 
would not he willing to aceept his arbi­
tration in any dispute. "We desire." 
said the chairman, “to voice our appre­
ciation of your faithful service to 
Canada and the Canadian people in 
your life work of building up the C. 
P. R. I venture to say that when the 
history of the makers of Canada is 
written no name will stand higher than 
that of Sir Thomas Shaughnessy." 
(Cheers.)

Speech of Sir Thomas Shaughnessy.
Sir Thomas, on rising to reply, was 

greeted with a veritable ovation, the 
audience rising again and again to' 
cheer the C. P. R. President.

“As the subject has been raised, 1 
think it is fitting that I should say to 
night what are the facts with regard 
to the Original construction of the C. P. 
R., because 1 do not believe that to-day 
the actual circumstances are understood 
even by Canadians. The original syndi­
cate was composed of George Stephen. 
Donald A. Smith, Joseph J. Hill. Duncan 
McIntyre, R. B. Angus, with John H. 
Kennedy associated with them: Messrs. 
Stephen, Smith and, in a smaller way. R. 
B. Angus, have made their fortunes with 
the rehabilitation of the old St. Paul & 
Pacific, afterwards the St. Paul, Minne­
apolis & Duluth Railway, and from 
that they have realized fortunes which 
even to-day would he considered vast.

■—By reason of this they were in a posi­
tion in 1881 to form the syndicate 
which afterwards became the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. That is where the 
money came from. The work was car­
ried on. the eompanv organized, and the 
stock sold on n basis to realize 45 
cents on the dollar on an average, in­
cluding the original subscription. Not 
one of these men realized one single 
dollar from his connection with the 
Canadian Pacific, until in recent years. 
Lord St rath eon a. who had kept, some of 
his stock, secured his benefit of the in­
crease in value. But in' 1805 anv gen 
tleman in this room could have bought 
the stock of the C. P. R. on a lower 
basis than the original founders received 
Hwav hack in 1S8‘2. when no one had 
anv faith in the eompanv.

‘*The great genius of the company, 
the man who. bevond nil others, was 
responsible for its successful comple­
tion. was George Stephen, now lx)rd 
Mount Stephen. Tie was the hold man. 
the man of originality and resource, 
while Stratheona was the strong and 
faithful second, always ready to follow 
Stephen."

Proceeding, Sir Thomas said it was a 
peculiar source of gratification to him 
that it could be said of the C. P. R.. 
ae the President had just stated, that 
it had been an honest enterprise. He 
had never made a statement to his 
directors and shareholders with great­
er satisfaction than when, at their last 
annual meeting, he had told them that 
every dollar of outstanding securities 
of any sort, excepting the original 
capital stock, had l>een sold at not loss 
than its face value.

% “And,” said Sir Thomas. “I have this 
proud boast to make, that in the 20 
years that we have been in operation, 
notwithstanding the hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars which have been hand- 

i led by many thousands of employees, 
j the sum total of iefaluations which 
j have occurred would not amount to 
; one hundred thousand dollars. (Ap- 
I plause.)

“The completion of this Toronto- 
Sudbury line marks an important 
epoch in the history of Toronto, be­
cause it not only practically places this 

; city on the main line of the Canadian 
! Pacific, but it brings it in closer touch 

: with the nickel districts of Sudbury,
I with the industrial activities at the 
I Soo, with Winnipeg and all that vast 
| empire of the west upon which we 

all rely so much for our future great- 
I ness; but besides this it opens up a by 
j no means unimportant section of On- 
i tario hitherto served by no transpor­
tation line. It has been a hard and 

I almost heartbreaking job. We in- 
Ltended from the first to make it a high- 

line and made liberal estimates, 
j but owing to engineering difficulties 

these have been largely exceeded, but 
I you will agree with me that nothing 
[ M too good for Tôronto. (Lasting ap

are all too apt to think only of 
ibe prairie country in connection with 
^culture, but in’British Columbia the 

industry means a great deal for 
la.. This’vear alone, I am informed, 

Jbo less than 17,000 acres of orch 
t have become productive, and this

new yield will bring a return of no less 
than $5,000,000. (Applause.) This will 
mean a gain, an important a4dition to 
the purchasing powers of the farmers 
of the prairie country, while the mines 
and lumber industry will be given in­
creased activity, and will come to you 
for their supplies ; so that from every 
side you receive advantage from the 
growth of that western territory.

"With a good harvest, as 1 hope we 
shall have this year, we are sure to 
forget this financial stringency which 
has so much troubled my friend Mr. 
Wilkie and others, (laughter.) We uniat 
establish such relations between the 
merchants and manufacturers of the 
east and the merchants and consum­
ers of western Canada as will make 
the trend of traffic and social inter­
course in Canada east and west. If 
we succeed in doing that we shall not 
only make these strangers, these col­
onists who have come here to build up 
homes for themselves and their fami­
lies, good Canadian citizens, but shall 
he able to make them strong advocates 
of every policy calculated to advance 
the material interests of the country 
and bring the various Provinces into 
closer connection and thus more firm­
ly establish the original idea and in­
tention of confederation.

“But besides this transportation 
policy we should have n/wïse) prudent, 
and statesmanlike tariff policy ; not, 
with a view of enriching the manufac­
turer or making the goods more expen­
sive to the consumer. That-. 1 think, 
van be regulated. I do not see any 
reason why there should not he a trade 
commission as well as a railway com­
mission. But the \york should be 
done so as to definitely and beyond any 
question fix the channels of Canadian 
trade eastward and Westward. (Ap­
plause.)

“There is ,a tradition, an unwritten 
law, that a man in my position should 
not talk politics. I have great respect 
for traditions and would not wish to 
be misunderstood or construed as say­
ing anything of a political character. 
To my mind, neither the transportation 
policy nor the trade policy of this coun­
try involves one single element of parti­
sanship. On the contrary, every loyal 
citizen uf Canada from New BrunswiA 
to the Pacific, every British subject who 
wishes to see this country occupy the 
place she should in this fabric of empire, 
approximating the position of Great 
Britain herself, must, agree with me thtft 
these subjects cannnot receive too ser­
ious and impartial consideration. (Ap­
plause.)

MONEY FOR 
EXHIBITIONS.

Opposition Members Cauot See the 
Use ef Them.

Chiiese Immigration aid Patent 
Mediciies Act.

Increased Penalties For Violating 
Fruit Marks Act.

Ottawa, June 15.—During the morn­
ing and afternoon sittings of the 
House considerable progress was made, 
several Government bills being read a 
third tftne and passed, and others being 
advanced a stage. When the Minister 
of Agriculture’s estimates were taken up 
at to-night's sitting a long discussion 
look place on an item of $175,000 for 
exhibitions. Some members of the Op­
position professed to be unable to see 
any use in voting money for such pur­
poses, and dragged into the discussion 
many extraneous matters. Mr. George 
Taylor, chief Conservative whip, thought 
the item should be cut out altogether. 
Finally the item and a vote of $6.000 
for the imperial Institute, London,

Hon. Mr. Oliver then moved the 
second reading of the bill to amend the 
Yukon act. The principal provisions of 
his measure are for an elective council 
of ten members instead of five, appoin­
tive. and four elected members, as now, 
Mr. Oliver, said, for legislation, and the 
responsibility for the administration 
would be upon the commissione\ "of the 
Yukon appointed by the Government.

Dr. Sproule thought that before giv­
ing the Yukon council the functions of 
a Provincial Government they would 
have regard for the future.

Hon. Mr. Oliver did not see that the 
future need affect the question of mak­
ing the Council effective, which was the 
question before the House. They were 
not enlarging the powers of taxation, 
nor were they increasing the number of 
councillors or officials.

The bill was reported and passed.
Chinese Immigration.

Hon. Mr. Oliver moved the second 
reading of a bill intended to remedy 
one or two defects in the Chinese im­
migration act. One of the amendments, 
explained Mr. Oliver, was to define the 
term minor, as it had been found that 
Chinamen not entitled to it, were secur­
ing exemption from the head tax. An­
other amendment provided for the pun­
ishment and deportation of Chinese who 
came into the eoutry without paying 
the head tux. The hill was reported.

Hon. Win. Tempieman, in moving 
the second reading of the act respect­
ing proprietary and patent medicines, 
said that there was no doubt of the 
public agitation in favor of some legis 
lation. As a result of consideration by 
a special committee a somewhat drastic 
and far-reaching measure had been in­
troduced 1st session. The bill had 
not. however, been considered, owing to 
the adjournment being earlier, than was 
expected. The present measure was not 
so drastic, and as a result of conferences 
with manufacturers and retailers of the 
medicines mentioned he believed it 
would be fairly satisfactory to them. Tf 
some amendments they had proposed 
were accepted it would lie absolutely sat­
isfactory. He proposed that the bill 
should be read a second time and then 
referred to a small committee, before 
whom the interests involved would be 
heard. The bill, he stated, among other 
things, proposed the absolute suppression 
of cocaine and prohibited the excessive 
use of alcohol. It also provided that 
where a manufacturer put on the label 

formula of the medicine it would 
not come under the act. and also that 
if any noxious poisons, mentioned in a 
schedule to the bill, were used they 
would have to be named on the label.

The bill was read a second time and 
referred to n committee consisting of 
Hon. Mr. Trmpleman. Mr. McIntyre 
(Berth). Dr. Sproule. Beland and Chis­
holm (Huron'.

Hon. Mr. Fisher’s hill to amend the 
inspection and sale act was next taken 
up. It provides, among other thing*, 
for more severe penalties for infractions 
of the fruit marks act. and also in 
respect to the adulteration of cheese.

Several members suggested that the 
penalties for violation of the fruit marks 
act were too severe.

Hon. Mr. Fisher said that he was pre­
pared to reduce the penalties so that 
for a first offence the penalty would not 
exceed $25 nor he less than $10: for a 
second offence, not more than $50 nor 
less than $25, and for a third offence, 
not exceeding $200 nor less than $50. 
With these alterations the hill was re- i 
ported and passed.

On resumption at 8 o’clock the House 
went into committee on the Agricultur­
al estimates. Hon. Sydney Fisher ex­
plained that Canada was expending 
$300.000 at the Anglo-Franco exhibition, 
and would spend $35,000 at the Scottish 
National Exhibition, where its pavilion 
would be 'smaller and its exhibit less 
than in the first case. Incidentally he 
stated that manufacturers very often 
did not take sufficient interest to sup­
ply large enough exhibits to make a 
good showing for Canada, and the Gov­
ernment had to supplement them.

Mr. Armstrong having criticized the 
methods followed in regard to exhibi 
tions, Col. Talbot spoke highly of the 
showing made by Canada at Liege and 
Milan particularly. As a result of the 
former, he knew of one company that 
had been organized in Berlin with a 
capital of $1,000.000 to develop mining 
land in IViada.

Mr. Armstrong replied that the lion, 
gentleman himself was interested in 
the company, and that they had secur­
ed the services of a member of the 
Geological Survey staff for a season, 
who had returned to the Government 
employ after assisting them to select 
fine coal lands. He did not think such 
a practice was right.

Hon. William Tem pieman, as Min­
ister in charge, said that the company 
had got from the official named no in­
formation that was not already on 
the books and open to everybody. He 
had gone with the representatives of 
the eompanv and had given them assis­
tance. The Minister thought that the 
Geological Survey could not be bet­
ter employed than in taking proper steps 
to encourage capitalists to invest money 
for the exploitation of mineral lands.

Hon. Mr. Fisher defended the exhibi­
tions as one of the best means of ad­
vertising Canada, and declared that 
they had materially contributed to the 
development of the Dominion.

Mr. Monk complained that the Gov­
ernment never followed up exhibitions 
abroad by efforts to secure farerabie

commercial ariangeiueiitb and instanc­
ed Japan.

Hon. Mr. Fisher pointed out that the 
exhibition in Japan had been lollowed 
by a commercial treaty with that coun­
try, and the exJiibitio’u at Liege by a 
new commercial treaty with France.

Mr. Monk made hall a dozen speeches, 
in the course of which lie digressed into 
criticism of the French treaty and other 
matters irrelevant to the item under dis­
cussion and made a number of assertions 
nearly all of which were contradicted 
by Mr. Fisher, Mr. Fielding and Sir Wil- 
irid Laurier.

Dr. Sproule doubted whether the re­
sults, or the exhibitions justified the 
expense.

Mr. Armstrong again raised his fav­
orite question oi trade with Germany, 
claiming the Government was to blame 
tor having denounced the treaty with 
that country. The British preference had 
not been a benefit to Canada. Conser­
vatives had Mood in the past and now- 
stood for a mutual preference. Hon. W. 
S. Fielding said that the lion, gentleman 
had stated that under the preference 
British goods were being brought in to 
undermine Canadian industries. He now 
proposed to bring in other foreign goods 
to undermine Canadian industries still

Mr. Armstrong said this could be re­
gulated by a proper tariff.

Hon. Mr. Fielding asked if the hon. 
gentleman could not understand that 
no treaty could be made with Germany 
unless Canada was prepared to give a 
preference to that country. If Canada 
wanted to get goods into Germany she 
would have to make concessions. The 
hon. gentleman seemed to overlook that.

Mr. Taylor thought the item, $200.000 
for exhibitions, ought to be cut in two.

Confertice Thinks He Should Not 
Attend Woodbine.

Toronto, June 16.—“We regret that 
the demoralizing institution at the 
Woodbine is opened semi-annually under 
the patronage of llis Majesty’s repre­
sentative, the Governor-General. While 
conceding to him the right to regulate 
his own private conduct, yet we feel that 
one'who occupies such a position should 
not lend his influence to aid in enter­
prises so vicious in their tendencies. We 
insist on a righteous interpretation and 
enforcement of the laws against gam­
bling everywhere, and such amendment 
to the Criminal Code as will facilitate 
the prevention and prosecution of all bet 
ting, especially in Connection with horse 
racing, either on race tracks, or in any 
other place, public or private, whether 
the parties are standing, sitting or walk­
ing about, and that a copy ui this re­
commendation be sent to the Domin­
ion Parliament, Minister of Justice, 
and leader of the Opposition.” Such 
was the resolution recommended by 
the Committee on Temperance, Pro­
hibition and Moral Reform, and carried 
by the Toronto Conference, at their af 
tv moon session, yesterday. Other re- | 
solutions passed referred to parents’ j 
duty of enlightoniiw: t4ie young on the ! 
evils of the liquof frame, and on the | 
proper duties ui citizenship. The confer­
ence will memorialize* the Dominion Gov 
miment to have the sale and use of 
liquor banished frbrn military caiups, 
otficers’ mess, and drill hull.

The 
i discussion, which has extended over a 
I large part of two or three sessions 
of the Union, and has been a leading 
topic throughout the meetings of the 
past week, grew out of the report of 
the Church Union Committee, through 
Rev. Hugh I’edley, two clauses of 
which were as follows :

“We recommend the continuation of 
the committee to carry on the work of 
negotiation, and that this committee 
be instructed to bring the whole mat­
ter before the churches and associa 
tions at us early a date as possible, 
with the request that the suggestions 
and recommendations be sent to the 
committee before the next annual meet­
ing of the Union.

“We further recommend that your 
committee be instructed to press for 
a completion of the basis of union at 
the next session of the joint committee."

Some recent result# of monthly testa 
in associations organized by the staff of 
the dairy and cold storage commission-

May 10, Victoria, B. C., 43 coifs, av­
eraged 708 lb. milk. 4.2 test, 30.2 lb. fat.

May 12, Milton, Ont., 97 cow a averaged 
648 lb. milk. 3.6 test. 19.9 lb. fat.

May 15, Dixville, Que., 40 cows, aver­
aged 451 lb. milk, 4.2 test, 19.2 lb. fat.

One of the best individual yields vet 
to hand throws these “average yields" 
very much in the shade. A 7-year-old 
cow in the association at Innerkip, Ont., 
that calved 25th March, gave in the 30 
days of April no less than 1.910 lbs. 
mi-lk, testing 3.3. or 63 lb. of butter fat. 
If only one cow has to be housed, fed 
and milked, in place of three, there is 
an immense saving of labor and mater­
ial. Look to the individual, not the 
average yield. The work of thesg cow 
testing associations is, helping farmer* 
to detect the poor cows ; it is also prov­
ing useful in securing better treatment 
for good cows, so that more milk from 
fewer animals can be obtained. There 
are now over 70 associations in Canada.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of 
Dominion Lands In Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 36, not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any p*. 
son who is sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 160 acre*, more or lees.

Application for entry must be made la 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district la 
which the land is situete. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother 
son. daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—U) At least six months' resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so desires 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him 
not less than eighty (80) arres In extent" 
In the vicinity of his homestead. He majr 
alao do to by living with father or mothci 
ou certain conditions. Joint ownership in 
land will not meet with this requirement 

(3) A homesteader Intending to perform 
his residence duties In accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such Intention.

Other Denouinitioei Preeeet Their 
CoifritiLtieii

At « Platform Meetieg Is the New
Church.

Proud of the Peat aid Hopeful Per 
the Fsture.

Ihe platforui* meeting in Central 
Church last evening was well attended, 
the members and adherents turning out 
in large numbers. Rev. Dr. Lyle was 
the chairman.

The devotional exercises were con­
ducted by Rev. W. H. Sedgewick, with 
prayer by Rev. S. B. Russell, of Erskine 
Church. Mr. Sedgewick then read a 
letter of regret from Mayor Stewart,
« ho was unable to be present owing to 
the meeting of the City Council. Rev. 
Dr. Lyle then gave an expression of 
thanks for what the congregation had 
done in the building of the church. There 
had been serious ditficulties, he said, but 
all had passed over in a most satisfac­
tory manner. There were many in the 
congregation who were unwilling to 
part with the associations of the old 
site, and it was, no doubt, with feelings 
of joy and sorrow that the new site was 
decided on. The decision to build farther 
in the southwest of the city had come 
after twenty years. There had been 
some talk of a sacrifice in the congre­
gation in taking the church so far west, 
lmt he was happy to say that with all 
the difficulties that had attended the 
church, there was ample evidence that it 
vas prospering, and the congregation 
vas steadily growing. Some there were 
who might say that the building was not 
perfect, but all must agree on one point 
at least: that it was the most com­
modious church in the city, and to these 
men who formed the building commit­
tee, Dr. Lyle felt, there was great credit 
due. <n

Archdeacon Forneret, rector of All 
Saint*’ Church, was the next speaker, 
and in a felicitous manner st.id that the 
interior of the church greatly reminded 
hint of an English church, it being so 
classical in its style. He spoke of the 
i-pirit of unity that is springing up in 
nil the denominations, and stated that 
he vas a believer in Christian union. 
There was one fact that he wished to 

impress the congregation with, and that 
vas that the church union that has been 
spoken of cannot be forced in any way. 
Hut by cultivating a Christ-like spirit, 
results are bound to be accomplished, 
lb looked for. in united Christianity, 
more freedom in the church. He con­
gratulated the people of Central on the 
erection of the new building, and thought 
tHat it would give a new lease of life 
for the congregation. He hoped and 
prayed that every success would attend 
the" .hureh, which is bound to make a 
name for itself.

Dr. Lyle then introduced to tlie congre­
gation Mr. George Hope, the Chairman 
uf the Building Committee, whose effi­
cient work in connection with that im­
portant committee has proved a great 
boon and help to the congregation, 'there 
were no words of gratitude he could ex­
près* that would show his appreciation 
of the efforts of Mr. Hope.

Mr. Hope felt that he had done only 
hit small share in connection with the 
erection of the present edifice. He then 
gave a statement of the work that had 
been accomplished by the Building Com­
mittee. He laid particular stress on the 
work of the architect, Mr. .John >1. Lyle, 
and thought it was a matter of con- 
giai illation to the pastor and his wife 
that they should have such a talented 
son He thanked the committee and the 
congregation for the liberal manner in 
which they had supported the committee 
during all its trial* and adversities.

Hon. .1. M. Gibson, Chairman of the 
Trustee Board, who was highly com­

mented by Dr. Lyle for the 
[work he had done, said he 
did not think his name should 
l>c any more honored than that of any 
other‘member of the congregation. He 
livid that the congregation was entitled 
to the greatest credit for its share in 
helping to build the present church. He 
referred to the opening of the old church 1 
fifty years ago, at which he was pres 
ent, ami contrasted the two events. He 
v\a» very much impressesd x\ith»ne fact, 
ami that was that the flocking to the 
church of the members, days before the 
chuivh was officially opened, showed 
that each member -took a personal inter­
tit in the building, which was much sim 
ilai to the condition which prevailed at 
the r.p-ning of the old church fifty years 
ago. It was a long way to look hack, 
but there was one leature about it that 
brought (.entrai Church prominently be­
low* the public, for one thing, and that 
«a. when it attempted anything it al­
ways succeeded. He held that the great­
est liberality was among the rank and 
file oi the congregation, rather than the 
so-called financially strong men of the 
church, and fur that matter it had al­
ways l>ecn so. He was sure that it was 
a matter of delight to the members of 
the congregation that no fault could be 
found with the church and its appoint­
ments. He looked for a large increase in 
the congregation.

Mr. -J. >1. Eastwood, Chairman of the 
Hoard of Managers, took a similar view 
to that of Mr. Gibson. He held that the 
success of the Board of Management 
was due to the co-operation of every 
member on the Board. He reviewed 
what had been accomplished in the fifty 
3ears of the congregation's life in the 
old church. The spirit of self-sacritic 
and noble endeavor for the best interests 
of the church had placed Central Church 
in the forefront, and made the congre­
gation’s influence felt in the religious 
life of the city. He looked forward 
seeing a bright future for the Kabbath 
* hool and also for the various organ 
izations of church work. It was indeed a 
red letter day for Dr. and Mrs. Lvle, 
when their son, J- M- Lyle, had reared 
such a magnificent pile. He referred to 
the beautiful memorial windows, which 
had helped to give the church such a 
beautiful appearance, and he hoped that 
the church would be opened more than 
one day a week, so that visitors, might 
ha vs an opportunity of viewing it. He 
stated that the collections for Sunday 
were $744.44.

Mr. George Rutherford, one of the eld­
ers of the enurch, spoke in an eulogistic 
strain, comparing the work of the past 
with what the church had before it.

Mr. J, J. Evel, Superintendent of the 
Sunday school, referred to the good work 
of the Building Committee, and felt that 
the building of the church would tend to 
make them better men. He made a spe­
cial appeal to the members of the church 
for their earnest and hearty «apport in 
the work of the Sunday schooL He felt

CRUSADEIN CHICAGO
Against Sale of Intoxicating Liquors 

In Disorderly Resorts.

Chicago. June 16.—A crusade to stop 
selling intoxicating liquors in disorderly 
resorts and ultimately to drive these 
places out of Chicago will l>egin when 
indictments against twenty-five or thirty 
of the keepers are returned by the grand 
jury to-day. Two indictments are 
the illegal sale of liquor and one for 
the illegal sale of laquor and one for 
maintaining a disorderly house. The 
evidence against these places, some of 
which are in the segregated district, was 
secured by detectives of the Law and 
Order league. The previous grand jury 
refused police regulation of the sale of 
liquor in these houses, and referred the 
evidence furnished it bj' the Law and 
Order League to the present grand jury.
It is understood indictments by each 
succeeding jury will follow until this 
illegal practice is driven out of the 
city. The league has investigated ninety- 
eight resorts in Chicago, hut in only a 
portion of these was evidence warrant­
ing a true hill secured.

DEATH OF MR. WM. DIXON.

William Dixon had passed away. On 
Tuesday Mr. Dixon was apparently en­
joying the best of healtli and performed 
liis daily duties as usual.

KILLS HIMSELF BEFORE PICTURE 

OF ABSENT WIFE.

Left Note Telling of Love for Her— 
Wife's Refusal to Return to Him 
After Repeated Pleadings Drove Him 
to Take His Life.

Niagara Falls, June 16.—With the 
picture of his pretty young wife prop­
ped before hill), James Kells, 23 rears 
old, crazed with the burden of un- 
requitled love, blew out his brains with 
a 39-calibre revolver. Behind him he 
left this note which tells his story:

“Ibis is to my darling love. Myrtle. 
Please put this in my coffin. My lodge 
will bury me. 1 prayed to God before 
doing this. This ia how 1 am living. I 
bid you all goodbye.”

Kells and Myrtle .Shepard were mar­
ried about a year ago and went to live 
with her mother, Mrs. Adam Shepard, 
at No. 432 Main street. The girl was 
only seventeen and pretty. For a time 
they were very happy. But it is said 
that the attention she received turned 
brr bead, and she grew weary of her 
husband.

About a week ago she left him and 
went to work as waitress m a Fall* 
Street restaurant. Time and again he 
went to her and begged her to return, 
but she spurned his attentions. Early 
to-night she went to the house to gath­
er a few trinkets she had left behind. 
Again the young husband pleaded witt 
lier. But she was obdurate.

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BUND TOM DEAD;
A FAMED PIANIST.

PLAYED IN HAMILTON AND 
CREATED A FURORE HERE.

Was a Musician From Childhood; Men­
tally Weak, But Thrilled Immense 
Audiences AU Over World.

New York, June 16.—Blind Tom, 
the famous negro musician,/marvel of 
three generations of playgoers, died 
in Hoboken, N.J., where he had been 
living for years in retirement and sub­
sisting on charity. He was born a 
slave, near Columbus, Georgia, on 
May 26, 1849.

Of late years he had relapsed into a 
state of almost complete mental tor­
por.

While he was always known as 
“Blind Tom,” Thomas Wiggins was 
never totally blind, and could always 
distinguish between light and dark. 
Mentally, he was never much better 
than an imbecile, and those who saw 
him on his first concert, tours, nearly 
a half century ago, will remember 
that he would always stand up from 

, the piano and clap his hands with the 
audience, which was applauding his 
remarkable skill. This was a trick 
which he retained as long as he ap­
peared in public.

Three weeks ago, as he sat before 
his piano, in this home of Mrs. Eliza 
B. 'Lerche, the widow of his old mas- 

' ter, at No. 60 Twelfth street, Hoboken, 
singing the old melodies with which 
he had thrilled great audiences before 

; the civil war, he suddenly stopped 
and fell paralyzed.

But Tom couldn't understand that 
he was different, and soon went back 
to his piano. When he found that his 
right hand could not strike the keys 
he said, with his voice quivering, 
“Tom’s fingers won’t play.”

Again and again he tried. Finally, 
when he realized it was useless his 
big blind eyes filled with teprs and 
he wept like a child. Each' day he 
returned to the piano and with his 
left hand started some favorite piece.

Last Saturday night Tom went to 
his piano again and began softly his 
old lullaby, “Down on the Suwanee 
River,” but his voice broke. Sobbing, 
he rose and said: “I’m done; all 
gone, missus.”

The next she heard was a faint cry 
and a thump near the bathroom door. 
He had dropped dead from a second 
shock.

Back in the slave days, when he 
was but two years old and clothed 

. only in an old shirt, he sat beneath 
the window of his first master, Gen.

. James Bethune, a Georgia planter, 
and heard the sound of a piano. 
Thrilled, he crawled trembling up the 
steps into the parlor where the music

v -'Xjjen. Bethune saw how apt the child 
"Was, and said. “The child is music- 
crazy. Poor little thing.” Then he 
placed him before the piano and let 
him strike the keys. To his utter 
astonishment the child, after hitting 
the keys, clumsily for a few minutes, 
began to play slowly with one finger 
the air he had just heard.

Gen. Bethune immediately began to 
educate him, and from that day until 
the time of his first stroke he had

flayed eight hours nearly every clay, 
n 1856 when he was eight, his master 
toured the country with him and 

later went to Europe. Over $200,000 
was realized during this tour. Young 
Bethune then took him and with his 
earnings, it is said, established a val­
uable racing stable. Upon his death 
his widow, who later married Albert 
T. Lerche, a lawyer, managed his con-

Blind Tom made several Canadian 
tours and played in the old Mechan­
ics’ Institute Hall here a number of 
times in the early 70’s. He created 
a furore here on tiis first visit.

Legacy.

Over 
fifteen years ago he relinquished his pro­
fession and has devoted his time to im­
proving his realties, which have been 
greatly enhanced in value. Mrs. Mc­
Gill, who was a Miss Kyle, of Port Hope, 
survives her husband, and by the law 
of thé United States inherits half of 
her husband’s estate. His will has bepn 
probated, and there is great curiosity 
here to learn the araoirtit of Bowman- 
ville’s bequest.

In the city last night it was rumored 
that the legacy left to Bowmanville was 
in the neighborhood of a million dol­
lars, but no one could be found to verifv
this.

MAKE FOR PEACE
Pm-Anglican Conference Listen* 

to British Premier.

London, June 15.—The Pan-Anglican 
Conference, arrangements for the hold­
ing of which have been in progress six 
years, opened to-day with services in 
Westminster Abbey. There was an 
immense congregation, including clergy­
men from ail parts of the world aud 
many women.

The Pilgrim Society to-night gave 
a dinner in honor of the members of the 
conference at the Savoy Hotel. Lord 
Curzon jointly toasted the King and 
President Roosevelt. Prime Minister 
Asquith, who was a guest, humorously 
deaared that he meant to seize the op­
portunity of preaching to preachers, de­
livered a sermon upon the text: “What 
are the churches doing to help fulfil their 
prayers for the bestowal upon the na­
tions of amity, peace and concord ?” lie 
said it almost seemed that the only spe­
cific agaiust war on which the Christian 
nations of the world were all agreed 
was the incessant multiplicity oi in­
struments of destruction. .Neverthe­
less, he thought he could discern be­
neath this disheartening spectacle a 
silent movement of pacifying forces, 
which did not refer merely to an in­
crease of treaties and ententes, but to 

growing disposition of the peoples 
to know and understand one another 
better. Patriotism used to be based 
upon reciprocal ignorance and con­
tempt. liis own conception of Ameri­
cans when he was a bvv was largely 
based on “Martin Chuzzlewit,” and 
“Uncle Tom’s Cabin.’ ’ No elementary 
schoolboy now had such a perverted 
image of the Americans. Similar 
changes in views had taken place in 
regard to other nations, but the work 
was still incomplete and it ought to 
appeal strongly to the Pan-Anglican 
Congress. It was the mission of the 
Church not only to set men free, but to 
bind them together, and he strongly urg­
ed her to make efforts to diminish the 
greatest scourge threatening the unity 
and progress of mankind.

CANNIBALISM.
ANOTHER BODY FOUND, THIS TIME 

NEAR COBALT.

Guide Was the First Victim—Left for 
Hunting Trip, With Two Compan­
ions, and Remains Were Found Badly 
Mutilated.

Montreal, June 15.—Chief K. P. Mc- 
Caskill, of the Quebec Provincial police, 
to-day gave ont what meagre details, are 
to hand, of what he believes to be an­
other murder, and in which cannibalism 
was present. Late in the month of May 
it was reported to the department that 
an Indian had found the body of a guide 
named Lemieux back in the northern 

country. Its appearance indicated that 
a murder had been committed, for the 
body was hacked up as if with an axe, 
while the kidneys and liver bad been re­
moved, and the fleshy part of the le£s 
cut away.

In September last, Lemieux, with two 
Frenchmen or Belgians, named Gousett 
and Bernard, started out from Lake St. 
John on a hunting trip, but up to the 
time of the report of the finding of Le- 
mieux's body nothing had been heard 
from them. Immediately upon the re­
ceipt of this news, Mr. McCaskill started 
men back into the northern wilds to fer­
ret out what they could about the case, 
but up to the present no further details 
hare come to light.

On Saturday a report came from Co­
balt that the body of a Belgian had 
been found cut to pieces in that district. 
To-day Mr. McCaskill said that there 
might be some connection between the 
two cases, and that he had despatched a 
man to Cobalt to work back from there. 
He figures that the two men who were 
with Jjemieux could have crossed the 
country towards Cobalt, as it was well 
watered all the way. As regards a mo­
tive for the murder of Lemieux. Chief 
McCaskill says that it looks as if they 
had run out of provisions and were 
starving, and that Gousett and Bernard 
had taken this means of sustaining life. 
The department had been endeavoring 
to find these men. and had kept the case 
under cover, but now that it had become 
the talk of the I^ke St. John district,

CRIMINAL CASES.
Very Old Mai Acquitted if Charge 

of Theft.
