Daughter of Thomas Power Had 
a Narrow Escape.

Tommy Power, of the Mansion Hotel, 
his wife and several children went to 
the Beach yesterday afternoon for a 
family picnic, and it came near haring 
a fatal ending. Eleanor Power, a little 
daughter, waded into the lake and fell 
in a faint. There was quite a strong 
sea running and before the alarm of the 
other children was answered by the 
father, the girl had been carried out 30 
or 40 feet. Mr. Power ran into the wa­
ter almost up to his neck, not waiting 
to remove even his coat, and rescued 
her. She was unconscious for some time.

Disgraceful Scenes as Result of an Advertising Scheme Being Perpe­
trated In Hamilton—Many Complaints Made.

A number of young fellows who par­
ade the uptown streets every evening, 

making insulting remarks at ladies and 
generally conducting themselves as fresh 
young loafers do. last night took advan­
tage of the presence in the city of a

Dolly Dimples, to accost a dumber of 

•respectable women and cause them 

much annoyance. On King street, near 
the Post Office, a young woman was 
surrounded and so badly used that her 
blouse . was torn to pieces.

Further west on King street, a lady 
living in the southwest, who had never 
heard of the fake that is being worked, 
was accosted. She tried to get away, 
but was jostled along to James, down 
James street and into an alley A large 
crowd surrounded her and a policeman 
had difficulty in getting to the rescue.

On Rebecca street another young wo­
man was attacked, but made her escape 
into a store between James and Hugh- 
son streets, with her assailants follow­
ing. So serious did the affair look that 
the proprietor of the place found it ad­
visable to go out and warn the crowd

dleton had an unpleasant experience. 
They saw a great crowd of young fel­

low» with a young woman cornered in a 
doorway, and a lot more young fellows 
molesting three other young womeh near 
by. The Sheriff called out to the fel­
lows to stop it, whereupon a lot of them 
wheeled around and set upon the Sher­
iff’s buggy, crying out, “Now we have 
her 1” Mr. Middleton used his whip vig­
orously, but a crowd followed his rig 
to King street, shouting and apparently 
out for trouble.

Crown Attomev Washington express­
ed the opinion this morning that the po­
lice should have arrested some of the 
young men responsible for these dis­
graceful scenes. He said he intended to 
have the thing looked into, and added 
that if the trouble arose again numerous 
arrests would be made.

Joseph Gower Got Beyond His Depth While 
Swimming in the Bay This Morning.

While swimming in the bay near the 
old power house east of the foot of 
James street this morning. Joseph Gow­
er, an eight-vear-old lad living with his 
widowed mother at 470 MacXab street 
north, got beyond his depth and was 
drowned. The deceased, in company 
with his brother Charles, went to the 
bay front shortly after 0 o'clock this 
morning, and had been swimming around 
in the shallow water for about three- 
quarters of an hour when the accident 
occurred. The little fellow had appar­
ently overestimated his powers as a 
swimmer, and had tried to swim a long­
er distance than he was capable of. His 
brother saw him struggle in the water, 
but before he could get to his aid the 
unfortunate lad had sunk from sight. 
Charles, who is about seven years old, 
was po terrified that he became almost 
frantic. He ran to the office of the 
Hamilton Steamboat. Company, but was 
in such w state of nervousness that it 
was some time before he could tell what 
had happened. It was finally learned 
that his brother had been drowned, and 
the steamboat, employees turned out at 
once to try to save the hoy or recover 
the remains.

OBJECT TO 
THE CUSTOM.

Toronto Storekeepers Distribute 
Bills Around Hamilton

And Local Merchants Want Stop 
Put to It.

G. T. R. Must Protect Welling­
ton Street All the Time.

Prominent retail merchants here, prin­
cipally the owners of the large dry goods 
stores, have complained at the City Hall 
about Toronto department stores being 
permitted to circulate advertising dodg­
ers around the city. They say that on 
the Wednesday half holidays, with tho 
boats running special excursions, and 
the Toronto stores advertising special 
bargains, a lot of money, which other­
wise would be spent in Hamilton, is 
taken out of the city. They have ap­
pealed to the city officials to take some 
action to stop it.

City Solicitor Waddell to day was no­
tified that the Dominion Railway Com­
mission -had passed an order compelling 
the Grand Trunk to keep a watchman at 
the Wellington street crossing over the 
main line, day and night. The company 
has a watchman, who operates the gates 
during the day time, hut it has been 
left unprotected during the night. The 
city’s agreement with the company calls 
for a watchman at the crossing at nil 
hours, whenever it is shown that, this is 
necessary. The Board has decided that 
the traffic now demands it. The railway 
company will have to pay all the costs.

The Ijondon papers speak very appre­
ciatively of the Hamilton Mountain 
Sanatorium, which was visited the other 
day by a deputation from the London 
Health Association.

The London Council is trying to ar­
range a meeting with the Hydro-Elec­
tric Commission in Toronto on Tuesday 
to discuss the whole power situation.

LECTURED
MAGISTRATE,

But Hotel Proprietor Lost Case 
on Second Trial.

Young Lawyer Defended Man 
Who Had Pleaded Guilty.

William Gibbens A ppears to be In 
a Bad Way.

The reopened case of A. L. Kline, pro­
prietor of the Brant House>_jevho wai 
charged with refusing to pay K^ite Stev­
ens $16 wages, was tried by Magistrate 
•leiIV at the Police Court this morning. 
When it was up a week ago the defend­
ant did not appear, and His Worship 
gave judgment for the amount. On 
Wednesday Mr. Kline asked to have the 
case reopened, as he was out of town 
when it was tried. The Magistrate con­
sented, and had the witnesses summon­
ed to appear again this morning. The 
complainant testified that she had been 
discharged without reason or notice, and 
when she asked the defendant for her 
month’s salary he refused to give it, 
she said.

"Didn't you refuse to do the work the 
housekeeper asked you to do?’’ ques­
tioned Mr. Kline.

"I refused to coiint the linen, liecause 
that is not my duty as a housemaid. 
The housekeeper should do that,’’ re­
plied the witness.

Mr. Kline then attempted to show 
that it was her duty to do whatever she 
was told. He called the assistant man­
ager of the hotel, Mr. Cleary, to testify 
as to how many guests there were in 
tin* hotel at the time. Mr. Cleary said 
there were only two.

Miss Stevens disputed this testimony 
by saying that the races were on at the 
time, and the house was full.

The defendant went into the box and 
began a dramatic plea about hotel pro­
prietors lieing at the mercy of their em­
ployees. and finally demanding that the 
Magistrate make an example of the 
complainant and dismiss the charge.

The Magistrate, however, did not see 
things that way. and told Mr. Kline 
that he had said nothing which disputed 
the testimony of the complainant. He 
began to give his reasons for this opin­
ion. hut Mr. Kline kept continually 
“butting in" until His Worship grew 
disgusted and said :

“I was going to give my reasons for 
giving judgment in this case, but -since 
you interrupt me every time I am only 
going to tell you that you will have to 
pay it.”

“Then T'll appeal the case, your Hon­
or,” said Kline.

A legal light, in embryo, made a ra­
ther ludicrous mistake in court this 
morning. His client. Percy Stride, 4.84 
Mac Nab street, north, was charged with 
assaulting Annie Stride. He pleaded 
guilty, but in such a low tone that neith­
er his counsel nor the Magistrate heard 
him. Thinking that he had pleaded not 
guilty. His Worship proceeded to take 
the evidence. The complainant testified, 
hut ns two of the witnesses had not 
shewn up the ease was postponed for a 
few minutes. After nil the other court 
business had been disposed of it was 
called again, but the missing witnesses 
were still out.

“We had better adjourn this case until 
to-morrow,” said the bench.

This hint was taken and the principals 
began to leave the court room, when 
Sergt. Pinch told the magistrate that 
the defendant had pleaded guilty.

"Pleaded guilty, did lie? Then I’ll 
fine him $5 and finish the case." Turn­
ing to the reporters he said: “Think of 
a lawyer defending a man who had 
pleaded guilty!"

The magistrate’s 
questions elicited no replies from him 
hut that he was sick.

"He was afrajd that some one was. 
trying to poison him, and would not 
eat." said a witness.

"Well, take him down to the jail for 
three days, and we will see what the 
doctors have to say.” said his worship.

John Crossover, whose name appears 
on the Indian list, would not tell where 
lie got his liquor when he was arraigned 
yesterday. The magistrate remanded 
him for a week to see if that would have 
any effect. It apparently had, as this 
morning a message was ‘sent from the 
jail, saving Qiat Crossover was willing 
and anxious to tell.

Synopsis of Canadian Nortn- 
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old. may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Aeency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of lntendtne hvmeeteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cu'tivatlon of the land in ,-ach of three years. 
A homesteader may dve within nine miles of

STREET CARS
Made Wholly of Steel; Trial to be 

Given in Chicago.

The Chicago Railways Company is con­
ducting an experiment in building street 
cars entirely of steel that is interesting 
the street railway men throughout the 
country.

Fifty of these a LI steel cars are about 
to be put into service. The first ones 
received from the builders are now at 
the shops being fitted and fUnsh-d. They 
arc all steel in reality, and not a piece of 
wood is used in them excepting a wo.-d- 
e l strip on the stop, wooden lumd grips 
for mounting, a running board on lop 
for the trolley bases, and the doors, 
which will probably be made of steed 
in hte future. Steel ia used even for the 
window saches, frame work of the cane 
seats, and the panel finishing at the sides

The building of this lot of steel cars 
was recommended by the board of super­
vising engineers, of which Bion J. Arnold 
is chief engineer.

CHOICE FROM THREE THINGS.
The increasing scarcity of good wood 

is an important factor in dep-rmining the 
economy in the use of steel cars in place 
of those in which wood is used.

First, the cse of good wood in building 
cars, which, at the increasing cost of tim-

hipe gives a very dressy effect. Ex­
treme «harp points and very low cutting 
of the points are no longer proper or in 
good taste.
TROUSERS PULL AND STRAIGHT.

In trousers the tendency is to cut 
them quite full and straight. The jxig 
top idea has lo-st it* popularity for t.he 
time. This style accords well with the 
lines of coat and vest in giving a 
straight lined effect that is very attrac­
tive. But when the coat is cut with a 
more flaring skirt the trousers are made 
narrower. This is explained by good 
cutters as being necessary to offset the 
effect, on a email waist which a coat of 
this kind gives.

Turned up trousers are more popular 
than ever. < It is coming to lx* generally 
acknowledged since the practice of 
wearing trousers long enough to break 
over the shoes was abandoned and short 
enough instead to hang perfectly 
straight tiiat the cuffs help the hang of 
the trousers by adding a necessary small 
amount of weight. They also lie better 
over the shoes and maintain neater lines 
than the ordinary style.

al»ove the lowest, vest button to the l>ot- 
tom at the side of the tkigh. The curve 
is maintained upward as well by means 
of long rolling lapels which make more 
tlvan two buttons unnecessary. These 
lapels are rather inclined to be broad 
and are notched high up in such a man­
ner that both lines of t.he notch are ex­
actly at right angles, and the top lines 
on cither side are in a straight line with 
each other, and also with a point on the 
shirt front about one inch below the col­
lar button.

The lapels should roll back well and 
display the vest very fully. The coat 
ehoiUd fit very closely around the waist 
and over the hips.

SIMPLICITY THE AIM.
Braided coats are not much worn now. 

Simplicity is the general tone. The style 
is wholly devised from the neat, clean 
cutting and well tailored finish. The 
vest* to go with a morning coat may be 
either single or double breaeted, al­
though the former are by far the more 
popular. Single breasted vests are. when 
worn with a morning coat, made with 
lapels notched like the coat. The new­
est opening is a distinct V and is cut me­
dium low, hut never more than a tthird 
of tlie distance from the bottom of the 
garment to the collar button.

For trousers the straight effect. 3* 
moat correct. A rather full style is also 
popular, and some wear tturned up cuffs. 
This work* very well with some trouser

ber, will soon make the cost of the car 
more than that of a steel car. Second, 
the use of cheaper or inferior wood in 
order to keep down the cost of construc­
tion to the present standard, but which 
would hasten deterioration and deprecia­
tion. Third, to build cars of steel entire­
ly, which would cost but a small percent­
age more than a good type of car, such 
as the type the railways have put into 
service during the last rear, with the 
expectation that the increased cost 
would be offset bv increased length of 
service, lower maintenance, and in the 
saving of power that could he accom­
plished by decreasing the weight of the 
cars and thus decreasing tlhe total load.

To decrease the weight of a car is an 
important economic factor, and it has 
been found that steel cars can be built 
lighter than cars with wood used in the 
construction. On the steel ears now be­
ing put into service it is estimated that 
a saving of about 1,000 pounds per car 
will he obtained. They will wengh ap­
proximately 52.000 pounds each. It is 
the constant aim of the operating de- 

j part ment to keep down the weight of all 
! ear apparat us and equipment if it can 

done without decreasing the effi­
ciency and durability or increasing the 
cost of maintenance.

The necessity of this will be appreciat­
ed when it is understood that the cost 
of power alone for operating the cars is 
estimated at about 5 cents per pound 
per year. Consequently, if the weight 
of each car is reduced by 1.000 to 1.200 
pounds, there would be a saving of frbm 
$50 to $60 per year for each car. If 
-there were 1.000 cars, and each of the 
companies operating in (liicago have 
many more, the total saving per year 
would be from $50,000 to $60,000 per 
year on power alone.
GREATER SAFETY IN NEW CARS.

It is expected that steel cars will pro­
vide a greater degree of safety to the 
public on surface lines. In case of a col­
lision or derailment there will be no 
smash-up. Often in collision* the side 
of the car is smashed in or the tongue 
of a wagon penetrates into its interior, 
and the occupants are injured by splin­
ters and broken pieces of wood. . Such 
accidents cannot happen with cars made 
of steel.

The sanitary conditions will undoubt­
edly be better in the steel cars. The lit­
tle* pieces of molding and other similar 
dust-catching nooks and corners are 
eliminated. The floor is made of n com­
position material that is fireproof and 
that will not absorb impurities. Tlie 
whole interior can be washed, scrubbed 
and cleansed more thoroughly than can

Proposed S'rike.

London. July 16.—The Miners’ Confed­
eration of Great Britain, after a pro­
longed meeting, has decided in favor of 
balloting itsn million members as to 
whether or not a national strike shall 
be declared in support of the -Scottish 
miners, who are resisting a wage reduv, 
tion of sixpence a day. The ballot will 
not be completed before July 27, and 
the executive committee of the confed­
eration will meet July 28 to take action 
or the result. The present feeling seems 
to be in favor of the stoppage of all 
mines, a condition which would entail 
practically the complete paralyzation 
of British industry. In view of the con 
sequent expected shortage in the coal 
supply, many factories already have 
served notice to their employees of the 
termination of contracts.

TO KILL HER.

Evelyn Siyi Thaw Made the Threat 
—She fa Afraid.

•Declare» the Thaw Family Hat Not 
Treated Her Right.

Anthony Comstock Among Witnesses 
Who Believe Thaw Sane.

White Plains, July 15.—Harry K. 
Thaw’s wife, formerly the chorus girl, 
Evelyn Nesbit, went on the stand here 
to-day and gave damaging testimony 
against him. It- was the strongest point 

1 scored so fflr .by the State in its fight 
to keep Thaw in the asylum for the 
criminal insane at Ma.ttea.wan,

When to-day’s session wa-s over, ad­
journment was taken until July 2d.

For three da.vs the State had been 
: trying to bring out that Thaw threat­
ened nis wife’s life on one of her visits 
to Mattes wan, as tending to show his 
irrationality. Blocked at first by ob­

jections which were sustained by the 
court, Thaw's attorney at last failed to 
show that the alleged conversation at 

i Motteawan was confidential, aa bet ween 
man and wife, and when Evelyn Thaw 
took the witness chair this afternoon, 
her lips were unsealed.

And she told, as if in fear, what 
.Thaw’s lawyer has sought most t.o keep 
back, of alleged threat to take her 
life if ht *Te released from the asy-

Whether assumed or not. she express­
ed fear while testifying. She was quot­
ed afterward as =-aying that she had 

‘testified because of the treatment she 
had received at the hands of the Thaw 
family, but on the stand she apparent­
ly struggled hard not to tell, and when 
compelled to do so by the court, she 
obeyed reluctantly and tearfully.

Deputy Attorney-Generay Clary asked

“Did Harry K. Thaw at any time say 
this to you. nr this in substance, ‘I 
shall have to kill you when I get out 
of here1?"’ ,

APPEALED TO THE COURT.
,\i rs. Thaw appealed to the court and 

tagged Justice Mills not to make her 
answer the question. With tears in her 
eyes Mrs. Thaw said:

"1 do not want to answer that ques­
tion. It places me in a terrible position. 
Mv husband will refuse to support mu 
the minute I answer it, and 1 will incur 
his everlasting enmity. 1 know it. I 
am very much afraid to answer it.

"I do not care how he has treated mv,
I am still married to him and I do not 
want to answer it."

Justice Mills instructed the witness to 
answer, and she did, with a long sigh :

“Yes, he did."
“What .were his exact words'?” de­

manded f\r. Clark.
“He said. ‘When 1 get. out of here I 

suppose 1 will have to kill y mi.’ ”
“Why did he sW that?"
“We were discussing his mental con­

dition. T had asked him *.hat he meant, 
and he said: ‘You know I was not crazy 
on the night that I shot White.’ f ask­
ed him again, and he said, ‘You know 
that I missed White, by two minutes on 
the day before.’ ”

Thaw and his counsel were not un­
prepared for this testimony. Immedi­
ately after EvclC" Thaw had voiced the 
quotation. Mr. >._jD*ehauscr, counsel for 
Thaw, had the witness identify four 
letters which Thaw pulled out of his 
pocket, as having been written bv her to 
him since his imprisonment, after the 
shooting of Stanford White. These, 
marked for identification before the 
court, will tear the unfavorable pre­
sumption of Evelyn Thaw’s testimony 
to* tatters when they are snhmitted in 
evidence, said the counsel for the r«da-

THAW DENIES IT.
1 haw. when asked about his wife's 

testimony after court, said he was not 
surprised at her attitude, but he em­
phatically denied that lie had ever 
threatened her life.

“It is very plain to everyone that her 
story is not true,” he said. “I never 
threatened to kill her. First she says 
one thing and then another."

“Is it true that you made an attempt 
on White's life on "the day before the 
homicide was committed'.’" he was ask­
ed.

"If I had, you would have learned it 
before this," replied Thaw.

Exelvn Thaw on the stand gave a fa­
miliar Thaw trial touch to the proceed­
ings as did some of the other testi­
mony. dragging out the unsavory do 
tails concerning Stanford White. Dr. 
Adolph Meyer, of the New York State 
lunacy commmission, testified that he 
had talked xx-ith Thaw in regard to the 
reasons which led him to shoot Stanford 
White, principally the seduction of 
young girls, which Thaw said was car­
ried on by White.

THAW SANK. SAYS COMSTOCK.
Anthony Comstock, President of the 

Nfa>\v York Society for the Suppression 
of Vice, told of his efforts to assist 
Thaw in getting sufficient evidence of 
White's practices to prosecute him 
eriminally. Up to xvithin a day or two 
of the tragedy he had seen Thaw and 
obtained data from him in regard to 
White’s conduct. He was of the opin­
ion that Thaw was sane.

Other xvitnesses told of their experi­
ences with Thaw when he appeared 
su ne. Three more wit nesses beside 
Thaxv himself were to testify, but the 
long adjournment was taken in order 
that both sides may study the evidence 
given at Thaxv's two trials for the mur­
der. It has been decided to do away 
with a physical examination of Thaw 
by the state’s alienists and confine the 
Insanity tests by the experts to the 
mental examination of Thaw as a wit-

Before leaxing for New York to-night, 
Evelyn Thaxv discussed her testimony 
to-dav. somewhat at variance to her at­
titude on the stand.

REVENGEFUL FEMALE.
“If the Thaw family had done the 

right thing by me I would never have 
taken the stand to testify against my 
lnisband,” she said. “But they would 
not guarantee me the alloxvanee f ack- 
ed for when the annulment proceedings 
were begun. IMhey had done that, I 
would have been far away from here to- 
da) and Harry would have a better 
chance of getting his liberty.

“I don’t know what f shall do novr. 
I must go out and get a living somehow. 
I can't go back to the stage. My notor­
iety would prohibit that. 1 may try to 
get work as a model. I can do it, too, 1 
am sure.

"If I had not been compelled T would 
never have testified against Mr. Thaw. 
But when my husband cut my allow­
ance to $70 a week and $200 a month he 
left me with many debts on my hands. 
I used my allowance to clear off my 
dobfca. My studio costs $79 a month and

I have to buy food and clothes and the 
money I get is not more than enough 
to get along on.

"The questionable fame of this trial 
will follow me wherever 1 may go for 
years and I am living as cheaply as I 
can. I am Harry Thaw’s wife, but I 
pay the rent.

“T don’t know whether or not my 
husband will harm me if he is released. 
He made one threat, though, and that 
hao terrified me."

“Do you think he is insane?” she was

“I cannot answer that,” she replied, 
“I don’t want to.”

HARPER CASE.
Presblery Committee Had an In­

vestigation Yesterday.

At the last meeting of th§ Presbytery 
of Hamilton, held in this city ten days 
ago, a committee, composed of Sir Tho­
mas Taylor, Hamilton ; Rev. John 
Young, Hamilton ; Rev. Dr. George H. 
Smith, St. Catharines: Rev. J. D. Cun­
ningham, Welland, and J. K. Black, St. 
Catharines, was appointed to inxrestigate 
reports xvhich have been in circulation 
detrimental to the pastor of Drummoud 
Hill Presbyterian Church, Rev. F. C. 
Harper, who is also Grand Chaplain of 
the Masonic Grand Lodge of Canada. 
The rumors were so auuoying to Rev. 
Mr. Harper that he was instrumental 
in having the investigation instituted.

The committee met yesterday at the 
church, Niagara Falls.* For some time 
gossip has connected the name of the 
pastor with that of a prominent society 
woman whose husband is in Manitoba, 
and a congregational meeting, at which 
Mr. Harper presided on June 28th, pass­
ed the following resolution : "‘Inasmuch 
as certain conditions exist in the congre­
gation at present seriously affecting the 
xvelfare of the cause of Christ, this meet­
ing hereby requests the session to re­
quest the Presbytery of Hamilton to 
send a committee to investigate the 
aforesaid conditions and advise some 
course of action.”

Allegations are made by the dis­
satisfied members of the church that 
Mr. Harper a calls upon the w^lan in 
the case have been altogether too fre­
quent, while he declares that thev were 
actuated by a lceln.g of friendship 
alone. He says that the lady has been 
very kind to him and that lier interest 
in the church affairs alone necessitated 
frequent visits from him. lie asked for 
the fullest investigation, knowing that 
his true position could only be made 
known by a complete delving into the 
facts and the exposing of the scandalous 
statements as such. He said that he had 
been advised to resign by his phvsieian 
on account of ill-health, but would not 
do so until the present matter was clear­
ed up and himself and the woman whose 
name is linked with his vindicated. He 
paid that he felt deeply the position in 
which he was placed, "through no fault 
of his or of the woman.

BUILDING FALLS; 
SEVEN KILLED.

DISASTROUS COLLAPSE OF A 
BUILDING IN PHILADELPHIA.

Five-Storey Structure in Process of 
Erection Becomes a Mass of 
Ruins, Burying Laborers and In­
juring Pedestrians.

Philadelphia, July 15.—The five-storey 
building at the northeast corner of Elev­
enth and Market streets collapsed at If- 

15 this afternoon, burying workmen who 
were employed in the construction works 
hi the ruins, and injuring many men 
and women who xvere passing along the 
sidewalks. The entire Market street end 
of the building fell, aul became a mass 
of timper, brick and twisted steel. Of 
the workmen, seven xvere killed, one is 
missing, one is mortally hurt, and twen­
ty-four are more or less seriously injur­
ed. in all thirty-three were buried for 
a time in the ruins.

All the lower portion of the building, 
which was being remodelled for the Un­
ited Gas Improvement Company, had 
been cut away, the weight ol the upper 
stories being supported by heavy beams.

A huge girder that was being slowly 
hauled into the building struck one of 
these timbers, knocking it from its pos­
ition. The l'est of the supports were not 
strong enough to carry the weight, aud 
the sides and front of the building fell, 
carrying everything away with it.

Hundreds fo citizens secured ropes 
tied to timbers, and helped drag them 
into the street.

When the men first began to dig in 
the ruins, a little woman crawled 
through a hole in the wall and entered 
the cellar of the building at the risk 
of her life. She groped beneath the tons 
of wreckage that was held by the first 
floor of the building, until she reached 
the side of one of the workmen. He was 
dead. Crawling along still further, she 
found a man. still living, though uncon­
scious. Climbing hack the way she came, 
she called for aid, and was lifted to the

At 1.20 o’clock, owing to the cour­
age of Mrs. Simon, a Red Cross nurse, 
five men had been carried to the 
street and rushed to a nearby hos­
pital in ambulances. Again and again 
the plucky nurse was cheered by the 
crowd. She did not cease her labors un­
til the xvork of rescue was over.

A patrol was hurried to a hospital 
to obtain apparatus for administering 
oxygen. Upon the arrival of the ap­
paratus t#e surgeons climbed as near 
as possible to the bodies in view and 
attempted to administer oxygen.

By this means a physician kept a man 
held down by a beam alive for an hour. 
Finally the beam that held him down 
xvas sawed in txvo and he was released. 
Painfullv standing up. the man said : 
‘ Urn still on the job. bovs.” Another 
physician kept a negro alive by the 
same means. He was dying, howex-er. 
and asked for a priest, who administered 
extreme junction. The negro died sodn 
ifter.

Four bodies have been recovered. Miss 
Gertrude Ankers was a teacher at 

I Brownsville, on tbe-opposite side of the 
I Fraser. The picnic to Aliceville was or­

ganized by her for the pupils. The 
younger children were accompanied by 
their older brothers and eisiters. At low 
tide four children waded in, hand in 
hand. The fifth, Annie Murphy, sitting 
on the shore, rushed in to assist. All 
were drowned in sight of their young 
relatives. Boys put out in a boat. Miss 
Ankers’ body came to the surface. She 
xvas xrearing swimming wings. It is 
thought the others held her down, or 
she died in attempting to save them.

Messengers were sent to Port’Moody, 
and word telephoned to New Westmin­
ster police.

Miss Buck was a daughter of the Do­
minion fire ranger at Timberlaud, and 
Mirs Paulsen a daughter of the Timber- 
land postmaster.

HOW BERLIN FIRM IS SAID TO 

HAVE MANAGED THINGS.

.Witness Makes Some Remarkable 
| Statements — Allegation is That 

There Were Several Bankruptcies 
and Fraudulent Means Afterwards 

! Adopted to Obtain Goods from To­
ronto Firms.

H Toronto, July 16.--"l have heard many 
I fllttreordinarv stories in this court, but 

j'^hia is the most extraordinary one I 
; ihave ever heard,’* exclaimed Magistrate 
: Kingsford in the police court yesterday 

•fcfc the conclusion of a etory told by Mr. 
;JL G. Baillie, of West Toronto, the 

i principal Crown witness in a conspiracy 
trial against Messrs. A. O. Bochmer and 
C. M. McCarthy, of Berlin. Boehmer 
was arrested recently, hut the police 
have been unable to locate McCarthy. 

The case arises out of a recent 
lignment of the dry goods firm of 
1. Baillie & Co., of Berlin. The 

iusiness. which had changed hands 
frequently of late, was once known as 
Boehmer, Erb & Co., and was bought

• by Mr. Floyd Boehmer. a son of the 
i defendant, for $1,400.

, The Crown’s case is that the two 
defendants put through a bogus eale 
Of the business to R. G. Baillie. and 
on the representations that Baillie had 
paid over $7,000 for it. and had $3,000 
cash besides, induced several Toronto 
wholesalers to ship large consignments 
of goods to them.

The answer of the defence is that.
■ Mr. Baillie is romancing, and that the 
fcale was a genuine one. Cheques and 
Botes for the alleged sale have been 
produced, but Baillie says that these 
Are" worthless, and were only used in 
order to obtain credit. He told a long 
Story of acknowledged deception, and 
when twitted with having been merely 
an automaton, replied: “I am ashamed 
to say T was.”

Not the least startling feature of the 
evidence was the acknowledgment by 

' Mr. John Creighton, a Toronto barrister, 
that he had written several letters in 
the name of .1. A. Rogers, of Buffalo.

( boknowledging an indebtedness to Baillie 
of $3,000. and making repeated pro-

• mises to pay. These letters were shown
• to bankers in Berlin as evidence that. 

Baillie. had $3.000 coming to him. and 
credit was sought to l>e raised on it.

Boehmer’s investigation will lie re­
sumed next Wednesday.

R. G. BAILLIE’S STORY.
Mr. R. G. Baillie, who was called at 

the opening of the morning’s proceed­
ings. «id he was the man who had 
traded in Berlin under the name of 
R. G. Baillie & Co. He said he got 
into touch with it by answering an ad- 
▼ertieement in a Toronto paper for a 
manager for a dry goods business for 
a thriving western <>ntario, town. He 
was visited at his father's home in 
West Toronto by Mr. C. M. McCarthy, 
who offered to put a business in Berlin 
into his name. He was taken to the 
King Edward Hotel to meet Mr. A. O. 
Boehmer, and was appointed to the 
position at a salary of $15 per week, 

i :Mr. Baillie said he went to Berlin two 
days later with Mr. McCarthy, and was 
introduced to the store assistants and 
Mr. Flovd Boehmer. An agreement be-

• tween the parties was in readiness in 
the office, which witness said He signed. 
The agreement, dated February 1. 1909. 
was produced in court and filed as an 
exhibit. It set out that Mr. Floyd Boeh- 
mer was to sell the business to Baillie 
for $7,314.48,, $3,'000 l>eing in cash and 
the balance in notes. The notes and 
cheque purporting to be for the payments

. were in readiness, said the witness, and 
he merely signed them. Despite the 

f£grWm<'nt' witness said he did not look 
hipon himself as a purchaser, and was 
only to get a salary of $15 per week.

NO ACCOUNT TO MEET CHEyUK.
The cheque for $3.000 was drawn up­

on a Toronto bank in which Baillie said 
he had no account, and he had never 
been asked to pay it.

$aid, Mr. A. 0. Boehmer, Mr. Floyd 
Boehmer. Mr. C. M. McCarthy and him 
•elf.

Two sight drafts, one for $700 and 
one for $1.200 made payable to J. A.

Î Rogers, of West Chippawa (South Buf­
falo), and sigried by Baillie as "R. G. 
Baillie & Co..’’ were produced. Baillie 

. said he did not know Rogers and did not 
ptjCBOW why he signed them. Mr. A. O. 

Boehmer had brought them to him to | 
sign, and told him if any questions were 
asked to say that Rogers was n man 
who owed him $3.000, which he was un­
able to pay at the time, but that it 
would be paid by Rogers later on. Mr. 
A. 0. Boehmer, he said, gave him several 
letters purporting to come from Rogers, 
saying that he had not the $3.000. but 
would pay as soon as he could. Those 
letters were shown by Baillie to several 
bank managers at Mr. A. 0. Boehmer’s 
request.

“Did you ever know any man in Buf­
falo named J. A. Rogers?” inquired Mr. 
Kingsford.

. on the. dollar for $7,500, paying $3,000 
in cash and the balance in five notes,

. and that I had $3,000 due me from a 
v friend in Buffalo.”

. “And were you doing all this for them 
for $15 per week?” inquired Mr. Kings­
ford in surprise.

“I haven't even got the $15 a week. 
They never paid me,” replied the wit-

He told of visiting the warehouse of 
Robinson & Dale, Mr. A. O. Boehmer in­
troducing him, and telling the tale 
agreed upon. An account was opened 
and goods purchased. Next they went 
to Bradshaw’s, Mr. McCarthy introduc­
ing him and telling Mr. Bradshaw the 
•tory agreed upon. From there they 
visited Gordon, Maekay's. Moneypenny's 

- and 8. F. McKinnon’s. At each place 
Mr. McCarthy introduced him. and said 
Baillie had purchased the business of 
Flovd Boehmer for $7,500, paying $3,000 
cash and the rest in notes. Accounts

• -were opened at aome of the places, and 
- next day Baillie, at Boehmer’s instruc­
tion, went and bought goods. Later,-at 
Mr. A. 0. Boehmer’s order, he went to

. wholesale houses, making représenta 
. tions that the business cost him $9,750.

HOW BAILLIE MANAGED.
Asked by the Magistrate how he lived 

during his stay in .Berlin, if he received 
no wages, Bailrte said he drew $5 for 
his board and about $1 for pocket 
money from the cash each week. The 
books of the firm showed him to have 
received an average of $0.50 a week.

The signature of A. A. Pike on the 
back of the $1,200 draft, witness said, he 
knew nothing about, and denied having 
negotiated it with Mr. Pike.

“This is the most astounding story 
I have ever heard in this court, ami 1 
have heard many extraordinary ones,” 
remarked Mr. Kingsford at tue close 
of the witness’ story.

“1 am instructed that this naan is 
romancing,” said Mr. J. XV. Gurry, K. C., 
in rising to cross-examine..

He at once plunged the witness into 
a searching examination of hia busi 
ness history from his 13th year up. 
Baillie told of serving six different firms 
during a period of 35 years until he 
went to Berlin.

He denied having discussed the agree­
ment with Mr. Buultbee, the solicitor, 
who drew it up before signing it. He said 
he realized that under its tenus he be­
came the purchaser of the businese, but 
denied that he had hired Floyd Boehmer 
as his bookkeeper, or that he had <»pened 
the bank account in the finn’s name. 
The business, he said, was managed by- 
Mr. Floyd Boehmer. He admitted sign­
ing many cheques, but never knew what 
they were for.

ACTED AS OWNER.
"You exercised the right of owner­

ship when you assigned that business 
to Mr. Martin, didn’t you?” inquired

"1 did it at the request of the cred­
itors.’’ replied Baillie.

"But you exercised the privilege of 
ownership when you handed this buri- 
ne-i- over to Mr. Martin, didn’t von?"

"Vs. I did.”
“You want us to believe that you were

He said that had he been making a 
genuine bid for the business he would 
not have given nearly so much for it 
a- the agreement mentioned: $5.500
would have been a fair price for it.

Baillie admitted that the reason he 
practised economy was because he want­
ed to meet the notes, and he hoped to 
get the businesd in time.

"But how could you hope to evr 
pay the $3,000 cheque ?” inquired the 
Magistrate.

"Mr. Boehmer told me. ‘You do your 
part and leave the financing to me. 
You’ll never be railed upon to pay 
anything,’ and I believed him."
JOHN CREIGHTON WROTE LETTERS.

Mr. John Creighton, barrister, of To­
ronto. was called, and showed the “J. 
A. Rogers” letters. In a scarcely aud­
ible voice he admitted that they were 
in his handwriting.

“Do you know any man named J. A. 
Rogers, of Buffalo?” inquired Mr. Dew- 
art.

“No.”
"Then how did you L*ome to write

"Mr. McCarthy came to my office 
with Mr. Boehmer. and asked me to 
copy the letters. I asked Mr. Boehm?r 
if it was all right. amd*he said ‘yes,* so 
I copied them."

"Prior to that you didn’t know Mc­

"And you had known Bochmer for 

a long time, and done work for him?”
“Yes.”
“When Inspector Duncan saw you, 

did‘you tell him that the letters were 
dictated to you by Mr. A. O. Boehmer?"

This concluded the evidence for to­
day. The investigation will be re 
sumed on Wednesday next, when Mr. 
Baillie is to he again cross-examined 
about entries in the firm’s stock-book.

Roosevelt on a Bust

TYRRELL DEAD.
He Was Famous For His Modernist 

Sympathies.

London, July 15.—Father George 
Tyrrell, whose sympathies for the 
modernist movement in the Catholic 
Church caused him to withdraw from 
the Society of Jesus and brought him 
into conflict with the Vatican, died 
this morning, after an illness which 
began on July 6th. M. D. Petre, in 
whose house he died, states that the 
priest of the Diocese of Southwark 
was called in. because both M. Petre 
and Baron Friedrich Yon Hugel, one 
of his friends. were convinced that 
Father Tyrrell would wish to receive 
nil the rites of the Catholic Church. 
He apparently made a confession to 
this priest, and received a conditional 
absolution, the extreme unction usually 
administered in communion being out of 
the question owing to the absence of 
the powers of swallowing.

Father Tyrrell’s intimate friend. Abbe 
Rremond, was present at the end and 
had the opportunity in a moment of 
very clear consciousness the evening be­
fore his death of speaking to Father 
Tyrrell as to his accepting such confes­
sion as he could make by sign and giv­
ing him the last absolution.

WOMEN’S CLAIM.
Hive the Legs! Right to See the 

King.

London. July 15.—Secretary (dad- 
stone has written to the Women’s Free­
dom League informing them that he sub­
mitted to the King their petition asking 
for a personal audience, but that he 
could not advise his Majesty to grant it. 
If, however, the league would present a 
petition setting forth their grievance 
and plea for redress he would submit it 
to the King.

Mrs. Despard replied that the law en­
titled petitioners to a personal audience 
of the King, although custom had trans­
ferred the duty of receiving from the 
King to the Prime Minister. As the. lat 
ter refused to receive them, and as Mr. 
Gladstone used his own official position 
to shield the Prime Minister, there was 
no way out of the difficulty hut to in­
sist upon their legal right of seeing the 
King.

DRUNKEN DEBAUCH.
An Aged Women Found Dead in a 

Toronto Cottage.

Toronto, July 16.—As the result of a 
debauch lasting two days, Mrs. Cather­
ine Bruce was found dead yesterday af­
ternoon at the home of Mrs. Mary 
Rocks. 366 Lippincott street. The dead 
woman lived at 218 Albany avenue, and 
Mrs. Rocks, as well as her husbant^ are 
under arrest on n charge 
ness, but principally to l>e 
nesses.

It appears that the three were drink­
ing for some time, and that they went 
to the cottage on Lippincott street yes­
terday. They apparently all went to 
sleep in a drunken stupor, and when 
Mrs. Rocks awoke she tried to rouse the 
other woman, but could not. The police 
then came in, and the two people were 
placed under arrest. The doctor's exam­
ination revealed the fact that death was 
due to alcoholic poisoning.

To Extradite Diehn.
Chatham, July 15.—Crown Attorney 

Smith has wired the Los Angeles au­
thorities authorizing extradition pro­
ceedings against Fritz Diehm, alias 
Frank Chapman, arrested there in con­
nection with the theft of $1,575 from 
Sovereign Bank Messenger McArthur 
two years ago. Diehn’s wife is wealthy, 
and will fight extradition to the limit.

ON HAYFORK.
Young Farmer in Dunn Township 

Rilled in a Painful Manner.

Dunnville, July 15.—An accident oc­
curred on a faim in Dunn Township, 
four miles west of Dunnville, on the Riv­
er road, when Aaron Anger, about' 25 
years old, was impaled on a three-tine 
hayfork, and died almost instantly, 
about 6 o’clock.

The unfortunate young man, «along 
with his nephew, Arthur Anger, and 
Harry Dickson, were drawing in a load 
of hay. Part of the load slid off, and 
Anger and a fork went with it. The 
handle of the fork struck the ground 
first, and before it could turn Anger 
alighted on the upturned tines with his 
full weight. Entering over the heart 
and under the left arm, the tines pene­
trated the lungs and heart five inches.

At his request his companions pulled 
the fork out. and, with blood gushing 
from his nostrils, he died without utter­
ing another word.

INJURED IN HAY FIELD.

Son of Kent Farmer Found Uncon­
scious and Head Gashed.

Chatham, Ont., July 15.—Lloyd Ross, 
son of \Ym. Ross, of the communication 
road near Blenheim, met with a serious 
accident while working a hay rake in a 
field on his father’s farm. When found 
he was lying on the ground in an un­
conscious condition. The team and rake 
were found a short distance away. The 
cause of the accident is unknown, as 
young Ross has not recovered conscious­
ness. It is thought he will recover. 
There were two large gashes in his head 
which required several stitches.

This high 
dietinotion confers on its possessor the 
right to be invited to court festivities 
and is only held by three other Jews— 
Herr James Simon. Baroness Mathilde 
<1 • Rothschild and Frau Georg Speyer.

The University of Oxford has confer­
red upon Chief Rabbi. Adler the honor­
ary degree of D. C. L.

The translations into pure Biblical He­
brew of the Arabic gospel, the Koran, 
and of the gospel of Buddha has been 
ordered by the greatest Hebrew pub­
lishing house in Russia, namely, the Tus- 
chwbh of Warsaw.

An inheritance tax of $183,844. on the 
estate left by Nelson Morris, of Chica­
go. will result from an order entered in 
the county court by Judge Rinake,r. The 
appraiser’s report gives the total value 
of the estate as $16,703,427.

A cable from London contains an offi­
cial declaration made by Mr. Zangwill 
that lie is willing to give up the leader­
ship of the “Tto," if the other organisa­
tions that are interested in colonization 
in Mesopotamia do not wish to work 
with him.

Mr. Simon was an 
active worker against, the dread inroads 
of yellow fever during the epidemics in 
the early fifties.

Miss Stella Sehanfarber, daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs.1 Isaac Sehanfarber. of 
Columbus, O., has been appointed statis­
tician in the office of the commissioner 
of labor by Governor Harmon. This is 
the first time in twenty years that a 
Jew hor* been appointed to a State of­
fice, although there are upwards of 75,- 
000 Jews living in the Buckeye State.

The recently deceased landed proprie; 
tor and banker at Arad. Herr Ign. 
Spitzer, bequeathed nearly £80,000 for 
humanitarian purposes.

The Turkish Government, in order 
demonstrate its good will toward the 
Zionist movement, has announced to the 
Zionist leaders that hereafter Jews will 
be permitted to purchase land in Pales­
tine without any interference.

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SERVIAN COURT.
MUCH OF COMIC OPERA ABOUT 

THRONE OF PETER

Garlic State Pertume—Balls Rank 
With It, But the Women in
Short Skirts, Hair Down, Don't 
Mind It.

Belgrade, Servia.—To a foreigner the 
Servian court seems like a comic opera. 
What ie usually deemed essential to a 
court (an aristocracy) is wanting in Ser­
vis. Every Serb is a peasant, or, if he 
is a shopkeeper, the son of a peasant. 
If he is a farmer he has a few acres of 
land, lives on a little com, a little pork, 
and some brandy which he makes at 
home out of plums, eats a great deal of 
garlic, and if his income exceeds $2 a 
year he ha» a vote. If he has $1,000 he 
is a rich man, much envied by his neigh­
bors. Only one. man in Servia has $200,- 
000, and those with $20,000 can be count­
ed on the fingers of one hand.

The man not engaged in tilling his 
bit of ground keeps a shop in one < f 
the towns. Those who keep shop in 
Belgrade go to court. They look on 
it u a right, not a privilege.

“We put the King on the throne and 
we pay for his palace and his houses 
and servants, therefore, we have the 
right,” a bootmaker explained, “to go 
and eee what he is doing.” This boot­
maker goes to all the court balls.

Those balls are a sight. Two large 
rooms are thrown open to the guests, 
who begin to arrive at about 0 o'clock. 
The King is there in uniform and 
riiakes hands with all his guests. Even­
ing dress is not necessary. Some ladies

o in short skirts and with their hair
own their backs. They are accom­

panied by their husbands in frock coats 
and waistcoats of many colors. One of 
the most elegant men m Belgrade goes

^KING ENDURES COARSENESS.

■‘One cannot remain long in the room 
where the dancing goes on,” a foreign 
diplomat remarked. "The odor of gar­
lic ia all-pervading. The room gets hot, 
the windows are kept closed and thu 
effect is overpowering. The meml>ers 
of the diplomatic corps find it convnv 
ient to stay In another room, which the 
very few ‘civilized’ Serbs go to as well. 
From time to time one of us darts 
into the other room, takes a turn around 
with one of the laities and hurries back. 
When at home the guests sleep, cat, 
cook and dine in two rooms, never open 
their windows in the winter and the 
ballroom air is not oppressive to them.
I admire the old King, who stands 
about and talks to the people as calmly 
as if he wa* in the fresh air.”

Princess Helen, the King’s daughter, 
is nearly always away. and. therefore, 
escapes these functions, but when she 
is present she makes herself agreeable 
to everybody.

Some of the guests do not waltz. They 
only dance the national dance, Kola, 
a wild sort of thing, unknown outside 
of the Balkans.

“It is the only court in Europe. 1 
think, where the King and his tailor 
meet at dinner or at a hall.” a cour­
tier said. “We are used to it. being a 
very democratic people, but foreigners 
are amazed. Yet it is not so funny as 
they suppose. In every other court one 
meets rich merchants. There are no rich 
merchants here, so the poor ones go be­
cause they are no poorer than other peo­
ple about the court. Look at the pea.-* 
ant deputies. They go in their peasant 
clothes, end are proud of it. They are 
just as proud of their peasantry ns the 
King is of 'his throne. Go to the Parlia­
ment. Any day you see the King there 
you will find him standing talking wi^h 
a deputy who remains seated, his legs 
crossed and his arms folded. Such a 
thing would not. be tolerated in any 
other court in Europe, but the deputy 
sees no harm in it. and if the King does 
he dares not sav so. The deputy pay* 
him to be King and there's an end of it.” 

INSULTED KING'S COUSIN.
No courtier thinks it necessary* to 

stand when the King talks to him. 
Foreigners are much more respectful, 
and it is said that the King avoids 
talking to his subjects in the presence 
of strangers because there is such a 
difference between the way they treat 
him and the way his own people do.

A foreigner whose business had call­
ed him to Belgrade was walking about 
with a friend who knew the place fair­
ly well, having lived there some years. 
They met a big untidy-looking fellow, 
who slouched about smoking a cigar­
ette. His clothes were soiled, his linen 
more than rumpled, his boots "rusty.'’

"That chap looks like a valet out of 
work—look at his side whiskers," ob­
served foreigner No. 1, who happened 
to be in want of a servant.

"He must be," announced foreigner 
No. 2. •

Next day foreigner No. 1 met the man 
again and offered him a job of valet.

The man stared in astonishment and 
the offer was repeated.

"How dare you insult me!" shrieked 
the "valet." "I shall challenge vou. 
Don’t you know I’m the King's cousin? | 
And you dare to offer me a situation 
as your servant!"

The foreigner collapsed and i>.e.lo­
gined. The King's irate cousin watt­
ed to fight a duel, but the King adri».d 
Mm to let the matter drop.

WOMEN DO THE WORK.
Women in Servia have very little i.b- 

erty. They take no"* part in public r'fe 
and are by no means emancipated. Tl ey 
spend most of the day indoors in divts- 
ing gowns, smoking cigarettes or d. 
ing needlework. They are gay hv nature 
and very talkative. The peasant womaG. 
does most of the work and lets her t i s- 
band sit at home, drink plum bisid\ 
and talk politics.

Everybody ULks politics, from beg-
Îar to banker, from child to old man.

he court circle is always engaged m 
political intrigue.

Whenever tiré more democratic partv 
has had the upper hand it has been bad 
for the King. The former Crown Prince 
hated this, and said so. Those who were 
powerful determined that he should not 
reign, and they have had their wav. 
They set about making him verv un­
popular.

"The Prince behaves so badlv at 
court parties," they said, "that the 
King has had the chairs placed as far 
apart as possible, so that he can’t an­
noy the ladies next to him."

Word was passed around that no 
father or mother ought to take a daugh­
ter to a court dinner because the Prince 
behaved disgracefully. But the facts 
were distorted. There is only one huge 
dining table at the Konak, as the roval 
palace is called, and that is screwed" to 
the floor. The King does not want to 
go to the expense of taking it away 
and putting in a new one ; so when a 
dinner party is small the guests sit. four 
or five yards apart and conversation is 
next to impossible.

The late King, being a good judge of 
cooking, gave good dinners. King Peter
does not. The dinners are bad and miser-

f. _ .

ably served. The dishes come to the 
table cold ; the meat is of bad quality 
and indifferently cooked. Vegetables are 
almost unknown in winter. The floral 
decorations are either absent or so ugly 
that people wish they were dispensed 
with. But the coffee is admirably made 
and served in Turkish fashion.

SMALL FRUIT.
PRICES FOR STRAWBERRIES 

FELL PRETTY FLAT.

Cherry Crop Will be Good—Raspber­
ries Will be Better After Yester­
day’s Rain and Gooseberries Are 
Coming In.

Mr. P. W. Hodgefcts, director of the 
horticultural branch of the Ontario 
Department of Agriculture, has pre­
pared a fruit crop report up to this 
week, which shows that the crops of 
small fruits are very good. The report 
follows:

The strawberries nre practically over. 
The crop this year was a good one, and 
prices in some cases fell pretty flat. "The 
demand for berries is very low in con­
sideration that it is the end of the sea­
son, fancy berries only realizing from 7 
to 8 l-2c. The returns of the shipments 
of strawberries by the St. Catharines 
Association to the Western markets are 
nearly all in. Those sent by expv-ss, 
and which arrived in good condition, net­
ted the growers Ç1.Û0 per crate. These 
results may be considered encouraging, 
and much better success may he looked 
forward to next suuson. As these are 
the first and only experimental ship­
ments made by /he association, they 
have every reason to be congratulated 
on their initiative and success.

The cherry er-qi promises to be very- 
good. The Sweets and Richmond* art 
getting off rapidly and the Montmorency 
will be in full picking this week, and 
when the northern sections commence ot 
ship cherries will be very plentiful. Sour 
cherries are fetching from 60 to 75o per 
11-quart backet; small sweets from 75c 
to $1 ; and .fancy sweets from $1 to $1.25. 
A quantity of sweet cherries have 
lteen shipped into the Toronto markets 
which have not been ripe enough, and 
the market has strongly discriminated in 
favor of the fit fruit. Hence the low 
prices last week.

The raspberry- crop promises to be 
from fair to good. However, the pro­
longed dry weather has commenced to 
show its effect. A few crates were 
shipped in last Saturday and sold at 
20c per box. Rome of the canning 
factories are now contracting at prices 
ranging from 7 to f><: per quart.

The currant crop promises to be a 
good one. and is now coming on the 
market. Prices are as follows: Cher­
ry currant. 11-quart baskets. $1; small 
reds. 11-quart baskets, 75c.

Last week in Toronto there were two 
carloads of California fruits, while Mont­
real received fourteen. One of the com­
mission men accounts for this by the 
fact that Toronto is more plentifully 
supplied wit.li home fruits than Mont­
real, and therefore the trade is more cau­
tious in handling foreign fruits.

Gooseberries are commencing to 
come on the market, and are selling 
well, smalls fetching 75c per 11-uqart 
basket; large ones. $1 to $135.

SOCIETY QUESTION.
What Should be the Social Stains 

of a Hangman ?

An American paper puts the question, 
What should he, in a civilized country, 
the social status of a hangman'.’ Tli%> 
has been asked before now, but is surely 
a somewhat idle query. Nevertheless, 
the position of the executioner has un­
doubtedly varied at different periods 
and in defferent countries. In France, 
“Monsieur de Paris,” as the representa­
tive of la haute justice was called, 
seems usually to have been held in 
some, esteem, and students of French 
history are familiar with the tradition 
that the executioner Tristan was one of 
the favorite gossips of that powerful, 
eccentric Sovereign Louis Nl. At a 
very recent eexcution in Fiance, the 
manipulator of the guillotine, Diebier, 
was cheered both on entering and on 
leaving the town. In Russia at the pre­
sent day an executioner would scarcely- 
be received on these terms, but the min­
ion of the law ought not to be blamed 
for the law’s unrighteousness. Dr. Mer­
cier discusses the subject in the chap­
ter entitled “Wrongdoing,,, in his trea­
ties on “Criminal Responsibility.” The 
hangman does not merit execration as 
sucli if he fulfils his ugly duty in a pro­
per and seemly manner. It was rightly- 
held to he misbecoming when an execu­
tioner, some years ago., pretending to 
lecture on his business, exhibited his 
ropes, straps and white cap, and at­
tempted to show how a victim was 
“worked off”; but this was an abuse of 
the hangman’s office and position. Dr. 
Mercier says:

“No doubt a hangman derC-es n cer­
tain satisfaction from turning off his 
victims in a workmanlike manner—the 
satisfaction that we all derive from 
dexterity- and success in whatever un- 
<lcitaking -but. though we look askance 
upon this occupation, we do not regard 
him as a wrongdoer, so long as his 
primary motive is to earn his wages, to 
carry out the contract hé has made, or 
to perform a public duty. But the mail 
who should hang another merely to 
gratify his own desires, merely to ob­
tain gratification by- so doing . . . or to 
obtain his victim's clothes, or in any 
way to obtain satisfaction to himself 
would do wrong.’ The case of the 
hangman is, of course, an especial one. 
W c should not, as Dr. Mercier says, care 
to eat with him, drink with him, or 
shake hands with him; hut, though we 
may and do look askance upon his call­
ing we cannot fairly class him with the 
bravo who stabs in the dark to satisfy 
the private vengeance of the person 
who lias hired him. We feel, or should 
feel, that the hangman, though lie 
works for hire, does not work solely 
for hire. He undertakes to kill or a 
certain wags some person whom society, 
as personated bv the law, has decided 
must J»e slain for the welfare, of the 
community*. The hangman who nets 
thus is merely giving effect to the wish 
expressed bv society—is, in fact, and 
to this extent, co-operating with soci­
ety.—-Law Times. .

. NEW OFFICES. .
Palatial Boildiig Far Grand Trunk 

in Louden England.

The crowning importance of the 
Grand Trunk Railway System, the ex­
pansion and extension of business, has 
necessitated the building of a new 
Grand Trunk building in London, Eng. 
The need of more room has been made 
all the more apparent since the Grand 
Trunk Pacific was projected. The com­
pany has been fortunate enough to 
secure a site at No. 17-19 Cockspur 
street, S. W., from the London County 
Council. Upon this site they have 
erected a splendid building. The Cana­
dian Government emigration offices are 
at Charing Cross, but a stone’s throw 
from the Grand Trunk building. It is 
at the very hub of London. It is within 
five minutes of half a dozen leading 
hotels and near tha intake to the tube 
at Trafalgar Square station. Motor 
’busses pass the door every few seconds 
to all parts of London, north, south, 
east and west.

The inside furnishings of the new 
building are luxuriously complete; mail 
is picked up every hour of the day.

The public offices entered from Coek- 
spur street, through the great central 
doorway, is a fine room, forty feet long 
and eighteen feet high. The floor is 
marble, the walls are panelled in teak, 
with inlays of ebony and holly.

The new offices were opened on Do­
minion Day, and hereafter the European 
traffic department of the Grand Trunk 
Railway System and the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway will occupy these new 
premises, which have already become one 
of the sights to be seen in London.

SHOVEL PRICES.
Manufacturers Object to Whole­

salers Cutting Rates.

Montreal, July 16.^—There was a con­
ference here to-day between the whole­
sale hardware people and the shovel 
trade, in which an over stocking has, 
it is alleged, brought about a deal of 
price cutting. So much so, in fact, that 
the manufacturers threaten that they 
will do the retailing themselves, in­
stead of selling to the wholesalers and 
jobber.

maintained in future.

NO DREADNOUGHT.
Australia Wants Fleet to Ply in 

Home Waters.

London, July 15.—In a Melbourne des­
patch of July 14 Minister o<f Defence 
Cook states: "1 am thoroughly in favor 
of a local squadron provided it becomes 
the Australian section of the Imperial 
navy. The offer of $10.000,000 is uncon­
ditional, but should the home authorities 
prefer to employ the money in building 
swift cruisers for the protection of Aus­
tralian trade routes, g0 much the bet­
ter. These could train Australian sailors 
and work in conjunction with local de­
stroyers.”

SCANDAL DEVELOPS.
Pittsburg Strikers Say They Paid 

For Their Jobs.

Pittsburg, July 15.—This was an­
other day of rioting at the McKee’s 
Rocks plant of the Pressed Steel Car 
Company, where almost 6,000 men, 
principally foreigners, are on strike. 
The authorities are satisfied to-night 
they have on their hands a strike al­
most as serious as that of Homestead. 
Tlie illiterate foreigners at the Mc­
Kee’s Rocks plant wore like so many 
savages to day when they first caught 
sight of the khaki-clad State constabu­
lary, who came in during the night to 
take charge.

It was not yet noon when all over 
McKee’s Rocks there was waged a 
battle between strikers and officers. 
There were seventy of the mounted 
State constabulary, three hundred 
armed Deputy Sheriffs and about five 
hundred armed special officers against 
abôut four thousand strikers. The 
battle was fought in perhaps a dozen 
different localities about the sanie hour.

It is impossible to tell how many 
persons were injured, for, like yester­
day. as soon as a striker would fall he 
would be helped away by his friends or 
women of the household. 1(^ was said 
to-daj that three of yesterday’s wound­
ed had died in the night, but if so the 
bodies cannot be found. It is estimated 
that several hundred pople were injur­
ed in to-day’s battles. The Ohio Valley 
Hospital is filled.

Scandal has developed over the strike. 
Friends of the foreign workmen assert 
that, they have been beaten out of all 
their earnings and tneir labor for years 
past at the plant. The workmen say 
they have been compelled, on applica­
tion. to pay to some, one from $10 to 
$50 for a job.

ELECTORAL REFORM.
Earl Grey Give» Evidence Before 

Royal Commisiion in London.

London, July 15.—Earl Grey to-day 
gave evidence in favor of proportional 
representation before the Royal Commis­
sion on Electrical Reform. He mention­
ed that after Premier Asquith’s speech 
At St. Andrew’s in February, 1906, and 
his reply to a deputation, he (Earl Grey) 
said to Sir Wilfrid Laurier that if Mr. 
Asquith really intended to bring forward 
a new reform bill, based on a single 
transferable vote system, he regarded it 
as so important that he would be tempt- 
ed to resign from the Governor-General­
ship of Canada, which, he believed, was 
thy most enviable billet in the service, of 
the Grown, so that hé could come back 
to England and support Mr. Asquith. 
The present system, said Earl Grey, was 
government of the people by caucus for 
the party.

Ie Attempt to Kill the Destroyer of 

His Horn*

“If Yon Are in Heaven Yon Knew 
How Much I Love Yon.”

Altoona, Pa., July 16.—“Lf you had 
only listened to me, little woman, we 
both would have been much happier to­
night. God knows 1 did not intend to 
kill you, and if you are in heaven, you 
know how much I love you. If this man 
hud never come into our lives, how dif­
ferent it all would have been. Fare thee 
well.”

With these words Frank Ernest Mc­
Millan, one of the most respected resi­
dents of Greenwood, a suburb, to-day 
bade farewell to the body of his wife, 
whom he had shot to death but a short 
lime previously, accidentally, he avers, 
after having found her in the company 
of William Blaine McDowell at the Me- 
Milieu home last night.

The husband is under arrest with a 
charge of murder against him. He had 
been permitted by the police to take a 
lust look at the body of the woman he 
married eight years ago, when she was 
but 15 years of age.

The husband knelt by the body of his 
wife, seized her head, and, raising her 
face to his lips, showered upon her kiss 
after kiss. He then collapsed.

McMillen is 31 years old and has been 
in the employe of the Pennsylvania Rail 
road, for several years. McDowell is also 
an employee of the railroad. About 
three years ago McMillen introduced Mc­
Dowell to Mrs. McMillen. A year later 
McMillen had his attorney write a let­
ter to MqDowell advising him to refrain 
from visiting Mrs. McMillen or paying 
attention to her.

McMillen, who has been working at 
night as a railroad car inspector, sus­
pected his wife’s infidelity, and instead 
of going to work last night remained in 
the neigsborhood of his home. Near 
midnight he went to the house, and, 
peering through a window, saw McDow­
ell and the woman in the parlor. He 
fired through the window at McDowell, 
he says, and when the man ran toward 
the rear door, fired again through the 
door.» The woman was hit by one of the 
bullets fired through the window, and 
was dead when McMillen entered the 
house. The husband directed that the 
authorities be notified, and remained at 
the home of his sister near by until ar-

McDbweli was arrested at his father’s 
home two hours later. His story of the 
killing agrees with that told by McMil­
lan. This is the third killing in this city 
within the Ifcst six months from the 
same cause.

COMMENT 
and GOSSIP

Racing at Fort Erie this season, 
under the new management, has been 
nf a higher order than ever before at 
the border track. There has been 
very little in and nut running and 
the judges and stewards are appar­
ently doing everything possible to 
keep the sport clean. There are two 
matters, however, that are not in the 
best interest of racing, and if the di­
rectors of the Niagara. Racing Associa­
tion are not far-seeing enough to elim­
inate them themselves, the Canadian 
Raving Association, which has devel­
oped great strength during its short

istence, should give them a quiet 
tip. The t.wo„matters are syndicate 
betting and the runners of bookmak­
ers in the ladies’ section of the grand 
stand. The books in the ring are no 
longer allowed to accept $1 bets, al­
though many of the big store keepers 
are anxioqs to accept, those wagers, 
as well as the big bets, for as a rule 
the $1 betters are simply visitors who 
are at the track for recreation and 
sport and have no knowledge of the 
game and bet, "for the fun of it." 
Under the new ruling $1 betters 
must, go to the syndicated field books, 
where they are short changed—the 
prices are" much lower than at the 
'‘big stores.”

Having messenger boys in the grand 
stand, shouting. "Betting, betting, 
who wants the prices!’’ inducing wo- 
men to wager on the races, is some­
thing that should be eliminated at 
this track, the same as every other 
race track in Canada. Women as a 
rule are not good losers and should 
not, be encouraged in this way. Fur­
thermore. these hoys climbing back

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DOINGS AT THE 
MINERS’ STRIKE.
Steam Shovel Digging Coal Oat of 

Heap at No. Two.

Militia Department’s Reply to 
Mayor Douglas.

Conditions in the Several Militia 
Camps.

Glaet Bay, X. S„ July 15.— Another 
increase in the output from the banks 
and collieries was claimed by the coal 
company to-day. An extra steam shovel 
ie now at work, digging the coal out of 
the big «heap of a quarter of a million 
tons lying at Dominion No. 2, and with 
this augmentation of their forces the 
company stated to-night that the ton­
nage secured from the banks would be 
probably six or seven hundred tons 
greater to-day than yesterday. They 
also anticipated an increase of several 
hundred tons from the collieries. They 
claim that about 100 more men came to 
work to-dav at the various mines, and 
etfte that there will likely lie a much 
larger increase in the number who turn 
up in the next few days. If their infor­
mation as to the temper of the men 
is correct, they say they are almost 
certain that there will be much larger 
numbers than hitherto at work within 
a very short time now.

The United Mine Workers' officers 
still claim that the company are not 
getting one-half of the tonnage that 
they claim, and' members of that union 
declare, among other things, that tubs 
are being brought to the surface empty 
in some of the collieries in order to 
convey the impression to those outside 
the "fence that things are booming

MORE ARRESTS.
There were few new developments 

during the day. Some more arrests 
were made during the day for intimida­
tion. and Mayor Douglas received an 
answer from the Militia Department, in 
response to his last telegram regarding 
who should appoint the magistrates to 
control the movements of the troops. 
The Militia Department politely inform­
ed his worship that the troops having 
been called out at the request of the 
civil authorities, they have nothing more 
to do with the matter, which is about 
tantamount to an invitation to his wor­
ship to please ring off and not cause any 
more departmental expenditure for tele­
graphic tolls. It is likely, however, that 
his worship will have some more com­
munication on the matter yet.

Shipments at the International piers 
in Sydney were very good to-day, so 
the company report, .they stating that 
over six thousand tons were sent through 
the chutes.

TRAINING FOR THE TROOPS.
Glace Bay, N. S., July 15.—One good 

result of the calling of the troops to 
Glace Bay has been that the five hun­
dred men of the Halifax garrison now 
doing duty here are receiving a training 
that they would not get under other cir­
cumstances apart from actual war. It 
has been a succession of night patrol 
duty. At the different collieries strong 
detachments are continuously on duty 
after dark, and as much zeal .has been 
thrown into the work as if a hostile 

. force were assailing Glace Bay. The 
force is split up into a number of small 
garrisons. At headquarters on Table 
Head, the main body, about 250 in num­
ber, are encamped. At Dominion No. 6, 
the most isolated of all the mines, there 
is a strong detachment of infantry. The 
fifty engineers garrison Dominion No. 3; 
at Caledonia there is a detachment of 
fifty artillerymen, and another detach­
ment of twenty-five men is stationed at 
Bridgeport. At Dominion No. 1 there is 
an infantry garrison, and all the rest 
of the troops are at the headquarters,

! from which the guards for Dominion 
3»o. 2 and Dominion No. 7 are supplied. 
Between 5 and 7 o’clock strong guards 
are placed on all the roads leading to 
tjhe various pits. For two hours they 
march up and down the streets, -during 
which time the men who are working 
come to the various mines, and again in 
the afternoon they are turned out in 
case of any demonstration as the men 
leave the pits. Although everything has 
been absolutely quiet since they arrived 
on the scene, there hâs been no rclaxa- 

! tion in the vigilance of the officers in 
■ 0 charge, and they are taking the oppor- 
i tunity to put the men through a stiff 
| course of training.

UNDER WAR CONDITIONS.
It has been impressed on the men 

[ that they are living under war con 
| ditions and all enter into the spirit 

of the thing heartily. On the first two 
j or three nights several of the gar­

risons. practically all, in fact, were 
turned out two or three times, but 
in each case it was a false alarm. 
The only complaint is that there is 
nothing but guard duty to do, and 
now the time is beginning to get very 
monotonous to the men. At prac­
tically all the "forts’’ canteens of a 
sore have been fitted up. Here the 
men are supplied with the Halifax 
papers, soft drinks and tobacco, but 
they, of course, are unable to obtain 
all the various little tilings that the 
regular canteens supply. In the ab- 
#hcc of fully-equipped canteens, many 
•f the men are able to supply their 
S*nts at the different company's 
stores, all practically within the 
fences. Bathing parades take place 
every day for an ample supply of 
water is generally to be procured, and 
there is a great rivalry to show the 
cleanest and most sanitary camp in 
the distrist. Only two or three passes 
a day are permitted out of each camp, 
and games and visits to the mines 
occupy the main part of the day. The 
men on duty at the collieries have a 
better chance to go into the depths, 
than their comrades at headquarters

Canadian Federation of Labor extend 
greeting to the P. W. A., with whose 
policy and stand in the present diffi­
culty we are in entire accord. The Can­
adian Federation of Labor look forward 
to the time when the P. W. A. will con­
trol the coal mines of all Canada, as 
tliey now do the mines of Nova Scotia.

BIG STORM.
SEVERAL HOUSES STRUCK BY 

LIGHTNING AT STRATFORD.

Catholic Church Burned—Team of 
Horses Killed in Downie and 
Driver Stunned—Great -umage 
to Crops.

btratfoid, Ont., July 15.—A terrific 
electric storm passed over here at 
noon to-day, accompanied by a tremen­
dous dotvnpour of rain and hail. For 
the space of an hour the air was filled 
with vivid flashes of lightning bolts, 
which caused thousands of dollars of 
damage in the city and vicinity.

The houses of Mr. E. E. Clifton, 
Huion street, and Mr. D. A. Mac- 
Lachlun, principal of the Central Busi­
ness College, were ignited by lightning 
bulte during the storm, but the 
flames were extinguished. Chimneys 
on three other dwelling houses were 
demolished and the power plant of the 
Stratford Electric Light Company com­
pletely disabled.

Damage to the crops can hardly be 
estimated, but it will be considered ow­
ing to the hailstones, which were as 
large ns marbles.

Word was received herq at 2.30 p. m. 
that a team of horses valued at $500, 
the property of Mr. J. Klien, Conces­
sion 2, Downie Township, had been 
instantly killed during the storm by a 
bolt Young Klien, who was driving at 
the time, was rendered unconscious by 
the shock, and the escape of father and 
son was miraculous.

The fine new Roman Catholic Church 
at Dublin, one of the most commodious 
and of the finest architectural design 
in the inland counties, was struck by 
lightning during the storm and burned 
to the ground. The building had only 
been recently opened 
at a cost of $30,000.

Probably no list of successful pupils 
is as eagerly looked for, from year to 
year, as the entrance examination re­
sults. This year there has been a good 
deal of disappointment among the stud­
ents, for the proportion of successes gen­
erally is smaller than for a good many 
years. In Hamilton a somewhat remark­
able condition prevails—the boys have 
done very much better than the girls.
In all about 640 wrote on the examina­
tions in this city, and only 420 passed. 
This is less than two-thirds—65.7 per 
cent, to be exact.

Among the boys the proportion of 
those who succeeded was not so very 
far behind the average, being 75 per 
cent, but the girls did badly, only 201 
out of <$43 passing, an average of 58.5

The pass standard was the same this 
year as last, and the number of examin­
ations the same. Among the candidates 
it was noticed at the time the examin­
ations were being held that they seemed 
to think the arithmetic and geography 
papers were particularly hard, and some 
of the examiners thought so, too. That 
might account, in a measure, for the 
failure of the girls, for as a rule these 
two, especially arithmetic, are the boys’ 
good subjects, and the girls’ poor ones.

Pupils who have failed will receive 
their marks by mail, in a few days, and 
the successful ones their certificates 
when school opens in September.

SENDS FOR WIFE
Turoi From Affinity Whose Hus­

band Was Murdered,

Clergyman, Beside Saylor’s Bier 
Commends Defense of Home.

Miller’s Wife Pleaded With Rival, 
Who Laughed at Her.

Watseka. Ill., July 16.—With the cli­
max of the Crescent City domestic trag­
edy reached to-day at the funeral of one 
of the principal actors, J. B. Sayler, a 
banker who was slain on Sunday by Dr. 
W. R. Miller, the first scene of the last 
act was staged with Mrs. Sayler prevent­
ed by jail abrs from attending her hus­
band’s obsequies, while through jail bars 
a letter went from Dr. Miller to his; 
wife, asserting it was shf aloue that he

Thus fate handled the principal 
actors, tEe betrayed husband sufter- 
icg death in addition to humiliation 
and the alleged faithless wife find­
ing tyerself deserted by the man 
whom she is charged with aiding 
to slay her wronged husband.

Following receipt of a despatch 
from Blarrsville, Pa., quoting Mrs. 
Miller as having forgiven her hus­
band and only awaiting his sum­
mons to fly to his aid, and a pri­
vate message from Mrs. Miller to 
Sheriff Peikes, of the same import, 
Dr. Miller wrote a long letter to 
his wife to come to him.

While nearly every other adult 
resident of Crescent City attended 
the burial of the slain vice-presi­
dent of the First National Bank, 
Mrs. Sayler was not allowed to at­
tend, although she begged the 
sheriff for permission to do so. She 
wept much of the day, but the 
sheriff was determined.

”1 have had one experience with 
s mob ; that was 12 years ago. and 
I don’t care for another,’’ explained 
that officer. “The people of Cres­
cent City are quiet now, and I do 
not feel warranted in an act which 
might cause a renewal of lynch talk.’’ 
This action on the part of the sheriff 
is generally commended.

In the principal address at the funer­
al, Rev. Joseph Bell, of this city, dwelt 
on the sacrednes» of the home, of a 
man s duty to defend its honor and 
counseled that the law be allowed to take 
its course. Business for the day was sus­
pended in the village.

“T pray God that the whole light 
of truth may be on this awful trag­
edy,’’ cried the preacher, searching the 
crowd with his eves. “But let it be ac­
cording to the law. It is slow, but it is 
best. The instinct for self-defence is 
strong in mankind, for it was put thersi 
by God, and self-defence means defence, 
of the home."

Another detail of the domestic sit­
uation in ® the Sayler family waa 
learned to-day from Mrs. Margaret Jen­
kins, proprietress of the Crescent City 
Hotel, who says Sayler spent most of 
Sunday at her hotel.

“He told me that Dr. Miller and Mrs. 
Saylor and her father and brother were

all at his home and he couldn't stand it. 
He asked me about rates by the mouth 
and said he feared he would have to 
come and live at my place. If he really 
attacked Dr. Miller, it certainly was 
not premeditated, or he would not have 
been thinking of where he was to live. 

MILLER’S WIFE KNEW.
Blairsville, Pa., July 16.—Clasping her 

12-year-old boy to her heart, and with 
tears streaming down her cheeks, Mrs. 
L. Cora Miller, wife of Dr. W. L. Mil­
ler, now being held on a charge of kill­
ing, Vice-President J. R. Sayler, of the 
First National Bank, of Crescent City, 
Ill., .told her story to-day.

“I have known of my husband's 
intimacy with this woman for two 
years, and, like Mr. Sayler, rather 
than let the world put shame on mv 
boy. I kept silent: I pleaded with this 
woman to let my husband return to his 
family, and was laughed at. The couple 
went away together on several trips, 
telling me of their experiences after­
ward. Rather than let our friends see 
that I was cognizant of my husband's 
fondness for this woman, I kept up my 
social duties with her.

“However, after a year of hvpoerisv 
on both my part and this woman's I told 
her frankly that the scandal in which 
she had dragged my husband had gone 
far enough, and that I would tell the 
world what 1 knew and try to regain 
my husband’s love—I love him still and 
stand ready even now to go to him in 
his trouble. I wired the sheriff at YVat- 
seka to-day that I stood ready to come 
at once if needed.

“I left Crescent City only last Wed­
nesday a week ago, and thought that if 
I stayed here quietly with my mother, 
perhaps my husband would miss me and 
want me hack with him. I didn't hear of 
the shooting until Tuesday.

FAKE CLAIMS.
Canadian Street Railways Trying 

to Control Them.

■ In an attempt to curtail the grow­
ing list of alleged fake accident 
claim* registered against them, the elec­
trical railway systems of Canada intend 
to establish a "‘bureau of information 
âpd identification."’ By means of this, 
til suspicious claimants can be traced 
from city to city, and their records kept 
almost as minutely as the police chroni­
cler, of criminals. Mr. Acton Burrows, 
of Toronto, Secretary of the Canadian 
Street Railway Association, will keep 
these records, in addition to his regular 
Association work, but earn railway com­
pany will assume the responsibility of 
•ending to him information of possible 
“frauds" who may make claim against 
them for alleged accidents. His office 
Will then act as a clearing-house, and 
any railway company in any other city 
car. get the information from him.

The bureau will l>e worked out 
along the lines of the present system 
used by the street railway companies 
In the United States. Cards bearing 
the name, address, and a full description 

the claimants, together with the wit­
nesses in the case, will lie included in 
tb1* association because of the fact that 
thr systems of these places have inter­
ests in roads operating in Canada. It is 
planned to have the scheme so compre­
hensive that information gathered in 

‘-the United States will lie available as 
well. At the present time several peo­
ple have been convicted ami a few are 
under arrest in Canada charged with at­
tempt to defraud, and cards covering 
item have already been prepared.

KINGDOM OF DEATH.
Ruled Over by Armour, the Chicago 

Meet King.

(Arthur Brisbane, in The Cosmopolitan).
The soldiers of the modern king are 

standing armies of workingmen, not 
armies of fighting idlers. Rockefeller's 
millions and Armour's millions are 
millions invested and reinvested in lab­
or, in building, in adding to the actual 
visible wealth of the country. The 
wealth belongs to the country 'and to 
the people of the country. It is subject 
to their disposition for taxation or 
otherwise. It is fortunate for the people 
that these kings, unlike the old kings, 
do not waste human labor with courts, 
retinues of servants and organized dis­
sipation, do not waste human life in 
wars, but use their energies simply 
along the lines of organized industry 
and increasing tangible wealth. It might 
be worse with a people as supine as our

It is a fact, of course, that Armour, 
of Chicago, does not really own this 
world-wide butcher business. The stock- 
yards own him. He was born with the 

big load upon his back. He tells you 
quite simply. “1 inherited this business;
I did not. create it. I have tried to do as 
well as I could with it. It just happen­
ed that I had a smart father and a rich 
father."

In so vast an industry, bigger than 
all the men who manage it, sugges­
tions seem rather foolish coming from 
the outside. But there are some things, 
it would seem, that Armour and the 
other big packers could do easily, at 
once, and without unreasonable sacri­
fice. They might make the prices of 
beef to consumers uniform and rea­
sonable.
KILLING DREADFUL SPECTACLE.

No women or children should, un­
der any circumstances, be permitted to 
witness the killing of the animals. It 
is a dreadful thing to see long lines 
of little boys and women and little 
girls walking through the slaughter 
houses, watching the sticking of pigs, 
t-he stunning of steers, and all the 
horror of blood. The effect is brutal­
izing on the children, and for the 
mother of an unborn babe to witness 
so.horrible a spectacle is a shameful

Pome legislator in Illinois should 
start the movement to stop this. The 
packers themselves would do it, but 
they say : “If we close up our slaugh­
ter houses or keep any part of the 
public out, we should be accused of 
having things to hide."

It is a great kingdom of death over 
which Armour rules. There are huge 
buildings for killing, surrounded with 
pens in which the sheep, hogs and cat­
tle are confined, waiting for the fatal 
hour. In one place hogs in thousands 
are driven into pens. Below, hidden 
by a platform, there is a cracking of 
whips mingled with squealing and 
grunting. You look down and see a 
man, black from head to foot with 
mud, rushing about among the half- 
crazed swine He has a huge black- 
snake whip in his hands with which 
he drives them to the narrow entrance 
which leads to their death. In the 
last pen there is a great revolving 
wheel. Each hog is seized and hooked 
by one hind leg. The turning wheel 
lifts him in the air, he is passed on 
to a wheel that slides along a rail, 
and then comes one knife thrust and 
death.

The killing of the sheep, fortunately 
is hidden ; it is too pathetic for the 
sight of even modern civilization. The 
killing of the cattle is less noisy and 
shocking than that of the swine. The 
big, heavy, fattened steers walk slow­
ly into pens. Heavy, hammers stun 
them, and as a rule they bleed to 
death without regaining consciousness. 

AN ANARCHIST PIG.
But there is certainly room for im­

provement in the killing. And if im­
provement can lie made it should l»e 
made, if necessary, under compulsion. 
Out of every ten steers slaughtered one 
or more invariably require more than 
one blow for the killing. This means 
suffering, and it is unnecessary. The 
spending of a very little extra money, 
two or three cents a carcass perhaps, 
and probably less, would pay for the 
fitting on each head of ah apparatus 
that would make the death blow abso­
lutely certain. X

Study of the animals as they go to 
their death would disturb the calm be­
lief of the individual who thinks that 
an animal has no soul, no real life, no 
thought. It is true that a great major­
ity of the animals die stupidly and with­
out resistance. Among the swine whose 
shrill squealings answer the cracking 
whip and the upward turn of the fatal 
wheel there appears to be, fortunately, 
little or no conception of what death 
and danger mean. It is not always so. 
One day the harmony of the killing bed 
was vastly disturbed by one small black 
pig. Huge creatures double the black 
pig’s size were walking through the 
door, resisting only feebly as the chains 
were put around their hind legs and
