FURIOUS FIRF,

Indiantown the Soene of Great
Conflagration.

'~ (Sun Friday.)

Indiantown had a narrow escspe from
annihilation yesterday afterncon. All
che conditions favored a widespread con.
flagration. There was a stiff wind - blow-
ing, the houses were as dry as tinder and
the water supply was not equal to the oc-
casion. Indeed it was not until the
flames had made great hendway that the
force of water was anything hike what
was needed. This is & matter which the
authorities should promptly fuvestigate.

The tire started in the roof of P. Nase
& Sons’ warehouse at 1.10 p. m. and fan-
ned by a southerly breeze soon enveloped
tlat building in flames. Spreading from
the warehouse it caught and destroyed
the three story building ocdupied by ..
V. Keast, and from there to the large
wooden building on the corner owned by
E. Horneastle. Jumping Bridge straet |
the fire quickly worked its way to the
store and warehouses of the McAlary Co.
Ltd. At this time it was seen that the
fire was likely to assume large proportion
as the sparks and cinders were flying in
every direction and the wind had seem-
ingly increased in a few minutes from a
gentle breeze to a violent. gale. Bridge
street was soon in 4 mass of flames, and
the fire swept across, taking in both sides
of Main street in its sweep. Household-
ers and storekeepers along’ these “streets
saw the danger, and the place was soon
alive with people transferring their goods
to places of safety.

The freshening of the wind sent the
fire with terrible rapidity up Main street,
the wooden buildings along which proved
ouly too good fuel.” The large Lome
hotel was quickly enveloped in flames,
and the burning cinders were thrown in
# southerly direction towards' the build

ings lining Kénnedy street, the lower sidé |
of which was swept bare by the fury of
the fire. So quickly did the conflagra-
tion advapce that in an hour’s time it was
practically impossible to traverse the
lower part of Main, and Kennedy street.
was fast being wiped out of existence. At
this time the fire took another ‘turn :and
the north side of Main street caught, and
the flames swept down Bridge, Holly and
Charles streets towards the open fields
beyond. At the foot of Muin _street. t.he

an 'intense heat and- blinding smoke.
Down Bridge the flames went, a branch
ran out to Victoria and up it, uniting with
the side fires that ran out along Holly
and Charles. The entire blocks were
then a burning mass, fire on all sides and
in the centre.

Up Victoria and Metcalfe the flame
rushed, bearing everything before it.
The houses were built closely together
and were light wooden frame buiidings
upon which the fire spread with amazing
speed. Upon Metcalfe street it reached
past Charles and half way to Albert,
while along Victoria it ended at Albert.
Residents on the latter street moved their
household effects out upon the open tields
which look towards the creek and Spar
Cove, but the move failed to emsure the
safety of the goods, for fire was soon dis-
covered among the mattresses and bed-
ding, and pratically nothing moved in
that direction was saved. So great was
the heat that hens perished on the street,

! burned to a crisp.

Albert street for a long time seemed
to be doumed. The buildings upon both
corners were on fire, and the burning
wood from the scene of the central con-
flagration was continually being thrown
upon the houses by the wind. But an-
xivus owners kept watch upon the roofs
and water which was to be had only in
scanty quantities, was thrown upon each
spark as 1t settled with a seemingly devil-
ish intent of finally accomplishing its
work. But constant care and attention
upon the part of occupsnts and firemen
defeated its purpose and Albert street
was saved. Had it caught, in all proba-
bility nothing could have saved the Free
Baptist and Main street Baptist churches
upon which anxious eyes were kept
throughout the afternoon.
But though the fire in this district was
somewhat under control, Bridge street,
Main street and Kennedy street were roar-
ing masses of flames. The upper side of
Kennedy street had caught and the fire
was working its way slowly down to the
water, and up toward Cedar street but
one house could be seen to stand to the
lower side of the street, and in the large
garden which surrounded 1t, the lares
and penates of the residents of that dis-
trict were piled in shapeless confusion.
Here and there a house had been blown
up to arrest the fury of the fire, which
every now and then seemed to gather
new life, but only to succumb to tireless
efforts and constant streams of water.
From the river to the public steps on
Main street, and to the water at the
south, from Bridge to Albert, along Met-
calf and Victoria, and almost down to the
mill, was a smouldering mass of ruins,

bursting occassionally into new life, as the
breeze fanned the embers. Alonz the

j water front the ferry house seemed to be
the only building remaining to mark
where once were stores and ware-houses.
Woodboots and steamers  filled with
household effects stood out into the
centre of the riverand over to the other
side.  On the upper side of Bridge street
a portion of a wall bearing the advertise-
nment of a well kuown soap “withstood lhe
fury of the flames. All else was gone.
The scene well along in the afternoon
was an alarming one and calculated to ap-
peal the stoutest heart. The roar of the
flames could be heard a long distance
away and the sky wss - as red as blood.
The wind seemed to have 'increased in
velocity. Fortunately, however, it drop-
ped again as sundown approached and
the firemen were able to stem the advance
of the fire. The greatest excitement and
confusion prevailed as people hastily re-
moved the household goods to places of
safety. Shopkeepers piled iheir goods

carried them away, in some cases never to
come back. The Salvage Corps super-:
vised as well as possible this work, and

soon were assisted by the city men. The:

toar of the fire, the noise of the engines,

and the shouts of firemen and others.all

made a thrilling drama. Many persons

piled their stuff in what they believed to

be safe places, only to have them‘barned

up by the devouring flames.

All St. John was apparently on hand
to witness the fire and the streets were
blocked with teams. It brought back to
many a heart -the scenes of June 20th,
1877. Business throughout the eéntire
north end and in many parts of the eity
proper was suspended.
+Early in the afternocn, when it looked
as if the car sheds of the Street Railway
Co. must surely burn, the spare cars were
got out and sent over to the city forsafes

along the entire line. The ’buss men
took advantage of this stoppage of electric
transit to reap a rich harvest, and every
old bug that could be found was préesed
"into service. Some of the antiguated
vehicles broke down am the road, but the
bulk of them pulled through all right.
Many city merchants, sent over their
teams to the assistance of friends in the
fire district—an act of thoughtfulness
that was greatly appreciated, as the de-
wand for wagons of all kinds to rescue
goods was far ahove the local supply.

surance nmn last night put it at $600,000.

a total loss.

There must be at least 600 persouns
homeless, or rather that number were
turned out, but all of them found shelter
last night. Still in the nature of things
there must ensue a great deal of suffering,
and already arrangements are being made
to care for the children who have been
thus rudely cast out into thc world.

The Salvage Corps, both north and
south ends, did noble work in saving
and protecting property and in assisting
the police in preserving order.

Mayor Sears, the chief of police and
most of the aldermen were early on the
scene, and did all they could to help the
local officials:

W. 8. Harkins, who is himself an old
fireman, told the Sun last night that it
was one of the fiercest and most ugly fives
he had ever scen. He heartily praised
the firemen for th> gallant way in which
they conquered the flames.

Miss Ann Cunard, who resided on Hel-
ly street, perished with her house. Short-
ly after the fire started several men warn-
ed her not to remain longer in the place,
but she refused to go. She told James
Odell that she would not leave the hcuse
till it caught fire. She was dressed at the
time and seemed as well as ever. M.
Odell told a Sun reporter that the men
about the street urged Miss Cunard again
and again to seek a place of safety, but
she paid little or no attention to them.
Miss Cunard, who was about 80 years of
age, was a sister-in-law of Dr. McCleery
of Main street. About 7 ¢’clock the re-
mains of the unfortunate lady were found
by C. W. Green and others. Coroner
Raberts gave orders for their removal to
a house near by.

Mrs. Ges. Mowrey, who resided on
Victoria street, died during the process
of the fire. The lady, who was 57 years
of age, had been in delicate health for
some time. She will be buried this aft-
ernoon from the residence of Arnold
Mowrey, Adelaide street.

Mrs. Captain Fred Belyea, wko was in
a delicate state, was removed from her
home to Dr. Roberts’ residence on Doug-
las avenue.

The firemen worked away all night or
up to midnight on the ruins of the build-
ings. No damage of any consequence
was done by the flames after 8 o’clock.

Owing to the destruction wrought
around the wharves the down river boats
were compelled to land their passengers
on the opposite side of the river.

Effect of Lime on Soils.

We reprint from the Mark Lane Ex-
press, of London, Eng., & concise and
clearly expressed report upon the chemi-
cal action of lime when put upon the soil.
It is taken from an address given at Nor-
wich last month by Mr. F. B. Wyod,
who in part said: Lime stood on a differ-
ent footing from nitrogen, phospheric
acid, and potash, in as much as it existed
in most soils in relatively large quanti-
ties—from 10 to 20 per cent. Few soils
were so poor in it as not to be able to
supply all was necessary for plant food,
When lime was applied it was often on
account of its strong chemical properties,
and for its value in keeping the soil m a
certain condition suitable for the healthy
growth of plants. Lime was an oxide of
calcium, just as potash was an oxide of
potassium. It was slighlty soluble in
water beside which it combined with wa-
ter. That lime was strougly alkaline was
shown by its power of turning a solution

of litmus, that had been reduced by the
addition of an acid, a deep blue. As

chalk was a compound of a strong alkaliz-

and a weak acid, it could be used to neu-
tralize acids just as lime, though in a less
degree. This was an importaut property,
as acidity of the svil was an enemy of
fertility. Low-lying meadow land filled
with crganic acids and waterlogged was
almost worthless. Besides this prcperty
of neutralizing acids, lime being a strong
alkali turned out other alkalis of less
value. Take, for example, sulphate of
iron, a compound of a weak alkali. oxide
of iron, and a strong acid, viz., sulphuric.
Ou the addition of lime to a solution of
sulphate of iron, the oxide of iron (iron
rust) was turned out, as was evident by
the red color. Lime turned out potash
in the same way from the silicates of pot-
ash in the soil, and rendered it available
for plant food. 1In the same way ammo-
nia was set free from organic compounds
and brought within the sphere of action
of the nitrifying microbes, besides which
it ncutralized the nitric acid formed by
these organisms and rendered it impossible
for them to continue their work. Lime
had therefore a fourfold action. It (1)
neutralized the sourness of soils, (2) lib-
erated potash, and (3) ammonia, and (4)
promoted nitrification. In considering
briefly what effect the lime had on the
stores of food in the soil when it set free
ammonia and potash, and assisted nitri-
fication; Mr.. Wood said it rendered
these substances more readily available
but it diminished thé sum total. TL
meant a higher rate of interest, with a
reduction of capital. So with continual
liming there was a risk of impoverishing
the soil. Heavy clay soils and black
soils run least risk of this. Sulphate of
lime (‘“‘plaster”) was used when they
wanted to put on lime, and not cause any
of the reactions he had spoken of. Lime
was also applied in the form of gas lime.
Fresh gas lime acted as an insect or
fungus destroyer, as it contained sulphide
of lime—a poisonous substance. It
should be used some time before seeds
were sqwn, or it would have a deleterious
effect. Otherwise it should be allowed
to stand for a time before using. Ex-
cept in special cases there was no great
advantage in its use over lime itself.—
Co-Operative Farmer.

Feeding Brooder Chicks.

Avoid feeding sour feed at all times,
and never feed more than they will eat
up wholly at each meal. If too much
food is given them and it is allowed to
remain in the food troughs, it becomes
sour, and bowel trouble is the result. We
are strong advocates of cooked food for
young chicks, and have obtained very
good results by simply feeding corn, oats
and wheat ground together bushel for
bushel. - For young chicks it should be
ground fine, and as they grow older,
coarser food of the same ingredients can
be used. For very young.chicks we pour
scalding water on this food, just enough
to mix it up well and not be sloppy. The
scalding water will cook the food and the
chicks will eat it with a relish.

Another good food is a baked food, us-
ing corn meal. Bake it the same as you
would a bone, seasoning with a little salt.
With the dry-method, start off with a
little rolled oats. We prefer either of

| the above foods, but the pin-head oat

meal is a good thing for young chicks,
feeding it in the litter. In this way the
little fellow will scratch for it and it will
give them plenty of exercise. We are
als) strong advocates of fresh meat for
young chicks, commencing to give it to
them when they are two days old, gradu-
ally increasing the amount as they grow
older. It will pay any one raising chicks
to feed them plenty of fresh meat, as it
is bone and sinew to the chicks and gives
them a good appetite, and we find that
they grow much more rapidly when fed
meat at least once per day when young,
gradually increasing to two feeds per day
afcer they get a little age. Be careful
never to overfeed them on the meat, but
just what you see they will eat up with a
ralish. Cut green bone is also recom-
mended, especially if there is a liberal
amount of meat adhering to it. In this
cwe it will take the place of meat or
maat meal.

tion, use citrate of iron and ammonia,
one teaspoonful of crystals in one quart
of water, in place of drinking water for
the young chicks. Be sure you first re-
move the fresh water from them so that
they will get a little dry before giving
them this driok.—Extract from A. F.

Cover the tub and knees with an
old blanket, having placed a. board over
the tub to keep the blanket out of the
water.

Colds in Chickens.

I have been experimenting - somewhat
with colds'in chicks and by these experi-

ments have proved to my satisfaction-that
some of the so calied pet theories are at

fault. I have especially demonstrated

that common colds will not develop into

roup, as a great many claim, but that if

a fowl has the roup it comes entirely from
contagion.:' I have had some of the worst
cases of cold this season to deal with I
have ever had, and I have placed those
afflicted, with those that were well to see
if they would also take the disease, but
they did not. I have also taken the
worst cases and put them into places
where the conditions were worse and did
nothing for them in the way of giving
them medicine and have not had any roup
from this experiment. Others I put un-
der better conditions and gave everything
ever rscommended for colds and even
roup, and they did not get better. I
made up my mind there was something
wrong. I discovered the trouble after
awhile. Previous to this and through all
my various experiments they had been
cuddling together, as ¢hicks always do,
just as long as they are allowed to do so.
So I separated them and made them roost
aud single out and gave them good care
and a good, tight house, so no drafts
could touch them, and they at once be-
gan to improve and finally got entirely
well. Therefore I reasoned that by pack-
ing together at night they prespired and
when they got up in the morning they
were chilled by the sudden change and
contracted cold. I am now convinced
that the best way is to teach chicks to
roost early, care being taken to give them
a good, wide board to roost ou until they
are fully developed, and thus avoid crook-
ed breasts, etc.—'Henry Trafford in

ABRamsM LINCOLN AND TEMPERANCE.

Mr. Lincoln was a Temperance man,
not from an influence due to the enthu-
siasm aroused by some temperance orator;
his attitude was a conviction within. All
the influences’ surrounding him in child-
hood and young manhood were of a char-
acter to induce him to drink. In later
years, referring to the drinking customs
of that period, he said:

**When all, such of us as have reach-
ed the age of maturity, first opened our
eyes upon the stage of existence, we

found intoxicating liquors recognized by’

everybody, repudiated by nohedy. It
commonly entered into the first draught
of the infant, and the last draught of the
dying man. From the sideboard of the
parson down to the ragged pecket of the
houseless loafer it was constantly found.
Physicians prescribed it for this, that,
and the other disease; government pro-
vided it for soldiers and sailors; and, to
have a rolling or raising, a husking or

1 “hoe-down,” anywhere about, without it,

was postively insufferable. So, too, it
was everywhere a respectable article of
manufacture and of merchandise.

The making of it was regarded as an
honorable livelihoed, and he wh{d eould
make most was the most enterprising and
respectable. Large and small ‘manufac-
tories of it were everywhere erecied, in
which all the earthly goods of their own-
ers were invested. Wagons drew it from
town to town, boats bore it from clime to

“clime, and the winds wafted it from na-

tion to nation; and merchaY bought and
sold it by wholesale and refil with pre-
cisely the same feelings on the part of
the seller, buyer. and bystander, as are
felt at the selling and buying of ploughs,
beef, bacon, or any other of the real ne-
cessaries of life. Uhiversal opinion not
only tolerated, but recognized and adopt-
ed, its use.”

No reader of the Bible ever imbibed its
spirit or learned the lessonsit taught
more fully than did Lincola. It.§ truths
appealed to his reason, and especially to
his experience. Its declaration as to the
effects of strong drink were fully confirm-
ed by the condition of those about him
who used liquor. Before he had ever
tasted liquor he resolved to always totally
abstain from its use. This was a coura-
geous decision to make in that day, much
more so indeed than it would be to-day.
He even refused to sell liquor in his store
at New Salem, and when his partner in-
gisted on the plea that its sale would
draw custom, he retired from th§ business
rather than consent. His unffiling prac-
tice. of his temperance principles attract-
ed attention, and when he was grown,
some of his associates determined to make
him break his resolutien. In order to
get him to take at least one drink of Ii-
quor, they declared that he could not lift
a full barrel of whiskey, and take a drink
out of the bunghole. Lincoln accepted
the challenge, lifted the barrel above his
head took a mouthful of the liquor and
set the barrel down upon the ground.
At once the shout was raised, *“‘Well,
Abe, you've taken a drink of whiskey for
once in your life, and broken your
pledge!” Bnt the sentence was scarcely
completed before he spit the liquor out of
his mouth, and quietly said, ‘‘And I have
not done so, now.”

A more astute politician than Mr. Lin-
coln America has not produced, and a
greater temptation never came to any
mere politician than came to Mr. Lincoln
the day after his nomination to the Presi-
dency by the Republican National Con-
vention, which met in the *“Wigwam” in
Chicago in 1860. It occurred in connect-
tion with the visit of the committee ap-
pointed by the convention to notify Mr.
Lincoln of his nomination. A number of
the citizens of Springfield, knowMr.
Lincoln’s total-abstinence habits, and-be-
lieving that in all probability he would
have no liquors in the house, called upon
him and suggested that perhaps some
members of the committee would be in
need of some refreshment, wine, or other
liquors. “I haven’t any in the house,”
said Mr. Lincoln. “We will furnish
them,” said the visitors. ‘‘Gentlemen.”

replied Mr. Lincoln,” I cannot allow you
to do what I willnot do myself. Some
Democratic citizens, however, who felt
that Springtield had been honored by the
nomination, sent several baskets of wine
to Mr. Lincoln’s house, but he returned
them, thanking tle senders for their in

tended kindness. After the formal cere-
monies connected with the busines

of the committee had passed, Mr. Lin-
coln remerked that as an appropriate con-
clusion to an interview so important and
interesting, he supposed good manners
would require tnat he should furnish the
committee something to drink. and open-
ing the door, he called out: ‘Mary!
Mary!” A girl responded to the call, to
whom Mr. Lincoln spuke in an undertone
In a few minutes the maid entered bear-
ing a large tray containing several glass
tumblers and a large pitcher snd placed it

upon the centre table. Mr. Lincoln then |

rose and gravely, addressing the distin-
guished gentlemen, said: ‘‘Gentlemen,
we must pledge our mutual healths
in the most healthy beverage God has
given to man. It is the only beverage I
have ever used or allowed in my family,
and 1 cannot conscientiously depart from
it on the present occasion; it is pure Ad-
am’s ale from the spring.” And taking a
tumbler he touched it to his lips, and
pledged them his highest respects in a
cup of cold water. :
A few months later he started on his
journey to Washington to take his seat z8
President of the United States.. In a
number of the cities, his visit was honor-
ed with grand banquets, at which wine
was served, but of whioch he never par-
took.On one occasion being urged to take
a glass of wine, he replied: ‘For thirty
years I have been a temperance man. and
I am too old to change.” It is declared
that actions speak louder than words.
The cause of temperance would possibly
have  been victorious  had the
action of all temperance men
been as consistent and as persistent
agamnst liquor trafiic as their utterances
have been. But when men’s acts and
words are in.accord, great is their power.
Such were Abrabam Lincoln’s. He riot
only abstained from the use of intoxica!-
ing liquors, but he was bold in publicly
advocating total abstinence.—D. O.
Thompson in Methodist Review.

Quick and Slow Cooking.

One great mistake cooks make is to how
fast certain articles should be cooked.
For instance meat is always tough even
though it falls from the bones, if boiled
hard. For soup it should be put to cook
in cold water and heated so slowly that it
will not come to a boil in less than an
hour, and then it should boil very gently.
When one wishes the flavor all to stay in
the meat it should be put tocook in
boiling water.and allowed to boil a few
minutes, and then set back where it will
just simmer. Meat should not be salted
until nearly done. Potatoes should boil
briskly the first five minutes and then
boil more slowly the remainder of the
half hour. Beans, peas, and corn sheuld
boil kard till done. Green vegetables

_should generally be cooked in salted

water to best retain their flavor. This is
particularly true of onions and cabbage.
One reason that young cooks pay so
little attention to the above rule is that
they think the difference is only in
the flavor - and that isn’t much. But the
greatest loss is in the value. And that
we may have all the nutrition certain
foods possess we must give them the
treatment they require.

Churning Sweet and Sour Cream.
It is well known that the churnability
of cream depends largely on its  handling
during ripening. Sour cream churns
more easily than sweet cream. The rea-
son for this may be that the presence of
lastic acid has some effect on the surfac
tension of fat globules. Since sour cream
churns moreZrapidly than sweet cream, it
will not do to mix creams of unusual
ripeness just before churning. The sour
cream would churn first and the sweet
cream would be left as buttermilk. If it
is necessary to mix cream of unequal
ripeness, ‘it should be done at least 12
hours before churning, and the mixture
should be thorough. Itis important te
stir the cream while it is ripening for a
similiar reason. If the temperature of
cream is not exactly alike throughout, as
is nearly always the case, the warmer
parts ripen more rapidly, and unless the
cream is occasionally stirred it does not

ripen uniformly. This leads to heavy |,

loses of fat in the buttermilk. If cream
has heen handled exactly as it should be,
the churn may be stopped when the but-
ter is in granular form without loss of fat
in the buttermilk, but if the cream is not.
uniformly ripened the churn cannot be
stopped at this point without consider-
able loss.

Armistice Refused.

Maniza, May 20, 10 a. m.—General
Gregoria del Pilar, \ commander of the in-
surgent forces in front of General Law-
ton’s division; Lieut. Col. Alberto Baret-
to, judge advocate; Major Zealcita, of
Aguinaldo’s staff, and Senor Graciognza-
ga, a tormer member of the Filipino
cabinet, the commissioners appointed to
co-operate with senores Florentino Tor-
rea, Pablocampo and Thodore Yanco, of.
Manila, for the purpose of negotiating
terms of peace with the American com-
missioners, reached Manila by special
train from Malolos -at 8.15 o'clock this
morning. The party was closeted with
General Otis for more than an hour, but
the interview was decidedly unsatisfac-
tory, the commission having nothing de-
finite to propose and being unempower-
ed to negotiate terms. The commission-
ers brought a communication direct from
Aguinaldo asking for an armistice pend-
ing the decisiomof the Filipino congress
as to what policy should be adopted. As
before, General Otis refused to entertain
the proposition. The commissioners, aft-
ter leaving the city hall, accepted an in-
vitation to visit the Oregon and the other
vessels of the American fleet in the bay,
and they were also granted permission to
see their families before returning.

ManiLa, May 20, 7.50 p. m.—The ex-
pedition up the Rio Grande river met
with resistance at the outskirts of San
Luiz, where several hundred Filipinos
were entrenched on the banks of the
stream. The rebels retreated beyond
Candaba and the gunboats steamed ahead
all the way training their gatling guns
upon the banks and dropping shells
wherever uniforms appeared on the shere.
The gunboats dispersed the insurgents
before San Lunis.  After they had passpd
sharpshooters from trees across the river,
one hundred yards distant, harrassed the
17th infantry, which was marching by
fours along the narrow wooded road, from
which the troops were unable to see the
enemy. The members of one battalion
laid on their faces in the road for a quart-
er of an hour trying to locate the rifle-

men and return their fire. Two Ameri-
caus were wounded. The road wound
close to the stresm and was thickly settl-
ed. It was a picturesque march. Many

ed under the trees on the opposite bank
displaying white shirts, towels, sheets or
anything white on poles.  Some shouted
welcome to the American soldiers, bat
most of theth maintained a sullen silence.
Aa old man in a carriage met the troops
two miles outside of the town. He said:
“I have lived in England and I have told
the people that the Americans are like
the English, and they need not be afraid.”
A Capuchin priest, one of the few whom
the Filipinos had not imprisoned, was
found at Candaba. He said it was useless
to try to convince the natives that the
Americans bad not come to oppress them,
as they believed their leaders, who had
strongly inpressed this belief npon them,
and who havetold stories of mnssacres,
rapes and Filipino victories. The walls
of the town were placarded with reports
of slaughter of Americans, hundreds of
whom were said to have been taken pris-
oners. As soon as Major Kobbe reached
San Luis the natives raided the insur-
gents’ rice stores, All day astream of
half naked peuple emerged from the store
house in the mauner of ants, rushing to

heads. On Thuraday v’ it a body of re-
bels retarned ;¢ Sewr Baiis and burned
part of the town.  Lieat. Cuuningham,
with a signal'corps party engaged in run-
ning a telegraph line, was camped near
the place.  Major Kobbhe sent the army.
gunbcat Cordovangs there today and
found the party in the town. The Rio
Grande, since Major Kobbe started, has
been the highway for the exodus for the
natives and to.day there isa contibuous
procession of thatched casoes with white
flags drifting down river and containing’
whole families of twenty to thirty persons
with their household goods and animals
on board. THousands of . these boats
have passed the army gunboats.

Students ana Circus Men.
Princerox, N. J., May 15.—Prince-
ton| studénts and Pawnce Bill's Wild
West Show employees indulged in a
pitched battls—today, and much serious
rioting was prevented only by the pre-
sence of men with cool heads and the ac-
tion of President Patton of the Universi-
ty in calling a mass meeting of all the
students. It has been un unwritten law
here that no circus parade shall pass
through the streets. Every show pro
prietor in making his dates has always
left Princeton from the list. When
posters were hung up announcing the ad-
vent of Pawnee Bill a few days ago it was
first considered a joke. The town au-
thorities advised the circus men not to at-
tempt to parade, hut this advice was un-
heeded. The: college boys were out in
force waiﬂné for parade, a great majority
of them~ néar the campus. armed with
cannon crackers, eggs and _vegetables
bought or confiscated from stores, others
armed with clods of turf. The students
made a wild rush to head off the proces-
sion. The employes of the circus were
rotten egged. The cow boys and Indians
charged the scudents, using their whips
freely. -Stung by the whips and .bruised
the students became ugly and missiles
changed to stones. Some of the Mexi-
can or South American cowboys used
their bolas with great effect. Several
were injured. President Patton later
had notices posted calling a mass-meeting
of the students at five o’clock. He, for-
bid any student going to the circus to-
night and thus ended the trouble. L\

‘““Don’'t” for the Baby.
An infant should be given no food con-
taining starch until it cuts its teeth.
Starchy foods include biscuits, corn flour,
tavico, sago, rice, potato, etc. An infant
cannot digest any of these until his teeth
are cut.
Violent noises and shakings or tossings
are hurtful to a baby and should be avoid-
ed as much as possible.
Infants should never be put in a sitring
posture until they are at least 3 months
old, when they will probably sit up of
their own accord. They should be car-
ried flat in the nurse’s arms, if the little
back is at all curved it may lead to curva-
ture of the spine or chest disease.

Until children are six or seven years
old they should have 12 hours sleep every
night, In addition to this a nap for two
hours, either in the morning or atternoon,
especially in hot weather, will do a great
deal towards keeping them bright and
well.

To give high gloss to shirts, collars and
cuffs, add a little dissulved gum arabic to
the starch. A bottle of this should be
kept with the laundry supplies. Prepare
by pouring an ounce of boiling, water over
two ounces white guin arabic, add a tea-
spoonful powered borax and bottle before
it gets quite cold. One tablespoonful of
this added to a quart of starch gives a
nice gloss.
