FARMING MATTERS.

HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Irrigation in the West.

Major J. W. Powell, the director of the
UnitedStates Geological Survey contributes
an article to the March Century on “The
Irrigable Lands of the Arid Region,” from
which we quote the following:

“The Snake or Shoshone River heads in
the great forest-clad mountains of Wyom-
ing and runs across the Territory until it
becomes the boundary line between Idaho,
and Oregon. Passing the northeastern
corner of the last mentioned State, it enters
the State of Washington, and runs west-
ward for a long reach until it debouches
into the Columbia. The Shoshone River
is one of great volume, second only to the
Colorado. Reservoir sites along its course
in Wyoming and Idaho have already been
revealed by the surveys, and it is shown
that in the upper region, water can be
stored to an amount of more than 2,000,000
acre feet. This will irrigate at the first
usage at least 2,000,000 acres of land; and
if they be properly selected, so that the
waters can be collected again and again
after serving the land, the area redeemed
will be more than 4,000,000 acres. There
are many other tributaries below that have
not yet been examined, and it is safe to
say that the waters of the Shoshone with
its tributaries may ultimately serve from
8,000,000 to 10,000,000 acres. In its utiliza-
tion three clases of problems are invovled.
Ifthe waters are taken out in small canals
near to the river, and the lowlands served
first, and prior rights and interests estab-
lished on such lands, then but a small part
of the stream can be used, and the greater
part will run away to the Pacific Ocean;
and subsequently the region of irrigation
can be enlarged only by buying out vested
water rights scattered along the course of
the river. But if at the very beginning
the water can be taken out high up the
river and carried in great canals to either
gide and there distributed to the higher
lands, and used over and over again on its
return, a complete utilization can be secur-
ed, and the cost of the construction of the
system of irrigation *by reservoirs and
canals will be greatly reduced per acre.
To irrigate 2,000,000 acres of land near to
the river by short canals taken oui along
its course here and there will cost more
than half as much as the construction of
hydraulic works that will serve from 6,000,
000 to 8,000,000; while the scattered minor
works will be forever subject to destruction
by the floods and the agriculture secured
will be of less value per acre, because the

best lands will not be served, and only im-
perfect drainage will be secured.

MEMORY OF A HORSE.

A good story is told in the Boston Post,
appropos of the subject of memory in
horses :—I happened to be the witness of
an odd scene the other day, which,
when recounted, may possibly amuse the
reader. One of those not infrequent, but,
I must confess, usually fictitious necessities,
had arisen which takes me to astable—on
this occasion to a large establishment in
the vicinity of Cardon Street. It wasabout
five o’clock in the afternoon, and various
people were starting for home, among them
a man and woman who had a remarkably
intelligent looking grey horse. Just as
he began to trot down the lane by which
the stable is reached from the street, a
stout “‘party” who I noticed, had been
watching the grey very intently, suddenly
cried out in a loud voice, “Dan, don’t you
want a piece of cake ?” The horse stopped
short, pricked up his ears, looked around,
and uttered a faint whinny of recognition
and assent ; nor would he go on until the
stout man had come foaward and explained
his interference. It appeared that several
years before he had bronght the horse
from Vermont, where he had owned him
for some time, and as the beast was par-
ticularly docile he had taught him the true
sense of the question the sudden asking
of which brought the animal to a stand-
still. It is well known that horses never
forget a person or place, and scarcely an
event. No matter how much time has
elapsed or how greatly the horse may have
changed in disposition, one word from a
former master will esjablish immediately
the old relation between them.

HEART-RENDERING SCENES.
20,000 People on House Tops and on Trees.

St. Louis, March 30.—J. J. Hogan, of.
the Memphis Commercial, arrived to day
direct from the flooded district along the
Mississippi river. He has just completed
a tour of the devastated region and says
the situation is alarming. In his opinion
the flood hasnot reached its highest notch.
In Laconia Circle, Despatch county, Ark.,
comprising about 20,000 acres, the scenes
are heart-rendering. Thisstrip isinundat-
ed toa depth of from 5to 20 feet. The in-
habitants, numbering between 20,000 and
30,000 people, whites and negroes, women
and children, are perched on house tops
and in trees. The live stock not already
drowned is maintaining a precarious exist-
ence with the wretched owners in some
instances on the roofs of residences and
elsewhere on improvised platforms of
wreckage. Starvation is telling on the
cattle and the human victims are in a
scarcely less deplorable condition as to
food. From Helena the entire Mississippi
to Delta county, from Vicksburg west to
Survetport,and down to New Orleans seems
doomed to destruction. Hogan reports all
the people in the wide district there fleeing
for their lives.

DIDN'T WANT THE JOB.

LonpoN, April 1.—A dispatch from St.
Petersburg to The Daily Telegraph says
that a man who committed suicide there
yesterday left a letter in which he con-
fessed that he had been engaged in a con-
spiracy against the life of the czar.  The
letter said that the writer and his fellow-
conspirators had drawn ballots to decide
who should take the czar’s life and the lot
had fallen to the writer, who, rather than
commit the deed, had determined to take
his own life. The letter also gave the writ-
er’s accomplices, several of whom have
‘been arrested.

THE LOSS AT LOUISVILLE.

LousviLLg, A-ril 1.—Mayor Jacobs says
the number of t..0se killed outright by the
tornado and those who die of their wounds,
will not exceed 150. The losses to the
humbler classes, whose homes and all were
swept away, will not, he thinks, exceed
$500,000. The total amount of the relief
fund approximates $110,000.

It appears that much of the insurance
property in Louisville ceased to be effec-
tive when the property was wrecked by
wind before catching fire.

MR.  WILSON'S ADMIRABLE
SPEECH,

He Justifies His Own Course on the

Stumpage Question and Effec-
tively Answers His 4
Critics. %

would not attempt to address the house
at t%ns time were it not for the importance |
of the question under consideration.
It is a question upon which every hon.
member will be expected by his constitu-
to have opinions and to express them.
There is-another reason which induces me
to speak, and that is the references which
have been made by several hon. gentlemen
opposite, to two speeches which I made
previous to the last election and from
which they have undertaken to shew that
while I support the government in this
resolution, I am not consistent. It has
been stated by hon. gentlemen opposite
that I have claimed that policy of the
present government in regard to the crown

government deserves great credit. That
statement is correct. I think, sir, that I
have been

Justified in Supporting the Government
in that policy and I see no great departure
from that policy in the present movement
on the part of the government.

I lay it down as a sound principle that
whenever a large portion of the people of
any country make constant and persistent
demands for redress for any grievance
under which they have been laboring for
a long time, it ia the duty of the govern-
ment to grant relief when it can be done
without injury to the publicservice. The
history of England and the colonies furnish
numerous instances wherein this course
has been followed. Now, what are the
facts in connection with this stumpage
movement? The people of the four north-
ern counties of the province have spoken
out at the polls at every election since this
government came into power,

With no Uncertain Sound,
in favor .of a reduction of the stumpage
rates; they have spoken through their
representatives in the county councils of
their several municipalities, urging upon
the government the advisability of reduc-
ing the stumpage charges. The represen-
tatives of the lumbermen of that section
have frequently at its interviews with the
government urged the same course—point-
ing out the many disadvantages which the
lumbermen of the north labored under
in comparison with those of the western
part of the province. - In addition to this,
the representatives of the northern
counties in this house have expressed the
hope that the time would soon come when
a reductiofi would be made, and the mem-
bers from Westmorland who now de-
nounces the conduct of the government
in this regard
Expressed Similar Sentiments.
He spoke strongly in favor of a reduction
in 1885 and again in 1886, when Mr.
Park moved his amendment to the ad-
dress condemning the policy of the gov-
ernment in regard to the crown lands.
Mr. Wetmore, the then leader of the
opposition, took the same course, and the
members of the opposition went to the
country in the election of 1866 with a
reduction of the stumpage as a plank in
their platform, and four men were elected
in Westmorland in favor of the reduction.
The opposition candidates in York in
the election of 1886, claimed in their
canvass that the government’s crown land
policy was a mistake. They received a
very respectable vote.
Now, gir, I have a right to assume that
the people of Restigouche, Kent, Glouces-
ter, Northumberland, Westmorland and
whatever. opposition voters there were in
the othercounties forming a large portion
of the people of this province,
Are in Favor of the Reduction
of the stimpage. The government have
hitherto resisted this pressure because the
revenues of the country were not in a
condition' to allow it. But we now find
from the auditor’s report that the govern-
ment received last year about $15,000 more
from the public domain as revenue than
they estimated forand they have assured
the house that with a reduction of twenty-
five cents per M. on lumber cut on the
crown lands that they will have $38,000 in
1890 more than they received in 1889, with
a charge of $1.25 per M. The conditions
precedent, therefore, exist when the gov-
ernment can, with reason, extend the
helping hand to the lumber interest. But
we are told that they have done so as the
result of a deal, which is disgraceful ; that
the government has sacrificed principle
when they met the request of the North
Shore lumbermen and every man who
supports it has done the same. History
does not teach that a change of policy
Is a Sacrifice of Principle,
but rather that a change of policy, upon a
fuller knowledge of the wants of the
people, is wise statesmanship. Who
charges Sir Robert Peel with want of
principle when he granted to the English
people untaxed food? Who charges Glad-
stone with want of principle when he
changed his policy in regard to Ireland
(and may he live long enough to grant to
that suffering country the rights to which
her people are justly entitled)? Who
charges the men who brought about con-
federation when they, for that great pur-
pose, sacrificed their minor differences for
its accomplishment.
The governments of this province since
confederation have been the result of
compromise. So in this case the govern-
ment as it now is formed is the result of
a compromise. The North Shore repre-
sentatives have not insisted upon their
former demands, and the government
have made concessions, and we are now
asked to support the resolution before the
house to carry into effect the arrangement.
We are told that to vote for this resolu-
tion is to vote for an entire change of
policy. Is it possible, sir, that the regu-
lation of the stumpage charges is the only
and entire policy of the government? If
guch is the case, then I have been study-
ing public
Affairs to no Purpose
for the past ten years. What has been
the policy of the government since it
came into power?
It has been to curtail expenses wherever
it was possible; to economically apply the
revenues to the greatest public services;
to remove certain practices from certain
gources of revenue which absorbed the

lands of the province, is one for which the |

the treasury; to develop new sources of
revenue ; to preserve our provincial rights
under the British North America Act.
Such, sir, has been the policy of the
present government,’and when the leader
of the opposition tells this house that a
reduction of the stumpage to the amount
of twenty-five cents per thousand isan
entire change in the policy of the govern-
ment, he is either entirely ignorant as to
what that policy is, or he is undertaking to
mislead hon. members. The fundamental
principles 6f a policy is one thing and its
details is' another. The hon. gentlemen
opposite have mistaken the details for the
policy, and one is all they seem to be able
to grasp at a time.
I have supported the government in its
policy in regard to the crown lands. I
ave not voted for the reduction of the
mpage heretofore, I have been
ured that the condition of the revenue

Lo Would Not Admit of It,

but now, sir, when I am assured that the
cut of lumber on the crown lands is such
that a charge of $1.00 stumpage per M.
will give the government as much
revenue in 1890 as they had from a charge
of $1.25 per M. in 1888 and that the
amounts for the great public services will
not suffer, I feel justified in assisting the
government in extending to the lumber-
men of this province the helping hand to
enable them to carry on with profit to
themselves, their employees and the
country, the great lumber industry. It
has been said that, if the reduction is
made our roads and bridges will suffer;
that our schools will suffer; that the in-
terest in the public debt will not be paid;
that our publlc services generally will
suffer.

The government with a territorial rev-
enue of $137,000, and less, have maintained
the great public services, and have made
provision for the extra interest on the
bonded debt of the province incurred on
account of making provision for the build-
ing of public works; have met the
demands of the school service; appro-
priated largely for agricultural purposes;

Have Wiped out the Floating Debt

which stood against the province when
the present government came into power;
have sustained the credit of the province
in the financial, and will any less be done
when the revenue from the public domain
is $138,000? And then, sir, this is only a
temporary arrangement until the report of
the commission to which reference is made
is before the government, after which the
whole question of the lumber dues can be
discussed and finally settled and until that
time I think we can well afford to make
the'reduction asked for. But says the lead-
er of the opposition: “By the adoption of
this resolution money will be given to the
lumber kings which ought to go upon the
roads and bridges to assist the poor people
in gettling on the crownlands.” Every as-
sistance possible ought to be given to the
men who will undertake to settle in our
country and this government has given
that assistance.

Does not the lumber industry give many
a man the means to take up a new farm ?
I think it does. Does not the lumber in-
dustry -

Give a Market to our Farmers?

Most assuredly. Then whatever assists the
lumber industry helps the farmers; there-
fore when the government assists the lum-
ber industry it assists the farmers, the
opinion of the hon. gentleman opposite to
the contrary notwithstanding.

When the present regulations were
adopted we were teld that the government
were playinginto the handsof the lumber
kings of the North Shore. Now when these
regulations are to be changed the same cry
is raised.

The members of the opposition are not

ina mood to be satisfied. They remind
me of the Irishman who came to this
country and when he landed the first thing
he asked was “is there a government here?”
“Yes,” was the answer. “Well by jabbers
here’s agin it.”
Now Sir, let us see what position the
opposition occupies in this matter. You
would be led to suppose from the tenure of
the remarks by the members thereof that
they were always opposed to the retuction
of the stumpage. Unfortunately for their
reputation, some of them are on record as
favoring this reduction; and I am amazed
at the suddeness of the change of opinione.
It shatters one’s faith in humanity. Take
as an example the hon. gentleman from
Kent (Mr.Phinney). During the session
of 1889 he expressed himself very strongly
in favor of the very policy which he

Now as Strongly Condemns.

On page 29 of the synoptical debates of
1889 he is reported as follows:
“Mr. Phinney continued, saying that he
would not be doing his duty if he did not
say something on the stumpage question.
It was one that deeply concerned his con-
stituency. There was an almost nnani-
mous feeling in his county in favour of a
reduction of the stumpage. The county
council of Kent had passed resolutions
favoring a reduction, and he would be re-
creant to his duty if he did not agree with
the remarks of the hon. member from
Northumberland on the question. It was
the duty of the North Shore members to
voice the feelings of their constituents on
this question. Some of the most promi-
ment men of his county demanded a re-
duction of the stumpage on the ground
that such a reduction was a public neces-
gity. He respected the opinions of such
gentlemen, believing that their demand
was honestly made. He hoped that the
government would favorably entertain the
request of the North Shore lumbermen
and make a reduction in the stumpage as
speedily as possible.”
And now, sir, he tells us that after re-
ceiving a telegram from some one—(Mr.
McLeod it is said) he has concluded to
oppose the resolution.
Mr. Phinney—I never received a tele-
gram fromMcLeod and the solicitor general
says that Mr. George McLeod is not in the
business.

Hon. Mr. Blair—It was George K. Mec-
Leod.

Mr. Wilson — You there had asked for
a reduction of the stumpage and now
when the government come before the
house and announces a policy of reduction
you object.

Mr. Phinney — It is a discreditable way
of doing it.

Mr. Wilson — Then my hon. friend is to
be the judge of what is honest or dishonest.
He (Phinney) would take it if he got it
from the leader of the opposition.

Mr. Phinney — Yes.

An hon. member — It was the policy of
the opposition to have given it.

On page 43 of the debates of that session
Mr. Hanington said : —

“Now, as to the amendment calling for a
reduction of the stumpage, moved by his
friend, Mr. Park. It was a most deserving
measure, and it coincided with the senti-
ment of the country. The move of the
first amendment had in contemplation
only such a temporary reduction in the
stumpage as the immediate interests of the
country required. The current expenses
could be met without high stumpage. Last
year the Dominion government placed
this government in funds to the extent of
$750,000. This government could estimate
for less of revenue from the lumber
source.”

Mr. Hanington — That’s just about as
true as the rest of it.

Mr. Wilson—Well the rest of it is true
therefore this is true. The hon. gentle-
man does not believe his own words. Ido
not wonder he feels uncomfortable in his
present position. And I find opposition
members nearer home expressing them-
selves in favour of the reduction on the
stumpage rate. My hon. friend for Sun-
bury (Mr. Perley) said on nomination day
in Sunbury that he would go for the reduc-
tion of the stumpage.

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THURSDAY’S VOTE.

On Dr. Atkinson's motion to appoint a
committee to investigate the management
of the government stable, the house divid-
ed 12 for to 24 against. Messrs. Palmer,
Baird, Perley and McKeown being absent.
On the supposition that the two last named
gentlemen would, if present, have voted
for the resolution, the strength of the op-
position as disclosed by the vote is four-
teen. It was understood that Mr. Douglass
would vote with the government on other
questions than the stumpage, but Mr. Mel-
anson had not definately placed himself
in the government ranks, although it was
well understood that he did not intend to
offer a factious opposition. Concerning
Mr. Melanson, the Gleaner writing some
days ago said :—

“The gentleman who headed the poll in
Westmorland is showing himself not only
a credit to the country which he is so
worthily representing, but to the race to
which he belongs.”

The Moncton Times quoted this with ap-
proval. It is pleasant to be able to indorse
for once the views of these papers.

Upon the merits of the question on which
the vote was taken the observations of the
provincial secretary may be quoted. He
said :—

“The motion was clearly one of want of
confidence and the government wou d so
treat it. He said that all the information
as to the expenditure wascontained in the
public accounts, and if any hon. member
degired any further information of any
nature with reference to the stables, the
government would be very glad to furnish
it on inquiry being made in the usual and
proper manner. He said that no charges
were preferred against the government
and no reason whatever had been shown
for the adoption of the resolution, and it
was simply one of want of confidence.”

It may be added that the public accounts
committee have before them every item
of expenditure in connection with the
stables down to the most minute particulars
and have had and yet have every oppor-
tunity that any one can possibly desire to
get the fullest explanations. Such explana-
tions as- have been asked for have been
freely given.

A WRONG TEST.

Inthe discussions in and out of the legis-
lature as to the Stock Farm and the gov-
ernment horses many persons lay stress
upon the fact that the income does not bal-
ance the outlay and speak as though the
making of such institutions pay their way
ought to be the one end and aim of their
management, and their ability to do so
was the sole test of their success. This is
a test which is applied to nothing else.
We do not ask that our highways shall pay,
or our common schools or even the legis-
lature. Our Lunatic Asylum, our public
hospitals, the Normal School, the Univer-
sity, the great bridges do not pay. Why is
it that the question of profit or loss is
brought up only when the great agricul-
tural interest is concerned ? Utility is the
proper test. Undoubtedly tried by this test,
the further maintenance of the Provincial
Stock Farm is not advisable. More good
can be accomplished in the same line by
the expenditure of the same amount of
money in other ways, and it is an open
question, upon which there will naturally
be a difference of opinion, whether the
most good ig being realized from the horses,
kept as they are; but the last question to
be considered in this connection is wheth-
er they are paying their way. There is no
manner of doubt that- if the difference in
the value of the progeny of these horses, as
compared with that of ordinary colts, could
be ascertained it would be found that the
importation had in that way paid for itself
and a great deal more. So faras mainten-
ance goes the animals are paying for them-
selves when the interest on their cost ie
left out of the account, and at the close of
the present year the sinking fund will be
nearly one half the amount of bonds issued
to pay the original outlay, and this sink-
ing fund, be it remembered, is made up of
an amount retained annually from the
grants to the agricultural societies.

And here it may be remarked that not-

withstanding this reduction in their grants
to the extent of one third of the whole,
notwithstanding the change in the law by
which increased membership and increas-
ed subscription lists are made necessary.
the societies are increasing in number, un-
til they are already more numerous than
was contemplated under the new law, and
their representatives attend the horse sale
and bid with increased spirit from year to
year. From every quarter of the province
the societies are agking for improved stock :
they have ceased their old time habit . of
trafficking in common seeds and imple-
ments, purchased with their grant and
sold at a large loss, and are getting only
the best seeds and eelling them for cost
and charges. There never was a time when
the spirit of enquiry was keener among
New Brunswick farmers than it is to-day.
Much yet remains to be done, but those
who are in a position to see below the sur-
face know that much is being done by the
agricultural societies. They are broadening
the area and scope of their operations,
and aiming at other results than the mere
subdivision of their grant amonga few
favored members. Hence the societies
have a right to ask on behalf of the farm-
ing community that the expenditures for
agriculture ghall be considered, not inthe
1 2ht of direct profit and loss, but in the
broader one of indirect advantage.

RIDEAU HALL.

The expenditures at Rideau Hall have
been the subject of a good deal of comment
and the Governor-General hae found him-
self compelled to make a statement in re-
gard to them. This comes in the form of
a letter from his secretary to the committee
on public accounts from which we learn
that during the part season 850 invitations
to dinner were extended, while 1700 stand-
ing invitations to Saturday afternoon
skating and tobogganing parties were is-
sued. Anordinary entertainment requires
180 tumblers, 300 sherry glasses, 500 claret,
600 champagne, 300 ice plates, 30 decant-
ers each for sherry, port and claret, and
1200 cups and saucers. The climate and
other causes produced a great amount of
breakage. The memorandum conveyed
the intimation that the Governor-General,
judging by experience, did not think that
achange in the direction of making a
fixed allowance for fuel and travelling ex-
penses, instead of, as at present charging
these as they occur, would prove economic-
al. It might lead, probably, tp some
amounts being paid twice over. The
Governor-General did not advise the build-
ing of a new vice-regal residence at pres-
ent, but making Rideau Hall as possible,
g0 a8 to cause it to realize a good price
when sold. .

Our civic delegates are back again from
Ottawa and frankly admit that they have
very little to tell as the result of their mis-
sion. We fancy the truth of the matter is
that nothing has yet been finally decided
upon. Perhaps when a conclusion is reach-
ed it will be found that the intimation
thrown out by Tae HEeraLD some weeks
ago was well-founded and that both the
Harvey-Salisbury line and the - Grand
Trunk extension will be secured, though
the former may not be built asa part of
the Canadian Pacific.

ST. JOHN IN THE LEGISLATURE.

It must by this time have occurred to
most people that it is possible to run this
province without the assistance of the St.
John representatives; or to state the case
in another way, that the people of New
Branswick as a whole have no sympathy
with St. John localisms and sectarian
squabbles. Fora great constituency — the
largest in the province in the number of
electors and by all odds the wealthiest—
St. John cuts a strange figure in politics.
It ought to be otherwize. Its representa-
tives are all men of ability, some of
them public men of experience; but they
made the mistake of supposing that all
New Brunswick revolved around Prince
William street. They lost sight of the
fact that the constituencies of the province
have outgrown the “commercial metro-
polis,” and no longer depend upon it for
financial support or political inspiration-
For nearly a century St. John domineered
provincial affairs, and the mischievous
effects of its influence may be seen in
many ways, notably in connection with
railways. In ‘the beginning of railway
construction St. John influence prevented
the adoption of a policy which long ago
would have secured a through trunk line
to Quebec, and compelled the adoption of
a policy local and isolated in character.
Of recent years its influence has been
thrown against every railway project
which did not promige to bring business
directly to its merchants. The men who
have clamored against the Harvey-Salis-
bury line were St. John men ; their voices
were raised against the Grand Trunk ex-
tension until they found it likely to reach
their city; the strongest opposition to past
railway subsidies has come from St. John.
Of course there have been exceptions
among her public men; but as a general
thing these observations apply with per-
fect truth to the constituency at large.
We repeat that this ought not to be so.
Tae HeravLp has the fullest sympathy for
St. John interests and has so expressed
itself at all times; it would be glad to see
the city prosper — for its prosperity means
that of the province; but in a far more
thorough sense does the prosperity of the
province at large mean that of St. John,
for what would that city be without the
country behind it —only a fishing village,
if it would be even that.

Now we put it to the members of St.
John frankly. Have they not made a
serious mistake? The government shows
no disposition to treat their constituency
unfairly, but endeavors to deal justly by
it; yet they walk about the lobbies while
delegations of their constituents come up
to advocate the city’s claims. Do they
not realize that they are not politically big
enough to overbalance the rest of the
province? We mean nothing personal by
this question, and desire not to be under-
stood as making even indirectly a personal
reflection ; but it has long been necessary
to demonstrate that there was a little part
of New Brunswick lying north.of Fort
Howe and this seems to be a good time to
emphasize the fact. During the recess,
which will now soon begin, the esteemed
representatives of St. John will do well to
think the matter over. They have taken
part in an extremely factious opposition.
Perhaps they could not very wzll help
themselves. They were elected in opposi-
tion; but they must by this time have
learned that the question on which they
were returned is as dead as Julius Ceesar
and that the “ Queen’s government” can
go on without their co-operation.

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

The Hon Mr, Yeung hasdrawn up a bill
to abolish the Legislative Countil, but the
council declined to allow it to be read a
first time. The honorable gentleman in
introducing this bill may be actuated by
a sincere desire to make the change in the
constitution referred to. He has not been
hitherto disposed to assist the government
in that direction and has been more con-
spicuous for his ingenuity and persistency
in planning fruitless attacks upon the ad-
ministration, than for enthusiasm or even
ordinary interest in legislation. Hence he
cannot complain, and probably will not,
when people attribute his last effort more
to a desire to put the government in a
tight place than toany wish to bring about
a reform in the body of which he has
been a most conspicuous member and to
whose unpopularity in the country he has
contributed more than any three of his
colleagues. Mr. Young is too old a parlia-
mentarian to have supposed for one mom-
ent that the government could allow him
to take charge of matters in this way, and
he cannot have been surprised when the
Hon. Messrs. Harrigson and McLellan, both
of whom have supported the aboltion of
the council, declined to vote in favor of
the introduction of the bill. The govern-
ment have not yet shown themselves so
incapable of preparing measures of such
importance that they ought to feel bound
to accept Mr. Young’s crude production,
nor have they any reason to feel so satis-
fied of Mr. Young's singleness of purpose
that they ought to join hands with him in
his measures, especially when they are of
such a character that no selfrespecting ad-
ministration could for one moment permit
them to be taken charge of by a private
member. A bill toabolish the Legislative
Council ought, and according to constitu-
tional practice, must emanate from the
government and be recommended by the
Lieutenant Governor.

Tae Gleaner says that the fate of the
government depends-upon York. Admit-
ting for argument sake that this is true,
what of it? Why should the county of
York want to see the government de-
feated? York has certainly not suffered
at the hands of the administration. Most
people think it has fared better under the
present government than under any of its
predecessors. The county of York knows
what it is about. Besides it does not
follow that if the four York representatives
were defeated at a by-election the present
opposition would come into power. The
opposition would yet be in a minority.

TaEe Chatham World is out with a strong
protest against what it calls “the senseless
old custom” of kissing the book when tak-
ing an oath. The text of the article is the
refusal of a Philadelphia lady to kiss a
bible on theground that it was too dirty.
As a matter of fact the custom is useless
and might well be discontinued.

THE Quebec government was sustained
by a large majority on a whole series of
want of confidence resolutiqns on Tuesday,
one vote following another up to 3.20 a.
m. Then Mr. Mercier made a speech
thanking the members for their sessional
labors, but declining to say when he would
bring on the elections.

THE Secretary for Agriculture has sug-
gested to the Dominion Minister of Agri-
culture that Mr. Chapais, the lately ap-
pointed assistant dairy commissioner,
should be sent to New Brunswick to lect-
ure on agricultural subjects in those locali-
ties where the population is principally
French speaking.

Ir the McKinley tariff bill becomes law
it will seriously interfere with the ship-
ment of farm produce from Canada to the
United States. It will be impossible to ex-
port hay, eggs, and some other articles to
that country with a profit. Present indica-
tions are that the bill will pass.

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MR. WILSON’S SPEECH.

On the first page of this paper will be
found Mr. Wilson’s speech on the stump-
age question. It is worth reading. Its
raciness distinguishes it from the ordinary
run of political speeches; but Mr. Wilson
never loses his point, and scores most ef-
fectively.

The mpeech is one mote convincing
proof that stumpage reduction was the
ladder by which the opporition expected
to climb into office. This isshown beyond
contradiction by the interruptions and ad-
missions of the opposition members. Let
any unprejudiced elector bring to bear
upon the facts, as they ate now disclosed,
his calm judgment,and he cannot fail to
be satisfied that a reduction of stumpage
was the one thing determined by the
elections. The majority of a house, coming
fresh from the people, favored it, and the
question therefore resolved itself simply
into this: Shall the present government
grant a reduction of twenty-five cents per
thousand, or the opposition a reduction of
forty cents per thousand? That this is
a correct statement of the case can no
longer be denied.

AROUND THE WORLD.

Here is a batch of despatches which tell
their own story. . :

Lonpon, April 2, — A St. Petersburg de-
spatch says: The peasants are rising in
Riazan, and blood has already been shed.
The agitation is spreading to Finland and
Poland, and gendarmes and cossacks have
been sent to quell the disorder. The ex-
citement is intense. Everybody sym-
pathizes with the students.

Moscow, April 2. — Fifteen of the stud-
ents arrested here will be tried on the
charge of being political revolutionists.
Forty-two have been expelled from the
university. Of this number 37 have been
allowed the right to enter other univer-
sities. Forty-four will be subjected to
minor punishments and the remainder
will be released. The disorders are con-
sidered to be a sign of revolutionary plans
in connection with the agitation in foreign
countries regarding the treatment of
political prisoners in Siberia and the latter
of Madame Tschebrikova to the czar. It
is not thought the new movement has the
slightest prospect of success. The masses
of the people are thoroughly loyal. Sixty-
seven students at the Charkoff University
have been arrested and eleven expelled.
Order has been restored there.

ATTEMPT ON THE CZAR'S LIFE.

LoxpoN, April 2. —A Berlin correspond-
ent says a partially successful attempt has
been made upon the life of the czar. The
name of the would-be assassin and kind of
weapon used are not known.

ST. PETERSBURG UNIVERSITY CLOSED.

St. PETERSRURG, April 2.—In conse-
quence of the discovery of a conspiracy
among the students the university has
been closed. Two hundred students pre-
sented themselves at the university this
morning, but they were refused admission.
The institute of technology has also been
closed for the same reason, and 300 stud-
ents were to-day rufused admission.

QUEEN IS ABOUT TO ABDICATE

“This ishow the New York Journal tells
the story :—It is now said, on the highest
official authority, as well as being a matter
of common gossip in parliament and at
the clubs, that the Queen is seriously con-
sidering the step of abdicating the British
throne. The recent reception of the
Prince of Wales by the German Emperor
has had a great effort on the aged Queen,
who is now convinced that her son ought
to have a chance to play the leading rolein
England during the rest ofher life which
is certain to be short. The Queen’s bodily
infirmity isincreasing, and she is o rapid-
ly running to flesh that message is neces-
sary to assist her breathing. One strong
objection the Queen has to abdicating is
the contingency of being called ex-Queen.
She wishes to assume the title of Queen
Regent for the rest of her life. A special
bill will be introduced into parliament
when she is willing to resign the actual
throne, and the Prince of Wales will be
crowned King of England and Emperor
of India.”

NOT TO STAY RESCUED.

A late despatch says:—Emin Pasha has
accepted proposals made to him by Major
Wissmann and has entered the German
service. He will receive a salary of £1,000
a year. He has given up his intention of
returning to Europe and will leave Bago-
move about the middle of April for Vie-
toria Nyanza. He will be accompanied
by a large caravan and 200 Soudanese
troops, under command of German officers.
His decision meets with strong disfavor
in Zanzibar.

The English papers do not like this,
probably because it means an increase of
German inflnence in Africa.

AN EVICTION SCENE.

Garret Barrington, of Boston, Acts the
Role of the Irish Landlord.

‘When Garret Barrington, of Boston, came
to St. Andrews to act the part of the dutiful
son-in-law, and give Michael Haggerty, his
father-in-law, who died in the poor house,
a decent burial, he was generally applauded.

Had he gone away after performing the
last offices to his deceased relative, he would
have carried the respect of the community
with him, but when he undertook to per-
form the role of the Irish landlord, and
serve up an eviction scene, respect quickly
turned to disgust.

It appears that before Michael Haggerty
passed off this earthly sphere, he owned or
was interested in a piece of property at
Chamcook. For several years a family
named Donahee have occupied the property.
It is said that Haggerty had given it to Mrs.
Donahee. Be this as it may, Barrington
had scarcely got his father-in-law nicely
covered up before he visited Chamcook to
take possession of this little piece of lard.
Dooahee was absent in the woods, and
there was nobody in the house but his wife,
who was in a poor state of health, and four
or five small children. Barrington ordered
her to leave the house at once, but she re-
fused, whereupon he began destroying
things. He smashed the windows, tore
down the chimney, and, it is said that he
also broke the stove. When he had finished
his work of destruction the house was
scarcely habitable. The weather was raw
and chilly, and it was anything but a com-
fortable night for a house to be let unpro-
tected as it was, but this did not trouble the
great-hearted Barrington any. He returned
to town apparently well pleased with his
act. For several hours after his departure
the little family were huddled together in
the cold, fireless house, then a kind-hearted
neighbor drove down and took them to his
home. Since then the family have become
inmates of the Poor House. Barrington has
since returned to Boston.—St. Andrews
Beacon. A place well suited to his taste.

1t is now stated on good authority that
the manganese mine at Dawson,Albert Co.,
has been sold to an American company
and that operations will commence in the
spring. The price stated is $11,000.

Attorney-general Martin, of the Man-
itoba Ministry, who is at variance with
Premier Greenway, is about to resign his
seat in the cabinet. It is also stated that
premier Greenway will shortly resign.

J. C. Chapais, of Kamouraska, Quebec,
has been appointed assistant dairy com-
missioner o1 the central experimental
farmstaff. Mr. Chapais is secretary of the
Dominion dairyman’s association and one
of the best known dairy experts in the
province of Quebec.

Dr. Jamieson, of Pakenham, Ont.,
nephew of Joseph Jamieson, M. P. for
North Lanark, was found dead in bed in
O'Neill’s hotel, Arnprior, Ont., Thursday.
He suffered for years from insomnia and
nervousness and was in the habit of using
chloroform to produce sleep and took an
overdose. .

Alex. McCuigh, a driver, 18 years of age,
employed in the Gowire mines, C. B., was
instantly killed by the fall of a stone in the
mine. He was sitting down in a room
waiting for a the tub to be filled when
the accident occurred. The stone, which
came without warning, was what miners
call a pot, a most treacherous thing.

A most diabolical attempt to wreck the
Halifax accommodation,on thePictou town
branch of the Intercolonial, last Tuesdav
night. Two pieces of logs were laid, one
across either rail, near the middle of Home
Brook bridge, which, at that point is 90
feet high. Fortunately, the cowcatcher
was low enough to strike and throw off
the obstruction.

The poisoning of Mr. Dick’s.family, by
the eating of codfish, has called out remin-
iscences of similar occurrences. Mr, Dick’s
fish was a very large one, and the poison-
ing was dohe by large ones in the other
instances. It is asserted that the big fish
sometimes secrete poisonous matter along
the backbone; and this bone should always
be cut out before the fish is cooked. So
says commodore Stewart of the world.

Catholic children shall attend No.2 and
colored, male and female children, shall at-
tend No. 3. One of the trustees says he is
willing colored. people should have the
same rights as whites, but ig strongly
opposed to both attending the same school.

On Sunday morning the body of Henry
T. Sunbury was found dead near Smelter,
on Burrard Inlet beach. His naked body
was covered with planks. Hisclotheawere
found hid under a stump near by.

The case of the Temiscouata Railway
Company vs. Camille Caron, an Tntercol-
onial Railway employee, for giving an
employee of the Temiscouata railway lig-
uor while on duty as breakeman on an ex-
cursion train, came up lately in the River
du Loup courts. Caron pleaded guilty
and was fined $1 and costs, or in default
of payment one month’s imprisonment
with hard labor. This is the first instance
on record where the law has been exercis-
ed in this respect, and the new superin-
tendent of the Temiscouata railway, Mr.
Crockett, has set an excellent example to
all railway corporations in taking the in-
itative in the matter. Passengers by rail-
way trains do not seem to be aware that
they are liable to a fine of $50 dollars or
two months imprisonment with hard
labor, or both, for giving or selling liquor

to railway employees while on duty.

The Penobscot River ice harvest will
amount to more than 550,000,000 tons.

Dom Pedro has declined a grant of 250-
000 francs from the Brazilian Government.

The military forces on the north-eastern
frontier of France are being largely rein-
forced. -
The Brazilian Government telegraph
that reports of disaffection in Brazil are
untrue.

Sarah Bernhardt gave a private per-
formance of her Passion play on Good Fri-
day, in Paris.

The general elections held throughout
Portugal resulted in a strong majority for
the Government.

A Rome despatch states that Austria has
conceded the province of Trient to Pope
Leo as a residence.

Studente are rioting in St. Petersburg
Revolutionaty pamphlets have been scat-
tered through the city.

Emperor William and Gen. Caprivi have
arranged an Imperial tour to St. Peters-
burg, Vienna and Rome.

A deficit of $100,000 has been fonnd in
the accounts of the Mutual Benefit Life
Association of New York.

The house at Washington has agreed to
an amendment to the World’s Fair bill,
postponing the fair until 1893,

Mrs. H. 8. Quinn,a Christian science doc-
tor at Sioux Falls, 8. D., had to get out of
town quickly Saturday to escape lynching.

The Inman liner, City of Paris, some
days overdue, has reached Queenstown.
Her machinery was disabled, but all on
board were well.

The master builders of Detroit have de-
cided that nine hours shall constitue a
day’s work, wages to be fixed by hour
instead of by day.

“S8amuel Wood, a wealthy New Yorker,
died in 1878 leaving a fortune of $1,000,000.
His heirs went to law and on Saturday the
estate was declared bankrupt.

Throughout northern New York and
Vermont snow was deeper on april 1st than
at any time during the winter. In some
places it is eighteen inches in depth.

Advices from Dahomey says that Col.
Terillon attacked the native forces and
dislodged them from their position on the
River Oueme. The native losses were
heavy. ’

Forty thousand miners in Dutham, Eng-
land, are dissatisfied with 5 per cent. ad-
vance in wages recently obtained, and
have resolved to demand an advance of 25
per cent.

The harvesting of ice in Vermont seems
practically closed. The-crop will exceed
1,000,000 tons, and has been secured by
New York, Boston, Springfield and Hart-
ford parties.

Forty thousand employes in the factories
in Catalonia, Spain, have struck, and it is
expected many more will soon strike.
There is a strong anarchist feeling among
the workingmen.

Ten thousand shoemakers in London
have struck to compel the masters to have
their work done in factories instead of at
the homes of the workmen, and thus do
away with the “sweating” syetem.

At Jeﬂ'ersonvi]lé, Ind,, some weeks ago,

In Boone, Lincoln and adjacent counties
in West Virginia hundreds of cattle are
dying for want of food.

This action was taken
at the instance of western farmers and
cattlemen.

The Journal de Commercio of Lisbon
publishes the Makololos” formal submis-
sion to the Portuguese authorities in East
Africa. The nativesexpress regret at the
rebellion and declare that the uprising
was incited by English agents.

Dilworth Choate the New York reporter,
who concealed himself in the room where
the jury in the Flack case were deliberat-
ingand took notes of the proceedings, was
sentenced to thirty days imprisonmedt
and fined $250. He was found guilty
of criminal contemnpt.

A balloon, containing a German army
captain, a lieutenant and a private, who
was making an experimental ascension,
collapsed Friday while over the forest
of Schrimm in Posen. The private was
killed and both the captain’slegs were
broken. The lieutenant escaped with
slight bruises.

The ice dealers of New York, Brooklyn
and Jersey city met at New York yester-
day, discussed the shortage in this year’s
ice supply, and decided that at present ice
must cost $ a ton wholesale.” The ice
dealers also complain of eastern speculators
having bought up 75 per cent of the ice
crop and are hoarding it.

It isreported that Madame Tschebrikova
who recently wrote a letter, to the Czar
has been secretly conducted to Siberia.
Another report states that Madame Tsche-
brikova was released by order of the Czar,
and the Czar wrote upon the margin of the
letter sent him b ame Tschebrikova,
“This is bitterly n; nevertheless the
author can be left alone.”

The new German Chancellor, Von Cap-
rivi, is extremely desirous to maintain the
most amicable relations with England, in
view of the emminence of the movements
in the Mediterranean, which Germany
alone would find it difficult, if not’impos-
sible, to check, and the probability that
the eastern question will shortly assume a
phase menacing the interests of the allied
powers.

The Maritime Committee of the anti-
slavery aonference has madea long report,
which shows that all difficulties have been
surmounted and that an agreement has
been established on every point. If the
conference adopts the report the repression
of the slave traffic by sea will henceforth
be under a complete code, respecting the
views of the various powers, the efficacy
of which cannot fail to be felt.

The tannery men in Eastern Maine will
be interested in the work of another bright
Yankee inventor who has patented a pro-
cess by which there will be hereafter no
end of hemlock bark. The trees are to be
peeled by means of ladders, beginning at
the top of the trunk. Asthe peeler decends
he removes the bark and immediately
covers the trunk with a preparation of rub-
ber dissolved in sulphuric acid. Thus
protected the tree not only will not die,
but reproduces its bark within a year, as
thick as before, and of a superior quality

POISON OR THE PISTOL.
The Weeks-Sutherland Poisoning Oase.

Some startling developments came out in
the Weeks-Sutherland poisoning case which
was resumed Tuesday morning. The at-
tendance was very much larger than on
previous occasions. All were eager to have
a look at the girl, Lizzie Stewart, who gave
the officers such a wild chase, and to learn
of her wanderings during the past three
weeks. Mr. Sutherland was not present.

The Stewart girl testified to having been
at Mrs. Weeks’' house in the fall of 1888.
Shesaid at one time in her evidence: ‘“While
there, Mrs. Weeks, when talking of Mrs.
Sutherland, asked me how much I would
take and poison her. I asked her if she was
in earnest. She laughed and said she guessed
I could not be paid to poison Mrs. Suther-
land. She did not offer to pay me nor did I
agree to do it. At another time Annie, my
sister, who was a servant theré, and Mrs.
Weeks, had a talk in the kitchen. Mrs,
Weeks said she went in Sutherland’s kitchen
window at night, proceeded up stairs andin-
to the bedrooms and took some papers out
of Sutherland’s pocket. She removed a
bottle of whiskey from the pantry and came
home. She said the Sutherlands did not
see her as they were asleep, and she had
gone in and out without being heard. It
was before I went to stay there that this was
done.”

Lizzie, in describing her efforts to escape
the officers, said: “I stayed at P. S. Brown’s
_the first night, after being taken to town,
and was then taken from there to Francis
McKenna's, Queen street, for a day. Then
Wesley- Myers took me up to his place, at
Tryon, where we stayed two weeks. My
sister Maggie was with me. We had no
money, but Myers was going to buy our
tickets. We made three attempts to get
across the Capes. Our hair was cut while at
Myers’. We paid no board at any of the
places. Richard Curran took us to Brown's.”

W. F. Carter, who was on the train from
the Capes with Mrs. Weeks, was re-called
and said Mrs. Weeks asked him if Suther-
land went back on her if he would lend her
a revolver to shoot him.

The taking of evidence was concluded
Thursday afternoon. Mr. Peters addressed
the court in the afternoon on behalf of his
client and Mr. Malcolm McLeod for the
crown. Mr. Peters asked the court, before
he began his address, if it would decide to
send the prisoners up for trial that an ad-
journment be made until Saturday morning
so that bail might be procured. The court
was accordingly adjourned.

Lizzie Stewart is kept closely guarded at
policeman Bradley’s house and it is under-
stood the crown will ask bail for her as well.

The Late James Tibbits.

Monday’s Quebec Chronicle has the fol-
lowing notice of the late James Tibbitts ex-
M. P. P., father of Deputy Provincial Secre-
tary R. W. L. Tibbitts: On Friday last the
mortal remains of the late Jas. Tibbitts were
committed to their last resting place, in
Mount Hermon cemetery. For many years
the deceased was a prominent figure in the
mercantile community. He was a man of
great physical and mental energy, and of un-
bounded enterprise ; always willing to risk in
public enterprises the money with which
many of his ventures were crowned. One
lasting moment of his enterprise and ability
remains to us in the excellent ferry service
we enjoy with the south shore. He was the
first to demonstrate the feasibility of a steam-
er cutting its way through the masses of ice
which obstructed the navigation opposite the
city during the winter. Like many others of
our enterprising merchants, Mr. Tibbitts died
poor. Quebec owes his memory a debt of
gratitude which might well have been slight-
ly repaid in a public funeral. It is, however,
such a long time since Mr. Tibbitts resided
in the city, the generation that succeeded are
hardly aware of theservices rendered by the
deceased. It is not fitting, however, that they
should be lost sight of.

The University Sports.

The Short Line.

Mayor Allen has returned from Ottawa.
At Tuesday nights meeting of the city council
he made a verbal report on the prospects of
the short line via Fredericton. Speaking
candidly his worship said that he could give
the citizens very little encouragement in re-
gard to the construction of the line via the
Harvey-Salisbury route. They had found
the opposition to this route very general and
formidable at Ottawa, and they had been able
to get little satisfaction or encouragement
from the government. He felt, however,
that they had succeeded in showing the fal-
lacy and disadvantages of the projected Ed-
mundston route,and 1t was doubtful if parlia-
ment would take action in the construction
of either road.

Imports and Exports.

The value of exports from the port of
Fredericton for the month of March amount-
ed to $8,243 as against $11,437 for the cor-
responding month of last year. Theexports
consisted principally of potatoes and bark.
Of potatoes $3,396 worth were shipped, and
$4,487 was the value of the bark. In March
of last year the value of potatoes shipped
aggregated only $1,557.

The value of goods entered for consump-
tion at the port of Fredericton for the month
of March was $16,024, and the duty paid,
$4,448.65. For the corresponding month of

last year the value was $13,21¢, and the duty

.CURRENT TOPIQS.
Political and Otherwise — The Boodler.

The heaviest part of the session is now
over, and the captious element of the assem-
bly are just beginning to realize that, after
all, the chief duty of a legislator does not
consist in delaying public business, by kick-
ing at everything and anything that em-
enates from the government benches.

The policy of obstruction which the op-
position adopted early in the session (the
only policy they seem to have agreed upon)
and which reached its climax and its fall,
over the by-road appropriation, has dwindled
into carping and tiresome criticism about
postage, the market price of poultry, and the
amount paid for public printing.

By the way, it was an untimely want of
judgment and forsight in the leader of the
opposition, that allowed the editor and pro-
prietor of the Moncton Timres to consume
over half a day in a vain endeavor to prove
that the policy of the government in regard
to the public printing was an extravagant
and unsatisfactory one. The editor of the
Times is one of the biggest newspapers
boodlers in Canada, and, as was truthfully
pointed out by the provincial secretary, re-
ceives more money from the Dominion gov-
ernment every year for printing than is
annually paid by the province of New
Brunswick altogether.

In another colymn will be found a syn-
optic report of the address of the chief com-
missioner. . It isa concise and unanswerable
reply to the many ungrounded charges that
have been made by the opposition, through
the press and on the floors of the house, of
overexpenditure and extravagance in the
department of public works.

It is not improbable that the house will
prorogue in the course of a week or ten days
at the most. Since the stumpage debate,
and the stereotyped opposition recitations
against granting supply, the work of legis-
lation has been going on with comparatively
little friction. The supplementary estimates
were brought down by the provincial secre-
tary in the early part of the week and passed
without any serious opposition. The work
of grinding through bills is now going on.
Among the more important bills introduced
during the week, was a bill to legalize the
elections held in January last, in the city
and county of St. John and in the counties
of Carleton and York. The object of the
bill is to legalize any irregularities arising
from the omission of the elections act
passed last year, to provide polling:sub-
Jistricts in one or two localities; a bill
amending the joint stock company’s letters
patent act; a bill to make a special road
district at McAdam Junction in the parish.
of Prince William, by Mr. Wilson ; a bill to
prohibit the selling of cigarettes to minors,
by Dr. Stockton; a bill amending the law
relating to the election of county councillors
so that ratepayers can vote whether their
taxes are paid or fiot, by Mr. Wilson; a bill
in amendment of the road act of 1886, by
Mr. Bellamy; a bill relating to fences, tres-
passes and pounds, by Mr. Powell ; a bill ex-
tending the charter of the St. John riverl
railway company, by Dr. Pugsley; a bill to
run the street cars of St. John by electricity ;
the equity bill, by the Attorney General.
This bill is now before the committee.

Mr, Wilson is quietly feeling the mem-
bers of the new house on their attitude
towards a lien bill. Itis understood that
the make-up of the Assembly this year is
more favorable towards the passing of this
much needed act than ever before. If this
be the case Mr. Wilson will be to the front
with his lien bill again this year.

The provincial secretary has announced
that the stock, etc., on the government farm
is to be sold on April 24th, and the institu-
tion abolished. This movement on the
part of the government will not lessen
its popularity among the practical farmers
of the province, who realize that the farm
has outlived any usefulness it ever had.

In the face of the protests of the more
level headed members of the opposition, Dr.
Atkinson persisted in forcing upon the house
his resolution appointing a commission
to enquire into the management of the
government stables, even after it had been
pointed out by the provincial secretary
that the fullest information had already been
given the house. As a result the opposition
score stands twelve out of a house of thirty-
eight, including the speaker —a case of set
back —as Mr. Douglas would say. This
same gentleman, who occupies valuable
time of the assembly in endeavoring to.get
a commission appointed to enquire into the
management of the government stables,
would probably spend as much time in op-
posing a commission to enquire into the state
of the great lumber industry of the province.

Thrice since the meeting of the legislature,
has the little daily appealed to the opposi-
tion in York, to organize at once ‘for the
coming elections,” and yet no sound of busy
preparation is heard in the land, and no one
has responded to the Macedonian cry of
distress.

Nor has the organ called upon others to
gird up their loins, and neglected to prepare
the sinews of war itself. Discovering no
doubt, during the bitter experience of the
late campaign wherein its main weakness
was, it has added to its recent system of
misrepresentation, scandal, and indiscri-
minate abuse, the manly art of calling
names. Up to the hour of going to press,
this is the only sign of ‘“‘organization for
the coming election” that is to be seen
among the ‘‘ opposition in York.”

There was never a sillier looking man on
the floors of the house of assembly than Dr.
Atkinson, when, after the labouring for
over an hour to show that the province
was in a ruinous condition financially, his
statements were met by Mr. Wilson reading
the official report of the Doctor’s speech in
favor of a general subsidy act, wherein he
stated that the province was in a most pros-
perous condition financially.

Indeed it was a striking contrast to turn
from looking upon his countenance,to gaze at
the grim visages of Drs. Stockton and
Alward, when that part of the Dr.’s speech,
wherein he referred to the St. John mem-
bers as “blind guides and unprophetic
nebos,” was read to the house.

It is, at least, a suggestive fact, that the
only paper in York, that wishes to hand the
control and management of public aflairs
over to St. John, is the paper whose editor
went to St. John, and endeavored to impress
upon the retail merchants of that city the
advantages of advertising their goods in his
paper, in order to draw the trade away from
the merchants of Fredericton.

The city council have acted wisely in re-
jecting the suggestion to return to the old
commercial license system. It may be well
enough to tax itinerant peddlers, but com-
mercial men should have no restrictions
placed upon their business. A bill is now
before the legislature introduced by Mr.
Labillois, the object of whi¢h is to have its
optional with the municipal council to im-
pose a license of $40 per year upon all per-
sons who hawk goods from house to house,
no matter where they reside. Commercial |
travellers and persons having a fixed plaee of
business in the province, are not included in
the term peddler. The advocates of the
measure claim it is necessary in the interest
of legitimate business. It will be hard to
convince many people, however, that the
man who carries his stock around with him
from door to door, endeavoring to make an
honest living should be subjected to any
heavier restrictions than the commercial
traveller or regular merchant,

THE PUBLIC WORKS.

A Candid, Hongst Statement from_
the Chief Commissioner.

When Chief Commissioner Ryan arose to

address the house on the expenditure in

connection with the department of public
works, he was cheered from both ' sides of
the house. The condition of the hon. gen-

tleman’s health prevented a lengthy speech,

but in a plain, straighforward manner, he

laid before the committee a statement of the

expenditure in connection with his depart-

ment which forbade any criticism. He

stated that the total expenditure in connec-

tion with his department for the past year,

was, $162,861.89. Of that’ sum $112,445.73

was paid for roads and bridges. The report

of the supervisors would explain fully this

item.

In connection with the public buildings

the sum of $10,738.06 had been spent, par-"
ticulars of which are also given in the report

referred to. He understood that an impres-

sion prevailed that all of that sum had been

expended for repairs on the buildings. This

was incorrect, as reference to pages 8 and 9

of the report would show. Take the par-

liament buildings, and it would be seen that

while the total expenditure was $5,348.32, a

very small pdrtion of it

Was Spent on Repaire,
$700 was paid the janitor ; $600 was given to
the engineer; the sum of $275 was paid for
insurance. There was also an item of
$1,449.67 for fuel. In addition to these
sums, there were amounts of $151.36 and
$267 for.laborers who were employed about
the building. Besides these amounts there
were the water rates and expenditure in
connection with light, which made the
total of $3,600.86, or leaving only a little
more than $1,600 for repairs, etc., to the
building. There were many other improve-
ments in and about the building, all of
which cost money.
Coming to the Normal school we find
the expenditures to be $3,242.75; of that
amount the janitor and assistant were paid
$700. At one time there were two men en-
gaged about the building. The! salaries of
hoth amounted to $300. We thought that
one man could do the work and allowed
him a salary of $500. After a time it was
found that it was impossible for one man to
properly attend to the duties in connection
with the Normal school, and we decided to
allow him $200 for an assistant, making
$700 in all, or a saving of $200 in the salaries
of these officials.
Then again, we paid insurance last year on
the building amounting to $540, nearly all
the insurance on the building coming due
last year. The fuel bill ofthe Normal school
last year was $688.08, making a total of
$1,928.08, to be deducated from the .sum of
$3,242.75, the whole expenditure. In ad-
dition to the general repairs there was an
extra expenditure in the French department
where a large room had been fitted up at a
cost of $600. That sum was included in the
total of $2,242.75. The balance, after paying
for the new class-room and providing for the
salaries as well as the other expenditures
went to paying for the taking care of the
grounds and for the repairs upon the build-
ing. And hethought the general impression
to be that the amount was quite small.
Mr. Hanington—Was the new room in the
French department built by tender? .
Hon. Mr. Ryan—No. It would have been
hard to have specified the details and the
room was built by days work. One difficulty
in the way of having the work done by
tender was that it had to be completed
during vacation. :
Mr. Hanington—At a cost of $600.
Hon. Mr. Ryan—Yes. Andit is consider-
ed well worth the price. He (Ryan) re-
gretted that he was not able to be present
before now. He understood that it has been
insinuated that there was some great scandal
in connection with. the board of works de-
partment, but he was here now to give .the
fullest information to the house. He regret-
ted to say that some work commenced or in
progress late in the fall of last year had to
be paid out of this year’s revenue, but it
was impossible to bring all the accounts out
to balance exactly at the end of the year.
No matter how desirous the chicf commis-
sioner might be to have all works contracted
for one year paid at the end of that year it
will be,

Imposible to do so.

Mr. Hanington —1I never heard the word
scandal in connection with your department.
Hon. Mr. Blair— Why, it was said that
you were sick on purpose. :

Hon. Mr. Ryan —Yes, I heard that. I
do not feel in as good fighting trimasI
would like to be (laughter), but I am here
to give every information in reference to
the expenditures in connection with the
public works department. Many unforseen
expenditures had to be made. The aboi-
deaux, or what is called the Marsh bridge
at St. John, had broken away, and we sent
to Westmorland frr a man experienced in
the building of aboideaux, and he went to
St. John and examined the structure. The
damage was estimated at a thousand dollars,
but 2 more thorough examination showed
the

Damage to be Much Greater,

and the work cost nearly $5,000. That work
being done late in the season the amount of
cost had necessarily been carried into the
next year. Had the government not taken
prompt steps to have had-the aboideaux re-
paired the marsh would have been flooded.
Another expenditure was. that upon the
Douglas Hill road. The member for the
city and county of St. John (Mr. Stockton)
had pressed upon him (Ryan) the necessity
of having that work done and was quite
willing that the cost should be carried over
and paid out of this year’s appropriation.
In addition to these matters there was the
Penitentiary bridge expenditure which had
to be carried over from last year. 3
Dr. Alward —Was that an iron bridge,
Chief? :

Hon. Mr. Ryan —Yes. Then, again there
was the Moncton bridge which we thought
might be patched up, but this was found im-
possible. We contracted for a new bridge
at a cost of $4,000, and as the contract was
not finished until late in the year; the mat- |
ter had naturally to come into the next
year's expenditure. Answering a question
Hon. Mr. Ryan said that the amount' paid |
out this year for work completed last year
was $47,000. For the last three or four
ears amounts have been carried over be-
cause of the great freshet. We have not
yet recovered from the effects of that freshet
which cost the province some $50,000 in
building and repairing bridges. Besides
this we have erected eleven iron bridges at a
cost of about $27,000, and they are well
worth the money.

Dr. Stockton—You did not pay for all
these bridges last year?

Hon. Mr. Ryan—Not all. The cost of the
construction of these bridges was $17,028 and
the iron in them was worth about $10,000.
He would not say anything more just now
but he would be very happy to answer any
questions, his desire being to give the house
and country the very fullest information on
all matters connected with his department.

TIME HE RESIGNED.

The Rev. Dr. Cave Tells his People he is
Not a Christian.

The Rev. Dr. R. C. Cave, of the Central
Christian church of St. Louis, whose heter-
odoxy furnished a theme for religious dis-
cussion recently announced from the pulpit
that he was not a Christian, and tendered
his resignation as a minister. The congrega-
tion is very weathly and Dr Cave’s doctrine
split it asunder.. ;

A month ago he created a sensation one
Sunday by preaching a sermon in which
he said that he did not believe in the
inspiration of the Bible or the divinity of
Christ. He believed in Christ the man
and in a God but not the God of the Bible.
This sermon divided the church, and about
half the congregation withdrew while the
other half passed resolutions endorsing
Dr. Cave.

He then resigned, but his friends in the
congregation refused to accept the resigna-
tion and at a meeting pledged $50,000 to
build a new church. Dr. Cave reconsider-
ed his resignation. All the Christain
ministers of every denomination and creed
in all parts of the United States began de-
nouncing him. His congregation met to-
day at Wahlesg’s Hall and there Dr. Cave
said he had been read out of the church.

in the divinity of Christ or the miracles or
other things. He desired to retire from
the pulpit, but the congregation passed a
resolution setting forth that they did not
believe any more than their pastor, and
they desired to cut lose entirely from the
Christians. They resolved to organize as
an indepentent church, and requestéd Dr
Cave to continue in charge.

FUNERAL OF A BURMESE QUEEN.

The Rangoon Gazette reports the burial
recently of the Meebya Queen, one of the
wives of King Mindone Min, whose body
had been lyingsome time in state at the
residence of her daughter, near Rangoon.
About nine o’clock the procession, which
was nearly a mile long, started. White
umbrellas, the special symbol of Burmese
Royalty, were numerous, and the priests
mustered in strong force. The shrines and
other ornamental structures were ablaze
with gold leaf; the bands of music numer-
ous and the cartloads of presents for the
priests would have sufficed to stock a
bazaar with almost every conceivable
article of food and wearing, apparel, begides
crockery, kerosene oil, fans and furniture.
The Princess, as chief mourner, walked in
front of the coffin, preceded by her retinue
of 50 white-robed women, walking in pairs;
before them girls strewed the path with
roses. The Princess, like her atten-
dants, was dressed in pure white, and wore
no jewels whatever. She and her maids
of honor bore in their hands the white
rope attached to the coffin. The latter
was slung from a pole and carried by bear-
ers. Over it was thrown a splendidly
decorated pall, piled high with bright flow-
ers. The scene of the cremation was on
the slope of the Shoay Dagon Pagoda, near
Bahan, where an enclosure had been erect-
ed round the funeral pile, upon which the
gilt coffin was laid to the sound of weird
music. By desire of the Princess the coffin
was opened to enable her to take a last
look at her mother. The pile was then
set fire to, and after the body had been
entirely consumed the ashes were taken
away to be cast on the broad bosom of the
[rrawaddy.

ANDALUSIAN BEAUTIES.
