Roman Courch and hostile bodies,
one i8 required to ochoose between
alternatives.  Perfect freedom of
choice is cheerfully conceded, and
one has here as elsewhere only to
play the game according to the
rules, & course of procedure as fre-
quently insisted upon by Presidents
of the United Btates and imperial
kings 88 by Popes and their advisors,

It is & charaoteristic provinocialism
of your American citizen to fegl go-
easy in fgll evening dress at break-
fast time, noless perchance he has
worn it all night, and I found my-
self no exception to this rule. When,
at nine-thirty on the following
morniog, I qtcod in my hotel room
waiting for the arrival of my
oarriage, 1 appeared to myself to
lack only a bill of fare and a  white
napkin under my arm to present
the perfect pictare of “the hand
some waiter” so often ocalled for in
our publie refectories. Bat the end
in view of all this sartorial splecdor
seemed to be well warth the uneasi
ness gaperinduced by the temporary
unfitness of my spparel snd I was
patient,

A short drive brought us once
more to the American Caliege, where
Mousignor Kennedy again acoorded
us his kindly welcome and, provid-
ing one of us with a permesso, start-
ed ue off on our way to the Vatiean,

I bave met a number of distin-
guished personssin my day, includ-
ing seversl Presidents of the United
States, a large bundle of newly elact-
ed Oongressmen, aathors and poets
witbout number, and one RBoston
book reviewer. I have also been
presented Lo the captain of a win-
ning oollege football team, but in no
cagse were my sensalions quite the
same a3 when on this lovely morn-
ing | passed through the euriously
pioturesque streets of the Kternal
City for the purpose of mesting the
Pope. Somehow or other I seemed
to be on the vergs of meeting one
who was more than a mere Rerson
age, We have so many kinds of
distinguished persons in the United
States, and s0o many of each kind at
that, that encountering such at home

imparte no thrill, Oue no longer
has cold chills corrugating bis haok

at the thought of meeting a Cabiuet
officer or the editor of & magazine,
for instance ; but here wae a oase in
which a real personsge was to be
met and to be touched not only with
the hand, but with the lips as well.

There was just a little touch of
awe in the sensation that came over
one’s spirit, and when, in addition
to the thought that the. personage
was unique, one realized that in the
eyes of millions of good people the
world over he embodied
person something of the infinite, a
feeling of reverence too great to find
expression in any forms of speech
swept across the inner man, Con=
sequently, that drive of twenty
minu'es from the college to the
Vatican was a silenl one, in which
froitless efforts were made to dig=
cern With some degree of exactness
preocisely what one’s owm personal
relation to the'nniverse might be,
The only conclusion reached by my-
self at least was that I was a very
much interested atom and wad glad
that I was alive,

The first truly visaslized pioture
of the morning came in the setting
in which the Holy Father is placed,
when our carriage emerged from the
narrow little street into the broad
and splendid acreage of the Piszza
di San Pietro, described to“me once
by an American friend as an “ellip—
tical equare,” enclosed in the mar-
vellous  ovlonnades which this
wonderful oity owes to the genius
of the Neapolitan sculptor Giovanni
Lorenzo Bernini, whom the sophisti-
cated in art speak of slightingly, but
who appears to the lay mind to have
accomplished all that a lifetime
might ressonably be expeoted to
produce in this one monument to his
memory. Back of these the
wondrous dome of the greatest
ohurch edifice in all Christendom
reared its majestio splendor into the
gloriously blue vault of heaven,
leaving only the glory of the sun it
gelf, smiling brilliantly down upon
it, to speak of greater wounders in
the way of things visible. At the end
of the right~hand colonnade we de -
scended from our oarriage into a
mob of venders of postal cards.
Brushing them away as one would
“shoo” a fl-ck of over-persistent
chickens into their eoop, we pro-
ceeded to the Porto Bromzo, the
great bronzs doerway opening inlo
the corridors of the Vatican.

We passed en te the Soula Pia, a
massive 8to ne staircase leading up
by a series of easy treads to the
Papal apartments. At the top of
this we came upan &a even more
gorgeousiy arrayed personage than
the Swiss Guard, a gentleman dress-
ed in a suit of clothes that remind=
ed one very much of the sofas in the
drawingrooms of the pewly rich—
an invioably orimson silk brocade
woven into patterns that in the
United States go more frequently
with gold-legged armchairs with
tidies on them than with buman
heings. Just what this georgeous
individaal is called in the parlance
of the Vatioan, or who designed hig
marvellous oostume, we weare nos
ioformed, nor had we time to in-
guire, for now began as interesting |
an hour from a human point ot view ‘
as I ever remember to have passed_'

It traospired at this point that we
were not the only persons whe were
80 fortunate as to seocure the privil-
eges of the day.

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Records Compared.

The Patriot has undertaken,
during the hot weather, a most
difficult and unenviable task.
It has undertaken to cover
the Provincial Government
with a coat of slime that might
possibly pass for whitewash
in the eyes of the electors of
the Cardigan district. It
starts out with the statement
that “The record of the Lib
eral Government, since their
accession to power in 1891 is
one to be proud of.”" Let us
see what there is in this record
to be proud of. They came
into power with the promise
tnat revenue and expenditure
should meet ; that the era of
deficits would cease and that
the day of taxation was far
off. These were the selemn
promises made to the electors -y
let us see how these promises
were fulfilled. Instead of
making revenue and expendi
ture meet, they increased the
expenditure $735,0000 Over
the revenue ; that is to say
they added that amount to the
Provincial debt. Is that a
record “to be proud of ?”  In-
stead of relegating deficits to
the dead past they have had
them every year of their
official existence, ranging all
the way from $12,000 to $100,-
000 annually. Is thata re-
cord to “be proud of?" In-
stead of keeping the day of
taxation far off, they bad
scarcely secured themselves
in office when, they started to
tax the people and they have
kept on taxing them ever since
until they have extracted
about a million dollars from
the pockets of the electors in
taxes of different kinds. Is
that a record ‘to be proud
of ?”

The Patriot says “The
electors have acquired the
healthful habit of comparing
records.” Very well, let the
electors take up these com
parisons, as furnished by the
statements in the Govern-
ment blue books: When the
Liberals came into power, in
1891, the Provincial debt was
$128,000; now it is, accord-
ing to the Government's own
figures ; $863,000, in round
figures, an increase of $735,-
ooo duringtheir years in office.
Is that a comparison “to.be
proud of’? The interest
charge on the Provincial debt,
for the last year of the Con-
servative administration, prier
to 1891, was $2,697.44. The
interest charge under the Lib-
eral Government, for 1909 was
$34,155,63; $31,458.19 more
than that for the last year of
Conservative rule. Is thata
* comparison “to be proud of ?”
During the twelve years the
Conservatives were in office
prior to 1891, they collected
only about $82,000 in taxes;
but the Liberals, during their
administration, have collected

a million dollars intaxes. Is
that a comparison “to be
proud of ?”

Grown bold, by reiterated
misleading statements, the
Patriot insults the intelligence
of its readers by presenting
the most preposterous state-
ment of the Provincial debt
that could well be imagined.
As evidence of the straits to
which it is reduced for some-
thing damaging against the
Conservatiyes, it trots out that
venerable chestnut, the $200,-
ooo borrowed from capital.
It is about a quarter of a'cen-
tury since that transaction
occurred and almost everyone
in any way connected with it
has disappeased from the pub-
lic arena. It is now con-
sidered so much a matter of
ancient political history that

misconstrued, referres to it at
all. But the Patriot, at its
wits ends for some specious
argument, does nothesitate to
employ it in the most scandal-
ously misleading fashion. It
is not necessary to enter
into any explanation of the
withdrawal of the $200,000 ;
the matter has been explained
over and over again, But the
Patriot certainly presumes on
thefignorance of its readers
when it undertakes to make a
pointagainstthe Conservatives
by adding the $200,000 to the
debt, of the Province and then
compounding interest on this
amount from that day to this
That is altogether too bare
faced.

When the Llberals came
into power in 1891, the debt
of the Province was $128,000;
or as Chalmers and Davison
put it the debt and liabilities
were $171,000. For the sake
of argument let these figures
be put in the worst light
possible, still they are the most
that can be made of the Pro-
vincial debt and liabilities.
This wasthecondition ofthings
that had to be met by the new
Government, From this
point the new financial de-
parture had to be made, and
was made by Mr. Frederick
Peters, the Liber.al Premier.
In order that there'may be no
mistake as to the ability of
Mr. Peters to grapple with
the situation we will quote the
Patriot’s estimate of the new
Premier, Here are its words:
“In 1891 a strong Liberal
Government  led by Hon.
Frederick Peters, who was an
able fincier, undertook the
task of straightening out the
finances of the Province.”

How did this ‘“able finan-
cier’ go about his work ; what
declaration did he make re-
garding the Provinces finan-
cies? He took the maximum
amount reported by Chalmers
and Davison, the Commission-
ers appointed by himself, as
the whole debt and liabilities,
viz. f171,000. This “able
financier” did not go beyond
his commissioners; he did
not have recourse to the con-
temptible subterfuge of the
Patriot, and drag in $200,000
that had no business there.
He took the $171.000, and
added $14,000 which he said
were for repairs to the Pro-
vincial Building, making in all
$185,000. This much, he said,
was to be met immediately,
in order that a fresh start
could be made. This attend-
ed to, there was to be no more
debt ; we were henceforth to
have a clean sheet. This was
the declaration of the ‘able
financier” leading the Liberal
Government, To effect his
purpose he asked the Legis-
lature for power to issue de-
bentures to the amount of
$185,000. This was granted
and the Provincial debt was
funded. We had then the
clean sheet asked for; all the
debt against us was the de-
bentures issued, amounting to
$185,000, now reduced by
sinking funds to $132.256.50
as shown in the Public Ac-
counts. All that debt does
not belong to the Conserva.
tives, as we have shown ; but
even charging all this to
them who is responsible
for the remaining $731,-
ooo of the Provincial debt?
Surely not to Conservatives ;
for they have not been in
power since the line was
drawn between the old and
the new financial systems and
the debentures were issued
by the “able financier” of the
Liberal administration.

No amount of sophistry on
the part of the Patriot will re-
move the damaging evidence
of wrong doing and extravag-
ance on the part of the Lib-
eral Government.
