The following letter, received

It
was a tremendously large cave
and had been turned into quite a
community. It contained com-
fortable quarters for a large num-
ber of men, storehouses for food
and supplies and a canteen, and
last but not least a place of wor-
ship.

“The altar was built of ordin-
ary planks and was decorated
with vases made out of shells
containing evergreens. A sign in
front of the altar announced that
Mass would be celebrated Sunday
morning at 10 o'clock, and I de-
cided to attend. The scene was
striking. The music ~ was - fur-
nished by a string orchestra and
the choir consisted of one French
soldier. Whether or not it was
due to the surroundings I cannet
say; but that morning I heard a
violinist and § tenor voice such
as I never heard before. They

that wusie could sound so sweet
and elevating.
“ The service was conducted by
a regular “French soldier, who, I
was informed, was a regularly
ordained priest, (priests and min-
isters are not exempi in France),
and his prayer for the success of
the Allies was delivered in a man-
ner as only one who is fighting
for the eause for which he prays
is capable of doing..
“The  congregation was of
course as . interesting as the ser-
vice. Theve stood officers and
wen, ‘Poilus’ and ‘Sammies,
Catholic, Proteatant and Jew, all
in their own way praying to God,
thanking Him for having guided
and shielded them thus far, and
asking for His gnidanc and pro-
teation in the future. It wasa
acens I will never forget,
“I have seon some of the men
since under enemy fire and some
lying dead in the treuches, and in
buth cases, when I looked .into
their faces, it brought back that
Sunday moraing in the cave, The
samo oalm, serens yet determined
expression, indicating that their
eause was just, and whatever the
result would be, they would “do
their duty like men. ;

“The services concluded, I
walked outside for a breath of

When the Mail Reaehes
~ Nulate

(By Frances Gillespie in the
Rosary Magazine)

It was in the sunshiny, almost
warm, days of early June that
the first steamer of the year
made its slow way up the Yuk-
on carrying food supplies, and,
even better—mail—to the trad-
ers and miners Jand missionaries
who had been ice-barred from
the world throughout ‘the long
months of an Arctic winter.
Everywhere -its eoming “caused
excitement and was hailed with
delight. Even in lonely places,
far from the towns, men would
stand on the hills, high above
the river bank, and wave their
arms and shout a welccme to it
in some strange Indian dialect,
or perhaps in English, in French,
or even in Russian. It stopped
for some hours at Holy Cross
Mission, at Shagaluk, and again
at Kaltag. When it reached
Nulato, men, women and children,
the sick and the feeble as well as
the strong, the busy - as we\ll as
the idle, hurried down to the
river to see it cast anchor, to
watch it unload the part ofits
cargo destined for them, and to
stare curiously at the trim offi-

In the crowd and hardly less
excited than the Indians them-
selves was Father Hudson, the
only priest stationed at the mis-
sion. He was almost childishly

~eager for has sharo of the ship's
treasures, and overjoyed to hear
again his own tongue and to get
a glimpse of the outer world, for
which he would not admit, even
to himself, that he was homesick.

By far the greater part of the
mail was for Father Hudeon, as
well as four large wooden boxes
which, with the help of some In-
dian boys, he carried to the little
log cabin and piled, one on top
of another, in a cormer.

oacifists, the British Foreign Sec-
lrel:a,ry, Rt. Hon. A. J. Balfour,
lsa.id in the British House of Com-
mons last Thursday afternoon
that the true obstacle to peace
was that educated Germany uni-
tedly upheld thg grossly immoral
heresy that a policy of universal
domination was the true policy of
any nation wishing to be great.
The heresy originattd from the
facile war successes of Germany,
and the way-to eradicate it was to
show Germany war did not al-
ways lead to success. Germany
visibly practised these abominable
doctrines, and no German states-
man had ever unambiguously de-
clared his intention of restoring
Belgium and making reparation
to Belgium which even the most
extreme pacifist in the House of
Commons was determined should
be done. Mr. Balfour said that
the carrying out of German theo-
ries was even more strikingly ex-
emplified on her eastern frontier,
where she steadily and remorse-
lessly was eundeavoring in every
way to bring the peoples there
under her economic and military
domination. Germany went to
Finland as a “liberator.” Next
to-being enslaved by Germany
there was no worse fate than
being liberated by Germany. Fin-
land was now in the grip of Ger-
many, who insisted in dictating
what kind of. government Finland
should have, and had stripped her
of her copper and other materials,
had established garrisons there,
and had attempted to use her
against Russia ‘and ' the Allies.
J. M. Robertson, who described
himself as a life-long pacifist, em-
phasized that peace was impos-
sible until the Allies were able to
compel Germany to disarm,where-
after disarmament must follow.
A Lansdowne peace would enable
Germany to continue her military
establishment,compelling all other
nations to maintain conscription.

A Hot Wave

The fearful heat wave in the
United States and on the Penin-
sula of Ontario continues with-
out abatement. The warmest
large city in Canada last Wed-
nesday was Toronto, where the
official government temperature
was 101 in the ' shade. Nearby
places were about as hot. In the
United States many industries in
the east were obliged to shut
down because of the stifling hot
blast, and it was so warm in New
York that ordinary business was
largely neglected. In that city,
Boston, Washington, Baltimore
Philadelphia and other places
the mercury ranged betwoen 90,
and over 100 and in Philadelphia
106, and Chicago, 101. It was
106 in London;- Oant., . Tuesday.

There were numerous deaths in
the congestod centres and hun-

dreds of prostrations. The heat
in the middle west and south-
west oontinues. In  severa]
latgest centres the present hot
spell is the most intense recalled,
and temperatures have never
been higher. In Ottawa the
mercury went as high as 92 on
Wednesday and 1n Montreal, 82.
In St. John the highest temper-
ature was 82 and the lowest 54.

Paris, Aug. 8-—TI)6 French of-
ficial statement on aviation says:
“During the month of July 184
enemy airplanes were downed-

|One hundred and fifty-four ene-

my airplanes were seen falling
out of control inside the enemy
lines, of which number fifteen
had been damaged by the fire of
our aircraft guns. Thus 338
enemy machines were destroyed
or badly damaged. “In addition
our airplanes set on fire 49 cne-
my captive baloons. “During
the same month our bombarding
squadrons during the day time
dropped 194 tons of explosives
and in the night time more than
357 tons, thus making a total of
550 tons dropped on bridges in
the Mszrne valley, on enewy
troops that had advanced south
of Aisn2, and on railroad stations

in the region of Laon, Hirson
and Rothel. “Belgian communi-
cation—“There has been moder-
ate artillery - activity. Our fire
caused explosions of maunitions
depots inside the enemy lines.
