Mind is the divinity within us, and whether we
believe it to reside in the head or in the heel, it
id universally admitted to be the power which is
legitimately entitled to rule. And wherever it
has ruled, upencumbered by the grosser physical
qudlities of our nature, it has ruled well ; its
Government has been in harmoay with the order
and government of nature. It has always
governed, and will always continue 1o govern
the world. There is no danger of mere animali-
ty ever bining te ise a desp over
mankind. All the wealth and all the physical
force which it could ever scrape together would
ultimately quail before the divinity of Mind.=
All the existing Governments of the world are
moved by mind, but they are all more or less
amalgamated with senseless matter ; the power
is divided between the living, thioking spirit and
the material world, ‘and just in proportion to this
amalgamation will be the good or evil resultiog
from each respective Government. The des-
potism of Russia is composed of a small portion
of intellect, and a large share of animality and
can only be maintained by brute force which the
small moiety of mind can concentrate or draw to-
geiher. The Government of Great Britain is a
large portion of mind and a much larger portion
of inanimate matter, and requites the protection
of a large standing army. The Government of
the United Ststes embodies the whole mind of
the nation, and though it also embraces a large

share of acres, ** goods and chattles’'—yet as it

| includes all the mind it haslittle to fear from in-

ternal discontent. Auod derangement can only
take place by attempting to give the soil a pre-
ponderance over the spirit. Measure politi-
cal power with & surveyor’s chain—pgive & man
authority in proportion to his acres; then mind
will be insulted and the Government could only
be maintained by dollars and daggers. But strip
the ruling power of its chain-measurement in-
fluence—1ake from it the geometrical diagrams,
and then you may send your idle armies and
navies to make themselves useful in weeding
thisiles, or cultivating the soil for their own sub-
sistence. Mind will then have the’exclusive
government of the world and it will govern it
upon the principles of ‘its own divinity, against
which human nature dare not rebel. The pro-
tection of armies and navies is not required by the

government of mind. This is matter protecting

matier in its depotic usurpaiion. These appall-
ing and monstrous meansof protection, are pro-
videntially rendered nesessary, as a punishinent
for the revolting transgression ol aliowing dead
matter to assume the prerogative of living
spirit. :

Now if it could be shewn that Mind, or the
capability to govern, was the heritable preroga-
tive of a particular class ; if it could be proven
that a wige wealthy nobleman was conipelled by
the laws of nature to produce & wise son ; or il
experience told us that the ability to accumulate
wealth and the ability to govern righteously,
were 'inseperably associated ; then the doctrine
of human equality would at once fall to the
ground ; the eoil would then be recognized as
the rightful Lawgiver. - Bat fortunately the
capability to make wealth has no more necessary
connection with the ability to make laws, than
it has with the ability to make wheel-barrows.
I'he son of a Queen is just as liable and as likely
to be born an idiot, as the gon of a beggar. And
the child of the peasant has more probabilities of
poesessing the genuine sympathies and feelings
of humunity than the son of the Peer, simply be-
cause fashion and false delicacy have exerted a
less influence on the native structure and subse-
These,
then, are the facts upon which the doctrine of
equality is-founded, namely, wealth is no neces-
sary associate of talent or intelligence; the
whole eoil of a Province does rot contain one
living thought, nor is it capable of putting forth
one idea. Mind is the governing power and is
not, according to the arrangements of Providence,
the prerogative ol any particular rank or class.—
All the sons ol wealth are not naturally fools or
bad mén, nor are sll the children of poverty
