Sereth dv]>oeed that his firm were iorc- 
cd to .meet the tactics of the other 
mem »? tl-e Alberta Retail Lum­
ber Dealers’ Association last sum­
mer by cutting prices, and he was 
able to conduct a profitable business 
at rates ranging from $2 to $3 below 
the pric3 lists then in vogue in Cal­
gary. That this was done on several 
contracts was proved in evidence, 
and both this witness and his brotchr 
tenaciously held to this statement.

Other -evidence adduced indicated 
that the Calgary members of the as­
sociation periodically sent out 
“dummy” or test tenders on fictitious 
contracts to ascertain if any member 
was breaking the compact of main­
ts filing the list prices'.

The examination of tlie Crown’s last 

witness, Mr. A. Sereth, wag continued 
this morning.

Witness told the story of Mr. David­
son’s visit with respect to cutting 
prices and making fictitious quota­
tions. He also relat'd the events of 
the meeting of the association when 
this matter was discussed. At the 
meeting he said Davidson charged 
him with cutting prices. H: retorted 
that the association were cutting too. 
Grogan’s letters to witness were

produced. On April 27!th Grogan 
wrote Sereth and enclosed a prie: 
list arranged by the Calgary dealers 
of the association. Such list was to 
become effective on April 29th.

A long litter of admonition from 
Grogan to Mr. Sereth was read in 
court.

Further, he Was 
told the mills would ndt ship to him 
if he sold below retail prices.

At present the Staples Co. had sev­
enteen yards for which fees had been 
paid to the association. -

At the Nelson Meeting.
Witness told how he came to be at 

the Nelson meeting of the Môuntain 
Mills association. He was on his way 
to Spokane, when he was wired by 
Grogan to go to Nelson, that he could 
return from Spokane direct to Nelson 
and meet the millmen. As he was a 
stranger he wanted to have other 
members of tlie Alberta association, 
and wired for Grogan and Stuart to 
come up. To this Grogan wired he 
could net go, and left it all to Mr. 
Davidson. He met the millmen where 
they were holding their meeting. They 
asked him several questions, and he 
cheerfully gave them all the informa* 
tion lie had. With respect to tlie Ser­
eth mâtter, lie said to the millmen 
that he did hot object to Sereth cut­
ting prices but to his business meth­
ods in fictitious quotations to custom­
ers, as no reputable firm could com­
pete against such tactics-.

“What Was the purpose of your talk 
to the millmen about Sefeth?” -** *

"To let the millmen know what kind 
of a man he was and bring pressure 
to prevent a recurrence of these 
methods.”

“What kind, of pressure?” said Mr. 
Woods.

Afterwards the Sereth matter came 
up at a meeting of the members of 
the association in Calgary. Sereth was 
at the meeting and complained that 
Mr. Davidson had denounced him be­
fore the millmen at the Nelson meet­
ing.

Mr. Ludgate, vice-president of the 
Mountain Mills association, in con­
versation with witness stated that he 
heard a number <5T the mills in British 
Columbia were not gbing to ship any 
more to Sereth. Witness could not 
give any of the names of the com­
panies.

Cross-Examination.
Cross-examined, by Mr. Bennett wit­

ness stated the Staples Co. had $400,- 
700 invested. Since witness assumed 
the management of the business of 
the company, less than 10 per cent, 
of their supplies came from the Sta­
ples Company engaged in the manu­
facture of lumber in British Columbia. 
With regard to his visit to the Nel­
son meeting of the Mountain Mills 
association, he reiterated his story to 
Mr. Woods. Similarly, with regard to 
the ‘subsequent meeting of the Calgary 
members of the Alberta Retail Lum­
ber Dealers’ association.

The deposition of Oswald A. Gor­
don in cross-examination was contin­
ued by Mr, Bennett. Mr. Gordon wag 
given the opportunity of telephoning 
to Chipman during the noon intermis­
sion to find out the names of the firms 
from which he obtained his lumber. 
These were East Kootenay, Revel- 
84 oke, Fawcett, Carruthers and Em- 
merson companies, and through an 
Edmonton broker.

Mr. Bennett wished to establish that 
Messrs. Gordpn began with limited 
capital, but Mr. Gordon replied they 
had plenty of capital to meet the re­
quirements of the district,

“You got all, the lumber you want­
ed?” çaid Mr. Bennett.

"Yes, wê got all we ordered at a 
very high price. I would like to know 
if these lumber barons paid as high,” 
said Mr. Gordon.

Sereth’s Complaint.
H. N. Sereth, oK^ee Riverside Lum­

ber Co. was put on the stand. Wit­
ness stated that Mr. Davidson came to 
him. and complained that witness’ 
brother was making low quotations 
and then charging more. He was 
afraid that his brother would be driv­
en out of the country. There was a 
meeting and when his brother was 
Charged with cutting prices, he re­
torted that other members of the. as­
sociation were cutting prices. Wit­
ness said that if he was going to have 
trouble he would sell out, which was 
the best think to do because when Da­
vidson was at the Nelson meeting he 
stopped the manufacturers from ship­
ping to the Riverside Co. His com­

BERESFORD AND SCOTT.

C.P.R. IS INCREASING 
ROAD’S EQUIPMENT

Diliihger Reports Big Road Has at 
Present Inadequate Equipment 
But is Double-Tracking and Build­
ing Shops.

Sir Percy’s Resignation Requested on 
Demand of Beresford.

New York, Nov. 26.—The Herald 
has received the following cable des­
patch from London : The Beresford- 
Scott incident has now- passed into 
another phase, which it is quit? pos­
sible may lead Lord Charles to the 
hauling down of his flag.

There is manifest in certain quar­
ters a desire to picture Lord Charles 
Beresford as the martyred vicitm of 
personal animosity on the part of the 
First Sea Lord, and in order to sup­
port this view it is suggested that 
Rear-Admiral Sir Percy Scott’s signal 
was of a premeditated character and 
purposely intended to bring the Com- 
mander-in-Chief into conflict with his 
superiors at the Admiralty. Although 
to the unbiased spectators this as­
pect of the incident must appear 
grotesque and preposterous, there is 
unfortunately some cause for suspect­
ing that Lord Charles Beresford has 
taken this view of the matter. He is 
reported to have requested the ad­
miralty to- cause Sir Percy Scott to 
haul down his flag, and at the same 
time to have hinted through unofficial 
channels that if the request was not 
acceded to lie would himself resign.

Further reports state that the Ad­
miralty, while approving Lord 
Charles’ censure of his subordinate 
and fully indorsing Ins characteriza­
tion of the signal, have expressed the 
opinion that the Rear-Admiral has 
been sufficiently punished already for 
a momentary indiscretion and have 
absolutely refused to tell him to haul 
down his flag.

delivery on account of inadequate 
accommodations and teaming facili­
ties, causing congestion at shipping 
points and at points of destination ;

Poor Outlook for Future.
Mr. Dillinger further finds that 

there is a lack of proper equipment 
for handling at these stations the 
traffic which will probably be offered 
within the next two years.

The 
company has provided for an expen­
diture on rolling stock and equipment 
during the present year of upwards 
of $12,000,000.

Company Expending Much.
The company is also making pro­

vision, at its principal terminals, for 
instance, Montreal, Toronto and Fort 
William, for additional yard room, in 
which to unload traffic and generally 
throughout the system for additional 
round-houses and repair or machine 
shops, storage and sorting yards, sid­
ing and warehouse accommodations. 
Mr. Dillinger also refers to the large 
amount of double tracking now being 
done along the line at various points.

With the equipment and facilities 
that the company is making, he says, 
“Add to that already possessed, 
pecially after the double-tracking in­
ferred to, is completed, the company 
will, in my opinion, without delay, and 
with due care and diligence, re­
ceive, carry and deliver all traffic 
offered for carriage Upon its railway.”

Ask Spécial Cars for Drunks.

The tem­
per of the meeting was the finest and 
actuated by a strong enthusiasm for 
the policy as laid down in the East 
End platform. The speakers though 
moderate in their criticism, were 
clearly in earnest and were heartily 
applauded by the electors at every 
reference to the impotence of the pres­
ent administration to meet |he situa­
tion that has this year confronted 
them. ffl

Great interest was aroused by the 
speech of John A. McDougall, who 
handled his anonymous and avowed 
critics without gloves and completely 
won tlie sympathy of the audience. 
Mr. Picard was represented in the 
person of E. B. Williams, tvho was 
courteously but skeptically received 
by the audience.

J. Travis Barker was a splendid 
chairman, and by apt anecdote and 
stirring peroration directed the tem­
per of a most intelligent and good 
natnred meeting. “A lot,” said the 
chairman, “with a sidewalk, a drain, 
for water and sewers is more to a 
workingman than a palace in an un­
known Utopia.”

W. H. fflegg was the first speaker. 
He deplored the present condition of 
the civic administration. He review- 
eel and defended the platform of the 
East End ticket and declared for a 
more detailed financial statement and 
the extension of the franchise to ten­
ants. Local improvements, he held, 
should be granted on n petition of 
the majority of the ratepayers of any 
portion of the city.
Mayor Has No Financial Instincts.

Mr. G. 8. Armstrong gave a strong, 
practical address on a business-like 
conduct of municipal administration. 
He said there should be a better and 
ni ore harmonious understanding 
among the heads , oi the jdifferent de­
partments. (Applause.) In’ the con­
duct of the city’s "business one dollar 
was eating another. The staffs in 
charge of departments of the city’s 
service could look after five times 
the business they did. He scored the 
city administration for its apathy and 
tardiness in extending the city’s sew 
erage and water system. The present 
mayor had shewn a want of financial 
instinct in being overtaken so deplor­
ably by the financial stringency. Hf 
was surprised to find that in progrès 
sive Edmonton householders or tun 
ants had no vote. The charter'tieêdfeîî' 
amendment in this respect.

Mr. McDougall Speaks.
Mr. McDougall was heartily reeeiv 

ed by the. electors present. In open 
ing his address he stated that he was 
not thrusting himself into the-mun­
icipal field; but was asked to. come 
out by 4 largely signed requisition 
nad -innumerable personal requests. 
Hie stood prepared to answer all 
chargea that had been levelled at him, 
and deplored the fact that the cam 
pnign was not being-conducted on the 
municipal issues that were before the 
people.

Griesbach’s letters and made a most 
effective reply to each in turn. It 
had been charged, he said, that his 
private business had been detriments’ 
to the city. It was charged that b) 
collusion with the government at Rc 
gina that he had obtained exemptior 
from taxation for the Norwood sub 
division. He stated that Norwood 
and Hudson Bay reserve had beer 
exempted some time before he ac 
quired the property. During 1905 and 
J90G only school taxes were assessed 
This year $210,000 was the total taxei 
of which Norwood was paying its fai 
share, but the Norwood section of tin 
city was not getting an adequate ex 
penditure on improvements in re 
turn.

He referred to a letter in the Bulle 
tin by a man, he said, whose norm 
was not on the voters’ list.

SHIP SUBMERGED BY WAVE.

Sent Fathems Peep -By Tremendous 
Tidal Wave.

San Francisco, Nov. 36.—Advices from 
Honolulu state that the new Norwegian 
steamer Admiral Borrensen put in that 
port with her uper works swept clean 
from her decks and barely able to make 
port, as the result of encountering one 
of the most terrible tidal waves ever re­
ported from the sub-tropical waters of 
the Pacific.

When the vessel arrived the firemen 
were feeding her furnace with her cargo 
of lumber, she was carrying 3,300,000 
feet of lumber from Portland to Taku, 
and while at Seattle loading her buiik- 
ers she had trouble keeping her firemen 
aboard. On her decks were 450,000 feet 
of lumber when she left.

Human power could avail nothing and 
the crew fled below decks in a frenzy of 
terror, where they knelt or prostrated 
themselves face down upon the floors 
praying and cursing as the fit seized 
them.

The roar of the oncoming flood grew 
louder until it threatened to deafen 
their ears. With a sickening crash the* 
immense wave struck the ship. The 
ocean liner was picked up as though 
she had been a racing shell and hurled 
through space for hundreds of yards. 
Then, as the top of the mountain wave 
curled down upon her, she was plunged 
down and down until it seemed that she 
must be at the very bottom of the sea. 
How long she was under the water none 
of the crew could tell, for to them the 
whole scene was like a nightmare of 
which they have no distinct remem­
brance. The waves evidently passed over 
them for the ship finally popped up to 
the surface of the sea, and trembling 
and staggering like a stricken being, at 
last settled quiet on her keel. When 
the crew went on deck the desolation 
was appalling. Not a timber of the 
deck cargo remained.

It was a wonderful trip and took sev­
enteen days, every hour of which in­
creased the hardship on the crew. Owing 
to the fact that Taku is àn ice port it 
will be impossible for the Borreson to 
discharge her cargo there this year af­
ter the delay necessary for repairs.

The tidal wave is supposed to have 
been caused by a submarine earthquake.

Mr. John A. McDougall, whose can­
didacy for the mayoralty is being op­
posed by the present incumbent of 
the mayor’s chair, was interviewed by 
a Bulletin representative this morn­
ing for the purpose of securing an an­
swer to the charges .made against him 
in an open letter over the signature 
ol W. A. Griesbach. Mr. McDougall 
evidenced no animus toward his op­
ponents, who seek to discredit him as 
a public spirited citizen. " He gave a 
lucid explanation of the. business 
transactions which have been criticiz­
ed, and in discussing the subjects 
did so dispassionately, taking up the 
charges in chronological order, and 
effectively setting. forth the facts in 
each case with business-like precision.

“My private affairs,” said Mr. Mc­
Dougall, "should be the subject of 
discussion only ih so far as my busi­
ness capacity is concerned. Still I am 
prepared to answer every charge 
brought against me, and, Ai my ex­
planation fails to convince the public 
of my interest in the city, and of my 
business ability, I can but accept 
theif verdict at the polls.

Exhibition Grounds Allegation.
“When the Exhibition association 

was first organized in Edmonton, I 
was one of the promoters, and one of 
the largest subscribers of stock. The 
association was carried on for some 
years by the men who originally form­
ed the company. The enterprise was 
not a success financially to the mem­
bers of the company. No money was 
made, although the association assum­
ed great respftnsibiliay and risk of 
loss. An appeal was made to the 
council for an annual grant to ensure 
the members from loss. The grant 
was made. The association realized 
that an exhibition was essentially a 
civic enterprise, the city and tlie 
whole of the surrounding country be­
ing benefited by it. Many of the 
shareholders wanted to sell their stock 
in the company, and our firm, being 
impressed with the possibilities of the 
town, undertook to buy up as much 
stock as was available. We secured a 
majority of the stock, and then offer­
ed the property to the city. I may 
lay that my intention from the outsit 
eras to sell the property to- the city.

“The following year I made an offer 
to the city to sell the property tor 
$40,000. The council refused to con­
sider the offer. Both Mayor Griesbach 
and Alderman Picard were members 
of the council ! at that time. The 
council apparently had not the faith 
in the city I had.

"Notwithstanding the refusal of the 
council to purchase the property I 
continued to buy. up stock in the as­
sociation. The next year, when the 
company refused to carry on the ex­
hibition, arguing that it was essential­
ly a civic enterprise, the city leased 
the property for à year for $3.000, and 
took an option to purchase at $60,000.

“The property is Worth to the city 
double the amoaint paid for it, and 
I’ll give the city a marked cheque to­
morrow for $60,000 for the property. 
I think I am well enough known, and 
•my business word sufficiently above 
question, to be considered -sincere 
when I make this offer.

“If I had been without public sen­
timent I would have sub-divided the 
exhibition property, and sold it in 
lots. If I had done this I could easi­
ly have realized twice the amount 
received from the city.

“As a matter of fact, instead of 
being criticized and condemned, I 
think I am entitled to credit for dis­
posing of a piece of property to the 
city which to-day is worth double 
the amount paid for it.

The Norwood Exemption.
“The charge that I secured legisla­

tion exempting Norwood from taxa­
tion is false. There is no truth in it. 
I had no influence in securing this 
exemption, nor did I exert any. To­
gether with other subdivisions, among 
these the Hudson’s Bay, it was ex­
empted by an act of the Northwest 
Legislature, extending the boundaries 
of the city. The act was similar to 
that passed by the Alberta Legisla­
ture extending the boundaries of Cal­
gary, and exempting from taxation 
the addition. I had as much to do 
with one legislative act as with the 
other.

“The property in Norwood was ex­
empted ■ by the act of the Northwest 
Council for two years, 1905 and 1906. 
This year the property is taxable, and 
the property owners are paying their 
share of the $210,000 of municipal 
taxes collectable by the city. And 
Norwood is paying these taxes with­
out having a single dollar expended 
on municipal improvements in the 
district. This, I may say, is mani­
festly an injustice to the residents of 
Norwood. As a result of the two years 
oi exemption did the city lose any­
thing, in view of the fact that no 
money was spent in improvements?

The C. P. R. Entrance-.
"Not only am I credited with 

sphinx-like powers in controlling the 
acts of legislatures, but I am also 
credited with holding up a wealthy 
railway corporation. I am almost 
convinced I am a truly remarkable 
and wonderful individual, holding the 
destinies of cities and railways with­
in the palm of my hand.

T owned 23 lots in block 10, north 
of Jasper avenue. Two years ago 
the 'C P.R. wanted these lots. We 
came to terms. Finally the railway 
eomnany decided it wanted only 15 
of the 23 lots. They paid for that 
number and got a deed. Subsequent­
ly the railway laid its tracks, not 
only on the 15 lots, but on the 8 oth­
ers, which they had said they did upt 
want, as well. Up to the present. I 
have been unable to get a settlement 
for these 8 lots. The C.P.R. is hold­
ing us up, not us the C.P.R.

“Last spring C. P. R. officials came 
to Edmonton and entered into nego- 
tiaeions ^ith the city for the entrance

. block where I also hold property. The 
j aption was for $49,000, and the com­
pany paid $500 for it. I learned this 

; and was prepared for them when they 
j came to me to negotiate the purchases 
j of my lots. “Gentlemen,” I said, “you 
have established a price for property 
you want in Block 9. The price is 
satisfactory fo me, and I am willing 
to accept it. But there’s an old deal 
hanging fire, namely those 8 lots in 
Block 10, for which you have not set­
tled, and I want this disposed of at 
the same time.” The C. P. R. offi­
cials considered the price too high. 
We discussed it for several hours. I 
refused to make a reduction and they 
went away. Later Mayor Griesbach 
came to see me on the matter. He 
said the company has placed the ne­
gotiations in the council’s hands, and 
he wanted to know the best -offer I 
would make. I told him that since 
the city had taken up the matter, I 
was prepared to do better with the 
city than with the C. P. R., and I 
offered the lots at the price at which 
they were offered to the C. P. R., 
leaving out of the question the set­
tlement for the eight lots in Block 10.

“It is most absurd to charge me 
with holding up the C. P. R. Rail­
way corporations are never held up. 
They are vested with powers which 
will permit of expropriation, and 
there is no possibility of any owner 
of property securing more for it than 
its value.

“If instead of laying upon tlie city 
the responsibility for the payment of 
unascertained damages, as the agree­
ment with the C. P. R. calls for, and 
which may amount to more than the 
total bonuses granted the C. N. R. and 
G. T. P„ witli no return whatever, 
Mayor Griesbach and the council 
would have acted more in the city’s 
interests were the C. P. R. called upon 
to go before the Railway Commission 
to secure the property it requires. The 
city would then not be saddled with 
damages. The C. P. R. has not come 
to Edmonton before it had to, and I 
can assure you that if the C. P. R. 
had been satisfied wit!) what it could 
have legally got from the Railway 
Commission, it would not have come 
to the city. It was because the C. P. 
R. could set more from the city, that 
they have come to the council. Mayor 
Griesbach now wants to 6hift the re­
sponsibility from his own shoulders.

“In the anonymous words of Mayor 
Griesbach, ‘What’s this all about?’ 
Is it not attempt to divert attention 
from the questions of large municipal 
interest by attacking me?”

It is reported that Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier, accompanied by several mem­
bers of the cabinet, will tour Western 
Canada next summer: It is to be 
hoped the report is correct, for it is 
in every way desirable that the politi­
cal leaders of both parties should re­
cognise the growing political import­
ance of Western Canada. It is now 
more than ten years since Sir Wilfrid 
made a political tour through the 
West, but he is no stranger to this 
country.

If he comes again 
he will find the wilderness waving 
with grain, studded with a hundred 
thousand comfortable homes, travers­
ed by railways connecting populous 
cities, thriving towns, and promising 
villages, whose names were then not 
on the map. In this marvellous trans­
formation the progressive immigration 
and railway policies of his Govern­
ment have borne a splendid part—a 
part which he will not find the people 
of the West slow to recognize or un­
willing to admit. He will be assured 
a welcome far more cordial than he 
received twelve years ago, and the re­
sults of the tour would not be less 
satisfactory to him than the former 
pilgrimage.

GOOD SERVICE APPRECIATED.

In re-nominating Dr. McIntyre, the 
Liberals of Strathcona have shown 
their appreciation of a worthy repre­
sentative. Though his parliamentary 
record is not long, it Is one of clear­
sighted, persistent and effective pub­
lic service in which any member 
might feel gratified, and of which 
any constituency should be proud. 
For steady daily attention to business 
Dr. McIntyre has distinguished him­
self by missing only three sitting days 
of the House during the two sessions 
be has been a member. Nor does his 
attention to public affairs end with 
the session. During the past recess he 
has traversed the line of the G.T.P. 
from the provincial boundary to the 
City of Strathcona, nas visited every 
district in his enormous constituency, 
and has practically given up the sum­
mer to learning at first hand the con­
ditions and needs of thj people he has 
the honor to represent. As a result he 
carries back to Ottawa an intimate 
knowledge of the public requirements 
of his constituency, snd his record 
during the past two years is assur­
ance that that knowledge will be 
turned to splendid public account. 
To represent well a constituency so 
large, with such varying needs and 
differing interests, and one in which 
the evolution is so rapid from a sparse­
ly settled district to a populous one, 
is no easy task. Yet no constituency 
in Canada is more faithfully repre­
sented, in none are the needs of the 
people more clearly understood or 
more warmly advocated, and in none 
is the extension of governmental ser­
vices kept better abreast of the chang­
ing conditions.

His constituents appreciate such 
services and have testified their ap­
preciation dn a most fitting manner.

WANTED: A STRONG COUNClL.v
A regrettable feature <of the munici­

pal situation is the lack of aldermanic 
candidates. There are six vacancies 
to be filled and the candidates so far 
placed in the field are scarcely more 
numerous than the vacant chairs. 
Nominations take place a week from 
Monday. Practioally, therefore, only 
a week remains for the selection of 
those from among whom next year's 
council will be chosen. Nomination 
day is frequently prolific in the pro­
duction of aspirants, but the candi­
dates thrust in to fill up the list in

of government, but it is none the less 
harmful in its tendency to leseen 
public concern in the composition and 
behavior of the council. Having little 
business with the council, the ratepay­
er gradually loses sight of that body, 
and proportionately as the functions 
of the council fade from his apprehen­
sion the position and prestige of the 
commissioners loom in his view.

This condition is the more deplor- 
:;ble because of the opportunity it 
affords for an officious or ambitious 
commissioner to exalt himself in the 
public view at the expense of the real 
governing body of the city. With the 
rains of power, so far as the ratepay­
er sees, in his hands, he may dispense 
favors or refuse them, reward friend­
ship, punish opposition, and make all 
things work together for the gratifica­
tion of his vanity or the establish­
ment of his interests. The council is 
the only safeguard against this pro­
cess of aggrandisement, and the 
council can be a safeguard only by 
resolute and almost unanimous vigil­
ance. If a sufficient proportion of 
ease-loving or indifferent aldermen can 
bo secured to prevent a two-thirds vote 
for dismissal this work may be car­
ried on to perfection in the total 
eclipse of the council by the execu­
tive. The establishment of a virtual 
dictatorship is the peril to which the 
commissioner system opens the way, 
and that peril can only be avoided by 
maintaining the public recognition of 
the city council as the head of all au­
thority and the repository of all 
power.

How readily the civic system lends 
itself to the obliteration of the aider- 
manic body may be easily learned by 
asking a number of ratepayers to 
name the present members of the city 
council. Probably one in three would 
be unable to do so, yet all could name 
the commissioners and probably the 
heads of departments. This is an 
undesirable condition of affairs, and 
to the degree that it is undesirable, 
to that degree is it necessary to amend 
it. The city council should be the 
publicly recognized body of authority, 
the parliament of the city. To be 
such it must be composed of strong 
men—of men strong enough to main­
tain the ascendency of the council 
and to impress the public mind with 
the fact that the council is dominant. 
It is desirable to have both, but as an 
alternative, a strong council and a 
weak executive is preferable to a 
strong executive dominating a weak 
council, for a strong council would 
soon dispense with a weak executive. 
Edmonton has many citizens capable 
oi discharging the duties of alderman 
with benefit. It is to be hoped a good­
ly number of them will be induced to 
become candidates.

jroad for the greater proportion of 
our farm products, and the proportion 
must be increased as the volume of 
the products increases. If the market 
now open to us does not always re­
turn a satisfactory price for the pro­
ducts we now have to sell what would 
be the condition ten years hence when 
we offer twice or thrice as much?

For the disposal of our surplus farm 
products we are to-day practically 
limited to the market of one country, 
and in that market we are forced to 
sell in competition with the farmers 
of the world. We cannot sell our sur­
plus on the continent of America be­
cause our neighbor to the south also 
produces more products of this kind 
than he requires for his own use. 
■Whatever the trade with the Orient or 
with Africa may amount to m future, 
there is at present little demand for 
farm products from these quarters. I 
From the continent of Europe we are 
practically debarred by prohibitive 
tariffe. There remains to us only the 
market of Great Britain, and in that 
market our products come into open 
competition with similar products 
from all comers of the earth. Broad­
ly speaking, the whole surplus pro­
duct of Canadian farms to-day is sold 
in Great Britairf, and sold there in 
open competition with products from 
all countries which have them to of­
fer. It follows that for their surplus 
products the farmers of Canada get 
only what the farmers of other coun­
tries would be willing to accept for 
similar goods.

The prices we obtain in the British 
market depend on the volume of pro­
ducts offered in that market by the 
farmers of the world, and the greater 
the volume of products offered the 
lower the prices we are able to secure. 
The more wheat that is grown and the 
more cattle that are raised, in Canada 
cr out of it, the less the Canadian 
farmer can secure for a bushel of 
wheat or a beef critter in the markets 
of Liverpool and London. If the 
prices now obtained are not always' 
satisfactory what would they be when 
our own production has multiplied 
and when that of other countries has 
been increased? While we have only 
the British market open to our pro­
ducts and that market equally open to 
tlie products of the world, the greater 
the volume of our export products be­
comes, the lower the prices we will be 
able to secure for them.

Fortunately there are other markets 
not open to the world at large, but to 
which Canada may be enabled to se­
cure access. They are the markets of 
France, Germany, Italy and others of 
the European Powers which must im­
port largely the products which Can­
ada is in a position to supply. From 
these markets Canadian products have 
heretoiore been debarred by exclusive 
tariffs, and it is to them that the 
Government is endeavoring to gain ad­
mission by the give-and-take proposal 
of the intermediate tariff. The mar­
kets of one of them has already been 
opened, and there are good reasons 
for hoping that equal success will be 
met elsewhere. If so, the Canadian 
farmer is among the men who stand 
to gain, and among them stands to 
gain most. To him it will mean broad­
er markets ior his ever-increasing pro­
duce, and markets from which many 
of his competitors are excluded.

The live stock 
representative of the C. P. R. sought 
to get this business for his company, 
as he should, over our Canadian 
road, and interviewed Mr. Pruitt, 
promising a rapid run from here to 
Chicago, and personal attention to 
shipping. Mr. Pruitt considered 
that it made little difference to him 
which road he patronized so long 
as he got his stock to Chicago expe­
ditiously, in fact, he favored the 
shipping over a Canadian road, and, 
alter receiving a written promue 
that there would be sixty cars here 
for him on the 23rd of October, be 
brought his bunch from the south. 
Instead of getting cars he got a curt 
telegram that the cars would not be 
forthcoming for shipments to Chi­
cago, on account of some trouble ihe 
railway had in getting Canadian 
cars returned promptly. Mr. Pruitt, 
who had acted in good faith and 
against his primary intentions, was 
placed in a peculiar position. He 
endeavored to hold the company to 
their written agreement to furnish 
cars, but was turned down flatly. 
About this time buyers from outside 
points came upon the scene. They 
made offers for the cattle which 
would indicate that they considered 
they had the old man over a barrell 
—but he didn’t roll. One man offer­
ed $27.50 per head for vthe bunch, 
and another buyer raised him fifty 
cents for a cut of 750 head, less, we 
should say, than two cents per 
pound. Here is an indication of 
competition. The old man’s price 
was $42.50 and he started the bunch 
south to ship them from Uncle Sam’s 
country. Next morning the $28 of­
fer was raised to $40, and we under­
stand a deal was made for the bunch 
at this figure. /These figures we be- 
believe are substantially correct. 
We have seen the letters and tele­
grams in reference to the shipping.

“A condition of affairs such as 
this is rotten, and if the stockmen 
look with longing eyes to a market 
where they get the prices current 
for their stock according to grade, 
and to the time when they will have 
a rail outlet direct into this mar­
ket, it is because, in a great mea­
sure, they arc substantially jostled 
into hostility towards the conditions 
as we have them here in Alberta. 
Outside markets may improve, stock 
may improve, but in no way does it 
cut any ice with the producer. He 
is narrowed down tq a point where, 
between winter experiences as in 
1906-07, and the difficulty he has in 
getting a decent price for his stock, 
he doesn’t care whether he continue 
in the business or pot.”

WORK FOR THE COMMISSION.
The Medicine Hat News is author­

ity for an instance of iailure to sup­
ply cars to a stockman which calls 
for investigation by the Railway Com­
mission, and suggests that some fin­
ancial liability should be placed upon 
railways whose representatives under­
take to supply cars, and then find 
themselves unable to deliver them.

There have been other reports from 
the range country o! late of a similar 
character, and it has been mooted that 
a large number of marketable cattle 
might have to be wintered owing to 
lack oi cars to haul them to market. 
This suggests either that one railway 
company at least has failed to make 
good its promised increase of rolling 
stock, or that the increases have not 
been equal to the growth of business.

The matter might well be taken up 
by the Provincial Department of Agri­
culture, and urged upon the Railway 
Commission as . requiring a thorough 
investigation. Meantime if the Beei 
Commission is ever permitted to em­
erge from the political shrubbery of 
Manitoba, its report may have some 
bearing on this phase of the industry.

THE GREAT GRAFT SYSTEM.
The United States rejoice (?) in a 

tariff which is the envy and idol of 
th6 Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion'—a splendid example of a tariff 
whose stature a member of that Asso­
ciation has aptly if inadvertently lik­
ened to the galkwfl erected by Ha- 
man. Nor does the similarity end 
with the altitudes of the structures. 
There is a similarity of purpose also. 
They were erected, one in jealousy, 
the other in greed; one to wreak the 
vengeance of a privileged, iavored and 
wealthy courtier on a helpless and 
friendless plebeian; the other as the 
engine by which a privileged, favored 
and wealthy manufacturer is enabled 
to extort the product of his labors 
from the unprivileged, unfavored and 
unprotected consumer. The inscrip­
tion of the former might have aptly 
been “Death to Mordecai;” the motto 
inscribed on the latter should be “The 
consumer be hanged.

Testimony to this similarity of pur­
pose is borne by a no less well-inform­
ed party than a member of the Ameri­
can Manufacturers’ association—an 
organization which represents south of 
the boundary the tariff views to which 
the Canadian Association gives its 
hearty sympathy and vigorous advo­
cacy. Mr. H. E. Miles, president oi 
the Association of Implement and Ve­
hicle Manufacturers of the United 
States, and chairman of, the Tariff 
Committee of the Manufacturers' As­
sociation offers this testimony in an 
article in “American Industries.’’ 
Discussing ..“How the Tariff Affects 
My Business,” Mr. Miles says: I 
"have made money every year out oi 
“the tariff graft. Not much, but a lit- 
"tle." Explaining how the tariff works 
out Mr. Miles says the firms which 
supplied him with materials “have 
“consolidated or formed trusts and 
“have raised their prices 25 to 50 per 
“cent.” This increased cost was pass­
ed along in this way. “The tariff 
“barons “raised their price $50,000 to 
“me. I made the charge against the 
“jobjier of $60,000, and I know that 
“he charged more than $70,000 for the 
'*$60,000 he paid me. Before reaching 
"the consumer the $50,000 charge be­
came about $100,000, to be paid by 
“the agricultural consumer.”

This little chain in which Mr. Miles 
i himseH formed a link was only an 
I illustration of the process of commer­

cial graft which the high tariff made 
| possible along every avenue of indus­
trial life. The imposition of the 45 
per cent, tariff was simply an invita­
tion to the manufacturers everywhere 
to combine, raise prices and help 
themselves. The consumer was deliv­
ered into their hands, gagged and 
bound, and they were invited to rifle 
his pockets and divide the spoils. 
Needless to say, they did so. The 
producers of raw material raised their 
price#, and to enable themselves to 
do so, combined. The “primary” 
manufacturers—those who convert 
raw material into forms in which it 
in turn becomes material for the fac­
tories which turn out the completed 
article—followed suit. The manufac­
turers who bought this mntcfTal and 
turned it into finished articles went 
and did likewise. The wholesalers to 
whom the manufacturers advanced 
their prices, admitted the wisdom cf 
the precedent by emulating it. The 
retailer could not ignore so excellent 
an example, and promptly copied it. 
Thus when the finished article was 
finally delivered to the consumer, it 
was loaded with a series of profits chaig- 
ed up against it for no reason but that 
the tariff permitted it, and that the 
consumer could not help himself. He 
was the man at the end of the line, 
and from his pocket came every dollar 
added to its price by any of the long 
train of agencies through whose 
hands it passed en route to him. So 
long as the final price was not more 
than 45 per cent, higher than it would 
coat him to import the article he could 
do no better than pay that price. All 
told, Mr. Miles estimates that by this 
succession of rake-offs, imposed on 
every manufactured article at every 
step of its journey from the raw ma-; 
terial to the possession of the con­
sumer, the "people as a whole are 
losing not less than $500,000,000 per 
yehr.

This is neither the declaration of a 
rabid free trader nor of a man ignorant 
oi his subject. It comes from one 
xvho has been, and is, a beneficiary of 
the tariff of the United States, and 
from the one selected by the organiz­
ed beneficiaries of that tariff as 
chairman of their tariff commit­
tee. His knowledge cannot be doubt­
ed; nor could he have any intelligible 
pmpose in exaggerating the abuses of 
a system which puts money in his 
pocket. He must be admitted both as 
speaking with authority and as speak­
ing the truth. The inevitable conclu­
sion to which he leads is that the tar­
iff system of that country is an enor­
mous agency of commercial graft; 
that it enhances prices without sha­
dow of either reason or necessity and 
fosters combines to maintain them; 
that it changes commerce into rob­
bery by turning over the whole con­
suming population of the country to 
b : plundered at will by the protected 
interests.

Is there in this nothing of direct 
concern to Canada? We have here a 
Manufacturers’ Association clamoring 
for a tariff modelled and fashioned on 
that of the United States. We have 
a political party clamoring for power 
on a platform which can bear no oth­
er intelligent construction than a will­
ingness to inaugurate the tariff de­
manded by tlie Manufacturers' Asso­
ciation. It is the claim of that party 
that a “Haman’s gallows" tariff would 
produce in Canada the phases and 
forms and degrees of commercial de­
velopment produced in the United 
States. In what other light can this 
be regarded or by what other term de­
scribed than as an attempt to intro­
duce here the process cf commercial 
graft which a manufacturer him­
self declares to have reduced the 
American consumer to a victim of rob­
bery under law? High tariff is graft 
itself and can produce only its like.

TRIBUTES.
At the annual meeting of the Medi­

cine Hat Liberal Association, the fol­
lowing resolution in regard to the 
Alberta government was passed:

Resolved—That this association 
places upon record its unqualified 
confidence in the Provincial Gov­
ernment of Alberta under the leader­
ship of the Hon. Dr. Rutherford, 
who has taken into his cabinet hon­
est and capable ministers who are 
thoroughly conversant with Provin­
cial requirements.

We commend his policy of govern­
ment ownership of such public util­
ities as the telephone and telegraph, 
and point with pride to the fact that 
his government is leading the way 
in matters of such vital importance 
to the people of this province.

We note also that active steps 
have been taken to advance the edu­
cational interests of the province in 
that no time 'lias been lost in the 
establishing oi a provincial univer­
sity, normal school and many new 
public school districts, while at the 
same time the material interests of 
the province are receiving due atten­
tion of roads, bridges and the estab­
lishment of creameries and other 
works and institutions calculated to 
assist the rancher and farmer.

expresses entire confidence in the

We desire to express the hope that 

at the next sesion of the House the 
proposed land bill, which has so 
many desirable principles and which 
is calculated to help the new set­
tler will become law.

A PROTECTION “ HANDICAP.”
Australia ia tackling a new problem 
in the protection hand-book—how to 
make the protected manufacturer pay 
decent wages to his employees. That 
this should be found a problem re­
quiring solution at all is a severe com­
mentary on the common line or argu­
ment of the protectionists. Ordinar­
ily, the argument runs something like 
this: If the manufacturer is protected 
he will make more money; therefore 
he will be able to pay better wages 
to his employees; therefore the em­
ployees will be able to purchase more 
goods, and hence everybody will be 
benefitted. The manufacturer is made 
a kind oi commercial pivot about 
whom the industrial and commercial 
worlds revolve. If he is hard run his 
employees will be poorly paid, and 
the farmer’s home market dwindle ; 
if he be made prosperous at the ex­
pense of the entire community he in 
turn will make everybody else pros­
perous. To such length is the theory 
carried that a nation can make itself 
wealthy by t.axing itself to enrich one 
class of its citizens.

Australia has discovered however 
that the argument breaks at the sec­
ond joint. Protection enables the 
manufacturer to make more money all 
right, but it does not follow that the 
manufacturer pays better wages to 
his employees. He duly takes advan­
tage oi the tariff and boosts the prices 
of his products, but he coolly pockets 
all the proceeds and leaves the em­
ployees to struggle along on their 
former salaries. The breakage at the 
second joint of course puts the third 
link out of business. The employees, 
not receiving more wages, cannot pur­
chase more produce of the farm 
and the farmer’s home market 
fails to experience the anticipated 
boom. Meantime both farmer and 
mechanic are forced to pay the high­
er prices for their manufactured 
goods. The net result is tirât the 
manufacturer waxes fat on the in­
creased prices he is enabled to charge 
the mechanic and .the farmer, and 
these gentlemen are made poorer for 
the same excellent reason. At the 
same time, tlie manufacturer having 
failed 'to increase the wages of the 
mechanic, the mechanic is unable to 
increase the home market of the 
farmer. Both these parties therefore 
have increased their expenses with­
out increasing their revenues; they 
have joined, hands in enriching the 
third party at their expense, but he 
has railed to return the compliment.

To one not hopelessly infatuated 
with the protection theory, the course 
of wisdom and of justice would ap­
pear to be to lighten the burden of 
the farmer and the mechanic and let 
the manufacturer shift for himself. 
Curiously enough, however, the rem-, 
edy Australia will adopt is not to 
lighten the burdens, but to increase 
them ; not to- lessen the tariff favors of 
thé manufacturer but to multiply 
them. An excise duty is now to be 
levied on all goods manufactured in 
Australia; manufacturers whose em­
ployees receive iair treatment will 
have the duty returned, to the others 
it will not be returned. The result 
of this of çourse will be that the 
manufacturer will add the amount of 
the excise duty to the prices of his 
products, the protective tariff enab­
ling him to do so with safety. Then, 
if the duty is not returned to him he 
looses nothing, if it ia returned to him 
he gains to that amount by the trans­
action. At the worst, the manufactur­
er will make as much as he makes to­
day; in all other cases he will make 
more by the amount of the excise 
duty. And whether the excise re­
mains in the hands of the Govern­
ment or returns to the manufacturer, 
it will come not from the pockets of 
those who have profited by protection, 
but irom those at whose expense pro­
tection has enabled them to prosper, 
including the mechanic whose wages 
have not been advanced and the farm­
er whose home market has not been 
increased.

The Montreal Star, which may be 
relied on to make the best of the case 
from the protectionist standpoint, de­
scribes how this ingenious contriv­

ance is supposed to work. It says: 
“Of course, where some of the manu­
facturers of a special line of goods 
“do treat their workpeople fairly and 
“so escape the excise duty-, they will 
"soon capture the entire market and 
“drive those handicapped by the ,~-x- 
“cise to the wall.” Unfortunately this 
is precisely what cannot be expected 
to occur for the manufacturer is not 
the gentleman who will be “handicap­
ped" by the excise. He will politely 
but firmly add it to his drafts upon 
his customers. If îîTe Government 
does not take it from him he will be 
the winner; if the Government takes 
it he will still make the profit he 
makes to-day.

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TROUBLE WITH 
ELK LUMBER CO.

Who Were Disciplined by Manufac­
turers, is Aired in Supreme Court 

in Lumbar Conspiracy Case

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.
Eighteen witnesses have so far given 

evidence in the trial in the lumber 
conspiracy case in the Supreme court. 
It is expected that the last of the wit­
nesses of the crown will go on the 
stand this afternoon.

The proceedings this morning cover­
ed the operations of the recalcitrant 
Elk Lumber Co., of Eernie, which the 
Mountain Mills association attempted 
to discipline for shipping directly to 
a large contracting firm in Regina.

Mr. Boynton, the manager of the 
company, and Mr. Du Bois, a director 
of the company, gave evidence. Mr. 
Boynton,the manager of the company, 
has always maintained a quasi. inde­
pendence with respect ito the Moun­
tain Mills association, but Director 
DuBois attended the annual meeting 
and is in sympathy with the policy 
of the association.

The cross-examination of Secretary 
A ns tie, which w;qs so abruptly termin­
ated by the failure of the electric 
lights last evening in the court room, 
was resumed this morning by Mr.Ben­
nett. When the court rose last night 
Mr. Bennett was conducting an exam­
ination into the methods of the sales 
department of the Mountain Mills as­
sociation. Witness Was taken over a 
list of dealers in Alberta. Witness was 
asked to give the names of firms that 
had purchased through his sales de­
partment. The list deposed by wit­
ness contained a number of firms not 
in the Alberta association. Witness 
often took trips through Alberta and 
is familiar with those in the retail 
trade. ffl

Witness was asked to explain why 
he invited a representative from the 
Alberta association to the annual 
meeting of the millmen at Nelson last 
August. He stated that he thought 
it would be interesting for the mill- 
men to know the conditions of the re­
tail trade on the prairies with respect 
to stocks, collections, etc.

The retailers had nothing to do with 
nor did they suggest that the output 
of the mills should be limited.

Mr. Woods re-examined the wit­
ness. Mr. Woods said he noticed that 
witness had given the names of thir­
teen firms that were not in the Alberta 
or Western Retail association. These 
orders were taken by mail or by the 
traveller of the sales department.

Admits Receiving Complaint.
Witness admitted that he had re­

ceived a letter from Mr. Ludgate, vice- 
president of the Mountain Mills as­
sociation, on August 31, 1907, with 
respect to a complaint raised by; the 
Calgary retailers at a meeting on July

trade. It would be impossible for his 
firm to distribute the 50,000,000 cut of 
his mill in any other way, than by 
means of retailers.

A considerable quantity of the com' 
pany’s output is sold through the 
sales department of the Mountain 
Mills association. Stock sheets 
sent to Secretary Anstie.

Mr. Woods—"If a farmer on the 
plains wrote for a car of lumber, what 
would you do?

Mr. Boynton—“I would refer him 
to his local dealer." ( ,

Frank Du Bois, of thé ' Elk Eumnei 
Co., was called and examined by Mr 
Bennett. He was at the annual meet­
ing of the Mountain Mills association 
August, 1907, at Nelson. He related 
his interview with Rooney and • idd- 
mark when they came to Fernie to 
buy lumber and gold them a car. ’Be­
fore he shipped the car he inquired 
of the bank in Lethbridge as to the 
standing o* the consignee. The re 
port was favorable so the lumber war 
shipped. Orders for two more tefl-s 
came from Rooney & Oddmark, but 
upon advice from the Enterprise Co., 
witness went down to Lethbridge, and 
collected the money before the car; 
were unloaded. At this time he did 
not confirm anything unfavorable ti 
the financial standing of this firm.

Lloydminster Man Called.
Andrew W. Robinson, of Lloydmin- 

ster, was next called. He was for­
merly in the lumber business will 
Miller & Robinson in Lloydminster 
Witnesâ remembered the visit of Mr 
Helliwell to induce his firm to jcir 
the Alberta Lumber Dealers' associa 
tion. He refused as he did not con 
sider the association would be any 
protection. Mr. Helliwell said th< 
association would send a list to th< 
millmen and trey would ship only t< 
those who were in the association.

Refused Membership.
Oswald A. Gordon, of Gordon ft 

Gordon, of Chipman, was next called 
This firm applied for membership ir 
the Alberta association, but were re­
fused. At the time they -applied ir 
October, 1906. they had a yard with r 
small stock oi lumber. .The firm open 
ed the yard in September. When 
they wrote to the mills for stock one 
of the mills replied advising the firir 
to join the Alberta association and 
gave the address of Secretary Gro­
gan, who sent them an applicatior 
form. Negotiations were opened with 
the Mountain Mills by a visit of thr 
traveller of the Bowman Lumber Co 
who solicited an order. However, thi.‘ 
order was never filled. The Bowmar 
people gave as a reason they did not 
have such lumber in stock. The ap 
plication for membership in the A 
R. L. D. association was finally re 
fused. An agent of the A. J. Walket 
Co. asked witness how the lumber 
business was coming on in Chipman 
and asked him if he wouldn’t like tc 
handle lumber for his company.

Monda:/ Afternoon's Evidence.
The cross-examination of George 

P. Wells by Mr. Bmnett was continu 
ed yesterday afternoon. The ques 
tipn of the price charged flour mill:
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8, 1907, about the Riverside Lumber and. elevators was first, touched upon
The increase was $1 on each clast 
and was in no form a rebate. 1 

Witness said that Becker’s visit wa 
informal, and he was informally re 
ceived by the millmen.i The millmei 
were not in session. , It was after th< 
adjournment thait they met with Mr 
Bcckcr. I

He told the story of the committei 
appointed at the Nelson meeting ij 
1906, consisting of Messrs. Lund 
Dulmage and Wells. They went t< 
Fernie to see Boynton, of the Elk 
Company, with respect principally tc 
his shipments to Smith Brothers ft 
Wilson.

He received application from 
Rooney & Oddmark for lumber sup 
plies. Some of the orders were plac­
ed and afterwards cancelled, becaus 
of theiur financial breakdown.

Mr. Clark’s Complaint.
An account of Mr. Clark’s visit tc 

the annual meeting of the Mountain 
Mills’ Association of this year was 
given. Mr. Clark complained to the 
millmen that the retailers did not 
want to handle odd lengths of lum 
her. Mr. Clark was admitted to the 
meeting and the millmen heard his 
complaint.

The retailers in Alberta had nothing 
to do with fixing the price lists that 
were prepared by the millmen. When 
the lumber business was in bad shape 
a few years ago, some of the mille 
opened up manufacturer’s yards to 
create an outlet for their product. 
Witness then gave a list of the mills 
having such yards. The small imlh 
felt bitterly towards the mills that 
operated such yards.

One of the results of the meeting ol 
January 8, 1906, was the increase oi 
price, issuance of a new price list. In 
this the retailers had no part. The 
only relations the millmen bad with 
the retailers was in reference to com­
plaints of sales to consumers and un- 
slability of prices.

No Discrimination, He Says. 
There was, according to the state­

ments of witness, absolutely no dis­
crimination exercised by the mills in 
selling to members of the Alberta Re­
tail Lumber Dealers’ Association and 
non-members. All dealers who had 
the money could buy any quantity of 
lumber. Members of the Alberta 
association and any othert retail 
dealers knew perfectly well the rules 
of the wholesale trade, which was to 
limit the manufactured product to 
the retailers. There was no specific 
agreement, however, to this effect, 
During the history of his tenancy of 
the secretaryship of the Mountain 
Mills’ Association he never knew 
of a joint session of the members of 
the Mountain Mills’ Association and 
the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers 
Association.

Witness was asked what would be 
the effect if the retailer were put out 
of business by the practice of selling 
to the consumer direct. As this in­
volved a good deal of contentious mat­
ter and an expert knowledge of politi­
cal economy, the court held that this 
evidence had better be left off the 
minutes of the court. v

Witness deposed he knew but very 
few of the lumber dealers in Alberta, 
arid that the millmen did not care

Co., who were quoting fictitious 
prices.

Mr. Davidson, of the Staples Co., 
Calgàry, attended the August meet­
ing of the millmen this year at Nel­
son. He stated the conditions of the 
retail business in Alberta and also re­

ferred to the way Messrs. Sereth 
were conducting their business. Some 
of the millmen observed that they did 
not want these men’s business. Oth­
ers said they had satisfactory rela­
tions with these men. Mr. Davidson 
reported to this meeting the method 
employed by the Sereth firm by fake 
quotations. Mr. Davidson had wired 
Mr. Grogan to attend the Nelson 
meeting and to take Mr. Stuart with 
him. Mr. Grogan was unable to at­
tend and he asked Mr. Davidson to 
represent the association at the an­
nual meeting of the millmen.

Elk Co.'s Manager.
Orville L. Boynton, manager of the 

Elk Lumber Co., Fernie, was the next 
witness called. He was asked with 
respect to the interview -he had with 
the committee of four sent by the 
Mountain Mills association as a re­
sult of the Nelson meeting in August, 
1906. ^

Mr. Boynton held that the firm 
complained of, Messrs. Smith Bros. 
& Wilson, were legitimate dealers and 
he thought he convinced the commit­
tee that he was doing right before 
they went away. It will be remem­
bered the millmen sent a committee, 
Messrs. Lund, Wells, Leach and Dul­
mage, to Fernie, to remonstrate with 
Mr. Boynton, because he was shipping 
to other than regular dealers.

The committee also objected to his 
shipping to S. A. Skead ft Co. On 
this point his memory was not clear. 
The committee met Mr. Boynton in 
the hotel at Fernie. Other millmen of 
Fernie Were present.

He acknowledged getting a letter 
from Mr. McNicol in reference to 
Rooney and Oddmark.

The Cress Examination.
To Mr. Bennett, witness stated that 

the committee came to Fernie and 
wired him to come to the hotel. They 
complained of shipments to Smith 
Bros, ft Wilson. Witness said in re­
ply that he considered this firm was 
conducting business of such a nature 
that they were entitled to lumber at 
wholesale prices. At that time the Elk 
Company was not in the Mountain 
Mills Association. They have never 
joined the association but contribute 
to the secretary’s office only. "It is 
not a contribution. We get our mon' 
ey’s worth out of it,” said the wit­
ness.

Witness said he had a faint remem­
brance of the visit of Mr. Rooney, but 
denied that he said to Rooney that he 
(Boynton) would be fined $500 -f he 
should sell to him.

"I suppose as long as a- man had 
money he could get the lumber,” said 
Mr. Bennett.

"If he is dealer.” said’ the witness.
Advised To_ Join.

Witness stated that he always ad­
vised a new firm opening an account 
with the Elk Company tq join the re­
tail association because it inspired se
curity as il was an indication of fin- 
ancial standing and credit and bona- whether they shipped to a member ol 
fide intention to stand well in the r the Western Association, the AlbertaWestern Association

Association or otherwise. Even if a 
man had no yard, but showed bona- 
fide intention of starting one, the 
millmen would supply him. This 
was actually done by the sales de­
partment of the Mountain Mills’ As­
sociation.

Is Marshall Regular Dealer?
Witness explained the Marshall in­

cident. Wells inquired of Secretary 
Srogan if a dealer named Marshall
ived at Innisfail. A car of lumber 

!<ad been shipped to this address, 
which should have been Innisfree.

Mr. Woods wanted to know how 
this could be when Secretary Wells 
vired Grogan :: "Is Marshall, Innis- 
’ail, a regular-dealer?”

Mr. Woods wanted some examples 
if dealers not in the Alberta Retail 
Lumber Dealers’ Assrociatibn, or Wes- 
ieln Association, to whom lumber 
was whipped. He cited Lazelle, of 
Iheppard. He c luldn’t do it from 
memory.

In dealing with complaints. Ml. 
#oods wanted to know why" in filing 
iway the reports of complaints wit­
less started numbering them at 100.

Witness could not remember when 
tnd what quantity lie shipped to 
Rooney ft Oddmark. He would not 
lispute Rooney if Rooney swore to 
the contrary.

“Who would be the person with 
vhom n man who was opening a yard 
vould have to convince he was bona- 
fide?”

“Me, if he wanted to purchn.v 
hrough the sales department of the 
Mountain Mills’ Association.

Registrar Riley on Stand.
Harold W. Riley, registrar of joint 

lock companies of Al-berta, was next 
worn. He was called to show the 

corporate identity of the Edmonton 
-umber company, which was incor- 
lorated in December, 1905,

Mr. Bennett objected to the person­
al of a joint stock company being 
idvertesed, and also that) the Ed- 
rronton Lumber Co. was not in the 
Mountain Mills association.

Mr. Woods held that as he was 
•barging a conspiracy in 1906 against 
•ertain retail companies who were 
•ontrolled by the Mountain Mills as- 
ociation and that virtually the par­
ies were conspiring in one corporate 
•apacity with themselves in another 
•orporate capacity. Some of the com- 
xanies were one man companies. The 
«cords and personnel of the com- 
lanies were put in as exhibits.

Present Secretary on Stand.
Wm. Anstie. the present secretary 

>f the Mountain Mills âssociation.was 
he next witness. He brought his* 1 
ni mi to book and revised constitution.
“Does this constitution differ from 

lie pld one?”
“I think it does.”
All the minutes submitted and the 

constitution, have been made since 
he preliminary trial of this case. Mr, 
Veils handed no minutes over to Mr. 
Ynstie when he resigned his position. 
Mr. Wells kept no minutes of the 
nestings of the Mountain Mills assoc­
iation since the month of March, 1907. 
He had been in the habit of keeping 
ninutes previous to this time. Mr. 
\nstie was assistant to Mr. Wells for 
i year and a half before Mr. Wells 
esigned. Mr. Wellsi told witness he 
vas going to destroy the minutes but 
iid not divulge his motive.

Witness w:as called upon to identify 
i list he submitted at the preliminary 
rial which he last received from Mr. 
irogan, containing the list of mem­
bers of the A. R. L. D. association 
ind non-members. This list was sent 
‘o Mr. Anstie on his request, dated 
Xugust 7th, 1907. Mr. Grogan sent 
‘wo lists on Aug. 10th, one containing 
iealers who were members of the A. 
R. L. D. association and a list of 
dealers not in the association.

A wire from Anstie to Grogan was 
read. It was inviting him and the 
members of tthe association to be 
present at the annual meeting of the 
Mountain Mills association at Nel­
son last August. A few days before 
the information was laid against the 
lumbermen.

Cross-Examination.
To Mr. Bennett witness stated he 

had charge of the sales department 
of the Mountain Mills association. 
The sales department had two travel­
lers on the road. He sold the pro­
duct of the mountain mills. The 
travellers were instructed to be ex­
tremely careful, but never intimated 
anything of members of the A. R. L. 
D. association. The travellers dispos­
ed of many million feet, about 2,000 
car loads. The sales department dis­
tributed orders among the mills on 
commission of $10 a car.

Witness was given the list of mem­
bers he used in his office and he nam­
ed a number of dealers on the list 
who are not members of the associa­
tion and to whom the sales depart­
ment of the Mountain Mills associa­
tion sold lumber. He sold to Rooney 
and Oddmark, Lethbridge, in the 
spring of 1906. When he found that 
the firm were in bad standing he wir­
ed the mills with which he placed the 
orders - to cancel the orders. The de­
partment is continuing to sell to 
firms outside of the retail associations.

The Standard List.
A list was made up" in April of the 

present year called a standard list 
Subsequently a second list was com­
piled called standard list B, which 
is the basis of selling prices at the 
present time. Many firms are selling 
below this list today

Witness stated that he hud never re­
ceived any complaints from the Ai 
berta association against hi/ conduct 
of the sales department. No discrim­
ination was made in terms leivten 
members and non-mein ivg tli» re­
tail associations. The millmen ns far 
as he knew did not try to fix the 
retail prices. ”T never saw an Al­
berta retail list,” said the witness. ’
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In answer to Mr. Bennett witness 

stated that the companies named in 
the previous exhibit of the registrar 
of joint stock comp.nL.es were com­
panies to whom he had shipped. This 
was put in in rebuttal against the 
contention of the crown that many 
retailers were supplied and controlled 
by certain mountain mills.

Sent Dealers’ Price Lists.
He always sent the manufacturers 

price lists to every dealer he could 
find with a circular letter soliciting 
business. The commission on the 
sales made by the sales department of 
the mountain association went to a 
guarantee fund. The 'èrffiehses of the 
association were met by an assessment 
of 1 per cent, of the pay roll, and by 
special assessment if the expenses ex­
ceed" the 1 per cent. vax.

This witness "added ’ his testimony to 
the statement that the mountain as­
sociation never imposed fines for sel­
ling to other than members of the A. 
R. L. D. association.

In answer to questions of Mr. Ben­
nett witness gave a list of Alberta 
dealers to whom be sold lumber and 
among those mentioned . were both 
members' of the retailers’ association 
and independent dealers.

The court rose at 5 o’clock.

THE AMALGAMATION 
MAKES A BIG BANK

The Unlon-Quebec Bank Will Be the 
Fourth Largest in the Dominion, 
Covering All the Provinces.

By the amalgamation of the Union 
Bank of Canada and the Quebec bank, 
announced several days ago in the 
Bulletin, one of the strongest finan­
cial institutions in Canada has been 
formed. The Union bank, with 140 
branches, covers every nook and cor­
ner of the West, while the Quebec, 
with 34 branches, has very largely 
confined its energies to the province 
from which it takes its name.

Local Manager’s Statement.
Speaking to a Bulletin representa­

tive to-day, Mr. Anderson, manager 
of the local branch, in discussing the 
amalgamation, said that the negotia­
tions had been in progress for about 
a year.

“I have had no direct information 
on the question,". he continued, “ex­
cept what I have seen in the press. 
With reference to the names of the 
amalgamation it is probable that, of 
the Union bank will be retained in 
view of its much larger number of 
branches.”

The new bank, in point Of paid-up 
capital, is the fourth largest bank in 
Canada. The combined paid up capi­
tal is $5:619,000, apd it is probable 
it will be, fixed at. $6,000,000, or the 
same amount as ttie Merchants Bank 
of Canada. %'

With reference to the new name 
there was at ■ first e#me. little conflict 
of opinion, as naturally each wanted 
to- retain its identity, hut this has 
been amicably arranged.' 1 The Que­
bec bank is the secoftd oldest in Can- 
ada, in fact, is only one year younger 
than the Bank of Montreal. The Un­
ion, on the other hand, considérants 
no pie a very valuable one , as it is 
extremely well known, and has a very 
extensive » and profitable system of. 
branches, especially throughout the 
West. «

Powerful Combination.
The two banks together will make a 

very powerful combination.
According to the last government 

bank statement the total liabilities of 
the two institutions will be $37,058,- 
479, and the total assets $45,944,558.

While, as stated’ above, (the capital 
will be equal to that of the Merchants 
which is tfie third largest bank in 
Canada, the assets are at the moment 
slightly exceeded by the three biggest 
banks as well as the Bank of British 
North America, the Royal Bank of 
Canada and the Dominion Bank. The 
Imperial Bank Of Canada is also very 
close, showing assets only a few hun­
dred thousands behind the Quebec 
and Union together.

The reserve fund of the two banks in 
$2,850,000, which will of course be in­
creased to an even $3,000,000 in the

DOUMA’S MESSAGE TO CZAR.

Is Very Peaceful In Tenor—Respect 
to Emperor.

St, Petersburg, Nov. 26.—The text 
of the address of the lower house of 
parliament to Emperor Nicholas is as 
follows :

Most gracious sirs,—-Your Imperial 
Majesty has designed to meet the 
members of the third douma and to. 
invoke the Almighty’s blessing of the 
legislative work before us. We 
therefore take the liberty to express 
personally to your Imperial Majesty 
our feelings of gratitude to the 
supreme head of Russia and our 
thanks for the right of popular re­
presentation granted to Russia and 
secured by the fundamental laws of 
the empire. Have confidence in us, 
sirs. We wish to devote all our 
ability, knowledge and experience to 
strengthening the reform of- the 
government, which is given new life 
by the imperial will in the manifesto 
of October 30th, 1905, to pacify the 
Fatherland, to assure respect for the 
laws, to develop education, to pro­
mote the general welfare to be a but­
tress for the greatness and power of 
indivisible Russia and justify the 
confidence reposed in ue by His 
Majesty and the Fatherland.”

JAP-BRITISH CLASH IN EAST.

GOVERNMENT COAL MINE.

Saskatchewan Government Has De­
cided to Meet an Exceptional Case.
Regina, Sask., Nov. 26.—As a result 

oi the reports submitted, the govern­
ment have decided to operate a coal 
mine for the benefit of settlers in a 
certain district. The action of the gov­
ernment is largely promoted by tfie 
special circumstances" of the cas», the 
fuel problem1 in the district affected 
being one of the utmost importance 
and requiring immediate attention if 
the settlers are not to leave the coun­
try. The government proposes to 
start the necessary operations for the 
establishment of the mine without de­
lay, and to get into active operation 
at the earliest possible moment. The 
point where the supposed mine is to 
be located is some forty or fifty miles 
from the nearest surveyed line of the 
railway, arid in a country quite bar­
ren of timber.

DEATH OF OLD TIMER.

Edmund Phenner, Who Came to West 
30 Years Ago, Dies at Gretna.

Gretnd, Man., Nov. 26—A well 
known southern Manitoba merchant, 
Edmond Phenner, died at Altona this 
morning qfter a lingering illness from 
cancer, at the residence of his son-in- 
law, John Hiebert. Among the child­
ren is Dr. Phenner, of Winnipeg, and 
Dr. Hiebert, of Winnipeg,, is also a 
connection. The deceased was a well 
known figure throughout the west, 
having for over thirty years been in 
the wholesale and retail business. He 
came from Russia in 1870 with the 
first Mennonite colony and during the 
early pioneer, years freighted on the 
Red River with a string of flat-boats, 
until the building of the railway from 
the south put an end to that business. 
He was the principal creditor of the 
abscondeg, Dirks, whose disappear­
ance last year caused such a sensa­
tion and who has not. been located. 
Phenner was thus robbed of an am­
ount totalling nearly $150,000, which 
was a heavy inroad into his finances, 
though he died a wealthy man. He 
never got over this disaster, which is 
supposed to have hastened death. He 
will be buried in the family burial 
ground at Gretna.

Rome Follows Lisbon Outbreak.
Rome. Nov. 26—The situation in' 

Portugal is followed here with the 
keenest interest, the queen of Portu­
gal being a sister of the Duohess As- 
Ota, and the queen dowager an aunt 
of King Victor Emmanuel. The or­
gan of the Vatican says . the news is 
evidently exaggerated by the enemies 
of the premier, whose dictatorship is 
necessary to destroy the tyranny of 
the local petty parties.

Think Situation Improving.
Chi Cairo, Nov. 26—Direct reports to 

the Chicago clearing house from 
rondreds of western cities encourage 

thé local banks to believe that a re­
sumption of cash payments was pos- 
iiùle within a fortnight. The com­
mittee has more than five hundred 
letters in reply to a circular letter 
asking statements of the conditions 
throughout the west. Practically all 
the letters expressed willingness to 
co-operate with the Chicago banks to 
resume cash paymetue.

U. S. Pays High for Gold.
London, Nov. 25—The United States 

today secured a six hundred pound 
supply of bar gold in the market, pay­
ing 77 shillings 11 pence per ounce. 
The United States is also taking a 
quarter million sterling from the Bank

Count Okuma Hints at an Aggressive 
Policy to “Protect” India.

Pekin, Nov. 26—The speech deliv­
ered at Kobe by Count Okuma, who 
was at one time head of the progrès 
sive party in Japan, in which he de­
clared that Japan would sorely disap­
point the people of India as well as 
ignore the opportunities given by 
heaven if she failed to afford protec­
tion to the millions of India now be­
ing oppressed by Europe, has caused 
great excitement among the British 
newspapers . published in Northern 
China. .

In this section of the empire the 
Japanese expansion movement is in­
terfering greatly with British inter­
ests and there is open warfare be­
tween Japanese and British merch­
ants.

Siriee last May Englishmen have 
been the leaders in the anti-Japanese 
campaign in Pekin and Tientsin. The 
Times,, which is the principal des­
patch organ in North China, gives ex­
pression to the “deep seated and 
smoldering wrath of Britons in the far 
east and accepts Count Okuma’s words 
is a national expression.

“They reveal,” this paper declares, 
“the cloven hoof and the attitude of 
ill-mam nerism toward a country, the 
support of which gave her her pres­
ent position in the world. We hope 
that the revelations made by Count 
Okuma will open the eyes of King 
Edward and his countrymen as the 
eyes of Briton were opened long ago.”

The anti-Japanese press in the south 
of China has recently indicated its 
purpose of fighting the Japanese 
whose operations,” *it is declared,
now conflict with those of Britain 

from the Yangtse to Manchuria.” One 
paper expresses the conviction that 
agitation of the present situation prob­
ably will result in breaking the Ang- 
lo-Japanese alliance.

A LOAN, NOT A LOAN.

Government Assumes Bank of Montreal
, Loan to Quebec Bridge Co.

Ottawa, Nov 26.—The loan of $4,000,000 
shown in the bank statement in the last 
Canada Gazette being paid to the Dom­
inion government by the Bank of Mon­
treal is not a loan to government, al­
though it is treated in that way. It 
is money advanced by the Bank of Mon­
treal to the Quebec Bridge Company un­
der legislation of 1903 and during the 
last four years. It represents payments 
to the Quebec Bridge company original 
ly guaranteed by the government, and 
by legislation of 1907 the government of 
Canada was empowered to assume a 
loan of the Bank of Montreal to -the 
Quebec Bridge Company and take over 
the bonds of the bridge company which 
the Bank of Montreal had as security. 
The Bank of Montreal has now transfer­
red this loan to tile Quebec Bridge com­
pany. It does not represent any actual 
irioney given to the government by way 
of a loan.

FLOCKING BACK TO THE FOLD.

O’Brien, Healy and Others Flocking 
Back to Nationalist Party.

Loridon, Nov. 26—Irish Nationalist 
unity appears to be on the eve of ac­
complishment. Communications have 
been passing between the leaders of 
the party and William O’Brien, mem­
ber of parliament for Cork, in speak­
ing at Ballycullan, Wexford, Sunday, 
expressed the belief that all the Na­
tionalist representatives soon would 
be brought under the same flag.

Timothy Healy, Nationalist mem­
ber of parliament for the north di­
vision of Louth, wrote, also expres­
sing his approval of the suggested 
terms of the agreement, but request­
ing that the question of his re-ad­
mission into the party should be de­
ferred.

It is understood that the terms- of 
the proposed agreement are that the 
chief work of the coming session of 
parliament should be Chief Secretary 
Birrell’s new university bill, the Ag­
rarian situation in Ireland should be 
to a great extent suspended, and the 
efforts of the party devoted to secur­
ing an amendment to the land acts 
through further conferences with the 
landlords, while preparations should 
be made to raise the home rule ques­
tion on Gladstonian lines at the next 
general elections.

FIGHT IN LUMBER CAMP.

At Duck Lake, West of Wetàskiwin— 
Murdock Arrested.

Wetaskiwin, Nov. 24.—Sergeant 
Phillips, of the R.N.W.M.P., returned 
home Friday after an absence of two 
days, bringing with him a prisoner 
from Duck Lake, a distance of sixty 
miles west of this city. The pri­
soner, whose name is Murdock, had 
a quarrel with a friend named In­
stone, while they were working in 
Watt Brothers’ lumber camp. It ap­
pears the quarrel was started by In- 
stone using strong language, when 
Murdock struck Instone with an axe, 
making a deep gash in the latter’s 
shoulder. Tfia- preliminary hearing 
came up before Justice of Peace H. 
D. Mills yesterday, when Murdock 
was remanded -for trial and released, 
proper bail being given by some 
friends.

Emperor’s Birthday Gift.
Vienna, Nov. 26—In recognition of 

the commencement of the sixtieth 
year of the reign of Emperor Francis 
Joseph yesterday, he issued a. decree 
of an extensive military amnesty 
granting free pardon and resumption 
of civic rights to all deserters, fugi­
tives and evaders of military service 
at home and abroad. Those who fled 
abroad aie invited to return to Aus­
tria. Thousands who fled to America 
to avoid military service will be able 
to return.

English Sporting Goods Store Burned.
London, Nov. 26—Carnages’ sporting 

goods shop at Holborn was destroyed 
by a fire today which flashed through 
the establishment to rapidly that the 
thousand employees escaped with the 
greatest difficulty. A number were 
overcome and were carried out. The 
fire was not under control after two 
hours’ fighting by 300 firemen and 
twenty engines. The loss is $150.000.

\ Ottawa, Nov. 25.—Hon. W. S. Field­
ing will have charge <tf the insurance 
legislation which the government has 
decided to introduce "to parliament at 
the next session. The bill is now 
practically ready for presentation to 
the House. It is intended to have it 
referred to a special committee of the 
Commons where its provisions will be 
thoroughly dealt with. The chief de­
bate will be upon the investment 
clauses of the bill. The recommenda­
tions of the insurance commission in 
this respect as embodied in the draft 
bill submitted along with the report 
last session, have, it is understood, 
been modified to some extent in the 
bill as now reported in the finance de­
partment.

The details of the changes.. made 
will, of course, not be available until 
brought down in the House, but it is 
intimated that some of the more dras­
tic changes recommended by the com­
missioners, and objected to most stre­
nuously -by the insurance companies, 
have been recast with a view to allow­
ing a little more latitude in the in­
vestment power, while at the same 
time the interests of the policy hold­
ers are adequately guarded against 
any dabbling by companies in specu­
lative securities.'

The aim -of the government has been 
to correct any abuses shown by the 
commissioners’ report to have existed 
in the ; matter of unsafe investments or 
in advancing funds to help out stock 
or enterprises in which directors of 
the companies were interested, while 
at the same time no unnecesary dras­
tic conditions are imposed which 
might tend to decrease the profits of 
the shareholders.

Rebates will be made illegal but the 
penalty recommended by the commis­
sioners of a $1,000 fine if the directors 
of any company whose agent has al­
lowed rebate is changed for a more 
logical and at the same time quite as 
effective a penal clause. The compan­
ies themselves are agreed as to ' ad­
visability of stopping the rebate evil 
but strongly object to the penalty sug­
gested by the commissioners. The 

.clause compelling the paying of a 
dividend to policy holders annually 
instead of every five years, as-at pres­
ent, is said to have been changed in 
the present bill, to make payments 
compulsory at least every three years. 
It is thought that this will adequate­
ly overcome the evil now claimed to 
exist in the present method oi defer­
red dividends, namely, application of 
the surplus earnings of the older poli­
cies to the securing of new business. 
At the same time it will !meet thé 
objection of the companies that no 
policy earns a surplus in the first 
years of its existence in view of the 
initial expense, and consequently 
Were it necessary to 'pay "to policy 
holders at the end of the first year a 
profit this would have to be borrowed 
from the earnings of the older policy 
holders.

The amendments already made by 
the New York legislature to the pro­
visions of the state insurance law 
drafted by the Armstrong committee, 
and the amendments now under con­
sideration at Albany have been care­
fully considered, and the government 
has profited by the errors found to 
have existed in the New York act. 
A number of clauses recommended by 
the insurance eohriiiissioriers were 
practically identical with the clauses 
of the New York act. These clauses 
have since been changed in New York 
State, the government having found 
it was necessary to make similar mo­
difications in the new act.

In the Commons, the address in 
reply to the speech from the Throne 
will be moved by R. R. Hall, of Peter- 
boro, and seconded by A. Lanctot of 
Richelieu.

WILL BORE FOR 
OIL AT EGG LAKE

C. N. R’s. Drilling Rig, Valued at 
$50,000 is Here, to be Taken to 

Morin ville District.

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.
Following up the announcement 

made some weeks ago by the 0. N. R. 
to the effect that the company would 
bore for oil in the Morinville dis­
trict with the view of securing a sub­
stitute for coal, 12 cars, containing an 
oil-boring rig, valued at $50,000, are 
now on a siding in the yards of the 
company in this city. The rig was 
brought in from Langham, Saak., 
where oil boring operations were un­
successful.

The experiments at Morinville will 
be under the direction of W. R. Mar­
tin, of Chicago, an oil expert, who has 
recently been in Texas.

The C. N. R. has purchased a tract 
of land in the vicinity of Egg Lake, 
some three miles north of the loca­
tion of the American-Canadian Oil 
company’s well.

Boring operations will probably be 
commenced this winter.

The C. N. R., since the order oi the 
railway commission was issued pro­
scribing the use of lignite coal in lo­
comotives, have been casting about 
for a substitute, and the management 
believe they have discovered it in the 
Morinville district, should the indi­
cations of oil realize that which is an­
ticipated.

The boring rig will be taken out to 
Egg Lake immediately and set up.

Norfolk, Va., Nov. 26^The Ameri­
can Federation of Labor declaring a 
universal eight-hour day paramount

*U questions, eVpri to fin increase in- 
wages—“except -in bu4U (rades and 
callings where tlie ' ea'rrjiflgs are sc 
meager $s te make if difficult to main­
tain a lair.standard of Jiving”—called 
for a campaign of .education and 'or­
ganization among all affiliated organ­
izations that will., aid in bringing 
about the desired end. The federation 
issued a call for the accumulation by 
all tradesmen of a sufficient fund to 
make them fully prepared for the 
fight “when opportunity will favor the 
most immediate success with the least 
degree of suffering and privation.”

Declaring the time not ripe for a 
universal union label the convention 
declared “the present system of craft 
labels is best calculated to -erve the 
purpose for which the union lnlti is 
designed. ”

Hebrew Union Opposed.
After a long and exciting debate the 

convention referred to the executive 
council a proposition to compel ali 
international unions having locals ;af- 
filiated with the United Hebrew 
Trades Council of New York to call 
npon locals to withdraw therefrom. 
The discussion brought out many 
trades union internal troubles in New 
York. Denying that any religious 
question was involved, several speak­
ers alleged that the United Hebrew 
Trades council, while professing to be 
an aid "to the organizations affiliated 
with the American Federation of La 
bor, had no more right to a separate 
organization than did the Irish or 
Germans, and is promoting the boy­
cott of recognized unions in New York 
with continuous work against the in­
terests of trades unions in that city 
when on strike.

Seek to Aid Women.
A number of boycott resolutions 

were passed and other important ac­
tion taken. Resolutions, were' passed 
call!ing for a minimum wage of $9 per 
week for women retail clerks, culling

THE RELATION OF 
THE ASSOCIATIONS

G. P. Wells, Ex-Secretary Mountain 
Millmen’s Association, on Stand 

In Lumber Combine Trial.

The relations' of the British Colum­
bia manufacturers and -the Alberta 
retailers was the subject of inquiry 
in the lumber (conspiracy "case in the 
Supreme ernirt this morning. Geo. P. 
Wells, the secretary- of the Mountain 
Mills association at the time the com­
bine and conspiracy- is said *o have 
existed, was- the witness. Hie cross- 
ixamination was not concluded when 
the court rose at 12,-sU.

It is probable that the case for the 
crown will be completed about Wed- 
ie-daÿ. What line the defence will 
take or whether witnesses will be cab 
led by the defence is not yet known. 
It is probable, however, that Mr. Ben­
nett will confine himself to a rigid 
n-terpretation of the law of evidence 
md discredit the admissibility of a 
urge portion of the crown’s case.

Geo. P. Wells, formerly secretary of 
he Mountain Mills association, was 
he first witness called this morning.
Asked for the minute book of the as- 

(ociation, witness «aid it had been de­
stroyed after the Ottawa investigation 
vith the other dc cuments. The whole 
f the correspondence of the office was 
lot included in the documents . ,de- 
tloved. There was a great' mass of 
lapers sent to Ottawa that did not ap- 
lear as exhibits in, the Ottawa evid­

ence. Wines»* carried the bundle of 
locuments to liis own house and put 
;hem in the stove. This was about 
‘wo weeks after -he received them.

Mt. Bennett Objects.
Mr. Bennett held that before Mr.

A letter from W’ells on March 8th, 
966, -to- McNicol, referred to sliip- 
nente made by the King Lumber Co., 
vho were shipping contrary to the by- 
aws of the A. R, L. D. association. 
The secretary informed Mr. McNicol 
mch action would^not occur again. 
Similar advice was given in reference 
x> shipments to Hoaglin, of Taber, by 
loss Bros. & Co., millmen in the 
nountains, and also of shipments to 
Smith Bros. & Wilson, of whom Me- 
Nicol complained, that they were not 
iroper people to whom to ship lumber, 
(’he letter - contained assurances that 
lone but legitimate dealers would be 
ecognized.

Mountain Men Warned.
Witness stated that lie made a copy 

>f the resolution adopted by the Al­
berta retailers in Edmonton which was 
lent, to him by Secretary Grogan, con- 
aining the statement that if the mill- 
nen continued to ship -to other than 
egitimate dealers the retail men 
vould not buy another, inch of lum­
ber, The mimeograph copy was sent 
o"thc members, of the Mountain Mills 
issocialion.

Witness was questioned by the 
:rown and his memory refreshed by a 
etter pertinent to.the-point at issue, 
vith. respect to tile list he- sent out to 
he millmen in cqnsequen.ee of the 
ibove resolution sent to him . by Sec­
retary Grogan on behalf of the A. R. 
L. D. association. Witness had no 
nefliory of the list that-he sent out. 
'"roru a letter-of McNicol it would 
appear that Secretary Wells received 
a list of members of the A. R. L. D. 
association and other dealers whom 
the members of the association did not 
regard as legitimate dealers.

When witness in liis duties as sec­
retary of tee Mountain Mills associa­
tion, heard of a new mill opening up 
lie dlwavs tried to, get them into the 
association.

F. D. Becker’s visit to the meeting 
at Nelson was taken up. Witness de-1 
posed the evidence already known 1

about the committee appointed to see 
Mr. Boynton, of the Elk Lumber Co. 
The Elk Co. were lukewarm towards 
the Mountain Mills association, and 
had been shipping a gWl deal to 
contractors, mostly to Smith Bros. & 
Wilson. Boynton agreed that it was 
an unbusiness-like practice for manu­
facturers to sell directly to consumers 
and contractors. Witness bad no 
memory of the other business that 
transpired at the Nelson meeting with 
regard to what was contained in Beck­
er’s report.

Ambrose Not Legitimate Dealer.
The Ambrose case-came up. The 

Standard Lumber Co. wrote Wells for 
Information in reference to Ambrose.
He inquired of Secretary Grogan_ if 
Ambrose was a member of the A. R.
L. D, association, and upon Grogan’s 
advice witness informed the Standard 
Co. that Ambrose.wag ridt a legitimate 
dealer.

Witness stated he never read a copy 
of the oylaws and constitution of the 
A. R. L| D. association. There was no 
understanding between the two as­
sociations. Secretary Grogan was the 
only mail frotn whom he could obtain 
information with respect to the deal­
ers Oil the prairies. The retailers in 
Alberta understood that the members 
of the Millers’ association-were bound 
in honor to sell none but regular 
dealers. ,

“f would naturally suppose so,” said 
the witness, “Nothing that happened 
between the - two associations would 
give that impression."

“1 suppose you could gather that 
impression from the fact that they 
sent delegates, to your association with 
complaints in this respect?”.asked the 
chief justice.

A letter from Wells to Grogan was 
.read acknowledging the receipt of the 
famous Edmonton resolution of the Al- 
bérta association and a list of mem­
bers of the said association.

Cross-Examination.
To Mr. Bennett the witness gave’a 

brief history of his relations with the 
lumber trade. The price lists of the 
Millmen’s association were not secret 
papers but sent to all who asked for 
them. The lumber trade was handled 
like other lines by travellers on the „ 
basis of tile millmen’s price lists. Hfi*:j 
thought that the item of Becker’s re­
port in reference to the increase of 
$1 on the rates of supplies to flour 
mills and elevators had been carried 
out. He never heard of any fines be­
ing imposed upon manufacturers for 
selling to others than the so-called 
regular dealers.
Association Has Sales Department.
The association keeps a sjjjes de-’ 

partment, conducted by the secretary. 
The demand for lumber a year ago 
was so insistent that some, expeditious 
method, was necessary to forward. The 
secretary kept stock lists of the var­
ious mills and wlion -an order came in 
he knew where to send it at once.. For 
this" the association charged a small 
commission. •

As far as witness could remember 
he never heard of a report being made 
at a meeting of the Mountain Mills 
association with respect tot the forma­
tion of the A. .R. L. 7). association,

A letter-was read "from Grogan to 
Green-sin ,Edmonton asking for a .list 
of. members, of, the A. R. L, D. associ­
ation and non-members. The inquiry 
purported to come from Wells, of the 
Mountain Mills association. Witness 
did not. remember this letter. He was 
constantly, 'however, frying to get as 
full a. list of. dealers as possible and 
kept revised lists constantly for dis­
tribution. With reference to Ambrose 
he was satisfied that Ambrose was 
not a legitimate or regular dealer.

Saturday Afternoon's Evidence.
The affairs of the Edmonton local 

Lumber Dealers’ association was un­
der the limelight Saturday morning 
in the Supreme court. The two sec­
retaries of the association, Mr. Green 
and Mr. Heljiwell, were on the stand. 
The crown in attempting to show re­
lationship between this organization 
and the Alberta association produced 
evidence that the Alberta Retail as­
sociation employed the secretary of 
the Ednionton association to organize 
the dealers along the C. N. R. and 
bring them into the A. R. L.'D. as­
sociation and that when C. R. Filt- 
ness, one of the lumber dealers of this 
city, wanted to join the A. R. L. D. 
association he found his path lay 
through the local’ Edmonton associa­
tion and he got membership^ in the 
provincial organization when'his ap­
plication was “OKed” by the Edmon­
ton Dealers’ association.

The defence made an attempt in re­
buttal to show that there was no con­
nection between the two organizations.
Iri his cross-examination to>f Mr. H’elli- 
wcll, Mr, Bennett, counsel for the de­
fence, emphasized the fact that at the 
meetings of the local association the 
firms were represented by different 
persons.

Andrew Rooney, Lethbridge, was 
called and sworn. This witness was 
formerly in the lumber business in 
I^thbridge. In the spring of 1906 he 
formed a partnership with T. Odd- 
mark under the name of Rooney & 
Oddmark. Then the firm evolved into 
a joint stock company in May, 1906.

THE MAIL FOR THE 
NORTH COUNTRY

Will Leave Edmonton on its Long 
Journey to the Arctic Circle 

on Friday

Officials of the Edmonton post of­
fice are doing an unusual piece of 
work these days in preparing mail 
which will be sent to-the . north right 
up to the Arctic circle.

This is being done as a result of 
orders issued by the deputy postmas­
ter general, and -.the special mail ser­
vice will be similar to-that provided 
l ist winter to Fort Resolution, Fort 
MacPherson and intermediate points.

The mail will leave Edmonton Fri­
day -morning, Nov. 29th, in charge of 
a Hudson’-s Bay man. A distance of. 
about 1,950 miles will be traversed by 
this man before he reaches the end of. 
his journey at Fort MacPherson, on 
the Mackenzie river.

With the exception of the first 100 
miles by horses, the entire trip .will 
be made by dog trains, the driver 
soeuring relays of fresh dogs at post 
offices en route. At times during the 
winter the thermometer will drdp 
down to 60 degrees below zero, and 
thé lone traveller will be forced to 
bi-ave for days .at a time the icy winds 
and blizzards that come down from 
the great northland. He will be beset 
with dangers of all kinds, for the en­
tire length of the trip, and will for a 
greater part of the distance be forced 
to subsist on game shot along the 
way. The dogs will be fed on tallow 

:and fish.
At night the hardy mail man will 

erect a small canvas shelter, make a 
billy of tea from snow water, and, af­
ter a frugal meal, in.which bread or 
any of the other luxuries of civil­
ization will not, have a part he will 
smoke a pipe, roll up in his blankets 
and.forget the world and his troubles 
in a few brief hours of rest. Despite 
the great distance, there are only elev­
en post offices between Athabasca 
Landing and Fort McPhrson. To 
greatly do away with settlers’ incon­
veniences through having to go many 
hundreds'of miles for their mail, the 
driver is instructed to deliver letters 
to people living along the route, which 
practically means rural free delivery 
in the Arctic. It is necessary to limit 
the mail matter for these dispatches 
to letters only. The weight of each 
letter is to be not more than one 
cunce. Letters may be registered, but 
not.insured. Preference will be given I 
first to registered letters, and second I 
to ordinary letters, according to the 
date -of posting. The post offices , to 
be called at, on the long route are as 
follows : Fort McMurray (or Fort. Mc­
Kay), Fort Chippewyan (Smith Land­
ing), Fort Smith, Fort Resolution-, Hay 
River, Fort Providence, Fort Simpson, 
Fort Wrigley, . Fort Norman, Fort 
Good Hcpp, Fort Mcitherscm. A spe­
cial mail wilt leave Edmonton early 
in January for points north as far 
north as Fort Smith, and a second 
mail will leave Edmonton early in 
February for Eprt McMurray (or Fort 
McKay), Fort ChippeWayan, Smith 
Landing, Fort Smith, Fort Resolution.

JEWELRY ROBBERY CASE.
Front Wednesday’s Bulletin.

Before Magistrate Cowan at the Po­
lice Court yesterday Afternoon, the 
case ngaùist B. H. Stray, for receiving 
stolen goçds, the property of S. Nan­
kin, jeweller, was concluded, and 
it in his pocket. On further ques- 
comrade, R. Roberts, was heard.

In the Roberts case, Mr. Cogswell 
agaiu prosecuted, and E. B. Williams 
appeared for the prisoner.

The first witness called by Mr. 
Cogswell for the prosecution was Em­
met McDowell, clerk at the. Grand 
View Hotel. He testified that he had 
known the accused for about three 
months. He had taken bis meals at 
the hotel for about two months. Wit­
ness wished to purchase a watch and 
so went about the last of October to 
Nankin’s store, and selected a watch 
(produced), for which he agreed to 
pay Roberts $15 at the end of the 
present month, as the first payment. 
The watch was afterwards fixed up 
and taken over to the hotel. No de­
finite sum was decided upon as the 
value of tlie watch. Mr. Nankin was 
not in the store when he later return­
ed the watch to be repaired. Witness 
and accused went over together that 
evening about ten o’clock, when the 
store was closed. Witness wore the 
watch till it was taken from him by 
a detective working for Mr. Nankin.

Cross-examined by Mr. Williams, 
the witness said the detective had 
asked to look at the watch, and then1 
saying he would have to keep it, put 
it on his pocket. On further ques­
tioning os to the identity of the de­
tective, Mr. Cogswell said it was Mr. 
Hall.

When witness went back with Rob­
erts at ten one night to look at a 
watch chain and charm, the accused 
was not going, for that purpose alone 
but went over to take the diamonds 
and other articles out of the windows 
when locking up for the night.

Grant Lockmfin, bartender at the 
Grand View hotel, testified that Rob­
erts had sold him jewelry, Consisting 
of a locket, and he had also received 
a present of a pair of cuff buttons and 
a key chain from the accused. The 
gifts were given him at the hotel, but 
when the charm was received from 
Roberts, Mr. Nankin was in the store 
in the front part. He thought he got 
it the first week in October, and Was 
to pay for it the first of November. : 
He did not know whether he got the 
key chain and cuff links before or af­
ter lie got the locket.

Cross-examined bv Mr. Williams, 
the witness said he understood when 
he got the charm, cuff links, etc., that 
they were part of accused’s stock in 
Lloydminster.

Walter Clark, another bartender at 
the Grand View hotel, was called, but 
said he had never either bought or re­
ceived anything from the accused. 
Tlie lawyer for the prosecution said 
he had been misinformed, and the 
witness witlidrexv.

Presented Clerk With Brooch.
Gertrude Waite, one of the clerks in 

Mr. Nankin’s store, said that while 
she was there Roberts made her a 
present of a brooch about the 15th of 
November. They were cleaning out 
some drawers and in one a brooch was 
found which he took out and present­
er! to her, saying he was charging it 
up t,o himself. She afterwards hand- 
:d the brooch over to City Detective 

Griffiths.
Cross-examined by Mr. Williams, 

witness said Roberts had told her that 
the brooch was worth only about fifty 
cents. It was not taken out of the 
regular stock. y

Henry Sigler, proprietor of the 
Grand View hotel, testified thlft he 
liqd received the cuff links (produced) 
from Grand Lockman, and had hand­
ed them over to Mr. Nankin.

Staay Gives Evidence.
B. H. Stray, who had been charged 

with receiving tlie stolen goods from 
Roberts, was the next witness called. 
His counsel, Mr. Robertson, claimed 
the protection of the court in connec­
tion with the case against him, upon 
which judgment by the magistrate was 
pending. This was granted.

Examined by Mr. Cogswell, he stat­
ed that he lived nine miles from 
Lloydminster. He was temporarily 
staying in Edmonton during the win­
ter. He came to Edmont-on three 
weeks ago last Friday. He had pre­
viously known the accused, and two 
or three days alter he reached this 
city he met Roberts at the Victoria 
hotel. Roberts asked how everything 
was at Lloydminster, and in reply 
to a question said he had not sold 
all his former stock at that place. 
Roberts afterwards asked him to raise 
some money on a ring, which he fin­
ally consented to do. Roberts had 
said to him “You’re not known here 
and I am, so you go and pawn it.’’ 
He took the ring to Kline’s pawnshop 
across the street. He received $12 on 
the ring and gave the money to Rob­
erts. He returned $2 to the witness. 
Two or three days later Roberta asked 
witness to raise some money on n 
wàtch. He pawned the-.watch for $8 
and received *2 for doing the work. 
On a third occasion accused came to 
witness’ house and asked him to get 
as much money as ha could on a 
chain. This he pawned for $6, and 
gave the money to Roberts'. The latter 
did not pay any commission on this

-xvitnose hnd Tint roalizecas he said witness had not realized 
enough monéy.

This finished the hearing in the case 
yesterday afternoon and further ad­
journment was made until Thursday 
afternoon.

SURVEYING NORTH COUNTRY.
H. W. Selby, Dominion land sur­

veyor, arrived in the city Saturday 
evening from Lesser Slave Lake, 
whore lie has spent the past four 
summers, surveying land for settle­
ment. When Interviewed by a 
Bulletin représentative this morning, 
he said, "iny work has carried me 
into many different sections, and the 
lànd is both good and bad, with the 
average ih favor of the former. The 
country is poorly settled, but there is 
room for ihafiÿ hundr:ds. The oné 
gréât drawback to the country Is the 
hard trail. There has been a road 
built this last summer from tlie 
Landing to the Lesser Slave, on the 
north side of the, river. I would like 
to say that for the time and work 
put on this road it is tlie best I ever 
saw. The work lias beep will done, 
and as far ns the road itself goes it 
is fin;. There are some hills that 
will make freighting difficult.

“Regarding' the crops, I am lead to 
believe from reports that down here 
this season it has been an off year. 
Up thare, as far as I know, there was 
not onex farm that >vas touched. One 
man, from seven acres, raised 600 
bushels of oats, weighing forty pounds 
to the bushel. This man claims it 
was not an exceptional year, but that 
he has had almost 6s good results in 
former years.. g

“But above all, I would like to say 
again, that the country needs better 
transportation facilities to ba opened 
up. Thera is an advance pàrty of 
settlers in the Swan Lake district whô 
'claim they could fill up the whole 
district if the means of transportation 
were provided. We ought to have at 
least a weekly mail service. At pre­
sent, it is only monthly, aiid some­
times it is longer than that between 
mails. A railroad is needed and 
badly, and the sooser it comes the 
sooner will the country be settled.”

Mr. Selby leaves tonight for his 
home in Toronto and will return in 
the spring to résuma his work where 
he left off.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.
Any even numbered section of Do­

minion. Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces,, 
and 26, not reserved, may 
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a surb-ageucy. Entry by proxy may 
however, be made at an agency or. 
certain conditions by the father, nio 
thcr, son, daughter, brother or sistei 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telogrçm such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until tile necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail

In case of “personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
of claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
tiôn will be received from an indivi' 
dual until that application hae been 
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse­
quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application for cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favoui 
of father, mother, soil, daughter, 
brothc" 'r sister, if eligible, but tr 
no one else, on filing declaration ol 
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform tire conditions under one oi 
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
Upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) A homesteader maV, if he so de 
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
his homestead.

Coâl.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period ot twenty-one 
years at an annual rental'of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five, cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quarfz.—A person eighteen years oi 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5. 
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, tlie 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase me land at 
$1 per afcre.

T?to patent provides for the pay- 
met*. of a royalty ef 2 12 per cent, vn 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.
