One of the cleverest attempts at
robbery, in the history of Edmon-
ton police records, was perpetrated
on Sunday night, when several ex-
pert cracksmen made a daring but
unsuccessful attempt to get away
with the contents of the safe in Ash
Brothers’ jewelry store, 111 Jasper
avenue west.

A short account of the affair ap-
peared in yesterday's Bulletin, but
details are just coming to light which
prove it to have been one of the
boldest attempts ever made in this
city, and the work of men who have
had long experience at the game. It
was only by a strange freak of fors
tune that the jewelry firm is not now
minus stock to the value of thousands
of dollars. The city detectives: have
peen placed on the case, but there is
little to go by, and the chance of
bringing the criminals to justice is
slight.

Visit to the Scene.

A Bulletin reporter visited <he
store last night and was shown over
the premises. As the safe is siluat-
ed, the marauders had the best of
chances to work undetected, once they
had worked their way through ‘the
chain of seemingly impenetrable bar-
riers.

To get at the safe, the thieves—
for the evidences are that there were
more than one—had first to pry
cpen the back window, which faces
the lane at the rear of the - store.
Having once gained access to the
store, they went. about their work n
a very . business-like manner. To
prevent surprise in the rear, they
clamped the window down with a
hoard, so that if a policeman in his
rounds should chance - to:. try the
window, he would find everything ap-
parently safe and secure.

At Work in Rear, of Store.

Having gained ‘enirance, they were
now in the rear portion of the store,
used as a work-room by the em-
ployees, and were still barred from
the safe by a thick door. Yesterday,
a large hole in the panel near the
lock showed how the bolt had been
shot and the deor opened. This
hole was evidently bored with a
brace and bit. With this obstruction
removed they were now able to com-
mence operations on the back of the
safe. The rcom is a small one, en-
tirely enclosed. The safe is built
in the wall in such a manner that
the back of it protrudes into the
room.

The next move was to tear away
all the cabinets and ' shelves which
had beén built up around the safe
and carry them into the work-room.
There is also a door leading out of
the room into the front shop, and ex-
tra precautions were taken to pre-
vent surprise from the front by bor-
ing a small hole through this door,
to serve as a peek-hole. This served
the double end of guarding against
anyone unexpectedly entering the
store and also to .watch the city
policemen as they passed on the.r
beat.

Safe a Strong One.

Everything was now ready for the
safe-cracking, and the tools peculiar
to the craft were ri)roduced. The
burglars were evidently well supplied
with tools, fully adequate for the

. iob which they had in hand. The

sa‘e is a strong one, and constructed
along the lines of most safes, which
are fireproof and supposed to be
burglar-proof. They are not con-
structed of solid steel, as most people
erroneously believe, but on each side
of the safe-wall is a thin coating_ of
steel, possibly an eighth of an inch
thick, or less, and in between is a
fire-proofr lager of fire clay several
inches thick.

To penetrate thes wall would to
the ordinary layman be an impossible
task almost, but to cracksmen, as the
perpetrators evidently were, the work
was apparently simpicity itself.
However, it must have taken a long
time, so long, in fact, that the bur-
glars appear to have miscalculated the
time and were surpfised just as they
were preparing to leave. At any
rate, their exit was so hasty that they
left without taking the ‘“swag,”
which was all nice‘lf bundled up .n
a green bag, which the proprietor
found lying on the floor when he en-
tered the room.

Back of Safe Cut Open.

A cursory examination of the back
of the safe would lead one to Dbe-
lieve that the steel had been cut with
something in the mnature of a can-
opener, only much more powerful.
The finding of a piece of steel pipe
on the floor also 'bears out " thia
theory. After the outer thickness
of steel had been cut through, the

| solid layer of fire clay was seeming-

ly chiselled out bit by bit. Then
the inner thickness of steel was cut
in the same manner as the outer,

The peculiar feature of the story
is that the robbers made their get
away without taking a cent's worth
of jewelery for their night's work.
When Mr. Ash checked up the con-
tents of the bag and compared it
with the records of his trays he found
that not an article was missing. This
feature lends further color to the
idea that the exit was most hasty.
The reason for this haste is som->-
what of a mystery, but the most rea-
sonable theory, and one which Chiet
of Police Lancey himself- voiced to a
Bulletin reporter, is that a miscalcu-
lation was made in the time, and that
the unwelcome visitors were surprised
in the midst of their work when Mr.
Ash came down to ¢pen the store at
eight o'clock in the morning,

“They" certainly received a most
wholesome fright,” said the Chiel of
Police. The Chief thought that the
man, in charge of the peek-hole had
neglected his work for a moment and
awoke to find the proprietor half-way
down the store. Then there was a
rush for the back door, . which" had
been-discreetly left unlatched in
case of such unwelcome = surprise.
1n their haste they forgot everything
about the bag of booty and their
tools, which they left scattered about
the floor.

A Clever Piece of Work,

“It is certainly one oi the cieverest
pieces of work I have; ever seen,”
said Chief l.ancey, ‘‘and leaves no
room for doubt as to the skill of the
perpetrators. As to who they were,
we are as yet in the dark.”

The attempt was made sometime
between 10.30 Sunday night .and
eight o’clock Monday morning, and
presumably the greater portion of
that time was used, jujdging from the
extent of the work inveolved. One
of the proprietors le.t the store at
10.30 Sunday night and everything
was all right at that time.

The strong construction of the
safe is probably what saved Ash
Brothers their valuable stock of gold
and diamond jewelery, Tor had it
been of a fiimsy character it would
have been rifled in a comparatively
short time. As it happened, the task
of getting at the contents proved so
difficult that before the attempt could
succeed the operators weer forced to
leave the Wremises.

Used. Cayenne Pepper.

‘What makes the story read all the
more like a page out of a dime novel
is the fact that cayenne pepper was
sprinkled -in--large quantities in the
tracks from the rear of the. store
down the lane to Second street. It
would seem that _the + protessionals
were laboring under the impression

This~ in itself is insignifi-
cant compared with the value of the
jewelery in the bag, which would
have been lost had the attempt been
successful.

Ontario - Justice Holds Inquiry to
Get Views as to Legislation—Em-
ployers and Employees Speak— |
Objection Taken by Some to Hicv-
ing Employees Insured. {

Toronto, Oct. 23—The parliament-

ary buildings were crowded today

when Chief Justice Meredith opened
the enquiry which prefaces the crea- |
tion of a “Workmen's compensation
for injuries act,”” which will be satis-
factory to employers and emplcyees
alike. For the toilers’ sake, Mr. Me-
Donall, M.P. tor South Toronto, urged
the enactment of some statute along
the British lines. The salient feature
of that act is that it declares every
workman -entitled to compensation
from his employer if he suffers injury.
It is a matter of indifference whether
it be through the master’'s negligence
or not.

Mr. Stewart, one of the labor re-
presentatives, argued that while one
in a thousand might gain by the com- l
pensation the laboring class as a whale |
suffered by the att. The reason tor
this was that the employers shifted
their new liability on to the insurance
companies and these were very par-
ticular as to the type of man upon
whom they took a risk.

The manufacturers association was
represented by F. W. Wegenast, whe
thinks that the question of who shall
contribute to the suggested compen-
sation fund will be one of the few
minor difficulties over which there is
likely to be any conflict of view be-
tween capital and labor, but Fred
Bancroft uprcse with the view that
the question of who should contribute,
was far from a minor detail. He was |
insistent that there'should be no con-
Aribution from the men that all the
compensation must come cut of the
employer. And furthermore, he would
eliminate from the proposed act any
clause with reference to contributory
negligence on the part of the em-]
ployee.

. Other Suggestions,

A number cf other suggestions were
offered the commissioner. An inter-
esting. one was made by Mr. Tabor, a
local employer of labor. His idea was
that employers should be classified
and that if a foundry worker, for in- ’
stance, was injured, that the fund of |
the foundry cwners should be taxed |
for his compensation. '\

At the close, Sir William Meredith
asked those interested to.ponder cn |
two points before they gather again.

The duration of the ‘tests
varied frome three to six hours and
the average flew was found to be
1,433 imperial gallons ‘per  ‘hour, or
34,392 gallons per ‘day of twenty-four
hours, The capacity of the deep well
pump was put under test for 42 ‘min-
utes and it was found it raised an
average of 126 6-10 gallons per min-
ute. He then shows the complete re-
cord of the three tests. of the big du-
plex pump used for forcing 'water
from the underground reservoir into
the mains and to the lewer_ which
gave an average capacity  of 18,800
gallons per hour. THIS feans a‘sup-
ply of water to the town of nearly
20,000 . gallons per hour. The water
ig. pure and of excellént guality.

The lumber manufacturers of Brit-
ish Colufmbia met in convention at Cal-
gary a ‘few days ago. Both the Coast

and the Mountain associations were
present, so that the lines of policy
adepted will govern the operations of
practically every saw mill in the Pa-
cific Province. - What the lumbermen
decided to do may be summarized_as

That accomplished, the
lumber-user on the prairies will bhe
albrolutely at the mercy of the British
Cclumbia millmen in respect of rougn
lumber as he now is in respect of dres-
sed lumber. And what will happen to
hini then is indicated by the decision
to hold another meeting and ‘‘arrange
a new price list” for lumber when the
tariff on reugh lumber has been se-
cured. Putting it in plain terms, the
consumer is to be held up for rouzk
lumber as he is now held up for dres-
sad lumber, provided the -tariff which
permits the hold-up on dressed lum-

DO NOT LIKE THE SOCIETY.
There is trouble It seems in Secur-
ing a seat for the mew Minister  of
Finance.

BETTER BACK UP.

Whatever one may think of their
judgment he cannot question (he
“rerve” of some of the city aldermen.
To iset aside an order of the Supreme
ccert and to pay from the city treas-
ury a fine imposed upon the individual
members of the council for having
violated the city charter is evidence of
assurance rather bevond the ordinary.
That is what the action of the coun-
c¢i! on .Saturday evening amounts to.
What the aldermen may think of the
judsment which imposed the costs
upor them has nothing to do with the
case. A litigant may have his own
opinion of the correctness of a judge's
decision, but it is' not for him to ¢ ~
whether or not he shall ‘do what the
judge orders done. There is an insti-
tution in the east end of the city
where those who undertake to. revise
the decisions of the Supreme court to
suit themselves are occasionally 2c-
commodated. There is, too, a prin-
ciple of city government involved in
this affront to the order af the Court
which the ratepayer cannot afford to
have set at deflance, whatever he may
think of the “Bouillon episode.” The
principle is simply this: that the city
charter is a legal reality and not a
legal. fiction; that where it sets boun:s
ty> the freedom of aldermanic action
tl.cse bounds 'mean something, and if
they are treated as of no conseégueace
by those they are intended to ‘restriin
the offenders must pay the penalty-—
whatéver the pehalty may be. The
{ Judgment in the actton taken by Mr.
Galdgher -against the aldermen was
tha* the aldermen had set at naught
the reéquirements of the city charter—
whether through igdorance or intént
makes ‘no difféerence—and the order
thet they should pay the costs of this
action was of the nature of a line
imposed upon them for having done
80. Let it once be established that a
council may set aside the charter and
make laws unto themselves, and then

As a possible motive for
bringing the charge \against Arman-
dola, the complainant admitted that a
few days prior to Armandola’s arrest
the latter had accused him of stealing
money from the till of the shoe shin-
ing establishment, Resenting the
charge, Carlo said he left Armgn-
dola’s employment, ‘but they continued
to occupy the same room and other-
wise appeared to l‘e friendly enough.

As a result of the frouble they had'
on the night specified in the infor-
mation against Armandola, Carlo car-
ried out his threat to have his former
employer arrested on a serious charge.
It developed, during the examination
of Carlo, that another witness, who
had testified at the preliminary hear-
ing for the prosecution; had disap-
peared meantime, leaving Carlo’s evi-
dence without corroboration.

Armandola Refused Them Money.

Protests His Innocence to the L‘asi——
His Counsel Makes Earnest Plea

Protesting his innocence to th2

jury in the Supreme Court last Sat-
urday afternoen of a crime against
nature committed at Wolf Creek, wag
sentenced by Justice Simmons Tuesday
morning to a term of five years in the
Alberta penitentiary. In strikirg
contrast to his alimost buoyant man-
ner during the trial, Hall appeared
to be on the verge of collapse when
judgment was pronounced.

Upon court opening for the forz-
noon session, C. C. McCaul, - K.C,
arose and asked the privilege . of
speaking briefly in behalf of Hall,
whom he defended. In earnest and
eloquent terms the solicitor called st-
tention to Hall’'s previous good re-
cord and standing in the community.
For a man in the defendant’s present
predieament, Mr, McCaul said that a
conviction probably came as a gre-ter
disgrace than the ordinary criminal
before the bar of justice.

“Hall is a ruined man, who realizes
his position most keenly, and whea
he- has served his sentence will nave
to start life anew among strangers in
a different land,” added the solizitor.

“Have yQu anything to say why
judgment should Hot be promourced
in your case at this time?” asked
Justice Simmons, addressing the pri-
soner,

“I am an innocent man, sir, wilh
God as my witness,” replied Hall,
who started to say something more,
but his voice choked with emotion
and he wept bitterly.

Justice Simmons said that he tonk
