Two Firemen Killed.
And More Thnn a Score Overcome liy

Fumes at Warehouse Fire ot New
York.
New York, June 6.—Two firemen 

were killed and more than a score 
were overcome by stifling fumes in 
fighting a stubborn warehouse fire 
near the Hudson River front to-day.

Ten of the firemen overcome were 
caught in a back draught on the 
4th floor of the building. Two men 
who managed to avoid the worst of 
the burst of flame and dense smoke 
screamed from a window for help. 
Ladders were raised and the uncon­
scious men carried down.

Fireman Timothy Cotter died on the 
sidewalk, after having been carried 
from an upper floor, where he had 
lain unconscious for more than an 
hour in a pool of water.

Fireman William Healy was taken 
out of the building dead.

Three of the injured firemen are in 
hospital in a serious condition.

The fire was in the five-story build­
ing at 110-116 Washington Street, oc­
cupied by the Free Storage Bonded 
Warehouse.

The loss is estimated at $75,000.

sovereigns have done. Queen Vic­
toria began and ended her reign on 
a Tuesday, as also did four other sov­
ereigns. Five died on a Sunday, six 
on a Monday, four on a Wednesday, 
six on a Thursday, and six on a Sat­
urday. Nine began and ended their 
reign on the same day of the week. 
Henry I. and Edward III. began and 
ended on a Sunday, Richard II. on a 
Monday, Edward IV., Anne, and 
George L on a Wednesday, Mary on 
a Wednesday, George III. and George 
IV. on a Saturday.

His present Majesty George V. is 
the first of the sovereigns who have 
sat on the English throne since Wil­
liam the Conqueror who has acceded 
in May. Each of the other eleven 
months has been notable for one ac­
cession or more, but, so far, no mon­
arch had ever ascended the throne' 
in May.

Prince Edward will be the twentieth 
Prince of Wales. King George was 
Prince of Wales for a" little over nine 
years and three months. King Ed­
ward was Prince of Wales for fifty- 
nine years and ten Weeks.

King Edward is the nineteenth Sov­
ereign who has reigned for less than 
ten years. Three rulers before Queen 
Victoria reigned for fifty years. Three 
Kings died in their ’teens.

The House of Hanover was blessed 
with remarkably .long life, the aver­
age age of its reigning memberp being 
seventy-four. Queen Victoria lived? to 
be the oldest monarch who has sat on 
the English throne. All the Hanov­
erian rulers lived to be over sixty- 
six years. Two were octogenarians, 
two septuagenarians, and two were in 
the sixties. The act is the more re­
markable because there have been 
only eight monarchs in our national 
history who have lived to be over 
sixty, and only one before the acces­
sion of the House of Hanover, who 
lived to be seventy. The average 
Hanoverian reign was thirty years— 
twice as long as the Stuart reigns.

Nine years ago a prominent insur­
ance manager in New York stated that 
King Edward VII. was the most heav­
ily insured man in the world. Even 
so early as 1895 his death would have 
cost the American companies some 
10,000,000 dollars, and the amount by 
now would be much larger. More 
than £2,000,000 have been placed on 
the life of the late King by persons 
who did not know him and had no 

, relations with him. They simply in­
sured his life as a gambling specu­
lation.: Therefore many people have 
reaped a financial benefit by his 
death.1 King Edward was perfectly 
aware of -all this.

Canadian Trade
Agreements.

Special to Evening Telegram.
OTTAWA, Ont., June 10.

I The details of the trade agreements 
i concluded with Belgium, the Nether­

lands and Italy, were announced by 
the Finance Department this morn­
ing. As already foreshadowed, the 
Canadian intermediate tariff rates 
granted to France and extended to 
Belgium and the Netherlands in re­
turn for the friendly attitude which 
these countries have always main­
tained towards Canada, and in view 
of the fact that they are both low 
tariff countries and are entitled to 
equal treatment, with France. In a 
few cases where the latter country 
gets under the Franco - Canadian 
agreement lower than intermediate 
rates, equally lower rates cannot be 
given to the Netherlands and Belgium 
since this would require legislation 
by Parliament. These countries, how­
ever, "are not particularly interested 
in the articles mentioned in the spe­
cial schedule of the French Treaty.

Since January £21,674,252 of Brit­
ish capital has been invested in Can­
ada.

Fashions Mr. Roosevelt’s Idea Regarding Them.
London, June 4.—The ‘Times’ this 

morning publishes a letter from Mr. 
Roosevelt in reply tb a correspondent, 
who requested him to substitute the 
word ‘sentiment’ for- sentimentality, 
which he used In his address at the 
Guildhall last Tuesday, when the free­
dom of the city was conferred upon 
him.

Mr. Roosevelt said in that speech: 
“Those who have to do with uncivil­
ized peoples, especially fanatical peo­
ples, must remember that In such z 
situation as that which faces you in 
Egypt, weakness, timidity and sen­
timentality may cause infinitely more 
harm than violence and Injustice. 
Sentimentality is the most broken 
reed on which righteousness can 
lean.’

To the objector to the use of the 
word ‘sentimentality,’ Mr. Roosevelt 
writes :

‘I exact sentiment as the exact an- 
tihesis of sentimentality and to sub­
stitute sentiment for sentimentalitj 
in my speech would directly invert my 
meaning. I ahbor sentimentality, 
and on the other hand, think no man 
is worth his salt who is not profound­
ly influenced by sentiment, and who 
does not shape his life in accordance 
wi|h a high ideal.’

A Record Surplus,
Special to Evening Telegram.

11 OTTAWA, June 10.
The final figures of the revenue and 

expenditure of the last fiscal year, 
ending March 31st last, made public 
by the Department of Finance this 
afternoon, shows a record surplus of 
$22,092,185 in revenue over all ordi­
nary expenditure.

The pair singing lustily 
kept up the speed till they reached 
the outskirts of the city. If most au- 
toista do not soon regulate the rate 
at which machines are driven in the 
country, plain 'clothes policemen will 
have to take a hand in and bring them 
to their senses.

$400,000 Fire at Pictou.
Logan’s Tannery and other Buildings 

Destroyed—Stock on hand valued at 
n Quarter of a Million.
Pictou, N. S., June 4.—Logan's tan­

nery, the largest tannery east of Mon­
treal, situated at Lyon’s Brook Village 
on the West River and Short Line 
Branch of the Intercolonial Railway, 
four miles from Pictou, is totally de­
stroyed as a result of a fire which 
started at 12.15 this morning, and was j 
not under control until near 5 o’clock 
this a.m.

The store of Dougall Logan, a large 
shareholder In the tannery, home of 
Mr. Logan, and home of Mr. Stewart, 
manager of the tannery, were burned 
to the ground, as well as barns and 
sheds belonging to tannery, hide 
houses, piles of bark and several box 
ctrs containing a bark. The total 
loss is now estimated close to four 
hundred thousand ddllars. One hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars would 
be a conservative estimate of the 
plant’s value, and stock of hides, 
bark, etc., on hand was valued at 
♦260,000, this being at the time of year 
at which stock Is heaviest. Logan’s
