The activity of private banks contin­
ues normal, unbesieged by crowds of 
clients as formerly. By order of-the 
municipal authorities the work of re­
pairing the streets continue. The 
Germans are wearying of the difficul­
ties of• the southern approach, but on 
the north they are applying all the 
efforts of their forces to approach 
through Pultusk. As an auxiliary 
movement they have started a cam­
paign against Riga, employing six 
infantry and four cavalry corps, hop­
ing to engage the large Russian force 
having control of the Gulf of Riga.

Halifax, N. S„ July 22. — Robeit 

Hirsch, T. F. Courtney, W. B. Ar­
thur, Michael Hirch, William Glassey, 
and E. L. MacDonald, directors of the 
Halifax Hotel, have notified the Min­
ister of Militia of their desire to give 
a machine gun to be used at the front 
either by the 25th Nova Scotia regi­
ment, now at Shorncliffe, or by the 
40th Nova Scotia Battalion, now at 
Valcartier.

At a recruiting meeting in Halifax* 
yesterday G. S. Campbell announced 
that the Bank of Nova Scotia had in­
formed the department that they were 
providing two machine guns.

A QUICK RESPONSE.
Saskatoon, ' Sask., • July 22.—Mr. 

Cairns, of the J. F. Cairns’ store here, 
called the staff together yesterday 
and made the following announce­
ment:

“Boys, we want a machine gun and 
eight men and a sergeant to man it."’ 
In seven minutes the fund vas sub­
scribed and enough men had volun­
teered theii* services to operate the 
gun. Mr. Cairns is putting up about 
75 per cent of the cost of the gun.

The gun and men will be offered to 
Lieut.-Col. Lang of the 65th Battalion, 
now being organized, with headquart­
ers here.

Toronto, July 21. — The vinegar 
manufacturers doing business in On­
tario have decided to contribute a 
gun to the Dominion Government.

Financial Effect of White field’s Ser­

mon on Ben Franklin.
Whitefield made seven visits to 

America. He brought great blessings 
to our land. Whittier wrote of him 
thus:
The flood of emotion, deep and strong,

But left a result of holier lives.
In Philadelphia he preached with 

such effectiveness that the dancing 
rooms were discontinued, and the 
ball and concert rooms were shut up 
“as inconsistent with the gospel.”

Benjamin Franklin tells that in 
Philadelphia 30,000 heard him with 
ease. Ben was caught with the 
matchless delivery of his sermons. “I 
happened in a meeting in the course 
of which I perceived," writes he, 
“that he intended to finish with a 
collection, and I silently resolved that 
he would get nothing from me. I had 
in my pocket a handful of copper 
money, three or four silver dollars 
and five pistoles in gold. As he 
preached I began to soften and con­
cluded to give the coppers; another 
stroke of his oratory made me ash­
amed of that and determined me to 
give the silver ; and he finished so 
admirably that I emptied ray pockets 
wholly into the collection dish, gold 
and all.”—Christian Herald.

The world is full of men who col­

lect things.
Some men collect postage stamps 

and pay as high as $10,000 for a stamp 
which was worth 2 cents before it 
carried a grocery bill to a barber’s 
wife in Mauritius. Others collect 
pipes, snuff boxes, engravings, bird's 
eggs, geodes, tulips, tobacco tags, 
cats, fleas, Orinetal rugs or street car 
transfers.

Whep a man becomes a collector 
he fixes his affections upon whatever 
he collects and lives for his fail. 
Nothing can exceed the pride with 
which an otherwise sane member of 
society will display a slipper of rare 
design, the finest in his collection of 
1,789 varieties, all different, costing 
$100,000 and worth in the neighbor­
hood of $1.45.

Collecting rare books is a passion­
ate Joy to many men. Edgar Allen 
Poe who died of scanty nutrition 
would be pleased to see the deep joy 
with which men pay thousands of 
dollars to-day for his manuscripts 
which brought 10 cents a page when 
he needed the money.

Collecting paintings has raised the 
price of lod masters $7,000 above 
normal in the past thirty years. 
Rembrandts are so valuable, because 
there are not enough of them to go 
around among the collectors.

Collecting railroads was a great 
fad with Harriman, Jay Gould and 
others. Nothing delighted them so 
much as to snap up a rare little rail­
road for about five times its worth 
and add it to their systems.

Collecting wives is a pastime in 
many countries. Solomon was a fam­
ous collector and so was Brigham 
Young while some of our modern 
actors do very well in a modest way.

Henry Ford is said to be an auto­
mobile collector and to have one of 
every variety in his garage. This is 
peculiar, because Ford’s ambition 
seems to be to reduce automobilse to 
one variety.

Collecting statesmen was popular 
with many corporations before the 
new and reckless progressivism 
which made municipal and state own­
ership of public servants obligatory. 
Many corporations had as many as 
ten senators in their exhibits.

No collection, however, exceeds in 
peculiarity and success that of Ger­
many which has now acquired ten 
enemies, thus beating Napoleon’s and 
Frederick the Great’s records.

% Stafford's Prescription “A”Sixteen National Munition fac­
tories have been established in Eng­
land. After consultation with the 
French Ministry, the British Govern­
ment decided to set up additional ten 
large establishments. This announce­
ment was made in the Commons last 
evening by Minister of Munitions 
Lloyd George, who told of the pro­
gress made by his department, over­
coming the shortage of shells that 
had prevented the army on the con­
tinent from doing all it might other­
wise have done. These new factories 
are being erected in the vicinity of 
arsenals and existing armament es­
tablishments, and according to Lloyd 
George, when the Government has 
completed in a few wêeks the de­
velopments it is now engaged in, the 
supply of shells will be doubled. This 
will not merely enable us to support 
our men, but will enable them to 
cleave their way through to victory. 
Lloyd George explained that until the 
new factories are built the work of 
his department will be directed to 
speeding up existing contracts. At 
first the Government had been faced 
with grave labor shortage. Some ma­
chines were lying idle because no one 
could be found to work them. One- 
third of the machines engaged in 
Government work at the outset were 
not being utilised at night, During 
three months this Department had 
succeeded in adding nearly forty 
thousand men and women, nearly halt 
the men skilled, to the ranks of work­
ers connected with armaments. They 
were pouring further supplies. His 
Department also enrolled one hun­
dred thousand volunteers, but it had 
been found difficult to remove the 
majority of these from their present 
employment. However scores of 
thousands of skilled men who had en­
listed had been traced and arrange­
ments made with the War Office for 
the return of these men to the factor­
ies, while Trade Union leaders agreed 
to a relaxation of trade union restric­
tions. He had not been able to con­
vince men without giving figures 
which he dare not give. Were all re­
strictions relaxed, hundreds of thous­
ands of men could be added to the 
works. Steps, Lloyd George said, 
had been taken to increase the sup­
ply of machine guns and hand gren­
ades for trench warfare. The coun­
try had been divided ifitq two great 
co-operative areas, so that all avail­
able machinery could be used for 
turning out supplies in National fac­
tories erected and those to be erected 
under Government control. He be­
lieved this would have influence on 
men who would not object to a- tem­
porary relaxation of their trade union 
rules, when the Government and not 
an individual was profiting. The Gov­
ernment had taken over the control of 
machine and tool factories, so that 
no delay would arise in equipping 
new establishments. This would tax 
the engineering resources of the 
country, but when all was completed 
within a few months, the Govern­
ment would be able to equip the arm­
ies in a way which would leave them 
in no'way inferior to the best equip­
ped armies on the Continent.

was just as clearly in’violation of in­
ternational law as the unsuccessful 
effort of thé assa-Ssin upon the life of 
Mr. Morgan was in violation of local 
law. .

The Président of the United States 
has twice earnestly sought from the 
Imperial German Government assur­
ance that this lawless assault upon 
the rights ah’d lives of American citi­
zens shall not be repeated. This as­
surance the Imperial Government has 
twice refused to givé. Simply to re­
peat that request a third time would 
be to palter with a matter of the 
gravest importance and to sacrifice 
unduly the dignity of the country. 
Thô Imperial authorities in Berlin 
apparently think that they can trifle 
with us until the war is over. They 
must be brought sharply to a sense 
of realties.

Germany’s proposition to allow 
safe transit across the Atlantic in 
ships sailing under directions given 
by her, with due notification to her 
of dates of sailing, etc., can be con­
strued only in one or two ways, eith­
er as a deliberate insult to our stand­
ing as an indépendent nation or' as a 
proof of extraordinary dullness of 
intellect on the pa,rt of those who 
conceived and drafted the plan.

Americans sail the seas not as a 
privilege concede^ by Germany, but 
in accordance with age-long interna­
tional law, subject only to such re­
strictions as international law has 
previously sanctioned. We are will­
ing to submit to the restrictions of 
an effective blockade, which takes 
due care, of the lives of non-combat­
ants; and we are further1 willing to 
trust to already provided means of 
redress when in doubtful cases a 
power maintaining1 such a blockade 
seems to have infringed upon pro­
perty rights "of dur citizens.

Germany has not established and 
cannot establish any such blockade, cr 
any kind’of blockade which has even 
in the world’s history had the slight­
est sanction in international law, and 
yet she coolly proposes to tell us just 
when and how and in how many 
specified ships our citizens may cross 
the Atlantic free from the1 danger of 
indiscriminate destruction by a lurk­
ing submarine. Of course, to accept 
such a proposition, woüïâf hé to can­
cel’every word of’the strong and 
truthful presentation of the Lusitania 
case which the President has twice 
made to the German Government.

TURKISH ATROCITIES.
LONDON, To-day.

Earl Crewe, Lord President of the 
Council, replying to the Lords to­
day to a question by Viscount Bryce, 
concerning the killing of Christians 
in Armenia by Turks, said the infor­
mation received at the Foreign Offi­
ce showed such crimes lately had in­
creased both in number and degree of 
atrocity. They included, he declared, 
both wholesale massacres and whole­
sale deportations which were carried 
out under the guise of enforced eva­
cuation. Similar crime, he added, 
had been committed by Turks against 
Christians on the’ Persian border. The 
presence of Germans and the influ­
ence they exercised had been, Earl 
Crewé continued, an absolute and un­
mitigated curse both to the Christian 
and Moslem population. Théy have 
shown most complete criminal dis­
regard for the country of the people 
who inhabit it. The Lord President 
of the Council said he regretted it 
was impossible to take immediate 
steps for the suppression of such 
atrocities, but those responsible for 
them untimately would receive just 
punishment.

that the whole explanation of the 
Russian set-back in Galicia is the 
simple one that big guns, huge stores 
of ammunition, and military equip­
ment of ail kinds are waiting until a 
means can be devised of carrying 
them to the vast armies. And it is the 
Allied Fleet which is attempting the 
task of opening up a way for this pur­
pose.

There are also two other good rea­
sons why the Dardanelles must be 
forced. The autumn of 1914, accord­
ing to the story of “The Dardanelles" 
(Andrew Melrose saw a heavy wheat 
aarvest garnered on the shores of the 
Black Sea. It was a food supply of 
infinite value to the Allied forces at a 
time when the price of wheat was 
mounting by leaps and bounds over 
the world. But so long as the Dar­
danelles are closed to our merchant 
Ihips, the Russian wheat must lie 
useless in the granaries. And so, if 
only to restore trading communica­
tions between East and West, the at­
tempt on the Dardanelles had to be 
made.

The second reason why it is essen­
tial that the Dardanelles should be 
forced is that the Turks will be cut 
off. from their supplies of weapons, 
munitions, and skilled advisers There 
will be a rapid end of them' as a fight 
ing force, and a deadly menace to th? 
vhole of our Eastern Empire will be 
emoved.
There seems no doubt that a plot 

has been hatched between the Ger­
mans and Turks to rouse the fanatis- 
ism of the 300,000,000 Mohammedans 
into carrying on a religious war 
igainst Great Britain. The Sultan has 
ieclared a holy war, and it is sedul­
ously reported that the English are 
determined to crush the Mohammen- 
lan faith. That is why the Allies have 
decided to launch an attack at the 
very heart of Turkey in older that 
the so-called holy war will become, 
'or the Sultan, a war of seif- preser­
vation.

to Carburetter Trouble.
Rome, July 22.—While “Gink” 

Dougherty, a young American bird- 
man, slept peacefully in a hydro­
plane drifting about on the Adriatic, 
the entire Italian aviation corps at 
the Taranto naval base searched for 
some trace of his craft, believing he 
had encountered Austrian airmen or 
a submarine. The story reached 
Rome to-day.

Dougherty, whose home Is in Buf­
falo, is an instructor in aeronautics 
at Taranto. He was on scout duty the 
morning when word came that an 
Austrian submarine had been sighted 
off the coast and he flew cut to re­
connoitre at five o’clock with a two- 
hour supply of gasoline in his tank.

The two hours passed and the Buf­
falo airman failed to return. When 
four hours had gone by John Lansing 
Callan another American aviator, and 
a dozen Italian birdmen had their ma­
chines wheeled from the hangers and 
started in search of Dougherty.

For nearly an hour they sped along 
the coast. Finally twelve miles out 
an Italian sighted a drifting hydro­
plane and slid Into the water beside 
it. There sat Dougherty asleep In 
his seat. After half an hour's flight 
he had been forced to descend because 
of darburretter trouble. Something 
had come loose and dropped Into the 
water, Dougherty said.

“I hadn’t slept well the night before 
and the wind lulled me to sleep al­
most before I knew it,” said the Am­
erican. “I knew somebody would find 
me”.
