WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.

son had threatened to withdraw the 
treaty of Versailles and the American- 
French treaty from the Senate if the 
Adriatic question was settled without 
consulting the United States was made 
to-day at the White House.

FIUME, Feb. 17.
The annexation of Flume to Italy is 

now impossible, was the admission 
made to the Associated Press corres­
pondent here to-day, by Captain Gab­
riele D’Annunzio, whose forces have 
been holding this city for several 
months.

LONDON, Feb. 17.
The feeling at the Italian head­

quarters in London with respect to 
President Wilson's action is strong. 
Unofficially it is spoken of as an attack 
upon Italy, and his memorandum Is 
described as an ultimatum. The Ital­
ians also feel that Italy’s claims to 
consideration for her part in the war 
and sacrifices made, have never been 
quite appreciated by the Allies.

PARIS, Feb. 17.

Prosecution Bade and Defence
Shis — Adjournment Takes
Until MO pan. To-day.
The by-now famous Essence C 

aa it has come to be known—was con­
tinued in the Central District Court 
this morning. The deep intereat being 
manifest in this case waa proven by 
the number of citizens present Every 
available bit of space In, the Court­
room was occupied and many had to 
stand up. Even the prisoner's bench 
was filled. Men eat on steps and 
stairs and not tor » long time bare so 
many been present

Mr. H. A. Winter, tor the prosecu­
tion, first called Mr. Miehael Byrne, a 
grocer of the Cross Roads. Mr. Byrne 
some two weeks ago purchased two 
dozen bottles of ShlnHfe Essence of 
Vanilla from Boper * Moore. He 
drank one bottle-tnl of the essence, 
first diluting it with lemonade. 
Another bottle he distributed amongst 
friends. He got drunk on the essence 
which he drank. When in conversa, 
tion with Mr. Albert Soper, at the time 
he was making the purchase, the I ab­
ler asked him for what purpose the 
essence was intended, and Mr. Byrne 
assured him that It waa solely tor 
legitimate trade.

It waa the intention of the proeeeu- 
tion to call the wife of this witness, 
but as she wee not present in Court, 
her evidence waa not waited tor.

Head Constable John Byrne deposed 
to having visited Michael Byrne’s 
house and shop and being In conversa­
tion with him. Mr. Byrne admitted to 
the Head Constable that he had got­
ten drnnk on Shirrtit’a Essence.

Edwin Godden, the next witness, a 
commission merchant, had up to No­
vember dealt in essences, bnt since 
then had not touched it because of the 
stigma that surrounded those that did.

This ended the prosecution, with tlio 
evidence roughly thus: Soper and 
Moore sold Michael Byrne some Shlr- 
riff’s Essence of Vanilla, a bottle of 
which he drank. 'This made him to- 
toxicated. The Government Analylst 
had analyzed the essence and found 
it to contain 39.01 per cent of Ethyl 
alcohol by volume. Tills alcohol is 
the same as found in rum or any other 
intoxicating liquors.

In opening the defence, Mr. L. B. 
Emerson, K.C. stated that if the ques­
tion were merely one of technical law, 
he would at this stage move for a dis­
missal of the case. However, as cer­
tain things had been introduced he

Albert Soper, senior member of the 
firm, and defendant, wçs the first to 
be called. His firm was wholesale. 
It sold all kinds, qualitim e,»d sizes of 
essences manufactured, tas. here and 
abroad. The firm sold iWtrtlCa Im­
perial Essences and has now in stock 
8 and even 16 ounce bottles. He re­
membered Mr. Byrne coming to him 
for essences and 2 dozen bottles were 
sold him. He received the assurance 
that it would be put into legitimate 
trade, however. Mr. Soper had had 
prepared lengthy and varied facts 
concerning his business and even the 
profits made on essence was stated. 
He was cross-examined by Mr. Win­
ter. After some preliminary ques­
tioning Mr. Winter touched upon Mr. 
Soper’s activities in the Prohibition 
campaign.

Mr. Winter: “I believe, Mr. Soper, 
that you took a prominent part in the 
Prohibition campaign?"

Mr. Soper: "It was an honor to do 
so."

Mr. Winter: "Will you tell us 
as briefly, why you did so?*’

"Because I believed in Prohibition.” 
“You are still a prohibitionist?" 
"Yes."
"Why did you and why do you fa­

vor prohibition?"
Well, on general principles. It 

would take too long to go into them 
now."

You believed, did you not, that it 
is wrong for a man to drink intoxica­
ting liquors?”

T certainly do.

200 Hundred Millions
Speak English.

It is estimated that the census tak­
en this year will show the population 
of the United States to be 112 mil­
lions.

This means an increase of over 20 
millions in the decade, a somewhat 
remarkable increase when it is re­
membered that practically half the 
period was taken up by the war, 
which although It did not involve tl)e 
United States in a vast sacrifice of 
life, interfered with emigration, 
which had contributed so largely to 
the increase of population in the pre­
vious decade.

The present increase is therefore a 
natural one, due to the excess of 
births over deaths, and it should 
hearten those Americans who a few 
years ago feared for the vitality of 
the native stock. ,

It is hardly likely that a census tak­
en in the near future of any other 
country that played a part in the war 
will show an increase of population 
at all proportionate to that in the 
United States. Great Britain will 
probably have a larger population 
than in 1911, but other countries will 
perhaps show a loss within their pre­
sent areas.

The appalling sacrifice of 800,000 
lives by Britain during the war, the 
sharp fall in the birthrate, and the 
high death-rate during the influenza 
epidemics, have led some to believe 
that our population will be smaller 
at the next census than at the last.

But many of the 800,000 men who 
fell in the war would have died in 
the natural course of things if there 
had been no war ,the birth-rate seems 
to have recovered, the death-rate is 
healthily low, emigration is next to 
nothing, and a number of Britons 
brought home by the war from the 
far ends ef the earth seem to be stay­
ing here.

We are at least assured that we 
are holding our own in numbers, and, 
unless emigration increases extraor­
dinarily between now and April 1921, 
our population may easily show a fair 
increase at the next census. It will 
hardly be the same in France. She 
has suffered severely in actual sacri­
fice of life, and probably has fewer 
people than before the war within her 
old territories, but the restored pro­
vinces of Alsace and Lorraine will 
perhaps just make good her loss.

Belgium is recovering quickly, and 
may not have lost much population 
through the war. Germany has lost 
some millions through the surrender 
of territory, and probably the popu­
lation in what territory remains to 
her is not increasing . Austria, once 
part of an empire of over 50 millions, 
Is now a small land with only nine 
million people, and many of them are 
nearly starving.

What the losses or gains in Russia 
may be no one can say. And it is dif­
ficult to reckon exactly the popula­
tions of the newv States in Middle 
Europe and the Balkans. But prob­
ably the population of Europe as a 
whole has not greatly Increased dur­
ing the past few years, If It has in­
creased at all. Stoppage of emigra­
tion may, however, have set off to 
some extent the war wastage of lives.

It is satisfactory, in any case, to 
know that the English-Speaking coun­
tries of the world are becoming nore 
populous. To the 112 millions of the 
United States there may he added at 
the next census at least 65 million 
whites in the British Empire. This 
does not necessarily iipply the con­
summation of that great Anglo-Sax- 
ondom of which we sometimes talk, 
tor both In America and In the Brit­
ish Empire the race is very mixed, 
but it does mean that nearly 200 mil­
lion people will be linked throughout 
the world by a common tongue. And 
that may hell) towards keeping the 
world’s peace.—R. H. B., in “Daily

The Menace
to Europe.

The Turk, according to many 
eminent authorities, is still the 
menace to Europe, and if for 
nothing else his repeated perse­
cutions of the Armenian Chris­
tians, should be ejected from his 
present domains in that contin­
ent. Armenia has suffered 
more terribly from the Ottoman 
than any other country upon 

x. which he has set his rule, and 
the unhappy people of that 
ancient nation are still enduring 
persecution and outrage; tales 
of which wring the heart and 
make a touching appeal to 
Christian sympathy and call for 
Christian protection. Harried, 
starved, butchered in cold blood 
by their inhuman oppressors, 
their wail ascends to high 
heaven, but the concert of the 
Powers turns a deaf ear, and 
witnesses their misery unmov­
ed, in so far as protection goes. 
Yet not altogether is the spirit 
of humanity dead. Food and 
other relief is being made 
ready by a generous-hearted 
public, the donations being mil- 
yersal. But the problem be­
yond the question of relief Is 
larger and greater.

• • * * ' t 0
That problem may be put in 

the question, what Is to be done 
with the Turks who have caus­
ed all this suffering among the 
Armenians? It Is to be expect­
ed that the world’s moral sense 
will make the demand upon 
those capable of putting it into 
execution that never again will 
it be possible for the unspeak­
able Turk to continue to impose 
their brutal and hideous rule 
upon those whom for so long 
they have oppressed and tramp­
led upon. The late W. E. Glad­
stone was the author of the 
phrase, now famous, that “the 
Turk should be bundled bag 
and baggage out of Europe,” 
but so far this desired expul­
sion has not been secured, and 
the Powers do not seem to be 
able to decide just how to man­
age the arrangements for a 
Turkish exodus. It has been 
intimated that the Supreme 
Council of the Peace Confer­
ence is disposed to permit Tur­
key to continue in the govern­
ing of the territory inhabited by 
the Armenians. With Pales­
tine, Syria and Mesopotamia 
freed from Turkish tyranny, it 
does not seem quite the thing 
that the bloodstained hand of 
the Turk should be allowed full 
power in Armenia and the sur­
rounding countries. Such will 
not constitute any improvement 
in the condition of the long- 
suffering races against which 
the Turk has a blood lust. Ar­
menia wild never be safe, never 
be immune from massacre so 
long as the Bosphorus remains 
id Turkish possession.

Spectacular Fire
Yesterday.

Flames ef Burning Hesse en Signal 
Hill Seen tor Miles Around.

The most spectacular Are seen In 
St. John’s for many years took place 
on Signal Hill yesterday afternoon, 
when the residence and outhouse, oc­
cupied by Mr. John Bartlett, were 
completely destroyed. The houses 
were situated high up on Signal Hill, 
and as the flames shot skywards they 
could he seen by everyone in the city 
beneath and for miles around the 
suburbs. A quantity of coal in the 
outhouse, burning, caused big clouds 
of black smoke, and the reflection of. 
the flames or the smoke presented a 
magnificent sight. The fire was first 
discovered by Mrs. Bartlett and her 
little daughter. Mr. Bartlett was in 
town at the time. Smelling smoke, 
they entered an adjoining bedroom 
and found the place In a blaze. A 
'phone message to the Fire Halle was 
sent In by the Block House, but the 
Impassable condition of Signal Hill 
Hoad prevented the companies from 
going. The nearby ponds were frozen 
over and nothing to extinguish the 
fire could be done. The flames gain­
ed rapid headway and the houses did 
not long withstand them. The coal 
in the outhouse burned for many 
hours. The cause of the Are Is 
thought to have been sparks escaping 
from the'chimney between the kitchen 
and the bedroom. Practically all the 
belongings of Mr. Bartlett were lost 
and ne insurance was carried on 
them. The building was owned by 
the Government and was Insured.

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Knocking Down
a Lighthouse.

An extraordinary accident took 
place near Fleetwood on Saturday, 
February 19, 1870, as the' schooner 
Elizabeth Jane,” of Preston, which 

was laden with pig iron and had come 
from Ardrossan, approached the 
mouth of the Channel opposite Fleet- 
wood. Adjoining the mouth of "the 
Channel, which is about three miles 
out ot Fleetwood, there wae a light­
house fixed upon screw piles, and, 
when about half-a-mlle off, the cap­
tain of the schooner found that he 
was flowing rapidly Inwards, and tlie 
vessel, being unable to tack rapidly 
floated towards the lighthouse, and 
before the annehor, although quickly 
lowered, could get a hold, she ran 
bow foremost Into the piles. The col­
lision was very violent, the piles were 
smashed and the body of the light­
house, an Immense sexagonal wood an 
frame, filled In with windows, and 
surmounted with a large revolving 
light, was pitched upon the forecastle 
of the vessel. There were two men In 
the lighthouse, one man working 
while, the other slept Neither of them 
suffered any Injury, nor were any of 
the crew of the schooner hurt The 
accident wae seen by the people on 
shore, and a tug boat at enoe steamed 
out to render aaelatanoe. The sohoon- 
er wae afterwards towed into port 
with the lighthouse still on board. A 
new lighthouse of etone was built up­
on the promenade of Fleetwood.

- It was said at the end of March, 
1917. And four days before Admiral 
Sims arrival in London, less than 
two weeks presumably from his 
departure from Washington, the 
United States declared war on Ger­
many. Long before the President 
had sent remonstrance upon re­
monstrance to Berlin—the “strict 
accountability” note, the “deliber­
ately unfriendly” note, the threat to 
sever diplomatic relations; not only 
the Lusitania but the Leelanaw, the 
Sussex, the Antons, the Cushing, 
and Gulflght, the Nebraskan and 
scores more of ships had been put 
down with the loss of American liv­
es; Count von Bernstorff had been 
sent home, ruthless submarine war­
fare had been resumed, the schem­
ing of Germany with Mexico had be­
come known; the President had 
seemed more than once to vacillate 
and several times bad declared his 
purpose to keep the country out of 
war, but on March 21, perhaps be­
fore Admiral Sims sailed, WilSon 
called Congress to meet on April 
2 in special session. And yet some 
one whom Sims accepted as an au- 
thoritive spokesman for the admin­

istration used the language In ques­
tion, and the admiral took the “ad­
monition” seriously, and in his lot- 
assumes it to have been so in­
tended.

To be sure Admiral Sims has more 
than once been reminded of a ten­
dency to Indiscreet speech. Prosl 
dent Taft reprimanded him years 
ago for carlessness of that kind. 
More lately we find Rear Admiral

Great Britain, narrating the story

he had forgotten the necessity for 
caution.

Lleyd George Made 
Wilson Look Like a Fool.

A new book which has caused 
quite a sensation in London is 
“The Economic Consequences of the 
Peace," written by J. M. Keynes, a 
Cambridge man who sat as deputy for 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer on 
the Supreme Economic Council at 
Paris. His estimates of the big fig­
ures at the Peace Conference are ex­
tremely interesting and a bit startling, 
although his estimate of President 
Wilson is very much the same as 
Frank Stmonds’, although more strik­
ingly put In Mr. Keynes’ book Clem­
enceau stands out as an advocate of 
the Carthaginian peace, the mechanist 
of the Congress of grey suede gloves 
and black boots of the country type, 
“dry in soul and empty of hope,” car­
ing only to buttress France against 
the next war with Germany.

“He spoke seldom,” writes Mr. 
Keynes, “but speech and passion were 
not lacking when they were wante-l, 
and the sudden outburst of words, 
often followed by a fit of deep cough­
ing from the chest, produced their 
impression rather by force of surprise 
than by persuasion."

His plan was to put up his Min­
isters to make impossible demands 
against Germany, so that he could 
throw them over and obtain from 
George and Wilson as a concession 
the irreducible minimum on which he 
had already fixed his mind.

President Wilson is the fool of the 
piece—a high-minded theorogical fool 
—coming over with no ground-work 
plan by which the Fourteen Points 
could be realized, with no knowledge 
of Europe, and utterly Impervious to 
atmosphere or to the mentality of the 
allied statesmen, of whim Mr. Keynes 
said he was the dope. Worst of all, 
“his hands, though capable and fairly 
strong, were wanting in sensitiveness

and fineness."
"What chance," asks Mr. Keynes, 

“could such a man like Mr. Wilson 
have against Mr. Lloyd George’s un­
erring, almost medium-like sensibility 
of everyone immediately around him? 
To see the British Prime Minister 
watching the company with six or 
seven senses not available to ordinary 
men, judging character, motives, and 
subconscious impulse, perceiving 
what each man was thinking and even 
what each man was going to say next, 
was to realize that the poor President 
would be playing blind man’s bluff in 
ti>at party.” t

The author clearly regards both 
Clemenceau and Lloyd George as un­
scrupulous. The former he excuses 
on the grounds of bigoted patriot­
ism; for Lloyd George he put In no 
defence. Between them, they bam­
boozled the President and cheated 
"this blind and deaf Don Quixote” out 
of his new wfirld. All this makes 
rather ironic reading after recent 
events at Washington. Still, It is Mr. 
Keynes’ view, buttressed by intimate 
knowledge and presented with great 
literary skill.

The German Attitude.

Germany's disinclination to secede 
to the demand of the Allies for the 
surrender of Germans charged with 
war crimes is a test of the Peace 
Treaty. It is less Its purpose to pro­
tect 896 Germans whose extradition 
the Allies demand than it to to see 
whether the terms of the Peace Treaty 
can be broken. This Is the danse In 
the treaty under which the demand 
for extradition is made: “The German 
Government shall hand over to the 
Allied and Associated Powers, or to 
such one of them as shall so request, 
all persons accused of having com­
mitted an act in volatlon of the laws 
and customs of war, who are epèclfled 

Neither by name or by the rank, office, 
or employment which they held under 
the German authorities." It that dause 
of the treaty can be successfully ignof 
others ;l and soi they, will be. It Is easy 
others; and so they will be. It is esy 
to see in the present course of the 
German government a survival of that 
spirit which made the war begun in 
1914 inevitable, that led to the rape 
of Belgium and the callous disregard 
for every pledge which Germany as 
a nation had made. On January 25 at 
Berlin, in a mass meeting to protest 
against this extradition, a National 
Liberal member of the Assembly pre­
cisely echoed the notorious and un­
forgotten assertion of Germany that 
a treaty was a scrap of paper. For It 
was his contention, but ten days ago, 
that though the present treaty ob­
ligated Germany to surrender the men 
asked for, that promise was null and 
void before “the Supreme Judge.” To 
the mind of Germany there is no bind­
ing force in a treaty. To the mind of 
Germany the Supreme Judge is en­
listed in the German cause. Has Ger­
many learned so little? There is the 
making of war to come in that at­
titude.—Boston Record.

Colliery Explosion
Near Hanley.

An explosion took place on Tues­
day afternoon, February 18, 1873, at 
the colliery of the North Staffordshire 
Iron and Coal Company, at Talke-on- 

.the-HUl, near Hanley, where three 
hundred men and boys were employ­
ed. In the "eight-foot seam," where 
the explosion occurred, not mere than 
twenty-three or twenty-four were at 
work at that time. Some parts of the 
workings underground wefie set on 
fire by the explosion, and the roof of 
the roadways also fell In, which, to­
gether with the "after-damp," or suf­
focating carbonic acid gas, that follow­
ed the combustion of the “fire-damp," 
or carburetted hydrogen, made it Im­
possible for several hours to reach the 
place where the men were. Some of 
the explorers, who went down the 
shaft In the "cage,” used for ordinary 
descent and ascent, were drawn up 
again completely exhausted, as were 
most of the colliers who had been 
working In the "seven-foot seam" ad­
joining that which was the actual seat 
of the explosion. It was the task of 
several hours to extinguish the flames 
below, when the number of victims 
positively ascertained was reckoned 
at eighteen. Six years before a similar 
accident caused the loss of the lives 
of eighty worémen.

With exchange on New 
York at 10% to 16% against Canada 
and Newfoundland and exchange still 
going up, we are paying for pork, 
flour, beef and all other Unde of com­
modities Imported from the United 
States ten to fifteen per cent higher 
than from the Dominion of Canada. 
If the latter can supply the goods, and 
prices being equal, we must increase 
the trade of Newfoundland with our 
sister Dominion.

foundland with our aleter dominion.” 
It le, therefore, preferable to pur­
chase Pork and Flour or any commo­
dities In Canada, If possible. To sup­
port my contention, the following re­
cent public messages are of Interest: 
Discontinuing Importations of Ameri­

can Fodder.
Copenhagen, Feb. 16. , 

Danish Importers have decided to 
discontinue all importations of Am­
erican cattle fodder because of the 
extremely high rate of exchange, it 
was stated to-day In business circles.

Exchange Steps Export
New York, Feb. 17.

Steamship men and marine Insur­
ance brokers here report that a ma­
terial elump In exports to Europe 
has resulted from the foreign ex­
change situation, with accompanying 
restrictions as to financing bills of 
lading. Many steamships have been 
compelled to depart with partial car­
goes.

Cost of Removing Snow.

The Municipal Council haa expend 
ed $8,304,22 more than the amount of 
the contract with the Reid Co., tor the 
removal of enow from the street rail­
way line. The contract with the Reid 
Co. was tor $2,687.60. On account of 
the extraordinary snow fall this win­
ter the expenditure for removal has 
been the highest In the annals of the 
Connell.

No Shipments Being Hade.
Chicago, Feb. 17.

The statements that the export 
trade ol the American Meat Packers, 
the largest single industry in the 
United States, has practically ceased 
as a result of foreign trade situation, 
was made In a bulletin issued yester­
day by the Institute of American 
Meat Packers. Beef exports ceased 
some time ago, and during the past 
month pork exports have also dried 
up.
