A Misrepreseniation
of Facls

We wish to call attention to
the remarks made yesterday in
the Legislative Council by the
Hon. A. B. Morine with refer-
ence to an article which appeared
on Friday last in the Globe and
which gave an altogether wrong
impression Tregarding recent
legislation in connection with the
survey and inspection of lecal
vessels. The gpeech of the Lead-
er of the Government and the |
reply made by the Hon. Dr. Mos-
dell appear in the synopsis of |
the Legislative Proceedings pub-
lished in this issue.

The statement made by the |

Globe was to the-effect that the |
3ill had destroyed the work of |

generations, was to the disad- |
vantage of Newfoundlanders
who followed the sea, and tended
to expose them to menaces
previously avoided by #4n inde-
pendent survey. The  reason
given for these startling charges
was that under the measure re-
ferred to the inspection ‘of local
vessels had been taken out of
the hands of- the British Board
of Trade and placed under the
control of politicians.

The Hon. A. B. Morine con-
demned in no uncertain manner
this misstatement of facts, and
pointed out the new measure
was nothing more than a con-
solidation of all the amendments
passed since 1916, and that no
change of inspectorshio had been
made or was contemplated. He

reminded the House of the care |

which had been taken in consid-
ering the matter to make every
provision for the seaworthiness
of vessels and to safeguard the
lives of passengers and ecrews,
and he was unable to understand
the motive which prompted the
writer of the article in question
to give such a false impression
of its merits. It is more than
surprising that a paper which
claims to be expressing an inde-
pendent view should be mislead-
ing in a matter of such impor-
tance, particularly when the ac-
tual facts were available by
comparing the sections of the
measure with those which ap-
pear in the Consolidated Stat-
utes. It is more than surprising,
it is very much to be deplored
that apprehension should be
aroused, without the slightest
justification, among those who
follow the sea.

Short Memories

Recently the Globe has as-
sumed the attitude of moral
mentor to the Government, and
daily produces a long list of sug-
gestions as to what should or
should not be done. In one of
these articles a few days ago the
writer stated that frankly he
was unable to recall any admin-
istration which had left the
doors so wide open for abuses of
the most objectionable kind.

Apparently the Globe has
overlooked very recent history,
and in order to refresh its mem-
ory we wish frankly to recall
certain instances wherein the
open door policy was aided and
abetted by those who were re-
sponsible under the Crown for
seeing that they were kept
closed. ;

Evidence in a recent trial
showed that the receptacle in

S P

o R

which the cash was kept was
left wide open and that anyone
who wished might help himself.
What is more the money disap-
peared, thousands of dollars of
the public funds and the man-
ner of its going is still a mys-
tery.

Another case tried some time
previously showed that the doors
of the General Post Office were
left wide open to permit of
abuses of the most objection-
able and even unmentionable
kind, and it does not appear to
be due to the supervision: ex-
ercised that the offences were
disclosed.

Again, under the system prev-
iously in wvogue, the Control-
ler’s Department showed a
shortage of thousands of dollars,
and so wide were those doors
le{t open that no trace can be
found of the culprits who helped
themselves or of their ill gotten
gains.

In the sacred name of charity
vast sums were squandered by
the same administration, and as
but a small portion of the relief
ever reached those in urgent
need it must be taken for grant-
ed that the public funds, finding
the lid off the chest, grew wings
and flew away.

Were there time at our dis-
posal or were it necessary to
give further instances of the

Earl of Oxford

A MEMBER OF J['DI(‘AL COMMIT-
TEE.

Late English papers contain the
announcement that His Majesty the
King has appointed the Earl of Ox-
ford (formerly Rt., Hon, H. H. As-
quith, K.C.,) to be a member of the
Judical Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil,

Membership of the Judicial Commit-
tee is confined to the Lord Chancel-
lor, the Lords of Appeal, members
of the Privy Council who have held
high judicial office, certain judges
from India and the Dominions, and
“any two persons, being Privy Coun-
cillors, whom His Majesty may think
fit to appoint.” It is under the latter
category that the King has appointed
Lord Oxford. The post also entitlcs
the holder to sit at the hearing of
appeals in the House of Lords,

The atmosphere of the Judical Com-
mittee of the Privy Council will rot
be unfamiliar to Lord Oxford as, es-
pecially during his latter yearg at ithe
Bar, he was frequently engaged as
counsel before that tribunal, both in
Indian and Colonial appeals. “The
Times” states that owing to his rank
in the peerage he will preside over
the Board in the absence of ‘he Lord
Chancellor or an ex-Lord Chancellor.

The appointment is of interest to us
in Uewfoundland, as the event of
the Labrador Boundary case comiig
before the Judicial Committes of the
Privy Council this fall, it is quite pos-
sible that the presiding officer may he
the Earl of Oxford.

Deals Willl Bread Prices

Yesterday in the Legislative Coun-
,cil, the Hon. Sir P, T. McGrath,
referring to the increase in the price
of bread, said he thought the increase
in the price of bread, advertised last
week, was a very serious matter, and
one the Government ought to deal
with, promptly and . vigorously. He
warmly commended the newspapers
for ventilating the matter and he
considered the public should band to-
gether and call for a thorough inves-
tigation. He said he spoke with some
little authority on this question be-
cause when he was Food Controller,
he had .to deal with questions ccn-
cerning the raising of prices nn the
| necessaries of life. Once he had him-
| self to take out & summons against &
| city baker, bring him into court and
himself prosecute the man for brezk-
ing the food rules. He had also to
take drastic sieps to prevent the price
of sugar being raised. The late Hon.
Mr. Browning stated more than once
in the House that he (Sir Patrick) had
screwed down the two hard-bread
bakeries and allowed them only a
profit of 20 cents a bag, and he felt
sure Hon. Mr. Steer, if present tLis
| afternoon, would admit again, as he
had done more than once already, and
as Sir M. G. Winter would also adrmit,
that he had screwed down the makars
of butterine so that they complaired
he had put one concern out of brsi-

in-

ness. The President went on to say
that he thought the same sort of pol
icy ought to be pursued now in regard
to this increase in the price of bread.
He said they had just the same sort
of trouble in England at the present
time, He read from an editorial in the
London Daily Mail, of April 18th, a
demand by that paper that the price
of bread be reduced from 11d. for a
four pound loaf to 10%.. or 10d., be-
cause the price.of flour had dropped
from 58/6 to 60]- a sack. He poinied
out that 11d. or 22-cent bread, meaat
5% cents a-pound for bread in Fng-
land, whereas the bakeries here were
now proposing to charge 12 cents t:
the trade for a pound and a half or
eight cents & pound amd the dea'ers
were charging another cent or two
cents to the consumer, fourteen cents
being charged, he was informed, by
some shopkeepers. He could say pos
itively on the best authority that one
of the three bakeries which had rais-
ed the price on the public now con-
tarcted with the Public Works Depart
ment to supply the same bread to the
public institutions for 5% cents a
pound, or say 6 cents. This meant
that these institutions were getting
as much bread for nine cents as the
public were now asked to pay 13 to
14 cents for. He thought this was
justification enough for the Govern-
ment to take up the matter without

delay.

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| Our Montreal Letter ||
(From Our Own Correspondent)
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NEW CITY HALL TO BE OPENED
JULY Ist.

The new City Hall will be opened
by the first of July. It will be one of
the finest on the continent, and one
that the citizens will feel proud of.

To-date seven large contracts have
been let involving an expenditure of
$1,692,150.74. The city voted $1,500,000
in the first instance, and the rest of
the money will come out of general
civic revenue. There remains one
large contract to be let, that for
furnishing and equipping the interior
of the building.

At the present time the work is
being rushed, and some twenty-five
sub-contractors are busily engaged in
the interior of the massive structure.

The finance department will occupy
the first floor where marble and steel
counters are being installed which
will serve to hold the books in lieu of
vaults when the offices are closed for
the night. This will obviate trucking,
etc., and be ofgereat assistance tQ the
clerks and the public. Higher up
there will be g big council chamber
and a vast concourse for public func-
tions.

DISASTROUS FIRE AT A SCHOOL.

‘Fire broke out in the Aasembly Hall
of St. Bridget’s School, a large French
institution in the early hours of the
morning, and did $50,000 worth of
damage. For a time, the large parish
Church and the Christian Brothers’
residence were in danger, and two
alarms were rung. After an hour’s
hard work the firemen got the blaze
| under control. During the progress of
| the fire a fireman was overpowered
with smoke and had to be rushed to
the Notre Dame Hospital. The fire |
was confined to the third and fourth
floors. The school was built in 1894,
as a boys’ school, and has an attend-
{ance of 900 pupils.

RAILWAYS.

“The net deficit on the C.N.R. for
the year 1924 amounted to some $54,-
000,000. This is an enormous sum, but
there is something distinctly comic in
the sight of Conservatives holding up
their hands in pious horror when the
figurés are mentioned, considering
that during the last year of the Con-
servative regime the deficit of the Na-
tional Railways amounted to $90,-
000,000. The present deficit, it should
be noted, is not on the actual running
of the railways. They made a small
profit over operating expenses during
the year, and the deficit was caused
by fixed charges, which means inter-
est payable on loans by the Govern-
ment and the public, which interest
amounted to the sum of $69,632,747.

This tremendous loan of fixed
charges constitutes one of the reasons
why the finanecial outlook of thé Na-
tional Railways continues to be so de-
pressing, In the case of any enterprise
under private management, the course
that would be taken under such cir-
cumstances would be to write off a
large part of the bonded indebtedness
so that the fixed charges would be re-
duced/to an amount which it was rea-
sonable to expect the railways might
be able to earn.

As regards the loans by the Govern-
ment, it would be interesting to know
wether the amount ordinarily given
| out as subsidies on the construction of
| the lines has been deducted. Usually
such subsidies are not counted in the
fixed charges. During the later years
of the Mackenzie-Mann regime, the
Government did not grant subsidies

It would seem to be only fair that
the Government should deduct from
the total on which fixed charges have
been paid the amount of $6,400 per
mile for each of the lines built under
a guarantee and not under a subsidy.
This would help at any rate in getting
the financial end of the National Rail-
ways on a business basis.”

DR. BRIDGES SPEAKS ON MENTAL
HYGIENE,

The man who waves the Red Flag
at the street corner and calls upon
his fellow slaves to rise and rid the
world of the curse of Capitalism, and
the man who is bullied by his wife
and is too meek to say “Boo” to a
goose are often suffering from the
same complaint. In their youth they
were subjected to too much authority.
The “Red” rebelled against it, the
meek man was squashed by it; and
the effects of their reaction followed
them throughout their lives.

E This was one of the pdints brought
‘out by Dr. J. W. Bridges, Associate
Professor of Psychology at MecGill,
and Director of the Research Com-
mittee of the Canadian National Com-
mittee for Mental Hygiene, when he
addressed the members of the Kiwanis
Club on “Problems of Mental Hygiene”
at the Windsor Hotel.

It was to the children of the world
that those interested in mental hy-
giene were turning their attention,
said Dr. Bridges in his address. They ‘
had found that feeble mindedness and
insanity were often the result of early
environment and training and they
| were consequently doing all the pre-
i vetion work in their power along such
!l_ines, realizing that the child was the
| father of the man.

In investigating the causes of men-
tal disabilities .they searched for
causes. In the case of the feeble mind-
ed it was found that heredity played
an important part, and efforts were
therefore being made to segregate
the feeble minded and to stop them
marrying and thus continuing the
curse that was upon them in their
children.

It had been found also that there
was a close connection between men-
tal hygiene and crime, The criminal
was often a-man who, whilst not in-
sane, was abnormal, and his abnor-
mality in many cases was due to his
early training and surroundings. It
was thus that their work had led them
to the problem of the juvenile delin-
quent.

Other problems that the Canadian
National Council, in company with a
similar body in the United States,
were attacking was that of the pro-
vision of proper institutions for the
feeble minded and the insane. In this
connection Dr. Bridges said that it
was to be regretted that the Province
of Quebec had no institution for the
care of the fecble minded individual.

_For Mellor the victory came as a
reward for long continued effort. The
Chicagoan raced in the Marathon in
1917 and came in fifth. He tried again
in 1920 and finished second behind
Frank Zuna. He raced once more in
1924 and again finished second, fol-
lowing DeMar to the tape.

His triumph this year was the cli-
max of an unusual race. Although
121 entered, cold weather forced many
out before the start. The field of 95
who started with the gun from Te-
beau’s Farm, in Hopkinton, faced a
bitter bleak wind that whipped snow-
flurries into the faces of the runners.

In the first four miles, Christensen,
Chicago “dark horse,” who failed to
finish, had psssed out to the front;
DeMar, MacAulay and Mellor pressed
him closely. Then eame Micholson,
Wendling, Thomas P. Henighan (who
also failed to finish), and Kyronen.

Another Contract Lost

BOARD OF TRADE AND A QUES-
TION OF SURVEY.

The Shipping correspéndent of The
Times writes:—

A somewhat peculiar situation has
arisen in connection with one of the
shipbuilding contracts which have re-
cently been placed on the Continent
by British owners.

This is the case of a passenger
steamer of about 2,500 tons dead-
) weight, for which a contract has been
placed by the Newfoundland Govern-
i ment with the Scheepshouw Maatsch-
appii Nieuwe Waterweg, of Schiedam,
Holland. It appears that this impor-
tant Dutch shipbuilding company, on
i the ground, presumably, of ensuring
the maximum of economy, placed,
turn, an order for the castings with
{ the Skoda Works, of Czecho-slovakia,
;so that this passenger ship the
Government of a British Colony will
be a thoroughly Continental produc-
tion.

While the Newfoundland Govern<
ment desires that the vessel shall be
built under the survey of the British
Board of Trade, the Board  has not
seen its way to undertake to send a
surveyor to Czechoslovakia to test the
castings. Possibly the light castings
might be sent to this country for test-
ing, while the heavier castings, at any
rate, would be examined in Holland.

The British Board of  /Trade, can
hardly fail to regret that all the work
of building the ship and - engines
should have been lost to this coun-
try. In any case, hope may be ex-
pressed that it will not become fash-
ionable for British owners to place

for

orders for passenger ships on the Con-*

tinent and to rely on the survey of
the British Board of Trade for ensur-
ing that the construction is of a suf-
ficiently high standard.

The cost of maintaining the efficient

Board of Trade organization in exist- |

ence is borne by shipowners and ship-
builders in this country as well as by
the taxpayers. The incident raises,
therefore, a _nice question as to
whether an-organization maintained
i at a Substantial cost by the people in
{ this country is most suitably employed
{ when Continental firms are thereby
enabled to .do work for owners
abroad, even though the owners are
the Government of a British colony.
