The Timessays that a ead aecident, by
which one man lost his life, and several
others were very severely if not fatally
injured, oceurred in 8t.

Thegreater part of to-day was taken up
with the Crim. Con. case ot Peterson v.
Tuck, which excited intense interest, and
was tried in & crowded court room.
Plaintiff is County Attorney of Welling-
ton county, his wife a daughter of Sher-
iff Grange, of shat county, end defendant
a doetor, practising in Guelph. Defen-
dant was charged with having had crim-
inal intercourse with plaintifi's wife at
Preston and Berlin in the summer of 1872,
The criminal acts, themselves, were not
proved, but the circumstances of defen-
dant’s guilt were so streng that the jury
gave a verdict of five thousand dollars
damages against him, Defendant called
no witnesses, Messrs M. C. Cameron, ().
C., R. A Harrison, Q. C., and S. B, Fr
man, Q C., for the plaintiff, and Mr. H.
C. R. Becher Q C., of London for defen-
dant, were the leading counsel engaged.
Both plaintiff and defendant, who is at
present a widower, have families, nnd the
case allogether was of a very painful na-
ture.

Wellingten Prohibitery League.

The half-yearly meeting of the Welling-
ton Prohibitory League was held in
Guelph, in the Good Templars’ Hall,
last Tuesday, the 28th inst., eommencing
at 2 p. m. The President, Mr. E. Farrow
of Elora, in the chair. The meeting was
opened with devotional exercises, The
minutes of tke first meeting, held on the
18th March last, were read and confirmed.

PREBIDENT'S APDRESS,

The President read an address to the
meeting, saying that since the formation
of the Lesgue in March last, very little
has been done by it as a body, but he be-
lieved it was otherwise with the indi-
viduals belonging to it who had been ac-
tively working in connection with: the
various Organizations to which they
belong, in bringing about a public feeling
necessery to oarry prohibition of the
liguor traffic in the Dominion. In lec-
turing in the Counties of Wellingten,
Grey, Bruce, Perth, Waterloo, and Huron,
he found a growing sentiment in favor of
Prohibition, and that petitions would be
again eirculated for signatures to be sent
to the Dominion Parliament, praying for
the passage of an Act prohibiting the
trafic m intoxicating liquor. He also
mentioned the recent action of the G. T.
R. R. authorities in donnection with this
matter. He concluded by hoping that
the members wounld all buckle on their
armcour for this work, until the end of the
League is aceomplished.

COUNCIL.

The old Council were re-elected with
the exception of Mr. Bhonsse, in whose
place Mr. Stephen Marshall, of Drayton,
was elected.

COUNTY INSPECTOR

After considerable discussion on the
appointment of a County Tavern and
License Inspector, engaged in by & num-
ber of the delegates present,it was moved
by Mr. J. Ryan, of Guelph, geconded by
Mr. Boyder, of Acton, that a memorial
be drewn up, and signed by the President
of this League, requesting the County
Ccunel to appoint an Inspector for the
County of Wellington, whose duty it
shall be to see that the provisions of the
Tavern and Shop Licenses Act of 1868.9
and 1873 are earried out in this County.

LECTURE WORK.

HOUSE OF COMMONS,

Dr. Tupper continued his speech. After
e passing fling at the Ontario Govern-
ment he proceeded to argue the justifi-
cation of the voting down of Mr. Hun-
tington’s motion. He averred there was
no foundation for the charge, and went
intosg diseursive argument in defence of
the adjournment of the enquiry to the .
2nd of July, the further postponement
somsequent on the disallowance of the
Oaths Bill, the prorogation, and many
topies only eonnected in the most inci-
dental manmer with the matter under
discwssion. He then, in order to excuse
the sppointment of the Commission, at-
tacked the Committee as * partizan” in
its character, and abused pretty soundly,
amidst the laughter and iromieal cheers
of the Opposition, the tribunal appointed
by the House on the motion of Sir John
A. Macdonald. The amomnt they had
received from Sir Hugh Allan was utter-
ly insignificant when divided among
several constitueneies. He eulogised the
character of Sir George E. Cartier, and
declared there was no corrupt agreement
of any kind betweea Bir George E. Car-
tier and Sir Hugh Allan. The echarter,
he declared, was refused by Sir Hugh
Allan, and B8ir Hugh was only one
out of thirteen selected by the Govern-
nment who obtained the charter. His
contention was that Sir Hugh received
no gpecial consideration from the Gov-
ernment, bus that the other directors
had equal suthority, and concluded,
therefore, that Sir Hugh’s contributions
were given merely for thesake of support-
ing the general policy of the Government.
He declared that, when the elections
were over, he did not know that a single
dolkar had been eontributed by Sir Hugh,
and that none of his contribations reach-
ed Nova Ncotis. At the same time he
did not shrink from shariog the respon-
sibility of all that the Premier had done.
He lauded Sir John A’s pure minded and
patriotic conduet in all his actions,
as one who had saved the country from
religions strife and anarchy, and had
estabhshed civil and religious liberty in
this country. After further laudations
of the Premier, he proceeded to read n
resolution moved by John Young, in Mon-
treal, in 1870, favouring the indepen-
dence of Canada, snd urged that because
Mr. Mackenzie congralulated the House
upou the election of Mr. Young, there
wag danger of his independence views be-
ing adopted by the whole party. After
declaring his ewn loyalty, he dwelt at
some leagth upon the fact that Mr Young
had proposed before the Dominion Board
of Trade to connect the Canada Paeific
Railway with the Northern Pacific. This
effort having failed, the charges that
the Government had sold the Pacific
charter to Americans were brought for-
ward.. All these things, he contended,
indicated to his mind that there was a
fear that if the Oppositien obtained power,
the interests and prosperity of the Do-
minion woaid be sacrificed to the great
Republic. Headmitted, amid Opposition
cheers, that there was advantage in oc-
casional changes of Government, but in
the name of patriotism he protested
against the interests of Canada being in
the keeping of Mr. Mackenzie and his
friends. He brought up the old charges
of independence and annexation senti-
menls against gentlemen who now vote,
or have in past time voted, with the
leader of the Opposition. The fact that
Mr Mackenzie had in Nova Scotia re-
cently sanctioned such sentiments, heil-
lustrated by quoting Mr. Mackenzie's
complaint, that the Crown lawyers in
England should, by their simple opinion,
delivered withont hearing of argument,
be able, as in the case of the Oaths Bi!
