MR. WITHROW INVITED TO 4 MASS
MEERTING TO-NIGHT.

.

Why the Laber Men Oppese Him for
Mayor—A Lively Meeting
A special meeting was held last night,
at which there was a large attendance of
delegates from the various unions.
The president on taking the chair said
he had called the meeting for the pur-
pose of seeing what further action was
deemed necessary in furtherance of the
tenor of the resolution passed at a former
meeting calling upon workingmen not to
support Mr. Withrow as mayor. During
his remarks he drew attention to the
statements made by Mr. Withrow at s
meeting & few evenings ago, and among
which was one that he (Mr. W.) had
never dome anything against trade-union-
ists as such, and deftied any one to con-
tradict him. He (Mr. Armstrong) took
the platform and charged Mr, ithrow
with having, as an employer, taken an
active part against the nine-hour move-
ment, and against the printers who were
on strike on that occasion. He also
charged him with an active part against
the carpenters during the strike last
spring. He also stated that a man
nun:s Moor spoke on the occasion in
favor of Mr, Withrow, but he wished to
say that it was not Mr Thomas Moore,
president of the associated brothernood
of carpenters, and a delegate to the
council,
Mr Moor said ho never said Mr Withrow
treated his men well nor that rhe paid
them the highest wages. On the contrary,
he thought quite the reverse, for the v
obvious reason that while in Mr Withrow’s
employ he was no':&nid the highest wages
or what he was worth. He wished to sa
then and there tkat he intended to do
best to give effect to the resolution and
would vote against Mr Withrow on Moo-
day. Mr Withrow did not even honestly
carry out the terms of the arrangement
entered into between the employers and
the carpenters last spring. ides, as
against Mr Withrow’s denial, he pointed out
that Mr Lee was discharged from Mr
Withrow’s employ immediately after the
strike because he had taken part with the
men on that occasien. He regretted the
mueting was not & public one as he did not
like to bs speaking sgainst a man who had
no chance to reply.
Mr Oakley moved in amendment that a
public meeting be called for the pu! of
giving a fair chance to all concerned. He
thought it strauge that no such action as
that taken on this occasion was taken last
June sgainst Mr Hay, a man who had
actually i men to crush unionism.

free men and competent to choose our own
literature, the hue and cry benefitting the
workingmen we deem an insult to onr
Saxon common manhood and a vaporous
effusion from a sentimental, ostentatious
brain to gain a sensational notoriety and
an empty name, If those gents wish to
hand down to their posterity an homorable
record for good Works, let them exercise
their nnuch-vaunted influence in union with
their general tax-paying ditizens and formu-
late a huge petition to the Ontario govern-
ment to arase the iniquitious tax exemuption
laws from the Ontario.statute book, and in
lieu thereof pass a just bill to govern the as-
sessing and taxing of all propérty indiscrime
inately on an equitable valuation, showing
favors to none, Then, Mr Editor, we
should have cash in abundance, for the pro-
jected real free library, etc, including cedar
block or other roads, ete, throughout the
city on an equitable basfs of payment from
one general tax fund (if well guarded). By
so deing the iniquitous rebate of taxes to
the wealthy property owners adopting the
cedar roads, ete, would justly cease.  The
financial phase of the system is diametri.
cally the opposite of all just laws, human
or divine, and the creation of an irrecon-
cilable sliding scale mode of taxation and
rebate of taxes, producing discord and con-
fusion throughout the city, which sooner or
later will rise to a fever heat for its abolition,
If those gents of the cloth, be they arch-
bishops, bishops, D D’s, priests or Revs,
imagive they are transformed into a higher
class of beings, above the laity and munic-
ipal law claims, let them am{ their repre-
gentatives in the Ontario legislative assem-
bly reflect upon: the universal Lawgiver's
answer, and example to the Pharisees in
his days. When they asked him if it
were lawful to give tribute to Ceesar or not,
He said unto them, show me the
tribute money, and they brought him a
penny. Then said he unto' them, render
unto Casar the things that are Cewsar’s,
and unto God the things which are God's.
By analogy and inference from the above,
evidently every cit'zen should pay his
proportion of municipal taxes, for which

Sir Archibald Alison's Reminiscences.

He had recently separated from Lord
Byron, and “was living in almost total
seclusion from his countrymen, for whom
he seemed to entertain a deep-rooted aver-
gion, As Captain Hall was a distingunished
literary character, however, and brought let-
ters from Mr. Murray, their common pub-
lisher, he received us with great cordiality,
took 18 to his favorite ride at’ Lido and in
his gondola round the great canal, and
made his hotel during our stay in Venice
in a manner our home. The character of
this  justly celebrated man, as seen on &
near approach, was so totally at variance
with what T had previously conceived from
his writings that I could hardly believe it
was the same person. Oceasionally, in-
deed, the fervor of the poet warmed his ex-

ression and always the fire of genins

Eind]ed his eye, but in general an affection of
fashion pervaded his manner and the insouci-
ance. of satiety spread a languor over his
conversation. He was destitute of that
simplicity of thought and manner which
is the attendant of the highest intellect
and which was so conspicuous in Scott. He
was always aiming at effect, and the effeet
he desired was rather that of fashion than
genius—he sought rather to astonish than
impress. He seemed blass with every en-
joyment of life, affected rather the succees-
ful roue than the great poet, and deprecated
beyond everything the cant of morality.
‘The impression he wished to leave on the
mind was that of a man who had tasted to
the dregs of all the enjoyments of life,
and, above all, of high life, and thought
everything else mere balderdash and affec-
tation. * * * Yet amid all ‘this
wretched conceit traces of inherent great-
ness appeared, and I have seen his eyes fill
with tears when, in rowing through the
great canal or riding along the shore of
Lido, he recounted some of the glorious
events of Venetian story.

2000 pounds were, according to the Madge-
bourg Gazette, thrown more than 100
yards.

The rea-
gon for its failure was found to be a a flaw
in the inner steel tube, which could not be
seen till the burst took place. Austria,

Beer by the Million Gallons.
From the New York Tribune.

From statistics which have been recently
compiled by the officials of the United
States internal revenue department, and
which have been supplied by General Max
Weber, collector of the third district in this
city, it appears that during the year 1881
96,000,000 gallons of beer were consumed in
this country, and 780,000,000 on the con-
tinent of Kurope and jn Great Britain and
Ireland, The total value of this beer may
be computed at not less than $250,000,000;
and of the whole quantity England, Scet-
land and Ireland used ag much as 282,000,-
000 gallous, or nearly one-third, the popula-
tion drinking at the rate of about eight and
a half gallons each per annum. In
Germany 246,000,000  gallons - were
cousumed, at the rate of some five
snd a half gallons per head. The
United States stand third on the
list, the average being about two and a half
gallon for each inhabitant. ~The consump-
tion in Austria amounted to 72,000,000
gallons, or at the rate of two gallons per
head. Belgium, considering the number of
its inhabitauts, drinks more beer than any
other nation in the world, Her people
swallow upon the average nine gallons of
beer each per annum, and the total amount
used last year in the country was 48,000,-
000 gallons. France eoasumed exactly the
same uantity, but, her population being
six times that of Belgium, each of her in-
habitants drank only about one and one-
half gallons. France, in fact, drinks less
beer per_head than any other of the great
pations, Rns:ia, which consumed only
1,800,000 gallons, alone excepted. Evenin
Denmark the consumption is at the rate
of three and a half gallons per head.
The sum spent for beer in 1881 by the vari-
ous countries may be roughly compnted at
as follows: Great Britain, $72,000,000 ;
Giermany, $65000,000; United Siates,
£26,000,000 ; Austria, $20,000,000; Bel-
gium, 814 000,000 ; France, $15.000,000,
and Russia, $500,000. The Belgian, there-
fore, may be considered as the greatest
beer-drinker ; and this is as i% should be,
for Belgium is the home of the modern sys-
tem of brewing. It should be borne in
mind, however, that since littlc beer, com-
paratively speaking, is consumed in Scot-
land and Ireland, where whisky is the ‘‘na-
tional ” beverage, England, if taken with-

bably at the rate of at least ten gallons per
