lows:The Opening of Summer.
The holiday of the 24th gave many 

Toronto people the opportunity of having 
a bit of an “ outing ” and getting a eight 
of the country and green fields. Those 
who took the chance coulcf scarcely help 

realizing that we are now at the opening of 
summer, and a very favorable opening 
too, it may be added. For once the fruit 
croakers will surely have to take back 
seats. Just now the show of blossoms on 
the fruit trees is magnifiaient. The 
customary spring story about the buds 
being nearly all killed and a fruit famine 
impending, can hardly be made to do duty 
this year, we should say. In the States 
the peach crop is expected to be 
the heaviest known, for many years. 
All accounts agree 
Canada and the States there is a 
much stronger development of summer 
heat than there was last year or the year 
before, up to this date. And not only is 
this the case on the North American con- 
tinent,but from England we hear of almost 
phenomenal sunshine and summer heat. 
After failures repeated the English wheat 
crop gives promise of being the best known 
for a dozen years or more. The summer 
of 1883 was a cold one, on both sides of 
the Atlantic, but it looks as if 1884 were to 
be a year of compensation. In the North­
west the spring was earlier than usual,and 
very early sowing has been the rule there 
in consequence. It is highly improbable 
that we shall hear of frozen wheat this, 
year, or perhaps for fifteen or twenty years 
to come.

Owing to dry weather during April, it 
may be thatr hay will be a lighter crop 
than usual, though there is still time 
enough for a good growth during the next 
six weeks. According to present appear 
auces, the season ought to be a good one 
for spring wheat and barley, but we must 
wait for time to tell. A warm season, as 
this summer promises to be, means good 
crops generally, while cold in summer b 
what the farmer has most to dread,-"Snd 
more so in Europe than in America. ~ In 
the first report of the Ontario bureau of 
industries for this year, dated May 15, 
there are some unfavorable points, especi­
ally with regard to fall wheat. But the 
report, though dated in May, is really 
made up from observations taken during 
April, and the more favorable weatherof the 
last three or four weeks must have wrought 
a great change for the better, all over the 
country, South of the lakes the move­
ment of the warm wave northward has 
been earlier than usual and very decided;

Popular WortsSir Klehard Cartwright*. Speech.

To the Editor of The World.
Sib : The reformera have found a policy. 

Sir Richard Cartwright’s speech b a great 
improvement on the utterances of some of 
hb enthusiastic backers. We did not hear 
him repeat the blunder of the American 
democrats, who, by their declarations in 
favor of a tariff for revenue only lost the 
votes of a number of their adherents and 
destroyed their chance of reducing the tar­
iff at all. We did not hear him remark 
that the tariff could be reduced “ all at 
once,” thereby coolly intimating to the 
great manufacturing interests of the 
country that they must not 
purchase machinery, build factor­
ies, nor train apprentices because we 
intend to swamp them -not “all at once,” 
but gradually—with foreign goods—or, aa 
we may say, to drown them by inches.

Neither did he say that the purpose of a 
tariff was simply to collect revenue—in 
other words, that a tariff might as wisely 
be'laid upon tea or sugar (which we cannot 
make, and laying a tariff on which helps 
nobody) as upon woollen and cotton cloth, 
which we can make, and a tariff on which, 
and their like gives employment to many 
thousands of our people, gives us producers 
as well as consumers in our midst, and 
factories as well as markets within our 
borders.

What Sir Richard Cartwright said was 
—and Canadians will agree with him— 
that, a modification of the tariff in the 
interests of both consumers and manufac­
turers is desirable. The national policy 
was not planned by either party, but by 
men who belonged to neither. The fol 
lowers of Sir John Macdonald never were 
equal to ita origination, and each succeed, 
ing session proves them more unequal to 
ite management.

They have placed duties on many 
articles for which every doctrine of pro­
tection demands free entrance, to others 
which should enter free they have given a 
nominal free entrance—a free entrance bo 
bunglingly given that the Canadian pur­
chaser pays double w hat it costs the Amer­
ican. Of the articles produced ig Canada, 
some important ones are adulterated, to 
the great injury of the consumer, and no 
enactment has been attempted to protect 
him. Modification—and not only modifi­
cation—is needed.

But the most important departure in Sir 
Richard’s speech—a welcome departure 
from the tiresomely beaten track of Cana­
dian politicians—a departure no Canadian 
party leader has hitherto ventured to 
make—is his decided advocacy of inde­
pendence—an advocacy in which 
obtain the sympathy of every Canadian 
whoso sympathy is valuable.
