He was a son of the Gen. Hull who surren­
dered at Detroit.

The artillerymen were buried 
on tlie slope of the bill. The dead were only 
buried about two feet deep and nowaday» the 
spade of the eexton turns up skulls in tbs 
ghastly manner of the Shake»persan grave­
digger or old Kaepar's ploughshare.

At the gate leading to the church is pointed 
out the place where the American dead who 
could not be buried were burned. Two 
hundred bodies, local tradition says, were 
piled up, fuel piled over them, the torch ap­
plied and the whole given over to the most 
awful holocaust that baa ever smirched Can­
adian soil No grave-digger disturbs their 
bones. The cemetery has been shamefully 
neglected. The ground is overgrown and 
run wild, the, old gray stones that marked the 
rearing places of the dead are in many in­
stance» overthrown, broken and defaced. The 
wooden tablets have been, with three excep­
tions, destroyed, fences are rotting and tum­
bled down and the place unoared for and 
desolate. Yet it is full of interest to the 
student. It was a burying ground before and 
it became a shambles on the day of battle.

I found one little tablet to-dsy, a piece of 
rough brown stone, rudely carved, oesnng 
dete 1798. It records the death of one Mr.
Skinner. Another moss-grown, old yellow 
slab; crumbling with age, is in memory of 
James Heaslip, who died Jan. 7,1813., Bnt 
those stones in memory of men who 
died in the battle possess the greatest 
interest. They are very few in number and 
many cannot now be deciphered. There la 
one, a substantial granite pillar, to the mem­
ory of Captain Robert Dosais Patteson of tiiefith 
Regimentof Infantry. Royal 1st Warwickshire.
Above the inscription is the crest of the regi­
ment and on the reverse aide these words:
“ Erected by order of hia surviving!brothers 
and eistera-T. 0. P.” The T. G P. stands 
for T. 0. Patteson, the postmaster of Toronto.
Cant. Patteson served under Sir John Moore 
and the Duke of Wellington in Spain, and waa 
killed at Port Erie after Lundy's Lane. Just 
above it is a marble slab to the memory of 
Lient William Hemphill, of the Royals, w-bo 
was killed at Lundy’s Lane, erected by hi* 
son, Lieut-Col Hemphill, of the 28th Oame- 
ronians, in 1864, and beside it one to Lieut- 
CoL Gordon and Capt Torrens, both killed at 
Fort Erie, erected by Major Barry Fox, their 
friend and companion, in l85Lj 

Wandering through this city of the dead I 
came to an iron fence surrounding a stone 
cairn, surmounted by aflat marble slab, mark­
ing the tomb of Lieut-CoL the Hon. Cecil 
Bishonp of the 1st Foot Guards and Inspect­
ing Field Officer of Upper Canada at tbps 
time. He had served with distinction in 
Holland, Spain and Portugal, was mortally 
wounded while engaged at Black Rock 
July 13, 1813, and died three days after. He 
was the Only son of the Baron de La Zonobe 
Sir Cecil Bishopp. The tomb was restored in 
1846 by his sisters. Of the three wooden 
slabs remaining only one can be deciphered, 
that of Private Wilson of the Royal Can­
adian Rifle Regiment Several old warriors 
have been buried here in later times, among 
others Lieut-OoL Philip Delates and Major 
Richard Leonard of the 104th Regiment

Here, too, is the family burying ground of 
Mr. Street, within whose enclosure there are 
eleven graves, from the big gray slab 
that marks the last resting place of Samuel 
Street of Connecticut,who settled here in 1700 
and died in 1844, to the marble tombof Thomas 
Clarke Street, M.P., who died in 1872, Here 
also are the grave» of the Pearls, the 
Cooks, the Biggars, the Jnrmaline, all old 
families, and there are numberless graves so 
overgrown with bushes that the atones cannot 
be seen and the names even are forgotten. The 
old sexton, himself an old. soldier, tells won­
derful atoriee of this old graveyard and moral­
ises stoically when hi» spade turns up the 
bones of forgotten heroes.

The Lundy’s Lane Historical Society held a 
celebration here to-day. The society is newly 
created And the object is to restore the grounds 
in some way. They met at the cemetery this 
afternoon, the principal persons present being 
Rev. Mr. Bull, President; Richard Spawn,
J. C. Hull, Wm. Dalton, H. (ft. A. Cook,
V. M. Porter and James Murray. The inten­
tion was to have an interchange of ideas, 
but, as nobody App ared to have any, they 
put up a sign showing that this was indeed 
the site of the great battle, spread some 
American and Canadian flags about and 
then fell to thinking. Finally somebody got 
shovels and all hands went to work digging 
for relics. There waa no difficulty in finding 
remains and many interesting mementoes 
were carried off. The World secured a very 
fair sample of a skull and cross-bones, sundry 
detached teeth and other similar debris and a 
pair of buttons of more or less vaine.

About 0 o’clock a wind fall appeared in the 
shape of An American county school conven­
tion, some fifty strong. Being learned they 
quickly consented to remain ana subsequently 
partook of lemonade, cake and other light 
refreshment at the Mechanics’ Hall Later a 
meeting was held in the Town Hall which was 
fairly well attended. The principal speakers 
were the Americans, and being there, nobody, 
of course, could claim that there had been »
Canadian victory. The historical part was 
done by a person named Remmington, 
who runs a crematory in Buffalo and is natur­
ally interested in dead things.

As it stands Lundy’s Lane Cemetery is a 
disgrace to the country and to the people. It 
would be no more than an act of decency for 
the Government to restore the place and make 
it what it commemorates, a place of glory to 
every Canadian.

IT WAS A GBAUD VICTORY.THE ST. THOMAS ACCIDENT.

CnllnsUin of the Inquest—Tke Evidence 
•f «be Train llnnds.

St. Thomas, Ont., July 26.—The adjourned 
inquest on the death of thq victims of the late 
collision opened this evening at 7.30 in the 
Court House before Coroner Vanbuskirk.

The first witness waa brakeman John Mason, 
who testified to being on the tram on the day 
of the disaster. He saw both Donnelly and 
the conductor, neither of whom were under 
the influence of tiquor. He examined the first 
two coaches at the Port and saw that the 
brakes worked ell right He saw the oonduo: 
tor examine several other cars. He came upon 
the Inst coach, but heard no whittle on »t> 
pruaohma- the crowing at St Thomas.

Allan Davis, brakeman on the front part 
of the train, was standing two or tnree 
coaches from the rear of the train at the Port 
when the engineer applied the brakes and he 
felt the brakes working all right He heard 
two whistles at St Thomas. The first was 
for the semaphore and the second waa an 
uncertain one. He did not apply brakes. He 
believed the engineer and the conductor were 
both sober. He did not think the conductor 
tested the brakes at Port Stanley. Assista» t- 
Superinteudent Larmour explained the action 
taken by the Grand Trunk Railway Company

Last night the body of Temperance Hall 
waa crowded with carpenter* on strike, to 
hear addresses from well-known trades union­
ists on the present aspect of the struggle. 
Mr. Alex. Harris, Chairman of the Carpent­
er»’ Strike Committee, presided, and there 
were on the platform a number of presidents 
and secretaries of other unions in this city. 
Mr. James Ruse, President of the Amalga­
mated Carpenters and Joiners’ Union, made a 
brief opening speech and was followed by Mr. 
Billings of the Stonemasons’ Union, who 
said that if the carpenters remained solid they 
must win. They most not mind the few who 
bad left their ranks. Perhaps necessity sud 
hunger of the family had driven them to it. 
They were more to be pitied than blamed. 
The atonemasena won, and to, he predicted, 
would the carpenters.

Mr. John Armstrong of the Typographical 
Union spoke to a similar effect The car­
penters were fighting the Waterloo of the 
building trades of Toronto. [Applause.] He 
hoped that ere long all the trades interested 
in building would combine He spoke highly 
of the benefits of organized labor; and hoped 
that eight hours would be "the standard labor­
ing hours of all trades. [Applause.] In tbit 
battle the carpenters bad the hearty co­
operation, sympathy, and support of the 
printers ip this oitv. - ,

Mr. Thomas Webb of the Builders' Labor­
ers’ Union said that six year» ago the laborers 
had nine cents an hour and the brioklay 
32.76 a day. So the laborers started a union. 
They were now 900 strong, ana 184 cents was 
the lowest paid, most of them getting 20 and 
21 cents an furor. Every organization of 
labor and trade in Toronto ought to assist the 
striking carpenters.

President Fraser of the Machine Wo<M- 
workers’ Union having spoken briefly, the 
chairman called on Mr. P. J. McGuire, G. f « 
of A. B. 0., who received au ovation, the 
audience rising and cheering lustily. He de 
livered a long and able address on the prin­
ciples of unionism, with special reference to 
the Toronto carpenters’. strike. He said he 
had been very successful in settling matters ia 
the trad# in Chicago and he hoped to do the 

(Applause.) They had been out 
six weeks, and he complimented them on their 
appearance. They didn’t look half-starved, 
and they had not " caved in," ae the boeete 
thought they would. They had a better < r- 
ganization now than when he addressed them 
on that platform five yean ago. He urgtd 
them to keep together, for to split 
would be to dig their own grates. 
He had investigated their ease and found.tin 
there waa no city ot the size of Toronto, -nil 
160,000 population, in the United States that 
paid as small wages as did the boss carpenters 
of Toronto. He could name eighteen cities 
with less than 60,000 population where the 
carpenters were paid 26 cents an hoar and 
more. Cities of 160,000 paid 271 a»d 30 cents 
an hour. And yet here the bosses objected to 
26 cents an hour to the carpenters, whilst giv. 
ing 831 to bricklayers and masons. This, he 
proceeded to argue, was because thosatrad* 
had remained firm, strong unionism. The 
employers of Toronto ought to do the same ae 
the employers and bricklayers of I 
They appointed a committee of five 

’ing both sides, with an umpire, 
strike waa satisfactorily settled, eigh 
being tied as the day’s work, and the men to 
receive five cents an hour more than they 
asked. Amongst the carpenters over 6003 
were working only eight hours a day.

Turning to the local strike, be said the 
were not on strike against non-union man, but 
for the minimum rate of 26 cents an hour. (A 
voice: "30 per cent.”] The union was the 
friend of every fair, . honest carpenter ia 
Toronto, bnt the enemy of every unfair jerry- 
building contractor. Strikes were educational 
in many ways.

Gathering on the Battle Field.
A queer case" is that of three young men, 

Hastings Porter, Charles Porter and Edwin 
Langstaff, living in the vicinity of Thornhill, 
who were arrested last Friday on the charge 
of having kidnapped Harry Sylvester, a boy 
of 16, who came from England this spring. 
Briefly the facts are these:

Sylvester is .the sdn of Dr. Henry Syl­
vester, a physician living at 7 Besaborough 
Gardens, Westminster, London, Eng., and 
by all accounts He is one of three frequent 
harum-scarum youths with, a bad temper, to 
bad that bis father cannot control him. He 
was for a time on a British training ship 
after leaving school, where he caused trouble 
to parents and teachers, and finally his father 
tent him to Canada to learn farming with 
Mr. Hastings Porter, a young English gentle­
man, the son of the Dean of Birmingham, 
who ia farming 
hia brother Charles, who came out jp March 
last. Recent event! have led to the arrest of 
the two Portera and Edwin Langstaff, 
the atm of John Langstaff, a well 
to do fanner living near by. 
preliminary investigation took place at 2 

-o’clock yesterday in Judge Morgan’s room, the 
Court House, before Messrs. J. M.
J.P., and Thomas Uttley. J.P., and the facts 
elicited there will give information additional 
to what The World has already said. County 
Crown Attorney Badgerow conducted the 
prosecution, while Mr. Fred M. Morion of 
Bigelow &.Motion defended the prisoners,who 
sat together on a bench. The Porters are 
typical young Englishmen of the better class, 
ruddy faced and stout, Hastings wearing a 
rather load suit of very rough yellow checked 
tweed, and Chari* being attired in a light 
grey checked suit They were attended by a 
couple of other well-dressed young Britishers, 
who are also amateur farmers, one being a son 
of the Dean of Canterbury. Langstaff is a 
young Canadian of good appearance, who tot k 
the affair much more coolly than hia associates 
in trouble. The information charged that the 
defendants did unlawfully, forcibly and 
feloniously can* Harry Sylvester to be trans­
ported out of Canada against hia will, and 
that they unlawfully, forcibly and feloniously 
held him to serve against hie will in Canada.

The first witness w* Mr. Abraham Hibber- 
son, who ia a gentleman of leisure boarding at 
the Mineral Springs Hotel, Thornhill, and 
who is also an Englishman ot mature age, and 
longer in Canada than the Porters. It w* 
Mr. Hibbereon who laid thg information, and 
hia evidence contains the chief facts on 
whioh the reasons for prosecution are based. 
His evidence waa to the effect that when he 
first met Harry Sylvester, which wss in the 
latter part of last June, the lad complained of 
bad treatment by Hastings Porter and was 
rejoicing at having left him. ’ He had neither 
shoes nor socks and his flannel shirt bad been 
worn for a month. Rev. Mr. Bates gave him 
shoes and sodlcs. The boy had been put to 
work with Farmer John Langstaff but Mr. 
John Langstaff grew tired of him, refused to 
keep him and said he would have him arrested 
as a vagrant because be had found that 
under an old set people walking around with­
out employment oonld be arrested. Mr. Hib- 
berson said that he took the boy to sleep with 
him at the hotel, and that young Sylvwter 
was very rustle* and nervous and cried out 
in hi* sleep fearing Hastings Porter. One 
evening the two of them went to Porter’s 
house and Harry asked for the key of hie 
trunk which Porter had, * he desired to get 
tome clean clothes, It waa refused. He also 
demanded two revolvers and a clasp knife but 
Porter said he had sold them and he 
refused to give up the money h», had 

for them. That night Hastings 
Porter and Langstaff entered Hibber- 
son’a room at midnight and Porter in­
sisted that Harry should accompany him be­
came he wanted him to assist in binding early 
next morning. Harry refused, even under 
threats of force, raid he was afraid of Porter 
and put himself under the care of the witness. 
It was finally agreed that Harry should spend 
the rest of the night at the house of Rev. Mr. 
Bates and go to Langstaff’» in the morning, 
and the party of four went ont, Mr. Hibber- 
son accompanying the boy. Once out Porter 
went bock on the agreement, and when they 
got to Mr. Bates’ bouse he positively refused 
to allow the lad to enter, but he and Langstaff 
forced him along the road, each holding an 
arm. That was the last Mr. Hibbereon' raw 
of him and he alleged that Harry had been 
abducted.

To Mr. Motion the witness raid that he had 
acted only as a Christian and a fellow-country­
man of the lad’s would act. Harry bad been 
unjustly and cruelly need and had raid that if 
Hastings Porter ever dared to mention his 
mother’s name he would shoot him.

Rot. W. W. Bates, the Anglican rector at 
Thornhill, told of how long he bad known 
Harry. When henaked Porter about the lad 
he raid he was thoroughly bad, but the boy 
complained of ill-treatment and when he raked 
the witness to write to hia father the latter 
did sol He considered him a good average 
boy.

This concluded the evidence. There being 
nothing whatever against Charles Porter he 
w* discharged,but the others were committed 
for trial Langstaff was admitted to bail, 
binuelf in 3600 and two sureties of 3260 each. 
The Crown Attorney, considering that no 
effort had been made to produce the boy or 
show that he waa rate, refused to consent to 
bail for Porter, who was sent to jail. An 
effort will be made to-dsy to have him admitted 
by Judge Morgan.

Where It Harry Sylvester?
Of course in a preliminary investigation no 

defenoe can be made and the prisoners yes­
terday oonld not therefore attempt to show 
where Harry Sylvester is. But their conten­
tion, which will probably be sworn to in affi­
davits in the application for bail for Porter, is 
this: That, as waa in the power of Porter, be 
wm placed with a farmer named Burnham, 
living a few miles from Kincardine, and that 
Burnham will be ready to swear to this: that 
the làd ran away from Burnham and got 
work on a fishing smack at Kincardine, and 

he is somewhere around Lake Huron—if 
he has not met with a mishap or again changed 
hit location.

A BIO BLAZE AT OTTAWA.

The Official Debates of the Senate and Com­
mons Injured by Fire.

Ottawa, July 26.—-What threatened to be 
a very disastrous fire broke out about 8 o’clock 
this evening in some sheds in the rear of A. 8. 
Wood bum’s printing office, Elgin-street, and 
in a few minutes spread to the third floor of the 
building used as a bindery, where the official 
debtitSb of the Senate and Commons for last 
session were laid out for binding. The flames 
made short work of the sheds and did some 
damage to The Journal printing office, but 
nddhng of consequence and the issue of tlie 
paper will not be affected. The fire was very 
tierce for awhile and threatened to sweep away 
the whole block, but the firemen worked 
splendidly and in half an hour after they ar­
rived bad it under control The fire was 
burning for some time before the alarm was 
struck and had made great headway before 
any water was thrown on it

The loss on the building and 
the debates, will probably not 
and is fully covered by insurance. The Senate 
debates are safe and uninjured. There was no 
insurance on them. There is some doubt 
whether the Commons debates can be used or 
not. They were all folded ready for binding 
and the flames scorched the edges and they 
were also pretty well drenched, but it is 
thought that with close trimming of the edges, 
the margins being large, they can be utilized. 
It is impossible to tell positively to-night 
whether tney will have to be reprinted or not If 
they have to be the loss on them will be 
about 820,000, which is fully covered'by in­
surance, the official debate» being one of the 
few things which the Government keeps 
insured from the time they are commenced 
until finished.

If you go 
over to the American side you have to 
take a carriage It a cost of many shekels, 
while the bridge-keqper divre deep into you r 
pocket; the custom house officer msnglw your 
grip-sack, and the driver impress* you with 
the id* that about 82 will be the correct thing 
to solace him for having bwtowed on you the 
honor of his company. He will also point out 
to yon the varions plue* along the way where 
spirituous viands are to be had for money— 
your money, of course—*nd if you retuw to 
take the hint; will look at you and breathe 
bard in a most uncomfortable, not to say de­
moniac, way that begets in you an unholy de­
sire to revive on the spot tjie rite of human 
sacrifice.

Seventy-three years ago Gen. Brown, com-

bane, whither, at 5.30 in the evening, came 
Gen. Drummond from Toronto by way 
of Queenaton with" 800 regulars Wind 
militia Brown had been threaten­
ing an attack with his whole force, 

when Drummond arrived' Riall had al- 
y commenced a retreat, his advance 
d, 800 strong, being already some distance 

away. Drummond promptly rant to recall 
them and at once formed his lino of battle. 
Onjthe summit of the hill he planted a battery 
of five field gone, with two brass 24-pounders 
slightly in advance. In rear of the battery be 
l**|»d the 89th Reriment, a detachment of the 
Royal Soots and the light oompani* of the 
41st. The Glengarry Light Infantry held the 
right and the Canadian militia and,» detach­
ment of the 3d Buffs the loft, while a squad­
ron of the 19th Light Dragoons were placed 
slightly in the rear. The enemy were already 
within 600 yards, the advance guard consist­
ing of Scott’s brigade, being 2000 strong, 
while Ripley’s brigade, which soon joined, 
added 2000 more, and Brown himrelf shortly 
arrived with another 1000 men.

From 6.80 until 9 o’clock Drummond fought 
the American forces, his cannon doing terrible 
execution and bis men standing firm, even 
when his left flank wm flung back to the crest 
of the hill by sheer weight of numbers and 
his gunners were being Dayonetted M they 
worked their piec*. At the latter hour 
Riall’» advance guard, which had been re­
called, came up and with it 400 militia, 
reinforcing Drummond with 1200 men. 
Then the battle raged with greater fury 
than ever. The moon shed a faint light that 
failed to pierce the battle smoke and waa lost 
before the spouting flameof the artillery and 
the volleyingimuiiket. By a desperate charge 
the Americans at length raptured the battery 
and drove the British troops over the hill, but 
old Drummond tl*ew off his hat, called his 
men, and with a grand cheer they swept back 
again over the hill, retook their own battery, 
and, rapturing one gun of the enemy, turned 
it against the Americana Bnt the latter were 
not yet satisfied. Pushing their guns clow up 
to Drummond's batteries there ensued a 
cannon duel at a few paces, dealing wreck and 
ruin about in horrible manner. But British 
cold steel was again brought into play and at 
midnight, with the bayonet goading bis sides. 
Brown reluctantly began hia retreat, halting 
at Chippewa and finally falling back on Fort 
Erie.

The battle field wm a terrible spectacle. 
Seventeen hundred men lay deed and wounded 
on the trampled and torn sod, while those un­
hurt were literally exhausted. The, British 
loss was 870. The Americans had 930 killed 
and wounded and lost 300 prisoners. The 
Americans call the battle Bridgewater and 
claim it as a victory for tliemselveA

To-day there is scare a trace of the battle to 
be found. Standing on the eminence that 
formed the key of the position one cannot un­
derstand how Drummond's 1600 could stand 
before Brown’s 5000, The bill is nothing more 
than a gentle slope up which a regiment could 
come at the doub'e without winding them. In 
no place ia there anything like a declivity, and 
Brown could have marched around either of 
the British flanks with the utmost ease. 
There is not a strong piece of ground 
within miles, and there was no forest on the 
bill to screen its defenders Lundy’s Lane is 
a nice piece of sandy country road that com* 
up the little ascent and then runs along 
towards Welland. It was back over this 
road that the left wm thrown when that flank 
was turned, and it waa aero* this road that 
both armira swept in the carnage of their 
bayonet charges. At the foot of the bill there 
is a cross road, and on this road and the lane 
stands the town of Drummond ville, now railed 
Niagara Falls South, presumably because it is 
not south from Niagara. On this cross-road 
there still stands a house and stable belonging 
to Mr. Silence, which were in existence at the 
time of the battle. Both were pierced with 
cannon balls, and to this day «how the soars 
of the strife.

London, July 26.—In the House of Commons 
this evening Mr. Morley asked what had hap­
pened to explain the proclamation of the whole 
of Ireland, since the Government has assured 
the House that the law was as well obeyed in 
some parts of Ireland as in any part of Great 
Britain.

Mr. Balfour replied that he had no reason to 
change his opinion, that parts of Ireland were 
as quiet a* parts of England. What the Gov­
ernment pad dope was not to apply the whole 
CrbtieS Act to Ireland generally, but only tbe 
eub-seotions dealing with rioting, unlawful 
assemblies and obstruction of the public.

Mr. Sexton asked whether the executive, be­
fore issuing the proclamation, distinguished the 
counties where it was necessary to prevent 
crime from those where it was necessary to 
punish crime.

Mr. Balfour stated that in every case in 
which n county bad been specially proclaimed 
the proclamation had been issued because the 
Government believed in the actual existence of 
crime or intimidation.
