villa. The day before the wedding was
to come off, 1 started on the trail up
the river to see a friend, and took my
rifle along, in case I should see a deer.
These bad been a big snowstorm in
the mountains, and T expected it would
drive down lots of game. The trail
wound slong the side of a deep canon,
high up on the rocky wall, above the
stream, and I was just turning a point
of rock when I came face to face with
a bear. It was a grizzly, and a big
ome ot that. I don’t know which vas
most surprised, but I reckon I v.as a

good deal the most rattled.”

Old Joe chuckled, as he paused to
relight his pipe, and after a few hearty
whiffs he resumed:

“A¢ the first sight of me, the bear
sat up, open-jawed, and 1 guess he
must have been about six feet high.
You could have knocked me down with
a feather just them, but I saw mighty
quiek that something had to Le done,
as the bear was all bristled up, and I
knew he had no notion of turning
back, if I'd started to run, I'd have
been a goner, as he’d have took after
me, sure, I waited till I saw he was
going to rush me as soon as he drop-
ped on all fours, and then I smatched
my rifle from my shoulder as quick as
a flash, and blazed away.

Then I made up my
mind to climb one of the cottonwoods,
and stay all night in the tree, as the
safest place I could find. Sy T ¢hin-
ned up one of the smooth trunks, and
climbed through the brénches as high
as I could. There I sat on a limb for
hours, wondering whether the bear
would try to get at me, and how I
could eseape from the island. I could
hear him moving through the bushes,
and once he came to the foot of the
tree and clawed the bark, but did not
seem t0 be trying to cfimb. The night
air was very cold, but after a while I
got so sleepy and tired that I was
afraid I would fall off. So I fastened
myself safely with my belt, and soon
went to sleep, in spite of all 1 could
do to keep watchful.

Letter from the King’s Domain.
Mrs, A. M. Henderson Writes Enter-
tainingly of Her Impressions on Re-
turning to Canada, the Land of
Her Birth,

0lds, Alberta, Canada,
August 19, 1903,
To The Advocate:—

Not wishing to be found among
those who forget their promises, I
will mow try to redeem my pledge by
writing my impressions of this much
talked of country, although it scems
almost superfluous for me .to add any-
thing to what has already been writ-
ten; but as I usually keep both eyes
and ears open when in a new place, I
have done the same hero, and have
consequently learned many things that
I am sure will interest my Laurel
friends and especially the members of
the Tuesday Club, Of course, with
thousands of other ex-Canadians, who
have returned to Caneda the last few
years I had to quote on coming here,—
“Breathes there a man with soul so
dead, Who mever to himself hath said,
This is my own, my native land,
Whose heart hath ne’er within him
burned, As home his footsteps he hath
turned, From wandering on a foreign
strand!:” And yet, believe me, I fre-
quently have to be reminded that I
have passed that invisible boundary
line, which divides our two countrics.

Speaking of the boundary line re-
minds me ol a funny incident which
occurred as we reached the Canadian
Portal. A man with a heavily lcaded
wagon came across from the Amecrican
side, and was driving right on, regard-
less of customs, duties or anything of
the kind. He was promptly. interviow-
ed by the mounted police and crdered
back for examination. Of course this
put the fellow in a fury, and he de-
manded to know where their old boun-
dary line was, dcclaring ‘“he couldn’t
sea it.”” Said he, “Give me a rock and
I'll put it out here where folks can see
it.”

But it is of our present location I
fecl sure you will be most anxious to
hear,

In order to reach us alter leaving
Calgary, which is the most important
town bLetween Regina, which is our
territorial capital, and the coast, you
would go north, and very -soom you
would discover you were going up
grade. While Olds is only 55 miles
north of Calgary, yet it is 350 feet
higher in altitude.

The Olds district is situated on a
high plateau where our range of vision
is so extemsive that we can fee a
stretch of the glorious Rockies nearly
400 miles in extent, They reach south
into Montana and on far irto the
north.

Our elevation is between 4000 and
5000 feet above sea level. As one
leaves Olds to go towards Edmonton
they find the grade is downward, Ed-
monton being several hundred feet
lower in. altitude. This is why the
climate is milder there than here, al-
though 150 miles farther north, as
here altitude always counts for lati-
tude.

Béing so ncar the mountains and at
such a high elevation we often experi-
ernce sudden changes of tempcrature.

This has always been regarded as
only a ranching country, but lately
sevcral perscns have been experiment-
ing and give as their opinion that all
cereals do well, and vegetahles, with
few exceptions, are excellent, grown
here.

For the last four years there has
been too much rain through the sum-
mers, tut usually by the middle of
August fine, dry weather sets in, and
then everybody wears a smile and
talks of “Sunny Alberta’” as they all
assure us there never were such sea-
sons anywhere as the fall and winter
in this country.

On every hand you notico new build-
ings, just built or in process of con-
struction. This fact assures you that
this 18 a new country. But while you
realize you are in a territory and out
on the frontier, yet the absence of
rowdyism and crime is a never-ending
gource of wonder to newcomers, es-
pecially from the United States. It
seems so strange to see a bright,
pleasant-faced young man, with the
most gentle refined manners, holding
such a strange power over all this
motley throng of people conatantly
pouring in fromy, so meny different
countries, and ono often asks: ‘“What
is the secret of the mounted police-
man’s power in this country? Is it
the uniform with the brilliant red coat
that represents the great British Em-
pire, or what docs work such a magic
spell that crime is almost unknowm, or
only in very rare instances.”

One amusing story is told here of
some of our mounted police. Some
time ago a mamn left or was discharged
from the force, and he immediately
went down into Montana and distin-
guished himself as a cattle thief. The
officers of the law down  there sent
word to the policemon here that this
fellow was wanted there for this crime
and they suspected he was back in Al-
terta. ( Several men on the force im-
mediatelyy began & search for him.
One day two of them who had been to-
gother decided to take different di-
rections. One of them, being hot and
dusty, reached a good bathing place,
disrobed and plunged into the water,
leaving his guns with his uniform on
the bank. He had hardly more than
reached the water when the ex-police-
man, the cattle thief, appeered. Im-
mediately disrobing, he donned the
real policeman’s uniform, holding him
up, with the guns at the same time.
Then he ordered him out of the water,
made him don the thief’s clothes,
mount a horse, and was taken down
to Montans and delivered up to the
suthorities as the real cattle thiel.
The poor fellow protested, but it was
all to no purpose. Of course, he was
missed in Canada, and after a time
the matter came to light end hs was
liberated, but not umtil the real cul-
prit was far emough away to be sale
from future arrest.

We expect to make experi-
ments with fruit, grain and vegetables
in addition to stock and poultry, and
the little girl of the family has been
studying up on the bee industry here
and is planning to go into bcney-
making,

The famous Edmonton Trail peases
very. near our place, and in fact we
have to travel it in order to reach cur
ranch. This trail is over ore hundred
years older than the American Revolu-
tion. The people traveled it in thore
funny Red River carts put together
with wooden pegs and not a particle
of irony dbout them, and with buffalo
hide strotched over the wheels. As
large bands of Indians are conmstamtly
going up and down this trail, I asked
if they were dangerous. Was told they
were not, ae the old chief, Samson,
who has control over large numbers of
them, is a very devoted christian. I
am sure there must be a love story
commected with this old chief’s history
and I am going to try and hunt it up.
A short distance from us the sainted
Rev. George McDougal, the pioneer In-
dian missionary, lost his life in a
blizzard years ago, but his work re-
mains, as the Indians he labored for
are now civilized to a large extent and
many of them are devoted christians.
His som, the Rev. John McDougal, is
still at the head of the Indian mission
work here.

Rev. Edgerton Young, author of
“My Dogs of the Northland,” also
spent several years in this district and
he is loved alike by both Indians and
white men.

We can see the mountains where the
scene of “Black Rock”” is laid and also
the location of the ““‘Sky Pilot.”

I am sure every lover of Ralph Con-
nor’s stories, in Laurel, will be as glad
as 1 to know that the dear Sky Pilot
did not die, but is very much alive,
ard preaching there still. He is the
Rev. Hugh Grant, and his saintly old
aunt lives about five miles from us.
You may be sure that I will cultivate
her acquaintance and learn all I can
of her celebrated nephew. There are
a great many people here who know
Ralph Connor (Rev. Charles Gordon)
and also are acquainted with the char-
acters in his stories, all of which are
drawn from life. The minister and his
wife im “The Man from Glengary’: is
Ralph Connor’s own father and
mother. His dear mother died, but his
father still lives in Canada. He has
left himself out of tha story complete-
ly. He has a brother and sister living
in Ontario and his younger brother is
in British Columbia, the ‘‘Hughie’. of
the story. He recently lost another
brother, who was a -doctor in the
southern states.

Just directly opposite to us wo see
the mountain peaks around Banfl and
the National Park. If there were
bridges across the rivers we could
drive over in less than a day. They
expect to construct a fine coaching
road from, Calgary to the Park, and
as we are on the Edmonton trail which
leads us into Calgary we expect to
take many a pleasant drive to Banfi
and the beautiful Park with its won-
derful scenery and animals.

When the Tuesday Club would like a
fine excursion, they had better plan a
meeting at my ranch and then I'H take
them out to the mountains. Of course,
we have some buildings and improve-
ments to make before we ¢an ‘accomo-
date so many, but we hope in two
years to have our place on a good en-
tertaining basis.

Just back of Banfi, on one of the
highest peaks of the Sulphur moun-
tains, is located the Government’s Ob-
gervatory. It is between eight and
nine thousand feet above sea level and
the highest weather station on this
continent, if not in the world. The
observations of the weather will be re-
ported to Toronto and Washington
twice daily.

We expect to visit the mountains this
fall and I will write you again, with
your permission, of all I see of interest
there.

Wo have had very long days cver
since coming here, twilight lasting un-
til after ten o’clock at night and day-
light coming again at three in the
morning. But now our days are grow-
ing shorter and very soon, in the fall,
we shall be obliged to light our lamps
at four each afternoon. As kerosene
ig fifty cents a gallon, you can see that
light will be rather expensive; but as
coal is so much cheaper we can strike
the balance between them.

In all honesty, I must tell some of
the disagreeable. things we have en-
countered. We find the mosquitoes a
terrible pest of certain things. The
large bufialo flies are also a great an-
noyance, but as the country settles up
these pests will ba exterminated; the
people say already their numbers are
greatly reduced from those ¢f cther
years.

a great many and they are charmed
with our climate, our grand form of
government - with its absence of law-
lossmess, and the wonderful resources.
We have thres American real estate
agents, all booming the country o
bhard as they can.

Out of eight newspapers published om
this line five are run by Americans,
All are very loyal to Canada’s inter-
ests. Olds has a very bright, enters
prising paper which is run by one-dog-
power. Every press day one cap see
at the baock of the printing office &
large English mastiffl treading away ta
keep the machinery in motion; but as
he looks so miserable and mortifisd
with his occupation I judge he is nos
of & very literary turn of mind.
have spoken for a picture of this wom-
derful dog to send to the Advocate
force.

We mect queer poople wherever we
go, and so we find them here. One of
these freaks was telling a few days ago
to a crowd how much better every-
thimg was ‘‘down in the Staten.”
“Why,” said ke, “down thure in every
town they have a pie and lunch coun-
ter on the street, where you can get &
great dimner of roast beof, vegetables
and ‘fixens’ for just five cents, and
they urge you to eat. And all the liv-
ery stables let you put up your team
and they feed it, and when you want
it you can go and take it out and
there are no charges whatever, and no
questions.” Then he rolled out oath
after oath about this country until am
old English gentleman said: “Why do
you stay here them, if it is so much
hicer there?

Every woman is treated
with the greatest respect. The men
arq a sober, sedate class as a rule,
minding their own business and e..pcct-
imy vou to do the same. 1 don’t be-
l'eve it would be possible to fnd &
finer, more intellectual or nobler class
of men than we have here in this Can-
ada of ours.
But so many interesting Lits keep
coming to my mind that r.y letter
would certainly grow into & gerial if
I did not cut it short at once. Hop-
ing srome day to be able to introduce
my dear Laurel friends to my friends
and fellow oountrymen here, and ex-
hibit our besutiful country to your ad-
mirmg gaze, will say adiew, with -
kind wishes to all.

despise and scorn or treat with indif-
ference and meglect,

What are the practical uses of the
associmtions that are now being cstab-
lished to bring back as far as possible
the beauty man’s carelessness has
destroyed? The first step in their pro-
cedure is cleanliness. = Waste, filth and
unsightly accumulations of all sorts
are gathered and desiroyed. Metal re-
ceptacles are placed in convenient places
along the streets to receive the waste
paper, fruit skins, etc., that usually
mar the appearance of public thorough-
fares. The gutters are cleaned of
weeds, the sidewalks are put in a neat
condition, levelled and graded, muddy
hollows and ruts in the streets are
filled up, and in some cases the work
extends to greater road improvement.
Next rows of trees are planted along
the highway, elcctric and telephone
companies are rejuired to straighten
and paint thdr poles. Schools and
other public grounds are beautified
with trecs, shrubs and flowers. If pos-
sible, parks are established. Owners
and ronters of property are persuaded
to keep their private grounds in a neat
and attractive condition, and particu-
lar attention is paid to the condition
of back yards and alleys,

Pridgctown is noted as one of the
pretticst towns in this fair province.
What claim has it to this title? First,
it has Leautiful trees. Its streets are
linid* with shady maples, elms and
chestnuts, many of them upwards of a
centwry old, of magmificent growth,
and extending their long branches in
graceful arches over the highway. Most
of these trecs are on private grounds
but in some cases individuals bave
possessed sufficient public spirit to plant
rows upon the edge of the highway.
Bridgetown has also many fine modern
houses of tasteiul structure, surround-
ed by lawns and gardens, which in
most cases present a neat and attrac-
tive appearance. It has alsc a number
of private places which have the -dded
charm and dignity which the passing
of years brings to the well-owlt and
well-kept homiestead, with its setting
of trees, shrubbery and lawn. -Beauti-
ful hawthoing, hedges enclose some of
these older places. As a frame sur-
rounding a picture, the town is en-
circled by low, undulating hills,

Why then should an improvement
association be necded here? If Bridge-
town is already so charming what
work could such an association find to
ceeupy itself with? Perhaps if we take
a view of Bridgetown with the eye of 2
stranger we chall get a better impres-
sion of both its charms and its de-
feets. The tourist, for instance, trav-
elling by rail through the Valley, has
been feasting his eyes upon the Leauti-
ful panorama of natural scenery. The
train stops at Bridgetown, and  he
steps upon a platform extending across
the frant of a long, low yellow struc-
ture, which is flanked on one side hy a
barn-like building, a few small tcuses
jn the rear, and on the other by a
bare open plot of ground. When he
glences inside the door of the waiting
room he sees a small, square Lox of a
room, with a narrow bench running
arovnd three sides. He does not need
to take a seat to appreciate what com-
fort a traveller may enjoy while wait-
ing for the train, nor will ke cxpress
surprise that the majority przfer wait-
ing outside even in a pouring sain or
o scorching sun on the shadeless plat-

to approve the borrowing of a sum not
to exceed five thousand five hundred
dollars to construct a partial system
of sewerage in the said Town, within
tho limits hereinaiter defined, under the
provisions of Chapter 61 of the Acts
af Nova Scotia for 1900 and the amend-
m.nts thereto. ‘The proposed district
includes Granville street from Queen
s.reet to the top of Hoyt's Hill, and
the street leading from Mr. Beckwith's
storo to its eastern end by Messrs.
Hicks’ factory, and the three streets
east of Queen street connecting these
two streets.

Upon the construction by the said
town of a system of sewerage in the
said town under_the provisions of this
chapter, the interest upon the money
botrowed for that purpose, the sinking
fund hereinafter provided for, and the
expense of maintaining the said system
in the future, shall be provided by the
said town as follows, that is to say:

and steges of removation or® decay.
He observes the lack of any regular
grading of the street, gutters and side-
walks, but that ‘they are pretiy nearly
on a level as to cloanliness. Waste
paper, fruit skine and other debris
strew his pathway. If & bit of the
sidewalk is paved or cemented, groups
of loafers orpament it with their ex-
pectorations. Let us say nothing of
the unsavory odors that salute his nos-
trils. Happily the tourist does not
arrive in the early spring or late fall,
go he is spared the distastefulness and
the resident is spared the chagrin and
mortification of having him witness
teams and pedestrians alike, wallow-
ing through the mire which covers the
bighwey dignificd by the title of Queen
street. If the route of the tourist
takes him along Granvilie Street east
he cannot fail to observe our most
famous structure, the post office, of
quaint antique design. Let us hope
he will not happen to visit it on a
rainy day during the opening of the
mails. Farther up the street we trust
he will be occupied with viewing the
many pretty and attractive private
residences so that it may haply escape
his notice that tiyg sewerage on this
street runs in the gutters and through
private grounds. If the tourist walks
abroad in early morn or dewy eve he
will have to dispute the right-of-way
with the Jerseys and Holsteins going
and coming from pasture, and it at
all fgstidious will place his footsteps
with due care and precision after he
has passed them.

Limited space prevents us from fol-
lowing tourist farther, but we think
it possible we have convinced our
readers that a civic improvement
league even in Bridgetown might find
employment. Until some public-spirited
citizen arises to the occasion and
leads in such a movement, let us each
be a committee of one to remedy such
defects gnd disfigurements as an exam-
ination of our own premises reveals.

This article is not written in a spirit
of carping criticism, but that we may
recognize our needs, and keeping them
in view look forward to their attain-
ment as circumstances may favor us.

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The Dominion Entomologist’s Reply to
Mr. Messenger.
R. J. Messenger, Esq.,
Bridgetown, N. 8.
My Dear Mr, Messenger,—

The small beetles sent with your let-
ter of the 27th ult, are the Shot-
borer, Xyleborus dispar, which you
will find figured and referred to on
page 200 of my report for 1897, of
which I send you & copy herewith.
This insect has been very destructive
indeed in some parts of Nova Scotis,
and has a bad habit of running a gal-
lery all round @ branch just beneath
the bark, so that frequently a branch
is left hanging by a few shreds of
wood, and a great deal of harm is
done by the galleries which are bored
‘nto the solid Wood of the tree. The
on'y remedy which has done much
good is to wash the trees, beginning
late in May if that is the time the
beetles first appear, with a soap wash
containing carbolic acid.

Although the Shot-borer is, luckily
for you, new to you as an injurious
insect, it has at different times done
a great deal of harm in your province.

“SHOT-BORER (XyleLorus dispar
Fab.)—This injurious enemy of the ap-
ple .conﬁnuw to commit serious depre-
dations in the orchards of Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island, where it
attacks both apple and plum trees.
The most extensive injury brought to
my notice during the past season oc-
curred at Grand Pre, Kings County,
N. 8, where George Johnson, the Do-
mionion statistician, fouyd the beetles
working much havoc in his owm or-
chard as well as in those of several of
his neighbors. The best remedy for
this insect i& the wash mentioned by
Mr. John S. Woodworth, of Berwick,
N. S., in my report for 1894, viz,
washing the trees fiable to attack,
three times,—early and late in June
and once in July, with the following:
Soft soap, 1 gallon; water, 3 gallons;
carbolic acid, 3 pint. This same mix-
ture has been used successfully against
the Peach Bark-borer (Phloeotribus
liminaris, Harris.”

Note.—Tho’ Dr. Fletcher speaks of it
as a serious pest, he does not cite in-
stances of trecs being killed outright
by it, as has been the case during the
past few weeks in orchards around
Carleton’s Corner. As its life history
or description is not appended in the
paragraph above, I may say that the
borer spoken of is black, about one-
eighth of an inch in length, showing
under an ordinary lens six legs with
{wo antennac at the fore part of head,
which is of about the samesize as the
two Indistinctly divided body segments.
This little creature bores holes straight
into the trunk and branches of trees,
the hole being about the size of bird
shot, hence, probably its name. Young
trees, two to six years from trans-
planting, are chiefly affected. The re-
medy spoken of above is simple and it
is hoped it may prove effectual.

New Signal Submarine Bells.

Ottawa, May 31.—The Light House
Board will meet in a few days and re-
port upon some' thirty points upon the
St. Lawrence and the Atlantic Coast
at which it is intended to place sub-
marine bells.

Next year these submarine bells will be
placed in other parts of the Dominion,
sa that they will be located &t all

In about three weeks the Lurcher
lightship of Yarmouth, N. 8., and the
Anticosti’of the Island of Anticosti,
will be equipped with these submarine
bells. Commander Spain has been

The Water Supply.

THE FARM WELL-THE CHEESE
FACTORY AND CREAMERY.
Department of Agriculture,

Commissioner’s Branch,
Ottawa, May 28.
Some startling facts in regard to
the water supply of our farms, cheese
factories and creameries were brought
out at the confarence of dairy instruc-
tors and experts held in Ottawa last
fall, the official report of which is now
being [distributed by Mr. J. A. Rud-
dick, Chicf of the Dairy Division, Ot-
tawa. In discussing the sanitation of
cheese factories and creameries, Dr.
Connell, T acteriologist at the Kingston
Dairy' School, pointed out that one
great sanitary requisite is good water.
Most of our factories obtain their
water from shallow wells, only a few
using water from deep wells, springs,
creeks or rivers. Good water can be
secured from shallow or surface wells,
yet such wafer Is always classified as
puspicious by sanitarians when it is
used for drinking purposes. The rea-
son for this simply is that such water
is ground jwater, derived by seepage
through soil of the rain or snow
water. Shallow wells are usually
placed quite close to the houses or
factories which they are to supply,
and, thus the soil in their neighbor-
hood is apt to bccome contaminated,
and this contamination is sooner or
later carried by secpage into the well.
rortunately, the soil is an excellent
filtering and cleansing agent, ‘but it is
only able to dispose of a certain
amount of contaminating material.
Such disposal takes time, so that if
there is a particularly heavy rain, the
- contaminating matter may be carried
far into the earth below the purifying
layer, and thus soak unchanged into
the wells. If a large amount of this
contaminating material finds its way
into the soil, the earth becomes ‘‘sour-
ed” and can no lomger dispose of or
purify the waste, which tends to soak
into and mix with the ground water.
Some surface wells are so constructed
as to be mere surface drainage pits;
that is, they are not raised above the
surrounding earth, and hence receive
the surface washing direct. Farmers
and makers ought to realiz~ that a
surface well docs not get its water
from some hidden source below, but is
simply a collecting reservoir for the
ground water derived from rain and
snow water. And further, that if the
soil in the neighborhood of such a
well is saturated with slop water and
house or factory drainings, that soon-
er or later these will make their way
into the well.

SOME TESTS.

Prof. Shuit’s chemical analyses of
farm well water have shown the ma-
jority of the wells to be little better
than cesspools. From 100 to 200 sam-
ples a year are analysed at the chem-
ical laboratory of the Central Experi-
mental Farm, and not one-fifth of
these can be passed as safe and whole-
some. By far the greater number are
utterly condemned, while others are
reported as suspicious, putting them
in the category of those that are un-
safe to use. The bacteriological exam-
inations of Dr, Connell and Prof. Har-
rison of the Ontario Agricultural Col-
lege, show similar results. Dr. Con-
nell mentioned that out of a dozen
factory waters sent him last summer
not one was found fit for use. All
were badly contaminated, and for
drinking purposes would be immediate-
ly condemned. Later, Dr. Connell Lad
an opportunity of seeing two of the
wells from which the samples were
taken. Both were subject to direct
gross contamination from drainage
water lying under the factory floors,
and the streams of dirty slime could
be seen opening into the wells abont
four feet below the surface. Both
these waters were - very foul, so foul
ilat animals would not toucH them.
Swh a well is generally tcrmed a
“avineral”’ one in the section, probably
beeauso the sulphuretted hydrogen of
decomposition causes an odor somo-
what like that of natural sulphur
water,

IMPROVEMENT NECESSARY.

A factory well cannot be kept un-!
contaminated co long as the drainage
and whey disposal system of the fac-
tory is not carefully looked after, so
that “the first essential for a pure
water supply from the ordinary well
is good drainage. Next is the proper
construction of the well, including its
covéring, so as not to permit surface
washings flowing in. As Prof. Shutt
pointed out, this -drainage matter,
apart from its actually poisonous
character, is the very material upon
which microbes and germs live, and
water polluted from the Larnyard,
privy, ete., is always loaded with
countless millions of bacteria. It is
impogsible to turn out first class dairy
pr(?ncts where such water is used, =0
even from the dollars-and-cents stand-
point, improvement in this respect is
imperative,

It is not the smell or appearance of
water that denotes its condition.
Meony samples of water, which to the
sense of smell or sight or taste are
perfect, yet simply reek with filth,
The bacteria which we cannot detect
by our senses are far more dangerous
than those which we can detect.

The Horse for the Farmer.
—*“‘ .. - -

The farmer of to-day owes much to
that noble animal - which has bheen
man’s friend for centuries. Heé is not
only a necessity on the farm, kut adds
much to the pleasure and profit of the
farmer, writes Mr. J. H. Skinner, to
the. “‘Prainie Farmer.” :

Tho horse, besides being an impor-
tant factor in . agriculture, deserves
consideration for the part he plays in
the commercial world. Our great cit-
ies, with their. enormous commercial
enterprises, demand thousands of
horses every year. Foreign countries
call on American markets for hundreds
of horses each year. All of these must
be produced by the farmer, and with
very few exceptions by those who do
not pay especial attention to the pro-
duction of horses. Only a few types
are produced on farms, which are ex-
clusively horse farms. This being
true, the question naturally arises as
to what type of horses is best suited
to the farm, or, in other words, what
is the best horse for the farmer?

If we were asked to describe the best
horse for farm work the task would
not be so difficult. But no considera-
tion of this subject should ignore the
question of profit to be derived from
horses on the farm. In fact, a farmer
will find about as ecasy money in a
few frst-class horses to put on the
market, as any other branch of his
business. Somo one must grow the
horses for city and commercial use,
and no one is better prepared to do it,
so far as feed and surroundings are
concerned, than the farmer. Under
most conditions, farmers cannot afford
to lose sight of the profits to be made
from this source.

On most farms a few colts can be
grown each year very cheaply and
with but very little trouble, Thia en-
ables one to dispose of the older
horses, and thus keep young stock,
which will be increasing in value.
Geldings should never be kept beyond
a suitable age, as mares will be just
as serviceable, and at the same time
produce a colt worth $£50 to 8100.
When we take into account the profits
to be gained Ly such a method and
the demands of the market, we will
doubtless be led to the conclusion that
a farmer cannot afford to produce the
horse exactly suited to farm work,

The press is full of discuss.ons on
the farm horse and how to breed him.
Some recommend one, some another,
but most of all lose sight of the mar-
ket value of the animal: Formerly
what is known as a general purpose
horse was commonly found on the
farm, and there are those who now ad-
vocate such. The market, however,
does not recognize any such class, and
when they go there they are a cheap,
unclassed horse, For this reason, if
no other, they would be unprofitable
for farmers. There is, however, an-
other consideration of more import-
ance. Modern agriculture is carried on
Ly the use of heavy implements, such
as the binder, gang plough, manure
spreader and others. These require a
great deal of power and consequently
a heavier horse than our fathers used.

Market horses may be divided into
two ‘main classes. Those for draught
purposes, such as heavy draught, ’bus,
express and so forth; harness and sad-
dle horses, which include drivers,
and seddlers,

The heavy draught horse must have
weight and strength. It is not so
much a question of height as weight.
A striclly first-class draught horse
must weigh 1,600 pounds or more.
The greater the weacht the greater the
value. They must have good feet,
legs, plenty of Lone, and quality, and
where these are coupled with good
style and action, they command the
hi_hest market price. The ’bus and
express are of lighter weight and not
so stron.ly tuilt, smoothcr and have
better action. They should not be
thought of as small draught horscs, as
they arc entirely distinct and difierent.

A study of the market shows that a
large per cent of the horses that go
there are light and unclassed, and as
a rule these are cheap and plentiful.
On the other hand, horses of the
draught type, and particularly the
heavy draught, find ready sale at good
high prices. There has been no time
during the past dcoade when a first-
class hcavy draught horse would not
sell at a profit to the -producer. Such
horses are demanded by many manu-
facturers and wholesale merchants at
ligh prices. In the markets to-day
th y wil ranze in price from £150 to
$500, depending on the size and qual-
ity. Everything considered, this type
of horse will be most profitable to far-
mers. Somo think the light horse, such
as used for ’bug and express puarposes,
better adapted to the farmers’ con-
dition, but in his effort to produce the
heavy type a sufficient number of fail-
ures will result in enough of the light-
er type to supply the demands.

The heavy draught horse is the hest
for sevcral reasons. He can be pro-
duced easily and cheaply, requires lit-
tle attention and is readily broken.-
Furthermore, he can be used on the
farm from two to four years, and thus
pay his way; blemishes do not detract
so much from his salo as in the case
of many other ‘types, and he is well
suited to the heavy work now found
on the farm. A few years ago much
was said about the very short-legged,
exiremely blocky horse, and to-day
such are good sellers, but a far super-
for farm horse is found in the active,
upstand ng horse of 1€00 pounds and
upwards with good action and style.
Such a horse will not only sell to ad-
ventage, but fill the roll of farm horse
well. He can be taught to walk rapid-
ly and does not know what a load is.
Where such are brcd and raised on the
farm they cost very little. They can
ke produced Ly mating the heavier
mares with pure-bred draught stallions
of any of the leading draught brecds
of approved type and quality.

USEFUL HINTS,

If you find it difficult to wake up in
time, then go to bed earlier and give
yourself a proper amount of rest.
Make up your mind as you lie down
just what time you wish to get up,
and a little practice will endble you
to wake exactly the minute decided up-
on.

Salt placed under baking tins in the
oven will prevent their contents from
scorching on the bottom. Salt and
vinegar will remove tea stains from
china.

Before boiling milk rinse out the
sauce-pan with a little hot water; it
will prevent the milk sticking to the
bottom of the pan.

Parsley may be kept fresh and a
good color for several days if put into
a covered earthen jar in a cool place.
It will last much longer than if kept
in water, and the same is true of let-
tuce.

When milk boils over on the stove,
or in the oven, sprinkle a thick layer
of salt on the burning milk, let it re-
main a few minutes, then brush off.

Copper cooking utengils require con-
stant attention and perfect cleanliness,
otherwise they corrode and produce
verdigris, and -food cooked in them
would be poisonous. If the tin lining
becomes worn, it should at once be re-
newed.

To keep tins bright wash them with
strong hot soda and water; when dry
polish with a cloth and a little pow-
dered whiting.

VEGETABLES AS MEDICINE.

Many medicines exert direct medicin-
al éffiects and it is well for the house
wife to inform herself as to the nature
of these, in order that they may work
more intelligently in constructing daily
bills of fare. A well known authority
gives the following table:

Asparagus is very cooling and easily
digested.

Cabhage, cauliflower, Brussels sprouts
and baccoli are cooling, nutritious,
laxative and purifying to the blood as
a tonic; but should not be eaten too
freely by delicate persons.

Celery is delicious cooked, and good
for rheumatic’ and goutv people.

Lettuces are very wholesome. They
are slightly narcotic and lull and calm
the mind.

Spimach particularly good for
rheumatism and gout and also in kid-
ney disease.

Omions are good for chest ailments
and colds, but do not agree with all.
(We may add, uncooked, they do not
agree with many.)

Watercresses are an excellent tonic,
stomachic and cooling.

Beet-root is very cooling and highly
nutritious, owing to the amount of
sugar it contains.

Parsley is cooling and purifying.

Potatoes, parsnips, carrots, turnips
and artichokes are highly nutritious,
but they are not so digestible as some
vegetables. Potatoes are the most
nourishing and fattening for nervous
people.

Tomatoes are health giving and pur-
ifying, either eaten raw or cooked.

Chili, cayenne, horseradish and mus-
tard should be used sparingly. They
give zest to tho appetite and are val-
uable stomachics. Radishes are the
same, but are indigestible, and should
not be eaten by delicate people.

Cucumbers are cooling, but are indi-
gestible to many.
