He drank as much as Ben-
mett did, and felt no unusual effects.
‘Bennett was not beaten mnor was
there any quarrel during the evening.
As soon as the owner of the jug of
rum appeared, the man who bhad
rtolen it and brought it to Pierce’s
ran away and «did mot return.

After all had gone, Pierce and Ben-
nett went to the barn to feed the
stock. went up on the mow
and threw down the hay. He appear-
ed to be feeling 'good, but not hilari-
ous. On the way to the house he fell
and was carried into the nouse: He
spoke after he was in the house. As
he had been drinking Mr, Pierce sup-
posed that he was suffering from the
effect of the ligquor, and would ‘sleep
it off.” At the inquest mo careful ex-
aminagion was made of the body. Mr.
Pierck now believes that Bennett's
death was not due to ‘‘excessive
drinking’’ but to g fit.

In view of Mr. Pierce’s statement
and of the other statements that are
current it would seem that in the in-
terests of all concerned in the mat-
ter, gnd for bl:}»assumnce -of the pub-
lic, an investfgation should be held
by the department of justice.

r. Gordon’s settlement (Septemher
15th, 1864,) Mr. Christie, of Yar-
mouth, who had always taken a deep
interest in the scattered Presbyteri-
ans in the counties of Anmapoliz and
Digby, called attention to the long
standing difficulties existing in thke
Annapolis portion of the comgreza-
tion between Mr.. Forbes and mem-
bers of session, and after careful de-
liberation the Rev. John Cameron
and Rev. James MclLean were sent to
visit the cohigregations, with the re-
sult that all parties were satisfied
and expressed a willingness”fo be re-
conciled and work together . as
brethren.

Previous to the year 1864, the ser-
vices of the Bridgetown congregation
were held in difierent places. For a
time the room over what is now Mr.
R. A. Crowe's store, was used for
public worship; then the old court
‘house, The need of a more suitable
place wherein to worship was sorely
felt both by minister and people. Mr.
Gordon at last made an appeal to
Presbytery with the result that £100
was pledged to aid in building a
church. At the same time Presbytery
urged Mr. Gordon to make persomal
application to the several congrega-
tions :within the bounds, for the pur-
pose of raising this amount. Whether
or mot Mr. Gordon undertook this
mission I have beer. unable to learn.

money. Instead they cordially recom-
mended him to their own congrega-
tions.

‘ In some way or other sufficient
money was secured to warrant the
Bridgetown section to undertake
building. The little band was am-
bitious and decided to build a brick
church, but it is probable that after
beginning  operations, they would
have been satisfied if a less pretem~
tious building had been underiaken.

At last the work was satisfactorily
completed, and on March 19th, 1871,
the little brick church was dedicated
to the public worship of God. Rev.
Messrs. P. McGregor and Alex. Fal-
coner were present as members of the
Presbytery. Rev. 8. T. Rand, Bap-
tist, and Rev. W. H. Heartz, Metho~
dist, assisted. The day being fine, the
audience was large, the services were
impressive and edifying, and the of-
fering was $60.00.

In ' the meantime the work at Dighy
was making progress. Mr. Gordon en-
deavored to secufe regular preéaching
for the summer, guaranteéeing the
greater ,part of the missionary’s sup-
port. The prospect of forming an im-
portant mission at this station was
regarded as encouraging. The build-
ing of a church at Bay View was un-~
dertaken, and many of the congrega—~
tions within the Halifax Presbytery
contributed quite liberally. :

The oversight of such an extensive
fileld ‘and the constant exposure for
which the work called seems to have
afected Mr. Gordon’s health. Durinmg
the winter of 1869 and 1870, he was
unable to do any preaching and Pres-
bytery was called on to supply. Dur-
ing the summer he improved, but was
forbidden by his physician to preach.
It was in October, 1870, that he ask-
ed for and obtained leave of absence.
in’ the United
States  he preached in Philadelphia,
with ‘the result that Richmond St.

Unless a woman knows somethi
about foods and how to prepare
them, unless she knows wise methods
of cleaning, unless she knows some-
thing about house furnishing, and
most of all, unless she knows just
what the family”/income is and how
to expend it so as to get the m
out of it, she can't make a very
helpful sort of home. And it is the
people who -come from comfortable,
orderly houses where there is a cneer-
ful atmosphere, opportunities for
cleanliness, plenty of wholesome ap-
petizing food who make the most ef-
ficient workers. So you see, making «
home is worth some thought. It is
because women so rarely appreciate
the far-reaching influence of food and
its preparaticn that they are so an-
xious to shirk all consideration of it.
And they do shirk it whenever they
can. There are g few thrifty, sensible
well-balanced souls who seem able to
see the relative values of things.
They are mostly women whose brains
are. honestly trained, not “culti‘
vated.”

One often wonders why most vxrls
when they contemplate matrimeny
give so little thought to what they
are to contribute toward making the
ﬁome. Most of them, unless they are
too young to be allowed to marry
give some consideration to whether
the prospective husband will be able
to support a home. If his ‘salary is|
too small to support a household,
the sensible girl proposes to wait un-
til he reaches a larger income. But
somehow, it never occurs to her that.
she is going to enter into a very|
practical partuership with a business
side' to it, and that unless she is a
practical partner with business abili-!
ty and training the firm will not
prosper, no matter how large g sala-
ry the outside partner may bring
home. It's quite g common happening
for a girl to marry without the
smallest notion about how to pre-
pare a meal, let alone about the ne-
cessity for variety and balance in the:
week’s menus. She has no idea how
much things cost or how much she
ought to spend for food. Bhe has
never learned to systematize  her
work, and in comsequence gets tired
and discouraged. No wonder she is
irritable and hates hausework. All
this is very hard on her husband
who had an ideal of a comfortable.
well-ordered house, with wholesome
meals, nicely cooked, and some mon-
ey left over to put in the bank. Poor
food and bad cooking and worry
over money would ruin the temper of
a saint.

Sometimes, if she ig intelligent and
affectionate, she learns better after
awhile, and things begin to go more
smoothly. But both might have been
saved .a breat deal of worry and un-'
happiness if- the wife had given some
serious attention to the cost of liv-,
ing, to household management, and
