BELIEVED TO BE TITANIC
WRECK.

Much of the mystery that sur-
rounded the sinking of the White
Star Liner Titanic, on April 14, 1912,
may be dispelled by the discovery of
a wreck believed to be part of ths
hulk_ of the ill-starred vessel, stamn'i-
ing on end in the Atlantic Ocean, off
the Grand Banks of Newfoundland,
practically in the spot where the dis-
aster occurred. .

Capt. Remnant' of the British
steamship Luciline, which arrived at
Philadelphia from Bordeaux several
days ago, reported sighting the dere-
lict, and the United States Hydro-
graphic Office has begun an investi-
gation to learn more about the
wreck. Lieut. Commander Landen-
berger, United States hydrographer,
gtationed in this city, said today
that the matter was of the utmost
importance.

Should the vessel sighted by Luci-
line prove to be the remains of the
Titanic the story of tae memorable
wreck would be rewritten. The fufr.//
that after more than a year the hulk
stands vertically in the waves, pro-
| truding eight feet or more above the
surface, would indicate that a sub-
merged ledge of rock had prevented
]the wreck from going to the bottom

At Benares you realize that Hindu-
ism is a living thing, and it presents
itself with a beauty and pathos
which are astomishing to the visitor
who has thought of it.only as an-
tiquated idolatry.

Just now the Ganges 1s low and
the long flights of steps, the Ghats,
are bare almost to the bottom; but
in the ruined colonnades and emtank-
ments, ania temple actually slidden
into the water, the power and ray-
‘ages of the river 41 flood are seen
We embark on a miniature boathouse
and seat ourselves on the roof, ami
we are slowly rowed up the stream,
as far as the tree-cavered terrace
where Warren Hastings took refuge
from the outraged people of the city;
then dowa the stream to the Mosque
with its tall minarets which Aurung-
zeb erected to flout the Hindus and
rebuke thelr idolatry. But n2ither
Warren Hastings nor Aurungzeb,
neither east nor west, has made any
appreciable change in the customs,
the rites, the religious ideas which
find their picturesque expression in
that mile or more of river front.

The bank is steep and rises to the
height of two hundred feet. On it
rise temples, with their carved sikras
and gilded summits, jumbled to-
gether with palaces, flat roofed, piled
high on ‘solid - and imposiig - battle-
ments, and a owotley ‘of- steps and
terraces, and gateways through which
the river is reached from the.city.

“The buildings are yellow,,or temra
cotta colored, and otherwise decor-
ated, so that the eflect is hardly less
beautiful than that of the Grand
Canal. Sacred bulls are tethered in
many  places, to which the people
salagm. BEverywhere are the gay
<olors in which India delights. Gar-
ments of bright orange, blue, mag-
enta, iris colers, and dazzling white
make the whole scene bnlliant in the
morning sun.

BATHERS IN THE GANGES.

Robert F. Hortoir; in
‘Daily Chronicle,” London)

The pandits recline under‘their um-
brellas, comfortable and sereme, ex-
acting toll from the bathers who
come down to the water at their al-
lotments. Here is a long row of
women with a man or two crouches
on the very brink; and a Braham
priest, naked but for g loin cloth,
passes from one {0 anbyther and gives
them the sacred mark. They put the
water of the river on his feet and
kiss them; +then they drink the
water which has touched him from
their hands. One woman rises up,
her arms straight above her head,
and makes abeisance. The priest
gives them some directions—mutters
his mantras—and waves his hands in
token of dismissal. .

Though it is not easy to disting-
uish the ordinary washing and bath-
ing from the sacred function,” there
is enough of the manifested aet cof
worship to give to the scene an air
of solemnity. Men and women are
mixed; but no cone regards anyone
else. Each is engaged in his own ab-
_lution, physical or spiritual. Here
a woman crouches, splashing the wa-
ter on her face and making mystical
marks on forehead and breast. Here
a man stands in the water, revolving,
and folding his hands together each
time im his revolution as he faces the
sun. Here is another man in a red
cloak standing up to his waist and
muttering w ith a whirring sound.
There he stands dail§y from 3 a.m. to
noon; and has idone so for nine years.
His eyes are bleared with the sum,
all expression has left his face. He
is like g mechanism of devotion.

In another place young memn, mut-
tering their prayer, plunge into the
stream and return to their little
matted platforms. There must be
three dips to accomplish the neces-
mary purgation. As the bathers re-
turn thuough the narrow street they
shrink from contact with the passer-
by, for if they touch they must re-
turn -and repeat their washing.

At the Burning Ghat several pyres
are lighted. A still form covered with
a thin white cloth liesr on- the steps
waiting to be committed to the
cleansing fire. In a few minutes the
ashes will, be cast upon the sacred

WORK OF THE DOMINION DE-
PARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE.

| The report of the Minister of Agri-
| culture for the year ending March 31,
| 1913, has been printed. It contains
| in concise and readable forn a review
| of th> work carried on by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture through its sev-
eral branches and divisions during
the ‘year. It includes also the Orders
in Council that were passed affecting
| agriculture.

The report is presented under five
general heads as follows: 1—General
2—Arts and Agriculture;

of Iaveation; 4—Copy-
rights, Trade Marks, Industrial De-
signs, and Timber Marks; 5—Public
Health. There is also included an
appendix having reference to Public
Health, Exhibition and the Seventh
Interngtiwsl Congress held at Rome
againét Tuberculdsis.

Referring to the trade in dairy
products it is pointed out that for
the first time in sixty years no but-
ter was exported to the United
Kingdom, but on the other hand |
more than six and one-half million
pounds were imported into Canada
during the year.

In the Seed Branch among other
work almost nineteen thousand sam-
ples of farm seeds wers tested for
farmers seed merchants.

The Live Stock Commissioner by
means of public sales distributed up-

one-third of which were pure-bred
rams. In the Record of Performance
about one thousand cows have been
entered for test. These represent
stock of about 150 farms.

Through the Experimental Farms’
system which includes the Central
Farm and fifteen Branch Farms and
Stations an enormous amount of
work has been done. - The report not
only gives one a general knowledge of
its extent but brings to light many
accomplishments for agriculture. In |
Saskatchewan, it is pointed out that |
the new spring wheat ‘‘Marquis”’
yielded at the rate of eighty-one
bushels per acre. Tne still newer
‘‘Prelude’’ wheat which ripens much
earlier tham other good sorts was
seat out for test during the year. A
much larger quantity is promised for
distribution during the coming win-
ter. Many other useful points are
recorded in the Minister’s report,
copits of which are available to those
who apply for it to the Publication’s
Branch of the Department of Agricul- |
tuge at Ottawa.

There are some other laws of a simi -
lar sort showing that already business
was on an elaborate scale..that the mer-
chant adventurer went to distant lands
and took great risks. The high interest
charged was partly because of the risks
involved and partly because the middle-
men were accustomed to much greater
profits than to-day.

The stela on which the nearly. com-
plete code of Hamurabi is written- in
Bibylonian characters was discovered ia
the winter of 1901-2 by M. de Morgan,
the French archaeologist at Susa.

Unfortunatelv this stela was not per-
fect. Originally it was placed in some
temple at Sippar, but the conquering
Elamites many years later carried it off
to Susa. The Elamites were either
iconoclasts or desirous of getting some
glory cut of the code, and they chiselled
off almost one-tenth of the inscriptions
and replaced them with some writings
of their own.

FRESHEN THE PASTURES.

and Made New.

The scarcity of farm help has
driven many to eeed a large portion
of their farmes down to pasture, and
stock them, where it is possible to
get the cattle, with stocker or feeder
steers and heifers. Such practice
may save labor, but the cattle pas-
turing: business, like gny other under-
taking, cannot be expected to run it-
self and bring success, says Farmer's
Advocate. It should be the aim of
every man in the business to make
the most of his cattle. Pastures run
out, if lfept seeied year after year
without breaking up, and get to such
a state as to provide very little feed
of rather inferior quality. It is not
possible to get highest returns in
pasture from land unless tbat land
|is in the best condition t» grow
|grass, and land infested with grubs
{and_-wire worms from being seeded
! down too many|years and the grass
| all killed out with the exception of a
| little wiry Cmf:adian blue grass
| which heads early in June and is dry
i the remainder of the season, is not in

a condition to prodoce green feed. |

| Grass on it grows much as do plants,
| which become root-bound in too
'small a pot—scrubby and sickly.
Even where pasturing is the main re-
| liance of the farm, a certain amount
| of crop totation, or, at least, an at-
tempt at reseeding the old pastures
once in a ile ie essential.

Good pasture is necessary to de-
velop the frame of each young steer
or heifer on the grass.
