THE cUHoRCl, ¢ops FARM.

—

Pl wrote to the ¢ church at Corinth:” * Yo are
God's husbandry® (1 Cor, iii. 9). "Tho word trans-
lated husbandry, meaus cultivated land, fields, or a
farm. The Church. under this figure, is the soil
cultivated by the Lord, In this work, ho has
laborers joined with him in the tilling or cultivation;
henco Paul uses tho figure, saying, * For wo are
laborors togethor with God. Ye are God's hus-
bandry.” He uses this term to show that every-
thing depends upon a praper co-operation with
God. I planted, Apollos watored, but God
caused it to grow. So that neither he that plants
is anything, nor he that waters, but God that
causes to grow, (Rotherham’s translation of 1 Cor.
jii. 6, 7.) The eamo word is translated grow, iu-
atead of increase, in 1 Peter ii, 2: * As new-born
babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that yo
may grow thoreby.” The Corinthians could un-
derstand the figure of planting and watering, as
fow now aro able to do. Irrigation was carried to
perfection, and Corinth, with her fountains, gar-
dens and fluwers, was _he pride and wonder of all
Achain.  They kncw that the planting aud irriga
ting was useless after the season for growing was
past.  There could bo no successful planting nor
irrigating without a s:ason for growth, Thorefore,
the persons who had heard the word preached by
Paul, and had been moved by the eluquence of
Ap-llus, wero exhorted to oboy it as the word of
God.  As the life and power to receive and assimi-
lato it contained in the seed, Paul taught that the
gospel contained the power to savs and transform
the belioving hearer into a fruitful plant on God's
farm, (Rom. i, 16 ) The minister who plants the
word of Gud in good and honest hearts need have
no fear as to the result. Ho need wasto no time
in trying to oxplain how the word of Gu.d grows.
Gud causes it to gtow, and as he has not revealed
tho way he producos the growth, it is useless for
mon to speculate abowg it.  Jesus said: *¢ So is the
kingdom of God, as if a mau should cast sved into
the ground, and should steep and riso night and
day, and tho sced shouid spring and grow ripo, he
knoweth not how; for the earch bringeth forth fruit
of herself, first tho blade, thau the car, after that
the full corn in the ear.” (Marck iv, 26-28). Com-
bino tho thought of this parable with Paul’s illus-
tration, and tho work of the church is plainly scon,
Tho work is, evidently, to sco that the word of
God is thoroughly taught, that each membor js able
to understand what ho must do, in order that he
may bring forth fruit of himself; for he must not
only bo a hearer, but ho must aleo bo a docr of the
implanted word, (James i, 1824 ) Tho church at
Jerusalem was some timo growing into the know-
ledge that God intended that the Gontiles wers to
be of the same body with them, and that all
wero to be saved on the same conditions ; but
whon Petor explained the matter (Acts xi. 1-18),
thoy said : * Then hath God also to the Gentiles
sranted ropontance unto lifo.” Tha power of God
is the ®ospel (Rom, . 16); that is, it is God’s power

[
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to save tho men and women who boliove it. By it
thoy learn the goodness of (God which loads thom
to repentance—in it they find the meroy of God
that onables them to put their trust in Him, and
through this divine power, God conveys to them
all things that pertain to life and godliness, giving
them exceeding greal and precious promises in
order that thoy may become partakers of tho divine
nature. (2 Peteri. 1-8). Through the knowladye
of Gud, and of Jesus our Lord, comes grace and
peaco. Tho Christian bugine with faith, und adds
courage, knowledgoe, solf-control, patisnce, godli-
‘1e83, brothorly kindness and love. Those thinga
mako him fruitful in the knowledge of our Lord
Jesus Christ. The church of Jesus Christ is a
school in which thero is no vacation, and whero
death only ends the torm. To cducato is the groat
work of tho church, but the oducation is to onablo
cach member to watch over, tako cave of, guard, to
have an oyo upon, give heed to, watch narrowly,
to olserve and keep all things whatseover tho
Saviour commanded his aposties to observe and do.
This onlarges our viow of tho work on the farm
God has put under coltivation. I[n order to under-
stand it, wo must consider the work and worker in
detail.—Gco.

Prof. W. ¥ Black of the Contral Church of Christ,
Indiana avenue and Thirty-sovanth streot, has con-
verted and baptized one of the Royal Commission-
ers of Japan, enother who ia conn cted with the

commission, and has n~ ronnd dozen Japancse,
Syriavs, and Turks in what ho ecalls ** tho church’s
porch.”

S. Minano, a Commissioner from Satsumabori,
Nishiku, Osaka, was baptized and received wto the
Christian Church Sunday eveuing, having followed
in the footsteps of 1. Yushikawa, Roya! Commis-
sionor from Sarugakuchio, Kanda, Tokio, who was
baptized a fow days befure. Bouth theso men aro
said to be high oflicials in Japan. Mr. Yoshikawa
has been a teacher in the government schools, and
is a court interproter. The Japanese Guvernment
sent nearly 400 men to tho Fair. The Rsv, Mr,
Black ssys he oxpects many wore will embrace
Christianity now that their leaders have done so.

T consider the Japaneso by far the cleverest of
the Oricntals,” said Mr. Black. ‘f In many things
they ave the equals, if not the superiors of Euro-
peaus. Both these men are highly educated, and
trained thinkees, This was perhaps a help, as the
highest class of Japancse are atheists. Conse-
quently I had no other creed to combat. DBoth
theso men appear to have sought long aud earnestly
for u religion in which thoy could trust, Mr. Yos-
hikawa has travelled much, and has spent three
years in Kurope. It was not until he came to
Americ) that he gave much thought to our belief
he tells me. On coming here, howover, he saw our
civilization; he saw to what we had attained, and
that though the youngest, wo wero the foremost of
the nations, With tho mind of a thivker, he asked
himsolf why it was so. He found cause and effect
in the fact that this is o Christian conntry, Now,
ho and Mr. Minano are working carnestly among
their people here.

By “import” I do not mean tho English transla-
tion of tho Greek word, but the true significanco
of this divino ordinanze ?

Religious peoplo stumble and err concerning the
design of baptism because thoy fail to understand
its profound import, So many look upon baptisin
as an *‘outward form," ‘‘a mero ceremony,” a moan-
ingless rite, and have failed to porceive its import-
ant spiritual meaning, that it is difficult for them
to understand that the ordinance of baptism is any
thing moro than a form. But God never ordained
n mnere form, or meaningless ceremony, By chang-
ing immersion to sprinkling, and substituung in-
fant baptism for beliovers’ baptiam, men have
changed the ordinance and rendered it wholly
moaningless and worthless. But it is not thus
with baptism as it was initituted by Christ, the
divine Head of the Church. All God's ordinances
aro significant; they embody and symb lize spirit-
ual truths; they are both expressive and impressive;
they contain ir symbol object lessons fur all to
learn who attentively observe their administration.
Itlustrations of this .re found i the Jewish sacri-
fices and feasts, ‘Chis is strikingly trne also of the
ordinance of baptism. It is difficult to find any-
whers a ceremony so expreesive, impressive and
sigoificant as this ordinance, What, thon, is the
signification of this ordinance as it respects the
sinner ?

We aro ¢ baptized into the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” By this
we understand that our state, or relations, ate
changed, tha! baptism brings us into new relations
to divine trinity. We are brought into relation
to Gud as our Father, and we become his chuldren;
to Josus Christ as our Iiord and Saviour, and we
become his redeemed disciples and subjects; to the
Holy Spirit as our indwelling comforter, and we
are ‘“strengthened with power through his Spirit
in the inward man.” But this view of the signifi-
cance of baptism, while it is entirely correct, looks
at the divine side of the ordinance. What is the
significance of the ordinance on the human side?
What is it that the sianer does in baptism that enti-
tles him to enter into these holy and divine rela-
tions?

In order to see clearly the import of baptism on
the part of the sinr w, we will compare some par-
allell passages of Scripture. Tuke first, Acts ii. 33,
and Acts iii, 19

** And Peter said unto them, Repent yo. and be
baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ unto the remission of your sins, and you
shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit."

* Repent yo, therefore, and turn sgain, that
your sins may be blotted out, that so there may
come scasons of refreshing from the presonce of
the Tord.”

The expression ** turn again,” isgiven more fully
in Acts xxvi. 20. Paul declared to the Jews and
Gentiles ‘“that they should repent and turn to
God.” Now, carefully comparing these two pas-
sapes, we have the following:

Thess two passages oxpress tho same result of
preaching tho vospel.  In one case, the paoplo of
Antioch, hearing tho gospel, bolioved aud turned
unto the Lord; in the other, the Corinthians, hear-
ing, bolioved, and were baptized; in both cases, the
poople did exactly tho same thing, i ¢, to be bap.
tized is to turn to the Lord. In other words, bap-
tisin in the name of Jesus Christ is, on the sinner's
part, a turning to God,

Let it bo observed that in Acts xi. 21, turning
to the Lord follows faith; in Acts iii. 19 and xxvi.
20, turning to God follows repentance. In faith,
the sinner turns to Gud in heart, or in his affeotions
and will; in baptismn, the sinner turns to God in
life, in obedience to tho ordinance of God. In the
plan of salvation revoaled in the gospel of Christ,
baptism is the turning of the life to Gud from a
life of sin to a life of holiness; it is a soparation
from the world of wickedness, and an entrance iato
the world of righteousness; it is a transition, a
pass.ng from death iuto life, & deliverance out of
the powor of darkness, and a translation into the
kingdom of Christ; it is thus the entrance into new
relations and a new life becauae it is on the part of
the sinner the solemu turning of his life to God.
This is the spiritual import of the ordinance of
baptism, and it is because of this that it is one of
the conditions of romission of sins, and is said to
8ave us.

We can now gee that baptism is not a mere form
or 3 meaniuless coremony, but on the contrary it
is an ordinance that embodies a profound spiritual
meaning; it involves the vbedience of the heart,
and 13 the tarning act in one's lifoe. Hence bap-
tism, in the true sigmficance of the ordinanca, is
essential to salvation, the same as faith and repont-
ance. In order to salvation the sinvner must turn
to Gud in mind, in heart, in will, aud in life; ho
turns to God in mind when he believes the gospel;
he turns to God in heart und will when he re-
pents; he turns to God in life when he is baptized.
And we are not authorized to assert that the sin-
ner is saved until he turns to God in life.

Now keeping in wind the spiritual significance
of b&ptism, we cau answer more accurately the
question concerning unimmersed believers, that is,
those who intend to ba baptized, but thiough mis-
taken viows of theordinance,have not heen baptized.
Paul says in hic letter to the Romars : * For he ie
not a Jew who is one outwardly; neither is that
circumcision which is outward in the flesh; but he
is a Jew, who is one inwardly; and circumcision is
that of the heart, in the spirit, not in the letter;
whose praise is not of men, but of God.” (Rom,
ii. 28, 29).

In this passage, the apostle expresses an impor-
tant principle which he applies to the Jews and
circumcision. Let us apply the same princigle to
Christians and baptism. Making the necessary
changes in terms, the principle will bo expressed as
follows: ¢* For heis not a Christian who is one out.
wardly; neither ia that baptism which is outward
in the clerusing of the body; but he is a Christian
who is cne inwardly; and baptism is that of the
heart, in the spirit, not in the lotter; whose praiso
is not of men but of God.”

Now Paul does not say that circumcision is non-
es3entia), but he.shuws that the outward observance
is worthless unless the inward spiritual significauce
of the rite is found in connection with it; this is
the vital essential idea in the rite. In the same
way, Panl’s language does not authonze us to say
that baptism is non-essential, or that the untward
form is unimportant; but it teaches that tho true
spiritual import of the ordinauce must be present,
that this is the vital and essential idea, and that
without this baptism is worthless. It is not Chris-
tian baptism unless it expresses the turning to God
in lifs of the person baptized. It is this spiritual
significance of baptism that is easential to 1omis-

sion of sing; it i3 a necessary condition of salvation
as much as faith and repentance, Without it bap-
tisin is not tho baptism which, preccoded by faith
and repontance, is declared by Poter to bo “for the
romission of sins,”

On tho othor hand, this spiritual significanco of
baptism may oxist without the ontward form, on
aceount of erronegous viows of tho ordinance. Just
as ono may be outwardly baptizod without a sin.
core turning of his life to (iod, so one may truly
turn in life to God without being outwardly Lap-
tized through mistakon views of baptism, As no
one can be saved unl.ss he really tarns in life to
God, 8o, on the other hand, no ono will bo lost who
does truly turn to God in his life. That in bap-
tism which is es vntial s not ils oulward form, but
its spuritual meanng, Whero the true import of
baptisimn oxists, a poraon will be saved, oven if the
outward form be wanting; where its true iwnport is
wanting, the person will not be saved, evon if the
form be Scripturally correct. That is not baptism
which is outward in tho washing of the body, but
baptism i8 of the heart, in the spirit, in the turning
of the life to G .4,

Now this real import of haptism, the turning of
the sinner to God in life, is to be expressed by his
obedience to this divino ordinance. It is impor-
tant, therefore, that the people be taught what
this ordinance is, and also what it signifies. Wo
should not abate one particle of our teaching as to
baptiam. We should maintain as strongly as ever
that the action is immersion, and that sprinkling
and pouring are not baptiem, but substitutes for it
that the aub ject is one who believes and repents,
and that no one else can be Scripturally baptized;
that the elome nt is water; that nothing but bap-
tism in water was ever commanded, or can be obey-
ed; that buptism, preceded by faith and repentance
is for the remission of sins. Whatever the Scrip-
cures teach concerning baptism, should be faith-
fully taught without omission or compromise. But
with all this there should be more explicit and em-
phatic teaching as to tho real significance of the
order, in order that those who are Laptized may
intelligently and sincerely turn to God. We
should not ineist less upon the’ outward form, but
more upon its spiritual im port.

It may be said that if peraons are saved who are
not outwardly baptizad, we ought to receive them
into the chucch. I answer, no; and I auswer thus
for the reason that we are not competent to decide
upon such cases. ‘‘ Their ¥ praise is not of men
but of Gud.” God is omniscient, and looks upon
the heart; he knows all these cases, and will judge
righteously concerning tham. But men cannot do
this. They caonot know the hearts ot mon 39 as to
judge corrsctly ncerning wutives and ntentions.
It is our duty, therefore, 8o preach faithfully the
word of the Lord, and then those who kave been
mistaken in regard to baptism, if they have truly
turned to God in heart and life, will manifest that
fact by being biptized when they learn the way of
the Lrd more accurately. The commands of God
must be maintained without alteration or compro-
mise. ** If any man speak, let him speak as the
oracles of God.”

The signification of Christian baptism, then, is,
on the hrman side, a turning of the sinuner's life to
God; on the divive side, an entering into union
with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Thus in
baptism the sinner meets God and enters into cove-
nant with him. He then enjoys salvation from
sin and peace with God through the Lird Jesus
Christ; and rejoices in hope of the glory of God.—
M. P. Haydes, in Ch. Standard.

The Missionary Herald says: *‘Instruction in
the matter of Christian giving is greatly needed in
maony of our congregations. Not that regular con-
tributions are neglected or that special appeals aro
not often made. The requests for generous offer-
ings may be reiterated, but there is tuo little care-
{ul aud spstematic instruction in regard to the priu-
ciples which should actuato Christians iu this mat.
ter. Thers is no grace that needs for its culturo
move careful and petsistont instruction than this
grace of givicg. 1t is not enough to depend upun
touching appeals. Christiaus should be led to give,
not because of sume spirited address or by some
pitiable tale of need. The whole subject should be
placed on broader and higher grounds. Christians
should give from principle and by system. Ques-
tions as to why, and when, and how offerings
should be made for Chriat, should be often dis-
cussed from the pulpit, and this not wmerely when
a collection is to be taken, but as a part of the
Christiaa training which aevery pastor should sevk

to impart to his poeople.”

The thing you asked for was not absolutely best,
theroforo he could not give it. Back of how many
