CURRE NT EVENTS.
Early in the week came the news that harvesting had

begun in Manitoba and that it vould shortly be general
ail over the Province. As to the quality of the grai
reports seen to be over enthusiastic, while some of the
more sanguine statements as to quantity nay faifly b-
taikeil with the usual reserve. Still the lpreparation of

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the country elevators of great milling houses for the

reception of an unusually large quantity of wheat is

significant, and the report of 'members of the Win npeg
Corn Exchange recently returned from a tour throùglh
the wheat districts is to the effect that the grain is
plump, heavy and well headed out, that danage 1 ini-

frequent, and that the yield will beei'ceptionally large
Northwestern farniers with a poor crop are the excep.
tion this year'and not the rule. Fields having 40 and

50 bushels to the acre were seen, and the impression is

that an average of f rom 20 to 25 bushels per acre will

be attained. During the past year the Manitoban far-
mer has been, perforce, economical. His credit has

been eut down until his liabilities are well within u m-

pass, and consequently lie has but few recent back
debts ta pay up, and thus will reap all the greater ad-

vantage of his bountiful crôps.

R1umours have been circulated that this city is the cen-
tre of an extensive traffic in snuggling tobacco into the
United States, and that the cûstoms authorities have ob-
tained a clue to the principal culprits. The absurdity of
such a story is palpable upon its face. Every pound of
tobacco, whether Havana or Sumatra, entering this
country reinains ander the supervision of the customus
officials until it is released by the payment of the ex-
cise duty on the man ufactured article ; and there is
little possibility of any evasion of their vigilance., The
manufacturer must account for every ounce of the raw
inaterial in order to escape penalty. How then im-
ported tobacco in any large quantity could possibly be
smnuggled into the United States unless it were previ-
ously smnuggled into Canada passes comprehension and
what the advantage would be in endeavoring to hood.
wink two sets of customs officials, and thus increase the
prospects-of-detection, is no less absurd.

The dividends paid by the London banks from the
business of the first half of the present year have all
been announced, and although in the case of purely
city banks the rates are generally one per cent. less
than those of 1894, they are better than was expected,
considering the keen competition and the abundance of
noney. With discount averaging at 17-20 of -one per
cent. as against 1-ý per cent. last year, and call and
short loans ranging from 1 to j per cent., it is wonder-
ful that they are able to make such goods showings.
The provincial banks have doue much better, and fairly
well maintained their dividends, because they have less
competition to face and hence can exact higher interest
rates : but even in their case sone reductions are
noted.

Although the Chicago market continues weak, statis-
tics ceitainly make out a strong position for wheat.
During the week ending on Saturday last the. visible
supply in the United States and Canada fell off 712,-
000 bushels as compared with the previous week and
showed'a decrease of 21,484,000 bushels when comnpared
with the figures of a year ago. The amount on passage
to the United Kingdom shows a decrease of 2,160,000
bushels compared with a week ago, and an increase of
1,440,000 with a year ago. The amount, on passage to
the continent shows a decrease of 1,680,000 bushels
coipared with a week ago, and a decrease of 2,656,000
vith a year ago.

If figures count for anything this should strengthen
the -market; but, unfortunately, the prospects of' a
large crop ahead, have given the big "bear" operators
a lever with which to depress prices for speculative
purposes and they are using it with their usual merci-
less skill.

CANADA UNDER1 PROTECTION.
Two letters on "Canada under Protection," appear iii

the London Economist of the 20th and 27th July last.
They are dated from Ottawa as the work of a "special
correspondent."

The "special " feature of these letters is their ab-
sence of logie. The scheme of then is the common
fallacy that, if Tlis follows That, or, if This and That
are found existing together, the one niust be the cause
of the other. 'Tlie writer's object is to prove that the
comparatively slow developunent of Canada as well as
whatever commercial and political defects exist in the
Dominion are the result of Protection. He proceedi
therefore to dilate upon ·the slow growth of Canadi
compared to the States; upon the corruption in our
political life; upon the increases in our public debts ;
upon the non-expansion of inter-Provincial trade ; and
other features in our commercial position and history
since Protection was established, for all of .which.he
makes that policy rèsponsible. By a shjiilar line of
argument it would be easy to prove that, civilisation is
worse for humanity than barbarism is, simply, üyi'ving
a graphie description of tiose social evils which are un-
known ta savage races. A terriible indictinent might
bé drawn against Free Trade by picturing tie pauperR
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ismn of Englad; the fall in land values; the social dis-
content ; the competition its producers are suffering
fron ; anld the utter collapse, or ionî-fulfilbuent, of the
glowing prophecies of Cobden respecting the agricul-
tural prosperity which Frec Trade would inevitably
bring to the old land.

We iiîght freely grant Las correct all the prenises of
the Ottawa writer, without conceding anything towards
an argumentative proof that Canada would have been
in a better position had Free Trade been adopted in
1879 instead of a more pronounced protective policy.
Whcni a claimu is made for the colonization of sone
saintly hero, it is said that a " Devil's Advocate " is
heard, who sets forth all the frailties of the saint,which
however only prove tLat lie shared the defeets commoii
o iankind, and by contrast heighten the splendor of

lits sainitliness. The Ottawa writer has acted as the
Devil's Advocate iii regard to Protection ; lie states
only what it bas failed to accomplish. He suppresses
wholly what benefits it lias conferred, and makes n1o
allision to those conditions which render Free Trade in
Catnada so weighîted with difliculties. le ridicules
Mill's doctrine that young countries May w'isely adopt
fttiporary Protection, which lie says is as absurd as to
talk of " teimporary cancer." We fear he is not read
in trade history or lie would know that it was uînder
Protection that England built up lier maritime and
mnanufacturing sipremacy, and that under the saine
policy Élte 'United States have developed industries
which iii extent outrival in sonie features those of Eng-
land. If Protectioi is " cancer," how comes it to pass
tiat the United States now mnakes all its own steel
rails, a trade built up uinder the shelter of a prohibitive
du:ty ? But for protective duties there would not have
leei a rolling miiill or a smneltinîg furiace in Ainerica,
ntor a tool factory, ior any one of the thousand indus-
trial establishmîtents that now enrich Canada and the
States, tC produnets of whicli, especially the latter, at
this mtomtenit are competing iii foreign markets with
thtose of Greal; 3ritai n.

Tle Ottawa writer blanies Canadiat protective ditties
ir te exclusion of' Nova Scotia's iron and coul from

New England, and hlie restriction of the American
mnarkcts to Aitericans. This plea is childisi. Canada
docs nol; arraige the Amterican tarigt, as is implied.
The protective policy of the States antedates bhat of
Can ada mtîaiiy years. It was establishled î here to keep
back bte flood of Ailericai goods which were being
sent into Canada designedly to kill off Canadian in.-
duistries, and give A iierican manufacturers the control
of our miarkets. Somiie years before 1879 there was a
dead set made by Aitericans to destroy our honie indus-
tries. There were muitnistakable evidences of an or-
ganized mtovemiuentt to squelch our native factories and
mills by selling Ancrican goods here at less than cost
so as to rttin Our Iakers. Hiad that moveinent been
left free to advanice, Canada mîust have given up ail
hope of industrial developient. The peril was recog-
izi.ed by the people of ail shades of politics, and the

result was an uprising in 1878 of national resetnient
against this menace to the Dominion which caused a
universal cry for protection against this danger.

That tie National .olicy entailed sonie grave evils,
some injustices; some inequalities in the incidence of
the tew v duties, we are free to admit. That is niot the
imain question however ; the supreie question is, not

what incidental evils have accompanied protection, but
what disasters it averted, and what is now the financial
condition of the people of Canada compared with the
condition prior to the new era opened. up by a defen-
sive fiscal policy. Those disasters, as we have stated,
would have been the annihilation of our industries, the
giving up of our home markets to foreigiers, and the
inevitable transference of a large ainount of capital,' of
skill and of labor to the United States to find employ-
ment under the aegis of Protection.' We propose in our
next issue to present an aspect of " Canada under Pro-
tection," which the Ottawa writer has found it neces-
sary to conceal, a policy which speaks more for his in-
genuity as an opponent of our fiscal system than lis
honorable desire to speak, " the truth, the whole truth,
and nothing but the truth," to the readers of London's
great commercial newspaper.

THE SOMERVILLE FAILURE.
After a lapse of more than eightee' nonths from

the date of the failure of Andrew Somerville, the local
banker of luntingdon whose collapse in January 1894
caused snch wide-spread loss in his vicinity and led to
his trial on a criminal charge, the curator of the estate
has declared a first and final dividcnd of 4½ centsin the
dollar to the 108 creditors whose claimis appeared upon
the list. Two years ago Andrew Somerville was looked
upon as the type of the old-style country banker. -Je
had been kiown and trusted by bis neiglibors for the
past quarter of a century. Monoy was pressed upon
him for investnent up to the very moment of his in-
solvency and lie was universally regarded as a cautious
and well-to-do man. Yet lie had been practically in-
solvent for nearly ton years before, and was then
carrying a millstone of interest about his neck which
was bouînd to bring hint down in the long run and did
so--sooner thain even lis bankers believed. Te was
thoulgit to be making money because ho exacted heavy
rates of interest frotn those to whoim e lent lis en-
tlorsement ; but at that timne lie was himlself paying
interest on over $100,000 to the batiks for loans, be-
sides a considerable suin to the loan companies who
held imortgages npont his property, and the motney lie
secured fron new custoners sinply went to stave off
theevil day. Elad lie boldly stated his position ten'
years sooner the creditors would lave received a sub-
taitial dividend. Had lie been able to tide over for

another year al] lis available assets vould have gone
in discount, for bis financial position was hopelesa and
grew worse every day.

The causes of bis failure are manifold and clearly
apparent. In the first place, contrary to the general
opinion, lie lad tno capital, and consequently in order
to secure ready money to boister up lis nutmerouîs en-
terprises lie was conpelled to offer a larger rate of in-
terest for deposits than le could calculate upîon earning.

ihen his inîvestnents in outside enterprises were alinost
invariably unfortunate. The foundry of Boyd & Co.,
and the piano factory of Geo. W. Cornwall & Co., of
both of which1 ho was the financial backer, were both
equally unsuccessful. Boyd & Co, had a succession of
severe losses fron their agencies in Glengarry, Nova
Scotia and Manitoba, while G. W. Cornwall & Co. were
simpily a revival ot the already unfortuiate liunting.
don Organ Ca., aind started on a capital of onlly $4,500
and that in farmer's notes. Evenl then they miglh t
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have struggled through, had not Mr. Cornwall, the
rmoving spirit,fallen ill of typhoid fever, and the busi-
ness gone to pieces during his long sojourn in the hos-

pital. It was the saae with Somerville's real estate
investments. He appears to have loaned money on
farms without investigating their true value su fliciently
closely, and when the shrinkage in real estate values
set in he found himself with a number of over-mort-

gaged farms, utterly valueless as assets, upon his hands.
In fact lie was trying to Io business upon principles
opposed to all the ethics of commerce, and the result
naturally was a disastrous failure.

According to the statement a~ the curator, the lia-
bilities (including the paper discounted at the banks
for Boyd & Co. and George W. Cornwall & Co.)
amounted to $193,000. Of this sum $110,000 was due
to the banks, and $83,000 to his ordinary creditors.
Against this enormous sum of indebtedness 'the estate
can only show assets of $10,500, of which, after paying
expenses and privileged claims, just $8,700 is available
for division among the 108 creditors. The remainder
lias all been sunk in the pit-hole of interest and had the
failure been postponed longer even this meagre residue
would have gone the same way.

The history of the Somerville failure is a practical
summary of the effects of hayseed financiering. It
marks the utter inability of the old-style country
banker to cope with the requirements of modern times
and incidentally it forms one more striking illustra-
tion of the fact that honesty is the best policy.

BRITISH METAL EXPORTS.

The report of the Board of Trade upon the condition
of the British steel and iron trade for the first six
months of the present year is by no meaus as favorable
as it vas expected to be. Indeed it partakes much of
the nature of a disappointment ; for the evidences of
improvement it offers can be as fairly ascribed to the
influence of speculative purchases brought about by
the more hopeful tone prevalent in commercial circles
as to any expansion in the volume of trade.

According to the official figures the total shipments
of iron and steel for the various six months were as
follows

These figures are not particularly hopeful as they
stand. They become less so when they are examined
in detail ; for then it becomes apparent that the bulk
of the increase is in pig iron, the most unprofitable of
all British exports, and that the exports of manufac-
tured iron and steel are falling off heavily under the
competition of German and Belgian bouses. The fol-
lowing figures giving the total export in each of the
principal branches of the heavy metal trade for the
first six months of each of the past five years will make
this clear

It will be noticed how heavy the falling off is under
the heading of hoops, sheets and plates; as well as under

that of bart, -angle, and bolt iron. The total of the
latter has fallen steadily from 109,048 tons in 1891 to
63,884 tons in 1895 ; while the former has dropped fronu
76,331 tons to 43,257 tons in the same period. In both
cases this falling off is due to the increased competition of
Germany and Belgium, whose cheap labor enables them
to effectually undercut the British manufacturer. In
that of railroad iron, which shows a drop of 21,749 tons
in volume compared with last year, and one of 188,130
tons comnpared with 1891, a more satisfactory explana-
tion is forthcoming. It must be remembered that the
amount of railroad construction going on over the en-
tire world during the first half of the present year was
exceptionally small, and hence that shipiments have
been unprecedentedly light. Fortunately for England
she has little to fear f -om foreign competition so far as
railroad iron is concerned, and 'as prices are iow, and
purchases'have been kept within the narrowest limits,
any change in the situation sbould be in an upward
direction. There is prospect of brisk railroad extension
in both Africa and the East before long, and the steady
rise in wages in the United States is bringing up values
to the import level on this side of the Atlantic also.

Galvanized sheets are one of the few lines showing a
gradual increase during the five years, and tin-plates
although much below the figures ruling in 1891, are
still 16,500 tons larger than during the corresponding
period of 1894. But the situation in Wales is far fron
satisfactory, and a general strike was only averted by a
partial return to the 1874 sehedule of wages whicli
those employers who still hold out say is far too high
under the changed circumstances which twenty years
have brought about. Tiey insist that the nen's griev-
ance is largely sentimental, and that, despite a 12J per
cent. reduction and a limitation of output, the men
have earned more money within recent years than they
netted in the prosperous days of 1875. The men's con-
tention that the reduction of tlheir wages has neither
benefited the masters nor the American consumers,
finds a rejoinder in the fac that the reduction was
sought in order to turn out a cheap plate, and thus de-
feat Anerican competition, but despite these argu-
ments the chief manufacturers have found it better to
give the 1874 list which the men demand, rather than
have business altogether stopped by a serious strike.
Those works which still holid out are expected to side
-with the majority before the summer is much older and
it is well they should ; for the annual output of Welsh
tin-plates involves the employment of 30,000 men and
the paymuent monthly of from $1,000,000 ta $1,050,000
in wages by the 560 mills engaged in the manufacture
of the 11,000,000 boxes they annually turn out. But
the outlook even here is not a prosperous one. It is
estimated the United States can turn out 2,000,000
boxes of the commoner varieties of tin-plate and as the
emigration of Welsh tin-plate workers continues to
this continent. that capacity must be increased before
long. The monopoly of this trade which Wales has
held for so many years is steadily slipping away from
her, as all monopolies eventually do, and both masters
and menjare watching the niovenent with considerable
anxiety

The nmmediate outlook, then, in the British heavy
metal trade, cannot be considered very satisfactory. it
looks as if the increase inits volume was due to a specu.
lative movemient travelling in advance of the real pro1
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gress of trade, and there is always the danger that the
worknia reading of supposed better prospects of the
iron trade mnay put in a claini for higher wages before
the position really warrants it. In fact, the iron trade
of Britain lias ail it eau do to hold its own in face of
the growing severity of competition from other coun-
tries, and that fact is indicated very clearly in the Board
of Trade retu rns.

LA, BANQUE DU PEUPLE.

As miglt have beenl supposed, runour lias been busy
more or less ever since the suspension of La Banque du
Peuple, with the prospects of shareholders and even
depositors. Opinions have differed and still differ
widely, sone going so far as to say that depositors nay
consider themselves fortunate if they receive 75 cents
in the dollar, and under tlis influence a few persons
interested have been disposing of their claims. The
stock, which was quoted as low as 15 cents in the dol-
lar lias recovered withini the last few days to about 30
per cent uinder the influence of botter prospects, and
we nay mention that we sec no reason to change the
opinions expressed in the articles on the subject which
appeared in our columns about the tiime of the bank's
suspension. There is yet soie hope that sufficient may
be savod to warrant the bank eventually in, calling to-
gether its shareliolders and proposing resuniption 011 a
restricted seale, under the ordinary Bank Act.

During the last few days the liquidators have been
enabled to pay off soine $100,000, or oue-half the circu-
lation of the bank, and also to repay half the aniount
advanced by city banks at the time of the crisis, as al-
ready explained in our columis ; andi there is some
reason to believe that before the 60 days' liit lias ex-
pired tlie liabilities in these respects will be largely
provided for. As for sone of the larger customers of
the bank, those wlho had not already opened accounts
in the larger institutions, [le judgment of the liquida-
tors bas bean exercised wi[h generally satisfactory re-
Sults. The largest account, thatof an enterprising and
popular founîdrymuanu, interested in more than one large
ianufactory, has been arranged imeantinie to the satis-

faction of all chiefly concerned. The request for a
year's timue to arrange niatters was met by a counter

proposai, and the noiinee of the house lias been ac-
cepted by the bank as their representative, a mal
Vhose experience in lie iron trade sould recommend

hun strongly to both parties. Nothing definite lias
bean arralnged as to finIal settlement in this respect, but
the friends of the principal proprietor and his son will
be glad to knmow thua.t the business is being conducted
witlout anîy interruption, sutflicien t fuids being forth-
coming as required to neet ail obligations aon existing
orders and contracts.

A large nufacturer in a neigliboring city lias also
been enabled to obtain all the accoimnodation le re-
quires. lis indebtedness to the bank, nearly $7,000,
lias been paid off in cash, the iîoney beinug advanced on
a property iii the city whose leidîng value isIcertainly
not less thai $150,000 includinîg a former claimuu of
$35,000. The head Of the establishment hias arranged
for all the muoney lie requires for his business at a
branch in tlhis city of one of our largest banking in-
stitutiois.

The ex-generat manager of the suspended batik is
still to the fore;otwithbstanuding the mnany rumours con-

cerning him that found voice since his resignation, and
he is now likely to assume the management of a trad-
ing company, one of the largest customers of thp bank,
the prospects of which are more hopeful than could
have been expected. 'The whilom manager of the
trading coin pany is likely to sever his connection there-
with,--and there is io doubt that there will be not a
.few to wish Mr. Bousquet bon voyale in his new field
of action.

We need scarcely mention here that there is no
foundation whatever for the rumor to which expression
vas given in certain of our contemporaries a few days

ago concerning an appeal to the depositors with a view
of resumption. Wlhatever prospects there niay be in
that direction, much praise is due the liquidators for
the cal and vise judgment they have exercised
throughout. lad some of the larger customers been
driven to the wall, much miust unavoidably have been
lost by the bank. That so large a business as that of
the foundryman above referred to is being continued
without any serious interruption, speaks well for the
cloice. which lias been made of the gentlemen in
charge.

THE BRAZILIAN LOAN.
The long expected Brazilian governient loan of $30,000,-

000 at 5 par cent. interest is now being offered in leading
filancial centres at 85. The fact that it should be put upon
the market at a timne when Brazilian credit is so low, and
offered at sncb a price, shows how urgent the needs of the
Treasury are, and accounts satisfactorily for the colduess
with whicb the loan lias been received. For investors in
England think that Brazil bas been borrowing of late a
little too freely in coiparison with her resources. Her
population is only about 14,000,000 and yet she las a total in-
debtedness of $575,000,000 of which $200,000,000 is due to
English investors. [t is scarcely to lie wondered at, then,
that the Brazilian Budget shows a constant deficit, due to the
enorinous appropriations for interest, or that the government
has constantly had to accept more onerous terms for every
dollar they have been able to borrow. The 41 par cent. loan
of 1883 was placed at 89 per cent., the 1880 loan beariug the
sane rate of interest went at 97 par cent., and the 4 par cent.
Internai Gold Loan of 1889 was placed at 91k, while the 4
per cent. Conversion Loan of the saine year realized 90 per
cent. Now, the governient have to offer 5 par cent. for a
loan of 85 par cent., and if Brazil lias ta go on borrowing [9
pay interest, she mnust soon follow soie of her neighbors into
insolvency. How large the nuiber of these insolvents are
is shown in the following approximation of the principal

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A NEW TRUST FORMING.

For several months past a numbar of the most prominent
makers of wood-pulp paper, such as newspapers are ordin-
arily printed on, have been holding meetings with a view to
forming a trust which shallinclude the 106 big mills making
this class of paper in the United States and shall have a capi-
tal of not less than $35,000,000. This will enable tlein, they
believe, ta drive the remaining smaller mills out of existence
and then to put up prices on the newspapers and thus secure
a larger margin of profit. It is not intended that this trust
shall go into operation until the .close of the year, in order
that the mills who form it may complete the contracts they
now have running, but arrangements are simuply being got
into shape so that the promoters may know exactly what
properties they have to acquire and on what terms they can
acquire them. On the success or non-success of this monopoly
hinges the existence of a large number of newspaper manu-
facturing mills and of newspapers employing an army of
workers, as well as the question whather newspapers can be
sold to the people at a cheap price, as they now are, or
whether the weaker ones must return to the high prices they
abandoned with the discovery of the process of inanufactur-
ing wood-pulp paper. Fortunately the ultimate ability of
the proposed trust to force prices up and keep then there, is
considered dubious. The small mills might successfully re-
sist annihilation. New mills inight start with the avowed
intention of being bought up, and the trust may fall te
pieces from its very vastness. In any case, were prices to
reach the importing point, paper would flow in both f rom
tbis country and Europe. Heuce the chances are against its
continuance, although its temporary formation might force
prices up for a while.

AMERICAN BANK CLEARINGS.
The improvement in the business situation across the poli-

tical line finds a striking illustration in the record of bank
clearings, which show a continuons and marked improvement
over the figures for 1894. For May of the present year the
ratio-of-improvement was 24.7 par cent., for June 22.1 par
cent., while for July it bas increased to 29.8 per cent. If ve.
take the aggregate for the year, and leave 1894 out of the
question, a comparison with the aggregates of previoiis years
shows that the volume of clearings for 1895 is tan per cent.
larger than those of 1893, four per cent. larger than
those of 1891, and that they come within 1 per
cent. of the exceptionally heavy total for 1892. This is a
more reliable proof of the ratio of progress than a compari-
son with July, 1894, as during that month the great railroad
strike materially decreased the volume of trade. Of course
the best results come from the Eastern industrial and financial
centres wherèe the revival of activity is most marked. In
New England the increase is 32.6 per cent., in the Middle
States 33.8 per cent., in New York alone 37.1 par cent. On
the Pacifie the gain is 30 par cent.; but in the Middle Western
Statest falls te 21.6 par cent., in the Southern to 12.3 par
cent., and in the Far Western, where the effects of last year's
crop shortage are most severely felt it is only 8.2 par cent.
Still the fact that the improvement has extended over the
entire country, only varying in its magnitude in. proportion
as it was affected by local conditions, shows that the revival
of prosperity is general and that it possesses all the char-
acteristics of perinanency.

THE EUROPEAN APPLE CROP.
Itis evident that England will require very few apples

from us this year. They have the finest crop of apples thera
for many years past, the trecs look healthy, and the fruit
promises to be of excellent quality. Belgium, France and
Holland also report niagnificent crops, including a fair aver-
age yield of the later sorts. Thus the English demnand will
probably be only for oué<choice large, apples snd eau hardly
be expected to materialize befr lNovember,

THE AMERICAN CROP OUTLOOIC.
In reviewing the weekly correspondance the Cincinnati

Price Current says
"The week's returns concerning the winter wheat crop are of

the same general tenor as previously, and the situation dots not
appear to be appreciably changed, either with respect to lndi-
cated yield or interlor offerings. In the latter particular the
small movement Is partly due to Interference from moisture, and
partly from the prevailing disposition to hold the grain for
h igher prices. Millers are securing supplies with difficulty in
manuy localities. The shortness of yield in the winter wheat
regions continues prominently in evidence, with irregularity in
quality, the porer grades predominating to a great extent. In
southern districts of Illinois, in portious of Missouri, etc., the ex-
cessive moisture has more or less damaged the grain. From
the Northwest the reports indicate loss of grain from hall storns,
but the extent of such conditions is not an important part of the
whole area. There is much to indicate that the recent sen-
sational statements concerning the prevalence of smut and dam-
age otherwise, have been exaggerations, and that the situation
justifies expectations of an aggregate production In Minnesota
and the Dakotas exceeding any previous year.

"While there are portions of the corn crop area which have
not had the needed relief from rains, and curtailment in yield la
probable, the greater part of the area is In splendid promise, and
it la not too much to confidently expect the general result to ex-
ceed any previous year. A large portion of the crop la nov
practically assured, and it appears probable that the grain will
be available for feeding purposes somewhat earlier than usual In
a considerable portion of the area. The returns concerning oats
are decidedly irregular. In many instances the later informa-
tion is somewhat less favorable, especially as to quality of the
grain. This la applicable to the central and western ragions.
Against this is much of information in the Northwest indicating
heavy yield, so that on the whole the outcome is not likely to be
essentially disappointing in comparison with recent calculations.
The recent rains have greatly benefited grass lands and pasture,
and have been favorable for yield of clover and timothy seed, s
wtll as for potatoes, millet, alfalfa, etc.

THE POSITION OF FLAX SEED.
The flaxseed year closes at the end of July and the crop

for the twelve months just closed was oily ' 7,500,000
bushels or a little less than one half of the average crops of
the past four years. This smallness of the crop of the past
year would have caused a scarcity but for the large importa-
tions of Calcutta seed, and this lias also prevented an increase
in prices which the smallar supply of domnestie seed olier-
svise warranted. At the close of the crop year the price foi'
cash seed at Chicago, while lower than a year ago, was
higher than- at the close of either of the three preceding
years. As to the crop of the year we have just entered upon
estimates vary greatly, but it appears to le conceded that it
will exceed 10,000,000 bushels, vhile sone place the probable
outturn as high as 14,000,000 bushels. It is yet too early to
make a reliable estimate, as the seed from the Southwest is
only just beginniug to come to market, and in the Northwest
the conditions affecting the crops may' change sufficiently to,
materially alter the prospects.

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!THE SUPPLY OF CAMPHOR.

The efforts of the Japanese to conquer Formosa and the
expectation of their securing a monopoly of the supply of
camplior have drawn the attention of consumers very
strongly towards the position of thatuseful article. In olden
times camphor was produced in Sumatra, Borneo, and other

parts of the East Indies and China, but nowadays most of
the crude camphor of co mmerce comes from Formosa and
Japan, mainly the latter. The camphor tree is an overgreen
of singularly symmetrical proportions and somewhat re-
sembles a linden. Its blossomn is a white flower, and it bears
a red berry. It attains a linge size and a great age, some of
the trees being fully fifteen feet in diaineter and upward of
300 years olad. Much of the island of Formosa is still in-
habited by savages, and as the camphor forests are found
ouly inland, the production of erude amphor is attended with
considerable diflicultios and danger. The Chinese have oc-
cupied the coast line only, and the savages have made it hot
for the Celo stials who have tried to make explorations in the
interior. The camphor in Formosa is mot equal to that pro-
duced in Japan, and the quantities obtainable are uncertain,
Japan now supplies the world with camphor to all practical

purposes. The annual export of crude camphor from Japan
averages about five million pounds. It is produced by boil-
ing the camphor treo. The tree is eut into chips, and these
are boiled in an apparatus constructed for the purpose. The
vapor from the still is conducted into a receptacle containing
several partitions surrounded by cold water. The camphor
vapor condenses, and is deposited in crystals or grains upon
bainboo screens, wbence it is finally collected as crude
can phor. This process is roagl in the extreme and the ap-

paratus most unscientific, but it bas the sanctity of age, and
will continue to be the most acceptable to the Japanese.
The production of crude camphor means the destruction of
the tree, and uany districts are now denuded of camphor
timber and yet only recently have the Government and the
people taken stops to renew the depleted forests. Although
tie youngest wood hitherto used for extracting caniphor bas
been about seventy or eighty years old, it is expected that
under the i muproved management the new trees will give
equally good results within twenty-five or thirty years. It
is an interesting fact that the roots of these trees contain a
nuch larger proportion of camphor than the tros themselves.

Of course a large quantity of wood bas to be u3ed to produce
only a small quantity of camplior, and if two hundred

pounds of the former give ton pounds of the latter it is con-
sidered a good outrun. The remaining supply of camphor
tros in Japan is very large, and it bas ben estimated that
the trees belonging to thie Government alone are capable of
maintaining during the next twenty-five years the present
average annual supply of camphor from Japan. In one dis-
trict, Tosa, in Japan, there is a group of thirteen trees about
one hundred years old, which is bas been estimated eau pro-
duce 40,000 pounds of crude caiiphor, and are worth as they
stand about $4,000. After being boiled fron the wood, the
camphor is brouglit to tie market in wooden tubs rudely
constructed, and it is snbjected to examination before being
accepted, as it is of ton adulterated and always more or less
impregnated with water to increase its weight. The nethod
of rofining camuphor is to place the crude in iron or glass
vessels in a sand bath over a fire wlere the material mots,
changes to vapor again, condenses, and forins in crystals in a
compact cake or block. Another process of refining is to put
the crude camphor into large steel retorts, whence all mi-
purities, ails, and moisture are conveyed to a receptacle and
the caiphor vapor is passed into a specially constructed
cooling chasmber, where it condenses and falls in clear cry-
stals or grains of pure camphor. These grains are called
flowers of camphor, aud in that shape are used for medicinal
preparations and also for manufactures, such as the produe-
tion of celluloid.

COLD STORAGE SHIIPMENTS.
So far seven ocean steamships have been fitted with cold

storage apparatus for the transport of creamery butter to
England. Of these the SS. Mexico is now at the bottom of
the sea ; but the SS. Memnon, Memphis, and Dominion of
the Elder Dempster Line and the SS. Mongolian, Norwegian
and Pomeranian of the Allan Royal Mail Line are all ready
ta take consignmonts. Owing to the fact that they only ac-
cept creamery butter considerable heart-burning bas
taken place amongst shippers of Western and Townships
dairy who do not see why their shipments should be excluded
fron the refrigerators, if they make application early
enough. The distinction certainly seems an invidious one,
and it would be well if somae modification of this east-iron
rule that only creanery butter shall be stowed in the re-
frigerators, could be made.

-SINoEopening prices on the 1895 pack of California fruits were
made some weeks ago, the tendency of the market has been up-
vard, and nearly ail packers have ralsed their figures. This

improvement ls due ta the reported shorý crops and the high
prices demanded and paid for green fruits. Plums and apricots
have taken the lead in this respect, with pears not far behind.
But the demand up ta the present time has been disappointing
o packers. Eastern buyers do not seem ta place as much confl-
douce In the reports that the pack of ail fruits will be light as
the packers could wish, and some of the latter have come ta the
conclusion that Eastern dealers are putting into practice on a
larger scale than was tried last year, the plan to allow packere ta
carry the stocks.

-THE Grand Jury of New York have dismissed the criminal
charge brought by Mr. Florence M. Davld against the brokerage
firm of Lamontagne Clark & Co. It will be remembered that
Mr. David claimed that he had deposited 1,000 shares of Cana-
dian Pacifl stock valued at 70,OO with the firm as security and
that they sold out his deals at a time when lie had $80,000 at lits
credit. The whole case was fully reported in these columns at
the time of its-ocurrence. The Grand Jury dismissed the
criminal charge as against E. C. Lamontagne and Elijah Fulton,
two bankers of the firm, but indicted Herman Clarke, formerly
a member of the firm, for grand larceny. Clarke is now In Slng
Sing for forgery,

-Tira Cleveland Steel Canal-boat Company has launched the
first of a fleet of steel boats, which promise to revolutionize traiic
on thie Brie Canal. It is claimed for them that they will be
equally suited for lake and canal navigation. It is believed that
this marks the beginning of the end of the mule and wooden-
boat age in canal trallic. Tlire will be no breaking of balk ac-
cording to this plan from Lake Brie ta the Canal, but the slip-
ments will proceed right through, and New York ie confidently
expecting that the change wIll give still lower freight-rates to
that city.

-Wrru a view Of aiding farmers in the Northwest to secure
the extra labor necessary ta harvest their abundant crope the
Canadian Pacifia authorities instructed their agents throughout
the country to receive applications for laborers. The agents have
sent in their reports and the list completed therefrom shows
that there have been actual applications for 2,000 men ; and as
there are many stations on the lines where there are no agents,
it le estimated that fully 8,000 men will he needed. That this
labor may be supplied as far as possible, two excursions will be
run from Ontario and Quebec next month at the low rate of $25,
with the privilege of paylng $10 for the Manitoba points and $18
for the return trip.

The firm
came to grief In the spring of 1898, but secured a settlement et
35 cents lu the dollar. Sinoc then they do not seea to have made
any headway.
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-FIFTEEN thousand acres of yellow cedar limita in Northern
British Columbia have been disposed of by a Vancouver syndi-
cate, subject to examination of the property by experts, te
British capitalists for $40,000 cash and $250,000 stock in the new
company, The transfer la one of the most important lumber
deals that has ever taken place in the province. It le estimated
that there are over 100,000,000 feet of lumber available for coin-
miercial purposes, and tie shipping facilities are excellent, the
limits being on the water's edge.

ment assay at 66% ta 6'f¼ cents.

The sterling exchange market ls a little
casier In New York because there are
offerîngs of futures for ail months between
now and the end of the year. It is, of
course, purely speculative, and the pros.
pective bills are held at high figures, but
drawers of exchange are encouraged by
the increasing inquiries as ta what they
will pay for future contracts. Another
factor in the situation la the sale by com-
mercial bouses of cable transfers against
gold shipments. Tiese cables sel at 4
cent per £ sterling less than the rates de-
manded by the regular drawers. They
are sold payable In New York and Lon-
don on the sanie day ; that Is, the pur-
chaser does not pay for the cable until ad-
vised by the London banker, upon whom
it lu aold, that the money has been de-
posited there to meet the obligation. Both
these factors have eased off the market,
and to-day posted asking ra-tes in New
York were $4.89% ta $4.90 for long bills
and $4.90% ta $4.91 for demand. Actual
rates are: Long bills, $4.89% ta $4.89y;
sight drafts $4.90% ta $4.90%, and cable
transfers, $4.90% ta $4.90%. Francs are
quoted at 5.16% ta 5.15% for long and 5.15
ta 5.14h for short; reichsmarks, 95y ta 95
11-16 for long sud 95 15-16 ta 96 for short;
guilders,40 5-16 ta 40% for long and 40 7-16
ta 40% for short. lu this market sterlIng
exchange 1s steady. Between banks rates
were 9% ta 10 for sixties, and 10 1-16 to

ta 1-10 discount for New York funds.
Over the counter rates were 10% ta % for
sixties, 10% ta X for demand, 10% for

cables, and 1-16 ta X premium for New
York funds.

The "bulls" have had cantrol of the
stock market during the past week on the
strength of reports of good crops, and a
general improvement in the business
undertone. The speculative stocks re

,sponded at once, and during the week
Street Railway has gained 6% points,
New Street the sane, Toronto Street 2
points, and Cable 4 points. A feature of
the week ias been the enquiry for Banque
du Peuple by the ex-president of a city
gas company, until at the close 847 shares
had been purchased at 30 against offers of
15 only ut this time last week. An article
on this subject will be found elsewhere,
lu fact the whole bank list ias been ac-
tive. Bank of Montreal was dealt in ta
the exteCTt of 162 shares, and the total
sales of the week amount ta 610 bank
shares and 17,028 la the miscellaneous
list, which shows that the market bas
been active throughout. The following
are the transactions as per Chas.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARIKETS

Thursday Evg., Aug. 8th, '1895

The rains of the early part of the
present week have been most beneficial to
pasturage and the root crops, and have
hielped to fil up the creeks and wells.
Farmers consequently feel more confi-
dent, and although in most lines business

la suffering from the usual sommer lui,
there is a strong undertone, and prices
are firmly maIntained even if the instances
of advancement are less numerons this
week than last. The one exception is the
most Important one of dairy produce.
Cheese is again lower, and salesmen who
refused 8 for July make last week are
now sorry they did so; for some large
blocks of Western make have been placed

at '7Y cents. The deiand from England
continues light. Whether the botter
times there have caused the working
classes to eat more , meat and neglect
cheese, or wlether the stock of old cheese
held there is amply sullicient for wants, or
whether Danish and -New Zealand cleese
is supplanting our own, It is impossible to
say. The fact remains that thei English
d0 not want our cherse except at pric'es
which factorymen are not yet willing to
accept' and that there is very little en-
couragement in the outlook at the present
moment. Butter is also weaker, owing to
the lack of export enquiry, and in eggs
the liberal receipts have lowered the tone
of the market. The rains have improved
the position of live-stock. Farmers are
no longer auxious to force their cattle on
the market now that pasturage is ample,
and prices have improved in consequence.
In wool the steady American denand for
bright lustrous Canadian wools gives the
market a very firm undertono and it looks
as if flecce would reacl the 25 cent ligit
before long. In groceries, teas are the
principal feature. No Japans of the con-
moner grades can be secured in Yoko-
iama except at prices fully 3 cents per lb
higher than those of last year. The
shipmeiits to date are 2X million pounds
less, and nierchants arc awakening to the
fact that they must hustle for supplies.
Sugars arc unmchanged; although the un-
usdal fact that New York prices are Y, to
%c highuer thim our own, and that August
and September are good sugar months,
would seen to point to higher prices.
But contracts ahead have not yet all run
out, and refiners are anxious to get their
manufactured stock .out of the way to
make room for the raw sugars that are
arriving. Hence they would sooner ac-
cept present figures for refinoit than have
to hire outside storage for their raws
The advance In cut nails lias not material.

But the suburban tradoeis
doing well, and report that the volune of
their overturn is ahead of that of last
year. Remittances show a steady im-
provement. Tlel3aper naturing on the
4th was well mot, and most hoeuses say
that their collections are much botter than
they were a year ago at this time.

Wholesalers are commenc-
ing to realize that they have got to moet
Yokolamna prices and that it is no use to
hold off any longer if they wish to get sup-
plies, and the agents are doing a brisk
business in consequence. Latest latters
from Japan say that common teas are dif-
ficult to get even at ani advance of 3r per
pound on last season's figures, and that
shipments are 232 million poumnds short of
what they were a year ago. Tiese are
stubborn facts and althougli wholesalers
have hldoit ff-hopin against hope-they
have got to knuckle down to the inevitable
As to China tea, it la evident that the bulk
of the crop this year will go to Russia as
it is composed of fine pure teas, free from
tarry flaver, that just suit that market and
for which the Russians will pay hîigh
prices. At the sanie time thero are plenty
of rejected parcels, as the usual complaints
of sales from false "musters" are made.

Sngar is unchanged as yet ; but the mar-
ket is hardening and if the usual August
and September demand for preserving and
canning purposes sets in values must go
higher. New York's prices are j4 to %c
more than thoy are here, which is in itself
an unusual feature, But what keeps the
market down is the desire to get their
stock out of the way to make room for the
accumulation of raw and the fact that
future contracts made some months ago,
are not yet al filled. Canned goods are
firm and unclanged. Peas, strawberries,
and raspberries are practically over, and
interest is now centred on corn and toma-
tocs for which 82 to 823c is the ruling
figure. Canned salmon are still very firm
at $4.50 as an inside price on the coast, In
dried fruit, prices on new California prunes
have been quoted which practically moan
6%4 to 934c per lb. laid down here, accord-
ing to size aud quality. Quotations ou new
raisins are not yet to hand. The old crop
in Eastern markets is said ta be closely
cleaned up and there is a pressure to sali
from ithe coast ; but figures are still above
Eastern ideas and buyers are not anxious,
For old crop we uote stahdard 3 crown
loose muscatels 534c, 4 crown 634 to 6V40
duty paid.

HA v-The market is: still strong; although
the abundant rain and the certainty of
good pasturage lias weakened it some-
what. New hay will not be merchantable
before the 15th September and in tite
meantime old lay sells at country points
at $10 to $10,50 for No. 1 and $9 to $9.50
for No. 2, as to quality. Alongside ship
prices are $10 to $10.50 and $11 to $11.50
respectively. Cables fron England are
weaker. We quote 62s Gd Liverpool, 66s
London, and 72s Gd Glasgow.

InoN AND HaunuwiARie-The cut iait
manufacturers ]ave been in session for
some timie discussing the expected advance
in the base price of nails ; but as yet no
decision lias been arrived at, and the ouly
changes wo have ta make li the list are in
galvanizod iron, which,, owing to the firni
attitude of English mnakers, has àdvanced
to $4.15 to $4.40 for Queeni's Ilead or aqual,
The discriminatory rates against this prov-
ince in the case of barbed wire and wire
nails, still continue and Quebec doalers
have to pay 12ye cents more tian their
Ontario brethren for their wire while in
the case of nails the discounts are 75 and
10, f.o.b. Montreal for .Quebec and 75 and
5, delivered for Ontario. lera trade is
quiet, as it usnally is during the present
month, and the ouly activity seems to be
amongst can-makers who appear to have
their hands full of orders and ara buying
tin freely on the basis of $2.50 to $2.85 for
I. C. coke and $3 to $3.50 for I. C. charcoai.
In the United States there is little activity
in pig iron ontside of doliveries on old or-
dors, but the moderate sales mnaking re-
leve the marketsull1icntly to keep prices
very stoady in the face of largo output of
furnaces. To all accounts the consumption
is heavy and foundry mon are still well off
for orders. Few orders are being placed
for steel rails, and purchases of ipikes are
on a ratier small scale, but prices li both
lines remain firm. Inquiries for structural
shapes, plates and ordinary merchant Iron
are very fait. Not il great deal of business
transpires, but vlhat thero is of it is at firai
prices. There is still' a very fair demand
for old rails and wrought scrap iron, with
stiff prices bid; but scarcity of stock keeps
prices low. Other ald material is firmnly
held, but iu ilmited demand.

LEATHER AND HIDEs-The hide marniket
continues firm and unchanged. Thte steady
buying of Americans has cleaned. out aIl
the beef hides and calfskins thatwore Ih eld
In stock and except for a few lots of unde-
sirable calfskins the market is bare.
Locally prices are still 834, 7X and 654c
for Nos. 1, 2 and 8 to butchers, witi tan-
niers paying a cent more for sorting, curr
ing and inspection, but it is said 10 cents
lias been paid for choice No. 1. No sheep-
skins are now in the market and very few
lambs. We mark clips and lambskins ip
to 35c. Tallow la firm at 6 to 634c for
prime raflned and 5 to 5%c for No. 2
quality. In Chicago, packer hides run at
1834c, native at 183%c, and sixty pound
Texas at 1234c. In the leather market
tanners claim that they ch innke no
noney at the presant prices of leather and
hides, and that either hides must go down
or leather must go up. As a result they
are holding off. Th& shoemuen are nlso
holding off in liopes of broakiog prices for
leather, and they can aiord to do so at the
present moment.
