But modern methods are
fast changing aven the liquid portion of his stock into packages
of a size suited to ordinary family needs, and for these ie will
pay a much higier price par gallon than if in bulk. His profit
will be greatly lessened because the goods being labelled will
allow of their being specitied by soma "cut price" dealer who
lias In view the sale of other goods not carried by the ratail
grocer. The consumer will want the package syrup and mso.
lasses because the mystery of the seal and the value of the littlo
tin pail will urge their preference.

While soma reports of dasmage to the new fig crop have been
heard latest, advices froin Smyrna are to the effect that a crop
fully three times last year's output will be secured, The aver-
age Smyrna crbp is 65,000 to 70,000 loads, last season but 13,000
were secured owing to the dry weather.

A dispatch frosa Fresno; California, dated 19th inat. says that
the raisin crop of California the past season was less than thirty-
flye thousand tons, and the expectations are that the present
season's crop cannot exceed forty thousand tons.

There ta a scarcity of evaporated applee in tihe Western States
and high prices rule throughout. A car from the East last week
brouglt 8% f.ob. New York.
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The sugar beet industry ia being revived in soma sections of
Western Ontario. A recent letter from Aylmer reads :-" That

-A VAS'rER conmbine tian las been ta rAported to have beau
organised by a single organisation acquiring control of all the
copper mines in Amerlea. They produce annually 475 million
pounsds of metal. Their value ia estimated at 400 millions of
dollars. The combine will lie able to fix the prics of ail the
copper sold on this continent. The Rothschilds and the Standard
Oit Co. are said to have furnisied the funds and arranged the
terms on which ail the mines will bé taken over.

-CoNssnls)ERABLE comment is being madea upon the reduction
of the dividend of the Merchants Bank of Canada from 4 to 834
per cent for the half-year. The bank appears to have been re.
ducing its business on a large scale in the past year. While the
total amount of the current loans and discounts of ail the other
banks has risen since Marci 18)3 by $24,279,117, or 12 par cent,
those of the Marchants' Bank of Canada have decreased by
$l,746,085, a falling off of over 10 par cent.

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THE HARBOUR WORKS AND FLOODS;
The rapid.disappearance of ice above and below the

city this week has removed all danger of a serious flood,
which threatened a few days ago. What has occurred,
however, is not without its lesson. of warning. The water
rose to the level of the revetment wall at the end of last
week; last year it rose one foot above it; in 1881 it rose
five feet higher than that level. The break up of the
ice lias been later than usual this spring; in somue re-
spects the action was peculiar-although, as a matter
of fact, the iovement is dependent on conditions that
no one can forese, and the result is of a different
character eaci year.

The unbroken mass of ice left along the ivhole
length of the wharves below the Beaver ine bertis, is
unprecedented. Above that point to the canal the
guard-piei, as usual, kept the. wharves clear of shoves
of aiything but the ice in the basin. The movement
of the ice this year, as in the two previons years since
the guard-pier neared completion, has demonstrated
that the in ner basin formed by it is not to be relied
upon as a safe winter-harbour for vessels. When a jan
takes place in the main channel, and the water as a
consequence rises rapidly, the ice in the river is forced
tipwards towards the basin and irresistibly thrusts for-
ward the body of smooth ice forned in it duriug the
winter, and, of course, it. sweeps away beforet. all that
is not substantially stationary.

The crisis iii the flood this year was reached on the
?Oth of this mionth, and, occurring in the day-time, was
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favourable for Observation. The. water rose over two
feet in a short time, and the pressure froin the- rise
forced the -rough ice in the- river in such masses that the
whole body of smooth ice in the basin was pushed
bodily upwards, and soon, what had been the river röad

to the Ionsecours Market was shoved up above the Cus-
tom House. By this tine ·the water had reached tie
level of the revetment wall, and then fortunately the
jam, at whatever point it was, gave way and the move-
ment ceased.

It ni ust have been apparent to any reflecting observer
of that interesting natural movement that, if the new
piers proposed to be built in the harbour had been coin-
pleted and the permanent sheds, talked of,. had been
erected, they would have ben carried away-cut
through as easily as the knife cuts through a cheese.
It could niot be otherwise; those piers are to be sone
four feet below the level of the revetnient wall-that
revetment wall-level, as we know by experience, is only
a medium one for the floods we are subjeet to-and no
structures could be put on those piers that could with-
stand the enormous impetus of suci a large mass of
solid and compact ice as was then in motion. The
rougi, broken-up ice forced in from the main channel
reached up above the line of the first pier commenced
last fall, and had the jam continued a few hours longer
it would have reached the Custom flouse, and the
smooth basin ice would have been forced up to Wind-
mill point.

We allude to this bectuse we tliink it a muatter well
worth considering before the high-level wharves are
actually built. We have in all these discussions Con-
tended that high level wharves are in no part of the
world built froi choice. They are an extravagant waste
of money when not necessary. In no other port are
they built higher than tidal waters call for. If the
present plans are carried out, and they prove a disap-
pointient in the end-as they surely will-and, a cause
of such a serious disarrangement of the harbour busi.
ness for a number of years to come-the blame will not
lie on the Public Works Department or its engineers.
The consent of that department was given to the high
level for the sake of conciliation without-as the corre-
pondence at the time showed-absolute approval.

One of the main'objects to inîduce mauy of the'ship-
ping men. to urge the high 'level was to get these
proiised permanent sheds. The natural operations of
the ice duriug the last three winters, have shown that
the expectation of permanent sheds is only a delusion;
and now no sensible man will be led to pin his faith on
it. There can be no change in natural laws. The St.
Lawrence river will- continue to flow, and the ice'jams
here will continue to be more or less troublesonie in the
future, as they have in the past.

IL is to be hoped that the work of harbour enlarge-
nient will go on rapidly now that the season isopen.
There will of course be more or less disorganization
while the work of extenîsiou! is going on. The first
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pier is not likely to be ready for use at the earliest be-
fore sometime in 1901. We have heard it suggested
that the second pier should be started simîultaneously.
That would effectually destroy the efliciency of the
harbour for years.

A few weeks ago acting on instructions the harbour
engineer submnitted a plan for the proposed new works
at Maisonneuve. A drawing showing themu appeared
in some of the evening papers, and " bIle prints" are
on the table of La Chambre du Commerce. Otherwise,
apparently, the matter seems to have fallen flat-not
attracted the attention it deserves. The plans, as tIhey
appear on paper, show considerable ingenuity, and pro-
vide for a great deal of accommodation for trade pur-
poses. IL is difficult to get all persons to look at such
matters as this in the saine lighit. Side issues and
personal interests will intervene. The plan we are now
considering, if it were intended for an entirely new
place and thiere were not a few fundamental objections
to it, might not be without merit. There is, however,
the objection of the great cost. The site is below the
present pier, opposite one of the sugar refineries. That
piernow some 800 feet long, is to be extended over
400 feet still further into the rver. A basin of 300
feet-wide will be formed between that pier and the pro-
posed new vorks. As shown on paper, the plan
naturally divides itself into three sections, eaci having
one long wharf projecting out into the river about
1,500 feet and then, naking a bend, extends some 1,800
feet down streani at an angle that will malke the total
extension in the bed of the river somnewhere ovor 2,000
feet,or vithin 500 feet of the centre of the ship channel.
Each of these principal piers in the scheme wvill have
the low level on the upper side and -the high level
on the inher, or, basin side. The cost of the first sec-
tion, including the extension of the sugar house pier
and the dredging neëessary to make tLie 'work. f ully
available is estimated by the engineer at $3,092,000.

Besides the cost, the questioi of how such. large and
important works placed so far out in the river may
affect the ice jams and floods, arises. We dO hot now
offer any opinion on the matter. Fron the evidence
derived fron observing the break up of the ice a few
days ago, it was pretty clear that the main jami of the
ice occurred near that sugar refinery.

What bearing would the new constructions have on
this point? or, is il necessary to go so far into tie main
part of the river il order to obtain the necessary wharf-
age space ? The Departmenttof Public Works must,
under the lawl approve of th plans before they are
adopted. IL is inderstood-tiey are now being con.
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sidé è ,ad doubtless the points just raontionéd *ill
recéive the fullest attention.

We have heard some surprise expressed liat the first
section was not placed above the sugar rofinery wharf
instead of below it. That would have given a continu-
ity of wharfage whiclh is now broken by a gap of
several thousand feeb. We have heard no explanation
of the reason why this space with the high river bank
i front of it was not inîcluded in the general schiene.

TH' MARCH - BANK STATiEIENT.

The variations in the bank statement for March run
generally parallel to those of saine mointhi last year,
and of previous ycar, the differences beiag nainly in
the degree of the change, not in its direedon. The cir-
culation last month advanced froi $37,525,000 to $38,-
409,000, an increase of $884,000, last ycir the enlarge-
ment was $103,000. As the point fromî which the in-
crease this year was higher thai that of last year by

S $1,700,000, a further advance of $S84,000is ail the more
signilicant of the extent of the currency in active use.

Tite deposits ou demuand in March fell Crom $88,387,-
000 to $8G,015,000, a decline of $1,472,000 is compared
with the decrease of $2,500,000 in March, 1898. These
balances, however, stood at the end of last month, $9,-
400,000 higher thai a year ago, which is a fair indica-
tion of the greater ease in business circles which has
taken place siice a year ago. Deposits payable after
notice suffered a slight decliune, $450,000, as against
$270,000 last year. These funds are now 2031 millions
of dollars in excess of their amonut a year ago. This

does iot look as tLhotgh Canada needed to go to Buffalo
ta fiiid the capital for erecting elevators for the na-
tional port, the returns froi which to investors would
surely exceed the iiterest on deposite allowed by banks.
The total batik deposits tet years ago averagel $24 per
head of the popuilatiou of Canada, this yel.r the average

per head is over $49.50, which looks as though there
was ample money for carrying out any enterprises
needed for the developiient of the country which offered
a fair return to investors. As the banks in bue last ten
years have added $30,800,000 to their stock of securities
and $17,000,000 to their call loans, it is evident that

they couild stand a considerable drain of deposits.
The balances due to the batiks froi baiks and

agencies in the States were reduced froi $21.900,000
to $21,383,000, wlhich is practically no change. There
was therefore no effort made to take advantage of the
high rates prevailing il New York, nor vithdrawals
owing tthe fiutter in financial circles in that centre.

A reduiction to extent of $l,175,000 took place in the
balances due froum banks in the United Kingdom. Last
year they were reduîced $3,900,000 in March. The
baiks have now $8,300,000 more bo their credit with
their agencies il the old land than ten yearsago, which
gives lia promise of an advance in sterling excbange,
so far as they are concerned.

Cu rrent loais and discounits advaiced last moilith
fromt $234,00S,000 ta $240,508,000, an iterease of
S6,560,000, which corresponds with the adcame of this
itei iii the sanie ionth last year. This feature in the
batik stateient is growing fast, in tei years it has
been enlarged by S00,835,000, or over 60 pox Cent, while
the deposits in saie period have increased S127,610,000,
or over 100 per cent. What effect this disproportion

our bankers to judge.

As we are writing, the passengers by the "Dominion"
the first ocean steamer to enter the St. Lawrence this
season, are on their way by train fron Quebec, and-the
river after threatening us with a flood for several days,
is fast clearing itself of ice. Navigation then may be
considered open for 1890, which, though long delayed,
and though probably hîampered by high insurance rates,
will we trust be the commencement of fhe nost pros-
perous season on record. Our usual comparative state-
ment is appended, and the detailed returns of the banks
will also be found in this issue.

GREATER MONTREAL.
The existence of a number of small suburban muni-

cipalities around this city, las for soie years pasb sug-
gested their incorporation with this commercial metro-
polis. Those comimunities are each and ail, more or
less, dependent upon this city. Fromn the trade of
Montreal their own is largely derived. The municipal
privileges of this city they, to some extent, share, with-
out contributing to the maintenance of services they
enjoy. Innumerable instances could be cited of similar
conditions liaving arisen in coniection with large cities.
It is indeed alimosb inevitable for a.large city to become,
surrounded by small comnunities of persons wlio
"swarmn' like bees out of the central hive ta establishi
iew ones.

It is impossible to keep on enlarging the boundaries
of a city so as to take in the outsiders who settle on its
borders. Many of these go to bLe subiurbs to enjoy a
home anid the botter air of the rural districts; to escape
city taxation; and to acquire land for bouses or fac-e-
tories at a cheaper rate than sites are procurable in the
city. lowever just it may be, it is quite vain to com-
plain*of persons earniing their incone in a city and en-
joying all its advantages, while escaping its taxation
by residing outside, But they have no just grievancq
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when a city proposes to extend ils limits so as' t en-
brace those suburbs which draw their support from its
commerce, and upon which suburban residents rely for
a measure of police protection; for water sup'ply; for
sewerage, and other municipal services which a small
community cannot adequately provide. It is well
known that villages on the outskirts of a city are very
liable'to bea seriousîmenace to its health; to its safety
fromnfires, and to its peace. Sanitation is hardly pos-
sible to be providied in a small community. For fire
protection, suburbs are apt to rely upon the adjacent
city's brigade. As the police service in a village is
always nominal, if any at all such places are very often
refuges for law breakers, who have a prejudice against
being too much under observation by the police of a
city. Such establishments as are forbidden by the by-
laws of all civilised cities, when they are closed up in
their precinets, are frequently re-opened in thesuburbs.
We could nane one suburban village in Canada in
vhich property was depreciated by residents being
driven away, or new settlers deterred, owing to a certain
class of miscreants making the place the popular resort
of law breakers of all classes, who had been driven out
of the adjacent city. Another suburb known to us, was
subject to epidemies caused by defective water supply
and there being no sewerage system. Both those
places were practically part of the cities of whieh they
were suburbs, the dividing line being ouly discoverable
on a chart.

It is manifest therefore that the existence of small
suburban inunicipalities, 'where civic government is de-
fective, and civic services of a sanitary nature, and for
the maintenance of law and order, and fire protection,
are inadequate, creates conditions which need ta be
considered and if possible remedied by a city so placed.
Montreal is encircled by villages. A fe'y minutes trp
on a street car in any direction, save river-wards, brings
us into an independent municipality._ In a few months
there will be no exception to this, as St. Lambent will
becomepractically part of this city, when the new
bridge is opened over the St., Lawreuce. The island
of Montreal is only 32 Miles long by 10 miles wide, yet
it contains over 25 distinct municipalities, most of
which have suburbs outside thteir limits. The principal
ones are : Montreal, St. . Cunegonde, Maisonneuve,
Outremont, Sault au Recollet, Ahuntsic, Ste. Gene-
vieve, Pointe Claire, Lachine, Notre Dame de Grace,
Westmount, Cote St. Paul, Pointe aux Trembles, Dor-
val, St. Leonard, Port Maurice, St. Louis de Mile End,
Longue Pointe, Cote des Neiges, Verdun, St. Laurent,
Bordeaux, DeLorimier, Riviere des Prairies, &c. The
population of these, outside this city, ranges froin 500
to 19,000. As a preliminary to any movement for their
annexation te this city, or the grouping of these muni-
cipalities for joint government by a couînty council, it
vill be necessary to compile and publish a scheduIe,showing .the exact financial position of each of these

places, with bheir population, area, &c.
Thie scheme, we submit, should embrae the annex-

ation absolutely of those communities which are now
practically a portion of titis city, such as Westmount,
St. Henri, Ste. Cunegonde, Maisonneuve, Outremont,.
&c. This would clear the grouid, and' enable adis
tinction t be drawn betveen the great central city, and
a numbier of rural placés. The plan of bringing this
city and a group of country villages under the control
of one Council, would never work. Buta council could

be organised for. the better-government. of the restof
the island in which the different comniunities would be
represented by their chief officer and one member
specially elected. Such a body would have the man-
agement and control of roads, bridges, rural constabu-
lary, and every service in which several municipalities
have a joint interest.

Mayor Prefontaine is stated to have arranged for a
coimittee being appointed to cousider these questions.
The comnittee should not be wholly of city residents,
nor of aldermnn, but should comprise several members
who have had experience in municipal affairs, or whose
financial and business standing shows their possession
of' such àdministrative talent as would render their
advice most valuable.

The system established in France by the law of 10th
August 1871 should be studied by those who are mov-
ing in this matter, as well as the Ontario systeni of
County Councils. In France a number of rural "coi.
munes" are grouped into a "Cantou," which is governed
by a "Conseil General," the district covered being pro-
vided with miilitary police mounted, or on foot.

THE EST[MATÉS FOR NEXT. YEAR AND
IN 1889-90.

The Finance Minister lias laid before Parliament the
estimates'of expenditure for the year 1899-1900. The
total amount is $46,286,550. The chief organ of the
Government claims that this figure is $1,613,036 below.
that of the estimates of 1898-99. The Opposition organs
on the other hand affirni that this is quite misleading,
as they claim that the amount chargeable to Consoli-
dated Fund, which means the amount of current ex-
penses, is about $000,000 larger than in 1808-99, the
reduction being in items chargeable to Capital Account.
At the present stage of public business in the House all
comments on the estimates are premature. Every item'
of expenditure as shown in the estimates mnay be
changed, and new ones inserted, while transfers may be
made from oneýclassification to another. Thiere is a
French proverb to the effect that only fools and a cer-
tain other class of persoans pass judgment on unfiished
works. While we do not classify our partisan conten-
poraries with either of these sections, we do regard their
criticisms of the estimates, in their original form, as
unreliable. There can, however, be no question that the
cost of administering the public services of Canada has
beenadvancing'year by year for nany years. In Feby.
1889, the Finance Minister laid estimates before the
House calling for $35,410,280 on Consolidated Fund
Account, and $0,225,607 on Capital Account, a total
-of $44,635,887 The es,timates brought down this week
anount to $46,286,550, an excess over those of ten
.years ago by $1,650,0d3. The amount then classified;
as Consolidated Fund expenditure was $6,118,018 less
than is estimated to be spent on the saine services nûxt
.year. The Capital expendituresl in hlie former year,
1880-90, wyere, however, $4,467,355 greater than the
estimates for 1800-1900. As the noney spent wihich
is charged to Consolidated Fund is thxat which represents
the cost of administering the Governient services, what
we May call the running, or working expenses of- the

-country, it is evident that these working expenses now
-are larger by over six millions of dollars than they were
ten years ago.

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It has occurred to us, and we simply state this in
order to have some basic principle upon which to forinu-
late a plan of operation, that if an agreement were en-
tered into between thirty or forty commission houses
in the trade agreeing not to sell any individual, firn or
corporation, either for cash or on credit, directly or in-
directly, who bas, according to the opinion of three-
quarters of the credit men who sign, or whose firns
sigu, such. an agreement, made a fraudulent failure, it
would place a restraint upon such failures."

Merebants are invited to say whether they will enter
intosuch an agreement providing a majority of the
trade also agree. In response to this appeal the agree-
uent lias been signed by a large number of important

drygoods louses, the titles of about forty prominent
wholesale firis being published who have joined this
movenient. Some few objections have been raised, not
against the need for such, a policy, but, on the ground
that competition will prove too strong for its universal
observance, or, in plainer words, that the inerchants
who sign the agreement will break their pledge.

This, ive fear, is the weak link in the chain. Boy-
cotting a trader is a very drastic measure. There will
be all mainer of private influences brouglit to bear
against its being put in force in individual cases, and
some, out of charity, will be moved to give au offender
another chance. There are, unfortunately, some firms
who are so reckless in crediting that they neglect the
ordinary precautions against fraud. A person is re-
ferred to in another article in this issue who was utterly
unworthy of trust, yet he secured goods on credit for a
retail store fron three firms and sold the lot for cash
before tbey were even opened on his premises. Wluile
such facilities for securing credit exist there is every
probability of frauds contiuiuing to be perpetrated, even
under [he boycotting systein above described.

One of the most effectuai safeguards to merchants
would be such an insolvency law as is desired by the
leading Boards of Trade in the Dominion. Such a law
would involve fraudulent debtors in penalties whièh
would be more deterrent than those threatenied by any
private organisation. The maclinery of a Dominion
Act would work with regularity and certainty; its op-
eration would not be obstructed or set aside by private
influences which would almost certainly render a boy-
cotting agreement amongst merchants, so irregular in
its action as to become nugatory.

HIOW NEW YORK iS GOVERNED.
For the third, or fourth time, an investigation is being

publicly conducted in New York in regard to the muni-
cipal management ofthat city. There lias been nothiug
so far disclosed which is novel in character, beyond the
audacity of the man who is the ringleader in a. vast
conspiracy of corruption. The person known in his
day as "Boss Tweed" was quite a mnodest individual
compared with his successor Mr. Croker. This person,
in answer to a question, declared that lie was the Boss
of the Tamnany ring, and, as sucli, he intended to run
New York in the interests of Iimself and his followers.

Replying to a nuaiber of questions, Mr. Croker gave
answers which may be thus stated in a narrative fori.
He is in partnership with a mian named Peter F. Meyer.
They have an office on Broadway, where auction sales
are conducted, Mr. Meyer being the chief auctioneer,
four otiers being engaged in the business. The whoIe
of the judicial sales which take place in New York are
carried on in the Croker and Meyer sales rooms, The
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judges of the New York Courts appoint the officers,.
named referees, who select the auctioneer for conduct;
ing all judicial sales. These judges have been indnced
to appoint only such referees as Mr. Croker nominated,
who, consequently placed all the sales in the hands of
the ' Croker firm. The judges theiselves- were the
nominees of Mr. Croker, whose powers as Boss of the
Tammany organisation, were exercised in securing
their election. Thus the chain was complete. Mr.
Croker, as Boss, appointed the judges, the judges as
creatures of the Boss appointed refereesi and the
referees ai dependents of the Boss handed over to the
Boss the monopoly of all judicial sales in the city of
New York. That the above is a fair statement is
evident by the following extract from a report of the
enquiry.

Question. The Tammany judges appoint Tammany
referees ?

Mr. Croler. Yes.
Q. The referees appoint the auctioneer and that

auctioneer is your partner and all the auctioneers are
Tammany nien ?

Mr. Croker. Yes.
Q. Then, by nominating judges,.you get the profit

on all judicial sales and you are working for your owai
pocket all the time ?

Mr. Croker. All the time.

So much for the system of appointing judges by
popular vote-so-called, it lias resulted in making the
judges in. the chief 'city of the United States the.
creatures of one man, who uses then as bis instruments
in carrying on a system of organised -corruption for
his individual aggrandisement.

Another piece of evidence was, given by the son of
Néw York's Boss. This young man testified that lie
was drawving a salary of $2,500 from a construction
company as its secretary. When asked as to his duties,
Le replied ; " I am learning the business." This com-
pany was shown to have a monopoly of the supply of
a certain class of goods.used largely by the Corporation
of New York and by the citizens. This monopoly had
been secured by the Boss having manipulated the by.
laws of the city so as to enrich a company in which lie
was interested. This companly paid his son $2,500 a
year solely as a recognition of the father's services in
its behalf..

Further evidence. proved thaL all the men on the
police force of New York are,. like the judges, the
creatures of the Boss. Positions on the staff have to
be purchased through the Tammany organisation. The
saloon men are also under the control of the Boss, who
levies blackmail on these places. If the sworn testi-
mony of some of the wituesses is credible, lie shares,
more or less directly, in the proceeds of crimes which
are eommitted in saloons by the connivance of the
keepers. IL is beyond question, that- a saloon-keeper
who "stands in" with Tammany, by paying what is
levied upon him, is placed above the law. He is never
intérfered with by the police, nor subject to any moles-
tation, whatever goes on within his premises. The
loose women of the city are in the sane position. For
them the law lias no terrors, if they contribute to
Tammany.

We are informed by a New' York banker, that it is
believed there, by a large body of the bigher class of
citizens, that, if it is possible, there is a lower depth
still to this cess-pool of. corruption. The facts, relat-
ing to this, he affirms, could be revealed by the criminal

classes in that city, who, however, find silence a protec-
tion from Sing-Sing.

One needs go back to the revolting condition of
society as depicted in the satires of J uvenal to find a
parallel to the corruption prevalent in New York un-
der popular government. Mr. Croker boldly declared,
that the people of New York approved of the iniquities
of Tanmany, as lie, as Boss, had the people at his
back. Were we to apply to New York the arguments
used to show that the Filipinos and Cubans are unfit
for self-government, we fear it could be denonstrated
that the nembers of the largest community of citizens
in the United States, are in the saine state of incapacity.
But the truc lesson of these revelations. is a warning
against allowing the control of a city's management to
fall into the h'ands of its worst elemients. Tammnany is
simply, " Triumphant Democracy," to use Mr. Car-
negie's phrase.

A JUDICIAL SCANDAL.
While there is not money enough to keep the streets

of this city in a decent condition, there is $9,680 due to
the city for uncollected fines imposed by the City
Recorder. Of this amount, $2,328 lias been overdue
since 1896 ; $5,530 since 1897; and $1,820 since 1898.
Judgments, it appears, are rendered against prisoners
of fine or imprisonment, and the culprit is liberated on
payient of a small instalment. As a typical case, for
a fine of $150, $30 was accepted. The City Auditor
reports, that in some cases where a fine was imposed,
nothing at all was paid, yet the culprit was liberated.
In other cases the prisoner was sent to gaol in default
of paying a fine, and shortly afterwe:ýds liberated with-
out the fine having been paid. The Auditor should
have stated on whose authority the judgment of the
Recorder, passed in his Court, was set aside.

Such high-handed interferences, with a judicial sen-
tence we have heard of in such semi-barbarous countries
as Guatemala. The jailors there, for a small bribe, will
release prisoners who have been sentenced by the
Alcalde to a month's imprisonument, after they have
spent a few hours in jail. To read in the report of a
civie official, that the sentences of the City Recorder's
Court are set aside, and the fines lie imposes are not
collected, is a very grave judicial scandal. Such laxity
is well known amongst the class of those who supply
most of the culprits tried in that Court, while those
whn are ignorant of the custom, learn fron their legal
adviser that the verdict against thein will not be en-
forced.· Thus the operation of justice becomes a
farcical ceremony, and the law, instead of being a terror
to evil doers and a deterrent froni crime, is m'ade a
mockery of justice.

It is an axiom of jurisprudence, that the strength of'
a penal- law is proportioûed to thea ertainty of its being
enforced, and a corollary of this truth is, tiat crime is
encouraged whon the penalties of it are irregularly im-
posed. The Recorder owes it to the dignity of his ju-
dicial office to put a sunmary stop to these scandals, by
seeing that the sentences Le imposes are strictly and
promptly executed. The City Council should sec to it
that the $9,680 now overdue the .city for a length of
time, should be promptly collected and no 'fuiier ar-
rears allowed to accunulate. Were the by-law: of this
city enforcedi as those are of other cities, either the law
iwould be much more generally respected, or, the fines
for breachés of it, would provide a suai sufficient to
pay for a thorough cleansing of aur streets.
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The prevalent laxity in administering our local laws
breeds offences against and contempt of law; it brings
serious losses and annoyances to law abiding citizens;
il wastes civie revenue by expenditures for most ineffi-
cient services, and disgraces this city in the judgment
of visitors and of all its residents, who desire Montreal
governed in a imîanner worthy of its dignityns the true
metropolis of Canada.

TI[E PORTILAND ARSON CASE.
The Portland arion case, whici has for a lenîgth of time

excited inucli interest in insurance circles, caue to a close a
few days ago. The conclusion was not what we should have
liked ta record, but was satisfact>ry so far as it went, for it
brough t ta a summary end an atteipt to rob the Caledonian
and British America insurance comnpanies. Those companies
have doue insurance intereits and the public at large a valu-
able service by the deternination they have shown te foil a
fraudulent conspiracy and to bring malefactors ta justice.
In the spring of 1897 the bose and barn of T. K. Scovil of
Portland, Ont., were destroyed by lire. The owner iad tlem
insured for $3,300 in the Caledonian and British America in-
surance conpanies. After investigating the circumstances
of the fire the underwriters hecame so satislied of its having
been of incendiary origin, they decided to contest the claim
against them. Suit was brought by Scovil, to secure the in-
surance muoney, th outeome et which action was that a man
naned larry Johnson was convicted of arson and sentenced
ta a tern in the Central Prison, Toronto. Owing ta sote
technical difliculty Scovil, who was the instigator of the
crime, escaped conviction. One of the witnesses named Vil-
liam Cooliean who was called on bealf of Scovil, was con-
victed of perjury. If e got into this trouble by not having
the faculty of Sir Boyle Roche's celebrate! bird, cf being in
two places at the saine time. As the evidence was conclusive
that he was thirty miles distant front the place he swore lie
was aL when the lire occurred, his inability ta prove that lie
was in both places at the saime time secured hima a lodgment
in flic Kingston penitentiary for two years. -Another wit-
ness for Scovil fled, and was founîd at the Crow's Nest Pass,
B.C., after putting the companies to serious trouble in
locating hin. Scovil soens to have se much disliked the per-
tinacity of the companies who followed up the prosecution of
bis accoiplices by issuing a warrant for bis arrest also oni a
charge of perjury, that he also fled to some safe retreat. Under
sncb circunmstances the Master in Clancery, Toronto, dis-
misse:1 the civie suit brought against tlie Caledonian & British
America, as the complainant thouglt it prudent te be absent,
bis experience having given him a wholesome dread of
a Court of Justice, which was not evei overcome by the
prospect of eujoying lis friends' society in the Kingston
penitentiary. Althougli the compaiies have been put te
very serious expense and their ollicials to most annoying
trouble in defending thiemeilves against prosecuting a gang
of crimtinals, tlicy have our congratulations on the success of
their efforts. The danger to life and to the property of in-
noccnt persons is so great by ire as toconstitute incendiarism
One of the w'orst crimes in the calendar. The public arc in-
debted te the lire iusnranîce coipanies for showling such de-
terinîluation ta punish incendiary conspirators.

A LIQUOR PR1OBLEM IN THIE YUKON.
Theare must be an "open dcoor" iunto the Yukon for liquors

in spite of prohibition being alleged ta be in force. A fuss
was made a fow days ago in the House of Coinions because
the Minister of th Inîterior had sent a message authorising
a friend to inport "provisions" into that district. As there
is ic law against food enteriug, the permit was very properly,
inevitably' indeed, understood as a liquor permit. The
issuaiceof this permit frot the Minister of the Interior

proves that such authority is necessary for the carrying of
liquor into the Yukon. It is difficult te understand how this-
can be the case, unless permits are issued for wholesale im-
portations, which is practically a setting aside of whatever
prohibition is claimed tO be in force in the gold fields.
ihat the door is net mnerely ajar but very wide open ,for
liquors is shown by trouble which exists at Skagway over
wholesale shipnents to Dawson City. The American Cus-
toms offleer at that port has laid an embargo on nearly a
ton of liquor consigned te the Yukon until duties are paid
upon it under the Aierican tariff. It appears that the
oflicer declines te release the liquer, owing te the dispute
as te the boundary line between tfie States and Canada.
The mounted police are alleged te be stopping American im-
portations at the Summnit, at the line which Canada claicis te
be the boundary. The Skagway official is playing Roland te
this Oliver. He will net allowr the liquor in bis charge to
pass out to Dyea, where the customs regulations are less strin-
gently enforced. Meanwhile the supplies of liquor are falling
short in the Yukon, and the irritation this causes at Dawson
City and at points on the trail fron the coast, is threatening
te bring serions trouble bctween our officials and immigrants
and the officials of the States. The mlialediction on the man,
"who tries to rob a poor man of bis beer" is being pro-
nounced with emphasis on the Ainerican Customs officer.
Sir Wilfrid had better get that boundary question settled, or
there will be a hot time at Skagway and other points in
Alaska. But how nearly a ton of liquors can be on the road
to Dawson city, vhen a private personi requires a permit te
pass in a snall supply of "provisions", needs explanation.

PRESENTATION TO A BANK OFFICER.
On Friday last Mr. D. M. Stewart, Discount Clerk of the

Canadian Bank of Commerce, Montreal, was presented by
the local manager and staff with a handsomne silver tea ser-
vice and tray, on the occasion of his leaving the Bank to Lake
the position of Inspecter of the Merchants' Bank of Halifax.
On the tray was inscribed the following wor'ds

In naking the presentation, the Manager, Mr. A. M.
Crombie, referred in the highest terms to Mr. Stewart's at-
tain ments net only as a practical bank oflicer, but also as an
essayist and writer on banking subjects, and stated that bis
essay on " Comîpetition between Banks," whieh captured the
first prize of the Canadian Bankers' Association in 1897, was
a credit to lte banking fraternity of the Dominion, às well
as te the institution the writer represented. On behalf of
iimself and the staff of the Bank, he wished Mé. Stewart
every success and happiness, and predicted that he would at-
tain te still greater eminence in the banking world as the im-
portant position lie was now about te assume well augured.

Mr. Stewart replied.briefly, thanking bis fellow officers for
this signal mark of appreciation and gave credit to the sys-
tem and training of the Canadian Bank of Commerce for a
large ineasure of the success that has attended him. Bor the
beiefit of eibryonic bankers, he stated that lie had derived
very inaterial benefit from the study incident te the coin-
position of the essays he had written for the Canadian
Bankers' Association, and advised every young bank officer te
write upon the subjects selected by the Association, as the
information tlus obtained, in bis opinion, fully repaid the
effort, without regard te the substantial money prize in the
event of a paper being successfuil.

Three cheers and a "tiger" were then given for Mr. Stewart
with a will, who assumes bis new duties on the 1st May.

Reports froin many districts in Ontarlo are
favorable for a large output as additional
proparations in that regard are evidenced
in maiy centres. A dispatch from Brook-
ville says : The dairymen began the mann-
facture of cheese earlier this season than
last in the Brockville section because
up to the present about twice as much
of the product has gone forward for ex-
port. IL le estimated that last Saturdasy'
deliveries totalledt over 1,000 boxes.
There has beeu no coutracting whatover,
the dealer contenting thenseelves with
buying when the lots are ready for ship-
ment. Nearly 1,000 boxes more will be
ready ta move the end of the week. The
soîseon for grass cheese will be somnewiat
backward on account of the lack of rain.

1orlwegian
cils are' lower owing to the favorable
fihery returns, and Newfouindiand oil is
aise lower Ia sympathy. As indicated In
a previous issue price of turpen.inehas
declined fully 23, to 3c, quotations being
now 05 ta 000.

Diss GOODS AND MinnixEitY-Tie con-

tinuation of gentle, breezy, summer wea-
ther during the past week, and which
gives promise of a continued stay, has
brouglht In it train a demand for general
seasonable supplies which has instilled
life to both wholesaile and retail circles.
With all lines of goods firm in ltone and
formier.advances htrictly held the general
feeling le that the dry goods trade of the
seasou will be eminently satisfactory.

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Peterborough, Ont.

in this issue Tuj .. o1O-uaN&r oP CoimaEuca takes a pleasure it
placing the town of Peterborough, Ont., before its readers in the
light of present day conditions. A presentation of its muncipal,
manufacturing and commercial development, and prospective
greatuess, will be found interesting to those Canadians and others
who may not be acquainted viith this, the largest town in Canada.
Peterborough is situated lu the very centre of the midland coun-
ties of Ontario, upon the River Otonabee, and is the capital of
Peterborough County. Including Asibtrobam, on the opposite
side of the river, this point has for al practical purposes of trade
and commerce, a population of 13,000 people; yet, possessing
what is undoubtedly, a sullicient number of people to entitle it to
city dignity and responsibility. Peterborough appears not to
entertain such an ambition; althougi there are numerous centres
of population, in both Canada and the United States, posing and
working under charters as citles, not for a moment comparable
to, or In tie saine class as Peterborough, viewed lu the light of
public works, streets, parks, buildings, etc. George St. tbere,
presents at ail Limes and ail bours of the day, a commercial spec-
tacle, which readily compares with prominent thorougifares in
nany large cities. A complete system of granolithic sidewalks
tempta the populace to walk abroad, and Peterborough's princi-
pal street, for many blocks-and the blocks are long there,-pre.
sents a crowded appearance from morning until niglit. But, lu-
stead of seeking corporate rigits as a city, the energies of the lead-
ing citizens are unremittingly applied to the problem of enlarging
the opportunities of its residents towards gaining the more ma-
terial blessings whici its present advancement and excellent
position guarantee. The O. & Q. brancih of the C.P.Il. runs
through Peterborough, which line Laps no other such large cen-
tre as this between Otatva and Toronto. The G.T. R. Uidiand
Une, with a branci runnlng from Port Hope and northwards to,
and past there, also serves Peterborough. A better point for ship-
pIng facilities could hardly be found in Canada. As a distribu-
Ling point for farm and forest products, Peterborough ranks very
higi indeed, drawing, as iL does, upon the resources of ail midland
Ontario, a thickly populated district of almost a luindred miles
square.

The area of Peterborough is about 3 by 1½ miles, contain-
lng proprety of an assessed value o! $5,000,000, paying a rate o!
taxation of 17 mille. This mnunicipality was the firet in Ontario
to put before the people a by-law to do away with the old
ward systen of electing members o! the local council, and to
elect aldermen by general vote. The new plan has been found
to work admirably, inasmuch as, owing to the necessity of ward
canvassing having beeu obviated, a better-that is ta say, an abler
-class of citizOns bas offered for council positions; and tits year
instead of 12-some of them comparatively inexperienced-local
legislators, there are 9 of Peterborough's very best and most re-
sponsible citizens around the council board. These gentlemen
are, R. Neill, H. Best, T. H. C. Denne, John Corkery, E. Il. D.
Hall, R S. Davidson, J. B. McWilliams, William Langford and
John Sawers, Of teisse nine, ail are active or retired merchants
of Peterborough, with the exception of Messrs. Hall, McWil-
lians, Langford and Corkery. Alderman Hall is a prominent
lawyer. Alderman Corkery, assistant post-master; Alderman
Langford, contractor, and Alderman McWilliams, Crown Lands
agent. Of last year's board, the only surviving ones are Aldermen
Danne, Best and MicWilliams. Alderman Donne is the youngest
mnember of tits year's Counoli, this being his fifth year of service
'and this lias been signaiized by bis belng placed at the head of$
the finance committee. Alderman MoWilliams bas served three
years, and le this year chairman of the committee of muanufac.
tures and railways. Alderman Best la now serving bis ninth
year. le le the father of the sewerage system there, and now that
that work la completed or about so, e la taking a well deserved
rest from committee work, except to attend as an ordinary mea-
ber, rot accepting this year any chairmanship. Mayor A. L.
Davis, is one of the solid men of Peterborough, courteots, and
deservedly popular among ail classes of the community. He
now occupies the civic chair for the second ime, having been
elected this year by acclamation. Mayor Davis is the son of the
late Rev. G. H. Davis, one of the first missionarles sent out to
Montreal by the London, Eng , Metiodist Missionary Society. ais
Worship is 42 years old, and lias succeeded in so mastering the
details of finance, as to have attained to an enviable position

amongst bis fellows in commercial life. Early l his business
career lie was connected with Messrs. D. Morrice, Sons & Co., the
great cotton and woollen textile merchants of Montreal. After
continuing with the firm for six years, Mr. Davis removed to
Peterborough, and later on married the dauglter of Senator
Geo. A. Cox, and to-day is largely Interested with that gentle-
man in many of his great financial enterprises. The Mayor
bas no public or political record of experieuce beyond that
of the chief magistracy of tits splendid town, and he declares
that for the present bis hopes and ambitions lie entirely
in the direction of local municipal development and enter-
prise. This very legitimate ambition is seconded with enthu.
siasm by every man and wonman in Peterborough. Titis
unanimity of feeling, relating to anything and everything,
which promises in the slightest, to promote the interests of the
municipality as a whole, accounts for the splendid figure tlis'
town presents, wien its manufacturing and comterclhl concerns
are considered.

IL is this common purpose of good-will towards every legi-
timate enterprise, which accounts for Peterborougi's being
the home of so many great manufacturing establishments,
wiose managers and proprietors are proud to join ln pushing for.
ward the fortunes of this town.

Peterborough is fortunate in many ways. Being central for
so large a territory, Inhabited by busy, productive people, its
commercial prosperity is assured, and as years pass tits will in-
crease In equal ratio with that of future population and develo p-
ment, because of the inexiaustible resources back of It, front of
iL, and on ail sides of it. The River Otonabee l being dammed
at frequent intervals for many miles above Peterborough, and
the possession of power privileges at any point from Burleigit
down, is eagerly sought atter, and is considered to be a sort of
" open sesame" to a certain fortune for the possessor. A conser-
vative estimate of the power now haraessed and in process of
being secured by varions dams on this river above Peterborough,
le not Iss tihan 100,000 horse, and then not to go furthler up
stream than Burleiglt Falls. Negatiations are in progress be-
tween the Corporation and the Water Works Co., for the pur.
chase by the former of the plant of the latter, including a power-
dam located near the limits of the town, of sullicient propulsion
to serve the purpose of supplying ail the water'the town wlil re-
quire, even shuld its population qaidruple, and sti li ave a re-
serve surplus of mtany hundreds of iorse power. The owner-
ship of the water-works in connection with the splendid suwer
system just under comp3tion, is consldered to be advisable,
simply as an investnent for the municipality; but beyond that
consideration le the much greater one of muncipali control of
water-power convenlently located, whici may lie depended uipon
ta regulate the price of power to manufacturing concerns, whicih
may desire to locate iere, by baing ready to supply power to
such as tnay find owners of power inclined at any time to ad-
vance prices to an exorbitant figure. Without doubt, no more
magnificent opportunity for water-power development exists
anywhere In Canada than riglit here on the Otonabee at and in
the neighborhood of Peterborough. The people of the Midland
Counties have determined that the Trent Valley Canal shall be
completed, from survey to survey; that the Georgian and Quinte
Bays shalli e connected by means of a water.way by this samte
Trent Valley canal. Snchl an addition to the transport stock-lu-
trade of Peterborough, as la offered by the speedy completion of
this canal, would be invaluable. Its usefulness as a heavy
freigit carrier, which every manufacturer can easily appreciate,
would, however, be distanced by the service it would render Lite
whole midland district as a regulator of rates, which under the
present iay be, and are increased from time to time at the plea-
aure of the present exclusive carriers.

The Trent Valley Assoclittion is the name of an organization
with Iteadquarters here, which lias for its earnest, purpose the
full and speedy construction, by the Government of Canada, of
those portions of the Trent Valley route, still necessary to the
completion of the Canal, which amounts to about 30 miles, there
being already navigable 178 miles. The Association lias recently
published an exhaustive work, giving reasons why this should
be die by the Government at once. The work includes plans
and maps in great profusion, correctly portraying tits route,
the finished and unfinished portions, and pointing' out in a
conclusive mauner, the great need of this section of the
country for early completion of the same. The Association
gives 14 reasons why the canal shouild be completed by the Gov.
ernument at once: '' Because of the need for the cheapest trans-
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port possible, which tIIs canal will lnevitably bring about and
force a continuance of."

" That water-ways are'the natural carriers of heavy freight,
and hence, the most economical, and the only mode of transpor.
tation, which can and does defy the machinations of combines."

" That the Trent Valley Canal will be the shortest route be-
tween the great lakes and tide water."

" That the Trent Valley Route will be the most economical be-
tween the great lakes and the eastern markets."

I That the Trent Valley Canal will practically extend the har.
bour of Montreai, to, and through the mindland district of Ont-
arlo, with Its six million acres of land rich in forest, minerai and
farin products."

Pork packing is the line of
industry. This enterprise was started at Lindsay, Ont. in the

year 1876, by George Matthews, and grew with such rapidity that
in order to supply the demand for his goode, a branch establish-
ment was placed in Peterborough lu the year 1882. This branch
undertook to supply the demand east of this point in particular,
but the growth of the demand for Canidian packed goods cou-
tinued, and the "Rose Brand" by which the products of this
company are known ln Canada, experienced this increased de-
mand to such an extent that in 1899 a branch was established at
Ottawa. This branch immediately took over ail that portion of

Joues & Co., Matthews street,.Liverpool, who appoint their sub-
agents lu ail the large trade centers. In the European markets,
these products are known as "Matthews" Canadian Bacon, ùeery
piece beiug branded on the skin side so that error upon the part
of dealers or the public te impossible. The factory is one of
the best equipped in Canada, and additlonal equipment is now
being put in in the shape of a mechanical refrlgerating appara-
tas, known as the Cild Air Circulation Systemu, equal in cooling
capacity to the melting of 80 tous of Ice daily. It la being put
la la duplicate. This i the first packing bouse on this contin.
ent to adopt this system, but it bas for sone ttine been in use in
the best packing houses of Denmark and Ireland, and the ex-
cellence of the output from those factories, determined this firm
to equip according to the plans pursued by them. The Hul
factory la also being similarly equipped, from which point a
large export trade is also doue.
