CANADA—AN ESSAY.
(By the Coloniul Editor of the London Times.)

Perpars the most notable of cur possessions, in point of terri-
torial cxtent, is the Dominion lying west of Lubrador, and occupy-
ing the northern part of the American continent. Until within a
few years ago, this tract of land was known as the Canadas, and
embraced the Provinces of Upper, Eastern, Western, and Lower
Canada, together with the adjucent islands of New Brunswick,
Prince Edward, aud Newfoundland. A consolidation of these
Provinces was effected in 1865, under the premiership of the
Bon. George Brows, who at that time was and still is Managing
Dircctor of The Leader, the chict organ of o party devisively
yelept the Grils. Prominent amongst the compeers of the Hon.
Mr. Brow, during those Parliamentary transactions, were the Hon,
JanEs Brary, (widely famed as 1he ¢ Q'Conmnell of America,”)
the late lamented Hon, P. D’Arcy McGre, and Sir Gronee I,
Carrien ; Sir Fraxes Hiveks, and the present Prime Minister Sirx
A.J. MacpoxaLp, who for some weeks past has Leen undergoing
examination at the bar of the House of Commons, with reference
to certain charges popularly styled the # Pacliic Scandal,? preferred

by him aguinst the Divectors of the Cunada Southern kailway: -

The government under which the Confederation Act was passed
was a coalition, and in the opinion of the simple hearted colonists
worked admirably. The Canadian people are, as a rule, slight of
stature and sharp featured ; nevertheless they are hardy and
Bonest, and in the pilainer walks of life are quitc competent to
conduct their own aflairs. Their principal pursuit is trading in
furs with the aborigines, who still form the great bulk of the
population. Owing to the extreme coldness of tho climate, and
the almost incessant falls of snow, winter is considered the most
cheerful scason of the year. TFor a fortnight or so, during the
month of August, somcthing approaching summer weather is
cxperienced, and the inhabitants usually put it to good account,
by laying in their stores against the rcturn of the frost king.
Travel is, as yet, one of the most serions matters. The native
dog-sled is gradually disappearing before more advanced methods

of locomotion, several rudimentavy ruilway lines haviag becn built,
through the ageney of o few Englishmen who went out to live in
the Dominion for the sake of the fishing. The most noted of
these railways is that known as the Canada Pacifie, which was
successfully completed about o year ago Ly Siv Huci Auvax, a
well known civil engincer, under the divection of the government
of 8ir A. J. Macvoxarp. This line, which is one hundred and
three miles long, connects the Ked River Settlement and Manitoba,
aud has its western terminus at the now flourishing village of
Port Hope. The muritime traflic is cousiderable, owing to the
great facilities afforded by the large lnkes of fresh water in which
the country abounds. Lake Ontario, thie most westerly, is
navigable its entire length.  Vessels trading in fars and Indion
trinkets pass daily between Fort Garry and Quebee, by way of the
Niagara River and Lachine Rapids, which are Loth easily navi-
guble under the care of an cexperienced pitot, Canadi boasts
several citics, or more properly sizish towns,  Hamilton, the
largest and most ambitiows of these, is situated on Lake Ontario,
opposite Montreal, und within a short distance of the well known
Falls of Niagara. 'The Canadiuns, as u people, have inherited to
some cxtent the thirst for knowledge which distinguishes England,
and they support gnite o number of schools, wheie the rudiments
of cducution arc taught by native masters, at a reasonable fee
per capitu.  Of course, the chicf men in this, as in other colonies,
arc old countrymen,  London, pacticularly, has been drawn upon
for brain by the Nominion. It is simply wonderful what a pro-
found deference is paid by all classes of Canadian society to per-
sons who, on arriving in the land, are able to announce them-
selves as citizens of this metropolis ; and it is said it becomes
tolerubly casy in time to make one’s residence amongst the Cana-
dians, if onc makes up one’s mind to ¢ put up” with a good
deal of crudencss in all the details of higher civilization, The
matter of beer is pre-cminent amongst the defects of the British
Amecrican possessions, so much so, indeed, that there are several
authentic instances of most respectable people having felt con-
strained to retrn home to enjoy the national beverage, The
Canadians dringk & decoction known as Forterod, which is praised by
them as possessing many virtues, but one has to reside some time in
the country before one comes to appreciante it. Then tbereare infinite
defects in their musical and dramatic affeirs, even when the partics
concerned are, in point of fact, all natives of Bngland, and even of
London. It must be said, in justice to the colonists, that their
general information with regard to things about them is fair.
There are few, if any, to be found amongst the more intelligent
classes who have never beard of England or the Queen. Recently
they have cven shown an inclination and ability to go the length
of supporting a weekly satirvieal journal, which taste has been
excellently cncouraged in a publication entitled ¢ Guip)’ pub-
lished at the town of Toronto, situated near the mouth of the
Humber River.
