guishing characteristics. If he makes too
much noise, his mother ean never come around
and spank him with the back of a brush; she
can only call through the partition and tell him
to « shut up.”

There isnever mueh clamour about an oys-
ter, although it would not be surprising if there
was, considering he often has o clum for a
neighbor.  As a rule he is very well behaved
und never uscs profane langnage, * By Valve”
(bi-valve) being tho worst that can be laid to
his eharge on that score, He is never troubled
with rheumatism, for reasons that are sufli.
ciently apparent.  Suppose the hinge of your
hall door weve afflicted witht rtheumatism, what
wonld youdo? Why, treat it with silent con-
tempt. If you bave a barrel full you can fced
them by ponring over them a mixture of salt
water and bran or oatmeal. Lhose on {op fare
pretty well, but in my humble opinion it is
hardly fuir to those underncath. How would
you like to have your soup or coffec poured over
a score of fellows before you got it? It seems
to me that theve is room for improvement in
the way of fecding themn. Why not do so with
a spoon or feeding bottle. The idea is worthy
of consideration. Like the cat, the oyster is
very mach attached to his home; but unlike the
eat, he never roturns after he Las once been
removed frow it.

He has 2 vulgar habit of smacking his lips
when eating, but he is not alone in that re-
speet.

They say that you can hear them opening
with a little “‘click™ when the tide commences
to rise. This suggests a train of thought. Why
not tame an oyster, and thus always have ut
hand the means of ascertaining when the tide
turns, The subject is fraught with interest.

I have studied the oyster a good deal and
thoronghly understand his feelings, appurent as
well as real.  Often have I fooled around his
apperept feeling in the almost vain attempt to
get at his real ones, und got at my own instead,
{In conncetion with this, I may here state that
the phenomena of an oyster knife gliding
swiftly over the shell and unobtrusively enter-
ing one’s left thumb, is not sufliciently rare to
excite surprise, but is quite painful enough to
justify unparliamentary language.)

It ought to be pleasant to hear something on
the subject more than “¥Fresh oysters, 15c. a
plate.”” .Our sensual appotites have been pam-
pered quite long enough; it is high time our
intellectual ones had a treat.
