The
sea-mists were assuming varied shapes around
the basaltic columns, and in the crimsoned
far.away glory of sunsct, they enwreathed the
pillars in a myriad flags of vaper. Then our
Teserve was forcotten, and our formality cast
aside, as we instinctively poured forth our soul
in Scanlan’s beautifal song:—
% The day is dying : the eve is sighing :
Our bark is flying before the wind;
The sunsct’s splendor falls soft and tender
On the green hills we leave behind,
Our tears are flowing, the while we're going,
For love is showing, the mountains grand ;
The glens and meadows, in lights and shadows,
And the pleasant valleys of onr Native Landt”

Yes, our tears were flowing; for, as we con-
cluded, a wail was borne by the breeze across
the waters, telling Treland how dear her exiles
loved her, In the county Antrim, on the ex-
treme northern coast of Ireland, is situate the
subjeet of this week’s sketch. From the Bay
the scene is majestic. The headlands rise
nearly four hundred feet over the waters, A
colonnade of perfectly formed massive pillars,
stands out rclief from the the dark cliff—
Numerous and distinet groups und ranges in
columnar form, succeed the prineipal colonnade
in varied shapes and sizes. Here and there
the dark basaltic cliff appears jagged and
broken ; while at the base, « wreeck of rocks
and columns are lying in wild disorder, as if
by some mighty convulsion. the massive fabric
had been hurled to desolation.  One object in
this great scene struck us foreibly. From the
base of a stupendous facude runs a pier some
hundred feet wide, formed of pillars exquisite-
ly shaped ; diminishing from a height of about
two hundred feet, until at a distance of six
hundred feet, it is enveloped in the waves.—
This pier forms an immense inclined plane,
divided into three parts by perpendicular walls
that separate the stratifications on either side,
termed by geologists, whindykes. The divisions
are called the Grand Causeway, the Middle
Causeway, and the Little Causeway. The entire
is composed of many-shaped pillars, varying
from fiftcen to twenty-six inches in diameter ;
presenting a polygonal pavement wpon which
the traveller may walk in safety, The prisms
are irregular being septagonal, pentagonal, and
hexagonal. Scarcely any of them will be found
-equilateral, having sides and angles of the
same dimensions, or corresponding exactly in
form or size, and yet they are so completely
fitted together that the ‘water which fulls on
them does not penetrate between them. One
of the prettiest features of the Cuuseway is
known as the promoutory of Pleskin, which is
a continuation of Bengore Head, Its gencral
form is extremely beautitul, Its pillars which
look as if painted, rise tier over tier in archi-
tectural picturesquencss. IHere the beholder
sees brown wmmorphous basalt; there the red
ochre; below slender lines of wood-coal, and
all the ledges varieghted with grasses, ferns,and
reck-plants. In the neighborhoed, among
-other wonders, ave the Giant’s Well—a spring
of fresh water forcing its way between the
Jjoints of two columns—the Giant’s Theatre,
and the Giant’s Qrgan—the latter composed of
a colonnade one hundred and twenty feet long,
and called the Organ from its resemblance to
the pipes of that instrument. It is computed
that there are nearly forty thousand pillars in
the Causeway, the tallest being about thirty-
three fect. There is a sufficicncy of matter in
conneetion with this wonder of nature to excite
the attention of every traveller: -but then it is
in Treland. If it overlooked the German
Qcean or the Mediterrangan, our shelves would
bend beneath volumes deseriptive ef its execl-
lencies, and every fledgling fresh from mam-
ma’s apron-string would bore us -vith his ex-
periences.  There are many strange legends
told of the Gilant's Causcway, whieh, in the
fanoiful imagination of the Irish, was built by
giants as 'a road to Scotland. After the
emigrant group on the “St. George’ had secn
the ¢ last glimpse of Erin,” we separated into
_small parties, eack to talk over our Island
Home. There were some violinists on board,
and through their agency we were much en-
livened. During a lull in’ the playing some
" light-hearted fellow shouted “:A story, a story.”
We looked in the direction from whence the
-voice had issued, and in the centre of an ex-
~ pectant group we saw an aged female whose
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we were just in time to hear from her that
« The great Irish joint, Fann MacCuil, lived
to be a middle-aged man without ever meeting
his match, and so he was as “proud as 2 pay-
cock. He had a greut fort i the Bog of Allen,
and there with his warriors he wouid be play-
ing soord and pot-lid, or shootin’ bowarras, or
pitchin’ big stones thirty miles off to make a
quay for Dublin. One day he was quite down
in the mouth, for his men wore scattered
about, and hé had no one to wrastle or hurl
or hunt with him. As he was walking about
loncsome, he sces a foot messenger he had
coming hot-foot across the bog. «What’s in
the win’ 7"’ says he. “It’s the great Scotch
giant Fur Rua that's in it,” says the other.—
¢« He's coming over the great stepping-stones
that lead from Ireland to Scotland. He heard
of the great Fann MacCuil, and he'll be here in
no time to see which is the best man.” ¢ Oh,
ho I” says Fann, “Far Rua is three fect taller
nor me, and I’'m three foot taller nor the tallest
man in Ireland. I must spake to Grainne
about it,””  Well, it wasn’t long till the terrible
Scotch fellow come with a soord as big as
three scythe-bludes and a spear as long as a
house. “ Isthc great Irish giant at home ?”

says he. ¢ He's not,” says the messenger;

“he's huntin’ stags at Killarney; Dbut the
vanithee is within, and ’ill be glad to sce you.”

¢« What's that ?” says the Scotch fellow, as he

pointin’ to a dead trec with an iron head on it

and a block of wood bound with iron as big as
four cart-wheels. “Them is Fanu’s shicld

and spear,” suys the messenger. ¢ Ubbabow,”

says the giant. ¢ You're welcome, Far Rua,”

says Grannic; “sit down and take what
God sends.”’  So she put before him a

great big griddle cake with the griddle

itself inside, that had a round piece cut out at

one part of the rim ; and for a beefsteak she

gave him a red deal plank with a schrimshin of
hard meat outside. The first bite the giant

gave the cake he broke three teeth, and when

he tried the beef the rest stuck so hard that he

couldn’t draw them out. “Be me soord,”

says lie,  this is hurd diet for your company.”

“Oh Lord love you” suays she “the children

here think nothing of it.  Look at the infant.”

So she took the cake over to a cradle where

Fann himself was lying, and offered him the

part where the picce was takin’ out of the

griddle.  Well, of course, he took it casy,

and then winked ut the Scotchman., #Be the

laws” says Far Rua to himself ¢ these are wen-

derful people.”

THE LAND ACT—LORD CAIRNS
MEXT.”

TO SIR JOHN GRAY, M.P,

My prar Stk JouN—I have reccived the
copy of Lord Cuirns’ bill which you sent me,
and have considered it as cavefully as it was
possible for me to do within the time. As the
matter is one of vital and at the same time
pressing importance, I think it better to ad-
dress you publicly through the papers as I did
before. I am quite satisfied that if the bill
passes in the shape in which it is introduced,
it will bave the effect of impairing the enact-
ment of the bill of last session legalising the
Ulster custom of tenant-right, Itis not easy
to make this clear in a few words. The ab-
sence of any definition of the Ulster custom in
that enactment makes it very difficult to fore-
sce the precise operation of any legislation
upon 2 custom which is yet to be ascertained
in proof. I can, however, confidently say, after
having devoted almost cvery spare hour of the
last six months to the study of the effect of the

There can be no question that an act must
be passed to sct at rest all question as to the
effect of the Landed Estates Court conveyance
on the rights depending on the Ulster custom.
It is equally plain that such an act ought to be
s0 drawn as to avoid all possibility of affecting
either favourably or unfuvourably the rights of
the Ulster tenant, as sceured by the Lund Act
of last session, There are four points in the
bill to which it is of importance to direct at-
tention. '

In my opinion it will be of the most vital
importance to the tenant to be able to show
that the rights he holds under the legalised
custom are of a nature and kind entirely differ-
ing from any of thosc rights to compcnsation
which are granted by the general clauses of the
act. I am quite sure that they_are so. . Lord
Devon in 1846 described the Ulster temant
right, as then existing, asan cmbryo copyhold.
I do not cntertain a doubt that this, in many
instanees, will be found to be a true descrip-
tion of the usage, and that whenever it is so
the statute gives the tenant a right as high as
that of the tenant holding by any copyhold
tenure on any manor in England, a right essen-
tially differing from any which an outgeing
tenant ean have to compensation under the
general elauses of the act. This opinion may
be right or wrong, but the question ought not
to be prejudiced or prejudged in any enact-
ment dealing with the cffect of 2 Lianded Es-
tutes’ Court conveyunce. '

The bill prepared by Lord Cairns deals in
one sentence with all the rights “sceured by
the act of last session to occupying tcnants.”
The effect of this is to supply an argument
that the legislature cousidered them all of the
sume class, | If such an argument prevailed, it
would destroy a large amount of the property
held under the Ulster custom, There scewms
no reason for making cither the reeital or the
cnactment general. I have never heard any
one express a doubt suggesting that the right
of the tenant to compensation under the general
cliuses of the Act could be destroyed by a
Landed listates Court conveyunce. The
doubt has avisen solely as to the Ulster tenant
right, and there is no reason why both the re-
cital and the cnactment should not mention the
custom, Ifthe clause stands as it is, there
certainly ought to be added the elause whieh T
ingerted in the draft bill, which the day before
the introduction of Lord Cairn’s bill T had
placed in the hands of yourself and some other
members on both sides of the house. That
clause wus as follows
2. Nothing i this act contained shall in any
munner weaken, impair, or affect the provisions
of the Landlord and Tenant Act (Ircland),
1870, us to the Ulster tenant-right custom, or
any usages known under that denomination,
but all the said provisions shall, except as here-
inbefore specially provided, be construed and
all questions arising thereon be adjudged and
determined as if this Act had not been passed.
Secondly—A more dangerous effect will be
produced by the words which deelare that the
tenant shall have his rights “ As INCIDENT TO
TOE TENANCY.” These words are wholly un-
necessary for the object of the bill. They
may be omtted without the slightest loss—but
if retained they will, unquestionably, give rise
to perplexing questions as to rights which it
may be contended ave not incident to the ten-
ancy—although ancient usage, legalised by the
statute, has attached them to the holding, The
rights upon which this cuestion might avise
will be found to be the very ¢ flower’—to
use un old phrase—of the Ulster custom of
tenant-right.

Thirdly—The operation of the bill is limited
to Landed Estates Court conveyunces executed
after the passing of the Land Act of last ses-
sion. This appeurs to me to amount to a con-
fiscation by an implicution of the property of
the tenants on many cstates. No lawyer eun
entertain a-doubt that the et has, as it now
stands, given the Ulster custom a binding force
against any ewner of an estate on which 1t has
prevailed, whether his title be derived from a
Landed Hstates Court conveyance or from any
other source, But the effect of the exeeption
is implicdly to declare that such conveyances
exeeuted before the land set bur the right of
the tenant under the Ulster custom—and the
argument  that this is so will derive great
strength from the consideration that the Land
Act, us to the Ulster usages, has the effeet of a
declaratory statute. The ¢ doubts” as to
past conveyances will be solved by this bill, by
an implied cpactment that they do bar the
right.

And lastly—The confirmation of the rights
secured by the act of last session is limited to
¢ oceupying tenants,” Itis not at all clear
that tenants who may have sublet their lands
are precluded from all compensation under the-
act. I ought, perhaps, to say that it is quite
clear even from the speeial provisions exelud-
ing them, in seme instaneces, that they arc not
so. At all events the guestion ought not to be
prejudged.  All the friends of tenant right
can fairly claim is thas any bill which may be
now introduced to settle the question which
has arisen on the effect of the Landed states
Court conveyance should not by implication
impair the rights of the tenant as settled by the
act of last ycar, . There is ground for appre-
hending that they would be so impaired if the
bill of Lord Cairns passes in its present shape.

The subjoined is the draft of a bill on this
subject, which was forwarded by Mr. Butt on
Thursday evening to Sir John Gray :—

An Act to quiet claims under the Ulster Ten-
ant-right Customs, not referred to in ‘con-

. veyances or declarations of title under the

Laoded Estates Court:—

‘Whereas 'dou_bts have arisen whether, in

cases in which estates afe sold in the Landed
Estates Court in Ircland, or with respect to
which declurations of titles are made in such
court, any tenant of a holding on any such es-
tate, subject to the Ulster tenant-right custom
has, or ought to have, his claim or right under
such custom referred to or noticed in the con-
veyance exceuted by the court, and it is unjust
that the rights of such tenants should be in
any manner prejudiced by such doubts,

Be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s Most
Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and
consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal,
and Commons, in thi, present Parlinment
assembled, and by the authority of the same,
as follows:—

1. In any case in which any estate in Ire-
land lius been or shail be conveyed to any per-
son, or in which any decluration of title as to
any estate is made by the Lunded Estates
Court, the tenant of any lolding on such es-
tute subjeet to the Ulster cusiom of tepant-
right, whose tenaney is referred to in such con-
veyance or declaration of title, shall not be in
any manner prejudiced in relation to his right
or claim’ under or by virtuc of such custom by
reason of the omission of any reference thereto
in any such conveyance or decluration of title,
but every such tenant shall be admitted to the
same Denefit of any richt or claim which he
may have under or by virtue of such custom
in the sume manner in all respeets and to all
intents and purposes as if, in the case of a con-
veyance, such conveyance had been made by
the owner of such estate without the authority
of the Landed Estates Court, and in the case
of a declaration of title as if no such decluara-
tion had been made,

2. Nothing in this act contained shall in any
manner weaken, impair, or affeet the provisions
of the Landlord and Tenant Act (Ireland),
1870, as to the Ulster tenant-right custom, or
any usages known under that denomination,
but all the said provisions shall, except us here-
inbefore specially provided, be construed, and
all questions arising thereon be adjudged, and
determined, us if' this act had not been passed.

3. All the provisions of this act shall apply
to uny holding not situate within the province
of Ulster which is subject to any usage de-
clared to be legal by the second section of the
Landlord and Tenant (Ircland) Aect, 1870.

The following is a copy of Lord Cairns’ bill,
to which Mzr. Butt’s letter refers :—

A Bill intituled ¢ An Act to amend the Land-

lord and Tenant (Ireland) Act, 1870,
Wherens doubts have been  cntertuined
whether rights sceured by the Landlord and
Tenant Act (Ireland), 1870, to oceupying
tenants in Ireland may not be endangered by
the omission to speeify or refer to sueh rights
in eonveyances and assignments exccutgd by
the Judges of the Lunded Estates Court in
Trelund :

Be it declared and enacted by the Queen’s

Most Exccllent Majesty, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and
Temporal, and Commons in this present Par-
liament assembled, and by the authority of the
same, as follows :—
. 1. In every case in which asale, conveyance,
or declaration shall be made, or since the pass-
ing of the Landlord and Tenant (Ircland) Act,
1876, shall have been made under the pro-
visions of the Act twenty-first and twenty-
second Vietoria, chapter seventy-two, intituled
“ An Act to facilitate the Sale and Transfer of
Land in Ireland,” subject to any tenancy or
tenancies of un occupying tenant or occupying
tenants, every such occupying tenant and those
claiming under him shall have, as incident to
the tenuncy, all rights to which he or they is
or are or may become entitled under. the frst
part of the Lundlord and Tenant (Ireland)

claration shall be subject to all such rvights,
although such rights may not be specified or

It Pope Pius IX. should live beyond the 24th of
next Aungust he will have reigned longer than any
other Pontift since the exclusive title was assnmed
by Gregory VII, e before that period in the history
of the Churelr of Ilome. Unly nine Pupes have
reigued over twenty years; and these were—8t
Silvester, who ocenpied the ehair 23 years 10 months
and 27 days 3 St Leo the Great, fiest of that name,
who wis Pope for 21 years | month 13 days; Adiian
I, who reigned 23 years 10 months 27 days; St. Leo
11T, 20 years 5 months 16 duys; Alexander 11T, 23
yvears 11 months 22 days 5 Urban VIIL, 20 years 1]
months 21 days; Clement X1, 20 vears 3 months
25 days: Pins VI, 24 vears 8 months 14 days; and
Lius VIL, 23 years 5 months 6 days,  Archlishop
Manning preached at High Mass at the Pro-Cathe-
dral, Kensington.

Eceunsiasticar Timngs Acr—Her Majesty’s Min-
isters at last see their way, says the Zublet, to repenl
the famous stetute which was enacted nearly 20
years ago for the suppression of the authority of the
Pope, but in vain. The Pontifiecal Act which was
the ocension or cause of the stalute still subsists,
and the statute must be tepealed.  Itis to the eredit
of the nation, un the whole, that it has recovered its
commen rense, and it is to he wished it may not
Lave nnother fit of madness.  No doult, to us Cath-
alics, the statute has done no harm ; we have never
been disturbed by it,even in om dreams, and we
have lived with marvellous case, if not with dignity,
Some Protestants have felt the folly of it more than
we did, and they certainly have been more ashamed
of it than we have been. It was an cvil for them,
becnuse it was the contiadiction of their avowed
principles, and a confession ot the power and right
of the Pope whose autharity they ostentatiously re-
jeet. By the discarded statute it was unlnwful for a
Catholic Bishop to say who he ‘was: he could not
uso his venl and true name. Any and'cvery man,
not & Bishop, may call himself by any name he
likes, and change his name whenever he likes with-
out leave asked or license had ; but & Catholic Bi-
shop may not use his own name without inewrring
punishment, But then we are living in a frec
country, and under a Liberal government. Now
it is the plensurc of Her Majesty’s Ministers te
allow the Catholic Bishops that liberty which is

the possession of other people, not because the

Bishops in question have n right to that lilerty,
but because certnin persons in Ireland, profuss-
ing Protertnnt . opinions and hating the Pope,
have been thrown dawn from their high estate, and
have become thereby, in the most unexpected and
undescrved way, subject to those very prnalties |
which a Liheral government decreed agsinst Cath-
olic Bishops, Verily, the irony of cvents wounds
more deeply than the satire of human wit, The
Bishops are rcleased from punishment ; so far well ;
but they are told that they are criminals neverthe-
less, because they accept titles from places within
the realm without Lier Majesty’s nuthority or favour,
But before the Ministers of her Majesty hiad asserted
this principle, which is new, it wonld have heen
better if they had always obscrved it If only the
Que2n ean conter “titles of office,” when those titles
“are connected with the name of xome town or
place within the realm,” then the Pope is still undey
censure, and we have gnined nothing, It were de-
sitable that the Sovercign™ of the realm had clean
hands, and that the Crown never gave titles dimwn
from places not “within the realm.® Tt is not long
ago that we had o baronet of Kars, and a laron of
Magdala created 5 both places not within the realm,
nor at present Iikely to be so,

if they were to be told, as we tell themnow, that the
praunble of it recites almnest in the same terms, the
20th Yroposition  of the Sylabus of condenied
doctrines . —4 The Veclesinstical power shonld not
exercise its anthority without permission and assent

NEWS OF THE WEEEK.

The record of events in Europe during the
past week, presents little of interest. The si-
‘tuation of France remains virtually unchanged,
save that rumor declarcs, that the Duke de
Broglie will replace M. Favre in the portfolio
of Foreign Affairs, and that Jules Simon will
cease to be Minister of Public Instruction. It
outraged the sentiment of Catholic France, to
have an avowed encmy of Christianity, the gov-
ernmental regulator of Instruction; and it is a

“eonsolation to be informed, that the creature
must resign a position, the occenpancy of which
was 80 unsuitable to him and so disgraceful to

 the nation.

The Opicial Gazette of Berlin, says that re-
gular diplomatic representation between France
and Prussia is postponed, until after the com-
Pplete evacuation of French territory by Prus-

-gian troops. His Lordship, Dr. Guilbert, of
Tours, suceeeds the Ven. Mgr. Darboy, as
Archbishop of Paris.

The Holy Father is still a prisoner in his
own City, receiving insults and contumely from
the excommunicated King of Piedmnont, and
the revelutionists and infidels. That such a
state of things can last for 2 much longer period
is a moral and physical impossibility, With
the Nuncio at Vienna, the Catholic world be-
lieves that “the triumph is near.” With bim
also we say, “Let us redouble our prayers
that the hour of the last tribulation may be
shortened.”

The horrid principles of Communism, in
the forw, und under the style of Republican
Clubs, are being propagated in England to an
alarming extent. By the miscreants God is
openly reviled ; the Holy Seriptures blasphemed
and compared with the Arabian Nights. Such
a state of affairs is awful to contemplate; and
while 2 return to the bosom of the Church can
alone effectually save England, it becomes the
political necessity of all to work- out the prin-
.ciples of Cooservatism, which mean now the
proteetion of life, obedience to the law, and the
preservation of order.

We are very sorry to see that a Mr. Mu-
raire, a Protestant prosclytizer, has been
assaulted at the Camp at Point Levi. From
the story as told in the Witness we gather that
the said Mr. Muraire visited the camp on the
10th inst. for the purpose of distributing his
wares amongst the Freneh Canadian Cutholics
therein mustered; that some of the men threw
stones, beef bones, and potatoes at him; and
that he was thus driven away, receiving, so he
pretends, some severe injuries, from the effects
of which he is by his own statcment in a letter
of the 15th rapidly recovering,

We deeply regret the violenee offered to the
man, and, as Catholics, condemn his assailants,
At the samce-time, as a military camp sheuld
not be made the field of the operations of the
agents of the F. C. M. Society, aud as mili-
tary discipline cannot be maintained, if
religions polemics are rife amongst the men,
we contend that it was quite right,
and proper to turn all proselytizers like this
Mr. Muraire out of the Camp. It is to the man-
ner in which this eviction was cffected that we
object. It should have been done quietly, but
firmly, and Without any resource to more phy-
sitgl force than was absolutely necessary to ac.

 TuE 1216 oF JuLY.—True to the instincts
of their order ; ever regardless of the feelings of
others; recking not the shedding of blood
which is their annual atcendant, the Orangemen
of New York have paraded the streets of the
Capital of the Empire State, and half a hun-
dred dead, aud over a-hundred wounded, are
the results of their action, The misguided in-
dividuals who conformed mot to the wishes of
their pastors,are alone the sufferers; forthe Ame-
rican papers tell us that not an Orangeman was
killed, nor were there any Orangemen wounded.
With flaunting banpers, with inseriptions of
Civil and Religious liberty—flaunting lies in
their mouths—they marched, protected by the
troops of a power whose orators are ever shriek-
ing equality, and whose Constitution is a stand-
ing condemnation of its protection to the
Orange miscreants. Even as the sectaries who
are separated from the Church of God agree
in nothing save in waging war against her, so
the press of New York, vulgar in most affairs,
and scarcely brilliant in any, have, with signi-
ficant unanimity, espoused the Orange cause,
and the mildest term they apply to those whose
feclings overcame their judgment and duty is
the opprobrious epithet of ¢ ruffians” We
are not defending the action of the men who
sought, by illegzal means, to obstruct the
Orange demonstration. Had they hearkened
to the voice of their beloved prelate, Dr.
MecCloskey, their encmies could not to-day
sing peans of triumph over their bloody eorses ;
to the legitimate authorities the right of
Orangemen to parade should be left to
decide; but we protest against the insults
heaped upon the Catholic community at large
by a venal bigotted press whose action, in this
instance, ought to open the eyes of thecredulous
Irish, and thereby show to them the real value
of the political hacks who use them' when occa-
sion requires,and who spew their foul venom upon
themn whenever they can do so with impunity.—
The comparisons attempted to be drawn be-
tween the cclebration of the 17th of March,
and the vietory of the Boyne, are as edious as
illogical. The yearly commemeoration of the
introduction of Christian truth into Ireland,
bears no resemblunce—and God forbid that it
should—to the parades and feastings of men
pledged i secret oath-bound hostility to their
Catholic ncighbors, and whose annual display
is a monument of religious strife. In the cele-
bration of the 17th of Murch, all classes and
creeds can sharve, even the cnemies of the
Church for they have often made frantic ef-
forts to prove that St. Patrick was a Protestant,
aud surely unless they abjure Christianity they
cun with perfect propriety honor the day which
honors its introduction into Ireland, The cele-
bration of the 12th of July is commemorative
of the ascent of a party whose very instinets
are those of hate, and whose triumph afferded
them a literal gratification of their resolve to
wade knce deep in popish blood. In a word
the celebrations are in no degrec comparative
because one is national : the other is not, and
never can be. Because one homors a holy
Apostle; the other labors to honor the mur-
derer of Glencoe and the paramour of Elizabeth
Villiers, Because one is the symbol of love
and union and the other is emblematic of hate
and discord.

Herc in this eity of course the Witness enters
the foul ring, and in language black and bitter
pours its hostility in copious streams on the
heads of the victims. Calumnies stule yet
often repeated and as often refuted it gives to
its readers, It charges the priesthood with in-
venting Communisin and rioting, although it is
forced to acknowledge that the Clergy lubored
to prevent the dreadful collision. Aud does
not common sense teach the merest observer
that only for the Cuatholic clergy the emeute of
the 12th would have been dreadful indeed.
Had the priests of New York advised resist-
ance or even acted passively would the tale be
told to-day that all the Orange miscreants
escaped. No, the Archbishop of New York
and his worthy priests are the public saviours
of the scoundrels; for, despite Hoffman and
his proclamation, Fisk and his Ninth, and all
the rest of the Know-Nothings, the Qrangemen
of New York to-day would be filling the hungry
maws of rapacious fish outside the harbor,
if the entire Irish Catholic population had
determined to repel force with foree or prevent
the uprising in the vaunted free republic
of a gang of illiberal persecutars.

to Europe, will not have been expended worth.

FRANCE.

Tue CuapTer oF PArs.—The Cathedral
Chapter of the Diocese of Paris has forwarded
" a touching Address to the Holy Father in which,
"in the midst of their own deep affliction, they
congratulate His Holiness on the attainment of
the 25th anniversary of his clection. The
Chapter go on to express, ¢ without reserve,”
their « devotion to the Roman Church, Mother
and Mistress of alt Churches;” their “respeet-
ful and filial attachment to the august person”
of Pius IX ; their adhesion from their heart
and soul, and “their absolute submission” to
all that emanates from his “Supreme and In-
fallible Magisterium.” The Chapter add—
«These sentiments, Most Holy Tather, have
always been ours. We received them in our
" edueation as Catholics and as priests, and every
~day of our lives increases, if possible, the
strength of our convictions.”

M. Tuiers oN THE FINANCIAL SITUATION.
—Recently, M. Thicrs made an important
czpose of the finaneial situation of France. His
statement was clear enough, and, on the whole,
encouraging. The floating debt wasonly about
650 millions, and the country world gladly sub-
it to fresh taxation. Anotherlean would not
be required for three years, and the financial
position, though necessitating areat cfforts,
could not be called disastrous.  The annual ex-
penditure, however, is inereased by 550,000,000
francs, while the present revenue is diminished,
not ouly by the stagnation of commerce and in-
dustry, but by the cession of several of the
most productive departments. And while M.
Thiers threw the whole respousibility for this
on the Empire, he made two admissions which
were fatal to his position. One was, that
7,000,000,000 of the war cxpenses and in-
demnity were due to M. Gambetta’s mad per-
sistence in centinuing the war—the other, that
M. Favre might have made peace in Scptember
with the cession of Strasburg and its rayon
alone. For the difference in the indemnity,
and the sabsequent war expenses of three mil-
lards, not to speak of the loss of Alsace and
Lorraine, France is indebted, not to the Km-
pire, but to MM. Favre and Goambetta, Tn
reply to & subseqquent question, M. Thiers de-
clared that his name should never be associated
with the cstablishment of an income-tax in
France. Considering how unpopular a vast in-
crease of indirect taxation must be among the
lower classes, the pledge was a proof of con-
siderable courage.—Lnndon Tablet.

Tue INTERNATIONAL AssocIATION.—The
Counstitutionnel asserts that, ont of 55,000 in-
seribed members of the Paris hranch of the
Internationale. 8,000 were killed during the
reeent insurrection; and nearly 20.000 are now
prisoners.  According to official reports from
London the foreign and provineial hranches of
the associntion furnished 30,300 combatants,
of whom nearly 12,000 were killed, wounded,
or captured. The Paris papers state the So-
cialistic agitation in Switzerland is very active.
At Vevey, in the Canton of Vaud, the follow-
ing document has been published : — Work-
men,—You who so often ure in want of work,
or who toil for a few pence like real slaves,
look around you. Sce all these people well
fed, well clad, well housed ; they only work 2
few lours a day ov even do not work at ull;

and yet they can indulge in all the pleasures of |
life, while your familics are wanting bread. |
Why is it that yon and your children should |
be condemmed to endless misery, and what |

right have they who' work the least to per-
petual enjoyment ?  But patience ; the. day of
justice will soon come to put an end to the suf-
ferings of the people. In the meantime pre-
pare yourselves und join en mosse the Interna-
tional Association that you may learn what are
your rights and your duties.” The views of' a
prominent leader of the International, Herr
Bebel, a member of the Prussian Parliament,
upon the condition of women, are also re-

. published in the Paris papers as evidenep of
the esteem in which the sex is held by Com-
munist philosophers. “ As to women, with
rare, very rarc, exceptions, they can never in
any way contribute to the reconstitution of
society, Slaves to prejudices of all kinds,
afflicted by all sorts of moral and physical
hysteria, they will always form a stumbling-
block in the path of progress. A woman will
teach her children some kind of reuctionary
citechism, she will take them to the church or
to mass, and it may be impossible by subse-
quent inculcation of sound doctrines to uproot
carly implant :d prejudices.

France. This is an encouraging wmark of self-

There are sixty thousand workmen engaged

|in removing the debris and in rebuilding the

place lnid waste in Paris by the incendiaries of
the Commune. To repair all the damages result-
ing to the city and its immediete vicinity from
its two sicges September last, one hundred
thousand men will probably be required for five
years, and this will be something to the unfortun-
ate Parisians. .

Parrs, July 13.—The Governmient has des-
patehed a representative to England to endeavor
to induce the British Government to consent to
a modifieation of the Treaty of Commerce be-
tween France and Kngland, bearing date
January 23rd, 1860.

General L' Admirault, Military Commander
of Paris, has officially notified the managers of
theatres, cafes, and other blace of public resort
that they will close at midnight, as was formerly
the ease.

Deputies tothe Assembly from tue provinces
occupied by the German troops are earnestly
pressing upon President Thiers the policy of
anticipating future payment of the German
indemnity, It is said Thiers cncourages the
idea, and that negotiations with Germany wpon
the subjeet have already been entered upon.

The Orleans Princess are about to pay a
visit to Guizot. The Tuileries gardens will
shortly be opened to the public.

Baron Haussman is a candidate for office at
the Maunicipal Elcctions.

Tt is rumored that the Duke de Broglie will
succced Favre in the Ministry of Foreign Af
fairs and that Aueal will take charge of the
portfolio now held by TLarcy.

Tue Covxt br Cnavnorp.—Of all emin-
ent French personages. perhaps the least known
is the one who, as the half of Burope believes,
is about to bhe called to aseend the throne of
Trance.  Fairly rich, very unambitious,
slightly indolent, ‘and full of that personal dig-
nity rarely wanting to his House, the Count
de Chamihord has led a life of consistent retire-
ment, broken only by visits from a few adher-
cnts, by occasional travel, and by the publiea-
tion of a fow lettors proveked by the incidents
of the hour. TUnhated, unfeared, and un-
watched, he has dlipped out of observation,
until his very appearance is fo the mass of
European society absolutely unknown. Till
within the last few wecks it would have been
diffieult to purchase a likeness of him in any
capital of Burepe except Paris, and still more
difficult to find 2 man not a Legitimist with a
clear impression of his personality.  The sud-
den revival of his chances, however, is pro-
voking inquiry, the Catholic Church is inter-
estine itself in his suceess, a kind of officiul
photograph has been published, snd a sudden
demind has tempted the bookscllers of Brus-
sels to replace the cheap cdition of his letters
published in 1860 by an edition de lwre,
There is not much to he gathered from the
likenesses or the letters, but there is something,
and that somethine is not nltogether unsatis-
factory, the main impression produced by hoth
heing one of serenity—screnity of a very un-
usual, and it may be of a very useful, kind.
It is difficult to study the letters or the face,
—and we have, besides the official photograph,
hefore us, one much more unfavourable and
oiie of 0 much superior kind—without believ-
ing that the Count de Chambord is a man in
whom an absolute conviction, un immoveable
faith in somecthing, has produced 2 mental
tranquility, which, if’ not goodness, has many
of its cfieets. The ground-tone of the face and
of the letters, which Ilatter cover more than a
a quarter of a century, is unmistakeable—it is
pride of a very lofty und, in one way, very ad-
mirable kind, the pride which produces ealm,
Royalism is not merely the esseatial quality of
the Count de Chambord’s mind, it is the mind
itself, Nothing is more remarkable in the let-
ters than their freedom alike from mnimosities
and from the meun jealousics so common among
Frenel politicians, or more cvident than the
origin of that high ealm,  “I am,” he thinks,
¢ the head of the House of France, so certainly,
so sceurely, that rivalry is impossible, jealousy
ridiculous, vindictiveness a waste of power.’'—
Who “serves Trance, serves me,” writes the
Count to General Latour-Maubeuge ; and we
helieve this feeling to be entirely unaftected,
for the Count on one occasion goes far out of
his way to record his approval of the concuest
of Algiers, an incident which was for him a dis-
aster beeause it strengthened his rival’s throne;
and on another to remind the Duke de Regeio,
2 Bonapartist, that he is the worthy son “of
the illustrious father who conquered at Fried-
land und at Wagram.”  Orleanist, or Bona-
partist, or Republican, the Count judges every
Frenchman as his Sovereign, entitled, whatever
such Frenchmun may think, to consider his ap-
proval the subject’s highest reward, Thisisa
very different state of mivnd from that of the
King who in 1816 sanctioned a school-book in
which Napoleon’s conquests were velated, and
he was desoribed as the King's Licutenant-
General, So complete is the man's conviction

‘that he is de jure France, that he feels un in.

stinetive gratitude to enemies if' they have serv-
ed France, precisely the emotion which seven
months ago induced him to order the Breton
nobles into the field under Gambetta, who was

theoretically, from his point of view, a rebelli-

| ous Demagcra. .« Save France, for it is mine,” |

was his thought; and to him Gambetta, while

' saving France, was no ‘moreé obnoxious than a
olever counsel is to- the client who personally
dislikes his opinions. . His pledge to pardon all,

‘to employ all, to have no _party, is not a pledge
of policy, but the expression of an instinet, of a
sense of inherent superiority, of a feeling that
any one born a Frenchman whp enters his ser-

vice i3 returning repentantly to his duty, that,

bhe hus a right to command all, so inalienable
that no question of party has in-his presence
any meaning, He writes to the Duc de Ne-
mours, a rival prince ; to the Due de Reggio,
a Bonapartist; to General de la Rochejaque-
lain, 2 sworn adherent, in precisely the sxme
tone — that of a Sovercign, above party or
personality, stating his views with- sim-
ple dircctness, eand certain  that because
they are his views those to whom he
writes are honoured by their communication.
This feeling, which underlies every letter in
this long series, is so intenge that it extends to
the Church, which the Count perpetually
promises o protect—from above. His au-
thority is, in his judgment, as divine as that of
any priest ; and bisheps, like other men, must
in all but spiritnal things obey it. This note,
for example, of 29th May, 1857, muy be the
note of & devoted Catholic; but it is certainly
not the note of a man whose policy will be
wholly directed by the Church:—¢Nul doute
que je ne sois dispose a laisser a I'Eglise la
liberte qui lui apparticnt et qui lui est neces-
saire pour Ie gouvernement et I’administration
des choses spirituelles, et a m’'cntendre con-
stamment pour cela avec le saint-pere. Mais
de leur cote, les Eveques et tous les wmembres
du clerge ne sauraient eviter avee trop de soin
de meler la politique a 1'exercice de Jeur minis-
tere sacre, et de s’immiscer duns les affaires
qui sont du ressort de Pautorite temporelle; ce
qui n’est pas moins contraire a la dignite et
aux interets de la religion clle-meme qu’au
bien de I'Etat” ¢ You sing mass, but I will
govern,” Thgre is & curicus reminiscence in
that letter of the old Bourbon tone towards the
Churel, as there is in another and later one,
not included in the series before us, in which,
as we distinetly recolleet, the Count maintained
the freedom of the State as agninst the Church
with something of acerbity. He, the King, is,
in his own judgment, as sacred an institution
us the other, and although he holds the
Papal sovereignty over the States of the Churel
to be a sacred thing, # is mainly because it isto
his mind the highest expression of Legitimist
rizht. No Government based on tradition, he
says over and over again, can last if that one is
allowed to go, but his idea of the limits within
which that power should be confined is not very

Ttaly has much to dread from him. but within
France we doubt if the Church will find in the
Count precisely the instrument she desires,

A King whose mind was thus penetrated
with the spirit of Royalism would, in most in-
stanecs, be a despot ; but in the case of the
Court de Chambord the cffect of his creed has
heen to trapcpuillise, rather than to intensify,
the kingly thirst for power. He has waited
for the throne for thirty years as an heir to a
great property waits, quite surc of its arrival,
but (uite incapable of intrigning to uccclerate
it. Heis so sure of his own rights that,
provided they are acknowledged, he asks little
else, is ready to promulgate any desired con-
stitution, and shows a complete willingness to
aceept advice. . . . .

The Count de Chambord, it is elear, hasg
thought cut the ends he desires. but has avoid-
ed through life the trouble of thinking out the
means through which he expeets that they may
be secured,  This is not the temper of a despot,
or of u man eager for personal rule; but rather
of a constitutional King, whose notion of his
own prerogative is that it gives him, above all
men, the right to tuke us well ax to demand
advice, whose function will be mainly to decide
whether the men he seleets do succeed or fail
in realising his objects. A tranquil, indolent,
dignified gentleman, habitually inclined to
dwell on great subjects, but without any par-
ticular mental power ; entirely without the in-
tellectual vices of France, but cqually devoid
of her special intellectual force; an English
Tory, in fact, of the kindlier and loftier sort—
that is the man we seem to discern in the writer
of these lettors.  Whether such a man ean rule
Tranee in such an hour will depend on an un-
known condition—the capacity natures of this
sort sometinies display in the sclection of ad-
visers, eapueity which the Count de Chambord
may or may not have ; but of this we feel cer-
tain, that whether a failure or a success, he will
be « dignified king, will excite few personal
hatreds, and will be kindly treated by historians,
