BISHOP CLEARY AT TRENTON.

HE SPEAKS HIGHLY OF THE PROTESTANIS OF
KINGSTON, DUT REFLRCTS ON SOME
oF THOSE oF TRENTON-—THE
RECENT DIFFICULTY.

(Kingston News )

0Oa Sunday morning, 9th iast, the town
of Trenton was astir. Evidently the day wes
to bring us comething altogether unususl.
Aboutrnine o'clocix large pumbers fiom the
neighboring districts—from Delleville, Frenk-
ford, Brighton, etc., thronged cur streots.
The cooling breez:s from tho bay tempsred
the warmth of a July suu. Bunticg was die-
played on tke shipping in our harbor. To-
wards ten o'clock your correspondent wended
his way to tho Catholic Courch, where the
unnsnal event—~the oidination of four young
men %o ths priesthcod—was to toko placa.
For some time rumors have bsen sfloat in the
press nad olsswhere, thet because of a difii-
cnlty bstween Bishop Cleary and Fathor Bre-
targh the Catholics of 'Fronton were diseffuct-
ed; in fact it seams to have been hoped by
gome, we were to havs & full-tledged schism,
but tto arrival of Bishop Cleary in our town
wave cur Cathollcs a walcome opportusity to
prove such rumors as unfounded s malicious.
Durivg the precedicg week tho members of
St. Petera congregation vied in preparing the
presbytery, the beautifal grouods aad ragui-
ficert church for his Lordship's reception.

Appropriate mottoes wero eractod at overy
eotrance and Innumersble miniaturo {iags
floated clong the line of procession. iaside
tho church the decorations wern most profuse
and tnsteful. At the appoinied hour, His
Lordship, bearing mitre and crczier, and at-
tended by his Secretary, Rev. Father Kelly,
left the presbytery for the church. proceeded
in sclemn procession by the altar boys, the
four young dencons, Rev, Fathers ¢'Donohue,
Bstieville ; O'Brien, Trenton; Spratt, Woife
Island ; Lynch, Peterboro; and Right Rev.
Monsignor Farrelly. Oa elther sides ot the
averue, deep lines of the feithfal knelt, in
reversud posture, to receive his Lordskip’s
blessing, thereby, in the open day, profossing
their faith and designedly blasticg the above
mentioned rumors of dianffection. Apy spec-
tator mlght well say to himself: This kuneel:
ing multitude, these Catholics of Tranton, are
saying from tho Apostles Creed, « We beliove
in tte Holy Catholic and Apostoiic Church,
in thbos receiving our Bisktop we prosirate
curselves before the vepresentative of God’s
suthoerity.”

His Lordship, baving enfered the senctuary
and tcken his geat on a thrune, was robed 1n
his pontificals and immedintely commenced
the Holy Mauss of Ordination. The ceremony
being concladed, and the newly ordsioed
prieets bavieg made the usnul profession of
reverence and obedience to thelr Dishop and
his successors, His Lordship graciously as-
gented to raceive 2n addrees, rend by D. Mur-
phy, E:q., Berrister,and signed by almostall
the leeding 2nd prominent gentlemen of the
puarish.

The address assursd the Bishop of their
great devotion, lave, obedience mad respect,
nud invoked God’s cholcest blessings on hiw,
aod boped that He wonld grant him many
yoars of usefulaess in the chaurch.

THE REPLY.

The Bishop did not reply to the address till
the evening at vespers. He first preached an
able sermon from words found in tho last
chapter of St, John ; ¢« Obey your prelatesand
be subject to them, etc., after which he con-
gratnlated his hearers on tke truly Catholic
gpirit shown In the reception, and on thelr
feellngs expressed towards him in their ad-
dress. He bore towards them none other
feolings than thoss of ab affectionate father,
The grand old Catholic Church is a kingdom
of God, and the authority of the Bishop is re-
presented by the staff held in his hand. The
speaker then referred to tho number of Pro-
testants in the diocese tbat attended the Ca-
thollc Churches, always carefully avoiding
giving oftence, and then referred to the bonor
shown him by Protestnnte, during his pastoral
visits to different towns, by participating in
the welcomes accorded to him. InKingston
mapy Proteatant families paid him marked
honor. Among those who thus showed him
particular attention, te mentioned the Vener-
able Dean of Oatarlo. He asked, why should
Trenton be an exception to all Protestant so-
ciety in this pett of the Dominion? Why
ghounld the various petty commaunities of the
village of Trenton desm it their worthy task
to outrage Catholic fecling by not only with-
holdigg as they have s right to withhold
avery oxhibition of respect to the Catholic
Biskop of this great dlocese, tut by interpos-
ing batween him, as chief pastor, ard his Ca-
tholic flock, and striving by every means, falr
ond foul, to sow digsension among the Catho~
lic congregation of Trenton? He laid down
this rule of retiglous and socisl honar, that if
he, as the Bishop of this Dlocese, gave per-
miselon to his clergy to admit Protestants of
overy denomination to the public service of
ull hig churches, in which the divine worship
of the holy sacrifice of tho Mass is usnally ac-
companied by instructions upon doctrine and
morals aud the manifold discipline of Catho-
lic llte, this {8 a privilege akin to the admis-
sion of strangers into a family homse, where
they are permitted to hesr and see the inner
life of filendly hosts ; and it wonld be a viola-
tion o! honor and decency to convert this pri-
vilego into a system of ezpionsge on bebalf
of o hestile faction, sud go forth from the Oa-
tholic house of worship to misrepreseps ond
vilify Catholic teaching aud Cathollc discip-
line, and drag 1t through the gutter of the
streels 1o travesty and falsehood, pretending
that they had heard whatthey did not hear
and had seen what they did not see, This,
he 6ald, s what Protestants in Trenton have
done to ingnlt the Oatholic falth and offur the
recompense of outrage to this Catholic con-

ation In return for thelr religlous iospi-
tality and kindly ‘conrtesy in vacating their
pews for the accoommodation of their Protest-

ant neighbors, The Bishop concluded this

subject by asking why should Trenton be the

lisved in Protestant honor auvd bad proofs of
it amoug the Protestants of Kingaton Dioceso,
and therefore he cdeclared and repeated his de~
claration that simce there must be a goodly
number of respecteble Protestants In this vil-
lage whose sense of houor revoits fram the in-
decency of certain of their co-reiigionists, he
adid expect, and ie not yet withoat hops, that
they will ofter just atonement In the form of
apolopy for the grievous offance perpetrated
upon the portion ot his flack which constltut-
the Catholic congregation ot Trenton. He
declared that if acy ozne of his subjects
throughout his extersive diocese, from Dur.
ham to the Province line of Quebec, were
guilty of this unssemly conduct towards any
coneregation of Methodists, or Presbyterians,
or Dsptisie, or Anglicuns, or any olher reli-
wious community, he wonld compel the offend-
er to ranke tho reparation of & public apology,
or he himself wornld fesl bouud to make it in
the name of tho Catholic poople of the Diocese
cf Kingston,

Suach is thoe barest catline of his Lordship’s
discourag, and to give your roaders anything
like en adequate idea thereof, the sloquence
in delivery asd expreseion of fseling, o full
report would be nacessory. 1f the Lappiness
of the congregation is to be measured by tho
weneral receptlon glven his Lordship, the
words of praise hosvd oa all sides, their ex
proe:siona of gratitnde for his having zelected
their church for tho ordicuticn of the young
clerzymen, ,then, indexd, must your corres
pondent truly say they were reslly happy.

MASS IN THE MOUNTAINS OF

LAND,
A CONDITION OF WRETCHEDNESS DUE TO LAND-
LOKD TYRANNY,

James Redpath givea the followine inte-
resting amount of the celvbration of NMass in
one of the mountain poriekes of Jra'and :

“'There were two or three hundred men,
women and children congregated in the cnbin
when we arrived there. They wero in tneir
best dresses. l'ew of the women had any
shoes, nine women out of every ten in the
rural districts of the West of Ireland go bare-
footed all tbe year reuud. When they do
own & pair of shoog they ars so ¢raving’ of
them thbat, a8 I have seen hundreds of times,
they will carry thelr shoes im their honds
until they come within a quarter of » mile of
the town, 1f they e golug to a fair, or within
a quarter of a Taile of the chapel, if they ure
going to Masa, end then climb over a ditch
and put them op, and {ake them of! ngain ut
tho rume pince on their return.

uw A «ditck’ in Ireland s not a drain, but a
mud wall. Oae renson given by the English
enerry for tho poverty of the western Irish
{s their texiravagance, 'Tois habit is doubt-
legs one sign of 14, 1t ia the most fextrava-
gant’ babit I evor eaw there.

«'Thego people nt the cabin were all tun-
ants, or rather had bevn temants, of Leord
Loitrim. Colonel Clemens, bis heir, is the
present proprietor of their farms.

« After gresting his poople, with whom ke
way very popular, Father Conway construct-
ed, on p small table In the cottage,n littlo
rude altar, and put on his clerical vestmexts
and said Mass. As soon as I could leave the
cabln without interrupting the services, I
went ontside to seo the people. Only about
a dozen persons, all women, except the
priest snd the altar-boy and myself, were all
jnside of the cabin at the time. There was a
glight rain falling, but the people did not
geek shelter. They followed the service de-
voutly—praying atd saying their beads, and
kneeling whenever the services required
genufiection. Most of them had little stones
to kneel on, 8o a8 to keep out of the mud, and
the women had either etones that they had
bronght, or handkerchiefs of the commonest
texture, that they used for the same purpose.
This was the only place where Catholic ger—
vices could bse beld for seven miles around.
Two hundred families worshlpped here in
this rude and primitive fasblon, Why?
Again—Iandlord tyranny.

« After talking for half an hour after Mass
about Lord Leitrim wlih the people, the
curate and I walked back to the boat. I bad
been projoundly toached by the simple and
sincere plety of these pecple, and knowing
the bistory of Catholicity 1n Ireland, under
the persecutiog Church of Eegland, I suppose
that, if there is pny truth in hereditary or
trapsmitted hatrede, the blood of my
own Scotch ancestors, who vere perse-
cuted by thesame English Church—the Cov-
enanters of the Scotch border—asserts itgelf
in the flueb of suame and indignation that I
{ult as I eaw these bumble believers in a falth
go differsnt from my own, obliged to pray
nnder the web skies and to kneel on the
muddy roadeids, just ss my own forefathers
had done two centuries since in the Beottish
Lowlands.”

THE WAR IN EGYPT.

WEOQ IS TO BLAME FOR THE CRISIS?

The present position is the creation of the
Government ot Lord Beaconefield. From
the time of Mobemet All Pacha onward, the
suzerainty ot the Saltan over Egypt had be-
come a very vague and shadowy matter, carry-
ing with.it vo effluctive control. However,
the Turkish Government had by no means
!ost. tho bops of rscovering its rights, and
Saltan Abdul-Aziz intended to do so,
but was kept in good humor by Ismail
Pachs, who spent a good part ot the vnormous
loaps whioh he raiged in iurope in bribiog
the Sultan and his Court. When the deposi.
tion of Ismail was resolved on by the West
ern Powerd the authority of the Sultan was
invoked to eflactit, rnd this st ouce brought
back Turkish claimas 1o the realm of practical
politics. Even the Counservative Hagllsh
Government which wud then in power did
vot much like such » recoguition of the Sul-
tan’s sovereignty, but thewv thooght fta luss
evll than the direct intertorcuce of un English
and French army, and theretcre accopted it,
The, Saltan saw bow mmuch Lo had gaiavd,
and watched eagerly for the next oppor-
tunity of reasserting bis rights. He bad slso
become nossessed with the idea that he might
recover that vast and undefined half-splritual,
half-tomporal authority which the cffice of
Ehaliff carrics with it over tho Mohammedan
world, and fancied that through the use of
his Kbalifal pretensions he might recover in
a new direction more than all the prestige
which bis defeat by Rursis bad taken trom
bhim. Ths couquest, for so one msy call it,
of Tunis by France hes latoly embittered bim
agoinst the Westorn Powers, aud made him
the more enxious to tighten his grasp on other
Mohamwmedan lands.

ENGLISIT AND FRENCH TAOTECTORATE.

Meanwhile the financial protectorate of
Eoglavd and France, acting jsiantly, was
gofogg cn. DMapy Loglishmen, especially
Liberals, regrotied its establishment. As it
was due to the action of Frauce, aud as the
action of I'ronce wag taken in the interest of
the holders of Egyptinn boads, it seemed
to them talnted in its source.

ADMIRAL EEYMOUR'S TERMS.

The question of paying the Irish Parlis-
‘mentary representatives Is rapldly taking a
practicsl shape. Dublin has been almost the
ficgt to move definitely in the matter. On
the 23 June a large and iufluentinl prelimin-
ary meeting was held in James's-street, Mr.
Thomas Mayne, 'T.C., occupying the chalr.
Several prominent cltizems, smangst them
being Dr. Kenny and Mr. Alfred Webb, wrote
letters -of apology for non-attendance, ex-
pressing at the same tlme their hearty ap-
proval of the proposal to pny the members.
A resolution was passed unanimously stating
that it was highly desirable to give eftsct as
soon as possible to the popular wish that the
Irish representatives should be remunerated
for their services, and before the meeting
separated a provisional committee was for-
med to perfect sn organisation in Dublin and
dravght a scheme which might be submitted
to tke Irish people. This provieional com-
mittee met on Tuesday evening, when some
important business was transacted. In Tip-
perary there is a movement on foot to hold a
county mesting for the purpose ot inaugurat-
ing a fond; and the Wexford Home Rule
COlub I8 working Industriously in the same
direction. The question is assming a practi-
cal shape among the Irish of England also.

The British Under Secretary of Foreign Afiairs
stated in the House of Commons that Germany
and Austria were in union with England on
the Egyptlan crlsis, but he was in error and
has bad to make explanations in the House,
showing what led bim to indnlge in the delu-
sion. The plain truth is England is isolated.
If Torkish troops go to Egypt it will not be
to re-establish the control. If the French
land an army it will be to protect French in-
terests in the Camnal; for the only one thing

thing  the Conference seems to be
in ogreement upon is that the stotus
guo shall not be re-established. Kng-

land is making extensive war preparations
but then o are the other Powers who intend
havicg a voice in the settlement of tke
Egypilan question. Not one of those Powers
but 18 j:alous of England's preponderating
power in the Enst aud in the Mediterranocan.
Even Spain talks loudly sbout Glbraltar,
Perhapa the division among the other Powers
may lead up to English successes; but what
is far more likely is that the Conference wiil
end by dividing itself into two partles, which
will go to war one with awother. If this
ghould be so, it wounld seem most natural that
England, Germany and Austria would bo on
one slde, Ruasls, France, ltaly and Turkey on
the other, and perhaps Spain. Time, how-
over, will tell, and time only; we must wait

till the farce of the Conference shall have
bsen played ont and the tragedy hss com.
menced, though on the stage it {s the furce
which is kept to the last.

He started and 1a
agaln, and I pursued him. I called outt
him again to stop. I fired again aud the de-
ceaged put up his hand to his bead again. 1
did not see him after that antil a quarter past
six o'clock in the evening. 1 wentround tbe
wood and got on the other side of it, I was
watching the deceased from the east endof
wood. Guard Courvette brought me a car
bine on the east side of the wood. After &
celving the carbine, I atopped thera watching
until six o'clock. I then started to go homs
and went along the morth side of the bush
when, I came across bara-footed tracke, which
were four feet from the wood. [ tracked biz
up along the little gulley for about 200 yard:
and saw marks as if he had been on bl
hands und knees.

A terribly fatal accldent occurred at'a fire

He was accordlogly taken to the
General Hospitel, when a clpser inspection
showed that his icjuries were of so frightful a
naturs that he woulid not be able to live more
than o fow hours. He was well attended to,
hoth physically and spirituslly, but expired
in great sgony st four o'vleck this morning.

Theberge, aged 34, and a native ot Quebec,
where ha has two chitdren. The woman he

THE INQUEST.

The community at large’ was more than
startled and horrified to learn this morning at
the breakfast table that o foul crime with
far-reaching consequences of a most {1einous
nature had been cooly perpotrated during the
quict honrs of last might in the city of Mon-
treal.

Her husband was a very intem-
perate map, and buad beon drinking with o
friend all yesterday afternoon. He went to
bed last night at 9 o'clock in a beastly state
of intoxfcation. He w8 then smoking his
pipe. She had slso been drlnkiog, bub
was not drunk, There was no lamp
or tire in her husband'sa room, but the lamp
was on & table !'n the rext room, whero she
was busy washing the dishes, and whilst
doing &0 she noticed smoke and flames
coming from her husband's room., She im-
mediately went In and found him lying on
his back in the bed surrounded by flames.
She tried to pull him off the bed, and in
doing o pot severely burnt on her hands
and arms, and fell to the floor senseless
through fright, and only regained conscious-
ness at an early hour this morning.

Charles Faucler, firemsn, stated an alarm
of firo sounded last night between 9 and 10
o'clock from box 24 and on getting to tho fire,
he asiied the crowd if there were any human
beings inside the house, but pot yetting a
patisfactory reply went in. At that tlmethe
other fireman who arrived bafore him bad cenr-
1y extinguisheq the fire, he went into the bed-
room and heard groans ; he then called upon
his comrades to bring torches, which being
done, they fousd the deceased lying on the
floor of the room, a8 if he had rolled off the
bed. There was then six inches of water in
the room ; thero was & dense smoke. Several
firemen then bore the decensed to the Salvage
waggon, and he was canveyed to the hospital.

Robert Mnck, fireman, corroborated the
evidence of the previous witnesses. The Jury
after a few minutes consuttation, returned
the following verdict :—

4 That the deceased cams to his death, in
an accidental manner, by fire, whilst ander
the inflnence of liquor.’’

THZIR GOOD FIGHTING QUALITIES, AS WITNESEED
EY AN EX.OFFCER OF THE EGXPTIAN ARMTY,

D:. B. 5, Johnson, of Tennessee, late
surgeon-jn the army of the Khedive, belng
on a visit to some friends in this city, a Post
reporter this morning called upon him with a
view cf ascertalng a few facts relative to the
fighting qualities ef the Egyptains.

The doctor, a handsome man ot 37, will.
ingly gave our reporter such informatlon as
he thought would be interesting to the renders
of Tug Post. He says: I volunteered my
gervices as surgeon in the Egyptian army in
1873 aud was accepted. Co my arrival at
Calrd I was fortunate enough to meet General
C. P. Stone, late of the Confederate army, to
whom I bad an introduction, and who soon
made me feel at eage by introducing me to
other American officers then in the Khedive's
gervice,  Bhortly after my arrival In the
country the war between Egypt and Abyssinia
breke out, and my services being required, 1
entered the campaign, as also did several
other American surgeons who were then in
the Egyptiaa service. The war was a severe
one, and the sufferinge of our troops terrible,
yet I found them brave toa man, they en-
dured great hardships, and the wounded bore
thelr sufferings manfully, and many under-
most painfal operations; without as much as
uttering a sound. They are, us a rule, de-
votedly attached to their officers, and if well
led, are as good as auy soldfers in the world.
Dr, Johnson, who was for some months a
prigoner of war kmong the Abyssinirns, left the

time that most of the American officers did,
In account of the financial difficulties of the
late Khedive, which rendered it difficult for
them to get their pay. Dr. Johnson, says

o beliave that it is tho right of nny Brit-
fsh subject, or body of subjucis—ot any in-
dividnal, gaciety or corporation, to pressnt a
respectful petition or remonstration to the
Imperial Government, to the Eritish Parlia-
ment, or either House of it, or to the Boverine.
Wa certainly do not think that either the
Parliament or the Dominion of Canada is ds-
barred from exercising a privilege that is open
to the moat 1nsignificant essociation in the
British Empire, and we assuredly ahall not
desist from usipg it because Mr, Gladstone
and his colleagues object to our advice or
our criticisms.

Wea might fesl soma reget at having in-
curred the disapprobation of Mr. Gladstoue,
if wo thougut that be spoke in the name of
the people of the threo kiugdoms, and that
he was there mouth-pteco to expresa their
disapproval. We would still, however, do
what we consider our duty even though feel-
ing sorrow that we had in eo doing to disa-
free with the mother country. DBut as it is,
we Lave the cocsolation of krnowing that
Mr. Gladstone, who presumes to cuasure
Cannds, cannot even commard o parlismen-
tury majority tor shaplng one ot bis most
important measures, and that a genernl elec-
tion woulid prebaiiy show that he has not the
puopis at his bock.

A British prewier, who has shown hie in-
capacity to govern cue ef the three kingdoms,
who !9 incompetent to pasa meagurcs regerd-
jug it uatil bo has 1urned {is representtives
out of the House and who is unabla to protect
tho lives aud property of Britivh subjects
abroad, bui still drifts In the end into war,
need not be go very impatient of well mesat
advice from any quarter.

Nothing could be more natural thun the
Canedinns, having experienced the bepefit of
their own system of sel{-government, should
think that some modification of it might be
snitable for the kingdom, nnd that in the
present crisis the experiment might be worth
trying. It i8 no less natural that the people
ot Canada, mors tban a quarter of whom
must have [rish blood in their veins, should
feel some sympathy for the sufferings of thoge
of thelr own rece, should express such sym-
pathy and should suggest a remedy for the
troubles in Ireland.

Such an expression of opinion as was con-
talned in the Costigan resolutions, endorsed
as they wore by beth Honsea of the Canadian
Parliament in the namo of the people of
Canads, was in no semse an impertinence,
and that he ghoald have siigmatised them as
such {e only another proof of the unfitness of
Mr. Gladstone for his position.—Peterboro
Review.

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THE WAR IN EGYPT.

SCENES AND ANECODOTES,

ALEXANDRIA, July 15-Those rescued seemed
to wonder why. it was that Admiral Seymour
was 80 sparing of his asslstance, and induigod
in not o few stcong expressions of censure
over the unhappy delay of twenty-four hours
that has elapsed since the bombardment end.-
ed. The real truth ia that he would have
sput more if he dared, and was much dis-
tressed because he could do 8o. Bui till re.
inforcements arrive from England and Malta
be carnot cripple his ships by sending a large
force on shore. Ee would have sent more
had it not been that he heard on undoubted
acthority that 9,000 Egyptian soldiers occu-
pied a strong position oatside the walls
of tho anclent clty, south of the Moher-
rem Boy gate, and between tho caral and
the Calro railroad, and that they meditated
an attack in force, he was compelled to ab-
stain from exposing his men {o certain de-
straciion—a stop which might bave risked
the safoty of the flest. He thereforo erdered
the Monarch, the Gittern and the Devoy to
keep up o five at intervais over the city, and
kept the shipsin such a posltion as to be
able at any memont to sweep tho streets with
shot and  shell.  Durlng this cperation
unother battery, cloze to the railway depot,
was completely destroyed.

Dourticity AND VANITY OF THE ELEPOANT.

Piouy b Porkeri,"—At the Zoological Gar-
dena in Regent's Park are ai pressntto be
geen & pigmy bog nad {bree 52ws [rom Nepaul
which are very important additions to the
menagerie. This species 15 50 Taro Lhat, since
Hodson described these animals, fifty years
ago, thero has not been a single specimen at-
tainable in Emrope, and cven the museums
bave been unable to get more thana single
gkin. T'hey are very small in size, scarcely
Tigger than o large wild rabbit; or probably
8 Detter iden of their size may be formed by
glving tkeir weight a8 seven or efght pounds
each. They are very active on their legs,
runnicg very swiltly, and they are vety shy.
Their skins ure wall covered with short red-
dish-brown hair or rather bristles; they are
very clean feeders, and also cleanly in their
habits. Their flesh is estoomed very good for
eating ; and thus thess intoresting littie porc-
jnes are naturally the sutjscis of other con-
templations than thelr Zoological rarity, If
thev can ba bred In the gardens, the Society
will find profitable results repay the price
given for them by dieposing of the firat off-
spring te otber menageries; and the accllm-
atization of the subsequsnt progeny would
geem to be well worthy of attempt, 08 they
might be kept seemingly without offensive-
ness in the yards and gardons of domestic
houses, and be fed upon potato-parings, veg-
etables, and debris of food. They are very
fond of rice and will eat small portlops of
moat; but they will not touch the wash or
gressy matters commoanly given to ordinary
pigs.

Tug Ostrici —What the ostrich hasin logs
it lacks in wlngs, which are ridiculoualy
small for go large a bird (so small that it does
not attempt to fly), thoagh It is snid that it
makeg use of its wings to aid in ruoning ; and
we cre told thaton a spurt” it can make
sixty miles an Lour, though its averngo speed,
when running, is only about twenty-five
miles an bour. The general plumago of the
ostrich is black, and some of it ia g0 coarse
that it is more like halr than feathers. Oz
each wing are twenty-four, and in the tail are
geveral other pure whitoand graceful feathers,
known especially ag « ostrich foathers.” Thsy
have the plume part unlike most other feath-
ers, equally large on eack side of the quill,
and the pait3 of the plums are not locked to-
gether, but esch is separate and curves ia the
most graceful manner. It is for these feath~
ors that the birde have long been hunted;
they are chased on horseback, and conught
with a lamp, or a pative clothing himself in
&1 ostrich skin, can get near enough to skoot
them. The value of the feathers, which for
the finest is about five dollars each, and half
that for the poorer ones, haa led people in
Soutnh Africa to tame and keep the birde in
confinement, and ¢ Ostrich farming” is now
a very profitable business. In the wild state
the bird does not, as some accounts state,

- Jeave the eggs to be hatched by the sun.

Taxixe Coub.—In order to emjoy good
health it is not nscessary to watch the opera«
tions of the system ; In fact, that Is one of the
woral thiogs one can do.

The learned doctors of
the Korauic law, with their white and ygreen
turbans, long beards snd flowing robes, sit-
ting in midnight conclave and discussing a
ntce points In abstruse theology, have af last
evolved a decision that had the effect of creat-
ing a milk and water compromise in Egypt,but
which oply n few dnys ago threatened to
reak the nrmed truce of Garope. When the
Ehedive recently asked for Turklsh troops to
maintain his authority against Arabl the
letter was referred to the ulemss, Who
declsred that salthough perfectly law-
ful in certain cmees for Moslems to
fght Moslems, even when belonging to
the same sect or creed, novertheless for Mos-
lems to oppoie otber Moslems who Were
reslsting the encronchments of infidels was
criminal. Arabi Pachs, by his uvwn energy
und perseverance, snd thanks also to what
hos been aptly termed the Micawber-like
policy of England snd France, now poses as
2 defender of Ei Islam against giaour en-
cronchments, The Sultan is consequently
advised by the religlous doctors that if a drop
of Arab blood bs shed in Bgypt by Tarkish
troops, or that if o halr of Arabis head be
harmed while he maintains his present atti-
tude toward Europeans that then the days of
the Oitoman Khalifate are numbered.

83 tho splritusl head of the faith, The
truth is now dlaclosed that Arabl instead of
being the tool of the Sultsn, has made the

Prestige in the East—The Egrptian
Embroglio to be Ireland's Oppertus
nity. .

One of our reporturs Jately came across: u.
gentleman from tho other side of the border,
who has a rather prominent position among
the Irish Nationalists in the United States.

‘The atatements made by that gentleman
scemed at the time 8o extracrdinary that they
were considered a mers bravado, and in-con-
sequence no reference Wwas mado to  them
through the press. Since then, however, 8o
many {acts have come to ligitand so many of
his predictions have ‘been verified, that
our reporter has looked up his notes
and glves ‘below the following re-
port: “The Natlonallst purty,” said
the gentloman, ‘is the advanced portion
of Irish agitators io Irsland and Amerlea.
Thelr alm is totsl separation from England.
To achievs that separation tbey will epare
no effort or easciifice. Like Hamilcar they
will swear their sons to an eterpal hatred
against Enpgland. Tae patly itgelf is di-
vided Into two sgections ; that of the moder~
ates and extremists, toe latter led by O’'Dono~
van Rogsa and aiming at the destruction by
mears foul or falr of overything English.
The other section is composed of men equally
daring but moro practical and statssmanlike.,
Thoy say thet they can war upon Eng-
land more effectunlly by diminishing
her prestige throughout the world, and that
the blow strack on the banks of the Nile or
the Ganges iy as fatal and es ipjuorinus as if
glven at bome. Tho msisstay of Eoglish
power to-day is the Mahomwedan popula-
tions of her Eastern possessions. To alionate
them from Englard, to show to them that
English arme aro uot slwass victorious, to
talse enemixs ogainet her in their midat,

has beer one of the princlpal alms
of this parly. In purbuanco of this
plan, :n Irishman was sgent out to

be the urincipal adviser of Cetewayo. Later
the B...cs and Bagsutoes bad in their ranks
Irishra.

The native press, acting
under these {nspirations, have been teaching
for the last few !years the doctrine of solf-
government for Iadis, and the princlples of
the Land League with reference to the owzer-
ship of the soil in theso countriss in which
the natives have even n moro precarious title
than in Ireland.”

«Eapecially in Egypt,”’ he coutinued, warm
ing up)’ and smoung the better educated
classes of Egzyptisns way tsis propaganda
goingon, 1t was continually represented to
them, that more than unlf the taxes of the
country, which should have remained st
home to enrich themeelves and tkelr fami-
lies, were pnid ont to forelgn bondholders,
especially the Erglish bondholders; thst the
profita of the Suez Canal were paid
into the Eoglish Treasary, that their
own Trensury was meansged by for-
eign comptrollers-genersl among Whom
the most infinencial was sn Englishman;
and that overy year thousands of British
goldiars and hundreds of British ghips were
passing through the Scez Canal to hold down
in subjaction to kindred races of the East as
they would soon subject by tho same submis-
gion the people of Lgypt tnless the people
would be saved by its nataral leaders, for-
ming a young Egyot.

"Thege ideny’ ho added, are belng nuiversally
adopted by the younger elemsut, and more
strikingly 8o by ths military party.

THE SCOBELEFF OBSEQUIES,

Mogcow, -July 11.—Graud Dukes Aloxis
and Nicholas, the, Minister ot ‘War, ull the'
Generals In the city and over one hundred
thonsand people attended the faneral mass of
Beobeleff yesterday. Scobeleff's family was
represented by the General's Lrothere-in-law,
Tcheremetiew and Prince -Belosseleky.
Among the remarkable floral tributes and
wresths was that of the Academie D'Etat Ma-
jor, belog over elghteen feet clrcumference
and decorated with the ribbons of the order of
8t. George and inscribed “Scobeleft the hero.”
The body was taken to Rinzan. The Em-
peror sent Scobeleffa sister the followlng :—
uI am terribly overcome and grieved by the
sudden death of your brother. Itis an lrre-
parable loss to the army, All we soldiers
will weep for him, It is sad, sad toloses
man 8o ugefnl and so devoted to duty.”

GENERAL SCOBELEFF.

Scobeleff's perconal appearance was thus
described by My, MecGaban in a letter from
Bucharest :—¢ Among the many officers on
the Grané Dake's staff there is one who would
attract attention anywhere, and whose caredr
hag been a curious and brilliant one. A tall,
hacdsome man, with a lithe, alender, active
figure; a clear blue ey, and a large, promie-
ent but straight, well shaped nose—the kind
of noge it i3 sald Napoleon used to look for
among hig officera when he wished to find o
general-—and a face young' enotgh for s gec-
ond lisutenant, although he is a genernal—tho
youngest in tho Russian army. It i3 the fa-
mous General Scobeleff, tho conqueror of
Ferghnns, or Khokand. The last time I saw
him wo wero both standing on the banks of
the Oxug, in the khanate of Khiva. He was
starting on his way to Tashkent, I on my re-
