PARNELL INTERVIEWED.

New York, Dec. 7.—The Herald's Dablia
-correspondent scnds the following interview
with Nir. Parnell :—Having interviewed Mr.
Parnell when he was recruiting his ferces for
the clectoral cempaign, 1 have beon favored
to-day with tome of his views, now that his
littlo army is rendy for action in the Par-
liamentary campaign, snd now that for the
tirst time in our political history, not one
Liberal member crosses the Irish ses bound
for $t. Stephen’s, Replying to my question
as to his opioion of the present state and
prospects of the two English parties, Mr.
Parnell said :— ] . .

« Tt ia difficalt to prediot their numerical
.position toward each other ; but it may safely
be said that the Liberals cannot have a ma-
jority larger than tem over the Tories and
Natiopalists combined, while the Tories and
Nafiopalists cannct have more than the
same pumber of votes over the Liberals,
Had it not been for the Irish vote ino
England and Scotland the Liberals _would
have had & majority over the combination
of ot least one hundred and twenty.
The great lessont we have endeavored to teach
:all parties is that Ireland will stand no further
coercion, and that she desires liberty above
all things, 1 have no doubt this lesson has
been learned and will never be forgotten. The
g0-called Loyalist combination was undertaken
simply to bring about conteats in all the Irish
. constitnencies, with a view to deplete our
treasury and, perhaps,jto compel some nomina-
tions to fall through owing to lack of funds.
American readers shonld understand that the
expense of providing the official machinery
and superintendence for holding electiona in
this country is psid by the ‘candidate, The

sum whioch it was necessaryfor our candidates

similar sam, of course, had to be found by
the Loyalist candidates, but this was sub-
seribed by their English sympathizers. Forta.
nately, the remittances we have been receiving
from sympathizers in America during the last
two months sofficed us for this purpose, and
arrived just in time : otherwise the enemy's
culenlstion wight have bueen . verified, and
many seats might have been carried by them,
The draia thus caused upon our financial ro-
sources has, however, been coneiberable, and
fueds were nevor segrgently required as now,
since the lurge majority of membera of our
party will require help to enable them to give
that coratnat attendence ut Westmicster
which iy now absolutely necessary. (ln the
other hand, the recent action of the Lovalists
in their determined contesting of all seats hes
alf_rded ’ .
A REMARKALRLE DEMONSTRATION

of the iosigniticance of their numbers. Out-
side of Ulster, the city of Cork, and one divi-
sion of the county and city of Dublin, the
totals of the votes polled by them have been
comparatively fractional, and do not at ail
represeat the proportion which the Loyalis:y
have always claimed to exist between them
end the Nationalists, As a rule the polls
have shown this preportion to be a few score,
or st most a few hundred, to as many thou-
sands of Nalionalists. Ibp onw case, indeed,
the Loyalist candidate polled only forty votes
to 3,500 cast for his cpponent.

With regard 1o Ulster, we have snccoeded
very well there, x3 we curry eixteen and
probakly seventeen out of thirty-three seats in
that provinee.  1f we grat seventeen we thall
have a clear nmisrity of the Ulster seate,
We hoped to carcy three others—\West el -
tast, Derry aml North Tyrone—but we just
lost them in very vlose contusts owing to the
want of funds svme weeks ago to nitend to
registration and to provide a suitable organi-
zstion for the clectiona.

Heé wos the vietim cf a vile
crime, and it was but natural for the Cana-
dian residents of the United States to riee
up sn lift their voice in condemnation of
an aot which was nothing less than atro-
cious, And who should we thank
for this crime? Sir John Macdonald and
three French-Canadian Ministers, Messrs.
Chaplesu, Langevin and Caren. Although of
the same race and religion as Riel., and repre-
senting the very people who werein a_ympe.!;hy
with him, they had not said a word in objec
tion to hia exeontion. They bad looked on
and witnessed the deed and had net raised
their voices to protest against it. Resolutions
protesting againgt the execution of Riel were
then unanimously adopted.

The “furonto Mail having replied to Mr.
Turte’s lerter, the latter has published a ro-
jeirder, from which we quote as follows :—
The greet interests that arc now ot stuke—
a rrdrit of hermopy between races, and, con-
seipnently, the maintennnce of confedera-
tion—give me the right, 1 believe, of
making aunther effurt to prove that you ave
mistaken on the nature of the agitation that
is ir progress in this 'rovince. The point
which T want to establish, the cpinion
which 1 wonld like you to share, are
thut in usking for the cumnmutstion of the
sentence pagsed npon Riel, and in protest.
ing ugainst the penalty of desth which he bad
to sulfer, the majority of my fellow country-
men have exercised a right which is guaran-
teed to all of us by the constitution. We
mizht be wrong; but it is our undoubted
right tn act a8 we do, the moment we think
we are acting justly in so doing.

The frosttinged leaves of varied hue, which
no pencil cun paint nor pen adequately de-
scrilie, allording a sight to the «.dmirer of
nature to pause and meditate upon, nowhere
to be met with to such enjoyable perfection
as in this Canada of onrs—{ittingly pictured
by e eld writer ua—" Sober euiumn fuding
into age.”

The reader will remembor that LaSialle's
home is situate on the banks of the St Law-
rence, dwo miles above the Lachine rapids,
4t the head eatrenes of the Mentreal wator
worhs.,  There are three ways of reaching it
Firet, Ly the Lower Lachice road ; second,
by & walli aleng the bunks of the waterworks;
and third, by a walk along the Lachine canal

Few of
our citizens can hardly realize that thisold
bume, this historical Canadian lundmark, is
within so short a distance of the city of Mon-
treal | and how few of them are awarc of its
existence, or even of its whereabouts, It is
not now ‘‘n thing of beanty.” It is crumb.
ling down and will soon mix with the dust of
sges, but (anadians have 1t in their power to
preserve nnd restore it as a * juy” and a
“ remembrance” for all time, that is, if there
be publio spirit and patriotism encughre
maining ir Canadians to do so,

t“and this is the home of Robert da la
Salle I” exclaimed our friend, bowing with
deepest reverence and exhibiting feelings of
the profoundest veneration as he approached
the old building. It was to us a familiar
spot, as being enclosed within the old stone
wall that at one time aurrounded the home of
our youth. To satisfy the curiosity of our
new friend we entered the building and
explored the inside; in doing so we
had to be careful of our footsteps. Its
echoes and its empty tread called forth
thonghts of the noble dead of over two cen-
turies ago, who had lived thers, nearly as
¢« Monarch of all I survey,” in what was then
known a8 those far Western wilds of Canada,
We thought of the time when the ¢ forest
primeval” etretched down to the very river
edge—when the wolf, the bear and the wild
deer roamed nearly undisturbed around this
then solitary abode of Canada's most daring
explorer. ‘ ) ‘

As we stood in. that old building onr

thoughts were wandering ‘ovor' the bygone

centuries of early Canadian days ! Not only
did we think of La Salloas having lived there,
but we recalled the long list of roble men,
representatives of old Frunce, who, from time
to time, had slept within those venerated-—
yes, sacred walls! soeh s Champlin,
Maisonueuve, Marquette, Frontenac, Joli-
ctte, and a host of others who
would, of neceseity, have started from this
placo on their religious pilgtimages or warlike
expalitions westwards. Just picture- -we
wero stending en the very game foor on which
Champlain ane Frontemac had once stond,
and within the very walls in which there two
nobla men had often slept. This is the only
building now standing in Canada in which, at
one timo or another, so many of the daring
pioneers, brave soldiers and Chrictian mis~
sionnries of old France had found or sought
shelter,

While we were standing and enjoying o
peep out of the old window in the second
storey iu the west end of the building, gazing
on ail around, taking a present and a retro-
spective view of what is and what had oc-
curred in and around that old home during
the by-gone centuries, just at that time one
of our large lake steamers was passing right
in frent of ue, down the $t. Lawrence,
filled with tourists, to run or jump the
Lacnine Rapids—the old Sanlt St. Louis,
Wo then pictureld, in imagination, the time,
in those far-oft days --when Champlain was
induced by the Imiians to come up, from
where Montreal unow stands, to this spos, to
have his tirst run or wsail in an [adisn cunoo
over thoke zow far famed ranids !

What & choange has wken place sinee that
duy ! Thoae rapid= still roll on unchanzed !
such a8 creation's dawn beheld?  They
rol! now, in the self same course! Bat this
old huilding -~ the *“witness stand ™ of
many a dark tragedy, and the cradle
home of muny a irand scheme for the -
grandieement of Old I'rance, utill stands,
us it stood nearly three centuries wgo, but
now crumbling fast, ond 8oon to mingle with
the dust of ages. We turned our cyes to
the river front, to what was in the writer's
youni days a quiet bay-—stretching down to
where the Water Works bridge now stands.
The primeval beauty of this river front ia
now destroyed by the Water Works Dhasin.
A picture of the past, of over two centurics
(1668), then roee up betore us !

In vetrospect—as in the days of La Salle—
the river front scemed covered with Indian
canaoee, from their far off hunting grounds,
come to exchange their furs, We funcied we
saw that band of Sceneen Indians with their
chief, arrive, and La Salle, rohed in his best
nnd most imposing attire, bearing in his
hands, aloft, that sacrad symbolof his Church
—the Cross, in his descent to the river
shore, to greet and to welcome tho
pew comers ! This wus that band of Scnceas,
with their chief, who remained ail winter
with him ot his home, aAnd, we believe, it
wag [rom the information ostained from that
Seneca chicf which induced La Salle to enter
upon those extended explorations wistwards
and southwards in the Spring time ol 1670,
never sgain, we believe, lo return o this
place.

Althcugh Canndians apparently forget, or
do net care to do honor to one of their noblest
dead, etill tho namoe and the memery of
LaSalle iz preeerved and houared in nearly
cvery Americon town er city from Detioit to
the monih of the Mi.ssissippi. Streets and
sigustes in every city snd even esuntico rnd
smull villezes bear his name, testifying to
tie respeet in which  his  memory s
held,  This whole northern comtirent of
Amerien bears unmistakable traces of his
fontsteps.  And, o lopy as tie noble S,
Tawrenee windx ita courrz seawards, and
our vast inland fakes exint eg fecdera thercol,
or the Lrond erd gwift Mistionippl rolls its
mizhty walies 49 the mein, theso river bankn
aned those ke shores—if all elso wers mute

—will ever silently testifv to the memory of |

that youthful cxplorer, Lu Salle, who first
trod or traced their far western or southern
shores,

Will not Canndians arise, awake ! and do
jnstize to the memory of their grectest ex-
plorer ?

La Sallo needs no monument along our
mountaia slope ! “No storied urn nor ani-
mated bust,” to perpetunto or to trapamit
his name to future gencrations! ‘Ihis
whole northern continent—even  those
nofenced  fieldg—tbose gardens of tha
world—boundless snd vast, for which
the specch of KEngland haa ro name—the
Prairies! Even these, with their countless
unfolded herds, and their thousands of wan.
dering Nimrods, ever bear silent testimony to
the memory of Robert de la Salle !

What ought to be done with this old home?
The writer gave a full deacription of it in_his
articles 6 and 7, in the Posr of 19tn and 26th
Szptember, 1885, in which he intimated his
intention to set apart 3,500 gquure feet—say
70 feet fronting on the Lower Lachice Road,
by 50 feet in deptl:, to enclose the old huilding,
provided Canadiana were willing to restore
and presesve it from falling into decay or

“from being blotted out of existence ! This

would he & fitting—the most fitting tribute
Canadinns conid pay to the memory of Robert
de 1a Salle, by restoring and re-bu’lding his
old Canadian home—the home in which he had
lived during the four years of his early Cana-
dinn life,

This old building has & history stretching
far into and over the by-gone centuries of
early Canadian days | Long beforethe founda
tion stone was laid in the gueenly oity of
Montreal, with its now noble structures
and princely mansions basking under
the shade of our stately Mount Royal
—long before a parish ohurch bell was
heard in the ancient town of Ville Muarie
summoning the little bands of devout wor-
shippers to their early matins—long before
those early days of Canadian history did this
-old building stand, as it now stands, on_the
banks of the St. Lawrence two miles above
the Lachine Rapids, .

REeeing, 20th Nov., 1855,

S AND Dgar Friesp,—Before I leave
Regina, I wish to carry out a desire formally
expressed by the late Leuis David Ri:lto
write you a few words,

Duaring the night preceding his death,
which I spent alone with him in his cell, he
begged me to write in his name and thank
younnd Messrs. Fitzpatrick and Greenshields
fur the noble and generous efforts you made
to defend him and save him from the gallows.
In those thanks he also included all the
generous huarts, both French and Irish, who
interested themselves in his unhappy fate.
During that remarkable and never to be
forgotten night he prayed with extraordinary

fervor for you, dear sir, imploring
the Lord to bless you, your wife
and dear ljttle children, in gratitude

for all you hatl done for him. He was ex-
tremely alfected when he learned from my
lips ull the steps you had taken to save him
from the rope and he was particularly moved
when I told him that Fitzpatrick, on retarn-
ing from England, had gone on to Ottawa to
mako o last effort in hig behalf, but that noth-
ing in this world could save him, that the de-
termination to destroy him had been long
taken by Sir John Macdonald and the krench
Canadian Ministers, our natural defenders,
who had easily yielded to the despotic will
of their master, All these memories were
keenly prosent to poor Riel’s mind on the eve
of his death, and notwithstanding the anpuish
thas tilled his heart, it was full of gratitude to
those who had shown him sympathy in his
misfortunes.

¢ Father André,” he said to me, whilo
pressing me in his arms, “be the intsrpreter
ot my sentimenta of love and gratitude
to the people of the Province of Quebec, to
my many friends in the United Stutes,
to the Irish people of Cunada, and assure
them thdt Riel, dying had but one thought
for them all, and that his last request to them
was not to torget him in their prayers.”

My dear Lemieux, our poor friend Riel
died like u brave man and a saint. Never
was I 8o consoled or cdified by any death asl
was by his. I thank the Lord for buving
made me the witnees of his life in prison,
He spent all his timoe in prayer and prepara-
tion tor the terrible pussage from this life to
eternity, and God favored him with o heroic
doath. If I can be permitted tho expression,
he ennobled, and sanctitied the scaffold ; his
execution, fur from heipg a disgrace, bag be-
come, under the circumstances that accom-
panicd it, Riel’s veritable apotheosis. The
Government could not have better immortal-
ized his name or shed infamy on their own
in the cyes of history than by carrying out
the sentence us they did.

Sir John, in his North-West policy, always
had the rare merit of doing exactly the op-
posite of what the real friends of the country
desired him to do; and in this instance,
though warned from all quarters that Riel
dead would be a hundred times more dun-
peroud than Riiel living, he preferred to fol-
lowed his old principle of taking for a
policy his own caprice nnd arpitrury will.
Riel is dead, but his name will live when
the name of Sir John, his implacable cnemy,
will havo been long forgotten, notwitihmtand-
ing the ossertions to the contrary by his
interested Hatterers, The Reogina ZLeadcr,
which had no great love for Riel, was never
theless compelled to pay homage to his great
and gloricus death. You will recave a
ey of i%, which will give you all the detuils
of that memorable denth, .

During tho whole night preceding his death,
Ridd pever manifested the slightest aymptom
of fear. Heengaged in prayer duricg most
of the pight with u fervor, a beauty of ex-
pression end a countemance which truns-
fizured and ‘wave to hiz person a lovk of
cutertial benuty,

My dear friend, I conoot convey to you the
gorrowful impressions I telt in_keeping com-
pany with o persen for whom I bad all the
respect and veneration onc has for a caiot.
During the twenty-five years of my sacred
ministry, I can asaure you that 1 never was
eo consoled by auy death. Throughout the
night he uttered not one worid of compluing
against his death scntence or sgainst bis per-
gecutors ; in fact, he was gay, joyous even,
at his approaching release from captivity.
He said to me I cannot tell you how
happy I am to die, my heart overflows with
joy i from fime to time he laughed beartily,
embracing me with effusion and thanking me
for remaining with him to the end. When I
cxpressed my fear that a nervous change
might take place in him at the supremg
moment, he replied : ** Do not be afraid, I
shall not disgrace my friends and gledden
my cnemies and the enemies of my religion
by dying like n coward. For fifteen years
they have pursued me with their hatred, but

they never yot got me to show tho white
feather, and far less will they succeed
in doing g0 now that they have

brought me to the scaffold for which
I am grateful to them aea deliverance from
my hard captivity. I certainly love my rela-
tions, wife and children, my country and my
fellow countrymen, and the perspective of
being a freeman and living with them causes
my heart to throb with joy. Bug tte thought
of spending my days in a lunatic asylom ora
penitentiary, among the seum of = society,
exponed to every afiront, filla me with horror,
I thank God for sparing me that trial and I
accept death with joy and gratitude. A new
respite, in my present -frame of mind, would
greatly afilict me.” As if dominated by a sort
of religious enthusiasin, ' he then exclaimed :
“ Liptatus sum in his quae diota'sant mihi; in

domum . Domipi ibimag. ' Don't be: afraid,
Father André, Ishall die joyously aud bravely.

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With the belp of Ged, I shall walk bravely
to death,”

Would ‘you believe it, Mr. Lemieux? Al
theugh laboring under the weight of so much
emotion in my heart and placed in a situa-
tion so well calcolated to cxcite mo, I can
affirm that I epent & holy and a happy night,
and that the hours fled rapidly for me. Tiiel
either busied bimself in praying avd writing
to hins relatives ond frierds or in coaversing
with me on purely spiritual suhjects, In the
courze of our conversation he charged me
‘with different messopes, He showed the
same courtery and kindness to his guerds
as ever, complying freely with their re-
quests for mementoes. How much he had
won the esterm and respect of all with

whom he ciume in  contaet was most
singular and extraordipary. There wan
something about lim which compelled

respeet, and, though always polite, he never
descended to familiarity with anyone. 'Lhe
police, the Iadies of the fort, some of the
cflicors sympithized deeply with Riel in his
miufor_luncs, and his death crented a painful
sensation among all.,

At five o’clock I stid Kass for him, when
he appreached the Holy Table with angelic
piety ; after eix, he aslted permission to wash
and prepare himself, expressing regret that
he had not had more notice in order to pre-
vide better dress and to go to his death with
body and soul both purified as o mark
of rzspect fcr the majesty of God, whom
he was sbont to meet. It was his great wish
to have been bettet clothed, so muoh was the
virtue of clesnliness and or:der a part of his
orture,  But notwithstanding the poorness of
his outfit he went to his death with his
clothes well brushed, his hair neatly combed,
aud everything about him breathing that air
of cleanliuess which was the symbol of the
purity of his heart,

A% S 15 when the deputy sherill appeared
at the door of his call, searcely able to
pronounce the fatal summons of which
he was the bearer, Riel guessing how
much it cost Mr. Gibson to break
the silence and to impart the terrible news,
addressed him, quietly saying without any
emotion ** Mr, Gibson, you want me; I am
ready.” He started up on these words,
traversed the guard room, walking with a
firm step and ascended tho long stairway
which you muet remember ot the entrance ot
the guard room. I fearcd this ascent, but he
mounted it without weakness or hesitation,
He left me far behind him, when suddenly
perceiving that he was not tollowed by

his epiritual adviser, ho stopped ond
waited for me in the middle of the
large room leading to the scaifold.

WhenI rejoined him we continued our funeral
march reciting prayers until we reached the
place of execution. There in face of the
scatfold, we went down on our knees and
prayed for » considernble time. Riel was the
only one who muaintsined his coolness and
presence of mind. He rose and went bravely
forward and placed himeelf on tha scaffold,
and before Deing launched to eternity he
called me t3 him for the last time, embraced
me ond begged me to remember
Mr. and Mrs. Forget for therr kind-
nees to him. I then drew away from him, he
exclnimed to me, * Courage, good courage,
my father?* And, while recommending his
soul to God, invoking the Sacred Hear$ of
Jesus, and pronouncing the holy name of
Jegug, Mary ond Jogeph, the trap yawned
beneath his feet and he disappeared.

His denth was almost instantaneous and
without a struggle; his features remained
calin and hia body underwent no contertions.

I pever gaw a more radiant countenance
than his while he engaged in prayer on his
way to tho scaffold. The boauty of his soul
was reflected in his face and a ray of divine
light seemed to already illumine his person,
There was an extraordinary light in bis eycs,
as if they already contemplated the divine
benuties. Never, 1 repeat, did the scaffold
present so sublime and magoificent a epec-
tacle; the spectators were melted to tears
and struck with the great spectaclo they

witnceged than  which  no  religious
ceremony had ever touched all hearts
ko deeply as  did  the sight of

Liel going to his death. Tho sheriff, his
assistant, and even the hangman wept, i
returncd from the hanging copsoled and en-
couraged by such a death and thanking God
tor having given it to me Lo witness it, Mvery
one was under the sway of similar impres-
gions. Ricl wanted te speak and prove that
fio was o prophst nnd fulfill his mission to
the end. It wasa great sacrifice for him to
keep silence ut my request. *¢ You have in
fact o mission,” suid 1 to him, * to fultill,
and that is to show to the world how n
Cusholic, animated by grace, can die,” Thie
mission he admirably fulfilled, because lo
died, as taid the Lewder, like a man gnd a
Christian. I had to make a atruggletn get
his body. Sherilf Chapleau nobly sustained
me, and I feel it my dnty to say that Mr.
Chapleau discharged his sad functions with =
charity and a tact which earned Riels grali-
tude. Ele proved thut he was a man of heart
and intellect, and it gives me plensure to hear
this testimony to him,

The body was only handed over to me at
midnight on Wednesday, the third day after
Riel’s exccution. Notwithstunding hia lively
desire, it was impoasible for me to have his
remaing tranaferred to St Boniface. ‘There
is gnite 1 history to be written about all the
difficnlties 1 enconntered in giving poor el
the benefita of occlesiasticnl sepulture. The
body huvipg been conveyed te my residence,
we opened the coffin to ascertain whether
according to rumer soy unwerthy out-
rages had been committed upon the remaics,
Sherifl Chapleau, Mr. Davio, cditor of the
Leader, Messrs, Forgot, Bourget, DBonneau,
ard other citizens were present when the
eoflin was opened. We were bappy to dis-
cover that the body was intact, and that it
bed been religiously respected. But we were

all struck with admiration when the
body was exposed lefore us, to mno-
tice the calmness of the face upon

which an ineffable smile scemed to rest as if
to mark the peace in which the soul had de-
parted from it for a better world. During
the morning, s large number of persons, men
azd women, called to inspect the body and
left with the same impression,

Poor Iiicl was a saint. It was sufficiert te
look wpon him to be convinced of this fact.

I cannot convey to you all we felt in con-
templating that body, which inspired nooe of
those idens ot horror and repulsion usually
evoked by the sight of a corpse, and espe-
cially the corpse of one harged. Even the
children approached it without fear or repug.
nance. Yesterday at 9.30 a.m, we had the
funernl service, Many of the notables of the
place attended, Sheriff Chapleau and all the
Canadians being of the number, It is, how-
ever, painful to me to note—and the circum-
stances struck and afllicted everyone—that
Judge Ronleau refused to attend. He was
tha only one whose heart was not touched by
Risl's death, whioh cven affectcd the hong-
man on the scaffold,

My dear Mr, Lemieux, I know that these
details will be precious 1o you, and itisa
consolation for me to talk about my dear and
unfortunate Riel, You aro entitled by your
devotion %o his couee to know all that con-
carned the last moments of o client a0 dear to
you in mony ways. . : L

CHAPLEAU'S TERREBONNE LEITEK.

The Hon. Mr. Chapleau, Sccretary of State
and member for the County of Ierrebonne,
has addressed a letter to his constituents,
giving the long-promised explanations of the
reasons which dictated the course pureued by
him in the settlement of the Ricl uifair. The
letter is & weak and most unsatisfuctory

document, It is nothing but a development
{ot the views which Mr. Uhaplesn
had already cet forth in that me-

morable letter which he wrote to the
French:Canadians of Fall River, Mass,, lagt
June, and 4z which he savagely foretold, even:
before Riol was brought to trial, that the
prisoner of the Government would be hung.
This Terrebonne letter iz morcover nothing
bat & re-hash, cleverly worded, of el the old
statements made against Riel and the half-
breed agitation and subsequent revolt. All
the testimony that is favorable to the cause
of the Metis and of their chief is sedulously

gnored anl set aside. While all
the charges and accusations  egainat
Riel, apd all the assertions that

tie North-West was more or less a para-
d.se, where rebellion shenld never have shown
its head, are repeated with omphasis., Mr:
Chapleaw’s explanation, instead ot being a
ju:ztification of the course pursued by the
Government in hingiog Liel, is nothing but
o justification of their mezisndministracion of
the allairs of the North-VWest; ipstead of
justifying his own conduct in the matter, he
has simply striven to condemn the electors
who £nd fault with and protest againet the
action of ‘SirJohn Macdonaid and his Cabinet.
The Secretary of State mukes a touching
appesl to hic constituents to believe him that
in voting for the execution of Riel he and his
colleagues only followed the diotates of their
-conscience and of their oath of office. That
uppeal might be more effective if the world

was safe. .Did not the recognized organs of
the ministers, inspired by them 2und spesking
ifor them, teli the people of Canada up to
within a few -days of the 1Gth cf November
that Riel wonld not suffer the penalty of
death? No, there is too much evidence to
the contrary, there were too many promiscs,
too much ussurance before-hand to believe,
ufter the perpetration of the crime,
that *‘conscienze” apd **oath of office” had
not to kuuckle duwn to party exigencics and
Trose who areacguainted
with the isper werkiogs of thc Cuabinet
machine know that what weo hers assertis
unferterarely bwi too true,

English members who made themselves
specially objectionable by their insulting con-

Even in Ulster the loyal ¢ concidates bave
had exceedingly narrow escapes, winning
elections by majorities of 30 and 49 out of
total votes of seven and eight thoussnd. In
the rest of Ireland it is a clean aweep; the
loyalist candidates are cutting a sorry figure,
gecuring but a few hundred votes out of totula
of tonr and five thousand.

MISGOVERNMENT AND KEBELLION.

The Dominion Government are very foolish
to imagine thot the wrath and opposition of
the people are directed aguinst them solely
becanse they have executed Lnuis Riel. Sir
John’s official organs are making vain effurts
to turn the public mind exclusively to the
consideration of the question—** Was it right
to hang Riel?” The Secretary of State and
tke ex-Minister of Justice have been selected
by the Cuabinet to ring the changes on the
same questicn,

The Hon. J. A. Chapleau’s tazk was to
paint the hulf-breed leaderin tiie most hideoas
colors, to show him up as an unprincipled ard
unscrupulous villain, n8 a man without heart
and without conscience ; it was a degrading
role for the great French-Canadian tribune to
nave played. Its disgrace and degradation
are all the more emphasized by contrasting
Chapleau’s letter with that of Rev. Father
André, which will be found in another
column.

Sir Alexander Campbell {ollows the Secre.
tary of State with a lengthy documeat re-
hearsing the details and incidents of the trial,
and coming to the conclusion that the Gov-
erument only did their duty in hanging Riel.
The Ministry expect to blindfold the Cinadian
people with these two documents to the reat
question at issue-—is Sir Joho and his Cabinet
guilty of misgovernment in the North-West ?
bat their expectations will not be realized.

The Ministry will not be allowed to avail
themselves of any side ieiue 23 o maans of
escape from respunsibility for the evils crused
by their mispoveroment.  All the bleodshed,
all the destruction of properiy, all the waste
of public money, all the sufierivgs of the
Metie, aud all the ill-feeling which tills
the land, arc the direct results of their
misgovermmnent. There would have been
no rebellion if there had been no oppression,
no robbery, no ill-treatment of the honest and
peaceful half-breeds. Sir Alexander and Mr,
Chaplean deny that the half-breeds had any
gricvances; but such a denial is perfectly
futile in view of the procecdingn of the scrip
commission, which wae set to work the
moment the Metis appeared in arms. They
had wainly petiticned for redress during
the past seven years. Their clergy had fruit-
legsly appealed to the Government on their
behalf. Thess petitions kept pouring in
from every settlement in the North-West
und demanded only sinple justice, but they
were treated witk scorn. An answer was not
even vouchsafed. Instend of recziving pro-
tection, Ottawn kept-on increasing the pum-
her of intraders, until the suffcring hili-
breeds were driven from their laude and
tieir homes. Mpr. -Grandin, the veserable
Bishopof St. Aibert,added hisinfluence and his
effurts to the work of trying to opun the oyes
of Sir John to the seriousness and gravity of
tha situation. Mis Lordship
cffurt, by voice and pen, to solicit the Guv-
ernment to act equitably towards the Metias.
DPut to petitions, prayers, letters and deleun-
tions the half-breede reeeived nothing bhut
contemptuous silence from Oltewa.

Therehavebeenbutecantexperiments
made with trees and pilants imported from
countrics where the climatie conditions re-
sembie those of Manitoba and the North-Wests
and valuable timo of course bas now to Le
taken up with the necessary tests. This time
can scarcely e spared. What the [Hudasn
Bay Company could and ought tp have done,
but, with its rare selfishnesa and short si;;ht-
edness, neglected to do, is now thrown baick-
werd many years. The trial of some foreat
trees from the Himalayas is only now com-
menced. Had Canada possessed a botanic
garden properly managed long ago, it is bardly
tco much to say that this question would have
been solved in a satisfactory manner, and the
all-important question of aboriculture in the
North-West have been dealt with. It may
be intereating to note the numbers of these
institutions among civilized pations. Ger-
many leads with 34, the British Empire fol-
lows witb thirty, acd other nations in the
following proportions :—Italy, 23; Frunce,
20 ; Russia, 16 ; Austro-Hungary, 13; Scan-
dauavia, 7 ; Belgium and the United States,
5 each-; Austria and Holland, 4 each; Por-
tugal, Switzerland, each 3, and many other

It is not without teason that we have given
upusual preminence to this declaration, for
besides contaiving o precise and emphatic
Jdefinition of the Aecord's position and of the
gympathetic union of all classes on the issue
at stake, it contains an entire revelation.

“the words and sayings of the missionaries
«have been grossly distorted by fanatical
¢ partisans to condone outrage ard justify
¢ malignity.

Allusion is evidently made to that famous
letter dated Prince Albert, the 13th of June
ast, sud signed by Father Andre and five
other missionaries, This Prince Albert letter
forms the only piece de vesistance in every at-
tack on Riel ; it hus baen ard is coastantly
thrown in the fuce of the Catholic people by
the goverpment, by the QOrange and
Tory orgaue, nod by évery ememy Ol
Ricl, 'Te Fost never teok any stock in
it, for the yprieste, whase siguaturcs are
attached toit, in numerons subsequens publie

_letters and uticrances gave slmost o formal

lic to the sentiments cxpressed in it. We have
learned on reliable sutherity that this much
quoted nnd much shused Prince Albert lelter
wag drawn np by a Governmen? employ¢ and
given to the missionaries to sign.

The quotation of tbat lettter by Ar.
Curran to bolster up his case will not
weigh much in the scales of public
opinioe nur influence the people's verdics,
when they know the drift of the circumstances
ander which it was written and signed, but
especially when they koow that Mr. Curran
could have quoted such words as the follow-
ing from Father André:—

‘[t can, in all truth, be stated, and the
affirmation of the governments to the contrary
will not destroy the fact, that it was the
guilty negtigence of the Go:ernment at Ottawa
that brought Risi into the country. The
half-breeds, exusperated ob seving themselves
despised, and at being unable to obtain the
slightest yustice, thought the only means left
1o thom 1o secure thetr rights waa to sead for
Riel.

Sir Joh,
in. his  Morth-West policy, always hud
the rare ment of didng exsctly the opposize
of what to: real Tiemds of the couatry
desired hii: 1o do: and in this tustaniee,
though wu.ned it &l guarters that Ricl
dead would b2 n bundred times tore aan-
gerouy than Ricd lving, he preferred to fol-
low his ol principle of taking for a pohc_y
his o n caprice and arbitrary witl  Rid is
dead, but his nume will live when tl:.c name
of Sir John, his impiacable enemy, will have
been long foryotten, netwithstanding the as-
serticns to the contrary by his interested
flatterers.”

How is it that we never sce such testimony
as that in the pleas of the Government organs
and partisans agninst Ricl and the move-
ment—not even an attempt to refute or break
it down ¢ But men and papers thet have
the courage and honesty to charge the Gov-
prnment with its misdeeds are termed
¢ demagogues and agitatora.”

The Amcrican press, or at least a portion of
it, is forecasting the President’s message to
Congress aed there is no reason to callin
question the correctness of the announcements
made concerning it. There is one peint re-
ferred to, by these who claim to be acquaint-
ed with the contents of the document, of in.
terest to Canada. The message is stated
to express the President’s opicion that
lember should be placed on the
free list.

For a long time post the complaint
has been clearly and loudly expressed that
the reckless course of the lumbermen have
practically destroyed the forests upon which
the Americans lave been depending for
their supply. The total cxiinction ot these
forests is a matter of only o very few yearsand
the replanting of forest districts is only now
being theorized on and diecoursed about at
forestry congresses.  Naturally the eyes of
the electors have been turned to the still vast,
but rapidly decreasing, resources of Canada.
Time and again the press of the United States
has advocated the removal of the duties on
oar lumber, but, of course, only with a view
to the sdvantage of their own Iumbermen.
No doubt the removal of the duties would
greatly benefis these holding timber licenses
on this side of tae lines, fut it muost not be
forgotten by the Government that the con-

CATHOLICS IN GERMANY,

Berniy, Nov. 28, —In the Reichstag
to-dny, B smarck, replying to a question re
garding the treatment of missionaries in the
German colonies, pointed out that what was
forbiddea in Germany could not he permittcd
in the colonies. The fact of the Jeauits hav-
ing severed all nationslities was sn urgument
against their admiseion to the colonies. This,
however, did not upply to Catholic missions
generally, The matter was not a religious
tut an international guestion. The Jesuita
were always notified that they woild not be
sdmitted into the colonijes. Maoreover, the
Jesuits in guestion were naturalized French.
men, and in view ¢f the unti-German feeling
prevailing in France it was only prudent to
keop such elements of disorder at a distance.
The French weuld probably not admit Eng-
lish or German missionaries into their terri-
tory, nor was it advieable for missionaries of
different netions to purasue their calling in the
same place. A lengthy debate took place,
in which Herr Windthorst, lender of the
Clericals, defended the Jesuits amd com-
pluined that evangelicn] missions were fuvored
by ths Government. Bismarck replied that
oaly Jesunits were excluded from tho colo-
nics,

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A LETTER TO THE POUPE.

ADHESION OF  TEE BIBHOPS OF THE PRO-
VINOE TO HIs HOLINESS' LETTER TO
CARDINAL GUIBERT.

Pope Leo XIIL has just caused to ke pub-
lished o mugmbicent work, says L’Etendard,
containivg his famous le:ter of the 17th Juge
Jast to Cardinail Guibert, Archbishop of Paris,
and the numervus adhesiims that were sent to
kim from all the Bishops of the Catholic world.
Ons of thuse udhesins was from the Bishops ot
the Proviuce of Quebee. It is written in Latin,
of courre, but we present a translation of it to
our readers, B _

QuEskc, September 25, 1885,

Moyt Holy Fatrner,—We huve received tin
lett-r, tat on ghe 17th of June Iass, Your
Holiness wrote to His Xminence tho Cuardinal
‘Archbishop of Paris. This precious document
has beon received by us with ait the respect
that it deserved, and we have given 2 complete
adhesion to the seutiments expreased in it

Indeed, we see thereinjcxposed, 1n a clsar and
most forcible light, the ublizations thas in these
difteult tim#s arc incumbent on all, and ubove
all, ou Catholic writers ; they must not, in the
midst of their struggles for the defence of the
rights of the churck, forget that they are and
must be the submissive sons of the Sovereign
Pontiff and of their own bishop, and must al-
ways bear in mind the rules of charity and
prudence, for wa cannot hide from ourselves
that the quarrels which divide Cathlics between
themgelves are the making of their enemies’
cause, and prepare their triumph. .

Doubtless we must at all times desire heartily
that ** the muititude of the faithful shall have
but one heart and one mind ;” but it is above
all during the nnhappy days that we are now

sssing through, it is when in all quarters we
Eear tﬁe menacing rumbling of the tempest,
that it becomes neceasary to find in tre faithfal,
and still more in the pastors, that perfect har-
mony of sentiment, that close union in
the obedience of charity, that the Apostle
demands. .

1t js therefora a duty for all to keep their
eyes fixed on the supreme pastor, on him who
bas received from Christ the mission to feed
his sheep and lambs, to listen to hisz voice with
attentive ears, to follow lhis tenchings with
fidelity, such is the tule imposed upon Catho-
lice. (Eecles. IIL, 1.) .

It is tiue that the Holy Spir t has established
the Bishops to govern Gud's Church, and that
Chriss consecrated their authority when he
said : He who listens to you listens ta Me, and
he who despises you despises Me; but at the
game time He: has chosen Peter to Lo the fuunda-
tion and th- boad uf that perfect wunity that
Christianity needs ; without this, iudeed, the
faithful, whosc inuunierable multitude ts spread
aver the faca of the carth, woild wander at
hazard like sheep without o shepherd.

Wherefore, most Holy Father, humbly pros-
crated at e feet of Your tHoliness, wa declare
now and forever, our most profeund submission,
and that of eur flocks, and we allirm that we
wish to be in every way sons of obedicnee.
