THE EVIL OF DIVORCE.

Howevor much men may differ In their
| vlews of the natore and attributes of the
matrimonial contract, and in shelr concep$ of
the rights and obligations of the married atate,
00 ona will deny that these are grave gumos-
tions ; slnos upon marriage rests the family,
snd upon the family rest seclety, civilization
and the highest interesta of religion and the
- Qtate., Yet, strange to eay, divorce, ths
deadly enemy of msrrisge, stalks abroad to-
day bold and unblushing, a monater licensed
by the laws of Ohristlan States to break
_hearte, wreck homes, and ruln sonli. And
psaing strange lu it, too, that so many, wise
sod far-seolng in less weighty concerns, do
not appear to ses in the ever growing power
_of divorocs o menacs not only to the sacred
‘peas of the marriage institution, but even to
the fair soolal fabric reared upon matrimeny
ax its cormwer-stone.
MARRIAGE UNDEE THE OLD LAW,

God institnted in Paradize the marriage
state and sanctified It, He established ita law
of unity and declared Its indiaaolubility. By

_ divine autbority Adam aspoke when eof his
wifo he said : **Thin now {s bone of my bones,
and flash of my fiesh ; she shall be oalled
womsn, hecause she was taken out of man.
‘Wherefore a man shall leave father and

s mother, and shall cleave te his wife : and
they shall be t#%o In one flash.” (1) Bat like
other things on earth, marrisge suffered in
the £sll ; and little by listle polygamy and
divoroe beganto nesert themselves against the
law of matrimonial unity and {ndlsaolublility.
Yet the ideal of the marrisge Institution
never faded away. It survived, not only
smong the chesen peeple, but sven among
the natfons of heathendem, dirfigared muoh,
tix trne, but with its anoclent boauty mever
wholly deatroyed.

UNDER THE MEW DISPENSATION.

When, In the fulness of time, Ohrist came
to restore the thingathat were perishing, He
reasserted in clear and unequlvocal terms the
sanctity, nalty, and ludissolubility of mar-
tlage. Nay, mora, He gave to his state
added holiness and a dignity higher far than
it had “‘from the beginuing.” He made mar-
tinge a sacrament, made it the type of His
own never ending unlon with His one, spot-
loss sponss, the Ohurch. 8t Paul, writing
to the.  Ephoclsne, says : “Husbands, Iove
your wives, as Christ also loved ghe Church,
and delivered Himuelf ap for it, that he
might sanoctify it, oleanslng it by the ‘laver of
water In the word of lite, that He might pre-
sent it to Himaelf a glorious Church, not
having spot or wrinkle, or sny snch thing,
bat that it ahonld be holy and withent blem-
Ith, So also onght men to love their wivea ar
their own bodiex. . . . For this cause
thall & man leave his father and mother, and
shall cleave ta hiv wife, and they shall be two
- in one flaah.” (2)

An tlme goes on the wizdom of the Church
in nbaolutely forbldding divorce from the
marrlage bond grows mere and more plain
even to the many who deny to thia prohi-
bition a divine and authoritativa sano-
tion. And powhers s this morz true than
In our own country, Yet our experlence
of the evils of divorce 1y but the experisnoce
n: every people that has cherished this mon-
ater.

EBVIL CONSEQUENCERS OF DIVOROE IN ANOIENT
TIMES.

Let us take a hasty view of the conssqaen-
oea of diveroe in ancient times. 'Turn only to
psgan Greece and Rome, two peoples shat
practised divorce most extensively. In bo:n
ws fiad and divorce weakenliogtheir primitivs
virtne moking their Ilatter ourruption
more corrupt. Among the Greeks morahity
declined ay material oivilization advanced.
Divoros grew easy and commop, and parity
and puace were banlshed from ths family
oircle. Among the Romans divoroe wis not
common untll the latter daye of the Rapublic.
Then the Hood-gates of immeralfty were open.
ed, and whii divoros made essy, came rushing
In corruption of morala among both sexes and
in every walk of life. *¢ Paenton, interest, or
caprlos,” Gibbon, the historisn, tells us,
*'snggested daily motives for the dissolation
of marrisge } & word, a sign, » message,
letter, the mandata of a freedman, declarud
the separasfon ; the most tender of humsn
conueotions was degraded to a translentscoiety
of profit or pleasure,” (1) Each succecding
geaeratlon witneszed moral corruption more
general, moral degradation mere profound;
men and women were no longer ashsmed of
licentionsness ; until at length the nation that
beoame mighty because built es a pure jamily
fell when Its corner-stone crumbled a way iu
rotteneas.

DIVORCE IN THE UNITED STATES.

Heedlees of the leasons tsught by hiatory,
modern nations, too, have made trial of di-
vorce. In Eureps, whoraver the new gospel
of marriage and divores has had notable in-
fluenoce, divorce has been legalized ; and in
due proportion to the extent of that inflavnoe
caunserfordivorce bavebeen mulsiplied the bond
of marriage mors and more recklecsly broker,
aod the obligatlons of that sacred state more
and more shamelessly disregarded. In our
own conutry the divorce evil has grown more
rapidly than our strength. Mr. Carrall D
Wright, in a apecial report on the statistics
af marrloge and divorse made to Congress in
Fsbruary, 1889,places the nunmber of dtvorces
in the United States In 1867 at 9,837 and the
number in 1886 at 25 535, I'hese figures show
an iooreaws of the divoroe evil much out of
proportion to oar Inorease In population.
The knowladge that divorce can easily be
procured encourages hasty marrlages and
equally hasty separatlons., Legislators and
judges in gome Statea are encouraging Inven-
tive genins in the art of finding new ocanses for
divoree. Friquently the most trivial and
aven ridioulous pretexte are recognizsd ae suf-
fiolent for the rapture of the marrlags bond ;
and {n soma States divorce osn be obtained
“ wlthout publicity,” and even without the
knowledge of the defendant--la euch cases
generatly an innocent wife. Crime has some-
times been committad for the very purpoee of
bringing abouia divorce, and csses are not
rare In whlch plate kave been lald o blacken
the repumtation of a virtuou: spouse in order
to obtala legal freedem for now nuptiala
Sometimes, tuo, there is coliuvion between
the married parties to obtain divorce. One
of them tramps up charges ; the other dnes
not oppose the enit ; and judgment ie enter-
ed for the plaintiff. Kvery dafly newepaper
tolls us of diverces mpplied for or granted,
and the publio rense of decency is conatantly
belng shooked by thne disgusting recital of di-
vorce-court scandals.

MORMONS AND DIVORCED PEOPLE.

We are filled with rightecua indignation at
Mormoniem ; we brand it as a pational dia-
grace, and juetly demwnd its supprescian,
Why ! Beoanae, torsoeth, the Mormons are
polygemists. Do we forget that there are
tow apecles of polygamy——simnitaneons and
sugcessive ! Mermons practice without lsgal
recogoltion the first apecles ; while among us
the socond specles Is indulged in, snd with
the sanation of the law, bythonssnds in whote
nostrils Mormonism isa stench and an abomt.
pation, Tne Ohristian press and pulpls of
the Yand denonuce the Mormons as ‘‘an adul-
terous generstion,” but too often desl very
tenderly with Obrlstlan polygamists. Why?
Ta Christian polygamy lesa edlunsin the eyes
of God than Mormon polygamy ? Among uvs
'tle true, the Is looked apon as more respect-
able than the other, Yet we know that the
Mgrmone, ag a class, oars for their wives ~nd
ohildren ; while Christlan polygemists bat
too oftan leave wretched wives to mtarve,
slave, or sin, and leave mlserable children a
public charge, *‘Oh, divorosd and much-
marrled Onrlstlan,” says the pelygamous
dweller by 8als Lake, “pluck firat the beam
from thy own eye, and then shalt thou ses to
pluok the mote from the eye of thy much-
marrled; but undivorosd, Mormon brotber,”

It follows logioally from the Oatholic doo-
trine of the unity and indissolability of mar-
-rlage, and the consequent probition of diverce
from the marital bood, that no ons, even
though divorced a vinculo by the civil power,
oan be allowed hy the Ohuroh tu take another
ooneert da log th i i time of the trac wife or
husband, and suéh conneotion the Choroh oan
‘bat hold an sinfal, It is written : * Whoneever
Ahall put away his wife aid marry ovothr
‘sommithetk adultery sgalnst her. And If the

THR CATHOLIC CRURCH NEVER PERMITS RE-
MARRIAGH.

But even if dlvoros a vinculo wers not for-
biiden by divice law, how jondeguate a
remedy would it be for the evils for waloh eo
miuy deem it a psaacea. ** Divoree a win-
culo.)’ as Dr. Browsson truly says. ** Ligle-
sily 1nvolves divorce ad libitum * (6) Now,
what resson is there te rnppiso thas parties
divorced and remated witl bs happlor in tha
oew gopnection than in theold? Aw a malter
of fact, many pertons hava been diverced @
oaméer of times. Simetimes, too, it happens
thas, after a porind of srparatica, divorsed
parties repent of their folly, reunite, and are
again divorced. Indeed, experience clearly
proves that nphapplueas among marrted peo-
pls frequently doea not arire vo much from
‘‘matual incompatibility” au fram canves in-
herent in one or both of the part es—causts
that wonld be likely b2 muke & new union ux
wretched us the old ooe. There ts wisdem
Io the pithy eayiog of a recent wriier:
* Much ill comsee, noi becsuio men and
women ave married, but beosuse they are
foole.” (7).

HAPFINESS NOT LIKPLY IN 4
RIAGE,

There ars scme who shink that the sbeolots
prehibition of divorce does nat contribute to
the purity of society, and are therefors of
oploion that divorce with llberty to remarey
does good In this regard. He who oclieves
the matrimonial bond fondiesclabie, divorse a
vinculo evil, and the oconnectlon rumulting
from {t oriminal, can oply say : ¢ Evil sbould
not ba done that good may oome,” Bat afcer
ull, would even parsing good come from thin
greater freedom? In s few exceptional cunes
—J¥es ; in the vast msjority of cases—XNo,
The trying of divorce ar a eafe-gnard of parity
is an old experiment, and aa uasucceesful
ooe. In Rome adulterles increased an divorcss
were muoltiplied. After speaking of tho fsol.
lity aud frequency of divorce among the Ro-
mane, Gibbon adda :

‘A speolous theory [s confated by this fre-
quent snd perfeck experiment, which demon-
strates that the liberty of divorce does not cen
tributeto kappiness and virtae, The facility of
eoparation would destroy all matusal caafi-
d¢nce, and luflame every triliog dispute. The
minute d:ff:renocs between a hushand anda
straoger. which might so essily be removed,
might sttll more eaniiy bs forgotten.' (8.)

How apropos in this conneotion ate the
words of Protessor Woolesy :

*‘Nothiog I« mors startling than ta pass
from the firet part of the eigbtsenth to this
Iatter parc of the ninetevnth ocentury, acd to
vbaerve how law bas ch-nged snd opioton
hag altered in regard to marriage, the great
{oundstion of soclaty, and to divorce ; and
bow, almost pari passn, varions offcnoes
aguinst chasthty, snca as concubinnge, pros-
ticndown, illegitinats birtbs, avortlop, dlsln-
clination to family ilfs, have locreared alsc
—not, indeed, at the same pace everywhere,
or all of them ¢qually io all countrles, yet have
dectdedly inoreased on the whole,” {9.)

Suarely in few parte of she wida world e
the truth of these atrong worde more evident
thao in those paris of our oan cuuntry where
looss divorce laws have long prevailed.

It ehoald be moted that, while nevor al-
lowing the dissolution of the marriage bond,
the Catholto Church has slwsys permittod,
for grave csuses und under ocertatn condi-
ticnk, a temporary or psrmanent ‘‘separation
from hed and bomed.” The ocaunaes which,
positis ponendis, justify auch eeparation may
bobricfly xiven tnar—mutnsl oonsent, adul-
sory, aad grave peril of sou or body,

JURIES AGAINST DIVORAB.

It may be sald tbat there are persopbs go
anbappily mated and so constituted that for
them na rolisf can ccme auve from diveros
a winculo, with psrmistion to remarry, I
shall not linger here to point out to snch the
n-ed of secking from a higher than earthly
power the gruoe to suffer and be strong. Bat
for those whoee ressoniog on the sahjsct e of
tae earth, earthly, I :hall add some words
of practical worlaly wisdom from eminent
jurists, In a note to his edition of Biack-
stone’s ' Commentaries,” Mr. John Taylor
Coleridgo sayn:

©Is ts no lest truly than beautifally said
by Sir W. Scott, in the oase of Kvans versus
Evaune, that though ¢in partloulur cases the
repugnance of the law to dissolve the obliga-
tion of matrimonial cohabitation may operate
with great severity upon indlvidaals, yet it
muat hs carefully remembered that the gans.

Wuso people uader-
atand that they must live vogetnar, exceps for
a few reasons known to the Jaw, they learn
to soften by mntusl accommodativn that yeke
which they know they cannot shake off ; they
become good husbunda and good wives from
the necessity of remainipg husoands and
wives ; for naoeeelty is a pewerful master In
teaching the dutles whiok it imposes.

‘“ How oan divoroe retorm be beat seonred
it may be asked. Bolleviog, as I do, that
divorce ia evil, I also believe that fts ** ra-

oo3, [t shou!d cesss to bo, Divorce, as we
koow it, hegan when marrfage was removed
trom the domaln of the Oharch ; divorce aball
vensp when the old erder shall be restured.
Wil this ever come %o pass? Perhaps so—
after meany dsys. Meanwhile, romething
wight be doue, somethlng should be done, to
ivaser the evils ol divorce. Oar present di.
vosce legislatlon must ba presumsd te be
suoh s the msjority of the peeple wlish it.
A first atep, thorefore, in the way of “‘divorce
relorsi’ should be the creation of & more
healthy poblio sentiment on this question.
Tuen will follow measures that will do yoed
in proportion to thelr atringency. A few
praciecai puggeatiocs ne to the wallent fea.
tures ol remediz] diverce leglelation may not
be out of place, Persons coeklng wt the hands
of the ctwil law reltef fn matrlmonial troubles
shouid have the right to ask for divorcea
vincuio, or straple separation a mensa et thoro,
a8 they may elect. The pumber of iegally
recuguized grounde for divurce shonld be
lensepcd, und *f noiscluse "' divorces forbld-
den, ** Rapld transit " facilitiea for passiog
divorce conrta should ba cnt cff, and divore.

SCRETS OF HORMOVISH.

The Terrible Narratives in Court of
Apostates of the Faith,

‘ihe Eandowment House and Its Bleodcurd-
jItag Gath-Assassination Taaght and
Mude Part of the Mermon
Religlen:

Sar? Laxe Citr, November 15.—On Feb.
rurry 10 nexu there will be a municipal election
in this city., It will be the firat real conteat be-
twesp Mormons and Gentiles for supremacy in
the city that hes ever been witnessed hero.
Lasy Ferday a Mormon named John Moore
made spplication for admission to citizenship.
He swore hea waa a Moimon, and had beun
through the Ecdowment house. Objasction waa
made to his admission oun the ground that pat-
ties going through that houss were compellea to
take an oath which was incompatible with their
becoming good law-abiding oitizens of the Unit-
ed Statea. After arguments the court svated
that he would grant a contiouance un‘il yester-
day to hear evidence on thad paint. Thie posi-
tion taken by the objectora created great rxcite-
ment among all olasses of people hrre, and when
John Moore’s case came up for conmderation
the ¢ uct roomn was crowded with spectators.

Ex Senstor Furry, of Michigan, was ap in-
torested listenrr, snd subsequently expressed
his surprice at the fearful expose made by the
witnesses, who were principally apostate Mor-
mons. The characteristio feature of zll the
tesdimeny wak the surneat and emphatic manner
in which it was givep. The men were all gray-
baired, and cruld have had n» object in testi-
fying to anything bud the truth, John Bond
vold how he wenuthrough the Endowment house
in January, 1868, and took certain oaths. Ia
Room 5 he took an ubligation to obey the priest
hood in everything temporal, spiritual, political,
sacial, and fioancial.

A TEBRIBLR OATH.

‘Witoeaa teetifiad thatthe panalby for violating
the oaths or divalge them was death by cutting
the throat from esr to ear and cutting out the
heart and tongue and disembowlmens. Iun the
Buadowment houss he solemnly awore bhab he
woutd av.nge the blood of Joseph Smish, the
first Cresident and prophet of the Mormon
church of the American nation, and that he
would preach the same to bis children and his
childien s children ; that ha would thenceforth
snd forever begiu and carry ount hostilities
pxainst this nation and keep the same s
profound secret. Fifty men and women went
bhryugh the marriage cezemonyon the same day
thi:t Boad did. :

Martin D. Waddell, tho next witness, ab ona
time was superintendent of the church carpen-
tering work. He joined the ohurch ap Pitta.
burg, Penn., in 1847. He came to Utah fifteen
years later, and i 1863 went througa the En-
dowment house, where all thesecret rites of the
church ars performed. He went through sgain
» year after, and on both oocasions tock an cath
to aveoge vhe deaths of the prophets Joseph and
and Hyrum Smith on the people of this nation,
from the President down to the last man in the
oouatry. In another rrom he took an oath nob
to divulge the penalty of dissmbowlment. “In
thad way,” witnesa =aid, *‘ they bad the lock
onue.” The witnees refused to tuke the oath
%o obry this priesthood in all thinga.

Asked as to whather he aver saw the pepalty
inflicted for violating the oath, he swore that he
eaw o man named Green, who had apostasized,
have hia throat cutb. from ear to ear. He gave
full details of the c¥ime and the names of soms
‘of the men who partic pated in that murder and
who are still living: When witness and others
reinongtrated they were told they. would be
served the same way: if they. dida’t keep quiet.

Witness atated to the conrs thad he considered
the geners! doctrine and teachings of the charch
to be ivimical and hostile bo the laws of the
land, Oae of the doctrines taught was that is
waa not wrong to steal feom the ensmies of the
church. This was taught secrotly. Witnes
was frequently inatructed that it wonld be
pleasing to the church to have a ocertaia man
put sut of the way, and he knew lota ot men
who had been secretly murdered. By order of
the court he gave the names of several men who
had been eo wmurdered. The dootrine was to
obey the priesthood, even though in violation of
the faw of the land.

WHAT BRAZIL'S MINISTER THINKS OF IT,

WasHINGTON, November 15.—T.ae Brazlian
mipister aaid thia evening thst he had received
no infurmation from his Gouvernwenbd with re-
gard to the reported revolution in Brazil, bus
bo bad recrived from a third party intelligence
of the snne purpurt ae that contained in the
cable o Flint & Co., of New York., The minis-
ter snid that eince he had lefs Brazil in July
last he bod heard convidacable about the greas
strength of the Republioan party in Brszil, but
in his opinion ite strength was grestly overrsted
in this country. At the last election, which
was perfeotly free aud open, only a few Re-
publicans were raturned; While it was possi-
ble thab great changes had taken place in
affaira in Brazil in the last three months, he
¢id not think it probable that the eituation had
taken the turn indicated by the cabies. There
might, he thourht, bave besn some ministerial
trouble which bhad given rise to the reports of
the revolntion.

Dom Pedre Deposed.

New Yorg, November 18.—The Emperor
Dum Pedro, after baviog been formally appris-
ed of his desposition by the membera of the
new Goverament, was ordered to leave the
territory of tha republic within twenty-foor
hours. He has rccordingly railed with the
members of his family to Litbon. Until the
moment of his departure from the conntry over
which he reigned for filty-¢ight yenrs, he wus
detained a prisoner in bis palace. Tue Govern-
nient of the republic anpounces ita intention of
making him pn ullowapce or prosino during the
remainder of his daye. Of courss the He, ublio
of the United Statea wil be prompt to recng-
nize tha republicof Brazil. A curiovs fact is that
the United States Senate will roon be callod
upon to consider a treaty in which the zuvern-
ment pppenrs in & triportite partacrship desigo-
ed to ret upa king in Samoa who is nut wanted
by his own peop’s,

The political consequence, are nob likely to
be important, however, eiaco the goveroment of
the countty wae mlready & republic io every-
thing but uge name, As Brszilian securities
have fallen only 3 per cent. in London, the com-
mercial consequences are evidently nuby con-
sidered eerious.

With the resignation of the Ministry the last
prop fell from under Dom Pedro's thrune, and
the Hunpireis now a thiog of the past. The go-
ing over in a body of the Coneervative faction
in the House to the Republican made 12 a pos-
sibility and a certainty, Throughouv the coun-
try the greatest excitement prevails, and the
news apread with inconceivable rapidity. From
all sides comes words of enovuragrment and ap-
proval, and the epirit of republicanism bhas per-
meated Brazil in its entirety. The provinces
are a unit in tupport of the incoming dovern-
ment, and, in view of the facs that the military
forced of the Iand are in line with the revolu-
tiomists, iv can only be a movemen of pesce,
The ex-Minlstry bins given up all hope of a turn
being made in favor of a re-eatablishment of
the Empire, snd they admit thas the prospects
point to an establishmens in Rio de Janeiro of &
Republican form of Geverment.

The coffee growr.rs and exporters are unanim-
ous in their oppotition to the old Governments,
and a8 a resull have raised the price of green
coffee,

Thls diatingnished writer, akilled in
lingulstic learning, deemed the anolent lan-
guage of Ireland of vital importance teall
who make any preenslens to Philology, on
accaunt of its affinity to the ¢ Sanadrli, Greek
and the Germanio Langusges.”

A decade of years had barsly fialshed their
courae, whea & man of Irlah birth and lineage
entered with well-directed energy and great
~ ardor on the srduous work of preparing for

pablicatlon a grammar of Erlc's national
tongue, He was marvelomly qualitied fer
such an undertaking, and scholars frem the
different universities of Europe have borne
testimony to the ruocess and abllity with
which he has discharged the self-imposed
duty. Dr. Jobn O'Donovan was a man of
great natural gifts and magoificent acqulre.
ments, Among the scholars and philologista
of any ags or coantry he may be considered
eminent, and In Ireland his researches and
patriotic achievements have made his name a
imperishable as the granite cliffs that guard
her Western const.

In 1845 his'*Grammar of the Irish Lan-
guage” first appeared. It was founded on a
very praotical knowledge ¢f tho spoken lan-
guage, and a thorongh and intimate acquaint-
snce with Irish literature both ancient and
modern. So clear and comprehensive was
this work that tt enabled great minda In
msany parts of Earope and Amerles to porsue
the study of our national langusge and Iitera-
tare with pleasure and appreciation, Other
great minds there were, euch as Prof. Eageneo
O'Curry and Vallancey, who deveted much
means and remarkabls eradition to the resas-
citation of oar ancient language.

Profeasor Max Muller, leoturiog on lan.
guages, shows pretty clearly that the
Euaropean races, before starting from their
original location In Central Aals, possessed
s commen vebicle of exchanging ideas. Emi-
gratieg from the common centre they moved
wentward in mighty waves. The earliest of
theee migrating bands, en reaching the sheres
of tha Atlantio, according to thia grave an-
thority, was * represented by the Caltic dia-
lect.” For thiz reazon a'one the stedy of the
Irish lrnguage mnst be of rare interest to
modern philcloglsts, And it fe. Ever since
th> publication of Dr. O'Donovan’s work the
faterest has been waxing warm and etrong.
The mantls of Dr. O'Donovan bas fallen on a
German named John Qaspar Ziuss, whoese
Grammatica Celtica Is a work everywhere ad-
mirad by those who are competent to judge,
Professor Zsuse has spent considerable time
of late in the Irish copital enlarging his
knowledge of this great subject and perfacting
himselt In the Eunglish Iangusge. The ma-
terials on which he has labored are te be
found without atint in Ireland, notwithatand-
ing the vandallsm of the Anglo-Norman in-
vaders. There iaa goedly uumber of Irish
mannsoripts still extant in the Royal Irish
Academy and Lilaity College, Tharough the
ald of aome of these old writiugs the Ossianic
Society of Dablin demenstrated the * famous
McPherson fraudse,” But it s in continental
librariea that most of the M.SS, of ancient
Ireland are %o be found. They were taken
thitber by Catholic Missionaries who went
forth te found monasteries, and spread the
light of the Gospel in other lands. It was,
however, daring the trouble with the Dsnes,
and agaln from 1641 to the treaty of Limer-
ok, that the Priests and nobility of Ireland
took with them a great deal of the literature
of thelr native land into France, Spain and
Italy. Hence we find, here and thers, In the
writings of the monks, references to Com-

ositiones lingua Hibernica vetusla scripiae,

hig old language of Hibernia wae for the
most of them a sealed boek, It was from
anoh materlala, accorllog to bls own testi.
mony, that Profeesor Windisoh complied “A
Uoncise Irish Grarumar” whioch, by the way,
has been trapslated a shert time aince by a
Professor of St. Catherine'a Qellege, Cam-
bridge, England. Bealdee Zsuss and Win-

diech thers are on the continent of Euarope, :

Professors Zummer, Nigra, Ascoll, and many
other eminent men of letiera who ars well
versed in Irish lore and have mantered all
the difficulties of the lingua vetusta. In the
United S:ates there are at Jeast two distin.
gulshed men of letters whe take a deep in-
terest in and are quite conversant with this
dear old language

' Whoss {outh beheld the Tyrian
Oo our Irish const & guest,”

Protessor Curtin, of the Smithsonian In-
stitute at Washingten, who was bern of Irish
parents In Wisconein, is among the very first
of living lingaists, Dauring bis first year in
Harvard Ocllege he took uvp the study of
Hobrew and Irlah,and so well did hesucoeed in
the latter study that before the closs of the
torm he read the New Testament entire, For
the parpose of perfecting himeelf In this
venerable tongue, he vielted Ireland twe yoare
ago, and apent the summer months among the
people of Oonnaught, There is a work now
in press from the pen of this gifted Irish.
American which has for title, ** The Kolk
Lore of Ireland.” In the preface of this
work I find embodied the self-same idea
which has been advanced in Max Muller's
¢ Liactures on Languages.”

* Gaellc mythology,” writer Professor
Ourtin, ' oontaing many myth facts which
have periched elsewhore.

NEW SEMI-INCANDESCENT LAMP.

M, Henrl Pleper, Jr., of Liege, has brought
out a new type of memi.incandeacent lamp.
The iamp consists of two horizontal rods of
gopper, set In a line with each other, but
soparated by a space of about 3-16 of an Inoh,
A thin flated carbon rod is set vertically, and
rests upon the ends of the copper rod, form-
ing a bridge noross, The onrrent pasees
through tbe ocopper rod and through the
poiot of the ocarbon rod, which iu thereby
rendered brilliantly inoendescent, The cep-
per rods are supported on epring hinges,and 1f
the oarbon shomid break they will riee slightly
until two contacts at their outer ende come
into action, thue automasioally short-olrouit.
ing the Jamp. The wear of the copper rods
1s exceedingly slight, the carbon only belng
consumed, Some lamps of thia type have
been sent to the Parls exhibition,—Sclentifio
Amerloan.

SOUKDING STONES IN BEITTANY.

Not far trom the town of Dioanp, in Brit-
tany are teversl large stones which bave the
remarkable property eof glving out when
atrack a clear musical sound, These stones,
agoording to Nature, are componed principal-
iy of the miueral known as amphibole, and
sre of a roughly prismatic shape, about
twenty faet in length, They aro not erratic
bowlders bronght by auncient glaclers,but bave
been broken off from the peighboring atrata
and worn Into their present shape by the ac-
tion of the waters of the river ard ses, as,
at the point where they are found, the
waters of the rlver enter into a emall bay
End are forced hack by the rislog tide twice a

ay.

There are numerous aimilar stones in the
vicinity which show the ssms phkenomens,
but none so perfectly as the one described.
Tne property of producing s musloal notele
very different from that of the ¢ slnging
sands ' which occur in various parts of the
world, and is, undeubtedly,simply due to the
hard, clote grained etructere of the rocks, as
well as the position in which they are placed,
those glving the oleareat notes being lifted up
from the ground and esapported at a few
points cnly by other similar stocnes. A epe-
cies of feldepar known ss phonolite, or clink-
stone, gives similar soands when atrnok by
the hammer.

TO0O GREAT YIBRATION IN WATCHES,

A very troublesome fanlt with some of the
best class of Swiss watohes iz a too great
vibration, caueing the balance to strlke the
bankings. It is most often found in watches
baving large whesl teeth with straight In-
clines. The more modern practice le to curve
the acting face of the teuth, and a elight al-
teratlon of the tooth diminishing the inoline
at the heel of the tooth will always dimInish
the amount of vibratlen.

A gloomy three days’ storm has prevailed
all along the French const, Dall gray clonds
hide the blue vanlt of hoaven and frewn upon
the tossing watera beneath. The [resh, in-
vigorating air, remembered with delight by
all who have ever been in Normandy, has
given place to a damp,chilly heaviness,broken
occaslonally by fierce guats ot wind and rain.
The fisher-boats are all in port, the small
ones drawn up high on the beach, the larger
seourely anchored, But this fs not due only
to the storm. MLven if it were the falreat of
weather, no Dleppe fisherman would set sail
to-day. It is All Souls day—the foant of the
dead, the commemoration of the loved and
jost, The desd live still In the tender
rememberance of those left behind. Tears
shed in prayer for the depsrted have no
bitterneas.

Bat the heartlees and ungrateful man who
fishes to-day will be everywhere followed by
bis donble—a whantom fisher in a phantown
boat. All signa fail bim, all fish cecape his
net. Agaln and again he drawa it in empty.
Il he persist, at length he tainke himselt rs-
warded. His net is so heavy he nearly
swampa bis boat in the endeavor to draw it
in; and borrible to say, his oatch is only
grinning skulle and diejointed humen bones.

At night, toesing on bis tleepless pillow,
he hears the ghoatly ¢ white car” rolling
through the silent street.

lesn. For thousands of mlies around Shan-
ghat the country la flooded, yet the provinoe
of Fo Klen is suffering from drought, no raln
having fallen since the early part of August
in that district. Oa Auguet 26th the officials
all prayed for raln, but their prayera were
of coavall, The heat hna been great, snd
nearly all the crecks and wells are dry sad
many people have to travel great distances to
get water from large streams. The Helds in
the greater part el the provinoce are literally
baked. Many peopls have died through want
of water.

Recent widespread fallures in the tea trade
In China have had a ourious effeot on ruined
merchants, Darlog the first week In October
five of these bankrupts took refuge inthe
Kuohan monastery with the intentlon of re-
maining thers for life in preference to return-
Ing to mest their oreditors. One merchant
committed sulcide and many have disappsar-
ed.

-ubjeta ; and these thinkers unfortunately
were fnepired hy untopian, kheoretical ideas,
snd alas | in teo many cases by Irreliglous
prinolples, ideas and principle not founded on
resl life and experlence, taking man wot in
his nature ae he waw, but with imaginary
qualities and imsglnary faouities, a man of
Shelr own conception and oreation, and feund-
Ing thereon theorles of gevernment which
werato end {n the fearful oataclyam of the
French Ravolntion,

In Engiand there was Indeed a atruggle
founded npon trusr principless, but it was a
falnt struggls, more of a strugple among the
bighor clssses mgainst kingly prerogatives
thon of paople for popnlation rights. The
House of Commons waz not a_popalar re-
presentative body ; it was formed and raled
by the privileged orders, the nobility and the
landed gentry ; pensl lawa were stlil in foroe,
the right of popular assembly were denled,
combinatlons of laborers and tradesmen were
teverely repressed, the right to vote was
reatrioved to & small mluvoricy of the popu-
Iatton, and It was helf & century afterwards
and more before the House of Commons was
to be transferred into & popular assembly,
snd following the example of America, the
Government was to bocoms tho Gaovernment
of the msaser and not of the classes,

Even the stateeman who then in the House
of Commonn contended for a small meazure of
popular rights, were Inspired malnly by thelr
own Interests and would bave imposed upon
Amerloa laws and burdens whioh they re-
Jeoted for themsslver, If George III. desired
to govern Amerlca by sutooratio decrees,
he bad in the Ministry and Commens of
‘England a pawerful msjority to sopport him

In the methoda and moasures of tyranny. -

It waa,indeed,a great orisls for Ameclos and
‘the world 1had the ideas which then inspir-
&d kingw and princess, statesmen and legisla-
{tors of the old world prevalled in the new,
‘had your forefathers misunderstoood thelr
duty, had they faltered in its performance,
‘tyranny like » pall ‘would have spresd over’
‘{he world, and not-Amerloa alons,bat Europe’
‘and  the °oivilized - world - would . to-day be
ttruggling te break the chains, to rlse ont of
. the alough--of ~ despond, to ses the sun of
freedom, which, on this: day, beonnse of thelr
.-hero!am, (llumines" your continent and sheds.
its rayn wide and far boyond the cceans which

sngompass your lands. :

Such were the ideas beld by Oarroll and
the llustrious founders of your Osnstitatien.
Your Decleration of Independence was a re-
velation to wmankind, Ackuowledging that
the rights which It .preclaimed came from
Gad, as the source of all Government snd of
all authority, i Iaid dowa in mo uncertain
Iangrags the prinolples upon which the
greates; amount »f liberty shenld be exar-
ciaed by the puuple with the amplac* gnaran-
tses for order, peace and necurl:y of life and
proparty.

Porhaps no man In.thas day did more for
the Amerloan oauss, than Franklln, and
Franklin was an Intimate friend of Qarroll ;
in Amerles, in Eogland, in France, Feanklin,
by volee and pen, was ome of the nobleat
championa of the rights of your country; hia
diplonntio akill was auoh that he met and
overcama the tralned astatesmen of Earepe,
and his genlus grasped with onerring judg-
ment the true principles of Government; how
far the aound learning of Archbishop Carroll,
his loglcal mind, his sense of jastice contriba-
ted to instil fato the mind of Franklin and
his contemporaries thoie true and grand prin-
oiples no pen oan tell, bat we have it proven
tbat he was the trusted coumuellor of ths
fathers of your country, and If his brother
Charles In signing the Dsclaration of Inde-
pendenoes,risked in the service ot his country,
his {mmente posseasions, no less gensrons
way the great archblshep in devoting his
great salents, his immenee Iufiusnoe and
oeaseless labor for the benefit of hia fellow-
ceuntrymen.

To members of the Roman Cathalle Churoh
it wasin trath a dispensation of Providence,
that Archbishop Carrell did {a that day such
good service for hls country ; snd that his in-
fluence was commensurate with his services ;
and I might add. equally providentlal was it
for all creeds and falth in America that his
volce was heard.

These were still days of religlous prreecn-
tion ; the batred roused in Earope by leng
yoara of religioun diseensionn an? warfare
wers nok yet allayed ; the statutes «f every
conntry yet contained lawa directed sgainst
tho libsrty of worship ; men who denied In-
fallibllity to the Romsn Catholic Cnareb,
clalmed far themselves tne right to control
the faith of othere, and the werld eaw the
strange epectacle of Governments, founded
for temporal purposes, makicg laws lar the
splritual wants ot the people ; not daring to
olaim that they were inspired by God, yet
promulgating dootrices and creeds denylng
to othera the privilege of doing as they were
daing themaelves in forming thelr owa sys-
tems of religlous worahip.

Americs was not yet free from these pre-
jadlces, and befora Carroll's Inflaence had

sen felt, before his genius bad Imprinted
npon the publio acts of hls countrymen the
stamp of his liberality, the Oongress of Phil-
adelphia protested against the Queheg Act,
passed by the Honre of Commons of Eogland,
which granted freedom of worship to the
Roman Catholios of Canada.

This imprudent protest was not without its
effeot upon the struggle for American inde-
pendence, and upon Arohbishop Carroll him-
self ; when he with Franklin, Chase and
Charles Carroll were deputed to Cauada te
aromse the aympathies of its peeple in favour
of the revolted colonies, they found every-
where that ‘this protest of the Philadelpkia
Congress had Indlsposed the people and the
French-Capadians remained nentral in the
strnggle, thera baing only 160 in Burgogne's
army, and did not jela, as might have baen
expeoted, In a war which was to be so fatal
to thelr hereditary enemies,

Bat this mistake was nobly repalred when
the time came to afficm the trus principles,
to lay down the foundations of your govern-
ment, the broadest, the largest liberty wan
proclaimed, and te-day we see in your re-
publio the magnificent spectacle of eincere
men, differlng in religloue bellef and practice,
united aa brethern in thelr love of country, in
their devotlon to the principles of clvil and
rellglous llberty.

In no cause was Arokblehop Carroll more
z3alous than in the cause of education. Trae,
knowledge in itself will rot elevate mankind
ahave the frailities and passions of hamanity,
bat knowledge will tend to make him more
reflaed, mora intelligent, more ocapabls of
koowing his dnties and righta as well ns
tha duties and rights of others. If
¢o knewlodge be jolued virtne and relicion,
wn will have the perfect man, the man in
l(f\fhgm all the faculties, moral and Intelleo-
#4451, will have been caltivated. Ia him will
we find the good citizop, the brave soldler,
the honest statesman. Under no form of
govarnment are virtue and Intelligence more
naaeasary tha? under the Repablicsn ; there
the oltizen bhocomes a statesmsn, for to hie
judgmont fe submitted as & fioal iseue the
decleion of all questions of government ; by
hie vote he particlpates in legislation, and, at
he will bave understged his daty and per-
formed It, eo will the government be which he
and his fellow-citizens will have given to the
common-wesalth,

No grander servics could be rendered to
your country thsn that whlch the Roman
Oatholic Oburch ia rendering to the Unlted
States on his ausplclons ocoasion in laying
broad and deop the foundations of & grand
Ontholic Univeraity ; no greater monument
oonld bo eraoted to the memory of Arohblshop
Carroll ; no mors splendid celsbration to hia
ceutenary could be Imagloed.

In the olty hallowed by the name of Wash-
ington, In the capital of the freest peopls on
earth, where the interest of sixty millions of
people, of bundred milllons of prople, ara to
he declded by the wisest and beat of your
land, the Roman Oatholla Ohuroh, in this
year of grace, makes to your country the
magnificent gift of a gres! university, where
solence apd art, where rellgion and morality
will sver find & home and where your peopls
will 1earn the grand lesson that loyalty to
God means loyalty to the State,

A in o1d Cathollo times the church bad es-
tablished in Eppland and France, Germany
and Italy, nniversities where the students
wers oounted by thousauds, and where all
the molsnce of the times wers taught by the
most lsarned and moat ekitlful of prefessors
that the age produced, so hers in the nine-
teenth century, in free Amerlos, the oburch
contloues ber old polloy, ever the esme, of
oultivating in mankind the highest faculties
in thelr grandest developmeat, and given te
the atudents of Amerio~ a seat of learning,
where the work of your colleges will be com-
pletad, whera will be prepared for the future
the men win, In the profemsions, in publle
Iife and - private life, pulplt and senate, In
conjonotion with homorable and honest men

bnt fally and freely granted unto the Pro-
testant minority theirseparave schonls and the
abaolute right of governing as In their opinion
it might ssem best to them for the moral and
religlons welfare of the Proteatant population
of she country,

In the sams spirit, with 0o iatentlon of nn-
dus favoritism, with no notion of overriding
the rights of others, hut for jaatlas saka and
juatlon alone, ¢ unmicuique reddendum jus
¢ suum secundum a:qaulit’alem,” we gave back
to the Roman Catnul.c Ohurab, through the
Order of the Jesults, the property of which
they had heen despoiled by the same George
111. who wonld have despolled your fathers
of their liherties and righte.

The Jesuite' Ketate had been taken frem

the Order, no gompensativa had been glven
In return ; we therefora considersd that we
bad no trne right, no moral right, to retain
possesaion of these Eatates ; trne the law was
there ; we had a legal right to sustain ne, nn
conrt conld force ue to return the property ;
but there is & 1aw, & higher law fowing from
natnre and pature’s God, whioh told us that
we had no moral right to thees estaten; our
title before the gourts might bo good, but was
(t right before the Saprems Iuw of rqaity?
We thoaght not ;: we ciadalued to accept the
doctrine of ¢ faits accomplia,” we considered
ourseiven released by no rtatate of limitation,
by no presoripticn ; fiadiog we had ne claim
belare (iod, ws would not avail ouraelves
of our olalm befors man, and of oar awn free
will we made an act ef restitutian of which
wre are prond and which I am ocnfident his-
tory will not onndemnv,

Woe in Canadu have done much for ednos-
tien; we arc proud of our culleges and onr
nnlveraities ; when in years gone by yon had
not the fucilitier which yoa now possess, how
mooy of your yocnz men wonght In Canada
the bleesing of a chrietlun edunostion ? How
many priests and laymen have been sent
forth among you by the Semiualre 8t.Sulpice,
how many have left the Hailla of St. Mary's
Cilleze »* Montreal to=pre+d amony vour peo-
ple the blesaed knowledge which they had ac-
quired In my Qanadian koms, in my Alma
Mater, with which g0 msny dear assoclationz
are antwined Jn my heart ; and if we can
hope to found In our northern clime euch a
aniversity as you ars now establishing, we
can honst that msny years ago, as far back as
1863, our bishop and our stavesmen had bulit
inthe. grand old ocity of Quebsc the Laval
Uoivereity, which has doae and s dniog in
‘onr midet a work by whiloh we all profit and
of which we aresll proad.

As our golleges have In times past fally and
generonaly given to your psople the bonefita
of edocation, Jet me express the hope that
yon will be egnally generous and that in the
annals of the University of Washington Can-
adians will not be strangers ; and that sa
pupils and profeesore they will ever fiad a
ready welcome, and that the two penples,
united by so many tles salready, may find
a atlll closer bond of union, in seelng their
children studylng the same sclences, In the
same halls, ander the eame masters, for love
of God and love of country.

Among the many besutiful prems wlith
which he has enriocbed your literature, your
great poet Longfellow bas prodaced one s hioh
to me seems moat appropriate on this ocoa-
sion. He applles his addresees to the ship
of tho state ; I would extend Its meaning
and apply It to your University likewise, It
srems to me that the prosperlsy of your
Universlty is so bound up with the prosperity
of your glorious unifon, that your lave of

THE GREAT TORUHLIGET PROCESHION,

Forty thousand torohes wers oarrled

their ehoes ay the prozpect befors them. It ia
easy now to underatand why we hear so much
of liberal measures of justice vo Ireland being
upder the consideration of the Government.
The coerciopisis are dismayed. They hed a
grand opportunity to have achieved for them
selves the lasting gratitude of the Irish people
and the approval of the civilized world, bub
in their blunderiog sbtupidity they oomld
think of nothing better than an outrageous
Coeraion ach, trampling under faot the dictates
of civilization. Now they are petting their eyes
opened, but it will be too iate, The grand old
man, Gladstone, will, we trust, be spared to
carry his measure as the leader of the next
Govarnment of Greas Britain. Lord Dofferin’s
Oapadian erperience of Home Rule will be 1n-
valosble in perfecting the Governmental
machinery for the legislature of his native
country. And in all His Jordahip's trinmpha of
diplomacy, ab home and abroad, none will bring
him more enduring honor and grateful remem-
brance than the part he will have taken in se-
quring justive for the people of Ireland.

A Remarkable Speech.

At the recent great Congreas of COatholics,
held at Baltimore, there were delivered many
important speeches, and eesays were read on
differant topios of interest to the Catholios of
the country, we may eay of the world, but the
udteranos which seems destined to create the
greatest amount of discussion it the oration of
Mr, Daniel Dougherty. It has been commented
upon by the press, snd is likely tu be the topic
of many articles for some time to come. Our
contemporary, the Montreal Gazeile, opens a
very able and moderate sarticle, from the
Proteetant standrpoint, with the following ob-
servations ;—

Not the least interesting feature of the great
Oatholia congress at Baltimore was the ad-
addreas of Mr. Daniel Dougberty. It was his
duty to speak of the work, the struggle, and
the suocess of Roman Catholicism in aAmerica ;
and it is nob exaggeration to eay thab in dis-
charging this task be added.even to his own
reputation as ove of the moat eloguent and
ornate speakers in the United States, and juati-
fied the olaim that, in oratory as any rate, ad-

. herenta of his religious faith yield precedence
.%0 none on the continent. Bnt, perbaps Mr.
«Doughtery himself will not ecpect all bis claims
.as to the debt America owes to Romac Catho-
1lics to pass unchalenged. -Protestants can look
.aronnd on this broad continens, and without
.denying any of the achisvements of their separ
ated brethren, can point to much

that they have accompliehed, without
which .imerica would be of very wminaor
account,

What seems to be cbjectiorable in Mr.
Dougherby’s speech, in ko far as the Gazefie in
concerned, is the apparent agpresciveness with
which he puts forth the olaims of Catholisity
and the fruite of Catholio teaching. Nothing
.oould, «<ertaiimly, have beem farther from tho
anind of she dtetistinguished arator than to pre-
tend that in the differest sphexes to which the i
Gazcite refers Protestanta had done nothing to-
distingnish thenveelves and promote the pro-
‘gress, msterially speaking, of the comtinent.
'What, no donbt, imapired the orator, and jussi-
Sied him in laying bare many facts, that some
poople may think vught to have been allowed
%0 rest, is simply thiv: The Protestant poblic,
ss well through the columns of their more
fanatical sheets as in ‘he ubtberances.of the in-

Is iv any wonder, when such stuff is con-
atantly placed before the eyom of Frofestavt
readers, that on an ocoasion like the great
Oatholic Congress, anelof the leading orators of
the day should avail himself of the opportunity,
perhaps with a little aggressivences, $o vindi-
cate the Olinrch,and point oub the achisvements
of her children ?

Oatholics gensrally will read the admirable
address of Mr. Dougherty with feelings of
plensure and pride ; he is a striking example of
the bright and able men the Church through

each { her educational eatablishment sends forth to

-wage the battle of hfe. In the course of his
speech he tonshed nupon the sabjsch of oatrawem
of Oatholics from ® the higher offices in the
neighboring Republic. So strong was hig
langusge and argument that no less an organ of
public opinion than the New ¥ork Times deals
with that branch of his address in a lengohy
editorial.

That journal, to some extent, takes issue
with the eloquent tpeaker, in his stricture on
the proscription of Catholics from the bighest
offices in the Republic. It calls uwpon Mr.
Dougherty to find the nsmes of men, qualified
for euch offices, who have been dropped because
they were Catholica. In the ssme breath, how-
ever, the Times makes the following statement,
to which we direct particular attention :

To be quite candid, however, we must owa
that it would in general be a sericus objection
to nominating & man for an cffice like the presi
dency, or, in most of the etates, the governor-
ghip, that he was & Catholic, The sentiment
that crestes thie objection is purely political,
Thers in no ¢ty in the United States, snd we
do not beligve thare are mavy rorsl districts, in
which Catholicism interferea with a man's
pocial acet ptnbili? or his professional or mer-
cantile success. In communities in which it
does interfere the explanation is the rarity of
Qatholice, who are regarded as & Campbellite
would be in & Roman Oatholic.community, al-
though a Oampbellite bag been president of the
United S*atee. In pclitics, however, there is
astrong feeling sgainst the choice of Roman
Catholics to high offices, Mr. Dougherty re-
presents this a8 a survival of Puritan prejudize,
and in part it may be so. But in much laiger
part it is & ressoned and grounded cbjection,
and it proceeds from the fach that the Homsa
Qatholic is the only church which seeks for po-
htical action in its own favor. Nobody sup-
pose that a Presbyterian or an Episcopalisn or
a Baptist candidate for office will have any
recbarinn axes to grind if he is slected, Every-
body supposes that & Roman Catbolic candidate
will be urged, if he is not prevailed with, to use
hia office for the basefis of his church,

Here we have a statement which i3 guite
candid, to use the words of the writer but, how-
ever candid, it is not consoling, The admission
is there in black and white,and withoub repudi-
ation, in so far as we have beenable to follow
the opinions of the secular press, in the United
States, that it wonld be in gencral a serious
objection to nominating a msn for thePresi-
dency, or as Governor of most of the States,that
he was a Oatholic. And furthermore, we are
informed, that ¢verybody suppodes that a Ro-
man Catholic candidate will be urged, if he ia
nob prevailed with,to use his office for the bene-
fit of hia Charch. So that, to be plain acoord-
ing to the open‘confession of the parties mrost
mterested in keeping the knowledge of the
fact in the background, Oathdlicity in the
Upited States in s bar to a man's elevation
in public life, and should he offer himself as a
candidabe, not a faw, but the great majority,
would be fully impreased with the idea that he
would be not a free agent, but the slave of his
Cburch, and when he -could not be cajoled, he
would be coerced into acting according to Her
diotates. Such opinions, proclaimed unocere-
moniously, must have the effecy of convincing
some people, who ‘conaider the United States as
a paradise of liberty and toleration, that the
Catholic thers has not quite the bed of roses
that ie sometimes picturec to us. Let us here
make room for Mr, Doungherty, wbo in answer
to the above article has given an interview to
the Baltimore American. Heeays :

* Loock at Mr. Bryce’s book on the Amerfcan
corrmenwealth, which saya that no Catholie
wounld be thought of in connection with the
presidency. At the preeent there iz but one
QCatholic in the Ubited Siatea Senate, and, as
far as I can remnember at present, th=ra have
been but two in the Cabinet—Roger B. Taney,
in Jackeon’s Cabeet, and James Campbell, in
Pierce’'s. As far as Governor Carroll ie con
cerned, he, who was of noble blecd, and now
bears & name gloricus in Ameriosn history, was
cut when he ran for governor, and solely be-
cause he wag & OCatholic. Baltimore county,
which has a Demooratic majority of from 1,000
to 1,500, went sgainst him by & majority of
nearly 600.” Mr, Dougherty then read this
extrach from the editorial: Io crder to eatab-
l1sh this propoeition it would be uecessary to
cite instances of persons who would otherwies
bave been deemed available.” Then Mr. Dough-
erty continued: ‘‘Of course thsy wonld not
be available, and ib was bacauze they were
Catholics. Chief Justice Taney was & Catholic,
but what other Catholic has ever been raised to
the Supreme Bench? His was_the only case
that I can recall ab this momeat.”

Facts are satubborn #hinge, and Mz,

Dougherty has, certainly, the facts on his side,
did he need them, which he does not, after the
stsvement of the Times admitting that Oatho-
licity is » bar, in the minds of 1nost people, to
the nomination of members of our Cburch to
any high cffice in the country,
Mr. Dougherty’s indictment iz & formidable
one, and will canee serious reflection on the part
of our co-religioniata in the neightoring Union.
Pondering or this subject makes us feel that
Oatholica in Canada have good reason to he
thankful, We have, it is true, our grievances;
fanaticiem has ite vataries amongst Oanadiane,
and, every mow and again, the surface of the
waters is ruffied by some little unplezsantness ;
but whst do thoee shings amount to.?

There is only one Cathollc in the Senate of
the United States ] That is a remarkablo
atatement, We have in our Domivion Senate
& agore and more of Oatholics, and, as for Irish

LAMENT OF THE MINSTREL.

{Doring the wars of Elizabeth, Sir Georgs
arew, at the head of F,000 men, besieged,
A D, 1610, the castle of Dunboy, the anciens
stronghold of the O’Sullivans {of which only a
few bare walls now remain) situated io the har-
bour of Berehaven, near Bantry Bay, ss re-
lated in Uall’s history of the County Cork.
The garrison consiated of 148 men, commanded
by the gallant MacGeoghegan and the cele-
brated guerilla ohiet Tyrrell, These kept their
powerfal enemy at baytill one of the towers
was beaten down ; an offer of surrender wae
then made, if their lives were spared. The
measenger was hanged and the breach stormed,
The besieged fought bravely, from rampars 20

1t is; pictoresgnely mestled on  ap
elavated tableland at the base of a range
of mountaing, in the *'gev-up” of which pature
muat have well-nigh exhansted her store of
cutiogitiea, comwmanding, on the other side, a
most chnmigg view of a broad
prairie, thread by a miniature "tawny
Tiber,” and skirted in by a fringe of trees,
throngh which the eye is feasted with the aweet-
est water gleams of the majestic Ostawa. From
the browa of the hills run a hundred rilla of she
purest water, the waters of several of them being
received in a resecvoir now supplying the town
Bat the water supply of the college oomes from
a #pring a mile up the mountaw, and for purity,
eweetness and refreshing coolness is scarcely in-
ferior to the fabled helicon of Parnassus, Burat-
ing out phrensically from the rock, its volume
of water is large econgh to revolve the turbine
of the electric light workas of a city ; and I am
among thoss who believe that the time is not
far bence when it ehall bs ro usilized. The rock-
terraced monntain above Rigaud is replete with
natural phenomens. Thnree of these terraces are
perfect marvels in nature. At an elevasion of
200 feet abuve the level of the plain below ac-
aurs the first of them ; it is a larga squsre field,
about 16 acres 12 size, of stons. The stounes ars
almost all of the eame siz», shaps and quality—
weighing abont 20 lbs., with the same propor-
tion of round aud oblong. They sre bard and
dark in appearance. The surfacs of the field is
slightly inclined and nndulated like the aea,
Excavations to the depth of 20, 30 and 40 feet
have failed to atrika hard-pan or bottom to this
rerervoir of stone. The samae a'ze, the same shape
and quality are found down to the deepeat depth.
The other two Gelds are exactly similar, ex-
cept thad they are not so large. Ab all eventa,
if the geologiat wante s ‘*field” for the exercise
of bis genius, be can hers have his choice of
three, Half way between town and the largest
of the atone fields is the already famous

NRW GEOTTO OF LOURDES,

which, together with its Chapel, is naid to
reaembls it namesake more than anything in
existenos, All who have sssn_both declare
the likeness all but perfest. The chapel and
shrine are rishly indrlganced, snd already many
pious pilgrimages have been mnde there. At
the base of the rock, on which atands the
chapel, there is a fine level cleared space, ample
enough te contain twenty-five thoueand people,
all of whom could counvivently hear Mase, as
the ohapel opens full and olear upon them, A
little below the grotto, facing the people, is ths
pulpib rock, eunningly formed by uature, as if
tor the purpose.

An Ex-Fenian Conviet's Testimony In the
Cronin Trial.

CHI0AGO, November 16.—There waa & great
crowd at the opening of the court for the re-
sumption uf the Cronin trial this morning. The
first witnees was James Clanoy, correspondent
of the New York Herald, who testified on be-
half of the prosecution. He said he was sent
here by the Herald in May, to investizate the
Cronin caae, He called av O’Sullivan’s bou-e
on the morning of the day that Cronin’s budy
was discovercd, but before the diecovery had
been mwade. The witness continued : ** I acked
bim if he knew D¢, Cronin. He told me be had
known him for five yeara or sboudt five years,
aud that he had met him at a political meeting
in the 17¢h ward. I asked bim what he shoughs
of the disappearacce of Cronn. He said, to the
bast of my recollectivn, that he would turn up
somewhere ; furthermore that he did bov be-
lisve he had beenwurdered. I asked him aboud
the contract he had made with Dr. Cronin. He
sad in reference to thab copfract that Le bau
been introduced personally to Cronin s fow
weeks befure that time by Judee Mahoney.

*T asked him why he msde the contract. Ke
satd becsuse accidents bad happencd, and shen
eaid sum-thiog about wishing to have a phyai-
cian to attend to auythivg of the kina that
mizht occur in tho tuture. Tov convereativw
wau genersl about Cronin, aud when I stood up
to go I asked hiw again what be thovght of the
doctor’s disspptarance, snd oncs mors he eaid
he would turo up somewhere ail right, that he
did not belisve iy was murdered. I thenlefe.
1 called late 1n the evenicg of the same dey,
After hearing tbas the bady bad been found. I
asked him if he had beard the mews., Hae said,
‘No.’ Then there was a pauee. Then he eaid,
*1 heard when { was down town that a body
was discovered in the lake this morning, bub iv
hae not been identitied.” YWe were both stand-
ing at thie time,

THE ICEMAN'S AGITATION.

“1 said ‘I heard nothing about shas,’ I
paured and then said *Mr, O Sullivan, the
body of Dr. Cronip bas been tound.” He turaed
pals, He said, *What! The body of Dr.
Cronin found ? Isit trua? I said, * Of course,
I den’s know lor certain, I heard iv wae die-
covered in the catch basin and ie lying ab the
police atation about a mile from here. I havea
cab ab the door. Will you accompiny me acd
identify the body ab the morgue? He shook
and sank into his chair and smd, ‘' No, I eould
not go.

*T1 eaid, ¢Mr, O’Sullivan, you told me this
morning you knew Dr, Crounin well. It is only
a short distauce; comne along and identity the
body. It may nop be Dr, Cronin’s body. Let
us make sure.” He said : * No; Icouldn't. If
I et him in the street I might know him, but
I couldn’s identify bis body.’"”

In giving the answers made to him by O'Sulli-
van, witness’ voice was in & continual tremor
and the scene was » dramatic one. *T said:

1 urged him again and be
made an effort to move out of his chair into
which be had sunk when I firat broke the news
to bim,”

WHY KUNZE OHANGED HIS NAME.

For this reason Kunge
lefs bis house and changed his pame.

Police Captain Schaack was nex: called. He
was qaestioned by Mr. Forrest as to livery
atable-keeper Dinar’s desoripion of the man
who got the white horse on vhe night of the
murder. The attorney reqnested the witnees to
lJet bim ses the noses of the convereation with
Dioan, but Scheack refused, saying his note
book contained other and private matters, Fin-
ally, however, he tore out the leaf containiog
the notes and handed it to Mr. Forrest. The
attorney then claimed the right to cross-examine
the witness as he showed a hostile dispomtion.
Toe courd held that, though the witoess might
be unwilling, he did not appear bo be hostile »ud
overruled the motion. Captain Schaack, in hin
direct examination, swid Din 'n's description was
given in the preseuce of Couglin and Chief Hub-
bard. By way of coinciding with suggestions
from Coughlin, one suggestion was that the
man wore a sbifl hat.

DISCOURAGING FOR THE DEFRNCE.

In cross-examination e songht toshow that
subsequently Dinan said she map wore a soft
hat pulled down over his eyea and that Schaack
failed to call Dinan’s attention to the discrep-
ancy, bub the court ruled 1t out. Then there
was a struggle over an attempy by the state to
show that Schaack was not a hoetile witness by
showiog that ab the time of the interview in
which Dinan described the driver of the white
horee he relied more upon the atatements of
Qoughlin than he did upon Dinan’s, Finally
the court admitted i, and the witness testified
that he had @ good deal of reliance in Coughlin
ab thay time. Then the driving of the white
horse to Mra. Conklin’s house and her
failure to identily the animal were gone
over. ‘The captain said Mrs. Conklin ae-
sumed an uniriendly sttitude during the pro-
oceeding.

James Hyland, a freight bandler on $he Lake
Shore railway, testified that he and his cousin,
Jerry Hyland, oslled on O’Sullivan abous eeven
o'elock on the evening of May 5, They took
supper with O'Sullivan, and on leaving between
pine and ten he and his oousin and U'Sulliven
wenb to & ealoon near by and had two glasees of
sherry and cigare, At the request of Mr. Wing,
Dan Coughlio, the prisoner, stepped forward
and the witness atvod beside him. The witness
was & half & head taller than Couvghlin. At the
request of counsel for the defence the witness
then stepped down into .hbe frons of the jurors
and his conein Jerry being. ranged slongside of
him the jurors were sd.rded an opportunity of
poticing the likeness between the two men,
Jeremish Hyland wat thon swora,

Hyland cokroborated the testimony of his
cousin, The witness took a position beside
Kunzs that the jury might judge as So any
similarity between them, This withesw’ testi-
mony wae clear and more definite than that of
hiscousn, He identified the saloon and gave
its street and number. This is the salcon owa-
ed by Nebman, and the evident objeat of the
testimony of the cousing, who have just been
discavered by the defence, ia to break the force
of Nehman’s testimony. His evidence was very
dsmaging. He swore tbat on the n'ghb of the
murder between 19 and 11 o'clock O'Sullivan,
Qoughlin and Kunze came into the saloon, that
they talked myateriously and in low tones, and
drank swo glasses of sherry and took a oigar
each. The teatimony of the Hylands was intro
duced for the purpose of discrediting and show-
ing it 'was O’Suilivan and the two Hylauds who
were in the saloon on the might of May 5th,
instead of O'Sallivan, Coughlhn and Kunzes on
the night of May 4th. :

By Bursting Dams.

TWO LOST IN THE FLOOD.

Terrible Struggles for Life.

—

Tozonro, November 13.—Some bours before
daylighs this mornlog the villsge of Alton, in
the townahip of Caledon, Oounty of COardwell,
and o the line of the Owen Sound branch of
the Canadian Pacific rallway, some forty miles
from bere, had s Gire viutasion. A calamisy
similar in it features %o she Johnatown dis-
aater, though happily ons much smaller seale,
spread destruction through she small com-
munity. Bui shree o'clock, as near as can be
sscertained, flood, les loose from six mill dame,
deluged the village. Houses were sweps away
by the torrsnt and the greater part of the
po tionin with the space of an hour, aa the
volume of wader increased, were stroggling so
save their lives and property. Two lhives were
lost.  Alton is sn unincorporated village with a
population of three or four hundred pecp'e. It
1 10 the centre of an agricultural districs, and
she principal industrivs are in the flour milling
and woollen trades.  The mill dams, fed by a
lt_ﬁnm, are situated in a line at the head of the
villsge.

The rains of Thursday night aswell:d the
stresm o such a degree shat it burst ths dam of
McClellan’s flour mill, which iathe furtheet off
and about half a mile beyond the village, This
dam enclosed about eight acres of water and
the embankment muat have given way oom-
pletely and in an instans since, acorrding 6o all
that can be learned, the whole voluwe of water
was borne down like a wave aloog the narrow
valley of $he atream. The impediments in the
way of the current were not very great. Some
four or five bridges, principally tunber struct-
urex and not very massive at that, were awept
along hke structures of straw, The mighty
wave, oatching m'll dam after mill dam a-x it
tore along, increased in'volume snd everthing in
the shape of s svructure that it struck was
whirled aloog on its cress.

A MASBITE WALL DEMOLISHED,

Next o McOlellan’s mill was & w. 0ilen mill,
with & dam holding five or six acres of water,
» couple of fathoma deep in places, and below
this agmin was the foundry of Dick & Co., »
stone building on the bank of the stream and
very massive. The rear wall faced the stream,
snd the building bad a depth of a hundred and
fifty feet or so. All that portion of the foundry
struck by the wave was swept away completely.
Thia iocluded the priocipal wing, whera the
machinery was, and the moulding shop. Of the
latter not a trace remains, It wae washed clean
away. The wnext struocture on the river bank
woa W, Alge’s woollen mill, the dam ot which
held teven acres of water, a volume equal to
that of McClellan’s dam, owing to its greater
depth. Here there wae terrible evidence of the
power of the torrent. The dam embaskment
and all the buildings adjoining it were obliter-
ated. The rest was a wreck. Further on was
the dam of Ward's wooilta mill. This went
away on the flood, but the mill itself, standivg
in on an arm or bend of the river, escaped.
The same complete destruction was she case
with the mills of Mr. Meek and Mr. Me-
Kinnon, of which scarcely a trace has been Jeft
remaining.

The villsge of Alton stands in from the river
where it tekes a bend through an opening plain.
This alone saved the lives of hundreda of the
inhabitante, The gieat wave carrying along
with it the volume of six or seven large dams
and che wreckage of sa many mills spread out
when 1t escaped from the narrower oonfines of
the river bed, But nothwithatanding this terri-
ble bavoc to property still was done. Home
dwellings nearer the river were floated away
and the ccoupants in eome cases had to swim
for their lives, Awful acenes were witnessed in
the endeavor of fathers and mothers torescne
their children from the boiling waters, The
night was dark and we! acd lanterns had to be
obtained from the upper end of the village,
where the flood had not created so mush dam-
age. In the emall population every individnal
was known to all the others and neighbors
wenb groping around in the night, calling on
one snother by name. One man, after reecning
hia wife and chiid, had the laster torn from his
arme by a rush of water. troggling and
planging sfter it as the little one was canied on
by the ourrent, he sgain recovered the child
where the flow of water waa broken by a heap
of wreckage. Socenes like shese followed each
other for over an hour, and at half-pase four, as
the morning was begioning to dawn on the de-
eerted village, the population had been collecd-
edin one spot with only two miesinr ones
reported.

THE ONLY ONE8 DROWNED.

An old couple named Harris lived togetber
in a frame cottage ab the lower end of the
village. When daylight broke on the acene the
water covered the spot where their honse had
stood. Search was instituted in every quarter,
sand about noon the old man's body was found
entangled in the wreck of some of the cottages.
All day the search for the body of his belp mate
was continued, but 80 far withont succeas, Ib
is feared that she was swept into the centre of
the flood and carried down along the river,
Orapgeville is the nearesb town to Alton, and
some Aeristance was send out from their to-day.
The Oanadian Pacific trains are blucked owing
to the partial destruction of one of ibe bridges
on that line, but the injury will he made well
before mrping. Telegraph communication has
not suffered, but there have not yev cume to
hand reports of nrgent need of assistance to the
inhabitants, On ghis account it was not con-
sidered necessary to-night to send relief from
Toronto, though there is doubt that is would
reach any quicker than by wsiting further
particulara., The entire damage to property as
far as is ab present estimated is $40,000, but is
is feared thav it is considerably more. The
damage to property is not a0 g0 much taken into
socount bere as the po:sible suffering in Alton
to-night, Varioue reports about she weaknesa
of the dam embankment have been made bat it
ia impossible without more atrict enquiry to
jaatify these,

AYPEAL FOR AID,

ArroN, Ont,, November 14.—~The body of
Mrs. Harris, the second viotim of the Alton
horror, was found to day at 2 o’clock in a pile
of driftwood seventy-five yards below the Cana-
dian [Dacific railway bridge. The body was
coneiderably bruised and mnoch swollen. The
village to-day >resents a dismal sppearance.
The plages of indush y that yesterday were
alive with the hum of machinery, to day are &
tangled mass of wheels and driftwood. Men
are at work at the Beaver wool mills snd the
Dominion foundry clearibg sway the ruios
preparatory to rebuilding the dams and reparr-
iog the machinery. .

At 5 msss meetiog. of the oitizans held to-
night a committee was sppointed to ask aid
from neighboring towns aad cities. The mem-

.bers of the committee are Samuel Barber, cLair-

man; G. M, Scott, treasurer; D. MoDonald,
secretary.

CITY VERSUS COUNTRY BOYXN
CHANOES,

Nothing could befurther from iha trath than
the feeling 20 prevalent among country boys
—~that the farmera’ sova bhave no chance in the
“race of life.”” The fact i3, the men who are
lenders in both mercantile and professionsl
life were, as a rule, brought up on a farm,

It may be sald with truth that shelr success
depended upon the fact that they left the
farm and entered college or busiaeaa life, It
will be found, however, that the men who
kave achieved the greatest sunccess are thowo
who did not leave the tarm until they bad ac-
guired the habite of Induostry and frogality
whioch can be learned newhere else so woll os
on the farm. A model ocurse of trainiog
either for the professions or for businese
would be 20 years on the farm and 10 years
in college or in acquiring business experi-
ence,

The Office say that country boys have no
oonception of the advantagea they pomzess
over thelr city cousins, For the most part
the idea seems to prevall that the oity hoy
has all the opportanities, while _the ceuntry
boy has only privations and dieappointments,
And yet, when we come to look the buainess
of the city over, we find that among the suo-
cessful men those of city birth and tralslog
are in the minority, while thore who spent
their boyhood in the country and commenoed
the race apparently handiospped, are in the
majority.

New York oity s a strlking instance of this

faot. The merchant princes, 8o oalled, and
the rallway magnates, as they are commonly
termed, together with the bankers, brokers,
liwyers, dootors, manufacturers, judges, edit-
torr, inventors and accountants, with hosts
of othery too numereus 10 name, who have
achieved the mostdissingnished sucoesr in thelr
speoial fields of labor, are nat, as a rnle, New
Yorkers by birth and eduoation. The leading
men, with very few exceptions, In all
the walks of life In the motrepolls were
eduoated ousside of the city, and not a small
proportion of them were country hoys a few
years ago,
The reasons for this are not very bard to
discover, In the firet piace, the procession
of events before the gezs of a oity boy Iseo
rapld shat he has no time to seize npon any
one thing for himeelf, If it bo only a book
or a paper $hat comnes in this way, It Is not
prized, because of nocessity it must make way
for its sncoessor of the morrow, Aguin, busi-
pess {s conduoted on mo large a scale thas ae
obaerver or apprentioe he oan only become ac-
quainted with s suordinate part. He seldom
bas the opportunity to study a given business
in its entirety., Opportunities for amuse-
ment are sc many aud the habls or indulgence
formed in childheod s so hard to break, thas
much valoable time is loat in that direction ;
and 10 we might go on enumerating many
other things equally unfortunste for the train-
ing of the city boy for the active respona:-
bilisles of a successful business,.

Last, but not lesat, ths average city boy
has not the physloal stamina that hard work,
the only method of attaining success In the
business world, so lmperatively demands, On
the uther hand the country boy has lelsure.
Heo has very few smusements snd be prizes
and thereforeatudiss thebooksand papers that
fall in his way. He finishes one thing before
he takea up another. If he learns any busi:
ness while in the country, it in one a0 amall
fn extent,and of so few Qetaile,that he compre-
hends every feature ot it 1f he has deoided
ability for mansgement, it le not at all
strange to find bim in the directlon of sffalrs

msn 60,000, The Russo-Turkish war represents
o butcher’s bill of 250,000; both the Afghan
war of 1879.80 and the Bu'garo-Servian war of
1885 coat the livea of 25,000 each, and in Mexico
and Cochin Obina some 65,000 lives were sacri-
ficed noder the secoad empirs. The Danish
war of 1864 comes in for 3,000 lives lost. Inall,
the wara of the last forty years have claimad a
holocaust of 2,258,000 !.ves, and if the Para.
guayan war snd 'ine war between Chili and
Peru, bemdea the Tonquin compaign, be added,
wa shall wus full far short of two and a half
