The first stage in the grand General
lission, now going on &t St. Patrick's
Church, under the direction of the
Redemptorist Yathers, was reached on
Sunday afternoon, when the exercises for
the married women, which bave been
conducted during last week, were
brought to & succesaful conclusion.

Rev. Father Doyle, C. 8S. R., was the
preacher, and he delivered a most
pathetic sermon. The Sanctuary was
beautifully decorated, and the whole
ceremony was very impressive.

In the evening the Misaion to married
men opened. Long before the hour
eppointed for the exercises to commence,
the heads of families in the parish
began to enter the sacred edifice, and
when the preacher of the evening, Rev.
Father Wissel, Superior iIn charge,
wscended the pulpit, nearly every seat
was occupied. The Rev. Father chose
for his subject the endless ex stence of
man, and, during the course of an able
and forcible deliverance, dwelt upon its
many features in s manner which car
ried conviction to the hearts of all. The
following is a condensed report.

What
angwer did our dear Lord give” "He said
to her: Martha, Martha, thou srt
tm_uble_d about many things, but one
thing is necesaary ; Mary hath cliosen a
better part.

“Death shall be no more,” said
the eame Apostle, repeating the words of
the Prophet lsaianh, and he adds : we all
shall rise without exc.ption. Thus the
same body that was buried shall come
forth from the grave again and be reuni-
ted with the soul, and then death shall
be no more, and man shall exiat for an
endless eternity. Even J b, in the Old
Testament, speaks very explicitly on this
point. He save: “I helieve that my
Redeepxer liveth, and | shall rise again
out of the earth; Ishall be clothed in
my akin and my fl2sh and shall see my
Goud.” Death 1s therefore only a teni-
porary change. It only sends the body
to the grave for a time. lLet material
1ats say what they please, God hath
made man indestructible, body und
soul. God crested man to His own
image and likencas. In what is he like
unto God? In many things, but alsoin
this, that he will exist forever. There
is no power in Heaven or on earth that
can put an end {o man's existence. No
angel in Heaven or demon in hell can
doit. There are foolish people who try
to put &n end to themselves by taking
their own life on account of some trouble
or disappointment. They may hang
themselves or drown themselves, but
they will still live forever. All they can
do 18 to hurry their bodies sooner into
the grave and despatch their soul a
little suoner into eternity, but they can-
not put an end to themselves, because
man is an endless being. Did you ever
take that view of yourselven? Did you
ever take this view: I am indeed a irail
human bein :, very insignificant indeed,
but yet there is one thing ahout me
which makes me n being of the greatest
importance, and that is my immortality.
Everything around me will perish, but
I never will; I will exist for an endless
eternity. The question then comes:
Where will we exist?  Either ia Heaven
or bell ; either in endless joy and happi
ness or in endless misery and despair.

happiness, but man must dererve that
happiness, and therefore is put on trial,
and this trial is going on through his
Itfe in this wozld.

In all
your undertakiogs, in all your works,
remember your last end.  Whatever
transaction you begin, ask yourselt
whether it may nct lenad to the damage
of your soul, and if so drop it. What
does it matter, after all, if we are poor,
cven if we spend our lives in sickness
and poverty, and are trodden down by
others, if, atter thisshort life is over, we
are saved and happy for ever. Benou
solicitous, says our dear Lord, about
what you are to eat, drink or wear, be-
cause these are trifling things, but seek
ye the Law of God and His justice. The
hour of death is the hour ot justice. At
that moment, when the soul passes out
ol the body, will be decided for each one
of us whether we shall go to Heaven or
to hell. Whocan tell when the hour of
death will come? All that we know is
that we are approaching it nearer every
day, and it may come on us at any mo-
ment and without any warning.

You muat not
tnink, however, tliat the road to Heaven
ls su Vury narrow that you can scarcely
wnlk on it, because it is not, By the
term narcow road, is simply meant that
we must set limits to our evil desires
and not allow oursclves to be carried to
every succees. The road is not so very
narrow that we cannct very comfortably
walk onit. There are sume, however
who think the road so broad that we
need not care about the truth; we will
all get to Heaven, they say, no matter
what we believe, thus contra :icting Our
dear Lord, who suys: *‘be that believeth
not shall be condemmned.” Others say
that God is not 8o cruel as to deprive
any one of eternal happiness, and that
the dronkard and the adulterer and
every one will be saved. These foolish
people are walking on the broad road.
We must set limits to our desires, we
must obey the commandments, and then
we shall enter lite everlusting. This is
the yuestion which I want you to take
home with 'vou and consider: Am I on
the road to Heaven? Have 1 the true
faith? Aund if I bave, is my soul pure?
Come to the Mission, listen to the con-
soling words ol the ambassadors of God,
and peace will be restored to your souls.

MANITOBA LEGISLATURE.

The Nesslon opens for Busin“ss—the

School Netttement Legislation.

The second session ot the ninth Legis-
lature of the FProviree of Manitoba
opened last week. The speech from the
throne contained the following reference
to the recent settlement ol the school
question:

Since the last session of thislegislatare
the question of whether the Public
School system of this Province should be
superseded by Federal Legislation and
the aystem existing before the passing of
the act of 1800 reimposed upon the Pra
vince, has heen settled by an harmonious
conference bet ween the Federal Ministers
and my advisers. The termns of the
settlenment have already heen made pub-
lic, and a bill to amend the school law in
accordance therewith will immediately
be laid betore vou. The law as amended
will be administered by my GGovernment
in a gpirit of conciliation and with a
depire to mnke provisions cffective in
extending the benetits of our educational
system to every class inthe commupnity.”

Nor
in it unworthy of mention that the pres.
ent year marks the SOth anniversary of
the commencement of the blessed work
of that devoted Sulpician, the Rev. Father
Richards, who, as we learn from the
Hon. Judge Curran’s “Golden Jubilee of
the Reverend Fathers Dowd and Toupin,”
diacovered just eighty yeara ago the little
band of Irish Catholic worshippers
‘pouring forth their supplications to
God at the sbrine of His Immaculate
Mather, Notre Dame de Bonsecours.”
Since that Golden Jubilee itself ten
years have already passed away,leaving
regrets and losses, but also, thank God,
solaces and gains. The story of the
thirty years that intervened between
that first organization in a Monlreal so
different from the city of to day, and the
dedication of St. Patrick’s Church, is not

without its examples of heroic self de-
votion. But it is with the fifty years

since then that we are especially con-

cerned al present, and an anniversary

that suggeats a survey of h.If a century

ought not to pase without.some recogni-

tion worthy of the Irish commupity of

this city. Itis to be hoped that with as

little delay as possible the proper steps

will Le taken to dohoner to the occasion

in a manner worthy of its impertance.

"THE BLESSED MARGUERITE BOURGEDYS.

Sunte time ago when we paid an in.
adcquate tribute to the memcry of the
Blessed Marguerite Buurgeoys, we had
not the privilege of consulting an excel”
Irnt bocklet giving the Life of the
Fo indrees ot the Congregation of Notre
Dame.  This biography, prepared by a
Sister of the Congregation, containg the
substance of a number of works not
always uaccessible to ordinary readers,
carclully arranged so as to present a
consecutive narrative, both instructive
and edifving. Its purport is indicated
by these cpening sentences: * The
French colony of Canada was still in its
cradle (1642) God, who designed this
country to be the bulwark of Catholicisn
in America, took care to endow it in-
good time with communitics that were
to be its support and its glory. At Que-
bee thiere were already the monastery of
the Ursulines and that of the Hotel
Dietu; and at Ville-Marie preparations
were being made for the reception of the
Hospital Nune of Saint Juscph de 1a
Fliche. But these three communities,
being vowed to the cloister, could not
answer a1l the needs of the colony. God,
therefore, at that time raised up that
leroic woman, the Venerable Mother
Murguerite Bourgeoys, founder of the
Congregation of Our Lady of Montreal,
and whose life and virtues are here out
lined.” The bouk then treats of the
childhol, religious aspirations and
divine vocation of the Venerable Mother,
of her experience at Troyes and the in-
fluence of M. Jendret; of her father's
death, of her meeting with M. De
Maisonneuve and the miracles that con-
firmed her chinice of Canada ag the scene
of her labors, and of her voyage across
the Atlantic. The sccond and longer
divisiun of the work begins with her
arrival at Ville Marie and cluses with
her denth and cbsequies, attended by an
unexar:pled concourse of people. A
large number of illustrationy add to the
interest of the narrative. The bock was
printed at Abbdéville (Somme}, but bears
the imprimatur of His Grace the late
Arclibishop of Maontreal.

ENGLAND'S GAIN AND IRELAND'S LOSS.
Some of our contemporaries in review

ing the course of evenls within the
British Isles during the reign of Queen
Victoria, have dwelt upon the increase
of the population of the United Kingdom.
They point out that since 1837 the popu-
lation of England and Wales has increased
in round numbers from 15,000,000 to
29,000,000; that of Scotland from 2,700,000
to 4,,000,000; that of London, from 1,
700,000 to 5,000,000. While Liverpool,
Manchester, Newcastle and other cities
and towns bave made corresponding ad-
vancein the number of their inhabitants.
But when they contemplate the condi-
tion of Ireland, they are met by a fact
that would be startling, if it were not so
sadly familiar,

They discover that the population of
our ancestral land, so far from increasing,
has diminished at a ratio which has no
parallel in any part of the world in the
same period, At the Queen’s accession
Ireland had a population of more than
8000,000, but to-day its inbabitants
number only 4,700,000! It is vain fo
try to invent excuses for such a falling
oftf and our contemporaries do not under-
take the task. It is vain to point to the
United States, to Canada, to Australia
and New Zealand, and to call attention
to the growth of the Irish element in
those distant lands. Even if every indi-
vidual in the millions that represeat the
difference between the population of Ire-

ion its 1ay readers in this city the lact

land as it-is and that popolation as it
might reasonably be expected to be by a
‘natural increase nnder fair conditions,
were accourted for and shown to have
profited by the exodus or the alien birth
—still the abnormasl fact would remain
unjustified and unjustifiable.

Emigration is, of course, necessary for
the aettlement of new colonies or atates.
But when the number of emigrants from
any country is so disproportionate as to
amount to absolute depopulation, there
must be something radically at fault
somewhere. It is nol our intention,
however, to arouse sad or angry reflec-
tions. The day for mere reproaches has
gone by, and let us hope the day of re
form and r.paration ha& begun, slow
though the process may sometirnes seem.
In Canada, we have no reasun to com-
plain of either the treatment or the
status of Irishmen. But such statistics
of Ireland’s loes, in glaring contrist tu
the gains of England and Scotland, are
hardly calculated to make Ireland’s
share in the commemoration of the
Diamond Jubilee as enthusiastic as that
of her neighbors.

HER EXGELLENCY'S LETTER.

In this issue of THE TRUE WITXESS our

It is not necessary for us to rehearse the
praises of a ruler whose virtues as a
woman, no less than her wisdom as a
monareh, have been acknowledged by
thousunds of writers at home and abroad.
Nor will it be regarded as detracting
from that praise if we say that, had Her
Majesty ehown as much sympathy with
her Irish as with her Scottish subjects,
and found some romantic or historic
epot on Irish soil not unworthy to be an
occasional place of sojourn for herself
and the royal children, the Irish p ople
would have been no whit less enthusi-
astic in their loyal welcome and loving
service. Such a policy would have been
in harmony with the thoughtfulness that
a ided the name of our patron saint to
that of an Jrish-born soldier, who was
also the greatest of British generals, as
the designation of the Queen’s soldier-
gon, and when H. R, H. received his
ducal title, made Ireland’s western pro-
vince the medium of that honor. We
recall this union of the names * Patrick”
and “ Arthur' with that other name so
denr to our long-widowes Queen, with all
the more pleasure because the Duke of
Connaught is su well known in Canada,
and becauze he wou hie colonial spurs
(G CGM.G) in a hall dedicated to St,
Patrick in this eity.
We have used freedom in repeating
the often expressed regret at the failure
to provide an Irish reeidence for Mer
Majesty, because we f{eel sure that no
person can have a mcre sympathetic
tenee of the warm-neartedness and the
devation of the Irish people to those
who belriend and trust them than Her
Fxcellency, l.ady Aberdecn. As a
Home Iule Vicergy the Earl of Aber.
deen miore than anticipated the acclgim
that was afterwards to greet his appoint-
ment Lo represent the Queen in Canada,
And as for Lady Aberdeen she bas won
a throne all to herseli in the great tem.
nie ol Irish gratitude. We should for
that reason be inclined to approve of
any scheme that Yer Excellency would
devise for doing honor to the first lady
of the Empire, whose generous largeness
of heart she had gauged so well. Her
Majesty has, eo far as it was permissible
under the circumstances, given her sanc-
tion to the organization of a ** Victorian
Order of Home Helpers.” His Excel-
lency the Governor-General presided at
the public meeting held on the 10th
inst., at the instance of the Nationa)
Council of Women, and the Prime Minis-
ter of Canada, the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier,
moved, and the Minister of the Interior,
the Hon. Clifford Sifton, seconded, a
resolution approving of the scheme.

What more, it may be asked, is neces-
sary togive this proposed Victorian Order
of Nurses for the sick and sore, the poor,
the lonely and the helpless, all the sano-
tion necessary to put it fairly on the
path' towards accomplishment? The
Prime Minister, their Excellencies, even
the Sovereign herself—aurely a project
supported by so many exalted sanctiona
only requires to be known to win univer-
sal commendation. .

Nevertheless, we cannot help feeling
that to Catholics the cause of this new
Order fails to carry that inherent po-
tency' of appeal that it porassaes for Pro-
"testants. The Caitholic Church has iis

own Orders of Home Helpers, as well as

those who help by Ifie-long -aasiduity. in’
the hospital and the lxsar-hounse. - These
devoted women ask for uo.recognition
from the world or the powers of the
world They goto the hovel as cheerfully
as to the palace. They ask norpay. They
are satisfied with the poorest tare. They
do not shrink from the most }eathsome
evidences of disease, nor does fear of in-
fection keep them away. They have
braved the anger of an excited popwiace,
bent only on the discharge of their task
of mercy. They are in the city, in ¥he
country, in the arctic and the Africen
wilderness—always at the post of duty.
Good Catholics naturally prefer such
helpers to those who, however trained
in modern methods, are aliens to their
belief, and, however tender, cannot pray
for their poor souls in words that give
them hope. . ‘
Not one word have we to say sgrinst
the Home Helpers whom Lady Aberdeen,
with the highest motives of philan-
thropy as well as of loyalty, would or-
ganize for the benefit of isolated locali-
ties. That fhey are needed in many re
mote settlements we cannot doubt. But
wherever Catholics go their puns go,
and if there are in Canada places occu-
pied by Catholics where they are not ea-
tablished, the lack can #oon be supplied.
Before, therefore, pronouncing frankly
and unreservedly in favor of Her Excel-
lency’s plan for honoring Queen Victoria,
as sovereign and woman, in this memor-
able year, we would like to know what
our Bishops and priests, the heads of
convents and our Catholic medical men
have to say on the subjecs. If it is con-
sistent with the duty of Catholics to
support this new order of belpers, we
shall gladly follow the counsel of the
Church’s reverend spokesmen. Mean-
while wesincerely thank Her Excellency
for giving us the opportunity of can-
didly setting forth our views on a subject
of such far-extending interest, and we
trust that our reverend and medical
readers will avajl themselves of the same
oprortunity by using our columnuns.

CATHOLIC GIRLS FOR CANADA.

The subject of the emigration from
England to Canada of Catholic girls is
treuted at once practically and with
sympathy in the Liverpool Catholic
Times by a lady, Miss A. F. Procter,
who recently paid a visit of inquiry to
the Dominion. sShethoroughly appreci-
ates the position of householders in this
country. “Canada,” she writes, * wants
domestic servants; England hasa super-
fluity of respectable girls. Further,
Canada wants good material, not the re-
fuse of our streets. . . For years past
Canada has been inundated with un-
desirable immigrants. The diseased,
the crippled, the morally impoasible—in
fact, all those who were not wanted and
never will be missed, have been drafted
into Canada.” The result of this policy
has, she says, giver: Canadians a not un-
reasonable distaste for immigrant girls.
They have grown tired of that class of
immigrants and want no more of them.
But on the other hand, if good material
from reliable sources is to be obtained,
Canada has many facilities for disposing
of it advantagecusly. *“The Dominion
Government aflords every aasistance to
respectable immigrants and Canadian
private associations are willing and
anxious to co-uperate.”

Miss Procter then describes the work
that is going on in the Catholic diocese
of Svuthwark. For some years the work
has been contined to boys, but now there
i1a movement to extend it to girls. The
Southwark diocesan agency was so suc-
cessful with its boy emigrants that it
had only one bad case. This success
was due to the unwenried personal super-
vision of the two priests that had under-
taken the duaty. When the boys reached
Canada their future home was chosen
with care; they were constantly visited,
and whenever it was found desirable,
they were moved to a fresh place.

The girls that Miss Procter contem-
plates bringing to Cunada are girls that
have reascnable health, good characters
and willing minds. Her visit gave hera
most favorable impression of the Catholie
households of Canada, She contrasts the
mistresses here with those in England
to the advantage of the former. There
is less luxury, less grinding poverty, and
then in Canada the Church is & true

jmother to her loyal children. She was

also pleased with the attention bestowed
on immigrants by the Canadian Govern-
ment. Her visit being mainly for in-
quiry, she only brought four girls with
her, but she found homes for them all,
although the time (October) was not the
best for the advent of young immigrants.-
In a future article Miss Procter will un.
fold her plans more fully. Meanwhile
the embarcation for Canada of respect
able Catholic girls under auspices so
likely to be advantageous both to them
and to us is surely a matter of congratu-
lation, and we shall watch with interest
the operation of Miss Procter's plans,

THE craze for mining speculations
and their attendant anxieties has seem-
ingly entered the ranks of the women of
Western Canada, Toronto is now the
scene of operations of & number of wo-
men who have huri up their signs as

mining. brokers. ln connection with

this wave of enthusiasm for speciTation
‘W6 regret (0 8ay that a number of young
men, and for that matter, young women
also, of Montreal, have become seized
with the idea of investing their hard
earned savings in these perilous enter
prises. Mining speculations should be
strictly avoided by all young people
who have but scant means, The percent-
age of successful operators are few in_
deed, while there are millions of the un.
successful, who mourn their losses. Our
‘young veople shéuld remember that
such investments are luxuries in which
the millionaire only can in ulge.

" CATHOLIC ULSTER.

Some cis-Atlantic papers, even of
those that sympathize with the Home
Rule cause, have, in noticing Lord
Russell’s remarks at the inauguration of
the Ulster Association, revealed a cer-
tain haziness on the subject of Ulster's
population. Nor are they altogether to
blame, perhaps, seeing that like mis-
conceptions prevail not only in England
and Scotland but even in parts of Jreland.
It has indeed bacome customary tospeak
in some quarters as if Ulster were to the
rest of Ireland pretty much what the
Province of Quebec is to the Dominion.
But such a comparison is entirely mis-
leading. Belfast and Derry and Ennis-
killen, all Ulster towns, are Protestant
strongholds, compared with Cork or
Waterford or Galway, but by no means
in the sense in which Quebec or Mon-
treal or St. Hyacinthe are strongholds
of Catholicism. One of the questions
that Lord Rusaell of Killowen is repre-
sented as having put to the Ulster Asso-
ciation was whether its members regard-
ed themselves as a peculiar people who
had reason to be grateful because God
had separated them from Leinster,
Munster and Connaught. Another was
whether they were of those who regard-
ed Belfaat as a suburb of Glasgow. Their
answers to both questions were satis-
factory. They had too much regard for
Ireland, Ulster, Bellast and them-
gelves to anawer those questions
otherwire than in the nega-
tive. The recent electorrnl listory
of Antrim, Derry and Fermanagh ought
to be suflicient to correct the absurd
notion that in any of those counties and
even in Belfast, Derry and Enniskillen
the population is overwhelmingly Pro-
testant, or, where l’rot(_sta.nt, unexcep-
tionally Unionist. Suppose one were
suddenly asked what was the proportion
of Protestants to Catholics in ' Pro-
teatant Ulster'” he might be puzzled for
a time, 8o oten has the dominant noticn
been dinned into his head. But wher
he conaults the census he finds that the
dominant notion represents not a fact
but a prejudice.

According to the census of 1891, the
results of which were not all made
known until the begioning of 1893, there
was in Ulster a population of 1,619,814,
Of this number 744 859 were Catholics,
the Protestantsor non Catholice of every
denomination numbering 874 ,955.

Now, regarding these figures from the
Home Rule point of view, and bearing
in mind that there has always been a
considerable proportion of the Protestant
population of Ulster strongly patriotic,
and that again and again some of them
have risked and lost their lives for the
common cange which they championed
with their Catholic fellow-coun rymen,
it hardly seems tous that there is ground
for despair in such an enumeration.
The eeparation of Ulster from the rest
of Ireland is justified neither hy reason
nor fact, and it is time that Irishmen all
over the world began to recognize the
truth. '

Our Irish Letter.

[CONTINUED FROM FIRST PAGE.]

The sction of the Mayor of Cork in
assisting at the consecration of a Pro-
testant bishop has continuned to be the
source of much criticiem in private
circles and the cause of two very impor-
tant deliverances from the pulpit.

At St. Putrick’s Church, on Sundry,
after the Firat Gospel, Monsigner Me-
Swiney referred to the Mayo:’s actionin
the following terms : He said that acan-
dal was multiplying more and mo-e

every day, and the culmination was the
act of & person who held the highest
position In the city, when, on Tueaday
last, he went amongst the enemies of the
Catholic religion and witnessed what
they called the consecration of another
man by the imposition of empty hands.

The Right Rev. Monsignor Maguire,
P, P, addressing the congregation at St.
Finn Barr’s Clurch, on the same sub-
ject, said:—

Never, perhape, did | ascend the pul-
pit with more pain, with more humili-
ation, and with more dread, than I do
as your pastor on this occasion.
appear as one bound to teach, blessed
by God in that solemn position, and
I am obliged in unfolding this teach-
ing to give pain tfo another. But
when the mnasses of the people are
concerned individuals will not be regard-
ed. There occurred 148t week one of the
saddest epiaades that ever took place in
the city of Cork. We are essentially a
Catholiccommunity, Weare brought up
‘rom our childhood in the teaching of
tbat church; we owe obedience to its
dictates and its teaching, and we submit
with humility, as we are bound, to
its decrces and ordinances.

I will not speak of the man ¢veopt
in his represcutative character. I have
nothing to do with the man; but it
is my business to sustazin the dignity,
the Lonour, and the integrity of the
Catholic Church. I am its minis-
ter, you are my flock; I am to tell
tell you whether an open act is u wrong
wae. 1 am to guide you in your teach-
ings, and tell you what is sin, and to tell
you how yonare to avoid that which the
Church of God condemmns.  Therefcre,
understand you who listen to me that !
take only the seandal—tbat I take the
ontwird act—that I take your represcn:
tative as simply representing you in all
the roval dignity of the robes of his uilice
when he comes and enters into the por-
tals of & Protestant church, sits down to
listen—what no Mayor of Cork had ever
done since the days we were privileged
as Catholica to hold the oilier of Mayor
—to 4it down and hear a sermon of one
in whose teachings he cannt belicve,
whese words he cannol regard as he
shonld those of his own miister, whore
cervmoninl is wrong, essentially wrong,
as the Holy Father has pronounced
by bis decree lately.  What has
tcrapted the Corporation of Cork to
comie to be dishunoured in the Catnolic
community ?

N w, a Catholic Mayor going into a
I'rotestant church denirs his faith ont-
wardly, and canno! be a Catholic.
Any Cathelic who enters their chwel
therrfore ceuses to bhe a  Cutholic,
ile cnters, that place of worship, and
ah what tnmilintion it was to the
hunbler men who accompanied him !
They go outside and stand at  the
door. Then, how is it that the repre-
scntative of the city entered?  Ah! there
is tbe scandal, The educated gentle
mun enters, and the poor men without
his learning stand outside the door to
make the world know they were (irst
Cathrdies and anything else after that
Religion is the dearcst object of our
livis, and we will never hend the knee
where we don't helieve the Lord J.sus
Christ is present in the Tabernacte.

People would say what harm is it
to o Into & Protestant chureh, tn
puay  tribute of reapect to & man., To
pay respect to & man—mnmost undoubtedly
thev onghit to do it.  "The Corporation of
Curk ought to go down and pry every re-
spect Lo w citizen off Cork palsed 1y 4
(Henitv with which you have nothing to
do. We would like to see him honored
and respected: no ene would like to ace
it better than 1 would mysell. But is
there a principle of religion to be sacri-
ficed to do that ?  Is there no other way
of doing this than discarding relizion
and saying, * No Chureh for me, nu re
tigion for me, I'll go where [ like—they
are wll the sanie, Protestant and Cath-
clie.”

For three bundred years of trial and
persecution they robbed you. Why?
Becaunse vonr forefathers loved their
taith and loved their religion more than
their Jives. What are you doing?
Would that scandal have occurred on
last Tuesday, on the Feast of the Blessed
Lady, if we had the faith of our fathers?
No. And when God sent the famine, of
which I can speak from my own experi-
cnee, in °46, 47 and 48, when the
poor people were driven in from the
country and had nothing to eat, when
their children were starving, they were
offered so much money if they only went
into the church and made their appear-
ance there, though they need not say any
prayers a$ all.

Some yielded, the others forfeited
their lives rather than betray the faith
that was in them. Coming to the
present time, do they bribe the old
people? This example of the Muyors
will be an encouragement to ignorant
people to say—"What difference is there
etween Catholic and Protestant
Churches ? Sure our Mayor went there,
and the Corporation endorsed it, partly
at all events ” And now let us come to
the Corporation. A Cutholic proposes
it, the Mayor acquiesces, and there was
not & man in the whole Corporation,
nearly two-thirds of which is Catholic,

.This is whut mukes us ashamed. The

citizens of Cork had not yet the courage
to express themselves on the greatest
outrage, the greatestscandal, and the
greatest reproach on our religion that
ever was offered in the city of Cork since
the days of St. Finn Barr.” May God en-
kindle faith within our breasts, may
God teach us the love of the Church
first before the love of man, may
God give us the grace to defend our
faith, ams our forefathers did, with our
lives. The Catholics of the North of
Ireland and those of America were
ashamed to have read that the Mayor of
Cork went to a Protestant ceremony
while his five assistants were outside
the docr. I have done. I shall only
ask you that this, the greatest of all
misfortunes, may be taken away from
us, that we may not lose our faith, the
dearest thing we have on earth next to
God Himselt: that that faith may be
preserved, and by no act of ours will we
ever stain the honour and dignity of
that Chureh which we eall our Chureh,
the holy Roman Catholic Church.

The Charitable Work Performed for Suf-
fering Poor.

There is & great deal of good very si-
lently aceomplished amid the clamor
and bustle of & hurrying world, and it
only claims our attention when we
stumble acrogs it or claim its hielp. Day
by day the same routine of merciful oe-
cupations gers steadily on within con-
vent walls, and the world knows little or
nothing of the many poor creatures who
henefit. by the result of the lab rs and
sacrifices of these heroic  women, be,
cause it is not elamored from the house-
taps nor cansiantly paraded in the press
for the curious to hear, and to censure or
praise, but quictly, steadily pursued in
meek and geutle guise, in the Spirit of
Chriet, for whom and in whom it is
cheerfully performed and Who nlone
knows its merit and cun grant jts res
ward,

Of the varjous works of charity within
our city, that have been undertaken to
iill the different needs that arise, there
is none more worthy of study and atten-
tion than the dispensiries that snpply
the ponr with medical advice and attend-
ance free of charge. Sickness and ill-
lealth are considered great trials by
those who ean command the services of
skilled physicians, and obtain the neces
sary medicines to alleviate their pain:
who ean humor the whims of a capri-
cious appetite with cxpensive dainues,
and seeL renewed vigor and health in
joreign lands; but sickness comes with
added sulterings to the struggling me-
chanic or laborer, for his meayzre carn
mps are at best but suflicient for the
wants of himself and fumily, DPoverty
vermits no luxuries ; and the physician’s
wld and the melicines he preseribey
come under this head in the eyes of the
socr but honest workmian, Slekness and
diseay: are cxpensive (nemies Lo fight,
and when vangyuished at Iast, the hunden
o deht they leave behind them is almost
anflicient to erush  the remnant of
steer gth left in the attenuated frame,

Put Charity has found a means or
helping the needy sntlerers. The good
nuns come to the rescue and supply
medical aid, free of charge, to thuse who
apply for it. The widow and the orphan,
the sfllicted and unfortunate, tind relier
in the Dispensaries provided by the good
nnng, and the great varricr shat bodily
weaknous putsin the way of their mak-
ing a livelihood is removed and they go
forth again healed and rejoicing.

Anyone who would visit one of these dis
pensaries during the hours of physicisne’
attendance would be surprised to find
the numbers who seek medicine and ad-
vice from the dispensary stafl,

St. Joseph’s Dispensary on Cathedral
street, which was estatlished by the
Grey Nuns in 1864, may be taken as s
good example of these institutions.

The hours of physicians’ attendance
are as follows :—

General Department.—D.aily, at 3 p.m.

Diseases of the akin and diseases
of children, Monday and Thursday at 7

pm.

Eye, Ear, Nose and Throat—Tuesday
and Friday at 1 p.m.

Diseasea of Women—Wednesday and
Saturday at 2.30 p.m. to

Dentist—Daily at 9.80 a.m., Saturday
excepted.

On Sundays and holidays of obligation
the dispensary is closed.

It will be seen from this that a com-
petent etafl is on duty in the Dispensary
and that special facilities are at hand
for the treatment of the various diseases.
The Hotel Dieu Hospital, Nazareth
Asylum, Providence Convent and Ful-
lun: Asylum and other institutions have
also dispensaries in connection.

The nuns in attendance are generally
trained chemists, and compound the vu-
rious remedies prescribed by the phys-
icians. .

HOSTILITIES  COMMENCED,

England, (taly, Germany and Russia take
Part in the Skirmish.

Hing George Speaks—He Says He Is
Fulfilling the Will of the Entire
Hellenic  People,

IN. Y. Sun.!

Carka, Feb, 21.—~The Admirals com-
manding the fureign tleets here yesterday
vigited Col Vassos, the commander of the
Greek army of occupition; at his camp
at Aghin.  What occurred there has not
been made publie, but npon the return of
the Admirals they invited the comman-
der of the Greek Warship Navarchos
Minoulis to visit then.

The invitation was neceptod. nud when
the commander met the admirals he was
informed that an attack wonld be nade
upon the Greek trosps and the Greek
warship if Col. Vassos attucked Canea.

The ultinutum appareutly did nog tor-
bid him front marching into the intetior
of the island, where Col, Vissox pucposes
to ceetlipy several atrategie points,

One report eavs that the ultbmatam
deelured 1f the Greek troops approached
any uvearer to Canea than they were the
tleets would shell them, bt it they were
quiet they would be pe rmitted to fend
tood. ) .

ol Vassos replied that he did not in-
tend to attaek Canen or the tlags of the
powers. Hewonld remain on the de-
fensive unless he waa attacked.

Notwithstanding this assurance, tight
ing touk place today on the hills tothe
enst of the town.  The combatants,
who were Cretan Coristinng and Mussnul-
mans only, were in plain view from the
ahips in the hathor, The Christians fined
into the town. The reply of the Mussul
mans Lo the lire of the Christians was
very feeble, and it ¢ould easily e geen
that they wonld he compelled 1o abane
don thelr positions if the Christians
pressed them,  Theie gun privetice was
gy very poor that it excited ridiente on
board the ships.

The main position of the Christinne
was 10 B hamlet on the ridge of the hills,
where they hud hoisted the flag of
Girecce. This position was anbout 4,000
cards from the warshigs,

At 430 P. M. the flagshin displayed
signala for the Dryad, Harrier o Re-
venge, and one vessel each of the Ltalinn,
German and Russian smadrons. Lo open
tire on the Cretan position.  The onder
was quickly complied with. The British
vesacly lired forty shells, and the other
vessels ahoul thirty. The aim of the
guanners wag very good, and it was soun
scen that the position of the insurgents
was becoming untenable. Tn about ten
minutes the Greek Hug was hanled down,
and as soon as it disppearcd  the
oedor “Ceane tiring " was given and the
suns of the ateet immediately became
silent.

"Phereupon the 11 agr was again hoisted
on its stadl,  The rocks in the neighbor
hood were erowded with Cretans, I'he
Mussulmans, enecnuragod and enzbolden
el by the nseintance tnat had been pives
Lo thiem by the ety of Chostian Faropie,
now began o fively  tasttbade on vhe
Cretans, who were cogaped in removing
their wonnded,  Toe Coristianns were
evidently dispirited by the action of th
fleeta, and mude noy attempt to return
the fire.

Losvox, Feb, 21-—A  despatch  from
Atheny auys tnat the excitement there
continues without aluitement and the
popular voice is loud for war if the an-
nexation uf Crete tu Greece can be ob-
tained in no other way. ‘The populace
demand that no attention be paid to the
warnings and demands of the powers,
but that Greece maintain her position
in face of Europe. A vast crowd gath-
ered this afternoonin front of the palace
and repeatedly cheered the king and the
royal princes, whoee actions meet with
the fullest approbation.

The crowd finally became so demon-
strative that the king appeared upon
one of the balconies of the palace and
addressed the people. He and the gov-
ernment, he declared, were fulfilling the
mandate of the entire Hellenic people
in going to the aid of struggling Cretan
Christians and in seeking to grin pos
seasion of the island. He added that he
prayed that God would strengthen their
eflorts.

His Majesty concluded his address by
thanking the neople for the whole-heart-
ed support th55 bad given him.

The crowd became wild with delight
over the words of King George and the
applausawas deafening when he had con-
cluded. Then, after crying again and
again, “Long live Greece,” the crowd
gradually dispersed.

Rong, Feb, 21.—The popular agitation
in Italy in favor of the union of Greece
and Crete is increasiug daily, end it
makes the position of the Government
difticult. Thirty members of the Cham-
ber of Deputies have telegraphed con:
gratulations to Athens upon the decided
stand taken by Greece.

There were important popular mani-
festations' in several towns to-day in
fayor of Greece. An enthusiastic meet-

ing was held in Rome, which declared in

WOMAN DUTLIVES MAN.

Hias Greater Vital Temacltty ., but Cannot
Stand Drink se Well.

Of the fourteen reputed centenariars
who died during the past year no fewer
than eleven were women, says the Iilus-
Out of the 188
persons who were declared ss over ninety

ears of age at death. 108 were women.

e superior longevity of thesex is a
well-estublished fact.
it depends, of course, on their more
sheltered method of living, but by no
means exclusively, as the women of the
Iaboring classes show a great vital ten-
acity as well as those who have an easy
time of it in the world. The vital power
of girls is displayed in babyhood, for
though about 104 boys are born to every
100 girls, the females have more than
overtaken the deficiency before the end
of the first year. In other worde, the
belief of old nurses that ‘ boysare hard-
er to rear than girls” isa true one.

For the first time, another point in
vital statistics as between the sexes has
been investigated. This is the relative
periods of sicknesa in life. It is only
lately that there have been any female
friendly societies and hence thestatistics
as to the days of illness among women
have been largely conjectural. Bat if
these figures are to be received as reli-
able, women have more davs of non-futal
sickness in the year on an average than
men at all periods df life, except between
fifty and sixty.

Apropos, a very curious fact has been

uneurthed by a private committee ap
pointed by the leading life assurance so-
cieties. The subject of their iuquiries
was the mortality of persons engaged in
the liquor trades. It is w 1l established
that the publicans are at the lowest
point in the list of dangerous trades.
This, you understand, is not teetotal
talk, but fact, and it is curious, because
publicans cannot be drankards—a man
who is not sober, as that term is gener
ally received, soon losea his license. But
the new fact revealed by the assurance
sccieties’ committee is yet more inex-
plicable ; it is that the women who are
engaged on their own account in the sale
of drink are not nearly so injuriously
atfected by it as the men. As any excees
of irdulzence in alcohol is undoubted!
far more injurious to the female organi-
zation than to the male, it can only be
concluded that the women who take the
responsibility of a license on themaselves
are endowed with greater self-control
and moral strength than their compeers
ol the other sex.
Women submitted to the temptation
of the trade in their capacity of wives,
however, do not come out so well, Bar-
maids also are affected unfavurably by
their occupation.

CANADIAN NURSES.

Keason Why They Cannot Enter the
United States,

BurraLo, Feb, 13,—The editor of the
Canadian Journal of Medicine and Sur-
gery, in order to obtain an authoritative
interpretation of the Alien Contract La

bor law passed in 1885 and amended in
1891, wivte a letter to the Commissioner
of ™imigration of Ellis Iaiand last Fri

day. The comminsioner referred the
Journal to Buffalo’s Immieration In

spector, Mr. John R. De Barry. The
inspector sent to the Journal a letter in
which he says: *The Commissioner of
Immigration at New York, having refer-
red you to me for information on the
subject of your letter of February 9,1
beg to say that, as nurses do_ not
belong to a *recognized profession,”
they cennot come under contract
to labor or “ perform a service of any
kind” in the United States. (Laws of
1885 and 1894 ) The same laws place
the medical and surgical fraternity in a
higher sphere, i.e., * members of a recog-
nized profession”; therefore they may
come under contract and engage in their
professional calling. . .

* There are no laws against Canadian
nurses other than the laws affecting sub-
jects of ‘all nations, so there 18 no law
forbidding a Canadian nurse emigrating
to the United States, and when domiciled
here she may present herself to any
private family or hospital, and, if ac-
cepted, can enter into contract with the
person or hospital desiring her services.
Soliciting or encouraging the immigra-
tion of aliens to enter the United States
to perform labar or service of any kind
is a violation of law, and the penalty is
$1,000 and costs in each case, no less.

The Victorian Grder of Home
Helpers.

GOVERNMEXT HOUSE,
Orrawa, February 15th, 1897,

To the Editor of THE TRUE WITNEES :

SIr,—At & public meeting held in Ot-
tawa on MWednesday, February 10th, at
the instance of the National Council of
Women of Canada, under the presidency
of His Ezcellency the Governor General,
the following rvesolution was unanim-
ous!y passed, having been moved by the
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, Premier of the
Dominion, and seconded by the Hon.
Clifford Sifton, Minister of the Interior:

“That this meeting heartily approves
of the general character of the scheme
described as the ‘Victorian Order of
Home Helpers,’ as a mode of commem-
oration by the Dominion of the Queen’s
Diamond Jubilee, and that a fund be
opened for the carrying out thereof.”

The need that exists in country and
remote districts throughout the Do-
minion for the services of trained prao-
tical women as district nurses seems to
be universally admitted, and there ap-
pears to be a very general concensus of
opinion that no better national scheme
could be devised for commemorating
Her Majesty’s Diamond Jubilee than the
eat1blishment on 4 permanent footing of
a Victorian Order of public servants
whose patriotic mission it would be to
meet this want.

All eandidates for this Order will have
to undergo an examination and be prac-
tically tested as to their titness for the
work which they are to undertake.

The standard for this examination
and the tests to be undergone will be
preactibed by medical men and others

ho underatand the need which has to
be met. It is proposed that the co-oper-
ation of various hospitals and medical
men in diflerent parts of Canada be in-
vited in carrying out this examination
80 that there may be convenient centres
for all candidates.

Already such co-operation has been
heartily promised in several centres.

The examination will especially bear
on tbe three following points :

1. A practical knowledge of midwifery,
sufficient to attain a prescribed certi-
ficate.

2, A practical knowlege of First Aid
to the Injured and of simple Nursing.

3. A general knowledge of home-keep- |.

ing, simple home sanitation, with the
ability of preparing sultable food for
invalids,

It is proposed that no person under
twenty-eight or thirty years of age
should be admitted into the Order, and
when admitted, an undertaking should
be given to continue the work, provided
Lhealth does not prevent it, for a period
of at lengt three years., A uniform will
be provided, aud a badge which may
take the form of St. Andrew’s cross with
the letters V.R. Trained nurses who
may desire to enter the Order will be
made very we'come. They will have to
pass the examination and be personally
approved by the Commitiee.

Women who have already lived in
these country districts, and who are re-
spected, and have the confidence of their
neighbours, would be preferable to any
others, in mzny instances, and it would
be well to encourage parishes and town-
ships to chucse sume one whom they
know, and send her down to one of the
centres where the necessary training
could be given. Arrangements will be
made whereby candidates can be enabled
to obtain the necessary training.

Districts wanting to secure the services
of a Home Helper will be required to
raise a certain sum towards her main
tenance, which they would undertake to
give yearly to the Central Committee
during her residence, or to provide suit-
able board and lodging tor her and
means of conveyance.

RECIPROCITY SENTIMENT

Between the United States and Canadn—
An American View of the Questiou.

Under the caption of “ Canada Still at
the Door,”’ the Boston Globe in a leading
article says:

That the eastern states want Canada’s
bituminons coal free of duty we all
know. That the Canadians want an-
thracite coal free of duty is equally
plain,

Both nations, confronting each other
in this way. have tried various policies
by which they might secure the big end
of the stick, but even a protracted trial
of reciprocity was not entirely satisfac-
tory.

Our Canadian neighbors are very per-
sistent, Trials of reciprocity, retalia-
tion and bluff have not stilled their
yearning for an arrangement with us,
and they are now entrenched in Wash-
ington determined to secure terms from
the incoming administration

The trouble with the Canadians is that
they talk sentument but mean the best
end of the bargain. They will buy of
Epgland every time that England otfers
the best terms, and will buy our goods
only when we can do better by them
than England.

Canada oas played the role of the dog |
in the manger rather too heavily. She
has been unreasonable in the Hsheries
matter. She has tried to stiruptroubles
between England and the United States
with a view to retaliation. She still
threatens us with penalties while trying
to cajole ua into reciprocity.

Perhaps there is no hurry about fixing
up another trnce with Canada. We are
practically independent of her. At any
rate the next itrade treaty with her
shonid secure for our fishermen good
trestment and be really fraternal rather
than a one-sided game for * points.”

FIRE IN A BOSTON SCHOOL.

In a Rush to Excape Danger Ten or
Twelve Children were Injured.

A fire in the Everett School, at the
corner of Northampton and Tremont
Streets, on Friday last, caused a stampede
among_the pupils, and in the rush to
leave the building ten or twelve children
were crushed and bruised, but it 1is
thought none are fatally injured.

The fire, which waas of a triviel nature
in itself, started in a waste basket at 11
o’clock, and was discovered by a scholar,
Principal Pritchard ordered the dismissal
beil to be rung, and as the children were
leaving the building, so ne of them saw
the amoke, and, becoming alarmed
started to run toward a small porch door
on the Northampton Street stde. They
were quickly followed by others,and in
the stampede some were hurt. The
injured were taken home or to hospitals

At the City Hospital there are nine
cnges, but only three of the children are
badly injured. They are unconscious,
and it isimpossible to get their names.

Live Stoek Markets.

LospoN, February 22.—There was a
wenker feeling in the market for cuttle,
aud prices show n decline o! jcto Jc as
compared with this day weck, choice
States being quoted at 1l}c and Arzen-
tine at 10c. On account of a short sup-
ply of sheep and a good denmand, the
market was strong and prices show an
advance of t¢to 11¢, choice being queted
at 12¢ to 12)e.

A private cable received from Liver-
poil noted an advance in the price of
Canadian cattle of !, quoting choice at
1le, while States cattle were unchanged
at 113e, sheep at 11¢, and Iambe at 14]c.

MonrrEAL, February 22.—Englieh ad-
vices to-day were somewhat conilicting,
cables from Dondon being weaker for
cittle, and noted a slight decline, while
for sheep they were strong and bhigher,
and advices irm Liverpool were firmer
for Canadian cattle, and unchangeq for
American. Recent aclual sales of
Canadian sheep showed & joss of three
shillings per head, but at to-day’s prices
in London they probably let out with a
small profi. Locally the market was
somewhat disappointing to bolders of
butchers' stork in view of the recent ad-
vance at Toronto. and the active trade
reported there last Friday. On the
other hand there was a good demand for
exportcattle which was held principally
at the Stock Yarde. and about 200 head
chang e | hands at 84c to 4c per 1b,, to fill
up this week’s space.

At the East End Abattoir market the
receipts of live stock were GOU cattle, 200
sheep, 100 lambs and 50 calves. Not-
withstanding the active demand from
American and export buyers and the ad:
vapce in prices noted in the Toronto
market on Friday last, there was little,
if any, response to the same here, prin-
cipaliy due no doubt to the fact that the
supply was in excess of the require-
ments of the trade, and as holders in
most cases were asking an advance of }c
per l1b, buyers in econsequence showed a
dist esition to hold off, and trade on the
whole was slow. The top prices paid for
the best cattle offered were 3}c to 8ic,
while fair to good sold at 2}c to 3e, and
common to inferior at Iic o 24c per1b.
live weight. In sheep the feeling was
firmer owing to emall supply. for which
the demand was better, and sales were
made at 3¢ to 3ic per lb. The demand

maintained at the recent advance, with
sales of straight lnts at 4ic to 4jc, and
mizxed lots at 4}c per lb. live weight.
Culves met with a fair sale at prices
ranging from $2 to $10 each as to size
ana quality.

The feature of the Point St. Charles
market was the stronger feeling forlive
hogs, and prices advanced 15¢ per 100
lbs., which is due to the small receipte,
The demand was good, and sules ol
straight light weights were made at $4.60
10 $4.75, anc mixed lota ay $4.25 per 100
lbs. Trade in cattle was slow, owing to
the fact that local dealers generally fitl:
ed their wants in the Toronto market,
consequently no sales were made and
the stock was forwarded to the above
market.
