REV. DR. CAHILL
NN THE PRESENT AND FUTURE POLITICGAL PROS-
PECTS OF IRELAND.
(From the Dublin Catholic Telegraph.)

The growing antagonism of party fecling in Eng-
iand : the change of public opinion on several lead-
ing political guestions, and the state of foreign policy
through Burope and America, will very soon force
the British Cabinet to adopt n code of legislation
favourable to democratic progress; and in th: pre-
sent times, essential to the general imperial inlcrests,
Heretofore Ireland bad a large share it extending or
laying the foundations of popular liberal measures of
internal policy : our eminent Irish leaders struggled
for the religious liberties not only of the Catholic but
also for the Presbyterian and the Methodist ; and the
cchoes of the House of Commons are still ringing
with the fervid eloquence of our orators, demandivg
on every befitting opportunity, since the year 1829,
#n extension of social and commercial rights for the
people of Scotland and England, And it is a strange
historical fact, that where Ireland had aided in thus
striking off the fetters that bound the Seotch and
other croeds : and when she bad cheerfully united her
willing exertions, in framing or enforcing laws of

justice for the English pation—how strange to see

the peoples whom she Lad helped to work out their
religious and political emancipation, not only nn-
gratefully refuse afterwards » similar service to Ire-
lana: but even use the unsheathed sword she had put
into their hands, to wound our faith, and to resist our
liberties. How changed is the present.condition of
things! The questions for the mccomplishment of
which Cobbett had written so much, and for which
0'Connell has uttered the most brilliant passages of
his impassioned eloguence, are now taken up by al-
most the universal English pcople, and will be made
the future essential pledge for a seat in the House of
Commons. Exiension of Reform, additional repre-
sentatives in proportion to population, triennial Par-
liaments, and vote by ballot, are measures which
heretofore were only agitated by Chartists and po-
pular democrats : but which, in the present time, are
considered, by the sober decision of eminent states-
men, a5 the necessary accompaniments of social pro-
gress, in order to make deeper and wider the basis
for the more clevated structure of modern civiliza-
tion.
Many causes have slowly contributed to produce
thia new public feeling in England. The populstion
of the nsnufucturing and other towns have grown
lnrge by the addition of tcpa and hundreds of thou-
sands ; and she fictitious woalth of the nation has
incrorsed by tens of millions pounds sterling. No
doubt, if Coblet were alive, hie would say, how can
a nation be called wealthy, which owes at least more
than treble the amount of her entire capilal, She owes
indeed, at present nearly one thouarnd millions
pounds sterling! One must take in fresh breath be-
fore this magnitude can be pronounced a second
time. No doubt, if the goverument-paid thig sum to
the people to whom it is due, it would take tho. fee-
simple of Canada, and India, and Ireland, to dis-
charge even a moiety of the amount, leaving tens
and hundreds of millions still unpaid. But who
conld make this purchnge, and whers could the
money be procured? There is not so much money
in all the treasuries, and all the exchequers of the
whale world : and mare than this, there never will
be s0 nuch gold on the whole earth till the day of
judgment, a3 could discharge this most incredible,
most wonderful multitudinous debt by the presenl
Queen snd Cabinet to the people of England, Ire-
land, and Scotland. And, what renders this debt
atill more stupendonsly surprising is the fact that all
tLis swmn has been given Dy the people, only receiving
in exchange from the government some few pieces of
sheepskin called debentures, on which the inlerest is
paid half-yearly as long as the commerce of England
is prosperons, or the empire lasts: but which, if
either or both of these two antecedents fail, must
end in the bankruptey of the goveroment, and the
beggary of the people. )
Well then, it is quite irus to say that by the col-
lection, aggregation, and circulation of these pieces
of sheepskin, England is the wealihicst nation on
earth, aiways remembering that it is fictitious wealth,
having no cupilal to represent il, or no equivalent se-
curity of any kind to meet its demands, except the
stability of the empire, end a proesperous commerciul
business : or ns old Napoleon used to cali it—* An
unrivalled cotion and iron warchouse.” Well then,
it is admitted that under the premises Lere laid
down,England is most wealthy : and this i3 in fact
one of the clements which has this present year set
the nntion on n new race of Reform through every
department of legislation..

Agaiu, the
connivance of authority at the shameless brivery af
clections has long und lond called for change in this
depurtment, while the cruelty of the rejected eandi-
date towards those who opposed his claims 1o the re-
presentation is a crime before God and man, which
crizd to Heaven for Reform or vengeance. The Pre-
wnjers, too, during the last twenty years hase not
heen able to satisfy the numerons demands for place
and pension of the followers and adherents who rais-
cd them to power and pre-cminence, They were like
hantsmen afraid of bring devoured Ly their own dogs,
unless they satisfied their savage hanger, and threw
iulo the kennel the Besh reserved for the foud of their
fellow-citizens. The Ballat, the now franchise, and the
trienninl Parliaments will put an end to this combi-
nation, of injustice, trick, and perjury. These results
will appear evideat, when it is remembered that the
party of general Reform constitntes a majority of the
HTonse, wlile the section which avowedly demnands
vole by bullo! aimounts at present {o the compact and
powerful body of upwards of two hundred and forty
members. When the process of reform is once set
going, and when it is attended with succestful results
there is not a department of the public service or ex-
penditure into which it will not enter.

Mr. Mi-
all, who leads this party, could, by factious opposi-
iion, earry, if he wished it, this measuro of disendow-
ment in the next session of Parliament: but in the
magazine which is edited under his own inspection,
and for which he has engaged some of the most emi-
nent writers of the age, he makes the avowal that “ e
will never attempt to introduce hii measure till he
will have a large majority in his favor combined to-
gather, not from faction, or interest, or ambition, but
linked by one commmon sentiment and conscientioug
conviction that the accumulated revenues of the
Church Establishment are a public robbery, a shame-
ful nuisance, a blasphemous fraud,and the worst acan-
dal of Protestant Christianity.”

A new House of Commons, increased by Reform,
and elected by the Ballot, would soon carry the mea-
aure referred to, and remodel the entire working of
our internal jnrigprudeuce and our foreign policy.

and the Crown, and generally do more damage in
that direction than would the crimes, even should
they really bave existence, againat which such & foul
muchinery is employed. If the Irish people were not

At the trials » short ime agoe, on Shoeburyness flat,
it was found that the Splid iron easing of the Trusty
(floating buttery) aorded at 400 yards no protection
to the steel-pointed Armstrong bolt fired from a 32-
pounder of the new kind, and with the small charge
of 6lbs of powder. We mako use adrisedly of the
term “balt,” for these missiles, from their shape, re-
semble much more u rocket than any other deserip-
tion of billet hitherto nsed for heavy guns, So

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The announcement that Austria had consent-
ed 10 a Congress of the great European Powers,
Pussta, Prussia, Austria, France, and Lngland,
1o take into consideration the state of Ttaly, had
increased the prospects of an amicable settiement.
Still it can hardly be looked upon as conclusive
and the proposal for a Congress may be only a
trick to gain time, and to complete military pre-
paratiors. Sardinta will it is said be represent-
ed in the Congress, but wiil have no vote.

The Reform Bill is the one subject of discus-
sion in the British journals ; but judging from the
reparts, the Jength of the debates therevpon in
Parliament is no measure of the feelings of the
great mass of the people outside, towards the
Bill.

It will thus be seen that the questions at issue
were, whether the system of legislation towards
Beligious, Chantable and LEducational Sovieties,
inaugurated by DMr. Drummoad some three
years ago ; and supported then and sinee by the
Ministry and the majority of the Ministerial par-
ty, us well as by the & Rownges” and the ¢ Clear
Grie? {ollowers of George Brown, was to De
abandoned or made permancat ; and whether the
Clergy and Religtous of the Cathotic Church in
particular, were by Act of Parliament to be
branded as death-bed robbers? 'Fe our great
satifaction these questions have heea both set-
tled. The House las retraced its steps; the
Ministry and their supporters have for once et
ed lie gentiemen and Catholics; they bave by
their voles fraukly acknowledged their gross er-
ror in voting for the restrictive cluuses of Mr,
Drummond’s infamous Bill, and made the best re-
paration in their power for their former offences ;
and bave, therefore, by implication, fuily ratified
the condetnation passed upon them hy the TruE
Wirsess for their anti-Catholic conduct upon
previous occasions ; and also, for having atlowed
the Acts of Incorporation for the Assumption
College of Sandwich, and the Academy of St.
(esaire, to pass last session encumbered with
those very restrictive and insulting clauses, which
1his session they have refused to admitin the case
of the Bill fer the Incorporalion of the British
and Canadian School Society, and of that for In-
corporating the St. Bridget’s Asylum of Quebec,
as an insult to the ministers of their religion. It
is, therefore, incumbent on the Hon. M. Cartier
and his supporters who voted with bim on the 6th
inst., if they desire to obtain a reputation for
consistency, and to make full satisfaction for their
past transgressions, to expunge from the Acts of
Tacorparation passed last session, those clauses
against which they profess so much honest and
virtuous indiguation in the sesssion of 1859.—
Dat to come back to the debate :—

'The motion of Mr. Dunkin, mentioned above,
was met by an amendment from the * Clegr
Grit” leader, Mr. George Brown, the person
with whom it was proposed that Catholics should
contract a political allirnee. ‘T'rue to his ante-
cedents, Mr. George Irown contended for re-
taining the offensive clauses; as the effect of
their abolition would be to perpetuate those death-

bed solicitations which were so much to be de-
precated.

Mr. Brown was supported by all the leading
Orengemen of the House; thus showing that
Orangemen are his natural allies; and proving
the truth of what we have always asserted —that
an alliance of Catholics with George Brown
was neilher possible nor desirable ; and that such
an allisnce would inevitably be unspeakably dis-
graceful to all Catholics, parties thereunto. On
the other hand, M. Cartier, for once, spoke out
boldly, and hke a man ; standing up for the rights
of his coreligtonists, and the honor of his Clergy,
like a gentleman and a Catholic. Had be always
assumed—or if we had assurance that for the fu-
ture he would always assume—such a dignified
attitude, we would not have bad, we should not
again have, imposed upon us the disagreeable
task of lostile criticism. Did he know his true
interests ; could be rise above the sordid consi-
derations of place and emolument, or the paltry
ambition of being a leading political partisan, he
might yet be a credit to his country and his
Chureb ; he mght have been, he might yet be,
what the time-server, the place-hunter, and the
mconsistent politician  never can be--a truly
great and respected Catholic Statesman. 1le
lias talents; he has energy and great aptitude for
business 5 all he wants are firmness, integrity, and
stugleness of purpose. © Si oculus tuus fueri
sémplex, Lot corpues tuwem luctdum crib.”’—
St AMarT, vie 22

As a specimen of the energy which M. Car-
fier can put forth when he pleases, we give the
fallowing extract from the Toronto correspond-
cuce of the Montrea! Grazetie :—

Mr. Brown was arguing that death-bed solicitations
on the part of the priests were to be prevented,
when—

Mr. Cartier interrupted him, saying ke was insult-
ing the members who professed the Roman Catholic
religion,

e, Browan denied the imputatien.

Mr. Cartier—Yes, yes, you do.

Mr. Brown—The Hon. Atty-General East, with
studious discourtesy, interrupts hon. members on this
side of the House, screeching at the top of his dis-
agreeable voice as loudly as hio can,

Mr. Cartier—If there is one mewber of this
House whose conduct is marked by an absence
of courtesy, of respect for the feclings of others
especially  Catlolics, it i3 the hon. gentleman
himself. When I saw him making a lecture and
insulting my co-religionists, under the hypoceriti-
cal pretence of depriving this institution of the power
to receive bequests, what could T do but interrupt
him 7 1 am not a man to be insulted on the floor of
this House. My voice is perhaps too loud to please
the hon. gertleman—he can’t put it down; and,
though I am a smaller man, physically, than the hon
member, I might meet him either here or elsewhere.
As for his taunts, I regard them not : be has a moral
snd physical defect ; he can never keep within the

truth.

Mr. Foley—That's courteons|

Mr. Cartier—I don't intend to be polite to the hon.
gentleman ; he doesn't deserve it.

Amongst the other speakers who tnok part in
the debate upon the Catholic side, we must men-
tion Mr. Dunkin, Mr. McGee, Mr. Alleyn, M.
Laberge, aod M. Thibaudeaun ; whilst on the
other side, we must notice M. M. Brown, Gow-
an the Orangeman, Ferres, Mowatt, Dorion, and
Dr. O’Connor. That M. Dorion should bave
speken and voted against Catholic interests, and
with Mr. G. Brown and the Orangemen, has
indeed surprized and pawed us ; but the fact will
we hope be carefully treasured up, and duly
brought forth, when next again he shall present
hiwmself before the Catholic electors of Montreal
as a candidate for ibeir suifrages,

After a lengthy debate, the House divided ;
when there appeared—in favour of retaining the
cestiictive  clauses, 33 ; aganst retaining them,
42. 'Thus the principle was settled ; and on an-
other debate on the Sth instant, the St. Bridget’s
33itl, free trom the obaoxtous and insulting clauses,
was carrizd through its third reading. It now
remains for us to secure against ail future assaults
the integrity of our Charitable Instilutions; and
to return our tbanks to those to whom we owe
the late victory. Amongst these, though M. M.
Alleyn, Thibaudeau, and others deserve to be
honorably meuticned, it would, we repeat, be un-
just to refram from assigning a prowinent place
to M. Cartier ; and we rejoice heartily that, for
once, he has put in our power, as a Cathohe
Journalist, to speak of his political conduct in
terms of unqualified approbation. For our opin-
ion of that conduct, for our good will, or our
hostility, be may care but litile ; bat of the for-
mer we can assure him so long as e adberes to
the honorable palicy that he pursued on the 6th
instant ; whilst we believe that we may add that
many Catholics who have long stood aloof from
him, because of his unworthy concessions to Pro-
testant fanaticism, avd his adverse votes upon
questions affecting Catholic nterests, would
promptly and cheerfully rally round his standard,
and give him therr best support; would he in re-
turn but give thein assurance that, for the future,
he would always, and against all opponents, ap-
prove himself the stern and uncompromising
champion of our schools, of our charitable and
our religious institutions. Upon these terms,
but upon these terms only, we should be ready
as Catholics to forgive and forget his past; and
to give him for the future our best support, poor
and humble though that support may be.

Onr Monday, 11th inst., an interesting discus-
sion arose in the Legislative Assembly on the
M¢Lean ¢ License to commit Adultery Bill.”’—

Mr. Morrison mbved that the Bill be put first on
the order of the day for Wedoesday following.

This was opposed by M. Cartier ; after whom
Mr. J. S. M‘Donald called upon the Govern-
ment to explain why they had not laid before the
House a dispatch from the Imperial Government
to the different Colonial Liegislatures on the sub-
ject of Divorce. This dispateh which has al-
ready been laid before the Nova Scotian Legis-
lature, urges upon the dependencies of Great
Britain, the importance of establishing uniformity
of Legislation upon the subject of the sexual
untons of Her Majesty’s subjects throughout all
parts of Her dominions; and was accompanied
with a copy of the filthy English ¢ Divorce aad
Matrimanial Causes Act,” whose anti-Christian
provisions, it was hoped, would shortly be adopt-
ed 1o Canada.

To Mr. J. S. M‘Donald’s question, Attorney-
General Macdonald replied that the Government
had made up their minds to take no action upon
the dispatch alluded to, and would uot, therefore,
bring it down unless 1t was moved for. After a
somewhat desuttory debate Mr. Morrison’s inotion
was negatived hy a Majority of 51 against 36.
Then Mr. J. S. M:Donald, seconded, of course,
by Mvr. George Brown, moved for the production
of the dispatch belore referred to; and this mo-
tiou was ultimately agreed to.

On the same evening, some amusenent was
giren to the House by an announcement from the
Speunker that several members were grievously
torutented with dens; and bad actually been sub-
jeeted to the outrage of haviog a process served
upon them by bailiffs in the lobby of the House,
He, the Speaker, had given instructions that
Jfon. members who could not pay their debts, or
weet their trifling engagements with their respec-
tive washerwomen, should not be harassed again
i a similar manner, and in the lobbies of the Lie-
gislature ; and he, therefore, appealed to the
tlouse to support him in the course he had taken.
Mr. Foley suggested that it svould be better to
give orders that Ion. members should not be
waylaid by duns “in any other place either”—
2 suggestion which was received with much
laughter. It is really too bad, considering the
high wages that we are obliged to pay our repre-
sentalives, that they cannot keep out of debt;
and that their creditors are obliged to pursue
them, with their ¢ small accounts,” even within
the sacred precincts of the Iouse of Assembly!
Would it not be well to pass a Bill for the re-
lief of insolvent Members of Parliament ? with a
special clause restricting them to a certain num-
of glasses of brandy and water, and « gin-slings”
per diem, during the course of the Session?—
We throw this out merely as a hint to the advo-
cates of a ¢ Maine Law ;» for if there was less
liquor consumed by our legislators, there would,
we are sure, be also much less talk, and a great
deal more work, What says the Montreal
Witness to our suggestion ?

[
M. Cuimniquy.—TIt is with sincere pain that

we find ourselves compelled to notice the ravings
and misrepresentations which, through the friend-
ly columns of the Protestant press, the unhappy
man, and degraded priest, M. Chiniquy, bas
given to the world, as the explanation of the
causes of his deplorable fall, and apostacy from
that Church to which, at s ordination, be had
vowed obedience. Our present course is, how-
ever, forced upon us ; and though we would glad-
ly bave left the fallen priest undisturbed ; though
as Catliolics we would desire none to notice him,
save in their prayers to God for his conversion, he
himself has, by the unenviable notoriety which,
alter much Jabor and more falseliood, Le has ob-
tained, forced us to enter upon a discussion,
which, for his own sake, for ihe sake of decency,
morality, and Christian charity, we would, if pos-
sible, have still avoided. But as silence might
be musconstrued ; as M. Chiniquy seems deter-
mined not to profit by the indulgence and great
tenderness that has been extended to him by bis
Ecclesiastical superiors ; and as the locus pani-
temtice which in hopes of his conversion, they
have stil} left open to him, has been obstinately
refused, it is almost time that truth should be
told, and the guilty unmasked.

‘Why has M. Chiniquy left the Church, and
abjured the Catholic faith ? 15 a question we of-
ten hear asked. He would fain have us believe
that iL was because of a pecuniary dispute with
the Bishop of Chicago ; arising out of some deal-
ings with respect to Church property in the
Diocese of that vencrable Prelate. But this
reason, prominently assigned by M. Chiniquy
himself, is yot only notoriously inadequate for a
change of faith, but is also utlerly false. We
say it advisedly, and with full knowledge of the
facts ; thar it was not because of any dispute
about the disposal or ownership of Chureh pro-
perty that M. Chiniquy was suspended from the
exercise of his functions us Priest. e well
knows the true reasons for his suspension ; and
though he 1s at full liberty to make those reasons
publie, he will, we know, talce precious good care
for his own sake to keep them secret.

Again, we often bear it asked: How came it,
that this same M. Chiniquy, who in Canada had
carned such a reputation as a preacher of tem-
perance, and who apparently had done so much
good amongst his fellow-countrymen, was so

quietly allowed by his Canadian Ecclesiastical

superiors {o abandon the field of his labors 7 and
that not an effort was made to induce him to re-
main in Canada, where the need of a zealous
Apostle of Temperance was so strongly felt 2—
There were, we can assure our readers, many
and good reasous, why his Ecclesiastical superiors
in Canada were glad to get rid of him quietly ;
in the hopes that, change of scene, removal from
the immediate occasion of fall, and the prayers of
the Church, might yet avail to produce in him re-
pentance, an amendment of life, and moral refor-
mation. Alas! in this pious wish they have been
bitterly disappointed ; their tenderness towards
him has but encouraged him to pursue s bad
career, and to malign those who had mercifully
refrained from exposing hum to the world, Whilst
the same reasons that caused his wnregretted de-
parture from Capada, at length compeiled the
Bishop of Clicago to proceed to tiie strong mea-
sures against lim, which have been so fulsely
commented upon in the columns of the Canadian
Protestant press.  This we say, not in anger,
nor in biiterness of spirit against M, Chiniquy,—
We remember that, fallen and degraded as he
now is, upon Lim lias been imprinted the indelible
character of Priest of the Most High God ; of
the Minister of Ilim Who desireth not the death
of a sinner, but rather that le should turn from
lns wickedness and live ; and remembermg this,
it is in sorrow, rather than  anger, that we re-
cord his fall ; and with the sole object of disabus-
ing the public mind of those prejulices with
which, through bis lectures and published letters,
hie lLias sought to abuse1t.  Our object m fine, in
treating of the subject is stricily defensive, and
not offensive.

Two main reasons are assigned by M. Chini-
quy for bis quarrel with the Bishop of Chicago ;
which quarrel agam M., Chiniquy wishes us to
believe was the cause of his suspension ; whilst
that suspension from the ¢xercise of his spiritual
functions, was he pretends, the immediate cause
of his renunciation of the Catholic faith, and his
profession of Protestantism. In all this we need
hardly add there 1s searcely one word of truth.

It is true, indeed, that the Bishop of Chicago
did transfer the property in a certain church
from the bands of a French Canadian, to those
of an Irish Catholic congregation; but M. Chi-
niquy forgets, or finds it more convenient to sup-
press, the fact that the property in question was
deeply indebted, and mortgaged ; that the Bishop
offered every opportunity to the French Cana-
dians to raise amongst themselves the sum neces-
sary to redeem it from its encumbrances; that
the latter did not, or would not, avail themselves
of those opportunities ; that in consequence the
Bishop was at last reluctantly compelled to in-
terfere ; and that it was under these circum-
stances that the transfer of property cemplained
of as an act of injustice on the part of the Bishop
of Chicago, took place.

Again: M. Chiniquy complains that the same
Bishop commanded him to give up his—>M. Chi-
niquy’s—right to certain property at St. Aune’s ;
that upon his refusal the Bishop sent for, and
suspended him: and that upon bis refusal to
yield to the sentence of suspension, the Bishop
proceeded to excommunicate him. Here again
there is a complicated tissue of falsehoods.

In the first place, the entire property in ques-
tion was the exclusive property of the Bishop of
Chicago; having been formally conveyed by
deed, in trust for the use and interests of the con-
gregation, to the predecessor of the Prelate with,
whom M. Chiniquy pretends {o have had the dis-
pute. lIndeed, had there been any valid grounds,
or semblance even of grounds, for impugning the
Bishop’s iitle, is it probable that M. Chiniquy
would not have enforced, or attempted to enforce,
his claims to the property in question before the
legal tribunals of a country whose people and rul-
ers are cerlainly not obnoxious to the charge of
encouraging the pretensions, or of straining the
law in favor of the authority, of Romish Bishops 1
We beg of our Protestant readers to give this
consideration its due weight.

In the second place, and we say it advisedly,
it was not because of any quarrel arising out of
the Church property at St. Anne’s, that M. Chi-
niquy was suspended from the exercise, in that
wmission, of his priestly functions. He was sus-
pended for entirely different reasons ; for reasons
seriously affecting M. Chiniquy’s moral charac-
ter; for reasons which were fully stated to him
by the Bishop, and which had not the slightest
reference to Church property. The Bishop
wished to remove him from St. Anne’s for rea-
sons analogous to those which induced the Bi-
shops of Canada to part with him. The inten-
tions of that Prelate being—to deliver M. Chini-
quy from the immediate templation to which at
St. Anne’s the laiter was exposed—and to give
him an opportunity durmg a “Spiritual Retrcat”
with the Jesuit Fathers at St. Louis, to repent,
through the great mercies of God, of his former
sins, and to commence a new life ; in which case,
it was further the intent ion of the said Bishop to
raise his suspension, and to place M. Chiniquy in
a new Mission ; where under fresh auspices, re-
moved [rom oll associates, and the immediate
causes of his fall remole—he might yet, by a
life of holivess and sincere penilence, atone in
some measure for his conduct at 5t. Anne’s.—

These his intentions, the Bishop imparted to M
(?himquy himself ; giving the latter full permis:
sion .to make public the real grounds of his sys.
pension. Of that permission, from that day to
this, M. Chiniquy has not seen fit to avail him-
self.

The subsequent proceedings against M. Clini.
quy were rendered inevitable by his contemptuous
disregard of his Bishop’s sentence of suspension ;
by his open and ostentatious violation of aI;
Church discipline ; and by the sacrilegious obst;-
nacy in which he persisted, in spite of his well
merited suspenston, in celebrating the sacred
nysteries,

With this plain statement of facts, which M
Chiniquy knows to be true, we take our Jeaye o'f
a very painful subject; in the hopes that I,
Chiniquy will see that silence is lis wisest policy ;
and that he will spare us and himself, the neces-’
sity of raising still higher the curtsin which cop-
ceals his true claracter from the world.

Tue MoxrreAr “PiLoT” AND Clnistian
MATRIMONY.—¥We have, we hope, convinceq
our cotemporary that Protestant marriages are at
present looked upon by the Catholie Church ang
atl l{er children, as holy and lonorable, because
Christian and indissoluble, unions. When how-
ever, the Ptos shall have established his thesis—
t!.ul‘t the sexual unions of Protestants are mere
civil contracts, « and uothing wmore 7 when e
shall have proved that mito those unions a ye-
ligious and Cliristian, as distinguished from a more
civil or secular, element does not enter, he will
have succeeded i convincing us that there is
nothing more “ holy” about a Protestant mar-
riage, than there is in a contract for the delivery
of a specified quantity of pork ; and when he
shall have succeeded in establishing his other
thesis, that the marriages of Protestants way,
upon any prelence whatsoever, be dissolved by
any tribunal upon earth—then we shall of course
cease to look upon the sexual unions of Drotest-
ants as a wiit more “ honorable™ than concubin-
age.  Until then, however, our cotemporary must
excuse us if we treat the marriages of our Pro-
testant brethren as both  holy” and ¢ konorable?
—as Christian, and therefore as something more
than mere ewil, contracts ; and as indissoluble by
man, because made by God.

In point of fact the questions—Are the sexual
unions of baptised persons civil contracts, “and
nothing more?” as the Pilot asserts; or are
they also religious, as distinguished from mere
civil, contracts ? as the Catbolic Church has al-
ways taught—embrace all the pomnts at issue be-
twixt Catholics and Protestants as to the nature,
effects and force of the matrimomal contract
itself, Tor, if those unions be but civil con-
tracts “and nothing more ;” and as it is of the
‘essence of all mere civil contracts, that their terms
may be modified, or even annulled by the mutual
consent of the contracting parties ; it is a self-
evident proposition that, if marriage be no more
than what the P2/of pretends it is, the parties to
that contract have the right, without the interven-
tien of any third party, to dissolve at pleasure
their unions, and to enter into new contracts. Lut,
on the other hand, if, as the Church teacles, mar-
riage is a religious as well as a civil contract ; if
it be a Divine Ordinance—in a higher sense thap
a contract for Pork is a Divine Ordinance—it 1
equally evident that the Civil Magistrate has no
absolute jurisdiction therein; and that his autho-
rity, though it may be sufficient to invalidate a
mers civil, can bave no effect whatever upon a
religious, or spiritual, contract. The main ques-
tion at issue therefore resolves itself into this—
Is marriage a Divine Ordinance, and therefore
beyond the reachi of the mere civil mugistrate ?
oris it a mere civil contract, and nothing more,®
over which he has legitimate jurisdiclion?

And leve we would pause to ask the Pilot
how to reconcile his thesis tlat marriage is
“ nothing more” than a civil contract, with the
fact which we suppose he will admit, that God
Himself has denounced its violation as a special
crime 3 If, we say, marriage be ¢ nothing more”
than a civil contract, then adultery is but a breach
of a mere civil contract ; and is, morally, indis-
tinguishable from a breach of a contract for the
delivery, at a stated period, of a certain amount
of dry goods ; or from the breach ot a contract
entered into by a railway contractor for complet-
g a specified amount of road within a specified
time. e, however, Who from the thunders of
Sinai proclumed the Divine Law-—¢"Thou shalt
not kill>—in like manner, and at the same time,
issued His command—* Thou shalt not commt
adultery.” Ifow then, upon the Pilut’s hypo-
thesis that marriage is a civil contract, “and
nothing more,” are we to account for the fact
that God Himself singled out the breach of this
mere civil contract, as the subject of special de-
vunciation ?

And again would we request our cotemporary
to explain wherein, upon his hypothesis, concu-
binage differs morally from marrage ; or wherc-
in a mistress morally diflers from a wife. For if
in marriage there be ¢ nothing more than in a ci-
vil contract ; and since ihe arrangement in virtue
of which and for a pecuniary consideration, a wo-
man contracts {o live for a specified time asa man’s

mistress is also a “ cwil or mere secular con-
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sract” ulthough the law may take no cogmsance
thereof ; it is self-evident that wwrally., t'here 18
« potbing more” in marriage than thereis in con-
cubinage ; and that, morally, a kept mistress,
who adberes farthfully to the terms of her conlrfxct
with her keeper, is indistinguishable from a w!fe..
If, we say, the union of the sexes be a mere eivil
contract ¢ and nothing more” as the P—onz pre-
{ends, then God 1-Iim;ie'1f has not prescribed the
sole terms on which it is lawful tc.> contract those
wions ; and if He has not prescribed the terms,
{hen,though in concubinage there may be a br:each
of a civil or munpicipal enactnent, there is no
violation of His Laws, and therefore no sin.—
The kept mistress, who adheres to the terms of
per civil contract with the man who keeps ‘her,
may Dy 50 doing incur the wrath of lh.e Police ;
yut has no more reasons to dread the judgments
of God for her conduct, than has the bouscholder
who 1o defiance of the Bye-Laws of the Corpo-
ration, neglects o clean the snow away ﬁ:om the
athway in front of his dt_)or. In fine, if mar-
rage be not 2 Divine Ordmnnce., 'and lherefor‘e
¢ something more” than a mere civil contract 5 if
the terms upon which alone the un.ion of the sex-
¢s Is lawful have not been preseribed, a_nd spe-
cially revealed by God himself ; then a civil con-
gract m virtue of which a man and woman should
amree Lo colabit for a year, for six mo‘nlhsf for a
week, or & single day, would be no violution of
e Divine Taaw 5 and therefore us sinfess, and os
aoralty justifiable, as a civil contract w!mrem'
should stipulate to cohabit for the term of
diew patwral lives 5 and though there might be a
Jemal ov mutrucipal, there would be noz;wml,
di;lmctiou betwizt the condition of & wife, and
IPor concubinage is a mere

gecular, or civil contract ; and, according to the
Dilot, mavriage is © nothing more.” .

But if, as we contend, marriage 1s sz?n.]elhmg
more (han a civi) contract; i1t be a sptrnlu?i as
well as a mere secular or eivil contract;.lf its
terms have been prescribed by Gold ?—[:mseit, and
by Him revealed to map; then is it a::ontract
over which no man, whether he be a Beadle, a
Bailiff, or a Member of Parliameflt, has any pow-
er of jurisdiction. The civil .acmdenls therefrom
flowing are indeed under his control; but the
contract itself being spiritual, and mot werely
civil or secular, 15 beyond his reach ; and the
terms thereofl, having been prestfribed by One
Who v greater that Bum-Bailifls, a‘nd ‘Who‘se
Mujesty trauscends that of the Police Magis-
trate, or any otber civil functionary, are not sub-
ject to human law, and caunot therefore be either
annulled or ever modified by man,

Respectfully commending these considerations
to the Pilot, we would take leave of him for the
present ; begging of him, however, not to forget,
when next he writes upon the subject of mar-
riage, to show us wherein, according to his hypo-
thesis, concubinage differs—not Zlegally, but—
worally from marriage ; and wlat moral—aot
kgal—advantage a wife has over a concubine,
a kepl mistress who faitbfully adlieres to the
terms of ber pecuniary and purely civil or secular
sontract with her keeper.  As to the authorities
whom he threatens to quate against us in support
of the doctrine of the lawfulness of divorce —a
®nclo malrimonit—we are quite ready to en-
eounier himand them. For we are sure before-

haud, that our cotemporary will either misquote §

the writers whoin he proposes to cite; or that
quoting them correc.iy, he will altogether fuil to
eeize and appreciate their meaning. This we
pledse ourselves to make good wbhen e brings
forth the autborities whose numes he so ostenta-
fiously and with so many blunders, puraded in his
issue of Saturday Tast; and by way of sigualising
one of those ridiculous blunders, we would just
hint to him that the Emperor Charlemagne was
never “ canonised” by any Iope, or recognised
as “canonised” by the Catholic Church.

Wiilst thus avowing our readiness Lo accept
the challenge offered to us by the Pilot, we would
take this opportunity of remiuding him that the
question to Le by us disscussed is not—whether
matimeny is a Sacrament and indissoluble 2—for
that is a question in the supernatural order, which
Catholies cannot discuss with non-Catholics, be-
eause in that order they have no first principles in
eominon ; but sunply, whether the Roman Catho-
lic Church, by her Counrils and Decrees of her
Pontifls, bas always zaught that matrimony s a
Sacrament and indissoluble 2 "This latter is a
quesiion in the natural order ; a question of facts
recorded in history ; one which oflers therefore
& fair subject for discussion betwixt Cathelies,
and pon-Catholics or Protestanta.

* Our ProTESTANT CoTEMPORARIES. ~In our
last we published some statistics relative to the
Kingston Hospital, as furnished to us by a well
known gentleman of that City; who guaranteed
that the statistics by him seat to us for publica-
tion, could be established by oath, if their truth
were called in question.

Now these statistics gave the lie dircct to
the Montrcal Witness, to the British Whig,
the Daily News of Kingston, and also to several
olber of our Protestant cotemporaries ; who,
with the design of discrediting the morality of
Irish Catholics, had published a statement to the
effect that, betwixt the First of January of the

present year, and the month of March, there had
been in the Lying-in Wards of the Kingston
Hospital, 77 cases of illegitimate births from
amongst Catholic women, agamst ooly 21 illegi-
timate births from amongst the Protestant in-
mates of that asylum. We therefore called in
our last upon our several cotemporaries above
named, to make good their assertions with respect
to the greater immorality of Irish Catlolics, as
revealed by their statistics of the number of ille-
gitimate births in the Kingston Hospital ; or else
to submit to be branded openly as convicted of
lying and slandering—unless, indeed they gave up
the name of their informant. This request, we
think, was, on our part, just dnd reasonable.—
Let us see how 1t has been et by the Protest-
ant journals ; whose editors, one would thmk, had
some interest in upholding their reputations as
men of lonor and lovers of truth,

To our contradiction of its statistics, the
British Whig, in us issue of the 11th instant,
replies as {ollows :—

$ Tug ¢ Brerisn Wi’ asp THE ‘Tiug Wirxese.'—
When o man is beaten in argument, he begios to
cafl names. The recent impious calumnies of the
tTrue Witness' against the Protestant Faith, have
drawn from the British Whig and other newspapers
severe rebuttals, under which the author of these
atrocities evidently winces. Having no argumeut to
ase, he mukes foul-montheld blackguaidism serve the
purpose. In his lust 1ssuv he dedicated several of
his columns to sccusations couched in language that
no one having any respeet for himself canreply to.
He shuts up disenssion and has the field to himself,
A& man Jiving in s glasz house shoakl not throw
stunes.  Mad we amind to ndminister to him 3 mo-
dicum of the lex talionis, we could remind him of
what he his heen, and what hs i3 now ; but we shall
only tel] him, that it is a poor way to show bis at-
tachnent to the ereed he has joined, by abusing the
creed he hias left 3 and that though his present co-re-
ligionists may admire the talents he so bn‘rh;f uses,
yet they must detest hint as a renegude. They may
love the treasgn, thongh hate the traitor. *'Tis a
dirty bird that fouls liis own nest.””

We donot think that any one will pretend
that the above—wlich is all that the Whig has
to offer to the dumning charges brought against his
veracity by our Kingston corvespondent Veritas
—contains any refutation of the latter’s statistics
or any satisfactory proof of the truth of the sta-
tisties previously published by the British Wiig,
in corroboration of the immorality of Irsh Ca-
tholics in the vicinity of Kungston. Neither do
we think that any man, calling bimsell a genile-
man, and whose veracity had been so seriously
called in question as bas that of the DBritish
Whig, would content himself with such a reply
as this, wlich in the above paragraph, our King-
ston cotemporary has vouchsated us. And yet it
comprises all that the latter bas to offer in reply
to the very serious charge of lying and slandering
urged against him by Veritas.

On the other hand, Dr. Horatio Yates, whom
our correspondent by name accuses as the origi-
pator of the infamous lie to which the TWitness,
and its Kingston compeers, the Britesh Whig,
and Daily News, gave circulation—has not a
single word to say for himsell; though we took
the precaution of sending bim a copy of Ilast
week’s TRuE WITNESS, in which his bonor as a
gentleman, and his veracity as a Christian, were
so directly and strongly impugned.

And again, the only notice taken by the Mon-
treal Witness of our direct contradiction of his
statistics, and our challenge to him to prove their
truth, is coantained in the following paragraph
which appeared in its issue of the 9th inst. :—

% The True Witness, ou the authority of a Kirzgston
correapondent, denies the accuracy of the statement
which appenred in & communication to this paper, ro-
speclivg the number of Roman Catholic illegitimate
births in the Kingston Lying-in ospital. This
writer saya that so far from there being 77 in threo
months, there have only been 44 in threo years. The
discrepancy here is startling. We wait {urther de-
velopments.”

Thus the VWitness tries to shuflie out of the
disagveeable position in which bis disregard
for truth has placed him. We would tell Lim,
however, that it is bis duty to join with us in de-
manding an investigation mto the truth of the re-
port to whick be gave circulation ; that, not to
“ wqt,” but to move in this natter, is his duty ;
and that no man with a spark of honor, the truth
of whose statenients had been called in question,
would ¢ 247> one moment under the imputation,
when it was in his power to prove his integrily,
and to crush his opponents.

We should add, that, though the momeui they
caught our eye, Wegare insertion to the statistics
publisked by the Wautness the DBritish Whig
and other Protestant journals respecting the il-
legitimate births in the Kingston Hospital-—not
one of those Protestant papers that we have yet
seen, with the exception ot the Wainess, bas so
much as hinted that the truth of its statistics had
been called in question in this journal. This we
cite as a specimen of Drotestant love of * fair
play.”

Lastly, we would ask of our Protestant cotem-
poraries what they would think of the True
Wirness and of its supporters, if, after having
given as the statistics of some Canadian public

institution a string of figures stroogly condemna-
tory of the chastity of Protestant women, we
were to treat the open contradiction of those
statisties wilh silence ; or with such pitiful eva-
sions of the question as those resorted to by the
British Wiag and the Montreal Witness 1—
Would they not justly look upon the Trur Wir-
KESS as a slanderer, und upon its supporters as
the abettors of slander 7 'Would they not tell us
tbat we were bound— the truth of our statistics
having been called in question—either Lo substan-
tialc them by evidence, or else to retract them

and confess our error? This then is what we
say {o the Witness and the British Whig.—
“You have made an explheit statement as to the
number of iflegitimate births amongst the Catho-
lic inmates of the Kingston Asylum during the
last three months. On the faith of a correspond-
ent, who offers to establish the facts he adduces
upon oath, we denounce your statistics as lying
forgeries ; and call upon you either to substan-
tiate them by proof, or to admit your error and
retract. Were you either Christians or gentle-
men, this is 3 challenge to which you would not
consent io subject yourselves twice.” Tn our next
therefore, we hope that we shall bave it in our pow-
er to publish our cotemporaries’ replies thereunto ;
for we assure them that it is a subject which we
will not allow to drop, until we shall have elicit-
ed the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but
the truth. In this undertaking we request the
co-operation of our correspondent, Veritas, and |
his Kingston friends. ’

The Presse says:— Since the days of Na-
poleon L., nathing like thedast Moniteur's note
has been addressed to the German nation. As
ever since the 1st of Jaruary it has been the po-
licy of the Tuileries to disturb the peace of
Europe, it is unexampled impudence (beispiel-
lose unverschamtheit) on the part of the Moni-
tewr to speak of those Germae Diet which ’have
displayed a patriotic fecling as ¢ agitators.” If
Baron von Lerchenfeld Tn Bavaria, Von Alten
and Benningsen in Hanover, Rau in Nassau, and
Friedleben in Trankiort, agitated whea they
proposed that. the export of horses should be
probibited, the German Band would be guilty of
the same offence if it should resoive on placing
the federal troops in a state of preparation. In
an order of the day Nayoleon I. directed that
Stein and Genz should, if taken, be Lrought be-
fore a court-martial. The bookseller Paln was
shot, and other German patriots, who were de-
nounced as ¢ agitators,? were sent to the galleys.
The Moniteur of the 15th ‘iarch goes even
further, for it speaks of the measures of the Ger-
man Chambers as the work of agitators.”

The Debats devotes an article to the debate
in the House of Commons on the Nuval sti-
mates, It concludes thus:— '

“ The great fact to be remarked in the im-
mensity of means commanded by the English
navy. To add in a single year to the fleet 26
large vessels, of which 15 are line-of-battle sh:p§,
is an extraordinary exerficn which England is
alone capable of making, and which could not
be executed by the dockyards of all the other
Powers of the ofd and the new world, were they
even to combine their efforts. The French
steam fleet comprises splendid vessels, which can
bear advantageously any comparison with those
of England, and the Flirst Lord of the Admiralty
spoke perhaps with greater truth than bhe sus-
pected when he admitted that fact in full Pactia-
ment ; but he laughs at the pablic when be pre-
tends that the number of these vessels causes
him alarm. He 1 too well aware that in  this
respect Eagland stll possesses no rival.”

The Constitutzonrel, after describing the ac-
tivity prevailing in the British dockyards, re-
marks :—

# What s updeniable iy the calim whivh exists
in our arsenuls and garrisons in
more or fess justifiable activity witnessed every-
where clse.  The transformation of the French
fleet, publicly anaonnced after the first steam
line-ol-battie siin iad bean fannched, nas been
proceeded  with regulaly, without feversh ac-
tivity or interruption; and the expenses incwr-
red have never excended the wants of a nari-
time State which has 200 leagues of caast to de-
fend. This calm, winid the general fever, is one
of the best proofs thi7 France can give of her
strength and moderanion.”

bardly be stated that the Swiss guests departed im-
mediately for England and Awerica! Swilzerland,
therefore, was very nearly being made the theatre of
war between France end the conspirators; new rela-
tious alone with Austria have transferred the battle
ground to central Ttaly. But the present Continen-
tal quarrel is still not precisely the result of any na-
tional impolicy on the part of the contending parties.
It is the paipable consequence of foreign enemics set-
ting fire to the cities of Rome and Naples, thus neces-
sitating the juterference of two neighboring Fmpires
to extingush the flamues of these imalicious incen-
diaries; aad in their imperial rivalry to restore order
and confidence, « new unexpected quarrel has arisen
Jor individual supremacy during this work of defeat-
ing English perfidy, restoring [talian peace, consoli-
dating constitutional monarehy, and guarding the
crown and the iuterests of the successor of Peter from
infidel assault.

Whatever may be the final result of the stupen-
dous war preparations between Ausiria and France,
it i3 certnin that the Catholic Chureb in the South
of Europe, and therefore all over the world, has not,
since ihe days of Charlemagne, been placed in a po-
sition of greater national security, or » higher oflicial
pre-eminence. The Catholic Coatinent is now pay-
ing dearly for their folly in permitting the infidel
stratagems to take such deep root in their sererul
states ; and like a city whick has providentially es-
caped the horrors of malicious burniog, seniinels will
be placed in future (if J may so speuk) at all the
gates of Furope, to expel the incendiary wherever he
mekes his appearasnce, and to protect the nations
from the awful scourge which their past neglect hind
raized for their unexpected chastisement. Austrin,
atthie present time, watches the English Correspon-
dent at Vienua, as England watches Nenn Sahib in
Indin : Naples would not permit an Eaglishman to
hiold any position within her kingdom in reference Lo
schools or cducation of any kiad: and France has
made her educational policy still more stringent with-
in the last year, with aview to meet the danger of
foreign spies, who, under the guise of preaching the
Gospel, spread abroad irreligion and revolution.—
The Spanish Peninsula has carefully disengaged ber-
self from the slavery sought to be put on her by Eng-
land ; and the whole face of Catholic Europe is thus
washed clean from the foul excresence of an unscru-
puloug political and politicat latitudinarianism. The
preof of these statements of mine will be found in
the Bible meetings to be held next May in Exeter Hull
and elsewhere. The reader will then learn that no
foroign missions will be sent to the South of Europe,
or no Bibles distributed beyond the sall mines of
Cornwall. We shall hear no more stories of young
blind Papist girly, after being ref>rmed in the Pro-
testant faith, “ reading the Gospel of King James Ly
drawing their {ongues gently over the print in the in-
gpired page! nor shall the Irish people be astounded
by learning from some itinerant Biblical from New
Zealand that the Catholics there, drink holy waterat
their breakfnst; that the priests there, give leave to
the peoplo Lo commit eny sin they pleaso, for the sum
of two shillings and four pence! and that the Virgin
Mary s worshipped above the Trinity

Neither will the Irish people be disgusted with the
old huge lie ¢ that thousands of Protestant Bibles,
and tons of thonsands of tracts are annually circn-
Inted by the Bible Societies amougst the Catholics
of Ireland.” As well might these jugglers assert
that the Catholics of Ireland make their tea for
breakfust from tobaeco leaves, eat oak bark and hem-
lock for their dinper, and take their supper from
liviog suails with the skells on them. The simple
proof that the peasantry of Ireland weither receive or
possess Protestant Bibles is the fact that Cusholic
Bibles aro sold in the shops of the principal Catho-
lic booksellers, and are hought and rend at pleasure
by the Irish Catholic people. Since the very begin-
ning of human history there never has beca told
such » huge, monsirous, stupendous, thrilling, im-
pertarable, multitudinous lie, as the old lie of the
circulation of the Protestant Bible ie Ireland —where-
fore T have given a challenge three years ago on the
following puints vig;—

Firstly, tell the name of any one Calholicin Ireland
who has in his possession a Protestant Bible,

Secondly, tell the nome of any one Cutholic in Ire-
lund who hag read one page. of o Protestant Bible,

¢ another remark much more hard to ‘bear” Wihat
this mysterious and maddening remark wase, we do
not know, and perhaps may never know. Mr. Max-
well at once fired at Mr, Lowe, who returned the fire,
thus, it is evident, disturbing the serenity of the
abode of Justice. Whereupor wmore thau a hundreit
shots were discharged at Lowe, injuring “im in the
-thigh, napibilating the thumb of his right hand, and
* riddling bis clothes, including his shirt e re-
treated, ran to the house of a friend, and suosequent-
ly was conveyed to jail, partly as a prisomer of the
law and partly to save bim {rom lycching at tho
bands of an indignant population. Since that tiine
he has been Iynehed with such effect that he was kil-
led.

The trouble in one of the Boston Public Schools,
growing out of a practice instructed into it of recit-
ing, as a part of the school exercises, the Ten Com-
mandments and the Lord’s Prayer, according to the
Protestant version though o large part of the pupils
are Catholics, is o very instructive case.

And what is to be sl of
the judgment, to leave the humanity out of aceunt,
of the teacher wha, by dint of corpural punishincat
and repeated chastiseinent with a rattam, makes s
religious martyr of one of his pupils, and attempts (o
force him, on 2 queation ol religion, ta obey the
schoolmaster rather than the Priest ?'—Nee York
Tribune.

March 20th, 1859 :—

To Thomas Whall and the other Cuthslic boys of the

religious rights fully respected ; aud i1 i3 the glory
of our Commonwenlih that no prefecence is given, in
any matter, to one denomination over another, with-
in her borders.

As descendants, then, of thoze who were the
neighbors and friends of Weshington, residing almast
at the threshold of the sacred spot where his ashes
repose, we call oo you to look upnn the mouume.:li
which casts over you its shadow from Banker Hill,
and {o remember that thosc whoze valor it com-
remorsates fought and died for genernl aws, equal
rights, and equal justice.

Forget nat that the eyes of your brethren, and of
all true friends of religions liberty, throughonut the
laad are upon you, and so condact yonrselves tbat
they may hinve cause 1 rejoico in your devotedness.
