Mercantuo Summary.
AT six o'clock, on Wednesday morning, says

the Observer of the 16th, many hearts were rejoic-
ed by hearing the bell of the Coaticook cotton
mille calling the employees to work again.

The declared export to the United States
for the quarter ending September the 80th,
1884, from the Consular distriot of Sherbrooke,
amounted to8 199,078, which included over
8,000,000 feet of sawn lumber.

THE deposits in the Postal Savings Banks of
Canada during September amounted to $499,.
866, and the withdrawals to 8441,709. The
balance at the credit of all depositors on the 80th
September was $13,684,045.

IT is a sign of the times in the American cot-
ton trade that the proprietors of the well-known
Wamsutta woollen mille, at Fall River, have
asked for an extension from their creditors.
The firm is embarrassed on account of dull
trade.

TEN self-binding grain-harvesters were brought
into the settlement of Edmonton this season,
and there were two there before. The machines,
it appears, cost 860-at Calgary, and 870 freight
from Calgary in, a total of 1430. They havefaci-
litated harvesting operations greatly.

Tnw Kingston News states that during the
present navigation season nearly 20,000 tons of
Canadian iron ore were shipped from that port
to Fairhaven and Cleveland. This is about the
same amount as lat year. Fifty veusels were
brought into commission in carrying the above
quantity.

TEm daily output of the Vancouver Coal
Company, says a British Columbia journal, han
now reached over 600 tons, and adds the Times,
with the assistance of the steam engine placed
under ground at the Esplanade shaft, the mana-
gement anticipate within a very short period to
raise the output to over 1,000 tons per diem.

FAm succes has attended the growth of Nova
Sootian potatoeos in English soil. Two years ago,
says the Canadian Gazette, a large firm of
potato salesmen imported a amall lot of Barbank
potatoes from Nova Scotia. These have been
tried by several growers with good resulto. One
crop is at the rate of 15 tons per acre, and the
tubers are said to be handsome and free from
disease.

Tan first direct importation of molasses and
sugar into Miramichi was bing discharged this
week from the barquentine Vigilant at Chatham
and Newcastle. It came from Barbadoos and
consistes of 337 puns., 51 hhds. and 51 bbls.
molasses, and 14 tierces and 120 bble. sugar.
Miramichi parties will take over one-half of the
cargo, and the remainder will go to Bathurst
where the Vigilant was built and is principally
owned.

SmITn Baos. & Co., of Montreal, a concern of
recent origin, who started the manufacture of
" Shakers' Blood Syrup," have failed, and one of
the partners i reported missing. Their lia-
bilities aie etated at over $10,000. The
"Shaker" community had recently issued an
action against the firm to restrain it from using
their name &c., in connection with such prepar-
ations made in Montreal.

LETTRs patent incorporating "L'Union des
Abattoirs de Montreal" have been granted by
the Quebec Provincial Government. The capi-
tal stock is fixed ai t50,000 in sharea of 25
each, and the shares are held among the princi-
pal butchers of Montreal. The "Imprimerie
Generale" bas also been incorporated with a
capital of $100,000, to carry on a general print-
ing and publishing business at Montreal.
Messrs. L. A. Senecal, W. E. Blumhart, E. C.
Wurtele, J. C. Dansereau, and F. X. Archam-
bault, are the principal parties intsrested.
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THE Canada Life Assurance Company, whose
name has become a household word throughout
the Dominion, has paid out in the two years last
past, over $560,000 to the representatives of its
policy-holders. It issued 2,178 new policies in
the year ended with Aprîl last.

TiE Montreal Stock Exchange has unani-
mously adopted a resolution of condolence with
hie family upon the death of Mr. William
O'Brien, so long and well known in connecc
tion with the Grand Trunk Railway in that
city, and of late years a member of the Ex-
change.

A. PILoN, who at one time did a rushing dry
gooda business in the eastern suburbe of Mont-
real, but who, a short time ago, removed to
Quebec, where he started in the same line, has
failed and assigned.-R. Morgan, a leading
musie dealer of the ancient capital, has also
failed, an event which does not create much sur-
prise, for he has long been considered financially
weak. Hi. liabilities are mainly due in Eng-
land and the West.

IN its article of Friday last, entitled "Smash-
ups in Toronto," the Shareholder proceeds firet
to make the misstatement that Barber Bros., the
paper makers, have failed, and next, to make
gratuitous suppositions as to the cause of the
disaster. Would it surprise our contemporary
to learn that the firm which has failed is not
Wm. Barber & Bros., of Georgetown paper mills,
but Barber Bros., general dealers and woollen
manufacturers, at Streetsville. As the Share-
holder's motto is "nothing in malice" we must
attribute its error to lack of information. It is
always well to have one's facts right before pro-
ceeding to make dedaction's from them, far legs
to moralize upon them and their supposed
causes or coneaquiences.

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THE HUDSON'S BAY ROUTE.

The importance to the North West o
cheap freights of grain to Europe, could no
easily be overrated. The desire to establis
the Hudson Bay route to Europe is born o
a desire to reduce to the lowest point, th
rates of freight from the North West to th
final markets for grain ; and on the practi
cability of that route hangs more than it i
possible to conceive at present. But it i
necessary to proceed in all commercia
undertakings with the prudence and cautior
which form a large element in commercia
success. It is useless to build a railway ti
ludson's Bay till we know that the Bay

and Straifs of Hudson are open a sufficieni
length of time each year, to make it possible
to carry on a connected traffic with the road
on a scale that will give some guarantee of
profit. The question of the navigability of
Hudson Strait, long enough each year to
enable a vessel to make repeated voyages to
Europe by this route, can be settled satis.
factorily only by observation ; and the voyage
of the Neptune has distributed the corps of
obse*ation at points where they will be
able to render an essential service to the
country.

From the voyage of the Neptune itself, we
get a preliminary essay, which it was not
supposd would count for anything, but
which is found to possess as much import-
ance as could perhaps be expected from any
isolated trip. If what the Neptune encoun-
tered in the Strait of Hudson were an
average specimen of this navigation, we
should be obliged to despair of its ever
being of any value for commercial purposes ;
as an average, we are not justified in regard-
ing it; it was probably exceptionally bad.
But even this is not a point on which to
dogmatize ; at present, the safest thing to
do is to regard the experience of the Nep-
ine as isolated, and one from wbich no

general conclusion can be drawn. But if
we take the most favorable view, if we
regard the present season as among the
worst which are liable to be experienced in
this navigation, then we have a specimen,
not of an average season, but of the worst
kind of season liable to occur.

In the strait, icebergs and field ice, fogs,
blinding snow storms and gales were
encountered. Four ice-graped vessels were
seen at one point ; the Neptune herself was
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injured, and intelligence was received o
schooner nipped in the ice a few we
before. Dangerous reefs were found
exist in the Strait. Sometimes the mas

in Hudson's Strait, we should have n
t means of determining how often uch sen
e sons are liable to occur. The periodicity o

the seasons there probably obeys the same
f law as it docs here ; and if the cycle be
f completed every few years, as is probable,

a bad season muet recur at such near inter
vals as render dependence on this navigation

- for commercial purposes a perilous thing.
. The experience of one voyage, made in
in August, counts for more than a voyage
any other month ; because by that time, the
theory is, the ice has generally moved away
The observation of the state of the Strait in
winter will be interesting, but for the pur
poses of navigation it will have no value. I
both Straits and Bay of Hudson were open
in winter, navigation would be impossible
since no vessel could penetrate the fringe of
ice which clings to the shores of the Bay for
a distance of some miles. What we want to
know is the condition of the Strait daring
the months in which there is a possibility of
navigation. To complete that season the
observations would have to be carried on tilJ
August next; and then we should only have
the narrow experience of the months which
comprise a single season. This would not be
enough to found any general conclusion
upon ; though there would be an advantage
in having the observation te completea
season made up of parts of two different
years, for in that way something of the
climatic changes, which go to form a cycle of
seasons, might be observed. The present
duty is to await the accumulation of facto
which are to determine the navigability for
commercial purposes of the Bay and Strait;
all that can at present be said ie that the
outlook is net encoura ging.

y tection, by interested parties, as been
e deemed a sufficient ground for increasing the
n duties, and milling is not a new industry;
f it is, in fact, one of the oldest.
n But it cannot be said that there is no
n danger of the prayer of the petition being

granted. Why ias there not been a re-ad-
justment of the duties on wheat and flour ?

n Why has the complaint been left in the
mouth of the millers that these duties

o operate to their disadvantage and in
- favor of the American miller? Why are
e they enabled to point to a large number of
e mills mu enforced idleness, and millions of

capital invested in them unproductive ? Is
it because the farmer has been induced to
believe that he las an interest in the main-

n tenance of the preseut duty on wheat, and
that any abatement of it would be to bis

n injury ? If this be so, and if the Minister
e of Finance finds that he cannot decrease the
e wheat duty without losing political support,
. among the farmers, the present demand for
n an increase in the flour duty is not without
- peril. The millers are not numerous, like
f the farmers, and they count comparatively
n few votes ; if they had been as numerous as

the farmers, their complaint that the relative
f proportions of the two duties work injuri-
r ously to them, would have been listened to
o before now. If that adjustment had been
g made, this new demand for an increase of
f the duty on flour, would not have been
e heard.

The bread tax i the counterpoise of the
coal tax. Nova Scotia insists on the main-
tenance of the coal tax ; the bread tax is
supposed to be in the interest of Ontario and
the North Wes..

-The Congressional Commission enquir-
ing into the trade of Central and South Am-
erica is anxious to know why the United
States buys so much from these countries
and sells so little to them. If it would com-
pare the prices of British and American
manufactures, it would probably get the
answer it requires. It is being told every
other reason than the real one. Ocean
freights to Montevideo are said to be twenty
per cent. in favor of England ; and if this
be so, it is not the final answer, but only in-
dicates the necessity for the further enquiry
why it is that American ships cost so much
more than English ships. If the English
get any preference by allowing longer credit,
as they are said to do, that may be due to
the trade being in the bands of richer houses
that can afford to wait longer for their re-
turns. But the capital difficulty in the
relative cheapness of the goods, and until
this canbe overcome, the course of the trade
cannot be much altered unless by artificial
contrivances and restraints, the value of
which must be very problematical.

-For the first time in the history of Am-
erican iron industry, an American company
-The Saskatchewan iron and Steel Com-
pany-has secured a large contract, for 10,000
tons of steel rails, the Canada Pacific being
the purchaser, against English competition.
The price is $28.50 a ton, delivered on the
line, presumably where they are wanted for
use. With some inconsiderable exceptions,
this is the first sale of American steel rails
for exportation. Whether this is a sacrifice
sale made for the purpose of unloading, or
whether the price will cover the cost, ismore
than any one not in the secrets of the manu-
facturer can say. If American manufactu-
rers can sell steel rails at this price and
make a living profit, or even avoid lons, the
time ias come when they will be able to
offer real opposition to English iron masters.
But whether this be so or not, the public is
not permitted to know.

The dullness in the cotton market of the
United States does not appear to be abating.
During the past four or five weeks the relative
positions of supply and demand have brought
out another feature detrimental to the interest
of operators for a rise. On the one hand, says
the Bulletin, the new cAtton Las been picked,
prepared and shipped with great rapidity, and
under constant pressure to realize, the financial
condition of many plantera rendering that policy
almoat an absolute necessity; and this supply,
encountering a contracting instead of an ex-
panding outlet, created a depressing force of no
inconsiderable magnitude. "The modified de-
mand was clearly attributable to an awakening
of spinners to the fact that from making a
simple surplus of goods they had run into exces-
sive overproduction, and a shutting down was
the only remedy. Decision ws folowed by
more or less extensive action, both at home and
abroad, and short time is stilliargely adhered to
at the mille."

While costumes of mixed materials are as
much in vogue as ever, some of our good
couturieres are attempting to introduce toilets
entirely made of one fabric and one color ; this
simplicity is grateful to the eyes in the midst of
so many varied tinte. Many draperies of
autumu costumes are joined to the front of the
overakirts with a band of ribbon, others with a
fan-plaiting, and others stili crossed like a braid.

The extensive and well.known New Brunswick
Cotton Mille, established some twenty-four years
ago by Wm. Parka & Son, and which were closed
down for a time, owing to accumulation of stock,
were re-opened lait week. A St. John Telegraph
reporter, describing his visit to the mill, says he
entered the dye-house which was in full work-
mng order; the carding room was next visited,
then the throstle spinning room, and afterwards
the mule room. In all these a large number of
operatives were at work getting the yarn ready
for the looms. A large trade is done by this
mill in beam warps for wcollen mille, which Las
long been a spcciality of theirs ; and in this de-
partment a number of orders are already in.
Ball knittinglootton, carpet warps, and warpu
for the Quebec trade exclusively wereo alo being
made up.

Dress
goods were quiet, in jobbers' hands. Ail-wool
plaids well sold up and the most popular styles
under control of orders to extent of seasons' pro-
duction. In cotton goods, brown sheeting sand
drills were mestly quiet, and bleached gooda
continued sluggish, with a light re-order demand
for cotton flannels, corset jeans and colored cot-
tons. White goods ruled quiet, but liberal
orders for certain descriptions are held by
agents. Monday's market closed dull, the aflter-
noon having been devoted to political mattera
by many merchants, and their employes, who
marched in procession to the Business Men's
Mass Meeting held in Wall et.

A cotton manufacturer, Mr. Parka of St. John,
pointed out, at a meeting of his stockholders the
other day, that a great change had taken place
in the position 'f the cotton trade since the
break a year ago. Then oottons were held
largely in frst, second and even third hands,
and it was next to impossible to tell how much
stock of any particular line was unsold. One
of the most notable of the changea the trade
has undergone is that goods are now held almost
exclusively by manufacturera, the quantity of
cotton in second and third hands being only
equal to present demande. While this system
has its advantages, enabling the manufacturer
to know the exact state of demand and supply,
more capital is required to carry on the business,
as more or less stock has to be continuously
held which, under the former method, was rea-
lized upon by the manufacturer as quickly as it
was made.

HAimLToNq BoARD or TRADE.-The quarterly
meeting cf this body was held atlits rooms last
week, Mr. F. H. Macpherson in the chair. The
St. Catharines and Niagara Central Railroad
had asked the assistance of the board in securing
a suitable street from the Corporation of
Hamilton for the purpose of running a branch
into the city. It stated that two routes had
been sairveyed from the Niagara River to St.
Catharine, "one from Queenstown and the
other from Clifton, through Thorold and Merri-
ton. The latter, we think, will be adopted,
as Merritton and Thorold propose to assist in
building the road up the mountain." * * From
Burlington Beach we run a spur into Hamilton,
and cross the Beach to the east of the N. & N.
W., through the town of Burlington, keeping to
the south of the G. W. division of the G. T. B.,
taking in aIl the villages to the town of Oakville ;

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an equal footing with Torontonians in this
respect.

Messrs. H. S. Steven, R. T. Steele sud Geo.
G. Bristol were unanimonsly elected members.

A communication had been received from
Toronto with respect to the bankruptey laws,
and a brief discussion thereon ensued. The
following resolution v as moved by Mr. W. F.
Findlay, seconded by Mr. James Stewart, and
carried, " That the previons action of this Board
as to the necessity of an act for the equitable
distribution of insolvent debtors' estates is
hereby confirmed, and that the following b a
committee to act in conjunction with similar
committees from other Boards of Trade in urg-
ing the Dominion Government to have such an
Act passed at the next session of Parliament,
namely : Messrs. Alexander Turner, M. Leggat,
J. J. Mason, W. F. Findlay, John Knox, and T.
H. Macpherson.

B-UNION OF INSUMNCE MEN.-Mr. James
Valentine, the chief manager of the Northern
Assurance Company, of Aberdeen and London,
now on a business tour in this country, visited
Toronto on Saturday last with Mr. Jas. W.
Taylor, of Mesaer. Taylor Bros., of Montreal, the
general agents of the company in Canada. Mr.
Valentine invited all the general agents of the
companies having their head offices in Toronto,
vith their local agents here, and the Secretary
of the Canadien Firo Underwriters' Association
to dine with him at the Rossin House. The fol-
lowing gentlemen were preseut : Messrs. J. J.
Kenny, Western As.s. Co. ; S. C. Duncan-Clark
and Wm. Blight, Lancashire Ins. Co. ; F. A.
Ball. London & Lancashire ; Alexander Dixon,
Norwich Union ; Hugh Scott, Queen City ; B.
Wickens, Commercial Union.; S. F. Magurn,
City of London ; Thos. R. Wood, Etna ; Wm.
Henderson, Hartford ; L. C. Camp, Phenix of
Brooklyn ; S. P. Wood, Britieh Amnerica; R.
MeLean and E. P. Pearson. Mr. Mitchell, of
the Commercial Union, and Mr. Pyke, of the
Quebee, were unavoidably absent. Mr. Taylor
proposed the healtht of Mr. Valentine in
most complimentary terms. That gentle-
man, in response, tbanked Mr. Taylor
for the kind words spoken by him and
the others preseut for the warm manner in
which they lad received him. He expressed
great pleasure in meeting the Insurance brother-
hood in this the Queen City of the West. He
was glad to see so many signs eof the progress of
Toronto, and the intelligence and enterprise of
the Canadian people wherever he bad been.
There was doubtlesa a great future before the

country. The Canadian Pacific Railway would
very soon span the continent and bring India
and China nearer, and with their immense capa-
bilities of trade botter within our reach. Mr.
Kenny, Mr. Bilas Wood, and Mr. Scott replied
for Canadian Companies. Mr. Thos. R. Wood,
and Mr. Henderson for American Companies,
Mr. Magurn, Mr. Duncan Clark and Mr.
Dixon for British Companies. Mr. McLean
for the Canadien Fire Underwriters' Asso-
ciation, and Mr. E. P. Pearson for the local
agents. A very happy time was spent, all of
the gentlemen present expressing strong faith
in the permanency of the association formed a
year ago, wbich promised to be of so much ser-
vice to the companies and security to the public
in the great interest o Fire Insurance.

-It is not too much to say that very many of

the misunderstandings which arise between mer-

chants and a large proportion of the suite at law
which vex the business community, arise from a
laek of dei-itenses i giving or vreceiving Orders.
Amn. verbal order ton s job et work, or a bill

of goods, or an advertisement may be all right
in some cases, but there often arises some
difficulty that causes bad feelings between the
parties which coulcG have been avoided by pro-
ceeding in a business-like way. When a man
builds a bouse he makes careful written specifi-
cations as to what he wants, and then if there is
anything wrong in the work he has something
by which to correct it. Il the parties to transac-
tions would but take pains to have a definite
bargain made, the details thoroughly under-
stood and a memorandum of them set down in
writinig, much trouble, delay and expense would
be avoidcd. H zy bargains, as a contemporary
says, may do for politi:ians, but for legitimate
business transactions they are sadly out of
place.

-The timuber market is extremely quiet at
Quebec. There are very few veseels in port, and
no demand for shipment this autumn; the mar-
kets in Great Britain being exceedingly dull.
The Chronicle of the 18th inst., says: "A few
choice rafts have been sold for next year's ship-
ment, but for small timber or common or ordin-
ary rafts there is no demand. For Waney White
Pine there i8 we understand a botter inquiry
than for square, and the few lots remaining in
market are ho d at highest rates. A choice raft
of Ottawa Equare, abcut 64 feet, with some
Waney, and probably the best equare in mar-
ket, is reported sold at 29 cents." Deals romain
'nuch as they have been aIl summer,Pine scarce
and difficult to procure, while the low figures
offered for spruce will hardly iniuce manufac-
turers to send their men into the woods.

-The North-Western Lumbeman of 18th
instant, pays the following compliment to Cana-
dian lumber manufacturers: "We learn that
Mr. J. K. Ward, of Montreal, sold a lot
of deals at $128 for firnts, $80 for seconds and
$40 for thirds. These are probably the highest
prices obtained in Canada for deals this season;
and such figures were possible because the
timber was first-class and properly manufactured.
The leading Canadian saw mill men seem te
understand the importance of turning ont per-
fect stock. So proud are some of them of their
work that they stamp every board that is sent
to market. They use the beat et machinery
aad demand carefuliness on the part of their
employees. The fact is nowbere understood
botter than in Canada that snch a method

pays."

THE GRAND TRUNK AND THE CANADA
PACIFIC.

To the Editor of the Monetary Times:
S:R,-Will you grant me space in your valu.

able journal to say a few words, briefiy, in reply
to the following extracts from your editorial in
last week's issue, under the heading "Corpora-
tion Arithmeti and Ethies." "Lord Hamilton
has not attempted to offer proof of bis averment
that the Canadian Government had allowed the
Pacifie Railway Company to use the money
granted by the public to build the main Pacifie
line, in establishiug a competing lino in the
older provinces."

When you wrote this paragraph yon were pro.
bably not aware that bis lordehip bad sailed for
England, and therefore could not have replied
to it had h. felt so inclined.

Yon further state that : "Voluntee#s have ven-
tured where bis lordship feared to go; one of
them, iu order to make out his case, bas ven.
tured upon an experiment in the black art, now
much practised, of cooking accounts. By the
trick of not entering into the account the
$25,000,000 which the Pacifie Company has
rec-ivd on eccount of stock, he triep tebhow
that the company, i order te accomplishi what

it has doue, must have used the Goverunment
approp iation for purposes outside the construe-
tion of the Pacifie proper."

I presume tuis paragraph has reference to my
reply to the following extract from your issue of
the 3rd instant, which appeared in the Globe of
tbe 13th instant.

" Lord Hamilton should have been very
certain of hie facts, before he made the
statement attributed to him by a reporter,
that it is iniquitous for the Dominion
Government to allow the Canadian Paci-
fie Railway to use the money granted
to build the main Pacifie lino in estab-
lishing a competing line in the older provinces.
The statement has received repeated denials ac.
companied by figures, &o."

I called at your office and handed yon a reply
to this paragraph in time for your issue of the
10th inet., which you promised to publish-but
were unable to print that week for want of space
-hence ite appearance in the Globe-in ub-
stance as follows:-

" The statement referred to mayhave received
"repeated denials accompanied by figures, but
"that will not alter the fact nor satisfy the
"publie until every transaction bas been venti-
"lated, and every dollar of the public money so
"used bas been correctly verified, and thoroughly
"explained, It is admitted that the amount
"which the C. P. have received or will receive
"from thelgovernment in cash is 055,000,000,
" and for land sales $10,000,000making together
"865,000,000. Deduot from this the estimated
"cost of the road from Callender to the Pacifie as
"submitted to parliament and contracted for,
"$38,000,000, leaving $27,000,000 to be ae-
"counted for, in addition to the amount received
"for C. P. R. stock which does not appear."

" As regards Mr. |Stephen, did he not state
"in one of his letters that lie had given to
"Canada a competing line? If so, where in
"the face of those figures did the money come
"from to secure hie connections with Ontario
"and Quebec, if not from the surplus of $27,-
"000,000 taken from the public exchequer."

" I submit that the Grand Trunk Company
"as the largest rate payer in the Dominion,
"may justly complain that it is compelled as a
"tax-payer to contribute to the support of a

company, backed as it has been by the Govern-
"ment, to perpetuate a policy of antagonism
"and competition against the Grand Trunk,
"which if not speedly restricted may lead to
"financial disaster to both companies, and
" what I very much tear eau now only ho avert-
'' ed by the cultivation of more friendly rela-
" tions in the shape of a traffie or other agro.
"ment for the conveyance of traffic from ail
"competitive points eat non-competitive and
"fairly remunerative rates. That the initiation
"of such a policy will meet with popular favor
"no apprehension need be feit It is not the
"political but the business aspect which I have
"endeavoured to present; and I amr sure that
"in giving expression to my views on this ques-
"tion, I not only express public sentiment, but
" the fact, when I state that it is wrong for the
"Dominion Goverment to lay itself open to
"the charge of allowing the Canadian Pacifie
"Ry. to use one cent of the very large amount
"of public funds-granted ostensibly for the
"purpose of building the main Pacifie line-to
"establish a competing line in the Eastern Pro-
"vinces. While it may be perfectly right to
"bave granted such a privilege to a joint stock
"company as in the ase eof the connections
"alluded to, so long as they remained indepen-
"dent of the C. P., and further I feel convinced
"no one would expect either company to con-
"vey freight or passengers at such competitive
"rates as would barely pay the costs o! trans-
"portation, and thereby leave nothing for the
"unfortunate stock and bondholders, who have
"invested upwardse of $200,000,000 in the Grand
"Trunk and its connections, without the guar-
"ntee of a sìngle dollar. While the Canadien
" Goverument bas secured the payment of prin-
"cipal and interest on every cent to individual
"investors in the Canadian Pacifie Railway."

I must remind you that no explanation bas
yet been given as to the disposition of the sur-
plus of 827,000,000 or the 825,000,000 alleged by
you as having been received on account of stock.
When this information las been furnished,
when every doubtful transaction bas been venti-
lated and every dollar of the public money so
used, hasi been correctly verified, and thoroughly
explained, it will then appear, and not til thon,
how far Lord Hamilton is correct in his aver-
ment "that the Canadian Governrment bad
allowed eb Pacifnc Railway Company to ue the

-money granted by the publie to build the main
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Pacificline in establishing a competing line ina
the older provinces."i

You further state : "If it be a crime in thep
Canadian Pacifie Railway Company to secure a
competing line from Ottawa to the westerni
boundaries of Ontario, it may at least plead thatt
it followed the precedent set by the Grandi
Trunk Company which was then receiving pe-
cuniary aid from the Government of Canada1
when it built a competing line against the Greatc
Western from Toronto te Sarnia."

This is a fallacy which admits of no compari-
son as between the Governinent and the Can-
adian Pacifie Railway, for the reason that botht
the Grand Trunk and Great Western Railways
and their connections were largely constructed,
equipped, and renewed by the introduction audt
expenditure of more than $200,000,000 of Britisht
capital. Whereas, the Canadian Pacifie has ub.
tained every dollar it has expended up to this
time through the publie exehequer o the Do-
minion, with the exception of a nominal capital
of doubtful millions subscribed by a syndicate of
some 20 individuals who have possibly never paid
tenth part their subscriptions ; besides, the one
Grand Trunk and Great Western were never,
strictly speaking, competing lines between To-
ronto and Sarnia, their terminal connections
being so widely apart. The pecuniary aid te
which yon refer bas been amply secured by the
bonds of the company hold in common with
other oreditors of the Grand Trunk, which the
Government have done so much in connection
wih the Cenadian Pacifie te depreciate.

Again, yoen state: Among friends of the
Grand Trunk who c>nspire te injure the credit
of Canada, and whose white mail responds to
words of command, etc., are mon who are profit-
ing by subsidies to the Grand Trunk which they
know will never be repaid."

This is an inuendo requiring further explana.
tion which you will perhap be good euenough to
furnish. I am sure, however, you are not in
sympathy with the recent perEonal attacks made
in connection with Lord Hamilton, upon Gen-
éral Manager Hiekson and the Grand Trunk
officers generally, which can hardly be properly

appreciated witheul a knewledge et the true
charselra of their author and the real motives
by which he is actuated ; in fact Ihave no doubt
you will readily confirm the opinion generally
expressed, that Mr. Hickson is one of the ablest
railway managers on this continent, and that
his staff, from the highest to the lowest, are
working in perfect harmony and accord, to the
entire satisfretion of the publie, and for the best
inerests oefthe Company.

NORTII WESTERN MUTUAL BENEFIT
SOCIETY OF DETROIT.

To the Editor of the Monetary Times.
Sin,-The above-named concern is eanother of

the co-operative fraude which je quickly
approaching to its final dissolution. It appears
to have been conceived for the purpose of pro-
viding a bandsome living to a coterie of adven-
turers. Its inception dates some five or six
years back, and according to the prospectus
issued, wae growing in daily favor by the insur-
ing public, attracting large numbers from the
regular lino companies by giving them cheap
insurance with an ample security.

But we find the insurance department of
Michiga, has deemed it necessary to suspend
the company'o license, the inference being the
association je no longer entitled to public con-
fidence.

One of the assignable reasons fr the Com-
missioner's action was the fact of its aggregate
assessments falling off from 8123,437.91 in
1882, to $81,648.81 in 1883, a difference in
one year of $41,789.10.

The honesty of the association may be judged
from the fact, that aflter its licence was taken
away it still went on assessing its members.
Collecting fror all those who were unfortunate
enough to be in ignorance of its true standing.

One member, a Mr. Rolfson, residing near
Loamington, Ont., who had paid the association
nearly $300, wrote to the secretary inquiring if
it were true that their licene was withdrawn.
In reply this bird of prey writes him, IlIt is true
that a license had been refused," but he goes on
to say, "we think wrongfully." The public are
not much interested in what this secretary
think about it, or what he would like people to
believe. Evidently the Commissioner had no
faith in him, his association or directors, among

whom is one D. 0. Preston, styled as president,

and who ought to be ashamed to be associated,
with such a copcern, but we understand it has
proved a fat thing for its promotore.

This modal secretary and hie associates are
net contented with their already acquired spoils,
but they wish to retrap their victime by inform-
ing them that :

" The association considers the contract still
binding, but considoring all the cireumstances
of the endowment class, it is best for the hold-
ora of such policies te make a change. by re-in-
euring in their new life company, whieh now
affords more insurance than the old associa-
tion."

The term 'association' they must consider
played Out, se they hope by substituting it by
the term 'life company,' to make the decep-
tion less apparent.

In the month of August last, Mr. Rolfson
again wrote the association asking them for
information as to the assets they advertised
to be possessed of on the 31et of December,
1883, viz. the sum of $69,773.47. In reply he is
informed that in consequence of hie policy hav-
ing lapsed by non payment of asesements, hoeis
net entitled to any indemity. They had pre-
viously admitted that they wore no longer con-
sidored responsible by the Insurance Department
of Michigan and because a member bas displayed
sufficient common sense te refuse te continue
paying, hoeis thus debarred from participating in
a full share of the surplus. But ho ei offered,
as a special dispensation of grace, $15 ont of
nearly $300 ; or if ho will enter the spider's
parler just once more, ho shall be liberally dealt
witb.

I is neediesa te say he is going te try and
secur this small token of their liberality, and
will net forget the fable of the eing.-d cat.

DIRECTORS WHO DO NOT DIRECT.

Si,-Ât the annuel meeting ef the MoIson'e
Bank shareholders in Montreal, last week, Sir
David McPherson, in seconding the report, is
stated to have said that although one of the
directors, ho had net been able, for many
resons, teobe a regular attendant at the meet-
ings (meaning the board meetings), therefore it
was more in the capacity of a shErabolder that
ho would express the satisfaction ho felt at the
result of the year's business.

We have here a director confessing hi. inabil-
ity te give that attention te the bank's interests,
which the shareholders at least expect he will
give, and for which purpose ho was, I presume,
placed on the board. It would be difficult te
say how much trouble has been brought about
by this very thing-the inability or neglect of
bank directors te give proper attention te their
duties as such. What have we witnessed this
year, both in this country and in the United
States. It is bard te conceive how, for instance,
in the cases of some of our home banka, matters
could have got into such a mess, if the directors
had performed their duties ; they muet be guilty
either of a ein of omission or commission. If
we had more working directors and fewer figure-
heads, it would be botter for all concerned.

Asus.-Receipts are moderate, but are freer
tban last montb. The market i a shade easier
than at lait writing, transactions ranging from

#3.90, Peals are quiet and nominally 15.00

DR Goons.-But little change is to be noted
in this line since lat week.

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Dia Goons.-Travellers are at present out
upon their 'sorting trip, and the weather having
been warm, they find country stocks are not yet
broken ln upon. Thus it is not easy to make
sales, but a cold enap would stimulate trade in
every direction. A hopeful and tolerably confi-
dent feeling existe, however, that affairs wil
come around all right, which is not at in all com-
patible with cautions buying.

"Anthracite coal," says the Coal Trade Jour-
nal of the 15th, "keeps up a fair movement.
We have so often repeated the staýement that it
becomes tiresome, but the truth muet be told no
matter who falis :-The facilities for an output
are greater than the trade requirements. No
one will buy for stock so long as this is the case !
An undue product naturally engenders lower
prices, but this does not mean larger consump-
tion to any great extent. It merely signifies
that what coal i purchased is bought at a low
price, and the producer holds the balance in
stock, until such time as it is wanted. * *
* * Thanks to a little sharp weather, the
demand for etove coal ha. brisked up, and ship-
monta are backward, but other sizes have alo
te be made, and these are offered at very favor-
able prices. It i understood that an agree-
ment has been oome to for a further suspension
of, say one week in November, and two weeks in
December. * * * *

A repetition of previons reporte of the soft
coal interest would hold good for to-day. It is
in the same depresed condition which has
environed it for so many months. We hear of
cheap coal and plenty of it, at every turn,
whether East or West, Steam coal is being
produced ait such low prices that we distance the
world on this, if uothing else.

At Buffalo the uncertainty of prices and the
lack of cash has caused orders in the entire trade
to assume smaller figures. Freights are lower
than last season (and will not average so high
for the entire year), and this naturally causes a
greater distribution of Anthraeite, and a more
distant one, which will result in good for the
future. Bituminous at this market mtill ranges
at very low figures, sad nothing short of a pool-
ing arrangement can bring about higher returni
for the producer and the carrier.

Pittsburgh advices say there is much less de-
mand for coal than usual at this time of year,
and the scarcity of contracta is feit, so that for
any transient trade there is a very lively compe-
tition.

Eastern buyers are complaining that the
managers have not sutained the market as they
promised and it will be hard work to restore the
proper degree of confidence, which should exist
between the producer and the retail dealer and
consumer. One interest is dependent on the
other, and it is folly to ignore the responsibility."
