‘Gen. Bliss complained of the vague-
ness of the law declaring instructions
to the army are so general that too
‘much of a task was imposed upon the
troopers and junior officers. He re-
commended that two of the best equip-
ped officers of the government's legal
force be sent down to travel along the
line and deécide questions of doubtful
rights and powers. _

‘ On War'’s Brink. ’

In this conmection the general re-
ferred to instructions sent to him last
June to hold troops in readiness to go
to the aid of the threatened American
consular representative at Pledras
Negras. For several days the general

PAY ITS OWN WAY
Purchase P:;s;ls Will -En-

tirely Fulfil Necessary Pro-
visions, McCarthy Thinks.

REDUCTION IN FARES

Might Be Possible After Eight
Years, if Mayor's Plan is
‘ ~ Favored.

“We seem to have abundant evi-
dence,” said Controller McCarthy,
yesterday, “that the Toronto Railway
System purchased at $22,000,000 would
pay for itself, make all necessary ex-
tensions and give a one-fare service
at the present rates for the entire
city. In addition there is a very good
prospect of reduced fares after 1921.

“Fhoseyin the best position to know
have declared that the Toronto Hlec-
tric Light Company purchased at
$8,000,000 could be profitubly co-
ordinated with the “Hydro-Electric
System and that it would pay the
purchase price, renew the plant and
accumulate a surplus of $11,000,000
in thirty years.

“It now remains to complete the
officlal purchase agreement and sub-
mit it as required by the legislation
to the Provinelal Hydro Commission
and the lieutenant governor in coun-
cil for their approval or disapproval.
The purchase proposal cannot g0
ahead until approved of by the On-
tario Power Commission.

Provide for These.

“I am quite ready to consider any
proposal or plan that may be sub-
mitted. but any conclasion finally ar-
rived at must ensure to the citizens
the following provisions:

“(1) That the undertaking will
entirely bear its own:burden and not
become a charge upon the tuxpayers
of Toronto 6r.upon the lands pos-
sessed by the ecity.

“(2) That the plan finally adopted
rust provide a unified system with a
one fare service at pregent rates over
the entire ecity.

“(3) That any plan adopted under
the guarantee of the whole city must
serve all parts of the city at equal rates
and not differentiate in favor of ‘one
Iqcality as against another,

“(4) That the plan finally adopted
must have within - it’ the necessary
earning power to give a comfortable
and adequate service thruout the city.

“Only on the basis of the above four
provisions, would Toronto's transpor-
tation problem be positively solved.

“I believe that the purchase pro-
posals will entirely fulfil these four
provisions. . It looks as tho the har-
bor board proposal, not only fails to
give these provisions, but would pre-
vent their being giveh in the future ”

The opposition to the street railway
purchase and to the Hocken adminis«
tration showed full force in the city|
council yesterday afternoon and was
routed.

BEvery effort to' becloud the issue of
Toronto’s transportation needs by get-
ting a plebiscite on Jan, 1 had only nine
cu))ﬁi. Fourteen stood solidly
agains? 4 plebiscite. The nine who
voted for a plebiscite are: Controllers
Church and Foster and Ald. Spence;
Maybeé, Burgess, Rowland, Meredith,
Hubbard and McBrien.

Notwithstanding the attempt to stam-

de the council with the harbor "com-
x‘lﬁmlon's “substitute proposition,” the
bombshell persisted in being only a
squib. THhe “substitute proposition'
was not seriously considered in the
council meeting. It was scgrcely menr-
tioned.

Ald. Robbins, to -brln&out more ems-
phatically the facts beéMring upon the
contract for electric current made by
the Toronto Railway Company with
the Electrical Development Compn.fxy,
put this question to Mayor Hocken:

“If the street railway purchase is not
made, must the Toronto Raiflway Com-
pany renew its contract with the Elec.
trical Development Company for elec-
tric current in 1919 r:;r x:'nother thirty

ears, and at what price?”

. “Yes,” Mayor Hocken answered, “and
at the same price as the hydro-electric
system charges.” .

. For Twenty-Eight Years.

Ald. Robbins thus made it plain that
if the streét.railway purchase is made,
the contract with the Electrical Dex
velopment Company would cease in
1919, but if the street railway is taken
over in 1921, a twenty-eight-year con-
tract with the Electrical Devepoment
Company would have to be carried out.
That would mean that the Electrical
Development Company would continue
for thirty-six years to have the most
valuable contract of supplying power
to the street railway system of Tor-
onto.

Mayor Hocken had to keep a cool

Spence Liked It .

“Controller Church’s speech was the
most sensible I've heard today,” Ald.
Spence assured an astonished council,

Controller McCarthy. asked Control-
ler Church if he proposed to submit a
money bylaw under the genenral act,

“Yes,” Controller Chureh replied.

“Then the city solicitor should at
once inform us if a money bylaw could
be submitted under the . general act,”
Controller MoCarthy demanded.

“Any ratepayer could get out an in-
Junction against such a bylaw,” City
Solicitor Johnston advised,

“The agreement of purchase is not
completed yet, and a synopsis is im-
possible,” Ald. McBride insisted. “Until
this council and the voters understand
the issue in full, nothing should be sub-
mitted to the voters.” He eulogized
the harbor commission.

Ald. Maybee favored a plebiscite, So
did Ald.

R. S. Gourlay Tells Empire
Club City Could Not Re-
lieve Congestion.
P

T. S. R. DOING ITS BEST

Torento’s Peculiar = Build
Blamed  for Intolerable
Transportation Trouble.

In his address to the members of
the Empire Club at its luncheon yes-
terday noon, R. S. Gourlay stated that
the plans of the traction system along
the waterfront, as outlined by him at
brevious meetings: provided for an
eighty-foot. right-of-way for a radial
entrance.

Referring to the development of the
harbor, he ‘sald, “I would like to say
on behalf of the Harbor Commission,
that they have not beén content to let
their work rest with arranging for the

Co-operation - and co-ordination of
water-borne, steam and radial facili-
ties, but are striving also to put on
this property in the heart of the city
the most modern and eup-to-date
market, with 'all warehouse, cold stor-
age facilities for the interchange, pur-
chase and sale of all kinds of produce.
They have studied the question of
markets as well as transportation,
and if the plans we have in progress
are consummated, and mo hindrance
occurs in our efforts to complete them,
Wwe will give Toronto the opportunity
of getting all produce grown in On-
tario, direct to the dealer or consumer
at a minimum cost.” ¢

He'then stated that steam railways
and water, were not to be figured on
alone as a method of transportation,
saying that radial lines had to be
brought. into aection, #lving as an ex-
ample the failure of the large docks.
at Boston because of the inadequate
rail service to feed them.

Five Considerations.

“There are flve important matters
to be considered in comnection with:
our faulty transportation system. The
\districts lying beyond the boundaries
'of 1891 should receive adequate trans-
portation facilities. The city has al-
ready grappled with this plan and has
provided the St. Clair avenue, Dan-
forth and Gerrard street lines, but they
have been faced with the proposition
that they cannot give the use of these
lines to the citizens without carrying
them free or subjecting them to the
bayment of two fares. This solution,
after. all, is only a niakeshift, and has
led to the present determination to
get rid of, if possible, the intolerable
transportation facilities, from which
we have suffered for many years.

“It is true that if the city purchases
the street raflway, they can spend
$5.000,000 or $10,000,000 more- in ad-
:mu::. and t;y con;:ructlng extra lines
n these outlying stricts} give these
people sthansportation -in time,

Doing Its Best, '

“One of the intolerable conditions
which,. we all desire to 8ee remedied,. {s
the congestion in the heart of the
city. The harbor board reas-
izes, after making a survey of the
heart of the city, that practically
every street is now occupied, and that
there ‘is very little room for the rail-
way company. to make any extensions,
and in this respect it thinks that the
Railway Company is probably giving
as good a service in this section of the
city as is possible, under Toronto’s
characteristic conditions, If this plan
of purchase is carried out, and extra,
lines are bullt and extra cars provid-
ed to carry the people down town,
these congested districts will become
even worse,

“The most intolerable condition we
have As that we have no radial ser-
vice into the heart of the city, and
this not only affects the people of To-
ronto, but also those living thruout
the province.

Narrow Devil Strip.

. "“The fifth matter needing solution,”
said Mr. Gourlay in conclusion, “is
that the Street Raflway Company
should supply an increased service in
but they

fot allow the running of modern cars,
to4hat if we buy out the company and
want ghodern cars, we will have to
make another large expenditure in or-
der to ‘get it.”

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GREAT GUNS AT PANAMA

The Armament for the Forts at the Canal Entrances Now
- Approaching Completion.

i 1 in Picture and Prose.”

Some time duringthe present month
the war department will begin ship-
ping to Panama the great guns for the
fortifications at each emtrance to the
canal. 'One 14-inch and eeveral 6-inch
guns are already finished, together with
their cradles and carriages, which have
been manufactured at the canal com-

mission’s. shops at Gargona. Thearma-

ment of the forts at Colon and Pana-
ma City will be, according to 'the war
department, more powerful thah that
of any defensive work in the world,
not excepting the famous Gibraltar,
At the Pacific end of the Canal three
small, conlcal islands, Naos, Perico
and Flamenco, which etick up in Pa-
nama Bay llke the stub ends of loaves
of French bread, are utilizéd for the
forts. These islands are of the hard-
est granite, and the chambers for the
disappearing rifles are cnt in the solid
rock, and military authorities declare
that the most powerful fleet might
pound away at the forts from a posi-
tion only & mile away  without seri-
ously injuring them., No fleet, how-
ever, could exist before the fire of the
courts at such short range, Sixteen-
ineh, 14-inch and 6-inch rifles and 12-
inch mortars will make up the arma-
ment of ‘the forts. At Colon, the At-
lantic terminus of the canal, the sites
of the defensive works are less: pic-
turesque, being on Margarita Island
and at Toro Point, which are low-ly-
ing. The works theré being construct-
ed, however, are held to be strong
enough to keep any hostile fleet at

least seven miles a:,ww from the en-
irance to the canal. .
On the Pacific side, thé lock at Mira-
flores is within seven miles of the deep
sea, As the effective range of battle-
ship fire is 14 miles, this lock would
‘be very much within the danger zone
in the event of war. The forts, how-
ever, are relled upon to keep the ene-
my's fleet well out to sea, while the
American mavy will mat y form
another line of defence.

DEATH’S HEAVY TOLL
FROM HUNTING WOODS

One Hundred and ‘Thirty-Five
Lives Were Sacrificed in
Twenty-One States.

CHICAGO, Deec. 1.—(Can. Press.).—

lives in 21 states, according to a tabu-
latlon by a morning Paper. In addition
140 persons were injured, geveral pro-
bably fatally, Wisconsin was the chief
sufferer for the season with a total of
29 dead and 27 injured.

BOAT DRILL LACKING

Not Enough Inspectors and In-
sufficient Time to Do

Their Work.

(Special to The Toronto Worid).
GODERICH; Dec. l.—Another ses-
&ion of ithe coroner's inquest in con-

nectiop with the recent disaster on
k:;t: zlnu;on. rvgtah.helddhm this after-

a er adjournment was
mede to Saturday, Dec. 18, when it is
hoped a conclusion will be reached.
Coroner Hunter presided and Crown
Attorney Seager conducted the inves-
tigation, which has developed into a
general enquiry as to the conditions
affecting lake navigation.

Capt. Alex. Lawson, who navigated
the lakes for many years in sailing
craft, sald that vessels should be cogi-
pelled to use shifting boards. He
thought if some of the wooden life-
boats carried on some of the freighters
were put into the water they would
not float; the metallic boats were bet-
ter, There appeared to be no boat
drill, and the men Wwho sail the freight-
ers nowadays womld not be fable to
handle the boats if they t them
launched. Goderich harbor, he said,
should be widened and deepened and
with the completion of the breakwater
it would be a good harbor,

Gale Signals Up.

‘William Allan of the Toronto office
of the Dominion meteorological service
gave some very interesting testimomy.
He saild the heavy gale signal was up
at all ports on the lakes from Nov. 7
to Nov. 10, and the forecasts sent out
predicted strong -winds_and snow.
Only five times this season, once in
July, once in September, twice in
October, and then on Nov. 7, were the

signals ordered up
: and on each
occasion it was justified by the wea-
ther that followed. It was the prac-
tice to make out the waather charts
twice each day, at 9.30 am. and 10.30
pm., and immediately afterwards to
wire the forecasts to all the stations.
On Saturday night the forecasts were
not sent out, as the telegraph offices
closed early and were not open regu-
larly on Sunday. Accordingly, when
the storm abated on Saturday, Nov.
8 (this storm was felt chiefly on Lake
Superior), there was no way of giv-
ing mariners a warning of the great
storm that came on Sunday. The
witness maintained, however, that as
the heavy gale signal was still up this
should have served as a warning.
Since the stormm the meteorological
¢office has been sending the Saturday
night forecast to the wireless station
at Midland, whence it could be com-
municated to vessels having wireless
equipment. e
An ‘Engineer’s Opinion.

That there were not ec¢nough in-
egpectors and that the inspectors did
not have suificient time to do their
work thoroly was the opinion of John
W. Taylor, for many years an en-
gineer on lake steamers. As a conse-
quence, not much dependence could be
placed on lifeboats and lifebelts for
the saving of life. Sometimes he had
a lifebelt in his room and sometimes
he did not; for two seasons, when he
was on the steamer Fairmount, he
was not supplied with a lifebelt. He,
too, thought every vessel should have
a shifting board.

Capt. Stephen, of the steamer'Kam-
inistiquia, who has the proud distinc-
tion of having brought his ‘<vessel
safelv thru the storm on Lake Huron,
told of his experience on the fateful
day. He was going’ light with water
ballast; if he had been loaded he be-
Heved that he, too, would have found-
ered like the rest. e left Goderich
harbor early Sunday morning in spite
of the heavy gale signal, thinking it
was to be a northwest wind, which he
could face. If he had known thé
storm was to be from the northeast
he would not have attempted to go, up
the lake. He sighted  the Wexford
making towards Goderich, but thought
by the time that vessel got opposite
this port the capain would not be able
to see .the entrance. Capt. Stephen
made Several suggestions for the im-
provement of Goderich Larbor, but
sald no matter how good a harbor it
might be no vessel could have made
it in that storm. Marine men had
thought the vessels that were turned
out now could weather ‘any storm,
but there was evidently still a weak-
ness somewhere, altho vessels wege
being built heavier every year.

“STRIKE” ON MEDICAL MEN
THREATENED IN WELLAND

Fraternities Virtually Present Ulti-
mgtum Regarding Fees for
Lodge Work.

(Speclal to The Toronto World.)
WELLAND, Dec. 1.—The rate war
between local doctors and a number of
the lodges, which has been to the front
more or less for more than a month,

broke out again when a meeting of
appointed representatives of the 1.O.F.,
A.O.F,, Rechabites and C.O0.C.F. was
held in the Y.M.C.A. parlors, and a
final ultimatum laid down to the medi-
cal men of the town,

The meeting adopted a rate of $1 a
year per member to be paid for medical
attendance, and appointed committees
to hold a joint meeting with the medi-
cal association to discuss this offer. If
it is refused, the lodges represented,
and others which it is said will join
in the movement, will call a “strike”
on medical men in Welland and bring
in a doctor to break what they claim
is a monopoly or combine among the
doctora of Welland

At a meeting some time ago, the
Medical Association decided to drop
all lodge work unless the fee of 50c a
month per member was paid. It was
made plain that if an outside practi-
tioner were brought in he would be
prompiiy ostraciged.

Alleging that they can control about
three-quarters of the practice in Wel-
land, the lodges will put up a stiff

argument against the increass.

OW IS WRONG
HEARST DECLARES
Dean of ;;—e:try Faculty

Criticizes Government Co-
lonial Policy.

S

WANTS EXACT ANALYSIS

Of Clay Belt, But Hearst Says
This is Being
Obtained.

Dean TFernow of Toronto- Univer-
sity is apparently taking another drive
'at the colonization policy of the On-
tario Government. He demands this
time an elaborate soil analysis of the
clay belt. His criticisms, however,
are not taken seriously in the depart-
ment of lands, forests and mines,
-where they are regarded as founded
in ignorance of the work now being
carried on. :

Whereas the professor makes -a
plea for the better classification of
soilg so that the newcomer may know
the exact nature of the land he chooses
frcm, the department state that this
very project has been in process for
some time. There is nothing left to
the “luck” of the settler. Every man
who wishes to take up land is pro-
vided easy access to carefully pre-
pared results of examinations. Hs-
timates of the adaptability of solls
are also obtainable and when the set-
tler selects his homestead. it is with
a Knowledge of the possibilities of his
soil.

Exaot Reports Obtained.

Hon. Mr. Hearst stated that every
| surveyor sent out by the department
was given instructions to prepare ex-
act reports of the soil qualifications he
discoveréd. No ‘district was opened un-
less it was known that it would pro-
dute good crops. J

It was pointed out also that the
average settler was more inclined to
look at the actual results of the land
and to judge the soil quality from the
growth upon it than to depend en-
tirely on a scientific analysis. To
carry out a scheme similar  to that
proposed by the dean would be almost
impracticable.

Some of the references of Dean
Fernow to the class of people living
on poor farms are considered by the
department to be out of accord with
actual conditions.

NEW HIGH LEVEL
BRIDGE OVER DON

York Township Cout;cil Con-
sidered Engineer’'s Prelim-
inary Report.

ROUTE FOR RADIALS

Resolution ~Passed Asking
Commission to Use Eglin-
ton Avenue Line.

¥rank Barber, the township engineer,
submitted a report to the York Township
Council yesterday regarding the proposed
high level bridge across the West Don
at HEglinton avenue. As Mr. Barber
poinued out, while the Bloor street via-
duct will connect with Danforth avenue,
there will be nq direct route to the north
end of the city from the section lying
east of the Don, north of the viaduct.

A bridge at Eglinton avenue, he claim-
ed, -was necessary for traffic, there be-
ing at present a sufficient volume of
traffic to justify its erection. The bridge
could be made available, however, for
radial lines such as the Toronto Iastern
and the Hydro Radial from Port Perry if
the commission should select the north-

ern route.
Estimated Cost.

The bridge would be 1000 feet long, 100
feet high and would cost from $150,000
to $200,000, - The cost might be levied
on the  lands bénefited, and if the rail-
ways used the bridge they would also
contribute to its cost, while the town-
ship might pay a certain proportion in
view of the fact that the bridge would be
a boon to township traffic.

So far the ocouncil had taken no ac-
tion towards getting the Port Perry rad-
ial brought into the: city at the north,
but in view of the fact that the/ bridge
was necessary and would serve a double
purpose a resolution was pamssed request-
ing the commission to select the north-
erly route and bring the radial into the
city via Eglinton avenue.

Improve Dawes Road.

W. F. Maclean, M.P.; Mr. Newman, Mr.
McKenzie and other property owners in
the neighborhood of Dawes road waited
on the council and suggested that the
north and south hills on Dawes road be
cut down and graded, and the road sur-
faced v’th double macadam. They stated
that t1® property owners were willing to
bear one-third of the cost, which would
be about $6000. As this section of the
road is just north of the city limits,
there is a great deal of traffic on it, such
as milk wagons and brick wagons.

The council promised to go over the
ground at an early date. i

A complaint was received that garbage
was being thrown'on the street on Ter-
race avenue and Woodville avenue. This
was referred to the commissioner.

of John Gribbel, Phila-

Now They'll Be Made Free
Gift to Scottish
People.

PHILADELPHIA, ' Dec. 1.-(Can,
Press.)—The mystery surrounding the
whereabouts of the Glenriddell manu-
scTipts of the Poet Burns, which were
sold by the Athenaeum Library of
Liverpool last summer, and for which
2 committee of Scots in England and
Scotland have been searching, was
“leared up here tonight when John Grib-
bel, vice-president of The Philadelphia
Public Ledger and associated in the
Cartis Publishing Co., announced that
the two yolumes were in his posses-

sion. Mr. Gribbell made the an-
nouncement at a dinper of the St.

He déclared he had
purchased the manuscripts from a
dealer and he would restore them to
Seotland, forever protected by a deed
of trust, as a gift to the people who
gave Robert Burns to the world.

Mr. Gribbell, who was not assigned

diners when he rose to give an ae-
count of the romance of some Burns
manuscripts and revealed the where-
abouts of the missing volumes. As
he finished speaking the two quarto
volumes, bound in -0ld polished - calf,
‘were removed from a steel and fire-
proof box and laid before the guests.

“During the summer just passed the
English-reading world was shocked to
read in the public press that the au-
thorities of the Liverpool Athenaeum
Library had sold for money these
priceless trusted treasures.

We are sure there
is no home that cannot provide a
window for potted plants.

Given light, fresh air, a moderate
amount of water, a very great amount
of appreciating love—and your plants
will grow, never fear.

But don’t think for one single little
minute that those plants will grow it
they do not know that you love them.

Some will laugh at this last state-
ment—but, who cares? Now, there is
the ubiquitous geranium. Poor thing,
it is much abused—but what a thing
of beauty it can be made.

A secret in your ears. Wash your
geranium plants at least once a week.
Just stand the whole plant in tie
bath-tub, and spray the whole thing,
gently, with water, not warm, but
cool and refreshing. And then just
watch that lovely thing grow. ;

If you careful housewife will re-
member the dust that is so prone to
gather in dark corners, remember also
that the same dust will’ clog the
breathing pores of every house plant.

The interest appears
in the attempts of all concerned to re-
concile the incidents with the decorum of
their lives and the intangible atmosphere
of conventionality. ‘T'o the last, however,
the brave whole-souled old English folk
fain duck involuntarily at the whisper of
their betters. The younger ones revolt
from the strictures and laugh at their

THE MONTREAL STREET CAR

SITUATION.

Press despatches from Montreal and
Quebec indicate that the Montreal
Tramways Company will not be suc-
cessful for a time, if at all, in secur-
ing a forty year franchise. Sir Lomer
Gouin, after convening the legislature
presumably for the purpose of putting
thru the franchise grab, announced
that his government would not pro-
ceed until the City of Montreal had
been consulted. The formal proposals
of the Tramways Co. contained in the
letter of President Robert to the board
of control are to be submitted by that
hody to eminent experts and no
action is likely to be taken in any
event at the present sgession of the
legislature, and possibly not until after
the municipal elections in April,

The situation in Montreal differs in
many respects from ‘the situation in
Toronto. The Tramways Company
has a number of franchises from the
varfous municipalities granted before
annexation. Its main franchise, of
ccurse, is from -the City of Montrea}
and expires in 1923, but its system is
linked up with other lines upon which
franchises run from 10 to 50 years.
Immediate extensions and improve-
ments are necessary, but the Tram-
ways Company is so loaded down with
water-logged 8ecurities, that it is un-
able to raise any money. THs sug-
gestion therefore is that all the fran-
chises should be surrendered to -the
City of Montreal and united in a new
blanket franchise to run forty years.
The company’s plan, had it been
adopted, would have involved the
opening of several new streets. the
widening of several others and sub-
ways under St. James, Notre Dame
and St. Catherine streets, as well as
under the: Lachine Canal. A consid-
erable portion of this large expendi-
ture was t6 be borne by the Ppublie,
and the bonds of the Tramways Co.
for subway construction were to be

suaranteed by the City of Montreal.

The scheme was a gigantic one, ang
would have meant ut least one hun-
dred million doliars to themen behind.
it was openly charged in many quar-
ters that Sip Hugh Graham, the pro-

rietor of The Montreal Star, was

But no experts will be found
to recommend that Montreal tie her-
self up for forty vears. give the Tram-
ways Company the use of her credit,
and spend a large sum of money mere-
ly to get the same, or higher. fares
and four per cent. of ‘the gross re-
ceipts. :

The aldermen of Montreal, some of
them membeérs of the, legislafure, haye
not by their records commended
public ownership. But the city should
certainly insist upon some arrange-
ment by which a municipal commis-
sion should take part in the manage-
ment of the tramways, and by which
the city should obtain a large per-
centage of the net receipts and be
authorized at any time to take over
the plant and franchise of the com-
pany at a valuation to be determined
in advance. This can be done if water
is kept out of the securities of the
company. Such securities should not
be issued except upon the certificate
of a commission,should be saold at
auction .and the proceeds disbursed
for the benefit of the enterprise, un-
der the. direction and supervision of
public officials.

So far as we cap judge: there has
been more public spirit exhibited by
the people of Montreal in this matter
than they were credited with possess-
ing. The metropolis of late has de-
veloped a eivie spirit of which the
action by the board of control in re-
fusing to be stampeded, gives evidence.
Certainly Bir Lomer Gouin, the re-
presentative of Ijberalism in the
Province of Quebec, should not im-.
Pose any franchise upon the City of
Montreal which has not been approv-
ed by the majority of her ratepay-
ers at the polls.
