There are 1no less than 12 metal coins
in constant use In Great Britain, 11 of
which are received over bank counters
in such quautlties as to take up|the
whole time, in the aggregate, of scoves
of clerks in sorting and counting, and
packing for puying;‘out, the greater part
of whieh is wasted owing to the var-
iety of the zclative vulués of English
coins'.—“—"_“"‘—_“ ‘

The use of “dozen” as o measure of
quantity causes enormous loss of time
and much confusion. A “dozen” means
twelve In arithmetic, but in practice
means some score or more ol quantities,
such as 2, 6, 13, and S0 onup to fifty.

In rapidly easting columns of money
tigures, the trapsition from farthings
to penee, pence to shillln_gs; shillings
Lo pounds, ig very fruitfut oi-errofs and
terribly wasteful of time. If English

wnkers and traders could have a 1little
experience in the use of a declmal eur-
rency they would be amazed ab the old
system having held Its ground so long.

Those herc who have only been ac-

customed to handling Canadian money,

would be driven wild at an English
counter where the various denomina-
tions of ‘moncy handled vary in value,
Uy a fourth, a twelvth, and atwen-
ticth, so that at eieh transition a cal-
culation has to be made before pro-
ceedings to the next column,

In some Buglish banks collectors for

freight companies eall daily at a few
minetes to closing time, laden with
bags of coin the totat value of which

I8 unknown to them, often as much as

forty to sixty pounds, '_l.‘héy cxppet the
cashier, or "‘telleri’ as we sé,y, to count
up a mixture of crown, half-crown
two-shilling, shilling, six-penny,
four-penny, three-ppnny, penny and half-
penny coins, and give them a drafton
London without a moment’s delay.

The operation is done with a rapidl-

ty that would amaze those who are un-
used to the rapid style of handling coins
at an English counter, but such monies
are not only very clumsy, very labor-
lous to handle, but often so very dirty
as to be disgusting to touchf and smell.
Sueh currency is oply fit for savages.
Where great speed is needful—and the
“pace” is o “breakmeck” ong In
English banks and stores—thesc stop-

pages, with thelr risks of error area |

great waste of time, o severe tax upon
gkill and patience, and an everlasting
source of errors, and confusion.

INSURANCIE DIECISLONS.

\\’e'cull"bhc'io,llowing digested reports
ol recent deeisions in American and for-
cign Courts from Rough Notes.

Under & polley providing that “o
grace of onc month will be allowed in
payment of premiums, at the expiration
of whieh time, if sald premium remains
unpaid, this poliey shall thercupon be-
come void,” and also thutb If any note
given on account of the premium e not
paid when due, this policy shuli be
void and all payments made upon It
shall be forfelted to the company, the
Insuranee ¢comes to an entl upon default
in payment of the premium note unless
the insurer elects to keep it Inforee,
and proceedings by the insurer to col-
lect the note given for a premium are
not sulficient evidence of such election.
Nor are equivocal acts, sﬁch us ecarry-
ing the polley in the books of the
lnsurer as an existing policy and inelu-
ding the amount 'In' their offlclial re-
turns of insurance In force, any covid-
tnee of the walver of the forfelture,
these acts not being knowa to the in-
sured or intended to influence his eon-

Clear, definite, and unambiguous,
promises by an imsurance comppny to
pay o loss upjon a policy, maie after
the time limited in the policy for the
bringing oI' suit thereon, revives the
debt and resews the contract, although
no new cousideration for suech promise
ig furnlshed.
The policy provided that in case of loss
the assured should furnish, as part of
his proois of loss, the certificate of the
magistrate or notary living nearest the
place of fire. The assured sent with his
proois of loss the eertiticate of 2 notary
,Iivi_z}g & Dblock and a half from the place
of fire.  Plaintif testified that he could

[ind no notary nearer the place of fire,

It appeared that three notapies lived
nearer the ﬂre',"- but they were not house-
keepers‘, did not have out signs at the
houses where they lived, and did not
transact business there, exeept that one
ol them sometimes took acknowledge-
ments and affidavits there to aceom-
modate his ncighbors., Defendant re-
_talned {he certificate twenty-three days
and then returned it on the ground that
it was not by the nearcst notary,)apd
demanded the certilleate required by the
poliey, but gave no information as to

the nearest notary. Held that aliteral

complliance with such provision was
walved. - ‘ oy .
"The policy provided that in case the
property became vacant, then, during
the time of such vacancy, the insurance
should cease. The hiouse, & rented tene-
ment, became vacant on Friday and wag
burned on Sturday. The plaintiff con-
tended that as the agent of defendppt
kndw, when the policy issued, the char-
acter of the risk, and that'ls wajs liable
to become vacant by the removal,of ten-
ants, the clause in the policy should not
attach, Held, that the plaintiif can not
recover.

Where a clause of an Insurance pollcy
provided that the entire poliey should
be void if the assured had or shouls?
procure other insurance,” or cncumber
the property by mortgage, the exlstence
of other prior insurance and a- morgage
on the property invalldated;the pollcy,

though' the assured Was not examiied
us to whether his pi'opbi'i:y “Was eneum-
bered, or verbally informed as to the

The
policy was applied for through a firm
of brokers. The affidavit of defense al-
leged that the policy had been cancelled
by giving notice to the brokers, who
were the agents and representutives of
the assured. To this defense a demur-
rer was filed, and sustained in the court
Dbelow. Held, that the demurrer should
have been overruled.

Builders may
rely upon it that as sanitery knowledge
spreads, as it is doing, the prelerence
will be (iven' for residences withiout wn-
derground apartments.

An inspeetion of a large number of the
newest dwellings siows that, our advice
given some time ago is being acted upon
by builders throwing all the space pos-
sible inte the living rooms, and not sueri-
ficiug housc space to ostentatious halls
and stairways.

The buiding reform most urgently needed
here is in ile ercction of small cobtages
for wage carners. There are hundreds in
this cily that are wnfit for human habita-
tion, 1o the iusanitary condition of which
is owing the high rate of infant mortality.

U. 8. JULY CROP REPORTS. .

The July crop report issued Ly the Des
partment of Agriculture, Washington,more
‘than confirms the low estimates made of
fthe yicld of moxt harvest. Loeal returns
bear out the official crop reports within
the last few days from 2,631 relinble grain
dealers and millers, covering every section
of the six principal winter wheat States,
producing two-thirds of the total crop, .
and indicale that they will furnish one
hundréd~aud fifty million bushels - this
year, as against 280,000,000 bushels in
1892. Ohio has the best and & very fav-
orable prospeet. It is ‘the only one of the
six States which will have as large a erop
as o yeayr ago. A few of the connties say
the prospect was mever better. Indiana
promises an average crop, Michigan near-
ly au average, Missouri two-thirds and
Illinois & trifle less than two-thirvds,
Kapsas raised 71,000,000 bushels last year,
but dhis year will have only one half of
Three-fifths of the total
reports say prospeet is for an average
yield or better.” About five per cent. ro-
port the erop almost a total Iailure;
‘these came from Kansas and Illinois. The
average percentage of  spring wheat i
given in ‘the official return as 74, and
of winter wheat 77, in 1892 the figures
stood 90 and 89, Thq shortage up to a
recent date was expecdted to be 75 to 10C
million bLushels, it will, however, go be-
yond the higher figure, that is, the totul
yield will be close upon 150 million
bushels less than in 1892. There is little
chance of fall wheat improving ‘beforg

an average ¢rop.

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LOANS BY BANKS TO DIRECTORS.

In answer to an article in one of our city
papers the Toronto Globe s the follow-
ing sensible remrks, to which we may

add that, if all the loans made by the

hanks were as sound as those criticised
their Reserves would serve hardly any
other purpose than earning money for
dividends, and might safely be reduced.

“ A paper in Montreal ealled attention
the olher day to the fact that the aggros
eate amount of ldans by banks in that
province to their directors was three and
a hall million dolars, and questioned if
it was prudent for the banks to loan funds
to that extent to directors.

In times of financial panics and failures
in'the linancinl world such an imputt.ution
on ‘the management of the Canadian banks
rhould not be allowed to go unchallenged.
The sums advauced by the banks to theid
dircctors'appear in ihe Government states
ment as “ Aggregate amount of loans to
dircetors, and firms of which they are
Jpartuers.””  The exact urmount‘given in
the last statement for the Province of
Quebee was $8,611,279, and  this, com-
pared with the total mercantile loans of
$104,451,095 advanced by the banks in the
same provinee, eannot' Le considered large.
The cireumstances, too, under which these
loans to bank directors nre made must be
considered. The shareholders of the banks
in Canada almost invariably select as di-
x'cE[bx-s men known in the commqﬁitj’ for
their integrity and high. financial stand-
ing, who have large interests in the par-
ticular bank to the board of which they
The double liabi-
lity of directors, as provided by the Bank-
ing Act, also gives additional security to
all interested in the affairs of the banks,
s0 {hat to sny that these loauns to directors
are quite as sale as any the banks make is
amply justified Ly the f;lcts. It might
be added that the total loaus to directors
or the firms of whieh they are partyeis
by ibe banks of Ontario amount to $2,-
366,403, while the total for tlie whole of
Canada amounts to only $7,448,137.

note whose value shall always be lixeds
There ave ab present nine different formy
of money in circulation in the States.
These are gold coin, dtandard silver dol-
lars, subsidiary silver, gold certilicales,
silver cevificntes, Treasury notes Irom the
act of July 14, 1890, United States notes,
bank
The fact of the wide difference
between! the values of the gold and silver
coins, while they are theorétically of o
pority, is ome of the causes which suge
gosted the plan proposed.

TRADE WITH SOUTH AFRICA.

A large gathering of the merchants and
other prowminent citizens of -Quebec was
held on 27th inst., to hear the views of
Mr. R. R. Dobell in regard to trade with
South Afriea. Mr. Dobell has just re-
turned from a visit to the Cape where
he made 'this question o special study, so
that the judgment of ono of such eminent
business ability is exceedingly interesting
and valunble. He said that a large and
