Thé debate
on thé second reading will end about
thé 141h or l7th of this mcnth, and
thé bill wiil bc sent te thé Hanuse of
Lords about July 12. On thst date it
is expected that thé Ulster Orangérnen
il begih te riet, ana thé House cf

Lords wili reject thé bill. Then théré
will b. an auturnn session, te pags thé
bill through thé House et Commons a
second tme, ai' weil as to complète
thé other parts et tae Goverument
programmé. Thèse are thé présent
calculations et thé home ruiera.

As vas expected, the French Gev-
ernnuent bas been defeated. Thé criais
arasé out of increasing the burdèns of
thé liquor traite. When thé miniter
of Finance, M. Tirard, announcèd thé
résignation ef the Cabinet, hé stated
that thEY had been chargea by the
Président of thé Bepublie te carry on
thé affaira ef thé St-ite for a short
Period. Hé- accordingiy asked thé
Chamber for a vote on account te cover
thé next two menthe. This vas ré.
fcrrédl te a Committee, which, on ris-
ing, réported against thé demand, but
récotnmondèd a voté covérlng one
month -whioh was adepted by an
airnost unanious vote.

Thé documents in thé Behring Ses,
cu asé weesubrnitted te thé public last
weèk. Thée ummary cf cln.iime e
by thé United States is as foleows:
That when Rusais, owned A laska she
aiwaysa aséerted ana éxércised thé
exclusive riglit te thé geai fisheries in
Behring Béa, aua thé right te usé force
in protecting théni. that Great Bitain,
net haVing o1ýeted to Ibis, miust be

considéred as having assented teoit;
finit ail ights te sent fisheries cnjoy-
cd by Ruesa passait aver te thé
United States'by thé treaty of cession;
aud that thé United States havé suoh
a properîy in the seat hord te justify
thé ernployrncnt of means necesary te
securo thé benefit and possession of
thé oecis fer themselves.

Thé représentatives et Gréat Britain
argue that Behring Ses ta an open
sen, sud ne mère déclaration of eue or
more nations can impair thé right cf
thé nations cf thé world te aui or fish
in it; furthormnore, that. thé absence
cf exercisé cf this right cannot impair
tlié common rights cf mankind in this
open sea. In accordance with Ibis
thé ses was always considered open,
and ne opposition wvas offered until
thé Russian ukase of 1821, whieh
closed tbis ses againat toréigu trafflo;
but on thie occasion the United States
unitedl with Englanci te forcé Ruesia
te wtlidraw the decreé, which was
done in 1825. Frein that daté tilt
1807, whéri thé United State camé
into pezeesion et part oftfthc territery
in question, ne opposition wa!3 offered
te sailing sud fieiing in thé non-
territorial waters cf thé es, and
until 1886 the Unit.ed stalas legis-
lstead te centrol enly thé territorial
waters snd thé shores. But when
peiagfio aealing liait grown as an
iudustry thé United States reverted,
first te lité BRussian ukasQe of1821. te
whieh théy thomséives liait then
objectea, ana, that pies tailing, had
introduced a casé bmsd upon thé
property in fur sentis as such ; fin-
aily, that Great Britain, theuRh
opposéd te thé clatms advanced, waa
in favor et thé adoption cf général
measunés for thé protection cf thé
séal, provided that thé regulations
nmade should bo fair, and approvéd by
other powérs, e that the3y might bé
guaranteéd a continuèd suad impartial
exécution.

To thé property cisim set up by thé
United States thé British représents-
tives reply that thé lawa et nature.l
history and common interetIs et mon.
kind have no bearing on thé question
of thé right et property ciaimed by thé
United States, to thé exclusion of al
othér nations. Thé counsel for Gréat
Bitain submitted, undér protèst, argu-
ments regarding thé reguistioce ivhich
may probably be made. Tbéy demsnd
that thé principle shall bé soted frst,
sud thon thoy wiil décidé whetixer
they wqll leave te thé arbitrators, the
sétîlemnt ot régulations.

Phiosophtcal Talks.

PASSION AND PUACE.

That genaial philosopher, Artemus
'Word, telle us that if a young man
vould succeed in lte, the firat tbing
ho buaste do ie te ý.nd out bis ",fort "
- bis particulaer aent or etrong
point -and when lhe baufound it,
stick te it. The wisest and best eau.
cators confirm the teaobing of the
humerons sage. But there is some-
thing thaLle tilmore neceseary for the
young man, for every man, than even a
knowiedge of bie strong point, ana that
is, a knowledge ef hie weaic point. A
knowledgeofotbie treng- point may
availtot success, but a knowiedge of
bis wveak point may avert failare ; and,
unfortunately, failure je more frequent
Vien suoceas. But a knowleege of the
weak point will even help to suocess
by maling the 'weak point trong.

This woak point is known as the
predominant or ruiing passion. It
must be accepted as a tact, not needing
proef, that everyone bau a weak point.
IL may be partiy an inherited tendency,
but iL je principally an acquired
habit, forrned, like other habits, by
repeatedl acte, by frequently yieid.'ng
te a natural tendenoy titi the fre-
quency begets % fatal faciity that bo-
cornes a second nature. Goa mde
man right, but man can make himself
wrong. And hie predominant passion
is the self that matin akes, the self
hie likes bet, but the self that trilt
ruin him if net conquered or con.
trolled. Bach one bus hiçi own pro.
dominant passion. paculiar Zo hisolf
like his countenauce or character -
indecd it is an important part cf wbat
is caifedl character. It takee iute te
findt eut the weak point, and courage
te face iL when found. But by liiten-
ing to triendsanad tees, by a daily
sorutiuy et bis conscience, andaa
monthly squariug cf iLs accounits, a
man wilt seon find ont the domestia
enemy ho bau te watch.

IL ie impossible, et course, for us to
determaine the raling Passion ofeuah,
but phiosophers tell us that
anger me the predominant passion of
ail. Angor is everyeno's weak peint.
Angor is s. compound passion, made
Up ot diqeeazure, desire, ana hope;
diepleasure C a iight received ; desire
of revonge, ana hope et satisfaction.
Home tee we have the elemente and
nature et anger First a liglit or
insuit, an injury te what we cati our
feelings, a large and important ana

sensitive part et ourselvee. Thon, tie
deaireocf revenge. We want te be
"lequai withh" Our euenuy. Wo'll have
il eut witb him ; walt give agood as
we geL-or as bad-and WC watch au
opportunity te give kt. Auger supposes
malicioe intent on tho part cf tho
person wli offers the inulnt. If tho
action bo done in ignorance or errer,
or tbougbtlossnoss, thore isne reamen
for angor-and angor, Ihcugh a pas.
sion, ioukre fer a reason. Tho rosi
reason is an impllod contemph in theo
ineuit. Our dignity, or houer, or self.
esteetn, lias beau. wounded. A stiglit
bas icon put upon us lu public. We
hava bean hutubled aud put to shania
in the preseuce efthoseuewhoee steeni
we value. Our feelings, or aur cein-
tort, or aur importance-att whioh are
about tho saine hing-bave net been
duty coneidered. \Vo muet aesert our-
salves, aud We will. Ve wiht lot peoplo
seo wlîo aud what WC are. IVe are
net as tie reet cf mon, as je also this
incensiderate, ignorant, centomptible
person Who ibas darod Le tergaL eut
dignity. Ana 80 angor goes on ho
work iteait up inb a rage, aud dock
itsolf eut in fusa and feathers, aud gel
ready iLs percupine quille, or poieoned
arews, te deal deatli and destruction
ait round, for vengeance muet bo
Visible.
