After Trinity College had given more than fifty years of invaluable

service at an independent University, its governing txxly wisely decided



to meet the changed conditions of later limes by entering into federation with the University of Toronto.

The privileges enjoyed by the State institution were thereby secured for our Church University, which

in federation, as before, retains its Collegiate freedom with complete independence in respect of govern-

ment, internal administration, and religious teaching.

The thoroughly representative character of Trinity College may be seen by reference to another

page of this booklet containing the names of the Council, on which are represented the Bishops and

Synods of each Diocese in the old Province of Ontario, as well as the Graduates of Trinity, and other

affiliated interests. Trinity College occupies a four-fold position, being:

I The Church University of Ontario federated with the State University of Ontario.

2. An Arts College in the University of Toronto, being one of the four Colleges which make up the

Faculty of Arts.

3 A Collegiate Residence, providing an educational home for Men Students in Trinity College

and for Women Students in St. Hilda's College.

4. A Theological College— for the instruction and training of candidates for the Ministry of the

Church of England, on the comprehensive basis of the Book of Common

Prayer in its entirety—and a University conferring Degrees in

Divinity.

In further explanation of the work of Trinity College in connec-

tion with the Degree of Bachelor of Arts, it may be stated that the

four Arts Colleges of the University of Toronto (named in chronologi-

cal order) are: University College, governed by the Province of Ontario;

Victoria College, governed by the Methodist Church; Trinity College,

governed by the Church of England in Ontario ;
and St. Michael's

College, governed by the Roman Catholic Church. There are. how-

ever, no denominational restrictions upon the admission of Students

to the Arts courses of Trinity College.
