It is charged that he com­
mitted forgery by making and 
signing false/ documents in the 
shape of the padded arid altered 
list of alleged subscribers of the 
Farmers' Bank, of which he was 
then the president, and sending 
these lists to the finance depart­
ment at}Ottawa. This is the only 
charge now laid Upon which the 
Canadian authorities can hope to 
extradite the doctor. The other 
charges arc that he conspired with 
Travers and George Wishart to 
keal $350,000 of the proceeds of 
the sale of the Keelcy Mine, and 
that he made false returns to the 
government of the same nature as 
those involved in the charges 
against Col. Munro, president of 
the bank, at the time of its col­
lapse, ind upon which charges 
Munro was acquitted.

There la every probability «hat Lloyd's, 
the great Insurance underwriters of 
England, will put Into effect In the 
near future -a reduction of rates tor 
vessels trading on Che St. Lawrence 
route. There Ms been considerable 
agitation by the Canadian shipping 
federations for some time against the 
rates charged on the St. Lawrencd 
route as compared with those on the 
Boeton and New York routes.

While the question of Insurance rates 
has, up to the present, been under the, 
supervision of the department of mar­
ine and fisheries, It has now been 
changed to that of trade and com­
merce and the Hon. George E. Poster 
has been giving the Insurance subject 
considerable time and thought. Re­
presentations have been made to 
Lloyd's during the past few weeks and 
with *uch success that Lloyd’s have 
taken up the question with a view to 
effecting a change in the present rates, 
which are considered abnormal.

The constabulary was, how­
ever, to be automatically transferred 
after six years.
