Men Went Back Individually and

Two weeks ago last Monday 216 teams-
ters employed by the Dominion Transport,
Hendrie and Shedden Companies went out
on strike because. the employers refused to
grant them overtime after 6 o'clock. For
the first few days the men had the better
of the struggle, but before a week had
passed the companies were able to send
out a number of their wagons with non-
union men for drivers.

Some of the Men Grew Anxious.

As all communication ceased, and the
outicok for a settlement was dark, some
of the men grew anxious and wanted to
return. Last. Thursday morning three

ed by three more the succeeding day. On
Saturday 15 had found their way back, and

Immediately, there was a rush made
for the cartage offices to get their old
positions, but the companies engaged the
men }ndlvlduall,v, and they went to work
for $38 a month, and on the same condl
tlons as existed before the strike.

MR. HAYS HAS GONE TO ENGLAND

And It is Thought His Mission is in
This Direction—Business Prom-
ised the Great Northern.

Montreal, May 8.—(Special.)—It now looks

' as if the near future would bring about im-

Chicago to Detroit will have passed uhder
the complete~control of the Grand ‘I'runk
Railway System of Canada. It 1s stated
that Mr. Hays' visit to l.ondon will not
be a prolonged one, as he will likely return
to Montreal within five weeks. 71He Grand
Trunk officials here do n# expect Sir
Charles Rivers-Wilson, the president of the
road, to visit Canada this year.

Business for the Great Northern.

A member of the syndicate whlch 18
building the Great Northern Rallway from
Hawkesbury to Quebec is here, and be says
that altho the new road will not be com-
pleted till August they have already signed
contracts for the transportation ot large
quantities of grain from Chicago to Quebee.
The same gentleman is also authority- for
the statement that the Armours of Chicago
have also signed contracts for the delvery
of large shipments by the Great Northern.
Some 64 mjles of track have becn (ald and
ballasted, and the remaining 24 miles will
be Ironed in a few weeks, The sub-struc-
ture of the big bridge over the Uttawa at
Hawkesbury has been completed for some
time, and as all the steel work 1s on the
ground the contractors affirm that there
will be no delay, and that the entire line
will be completed and equipped early In
August. The compamy have contracted for
600 cars, 400 of which are box cars, as
well as six heavy locomotives.

He read a private
telegram from the Government, statig
that the appeal of the raiiway companies
had been dismissed, and also produced a
copy of the Order-in-Council contirming
the order of November, made by the Ra-
way Committeé. This -was signed by J.
G. McGee, Clerk ‘of the Yrivy Council
It set forth in effect that Lansdowne-ave-
nue was a public crossing until September,
and in the meantime that the Council of
the City of Toronto must decide as to a
subway or an overhead bridge. It no de-
cision on the part of the city was reached
in that time, the rights given under the
order would cease. I1f the, Council took
action in time the avenug .woull remain
open as a level crossing until the comple-
tion of the work.

They demonstrate |
conclusively that the reactionary tendency
of business has begun to have a marked
effect on raiiroad traffic, as it has heen
frared it would. It is apparent that ‘many
helders of railroad stocks have been aold-
ing in the bhope that the volume of rafl-
road traffic would not be materially affect-
ed. But, with large declines both in the
receipts and shipments iw Chicago, and
with freight officlals of eastern lines com-
plaining about the light traffic, large hold-
ers of stocks threw them on the’ market
to-day and found few bidders to take them.
The bear traders when they saw how things
were going, joined in the selling, and their
buying at declines to cover short contracts
gave the only occasional checks to the
downward course of prices. The necessity
which is clear, of a reduction of prices
thruout the business world, in order to In-
duce sufficient consumptive demand, to ab-
sorb the largely increased production, gave
occasion for depressing opinions of the out-
look.

The Committee Men Laughed.

The next item of busimess was a written
request from Krank Yeigh, on behalf of
“The Canadian Club,”” proposing tablets on
all the civie buildings.

There was a laugh over this. Someone
